his recollections of "\Vestminster Abbey where he saw for the
first time the interesting wax figures and Dean Stanley's monu­
ment, admired the decoration of St. Paul's Cathedral, attended
divine service in the restored yet quaint Priory Church of St.
Bartholomew, spent a most instructive yet delightful day among
the Colleges of Oxford (of which more in our next!), and, to
come to things of a lighter vein, laughed at Penley in " The
Private Secretary," revelled in the fun and wit of Huntley
vVright in "Sanstoy," sat in amazement while Hondini un­
ravelled the chains and ropes that were bound upon his hands
and feet by men expert in the securing <;>f criminals, felt the
passion of patriotism stirred witl1in his breast whilst pictures
and scenes, depicting the lives and ventures of the soldiers of the
Queen, passed before his eyes in some of the London theatres,
and was on one occasion a spectator' of the exciting scene en­
titled" Siberia" at the London Hippodrome Besides this he
travelled 3,°5° miles in trains, spent many" a half-hour on the
top of a London bus, while almost every evening he enjoyed the
balmy and fragrant country air at his father's residence in Kent.
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A week was spent on the refreshing Suffolk coast and on several
days he found delight in the rural scenery of England as he
traversed her wooded and scented lanes on the ubiquitous
" bike."

Nearly ISO letters were written. a third of which were
letters of considerable length and importance, and interviews
were held ,,,ith a number of teachers and scholastic agents.
Three afternoons were spent in selecting and ordering books,
stationery and apparatus for the College and a profitable morn­
ing was passed in conference with some of the. authorities of the
National Union of Teachers at their headquarters in Blooms­
bury.

Of course there ,,,ere many invitations which, although
affording great pleasure and delightful recreation, consumed
time, and yet withal for a solid month four hours were spent
daily I Sundays and Saturdays excepted) in some London
laboratories in the practical study of modern scientific appli­
ances and methods.

Deducting the
I9 days on the ocean, 47 days were spent in England.

SIR H. CAJIlPBELL-BANNERMAN ON EDUCATION.-The
leader of the Liberal Party on one occasion during the recent
election in England, after referring to the need of military
reform. said:

" There is another question, which is bardly less urgent
-namely, the devclopment of education. And if our object
is to save our world position, to protect the Empire, to
foster our national prosperty, and to give employment and
happiness to our people, the class-room is a better area for
the purpose than the barrack-room. Territorial aggression
is often represented as having for its object the advancement
of trade; but while we have been seekinq fresh markets
with the sword, we have been losing other~and more profit­
able markets by our arrogant supineness and our indiffer­
ence to education. Our neighbours and rivals have forged
ahead of us and have ousted us from lucrative markets,
because they givc their sons a systematic and intelligent
education from boyhood to manhood. Ancl by education I
mean not only a special scientific, technical training, but a
systematised education from one end to the other, instruct­
ing the memory but also developing the intelligence aud
strengthetiing the judgment of the individual. The greatest
friend to thc Empire would be he who, putting aside our
little jealousies as to this or that class of school, brushing
away sectarian cobwebs, would establish and extend our
educational system for all classes-for the wealthier classes
need it as much as the poorer-on a national, comprehensive,
democratic basis. If we are to hold our place this must bc
done, and there is no time to be lost."

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EXTRACTS FROM A LETTER FROM MR. R. WOOD.

42 Grosvenor Road,
Jesmond, N ewcast1e-on-Tyne,

September 28th, 1900.
" My DEAR MR. BLACKALL.-

" I thank you so m11'ch for sending me copies of the results
of the C.H.E. exams. I was delighted to see how well the old
school has done. [After discussing the results in a
confidential manner, the letter continues]

" And now to give you a little information as to my work
here and the kind of school I have got into. The Royal Gram­
mar School is an old and wealthy foundation with buildings in
the centre of the town. Since these buildings were put up the
residential quarter has removed to this end of the town­
Jesmond-and three years ago a branch school was opened in
this district, a large house being hired for the purpose. This is
where my Form is. The experiment has been a great success,
and there are 120 boys in attendance at the branch. It has
therefore been decided, since the branch is overcrowded and
applications have to be refused, to remove the Headquarters to
this district, and a most suftab1e site, consisting, I believe, of
several acres, giving plenty of room for grounds as well as
buildings, has been decided upon. It is expected that the
negotiations for this site will be completed within the year and
that building will begin immediately after, the plans being all
ready.

