"Ve wonder how often tbis question, which, of course, has refer­
ence to the College, has been put to us during the last two
months. It is a question easily asked but not so easily an­
swered. To us who know the College, the answer is: Very
well indeed; perhaps never better. To the stranger, however,
the answer cannot be so easily or concisely expressed. This
year candidates were presented for the C.H.E. Diploma Exam­
inations vnly; 3 A.A., 7 Intermediate and 9 Preliminary Grade
Diplomas, or 19 in all were wOll-the smallest number taken by

Bp. Feild College for any year since the inauguration of the
C.H.E .. the nearest to it heing 24 for the year 1900. On the
other hand the College has seldom if ever done better in
scho.larsbips, two I including" the firs! ) being won in the Inter­
medtat~ G:rade ancl two \ including the third} in the Preliminary
~rade while a goodly number of prizes and distinctions fell to
.our boys.

Low \VATER MARK.-The ocean is not always splashing
l1t high water mark alld we take it that there is a wa\"e-like
variation ill the conditions of schools in Tt::gard to the age and
ofher qualifications of the scholars. It is a fact that Bp. Ft:ild
College has never been so well filled as during this year. The
roll has reached an unprecedented number and yet in spite of
this the number of diplomas won has been the smallest since
the inauguration of the Council. Is not this a reflection upon
the work of the Collef{e? How are those who know the College
able to say that the College itas done very well indeed, perhaps
never better? Simply because the boys happened to be a very
young lot; the upper forms were never so short in numher and
the lower forms never so congested. and as it is the upper forms
that furnish the examiuatioll candidates, it follows that the
number of diplomas won has this year fallen short. In relation
to the conditions of our upper two forms. the results were sur­
prisingly good. ill fact better than they were expected to be,
the only set of candidates who failed to do themselves justice
being the A.A. candidates, who. we fear it must be admitted.
did not work their hardest throughout the year.

The conditions of the College have changed materially
since June. Our sixth form was I\l;.'\·er so large and the material
of our fifth form has much improved. \Ve shall probably have
the finest class of A.A. candidates for next year that w..: have
ever had and our Intermediate Grade and Preliminary Grade
classes are in a healthy and vigorous condition.

Bp. SPENCER COLLEGE.-We have asked the Principal of
Bp.

For many reasons we regret that there are attached to
the examinations prizes of any kind whatsoever, but this fact
makes it all the more creditable to the B.F.C. boys when they
win prizes. It is that no special effort is made in Bp. Feild
College (SO far as the management is concer:-;ed) to win prizes
and scholarships that makes it all the more praiseworthy on the
part of the boys themselves and all the more gratifying to the
masters ,,,,'hen the College takes so large a portion of the amount
distributed as is indicated in the table above.

Of the total amount distributed (i.e. 893.00) the Anglican
schools capture $280.00-aII1105t exactly a third. \Ve cannot
speak for other schools, but for Bp. Feild College we can say
that prizes have not been the aim of the instruction given and
that they have come as the result of genuine education. All
the classes of Bp. Feild College were taught as a whole, the
backward rather than the brilJiant receiving the best of the
time, pains and attention of the masters.

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THE OVER-AGE HANDICAP.~The Distinction lists are
shorter this year than they otberwise would have been, had not
the following rule been in force: "Candidates over the age
mentioned in Sec. 22 shall have 10 per cent. of the maximum
marks assigned to the subject deducted before a distinction or
place on the distinction list is awarded to them."

NOTE.-This deduction willlJot be made in the aggre­
gate lIIar~ li~t.

The object, of course, is to discourage what are cOlllmonly
known as 'over-age' candidates of sufficient ability to do well
in a higher grade from competing in a lower. Some such re­
striction is undoubtedly necessary in the Preliminary grade, but
we are rather doubtful of the Ileed and justice of it in the A.A.
grade.

THE AWARD FOR. SOCIOLOGY.

