PHYSICAL TRAINING.
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Iwfl E commend the following notes 011 "training" to 0111"
senior boys and others. They are for the most
part taken from a work entitled "Health at School"

by Dr. Clement Dukes-a man of wide experience

-A and knowledge who has been physician to Rugby
School for a great Dumber of years now-well nigh
40, we should say-and who in this capacity has

taken the greatest possible interest in the health of the hundreds
of boys who have attended that old foundation during his pro­
fessional connection with it and who has availed to the full of
the splendid opportunities afforded him by his position to ob­
serve and study the laws of health for boys.

All can be quite sure that Dr. Clement Dukes' advice on all
matters pertaining to the health of boys is thoroughly sound,
based as it is upon long experience and loving obsen'ation.

\Ve intend from time to time giving to our boys, through
these pages, notes upon health and for the most part we shall
take our matter from the works of Dr. Clement Dukes and Dr.
Gordon Stables.

"The purpose of training," says Dr. Clement Dukes, ., is
to place a boy in such a condition as to enable him to perform
the hardest physical work rapidly, or for a prolonged period; it
is, in fact, to produce the highest possible state of health for hard
physical work . .. The essence of training is that the
heart and lungs should become accustomed to sustained exer­
tion and this is effected by degrees. The muscles by graduated
practice become hard and strong for their work, and by exertion
and perspiration the boy gradually loses his fat, and by proper
diet prevents a fresh deposit."

RULES FOR TRAINING.
I.-In trainin~, to obtain good" wind" it is of the high­

est importance to avoid all possibility of indigestion, for
nothing prevents it more. Food therefore should be eaten
slowly and masticated thoroughly. No food or drink should
be taken between meals. Sleep should begin by JO p.m.,
and early rising is imperative.

2.-The habit of drinking more fluid than is required to
supply the actual wants of the system gives more work to
all the organs to perform. It is, moreover, a frequent source
of indigestion; the stomach being required to absorb the
excess of fluid before the gastric juice is able to act effec­
tively upon the food which it contains. The right principle
to adopt in training is: that water should be freely allowed,
but in small quantities at a time; always sufficient to satisfy
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thirst, but the trainer should never allow himself to become
actually thirsty. As be perspires an ounce of fluid frolll his
body another ounce of water should be at once supplied ill
its place. Dry tissues aud unnaturally thickened thirsty
blood are incapable of the highest exercise of their fUllc­
tions.

.;.-A boy may cat mutton. beef, tongue, soups (unthick­
ened), game, fish (except salmon and eels), eggs, celery,
Brussels sprollts. onion, jellies (flavoured hut not sweeteu­
cd I, hrt"ad (especially CTust, or browll bread), veal, kidney,
beef tea and broths, venison, custard, haricots, French
heans, cabbage, broeoE, fn:sh fruit in moderation, oatmeal,
lamb, lentils. poultry, potted meats, cheese, lettuce, green
peas, cauliflower.

4.-A boy lllay not eat duck, fat bacon and ham, fat of
mcat, sugar, parsnips, vermicelli, puddin~s of all kinds,
jam, goose, arrowroot, butter, potatoes, turlllps, rice, semo­
lina, sweet cakes, sweets, sago, tapioca, cream, carrots, beet­
root, macaroni, pastry, marmalade, pickles.

5.-A boy lUay not drink cream, beer in any large quan­
tities (aud beer should ne ....er be taken by boys without food,)
porter and stout, sweet ales.

6.-A bor may drink tea (in moderation and fresh), cof­
fee (in moderation and fresh), cocoa from nibs (not cbeap),
milk (in moderation, especially buttermilk and skimmed
luilk), light bitter beer, appolinaris water, soda water, selt­
zer water.

7.-No smoking can be allowed during special training.

S.-This diet should not be too rigidly followed. It
should not be adopted at all by boys who are natnrally thin.
The scheme is fnrnished to show what diet generates fat and
prevents good" wind" and what helps to absorb fat and to

9.-The }X:riod of exercise for training should be care­
fully regulated. At first, two hours' ordinary walking exer­
cise should be taken every day for a week; then two hours'
"ery fast walking for several days, gradnally increasing to
running exercise, a short distance rapidly, followed by a
rest; thus finally accnstoming the muscles, heart and lungs
to the more severe exertion for au hour. In this 'way the
circulation and respiration become used to rapid exertion,
and, instead of beill~ ovcr-dollc aGd liable to injury, these
functions are made more vigorous and strong.