" At present there are about 300 boys in the two schools,
but it is expected that the numbers will rise very soon to 500
or mote.

" I am glad to say that I have secured very comfortable
quarters.

" Of course I have had some very 'blue' periods since
leaving Newfoundland. but that sort of thing is only to be
expected. The last three years have been very happy ones, but
I have a faculty of getting a good deal of enjoyment out of life,
wherever I may be, in a quiet sort of way.

" I am sorry to say that Rugby football is the game here, and
for want of what I cannot but consider the better game, I have
been forced to take it up, and more "by good luck than good
management have already gained a bit of a reputation. I only
hope I shall not end up with a groggy knee or something
worse.

" Please give my kindest regards to Mrs. Blacka11.

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LETTER FROM J. BRINTON.

St. Augusti11e's College,
. Canterbury,

Oct. 2bth, 1900.
DEAR MR. BLACKALL:-

I have now been here about a month, and this is the first
opportunity that has offered itself of writing to you. I like the
place very much and feel at nome at the College. There are
thirty-nine students at present, but eight will be leaving us at
end of term and four others will be joining us from Borough.
We do all our work by the lecture system, making notes on the
more important points. All our lectures are given in the morn­
ing from 9.00 to 1.00. From 2.00 to 5 -45 we are at liberty to
go where we choose. I managed the entrance exam. and will
he matriculated on the Saturday immediately before Advent
Sunday. The scripture paper was rather stiff and consequently
I did not do well with it. There are eight of us to be matri­
culated.

They have given me a position on the footer team, and that
position is centre-forward. Our first match was Seniors versus
Juniors, the losers to stand a jam tea; we (Juniors) managed
to pull it off after a hard fight with 2 to I in our favour. Our
next match was with the C.O.S., but I shall not say much
about this match beyond the fact that we were badly beaten.

We were at Rochester a few days ago to play that team,
and had a gay old time. We left here at 12 .45 and did not
reach our destination until 2.30; play began immediately we
were changed. The Dean of Rochester was to kick off, and as
we lost the toss we lost the kick off also, for the Dean instead of
kicking it to me, as he was ordered to do, put it straight to one
of the Rochester team and then hustled from the field as quick
as he could (probably afraid of being knocked over). He told
me he knew nothing of footer, but the action made me doubt
his word and I cam'e to the conclusion that we had been com­
pletely taken in by the old chap. After the game they pro­
vided lunch and we returned at 7.30 p.m. The fun in footer"
here is the pleasure of going from place to place and the
lunches that follow the game. vVe play about two matches
a week until the end of February.

Sir Chas. Warren paid us a visit some few days ago and
everything was arranged to give him a grand reception. All of
us went to the station and gave hearty cheers on his arrival.
We next proceeded to the carriage, took out the horses, and
pulled him to the College by our own efforts. We towed him
through the centre of the town and could scarcely get along, for



crowds of people blocked the streets. Cheers were given from
all quarters as the carriage passed along. I considered that
I was the only Newfoundlander present, and that it was my"
duty to represent the dear old place. This I did as well as I
could and held the end of the rope on Sir Charles' right, so that
I was the right hand man in the first division. I knew if it had'
been in Newfoundland he would have received a grand time,
and my object was to represent that \yelcome over here: I am
sorry that N ewfoundlalld was not better represented, but I did
my best. We shouted so much that we could scarcely sing
" God Save the Queen" at the finish. That night he occupied
the chair at our missionary meeting and afterwards supped with
us in the hall. I was introduced to him as " a son of England's
oldest Colony" and the conversation which then took place was
about the cold ,veather in Newfoundland. Next morning we
went to the gate at the sound of the bell to see him off aud
cheered as the carriage took him off to the station.

I suppose the College footer is on now, and although I am
not with you, still my heart is there, and I hope by the end of
the season you will have the pleasure of seeing the footer cup
side by side with the shield in OUR hall. \Ve go up to London
on Thursday to play the C.M.S., and I hope ,ye shall win.
Rev. Sinclair has sellt us an invitation to come and' see St.
Paul's Cathedral, amI will take us alL through it from the crypt
to the tower. This is a grand opportunity and while at London
,ye shall have the pleasure of seeing this immense cathedral.

Remember me to 1\1 rs. Blackall, to the College and to Mr.
and l\Irs. Lloyd. I have not time to '\Tite more at present, for
the bell will be soon ringing for compline (10 p.m.). And now
I must close by 'wishing you and the College every success.'