T HE Rev. D. \V. Blackal1, incumbent at Harhor Grace,
South, writing to us at the beginning of the year made the
following offer:

"I am prepared to offer a medal each year to the Feild­
"iall who writes the noblest manifesto on current politics,
"especially ill the line of amelioration of sOCial condltiOlls,
"The eOl:1pditioll to be open tn the senior b0Y~, the malli­
"festo to be apprabed by suitable parties, and the medal to
.. he pre-ented at the yearly exhibition termed Feild Day.
"\Vhat tlo you thillk of the propos tion? 1 adviesdly u!'c
"the qualifieatiun lIobtest as preclu..;ive of the degenerate
"impres!>i01Iism that marks the politieal litnature of the
.. day .. '

The competion was held in the month of June last, when nine
candidates presented themselues under the noms de plume of A
Tory. C. Tupper, X. Y. Z., Johl1 DUlln, H. Ricketts, Henry
Campbel1. Mark 2. Punch. Joe Sukes. The manifestos have
been examined and the Rt'\·, ?,lr. Blackall has made the award,
giving the first place to C. Tnpper, the second to Henry Camp­
bell, the third to H. Ricketts, the fourth to X. Y, Z., the fifth
to John Dunn, the sixth to Mark 2, the seventh to Joe Sukes,

, the eighth to A Tory and the nilllh to PUllch. In making the
award, Mr. Blackall says:

"I am making no remarks on the papers separately, but
"considering them in bulk shall try to project the lines OIl
"which I wish the competition to be conducted, My aim
"in making the offer was purely educational, i.t>., to educe
"from Feild College a propa~anda of social and civil re­
"forms. I want those that are receiving the best elIucation
"that Newfoundland can at present afford, to learn that
"there is more than sport and bathos in human government,
"so closely allied in the scriptures to divine government,
"and to bring a wholesome leaven to stir in our politics.
"Unless the suhject can be approached in the name of and
.. for the sake of righteousness it had better be left alone.
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"To impress this fact as deeply as I can upon your boys,
.. I shall have the yearly medal adorned thus: On the ob­
"verse side, aho"e, 'A\\ard for Sociology'; beneath,
" 'Christ Our Premier'; all the reverse side across the
"middle, 'Beware of Bias,' while I should like the floral
"emblem of Newfoundland to adorn the face of the medal.

.. As there seellls to be some doubt as to what is tbe
"floral cmbkm of our C<>uutTY I select the capilluir..: as the
"most suitable to the purpose. This is the Illost graceful
"fern, hardy as well a:-: g:raceful, and I wish you to be

.. lllelltal in getting your CoJ1e~e Library furnished with
"those histories entitled . NatIOns of the \Vorld'; r",ad
"them, especialy . Green' and; Grottc' as muc:I as you can,
.. and thus you will acquire a dignified manner of speaking
"and writi:J",.

"Above all, strive to he J,{ood and strciluous. to hec-orne a
"christian ~cntlt.:lllall, nn,! If I catch sight of tlti~ ill till~se

.. yearly competitions. thl."l1 Ill\' heart will rejoice to thll1k

.. tbat the mantle of Bishop Feild has inde<"d fallen upon the
•. College."

\:Ve think the design proposed by the Rev. Mr. Blackall
for the mt:dal is an t::xcellellt one, but nevertheless. it would be
impossible to have one such prepared in tllne for this year; a
special die would have to be prepared. from which in future
years the medal could be readily cast. Re\·. Mr. Blackall then
g-oes on to give some hints for the guidance of those who may in
future ~ears co:npele for hi~ Sociology Award. He b~gf; that
two questions may for the present be avoided, namely, .. The
French Shore Question" and the "Reid Contract Question."
He evidently regards a contract as, if not quite, yet vt:=ry nearly
sacTed, and is of opinion that the breaking of the first contract
with the Reid Ne\doundland Co was a wrong, for he says:

.. When they-the Company-thought they had the first
"contract within their reach, it all turued out to be a cruel
"hoax, for with the advent of the new political party,
"the veil was liften, and so the Company had to work
.. longt:r yet for the proper 1Ilutch. Indeed, before mu­
"tual satisfaction can come about, it looks as if another
"contract will be necessary."