IO.-Under-training: t cannot speak too strongly against
boys attempting, as is frequently done, very great and pro­
longed exertion-for instance, hard boating or a rult of
,uany miles-without ally preliminary training: it is then
that great mischief is likely to occur, especially to the heart
and lungs; and under-trainillg, t think, is worse than over­
trainillg, which means over-exerdsc either too quick, or too
fatiguing; or 011 account of inappropriate or prolonged
uuder-dieting. •
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II.-A great fault ill training among boys is to allow the
day belore the f{Tcat event to be one of idleness; whereas,
without being made onc of fatigue, it should be restricted to
what is called a "hreather." And the day before that
should be one of exertiou almost, if 1I0t quite, as severe as
the exertion required Oll the day of trial.

12.-'I'he daily cold sponge or swill followed by a good
hard rubbing is simply imperative in training.

NOTE.-ny "cold" is meant a temperature of 6odeg. F. to 63 deg.
F. or thereabout; by early rising. 7 to 1.30.

HE table below shew5 the marks gained by Corporal!'>

T .'i.Boone and Hiscock in the competition for the position
of sergeant to the company. The possible marks
under each of the headings I, 2 and 3 were 20; under

-A heading 4. 40 and the possible total maximum was
100. It will be noticed that both candidates scored
very high marks and that the competition was a very

close one. Corporal Boone had a great advantage in length of
service, having been a corporal for five terms. Had Corporal
Hiscock come out first he would have performed the wonderful
feat of winning the rank of sergeant after being a corporal for
the short time of four months.

This is the first appointment of a sergeant in our company.
\Vith one trifling exception the appointment of a sergeant will
be conducted on these lines. The exception is that in awarding
marks for" service," the candidate will not receive points for
the different ranks he has held for overlapping years; he will
receive 3 points for every complete term that he may have been
a private, 4 for every complete term he may have been a lance·
corporal and 5 for every term he may have been a corporal, but
he shall not receive points for more than one rank for anyone
term.

\Ve look to Sergeant Boone to make a loyal and enthusi­
astic sergeant and to Corporal Hiscock to improve, if that be
possible, upon his work of the past term. "In a race all run,
but one obtaineth the prize." \Ve heartily cougratulate both
lads upon the excellence of the marks gained by them and we
trust that they will work together in the future as they have in
the past in good fellowship, for the Rood of the company and the
prosperity of the Brigade.

To tlte Electors of Twilling-ate:
GENTI.El\IEN,-This is oue of the proudest moments of

my life, one on which in future years (if I have any) I shall
look back with a pardonable glow of pride. And why is it
a proud moment? Because this is the moment in which I
stand, not to uphold my own rights, not to uphold, in every
sense, your rights, but to uphold the rights which w.ill
further and enrich this district and above all the Colony of
Newfoundland. I stand as a candidate for this district and
with all respect 1 ask for your support.

l\:lany candidates ha\'c stood before you in the past,
many will stand before you again, but we have not to deal
with those who have stooo or will stand before you, but with
those who at this present time are looking for your support,
and of whom I have the good fortune to be one.

cod-trap, or from relieving officer to a departmental office.
I do Dot promise you allY of these things, but I will see that
you get your proper road grant every year and also that any
honourable petition which yon may send to the House of
Assembly while I hold a seat shall receive strict and prompt
attention. I do not promise you any big reforms such as a
reciprocity treaty, nor do I contemplate rushing into all ex­
tensive treaty or contract with Mr. Reid; for such things
show an inability to cope with other and nearer reforms.
To devote attention to these things is like unto the conduct
of a doctor, who, wishing to cure a ycry b.ad sore on the out­
side of the patient's body, treats the sore, and does not
think of what is wrong inside the patient's budy which
causes the sore. He, therefore, baffled in his attempts on
the sore, gets frantic and gives his patient au oyerdose of
laudanum or other drug and kills him. Now, lVewfott1ld­
land is the patient, 1Jl)' oppolleuts the doctor, 1leedful 1'efor1Jls
the sore and the reciprocity treaty the dose of laudanum.
Gentlemen, following my analogy you can understand why
I am opposed to such great and overpowering reforms.