He desires the candidates to give their thought and atten­
tion rather to social matters than to state politics. He instances
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in the first place the educational question. It bristles with diffi­
culties, and although herculean tasks have been accomplished
in this conuection during the last twenty or thirty years there is
still very, very much to be done. Mr. Blackall would like to
see some suggestions offered for reaching the largest number of
homes possible, and for making the education offered them as
generous and free as possible. He asks for some proposals for
the better distribution of grants than the per capita one and he
proceeds to show the iniquity of the per capita principle as ap­
plied to. the" poor relief" and the distribution of the road
grant. '

In support of his plea in the maller of •. poor relief" he in­
stances the case of Harbour Grace. He says:

"Harbour Grace has gOlle back so much that mallY of
"the men of grit have been forced to go to Bell Island,
"Sydney or the States, in order to support their parents,
"wives and children wbo are left behind, and just because
"five hundred wage earners are gone, leaving their helpless
"and dependent ones at home, the poor grant is cut down so
"many hundred dollars on the per capita calculation."

In reference to the distribution of the "poor grant" he
says:

"Iu some districts directly the money comes in it is
"doled out per capita to all those above, say, 16 years of
II age. and the men go to work practically where. wheu and
.. how they like. It is more expensive to make roads in
ff some districts than in others, owing to the comparative
"difficulty of getting material."

Then, he adds:

"th~' ~:~;:uSeOill:eS~tl~flg:~~o~~~l:~~~s~ry~~~e':i~~~~~::::ft~~~~
"ance aud more rcgard to honour. Examiue iuto what is
.. called the bonus system for the encou agement of agricul­
"ture. Suppose lIle:1 go into the interior, not far from tbe
"coast and start farmlllg assisted by bonuses, woulet not
"they themselves and their stock rot in there for want of a
"cheap freig-ht and cargo service? Could not we grow all
"our garden and meat supplies if things were handled right?
"Could there not be a capital market, properly appointed
"and 1111(1er organized control, with licensed auctioneers to
"form a goal and iustrumellt wherewith to combat the vast
"importatiolls in these liues? Could not the government
"also erect a huge fish depot and take fish of a good quality
"at a stalldard price, rather than see, as last year, hundreds
"of our fishermen returning home empty toapply for relief?
"During the spring the merchallt could take that fish, when
ff tbe markets revh-ed and the governwellt would actually
"lose nothing."
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Mr. Blackall advocates temperance legislation and advo~
cates an increase in the police force, to enable them to combat
with shebeens and the like. He says:

"I do not call in question the efficiency of the police
"force-this is the best managed organization in the CQnD­

"try-but the force is ludicrously inadequate."

Other subjects proposed are: The reviSing of the means of
admission to the civil service; 'public sanitation; the prevention
of living in seclusion, removed from supervisiou- religions,
civil and medical; some plan of improving community life;
work and wages. He concludes a vigorous report in the fol­
lowing words:

"Watch along these lines aud without attempting the
"Utopian, strive to make our snug island what she ought to
.. be, uot the sport, hut the pride of history."

We thank Mr. Blackall very heartily for the interest he has
taken in this matter, and for the pains to which he has gone in
making the award and reporting thereon .

V.-Sundry Comments on the B. F. C. Examination
Results.

A. A. Grade, C. H. E.

The A.A. class of the College last year was unusually
small and unusually indifferent. Three of the four nevertheless
won their diplomas (one in the 1St Division, 2 in the 2nd).
G. V. Boone gained a ,. distinction" in French Conversation
and was awarded the prize.

In spite of the lethargy of the class, the examination re­
sults, although distinctly lacking brilliancy, were very fairly
good. Forty-five papers were writte!l and only four of them
were deemed failures. A reference, too, to the comparative
statement of the marks (page 20) will shew that something
credit~ble was accomplished.