Concerning educatiou, I shall endeavour (if the funds
of the Colony permit) to have the grant enlarged and also
to e'ltablish industrial schools. The proverb is: "Money
makes the mare go," but what makes the money? I say
brains. And what makes brains? Again the answer comes,
training and development of what is already there, but
possibly dormant. 'fherefore if we can infuse more educa­
tion into the Colony, we are infusing the material which
will make for us marc money (by money I mean all that
which pertains to make our Colony a power).

I do not mean to make any individual reforms, for an
electoral candidate is not a candidate for individuals, but
for the district at large. I am not asking for your support
for auy selfish ends, but for the good of the country.

\Ve already have a large number of those who make this
free election an object of livelihood, but our island home is
now too far advanced for snch a thing and we want men
whose motto is: jJfy cott1lb)' first, my elect01s second, myself
third. Such a policy. gentlemen, I (if blessed with your
support) will do my best to maintain. My whole policy
may be expressed in a few words, viz.: Lovefor my cotmby.
I want to strengthen ullion ill the island and district and to
join e\"eryone hand in hand, and if this is done and we pull
with a hani pull. a long pull and a pull allogether we are
bound to succeed and on our death-bed of political life, be
able to say" Thank God I have done my duty." 'fherefore,
gentlemen, with this end in view y.:Ju cannot vote otherwise
than as 1 request. And, ill concluSlOn. r declare that all in­
dustries-fishing. lumbering and others-shall. as far as my
ability allows me to do. be handled in a proper manner. I
cannot tell you what methods I shall pursue, for methods
\'ary with years and circumstances. Having thus outlined
my policy. fellow-countrymen, 1 leave you to do your duty
and part and vote the straight ticket for

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PRIZE ESSAY.
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,- T HE following essay was written within two hours of the
announcement of the subject by B. E. S. Dunfield,
aged 15, and he has been awarded the Berteau Medal

for 1903 for it:

SPORT IN NEWFOUNDLAND.

Newfoundland is at present OlIe of the best countrie~ in
the world for the ordinary sportsman. I say for the ordin­
ary sportsman because there is not much of the larger and
more dangerous kind of game in the country. The man
who wants bears or tigers or anything of that sort will as a
rule ha ....e to go elsewhere, though occasionally a bear may
be found ill the interior; but for the man who is satisfied
with deer or birds or hares, there is plenty of sport in every
part of the island.

Many things have contributed to make it what it is in
this way. Qne of the most important things is that up to a
short time ago Newfouudland bas been rather neglected by
the rest of the world. Most people used to think, and many
do so even now, that the place was a sort of barren rock in
the sea with a few spruce trees and bogs thrown in for fla­
vouring, and a few fishermen for popnlation. Lately people
have been finding out what it really is, and quite a number
of tourists and sportsmen, chiefly Americans, come every
year. Another reason is that Newfoundlanders are a sea­
faring people and mostly live round the coast, so that only
the fringe of the country has becn touched and the gallie
have been undisturbed in the interior.

Perhaps the chief attraction to the foreign sportsman is
the deer-shooting. In this Newfoundland, by virtue of its
ir.sular position, takes a high place. \Vhile A1nerica and
Canada are shot over by numbers of men ev('ry year, New­
foundland has hardly been tonched, and now that. these
places are getting" thinned out" a fresh country is wanted.
It is also said that Newfoundland caribou stags have finer
heads and are larger than those on the continent; and deer
hunters like a fine head to show when they return.

N('xt comes the commoner sport of snipe and partridge
shoot~ng. This is much more indulged in than deer-shoot­
ing, because it is easier to get at, and cheaper, and does not
need so lUuch lime. Snipe are found everywhere where
there is a bog (and that is everywhere in this country) even
close to St. ]vhn's itself, and many good bags are made by
sportsmen from the tOWIl. The partridge arc wilder, and
you must go further afield for them, but they too abound.
Rabbits, or rather hares, are found almost everywhere and
thousands are sold in the towu in t~leir season. Everybody
shoots them. and they come in by cartloads.