We are glad to be in a position to say that the present A.A.
class is working very much better and shewing much more
zeal.

Intermediate Crade Examination.

The Intermediate Grade class of last year was not unusu­
ally indifferent but was utlusually small. Seven of them won
their diplomas (2 in the Honours Division, 3 in the 1st Division
and 2 in the 2nd). Two others had vcry hard lines. making a
good aggregate score, but failing by a few marks in an essential
subject.

The Chemistry proved a failure. Three of the class did
well, the rest did very badly. Important factors iu this were:
(I f The paper was a rlifficult one and out of the range of the
syllabus in some respects; (2) the laboratory could not be used
until after Xmas.
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Of 126 papers written, 22 were worth distinction marks (I

in Eng. Compos., I in Penmanship, 1 in Eng. Gram., 2 in
Arith., 7 in Algebra, I in History, 3 in French, 3 in French
Conversation, 1 in Mensuration, I in Geometry and t' in Latin).

The class won 2 of the Open Scholarships, 3 first places
with prizes, 3 second places and, as shown above, a good num­
ber of distinctions.

We should like every boy to feel this: That if he will
work as earnestly as his teacher, he is bound not only to pass,
but to pass high up.

H. A. Winter and B. E. S. Dunfield-boys of 14 and 15
years of age-deserve the greatest credit for their performance.
Both of them young- and both first-year candidates, they win
respectively the 1St and 3rd places in the Colony.

Preliminary Crade Examination.

Nine diplomas were won this year. This is below our
average, but tbe class was both unusually small and unusually
difficult. Every now and again a number of boys naturally
dull accumulate in this form. They get thus far and cannot
get farther. Such was the case last year. Of the passes-2
were in the Honours Division, 3 were in the 1st and 4 in
the 2ud.

Altogether 193 papers were written, 22 of which were worth
over 70 per cent. (distinction marks). Two scholarships, 2
prizes, a second place and 3 "thirds" or "fourths" were won.

The heroes of the class were S. H. Morine and G. J. Oke­
again very young boys (13 years of age, we belIeve). Each of
them won a scholarship. Of thl;': 10 papers taken by Morine 7
were marked" distinction" and of the 1 I taken by Oke 7 were
likewise marked distinction.

On the Whole.

Although the results are below the average of previous
years numerically. they are in relation to the existing circum­
stances as good. The work of the College has been conducted
on the same lines as below and a really genuine effort has been
made to help the dull hoy. It does not necessarily follow that a
boy who has failed ill the examination test has reaped 110 ad­
vantage. The preparation for it in many cases has really been
of greater ~dvantage to him than to his more fortunate fellow.
The good lies in the preparation.

s WE WRITE the Inter-Collegiate Football Competition

for 1903 is practically a thing of the past, althoughA the last match, namely Methodist College versus St.
Bonaventure's College, has not been played. As

~ this match canllot affect the relative order of the
three teams it is of little importance. Bishop Feild
College is on top. St. Bonav€11ture's at the bottom

and the Methodist College comes somewhere between.

This bas been rather a trying season, the competition hav­
ing been interrupted by disputes of one kind or another. In
fact the C.A. L. received such a twisting that it is almost W0l1 4

derful that it survived it. Its salvation was the patIence of the
delegates, who felt that it would be a very great pity as well as
a reflection upon the colleges to allow it to perish.

'\Ve propose to give a very brief summary of the competi­
tion:-

On Saturday, October 3rd, St. Bonaventure's and, Bishop
Feild Colleges opened the season. St. Bonaventure's has a
very light team this year, and had it not been for their own
pluck and for the lack of combination in the play of their oppo­
nents, they would have suffered a very severe defeat on this
occasion. As it was they lost the game by 3 goals to I.