But 1 have not yet made mention of the Newfoundland
sport, the sport par excellence; fishing. Almust every
Newfoundlander, young or old, town mall or ol1tport fisher­
man, indnlges in it on every possible occasion. And they
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haye splendid opportunities for it. The country is covered
with lakes and ponds and brooks; some calculate that a
fourth of the whole aTCS of the copntry is water; and every
piece of water has trout or salmon in it. The salmon fish~

iug is not what it has been, OIL account of the game laws not
being properly enforced; but there is trout fishing every­
where and the people take full advantage of it. A few days
ago on a public holiday it was 1n the papers that eight hUll­
dred "tTouters" (it may not have been 800. but it was a
large number) had gone out along the railway line for the
day. It is, to my mind, a very noticeable feature of the
character of the people, this love of fishing, and of getting
ont into the woods.

These three things pre~ty well finish the list: deer
shooting, bird and rabbit shooting and fishing; but they are
al.1, especially th~ deer shooting, conferring great benefits
011 the country. Not only do thcy bring tourists, and there­
fore money, into th,e country, but in the same way they are
helping to drive away the old irlea of Newfoundland, and to
direct attention to it. Every year more and more people
come for these things, gaining enjoyment for themselves
and doing good to the country in the gaining; so that it
lIlay be sairl that the increasing prosperity of Newfoundland
is in a considerable measure due to its sport.

THE SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT.

DE:\R MR. BJ.ACK:\LL,~As I shall be away from town
on the occasiou of the closing exercises of Hp. Feild College
I wish to have my usual little say all .. Speech Day "~on
paper.

In my inspection of the several forms of the College, I
am pleased to say, I found the tcaching' effective, the teach­
ers efficient amI the pupils interested, diligent and improv­
ing. \Vhat more uced I say without de'lcending to minutire?'
I do not say everything is perfect-what institution or sys­
tem of education can be? There are, necessarily. consider­
ing our circumstances, inequalities in each particular, but
in a general way, and for the satisfaction of the Legislature,
for the assurance of your Directors, and for information to

~l~~Ia~~~~~~so~:h:h;o~ ~l~~ft}ttoa~'~~~;i~~16'u~~fl~tt~~lefr~f1~~;
signs of general advance along the lines of the syllabus of
the College.

'fhe Kindergarten and Preparatory school is doillg a
good work. The little folks look cheerful, contented and
happy; and in these conditions are 1l'arning insensibly
those lessous which are in harmony with the natural pro­
cess of their own evolution. Miss Hutchings is admirably
adapted, and adapts herself admirably to the work of this
department.
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It might be thought that I should say a word about the
Rhodes scholarship question, which is now filling so large
a space, not only in the eye of the public, but also in that
of our educationists in particular. But the C.H.E. has said
for us all that needs llOW to be said upon the selection of
scholars, and until the trustees of Mr. Rhodes' will have
decided upon the scheme for selection, there is no need for
further discussion upon the subject.

This only will I say, that whatever scheme is prescribed
for Newfoundland, it must of necessity give a great impetus
to the study of Latin and Greek in our colleges: and in my
opinion these tend to develop more of the intellectual facul­
ties, and discipline and Jevelop them lllore efficiently than
any other branch of higher studies. More of this later on.

Vour Directors have adopted the tlzird of my alternative
plans for the establishment of a Manual Training Depart~'
ment-that is, one connected solely with the Colleg-e. Upon
learning their decision I arranged with the educational au­
thorities of Nova Scotia for the admission of :Mr. 1. J. Sam~

son, not only to the benefits of the Normal School at Truro
but to the McDonald Manual Training School connected
with it. I accompanied Mr. Samson to l'ruro, introduced
him to the Principals, and left him with prospccts of suc­
cess before him. If all goes well he will be ready to com­
mence this new education after the next midsummer holi-
days.

of Bp. Feild College, to present an annnal report.
The perioG particularly under review is the scholastic year
which closed on the 6th day of July la3t and this is the twelfth
year upon which it has been my privilege to report.