On the following \Vednesdar the Bp_ Feild and ro.'lethodist
College teams lined up_ \Ve were unfortunately compelled to
play without one of our half-backs (\V. F. Rendell) who was
sick in bed, as well as without Hal Hutchings, also on the sick
list as explained hereafter. The game was well contested and
resulted in a draw-3 to 3.

On the following Saturday, October loth, the l\.'Iethodist
College met St. Bonaventure's. The Methodist team gave a
good exhibition of combination and won the game 7 to o.

This ended the Erst of the: three rounds to be played, the
score being:-

Bishop Feild College - "3 points.
Methodist College "3 "
St. Bonaventure's College 0

Throughout this round we were deprived of our Hal
Hutchings, who, on September 2211d. was ordered by his doctor
to take a month's rest from study and violent exercise. owing to
the effects of an accident to his head, which he met with in the
1110nth of June last.
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In the first match of the 2nd round also, the College had to
play without him.

The second round opened on Saturday, the 14th, when St.
Bonaventur~'sonce more faced Bishop Feild. The St. Bon's
team played a plucky game, and in spite of the superiority of
<lur team the result was the same as in the first match, i.e., 3 to
I in favour of Bishop Feild College.

On Tuesday, October 20th, Hutchings' month of rest was
up and his doctor gave him permi!;sioll to resume his studies
-and his games. Our captain consequently informed the Metho­
<list College captain that in the match which was to be played
by their teams on the following day, Bishop Feild College
would be playing Hutchings.

In the evening a letter was received from the Methodist
College to the effect that, in their opinion, it was unfair 011 our
part to play Hutchings, saying that 011 hearing he had been
invalided they felt that his presence on the field would "paralize
their efforts" through fear of hurting him.

Bishop Feild College wrote to assure the Methodist College
team that they might dispel all such fe-ar, as Hutchings' doctor
thought there was no abnormal risk in his playing; at the same
time the College team felt very much obliged to the Methodist
College team for their kind anxiety concerning Hutchings' wel­
fare. With this little brush the game came off on \Vednesday,
October 21St. The result was a victory for our team by 3 goals
to 2.

On Friday, October 23rd, two days later, the Methodist
College football authorities approached those of 8t. Bonaven­
ture's with a view to lodging a protest against Hutchings' play­
ing for Bishop Feild College 011 other grounds than those
pertaining to his health, and eventually Bishop Feild' College
was notifit:d that a prol~st, signed by the respective captains of
the Methodist and 81. Bonaventure's football teams, had been
lodged against Hutchings on the ground that he was not a
student of Bishop Feild College in the sense of the C A.L.
rules.

On Monday, October 26th, the C.A.L. met to consider the
protest. Brother Culhane, Principal of 8t. Bonaventure's and
Vic~-Presitlelltof the C.A L., was unfortunately but quite un­
avoidably absent from this meeting, while the Methodist College
was represented by four deleg<>.tes, whereas the constitution per­
mits only three. The meeting was long and protracted, and
resulted tI1ll~:-

(I) Hutchings was disqualified;
(2) The match of the previous 'Vcdllcsday was cancelled 011

account of bis playing in it;
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(3) Hutchings was to remain disqualified until he had at­
tended the College forty sessions dated froUl October
20th;

(4) The fixtures were to remain postponed until November
20th to give Hutchings the opportunity of attending
the forty sessions.

and all this was done in the face of the fact that H. V. Hutch­
_ iugs had been for the past 8}6 years and still was a bona fide

member of one of the regular classes of the College.

Two important resolutions at this meeting were carried by
the vote of the fourth Methodist College delegate.

The next step was a protest from Bishop Feild College'
against the legality, so to speak, of the meeting of Monday,
October 26th, and a meeting of the C.A.L. was requested for
the purpose of reconsidering the whole business of the meeting­
of October 26th, on the grounds that the meeting had been un­
constitutional in its composition and on the further ground,
that for the considering of such important business a full attend­
ance of the delegates was desirable. Consequently on Tuesday,
November 3rd. the C.A.L. met again. At this meeting the'
whole proceedings of the meeting of Monday, OctobeIi 26th,
were reversed. A court of appeal was instituted, and, in the
interest of peace and goodwill, the delegates of Bishop Feild
College consented to th~ question of Hutchings' q.ualification.
being referred to the court.