Thanksgiving. ~;de ~e~:c~'I~:sai~r~~feel~~~StoO~~r~o~oth~o~ol\~~i~~
thankful hearts for the blessings vouchsafed.
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During the year under review no less than lSi
Roll. received education in the College (144 in the Col·

lege Proper and 43 in the Prep. Dept.). The
number for the previous year was 16 I, so that the year upon
which I am reporting- shews a gain in numbers of 26 compared
with the year immediately preceding it.

The Composite A human being is a compound of three elements
Natur.e -body, mind (or intellect) and soul. Are there

of a Chlld. any to whom it bas not occurred that no human
being is as perfect as he can be unless these three elements are
made as perfect as possible! Every father and mother, and
every teacher must take this fact into consideration and it must
be the aim of all who are in any way responsible for the educa­
tion and bringing up of the young to develop these three ele·
ments side by side. Every man in whom auy one of these
elements has been dwarfed or stunted or grossly neglected is
more or less imbecile. In going through life we meet imperfect
specimens and we all know that the man whose intellect has
been developed out of proportion to the development of his body
and soul is not the most desirable member of society. Even a
man of the world like the late Cecil Rhodes recognized the
importance of this three·fold development and W~ behold him
in his last will and testament attempting to outline a plan by
which such lads shall be appointed to his scholarships as shall
have developed within them in as pearly equal proportion as
possible a healthy body, a sound mind and a soul generous and
noble in its aspirations.

Home and Home and school should work together in this de·
School J~intly velopment of the tllree in one in our lads and I
Responsible. often feel. as I have on previous occasions stated,

that the connection between home and school is not what it
ought to be. The entire education of a boy ('anllot be relegat·
ed to the school, however convenient such a course might be to
busy fathers and mothers. The education of our boys is a
joint·stock affair and neither school nor home cau be a sleeping
partner.

III th~ College we do endeavour to keep the three·fold
development ever present in our work. and I purpose now to
briefly teport upon the work of the College during the year in
relation to each of the three factors already named.

Physical And first let me speak of physical development.
,Development Our method here must not be made too systematic.
10 the College. The Creator has imbued every healthy child with

a desire to be active. and in seeking means of developing the
limbs and muscles of our boys, we must proceed along lines

,~".-
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which will not demand the persistent attention of the mind.
\Ve must leave rool11 for spontaneity and freedom of action.
Hence such games as football. cricket and hockey are excellent
for the purpose. Drill is good in its way but it must not be for­
gotten that drill calls for constant mental attention and is there­
fore a means of mental as well as of physical development and
is not therefore appropriate in the same sense as the games I
have mentioned.

I am proud-and I do not blush to emphasize the word
" proud "-to be able to tell you that in the inter-collegiate
competitions of the year in cricket, football and hocke-y we have
been 1110St successful. On the shelf on the left of the proscenium
you see three trophies-two handsome cups and an equally
handsome shield. One of the cups is the inter-collegiate foot­
ball trophy and the shield is the inter-collegiate hockey trophy.
Of the other cup I shall speak a little later. Yes, ladies land
gentlemen, we won the inter-collegiate hockey competition last
year without a single defeat and we have just won the football
trophy with the same distinction, gaining 11 points out of a
possible 12. How we came to lose the cricket trophy in the
summer is a mystery to me, for it is generally acknowledged
that ours was the best cricket team, but there is no accounting
for accidents and this is particularly the case with cricket. In
this-the most refining and gentlemanly of games-we made a
close second and it is my tr.ue opinion that bad we been able to
play whole-day instead of half-day matches we should have
taken 1st place. Very shortly it will be seen that one of our
cricket team, Hal V. Hutchings, obtained both the highest
batting average and the highest bowling average in last sum­
mer's inter-collegiate cricket and has therefore won the prizes
so generously offered by Mr. Mark Chaplin and Mr. C. Mc­
Pherson.

Mr. Duley has very kindly undertaken to present medals to­
the football team and I regret, as does Mr. Duley, that they are
not here to-night to be handed to Captain Simms and his gallant
team. .