On Thursday, November 5th, Percy LeSueur, a student of
music at the Methodist College, commenced to attend 0ne of the'
regular classes of the College for the purpose of quoarifying
under C.A.L. rules and for the same purpose ceased to give
lessons 011 the violin for pecuniary remuneration, both under­
takings to be for a period of six months. A meeting of the
C.A.L. was called for Friday, November 6th, for the purpose
of registering the newly qualified student. The proposition led
to a lengthy dispute 111 the which it was admitted, by one of the
Methodist College delegates, that the attaching of Percy Le­
Sueur to a regular class of the l'vIethodist College was as anI
offset to the Feildians for playillg Hutchings anel pri:marily' for"
the purpose of the football competition. The grand result was,
that this matter too was referred to the court of appeal.

On Monday. Novemher 10th, the court of appeal, consist­
ing of two arbitrators appointed by each college. met and:
fOllnd:-

(I) That Hutchings had done nothing torlisqualify himself;
(2) That Percy LeSueur had done all that was required 06

him to be registered.
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On the following Wednesday, November 11th, the compe­
tition was resumed, St. Bonaventure's lining up to face the
Methodists. The result of the game was 5 to 0 in favour of the
Methodists. who played Percy LeSueur in the centre of their
forward line.

This was the last match of the .second round, the score
being:-

Bishop Feild College 7 points.
Methodist College... . ····5 "
St. Bonaventure's College ···-0

On Saturday. Nov. 14th, the 3rd round opened, Bishop
Feild again defeating the St. Bon's, tbis time by 4 to I. The
St. Bonaventure's team played up with plenty of pluck and
made OUT fellows work hard for their victory.

On Wednesday. November 18th, the important match of
the wbole competition took place. The Feildians went to the
field with the knowledge that a win or a draw meant for them
first place in the competition. The Methodists went with the
knowledge that their only chance for the coveted first place was
a win for them, and even after that another win, for to win this
match would only give them the same number of points as
Bishop Feild College.

To say that the result of this match was looked to with
very great and general interest is no exaggeration. By three
o'clock, the time for the beginning of the match, the capacious
stand was well filled, the supporters of the Feildians having
taken up their position en 11/.,asse at the western end. At about
3.15 the teams lined up, the Feildian team leaving their dress­
ing room followed by the hurrahs of their friends. The Feild­
ians won the toss and elected to play against the strong wind
that was blowing. Both teams put up a spirited game and did
their utmost to score. The Methodists during the first half
found the goal once; but. in spite of the adv~rse wind, and al­
though they did not score, we think that our team pressed the
Methodist team pretty hard. and came within an ace of scoring
on three or four occasions. Ou:- c:lplaill. J. Simms, for example.
hit the goal post twice. and Hiscock actually put the ball be­
tween the sticks. but was ruled" off4 side," while others ill our
forward line very nearly did the needful.

At half time the teams changed ends. \Ve do not know
what the feelings of the Methodists were, but we know that our
own team commenced the s('cond half full of confidence that the
game was theirs, and so it proved, for before the final whistle
sounded Bishop Feild hact scored three times, thus leaving
them not only the winuers of this particular match, but the
victors in this year's football competition .
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Their supporters went well nigh wild with rejoicing. They
carried the captain on their shoulders to his home and paraded
some of the streets of the city with many an hurrah and a
shout.

As stated at the opening. the last match of the competition
has not yet been played.

him. For his first season he has done well.

E. S. PINSRNT has proved himself a spirited and skilful
inside left. He suffers by comparison ill speed on account of
stature.

J. R. Ewing-our inside right-has heaps of pace and com­
bines pretty well with the rest of the attack. In the first two
rounds he lacked d:1sh ju:-.t where it was llIost wanted. viz ..