Referring to military drill I may say that we have
Military Drill. an excellent cadet corps, nearly 50 strong, attach-

ed for battalion purposes to the C.L.B. and that
ill my opinion every lad in the ranks is deriving great benefit,
mentally and morally as well as physically. Our corps is nearly
three years old and to-night one of its first members is to receive
his sergeantship,G~V. Boone. The competition for the sergeant­
ship was a very tig-ht one and out of a possible maximum of 100

points, Corporal Boone exceeded Corporal Hiscock by only 9-10
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Conduct
Stripes.

of a point. I congratulate both corporals upon the marks gain.
ed and, of course, I congratulate the actual winner. A little
bird has whispered to me that Corporal Hiscock bas some idea
of resigning because Corporal Boone was the lucky man but T
altogether refuse to believe so worthy a soldier as Corporal His­
cock capable of such unsportsmanlike conduct. Corporal Hiscock
£s one of the 11I0St efficient and earnest members ofour cadet corps
and I al11 very sure lhat,if ever the idea of resigning found place
in his mind, it came from without.

I must not leave the subject of the cadet corps without
thanking .:\1r. Bernard, the devoted officer in cbarge of the COI11­

pany, for his assIduous labours in connection therewith. .

It had been my intention to award conduct stripes
to certain members of the band who have belong(:d
to it for a period of not less than t,,·o years. I re­

gret that in the multitude of things to be thought of, this is the
one forgotten. The strIpes shall be anuounced and awarded at
the next battalion drill.

And now permit me to say a word or two upon
D~~~~~e~~~\. our ~vork in the develbpment of the i~tell.ect. An

p effiCIent test of mental development IS dIfficult of
attainment. Some think that examil1&.tions,as popularly known,
are the test of the work of a school in this particular. I differ
from this view very strongly. They may be and they may not
be. I fear that generally speaking they are a very imperfect
test and I would rather the work of a school in this direction
were tested by the accomplishment of the boys after they have
left the school. Of course it will be said that this is not an
immediate test, nor is it. If there is one thing. however, that
the College should be proud of. it is the doings in subsequent
life of the boys who leave it.

Allow me· to recite a few examples from those
Old Boys. who have left us in comparatively recent years.

G. Hewitt left in the summer of 1902, immediately
passed Responsions at Oxford and took up the Honours School
of Mathematics. The Warden of his College, Dr. Lock, says
that he is making satisfactory progress therein. When .ATe-oJil
lJ-forille left us two years ago he won the new boys' scholarship
at Upper Canada College against all comers and has risen to be
the head prefect of that institution. Gordoll I,Villler is not only
one of the best boxers and shots at Rossal but has for the 1st
half of the Michaelmas Term topped the fifth form. Alick and
Reg. Winter have likewise been weekly top boys on one or two
occasions of the same form and by a strange coincidence lately
these three Newfoundland boys were the top three boys of the
form in the order in which I have named them. W. M. Stein
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-on proceeding to Germany found himself behind none of his age
and he is at this present moment working at Amherst as a fixe·
year full-fledged practical engineer although he bas only served
the trade fOT two years. The four 11lcCou1ell hoys have all done
well. f,-Vil/ is a medical practitioner and is aiming still higher;
l-Val/is was a lieutenant ill H. M. ~a\T before he was 21; RaJk

dall is now at the Royal Kayal Colle}{e, Greenwich, qualifying
for the rank of sub·lieutenant whilst Gerald won several athletic
prizes at Epsom College and is now making satisfactory pro­
gress as a medical student at l\'[cGill. Jacob Brintoll has WOll

laurels at St. Augustine's. Canterbury; A ,-clt Tait will shortly
take his degree at Cambridge at an lIt1usual1y young age; iJf.
Find/ate,- is a medical ~tudent at Edinburgh; Andrew lIIi/ler
and Raymond Harvey during the past year made two of the best
contributions ever made to the FEILD IAN ; Fred Carter and the
1\"vo Anderson boys are doing exceedingly well in schools at
Edinburgh; l17ill Goodridge is doing well at Forest School,
Essex. while a host of young fellows far too numerous to name
in particular. are making satisfactory progress in various spheres
in and around St. John's. I do not know what better testimony
a school wants!

There are just two more names I wish to mention and I
separate them from those already given because they are the
names of boys who were attending this school over forty years
ago. The one is Frederick I Jolmstoll Smith who must have
attended the school in the late fifties and early sixties of the last
.century and who has ., developed since then to a sage." He is
a poet of no mean order who has just issued a large book of
poems from which I shall make extracts in the FEILDIAN. The
·other is the lamented A. ~v. Harvc)1 who was so well known
in this city, being identified so closely as he was with almost
-every branch of a good citizen's life. and who was called to the
.great beyond on the ith day of February last.

Of course examinations are in some measure l1e­
Ex~~~~:~on cessary and while the?,. eXi.st as the doorway to

nearly every good pOSItIon 111 the world they have
to be reckoned with. In the C.H.E. examinations of the year
the following results were attained: Three of the boys won the
A.A. diploma, 7 the Intermediate Grade diploma and 9 the
Prelim. Grade diploma. All the prizes for French Conversa­
tion fell to us, as well as the French prize in the Intermediate
Grade, the English Composition prize in the Intermediate
Grade and the English Language prize in the Preliminary
Grade. Dunfield and \Vinter called for !tpecial mention. Al­
though both were young enough for the Preliminary Grade,
and had studied one year only for the Intermediate Grade ex-
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amillation, H. A. vVinler and B. E. S. Dunfield won respec­
tively the Ist and 4th places in the Honours Division of the
Intermediate Grade examination and are now enjoying scholar­
ships. Both of these lads will be called up to receive prizes this
evening so that those present will have ample opportunity of
sbowering their congratulations upon them. We have likewise
two boys enjoying scholarships in the Preliminary Grade. I
refer to S. H. iJ10rine and G. J. Oke who won respectively the
3rd and 7th open scholarships in this grade. 1'bese two lads
are likewise exceptionally young and deserve a clap extra·
ordinary when they are called up to receive their prizes. We
had no candidates for the Matriculation examination of the
University of Londou this year and the total number of diplomas
won is a little belmv the average of the last two or three years.
This was not due to any inferiority i'n the work but rather to
the fact that our lop classes were smaller in number than usual.

The
Literature was not taken as a subject tbis year in the Upper
Si.xth nor History in the Fifth and I cannot therefore report
upon them from an examination standpoint, but in regard to the
other subjects I have named the;re has been a marked improve­
ment and the average percentages of the classes have risen as.

The class was new to the work, the
Science Laboratory could 110t be used until half the year of pre­
paration time was passed, owing to the effecting of alterations
and the paper set was of an unusually difficult character, con­
taining at least one question treating of a subject not on the
syllabus.

Games and Just a few more words in connection with intel­
Intellectual lectual development. It must not be overlooked

Development. that well organized Kames such as cricket. foot­
ball and hockey serve to develop both mind and soul as well as
body. Many little problems have to be tackled in these games,
often pretty quickly, and my judgment would be that in the in­
culcating of common sense and alertness of mind they take pre­
cedence to all class-room subjects.

It appears to have been demonstrated that the
T":.:'i~r~. mind is capable of great development through the

hand and I hope to be able, in my next annual
report, to announce that a manual training department has been
added to the College.

And now let me turn to the development of that
Morality. element in a man's composition that restrains him

from becoming a rascal and leads him to be true
and just, brave and kind-the moraL development. This can be
the least systematic in a sense and yet the most so. Here cer­
tainly the homes come in and each boy when he enters is not only
an instance of the particular essence be happens to be. but like­
wise a reflection of his home training and previous surroundings.
Although a very busy man I am never too busy to meet parents
by appointment concerning their sons j and I shall welcome any
practicable suggestions from anyone of a means of bringing
school and home into very close connection for the general pur­
pose of making the education of our children more perfect and
more eff~ctive. \Ve endeavour to create in the College a thor­
oughly good public spirit. If bad habits prevail in a school it
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is because the public spirit of the school is bad. Generally
speaking a boy will nol lie, nor steal, nor be guilty of finer
offences against the code of goodness in a class of boys w11.o
scorn such practices. and no class or DO school should tolerate in
any of its members anything which is disbonourable or vulgar.
And who is it that is responsible for the public spirit of a
school? Some will think, and not improperly either, that it is
the Headmaster and his staff of teachers. But a Headmaster is
very much crippled in this part of his work if be has not a crowd
of really good senior boys around him. These are the fellows
who can elevate or debase tbe public spirit of a school. and I
cannot find words strong enough to express my contempt of a
senior boy who persists ill any practice that is likely to injure
the reputation of the institution to which he belongs. Every
senior boy should remember that he is his brother's keeper and
that he can in this institution do good to hundreds. How trite
is the maxim-example is better than precept. All here have to.
recognize its truth. My colleagues and myself, imperfect
though we may be, recognize it; my senior boys in varying
degrees-that is, some more, some less, recognize it. I have on
previous occasions emphasized the importance of exal1iple and I
exhort all associated with this institution to keep ever before
their minds" I am my brother's keeper." Particularly do I
exhort my senior boys to aim at leading a good and strenuous
life, not ooly here in order that they may do good here. but in
the bigger school of the world by and bye in order that they
may do good there.

I am very pleased to be able to say that I have
s .Ou~ some very good senior boys around me. I call

emor oys. them senior; it is merely in relation to tlie school
that they are senior for as a matter of fact they are rather young
senior boys. I have been pleased to notice during the last
twelve months very many improvements in them- and a more
perfect seuse of the responsibility of the position they hold in
the College. I look fonvard to their growing up to be worthy
citizens of their country, worthy citizens of our Empire, and I
thank them one and all for their loyalty to myself and to the
school.

Ml1sic and all forms of art touch the moral side of
An. a boy's training. Art is always refining and

hence the importance of the teaching of music
and the encouragement of such work as the decorating of this
Hall-for is it not artistically done? All my Sixth Form boys
have had a hand in it, but I believe that the following lads have
been the most attentive to the work: H. V. Hutchings, Ed.
Jeffery. J. Simms. B. E. S. Dunfield aud W. E. Stirling.
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In religious instruction I have received help dur­
I~~~~~~i~~. iug the year from the following clergy and I de-

sire to thank them: The Rev. Canon Dunfield,
the Rev. T. Wilson, the Rev. C. S. Cogan and the Rev. T.
Houseman. \Ve have a large number of classes and I am very
grateful for help from the city clergy in the religious tt::aching.

I have now briefly outlined our work here under
R~~~~al~~al the three-fold heading. and.I think i~ will interest

you all to learn of an experiment whIch I have re­
cently tried. I put into operation here in the College a compe­
tition for. a prize on the lines suggested by the late Cecil Rhodes.
For the literary marks, the year's class marks were taken; for
the marks ill athletics and chivalry the ballot of the boys was
taken, and for force of character and instinct to lead the ballot
of the masters was taken.

I congratulate these
lads and I have much pleasure in Riving my prize to H. V.
Hutchings.

Board. I am very glad to be able to report to­
night that these are no longer wanted. On Thursday, the 2nd
of July, a noble flag-staff, erect in position and complete in
every way, was presented to the College by Mrs.]. A. Clift, and
to-night Mrs. Duke ,"Vinter presents the new Honours Board to
be seen immediately on my left. It is a handsome board, and
will see us through another ten years. Mr. Hayward, an O.F.,
has worked day and night since Sunday to get the decoration of
it comp.lete but time has hardly sufficed. On behalf of the Col­
lege I thank Mrs. Clift and Mrs. Winter very heartily for their
kind presents-both of which I feel sure will be productive of
good.

Miss Hutchings and
Department. Miss Pinsent, the teachers engaged in that depart­

ment have my best thanks for their painstaking attention to the
work there. The Prep. Dept. has in preparation a little musical
play which will be presented early ill the new year.

The vacancy
caused in the staff by Mr. Samson's temporary withdrawal bas
been filled by the appointment of Mr. P. F. Strout, a citizen of
the United States and a Master of Arts of Harvard University.
\Ve arc all much pleased with the bubbling enthusiasm of Mr.
Strout. He has quite identified himself with the College and
brings great earnestness to his \York. \Ve give him a bearty
welcome.

How can I thank 111y old and tried colleagues. Mr. Bernard,
Mr. Day, Mr. Jeffery and Mr. \\fright for their loyal help and
support.
