(4) The Fe£/dia1l CLub Papers, which will be under the
management of a committee appointed annually by the Editor
from the members of the Feildian Club and be devoted not
only to generally literary purposes but also and in particular
to the concerns of the Club;

(5) Miscellanea, a collection of interesting odds and ends;

(6) Tile Parents Corner, which will be reserved for any
items of peculiar interest to the parents of our boys and
which will be open to parents for the purpose of the dis­
cussion of any educational question so long as the discus­
sion is conducted in a friendly spirit and has for its object
the solving of some difficulty I the airing of some suggestion,
the seeking of some help or advice in connection with the bring­
ing up of their lads or the proposing to parents in general of
any concerted action for the good of the ColleJ{e.

The matter herein contained is so interesting and of such
merit that it is harqly necessary for us to make any apology for
the first essay under the new plan or arrangement. This refers
particularly to the papers contained in the Boys' Quarter and in
the Feildian Club Papers and we very sincerely thank the two
committees for their ready help and congratulate them upon the
excellence of their efforts.
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We very much hope that the Parents Corner will be avail­
ed of. In the paragraph above explaining its purpose I think
we have indicated some of the ways in which this section can be
rendered valuable to parents. It affords an opportunity-may
we say a long- desired opportnnity ?-of expressing their views
upon educational questions and of general discussion; within
the limits of space at our disposal the columns will be free and
open, but, let it be clearly understood,. only to those who are
friendly and who desire to do good or to seek it. It is not to
become a cave of Adullam.

We trust that all interested in the prosperity and welfare of
the College wilt take an interest in the publication and at least
become subscribers. Should any profits be the result of our
labour, they are to be h,,!-uded over to the College Library, so
that in helping the FEILDIAN our friends will, let us hope, be
adding to the Library.

It is proposed to run it on business lines and the important
office of Treasurer has been imposed upon Mr. Norman Outer­
bridge to whom all payments will be paid and by whom all bills
will be paid.

THE OLD FEILDIAN CLuB.-Since 1899 a number of the
younger and athletic old boys of the College have been asso·
ciated under the style of the Old Feildian Athletic Association
and have played a conspicuous and successful part in most of
the city games. But there has been a growing need of some­
thing wider than an Athletic Association as a bond of union
and fellowship among our old boys for the games only provided
the means to a limited number. Consequently at the annual
meeting held last summer a committee was appointed to con­
sider, draw up and propose a new and wider constitution. The
committee fulfilled its charge and at the annual meeting held on
the 26th of April the constitution proposed by them was with
some amendments adopted and the Association no,:v starts on a
new life as The Feildia1l Club. It has, so to speak, passed from
boyhood to manhood; let us hope that its manhood will prove
long, vigorous, strong and noble. A brief sketch of the outline
of the constitution will be found among the Fei/dia1l Club Papers
on a later page. There are just three points we wish to em­
phasize here :-

(I) Tlu appointment 0/ Feild Day.. June 7 is tbe birthday
of Bp. Feild, tbe founder of the scbool. On tbat day in the
year ISoI was the courageous and strenuous prelate born and
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on that day in each year the Feildial1 Club proposes that all its
members should met:t and make jubilee. In the city a dinner
is to be held to which all members of the Club in good standing
will be invited. In all localities where Feildians are, are they
invited to meet together and enjoy their school·days over again.
At such local gatherings a local secretary is to be appointed who
will be the Feildian Agent in that locality and prepare for the
FEILDIAN QUARTERLY a report of the gathering.

(2) Tltl' Local Secretaries, defined in the above paragraph,
hold from our point of view, important and responsible positions.
It is for them to build up this Feildian brotherhood, so to speak,
and the success of the movement depends largely upon the
earnestness and faithfulness with \vbich the local secretaries per­
form their duties. It will be seen that Feildians in one part of
the world, say Africa, will be interested to learn how their
former school-fellows and allies are faring in another part, say,
Canada. We trust that a considerable numbt:r of these secre­
taries will be appointed at different points 011 June 7th next iu
accordance with the constitution; meanwhile we have ourself
appointed a few at important centres to organize the first gather­
ing together.

RHODES SCHOLARSHIP: COLLEGE SUCCESS.--It is with
much pleasure that we record here the success of J. A. Winter
in the Rhodes Scholarship Qualifying Examination. The ex­
amination is conducted for the Trust by Oxford examiners, the
syllabus .and standard are those of the Responsions Examination
of the University of Oxford and those who satisfy the examiners
are exempt from Responsions-the first of the University Exam­
inations-when they enter Oxford. J. A. Winter entered the
College as a lad of nine some nine years ago. At the age of
sixteen he was sent to Rossall School for two years where his
intellectual parts, and manly, upright qualities won for him the
love and affection of masters and boys alike. In October last
he returned to his alma mater to compete for the 1905 Rhodes
Scholarship for Newfoundland. He had previously learnt little
or no Greek but was fortunately strong enough in the· other
subjects of the examination to let them rest while he devoted
the whole of his time and energy to the Greek. To prepare
such a subject to the standard of Oxford Responsions between
the middle of October and the middle of January (tbe time of
the examination) might seem to some an impossible task.
Those of ns who had taught him for some seven years felt con­
fidentthat he cou1<1. He haS a fiue brain au<l a dogged perse-
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verance behind it. To parody the c1assic-vc1li, vidi, vici, one
might say of him, Ite came, he 'Worked, lze conquered. Yes, on a
day early in March- a Sunday evening-the glad news came
from Oxford that all the Newfoundland candidates had passed.
The College rejoices in Winter's success and bopes tbat the
Committee of Selection will think as bighly of him as do those
who have known him all along. who know him inside out, so to
speak.

THE COl\tl\rITTEE OF SELECTION .-Although, as has been
said, the result of the qualifying examination reached here early
in March, as we write no choice has yet been made of a candi­
date. This is very trying to them. And yet the Committee is
in no way to blame. The resignation of the Chief Justice of the
ex-officio place to which he was appointed by an agreement be­
tween the Trust on the oue band and on the other the Council
of Higher Education, acting in Newfoundland for the Trust,
led to some misunderstanding between the Trust and the Coun­
cil as to the fitling of the vacancy. Negotiations between
parties so far apart as London and St. John's have been tedious­
ly long and the Trust has always been very slow in making its
replies to the communications of the Council. The Trust do
not appear to be able to appreciate the fact that to satisfy the
public of this Colony the Committee of Selection must be con­
stituted on denominational lines and that each large denomina­
tion expects to be fully represented thereon. The Council do
recognize this fact and act accordingly. The result of the lack
of appreciation of tbis fact on the part of the Trust and the
recognition of it by the Council, has been to put the two con­
tracting parties somewhat at cross purposes-that is to say that
the one has not been able to understand the other and one mis­
understanding has followed another, until the patience of both
the Council and of the Committee has been well nigh tried to
the utmost, not to speak of the poor candidates. Being situate
so far from the scene, the Trust must, it appears to us, give
some person or body resident here full power and authority to
act for them within well defined lines right on the spot here.
otherwise there will always be a danger of tedious delays. It
is to be hoped that the last proposition of the Council in the
matter of the constitution of the Committee will prove accept­
able to the Trust who have to date taken just oue week to con­
sider it and even now have made no reply. In the event of the
consent of the Trust to the proposition last made, there is no­
thing to prevent the Committee of Selection from immediately
getting to work and making the selection. Our position as a
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member of the Council of Higher Education has enabled us to
write with some authority as to facts.

DENOllrIINATIONALISM ON THE C01\IMITTEE.-We {ear this
phase of the constitution of the Committee has been much mis­
understood and jeered at by some without justification. When
Dr. Parkin, acting for the Trust, asked the Council to appoint
annually a Committee of Selection for the Trust. he said that he
wanted a committee appointed that would command the complete
confidence of the fiublic. That is the way he put it. Does anyone
seriously think that in this Colony where we have denomina­
tionalism run riot and where the constitution of all important
general public bodies--the Executive Council included-is·upon
a denominational basis, that the committee appointed to select
the best boy for a Rhodes Scholarship (a great educational
prize) would command public confidence unless it were itself con~

stituted upon a denominational basis? Does 110t each denom­
ination look to be fairly represented on such a committee and is
it seriously thought that any committee appointed within the
Colony is going to command general confidence if constituted
otherwise? Does the Jew trust the Samaritan? And have we
yet reached that perfect state \vherein those of one denomina­
tion are ready to acquit those of another of fear and favour­
characteristic features of humanity? \Ve may deplore the
present state but we are llot seriously asked, surely, to pretend
not to see it and to recognize it? And after all, is not the pos~

sible evil very much exaggerated. Although the gentlemen
appointed to the committee represent the several denominations,
we do not for a moment suppose that they are going to vote
blindly for the candidate of their o\vn denomination regardless
of his merits in relation to those of the other candidates. We
must assume that although they will probably love the one of
their own denomination most and are likely to give him the
benefit of any doubt in the balance, still they are going to be
just and to elect the candidate whom they really consider the
best, or, to put it in another way, they are not going to elect a
candidate whom they consider inferior to one or more of the
others because they love him most? God forbid!

FRENCH CONVERSATION AND THE PHONOGRAPH.-Oh l
the wonders and possibilities of science! It is an accomplished
fact that lessons are now to be had in French Conversation or in
any other language through and by means of the phonograph.
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\Vhat would our grandsires say if they could only revisit us?
"Just fancy the voice of a Frenchman being bottled, as it were.
in France or elsewhere, and conveyed by steamer to some dis­
tant land and there let loose! We sometimes think what an
extraordinary evolution it is by which it has come abont that
the products of the several lands are now preserved by one pro­
cess and another and made available for use in other climes;
and so the Newfoundlander and the Englishman can enjoy the
orange, or peach. or banana of the sunny south while the \-Vest
Indian and the South American can delight in the fish of the
chilly waters of a more northern zone. All over the world the
milk of Switzerland can be bad wbile sheep are grown in New
Zealand for the inhabitants of the British Isles to grow fat all
and the ·grape of Southern Europe exhilarates if it does not in­
toxicate the nations of the world. But who ever expected to
live to witness the exportation of the human voice? And there
is this advantage, that whereas when you have drunk your wine
or swallowed your condensed milk it is no more, with the
bottling up of the human voice you can go on enjoying it and
have the same sample turned out for your instruction and edifi­
cation as often as you like. Roughly it is thus: The instruc­
tor speaks into the phonograph and makes what is called an
impression upon the wax cylinder. He recites with great care
a French lesson. This is sent to the pupil with written or
printed explanations and instruction. The pnpil unpacks the
parcel, puts the cylinder upon his own instrument and forth­
with listens to the Frenchman's lesson. By means of his in­
strument he can hear this lesson with the same accentuation as
often, as slowly and as quickly as he likes and when. he feels
master of the lesson he in his turn answers certain questions set
him by his distant instructor, speaking into the phonograph
and impressing his answers upon a new cylinder. The cylinder
is packed and sent by post to the instructor who promptly hears
and examines it, and sends to his pupil a careful ·criticism. To
use a vulgar expression, it is immense, and its possibilities
huge. Good-bye to the day when a foreign master is es~ential

on the spot in our schools for instruction in a foreign tongue!

One of our Sixth Form boys, Stanley Morine (son of A. B.
Morine, Esq., of this city) is. in addition to his ColIege work,
and for his edification as well as instruction, undergoing such a
course and we have been privileged to hear one of the lessons
on the phonograph. It is immense!

OUR SUPERINTENDENT'S REPORT: EDUCATIONAL NEEDS.
-We have just received a {'opy of the Annual Report on Edu-
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cation of the Superintendent of Education for Anglican Schools
-the Rev. Canon Pilot, D.D., 1.8.0. It teems with excellent
suggestions and frank criticism. Corning from one of such ripe
experience as the Rev. Canon Pilot, these suggestions should
receive the very earnest consideration of our legislators. The
land is calling for increased educational facilities and our opera­
tions have outgrown ~ur system. Increased financial assistance
is imperative and our entire educational system of government
and management must be modified to suit our ever expanding
work in educational affairs. We are passing from boyhood, so
to speak, to manhood and there must necessarily though gradu­
ally be made a change in the methods of government. But we
digress, for it is ill our mind to express a few thoughts in par­
ticular onfour of the points with which the Report deals:-

(I) Tlte Training 0.1 Teaclters.-It has been evident for
some time that the training of teachers has not been satisfactory.
Neither of the institutions responsible for the work bas been
properly equipped or otherwise fitted for the purpose; at the
Central Training School there has not been provided suitable
means of affording the men a generous education while at Bp.
Feild College there has been no opportunity presented of prac­
tice in teaching. The Superintendent recommends that the
College become entirely responsible for this important work
which, he points ant. might aptly be attached to the Manual
Training School, \vhich would thus become a Manual Training
and Normal School. The means of affording practice in teach­
ing could be easily devised. Like the Superintendent we recog­
nize that the training of teachers is of paramount importance
and we trust that ere September arrangements will have been
perfected whereby all the male teachers in training will be resi­
dent in the College and the best of arrangements made to have
them trained for their very important and holy duties.

(2) Leakage 0.1 Teaclters.-How lamentable a paragraph is
it in the Report that tells of this. During the past seven years •
246 teachers have left the profession in Anglican Schools alone.
'Ve believe the other Superintendents have a similar tale. If so,
it means that some 700 teachers have left the ranks during this
period-an average of 100 a year. The Rev. Canon Pilot says:
"The majority of these teachers had acquired experience and
.. knowledge in their business and were replaced by others
" without either of these qualifications, and these in turn after
" acquiring both, by others similarly situated." Here we are
through our Government spending large sums of money every
year on the training of teachers-what for? That our children
may have the benefit of their training and experience? No,
but for the offices of business men. In return for their training
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the teachers undertake to render three years of teaching. It is
just then that they are likely to be valuable and the more valu­
able they are, the less likely is the country to retain their
services. for a business man knows a good man when he sees
him and the best of our teachers readily find more remunerative
employment in other walks of life. It is OllT meanness and our
niggardliness that is doing the mischief and that is debarring us
from enjoying the full fruition of the money spent in training.
Look at the salaries doled out to teachers! In the public
schools of the Colony they range from '$57 a year to $766.98, but
the vast majority receive less than '$300 a year if not less than
$200. The man that gets $766.98 is the only one who gets
more than $600. How can it he expected that we can retain
the services of the very men that we most value when we hold
out no inducements. What man of ability and intelligence is
going to stick to a calling in which he can never hope to make
even $600 a year? It is not easy to write calmly of such folly.
There should be in the Colony a number of educational posts
worth at least $r ,000 a year, to which good teachers could hope
in their turn to be promoted. \Ve do not think that 100 such
posts would be too many and we are very sure that the country
would be we!l compensated in the retention of the best of her
teachers in the profession. Thi~ is a most urgent matter. 'Vill
not our legislators act?

(3) A Department of Education Suggested.-\Vith this we
~re fully in accord. It is impossible to expect the best possible
results from the present hodge-podge of educational manage­
ment. How long is our educational government to be spelt
m-e-d·l·e·y? We are finding no fault with the different ele­
ments that go to make it up. 'Vhen the history of the past
25 years is written it will be found that we have had giants and
noble men directing our educational affairs in their own chan­
nels. Our lamentation is that there is no organization for the
bringing together of and the harmonizing of our forces and that
consequently there is much energy if 110t money wasted and
even then with a result less satisfactory than would be the case
under the unifying force that we have in mind. Yes, do let us
have a Department of Education with full power and authority
to act.

(4) To quote the words of the Superintendent, he is seek­
ing the forming of a " body fitly framed .toj{ctlter." I wo~ld that
we Anglicans of St. John's would seek 111 matters educatIonal a
" body fitly framed togetlter." What have we here? A Board
()f Directors for Bp. Feild College, a Committee of Management
for Bp. Spencer College, and a General Board for the primary
schools of the city-all as good as can be in themseivcs and
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along their own lines doing excellent work but they are inde­
pendent of one another and there is of necessity no unity of
action among them. There is no one force controlling and
supervising and directing the whole. There are consequent
overlapping always wasteful neighhourhoods not" schooled"
enough and others" over-schooled." not to speak of the dissi­
pation of funds and the waste of time of gentlemen attending
meetings. We have too many units: tau little concentration.
The whole of educational affairs of the city. so far as the
'Church is concerned. should be under the direction of one
Board; the districts around the city-say, within the electoral
district-should be invited to come in and share the blessings
that we feel assured would result and there should be appointed
a real live organizing" secretary who would devote his whole
time and energy to the care and duties of his office. It is hard
to foretell the possibility of good under such a scheme.

(5) In fine it is high time that the recommendation of our
Superintendent made in his report two years ago be acted on;
let a Royal Commission be appointed forthwith to enquire into
the whole matter and to make some definite proposal to the
Government. 'rhe work of such a committee would be consid­
erable and it would take some time to formulate a scheme. It
should be required to meet not less than twice a month until it
had prepared its report and it should be required to have the
result of its deliberations ready for the Government by Decem­
ber next, so that the Government could have the proposed new
legislation ready for Parliament at its opening next spring.
Meanwhile the grants could be enlarged in accordance with the
promise made to the Anglican Synod last fall and the existing
Boards of Education could immediately take steps to stem the
starvation that teachers and children at present suffer. For the
sake of goodness let our legislators take the question up seri­
ously!

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COACHING DAYS-ENGLISH INNS-THE CASTLE INN.

I
T was a gay scene, that at an English wayside inn in the

coaching days of the last two or three centuries. Scarce
an hour went by but a coach~and-six came dashing up,
and after unloading its passengers, its mails and codfish

and oyster-barrels', as we learn from Mr. Pickwick, would retire
through an archway into a cobbled court-yard, there to remain
for the night before starting with a fresh team on the following
day. These inns were in every large town or village along the
great highways. They were usually constructed rather with the
idea of capacity, than for any architectural beauty, and their
square shape was perhaps only relieved by a sort of pent-house
supported by pillars and extending over the side-walk. The
rooms would be large with low ceilings. In the hall would be
portraits of John Bull and one or two royal personages. Seated
at a small table in a secluded corner two or three men might be
seen enjoying a drinking-contest. Elsewhere perhaps two men
would be bargaining over a horse or other ware. Then would
be heard the clatter of the horses' hoofs and the rumbling of the
wheels as coach after coach-load ever came and. went in merry
stream. The evenings passed in games and songs and rest; and
in the morning folks resumed their journey making way for
others. So happened every day.

One of the chief highways in the country connects London
with Bath. passing tbrough Reading and Marlborough along
the Thames and Kennet. Bath was then a fashionable health
resort. We read that Henry III. used often to go there to take
the waters, and use the Roman baths. The first night's halt
from London would be Reading. Marlborough \,,"'as the head­
quarters for the following night. Here was probabl)' the most
famous inn of coaching-days. It forms the subject of Mr. Stan­
ley Weyman's" Castle Inn."

In 1070, it was one of the numerous castles held by one
Alured de Merleberg-the ancient name of Marlborough. We
know little of this man oeside a scanty mention in the Dooms­
day Book. The castle was visited in 1164 by Henry II. and
later by Henry III. and Edward III. It was destroyed by a
great fire in 1653 which swept with it the whole of Marlborough.
It was rebuilt the next year, soon after the civil war, by Lord
Seymour, Baronet of Hertford. into whose possession it had
passed, and shortly afterwards had the honour of a visit from
Charles II. About a hundred years later it changed hands
again, passing to the Northumberlands, who in 1752 converted
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or had it converted into ,. The Castle Inn." One of the last of
its distinguished guests was the Duke of \Vellington, who spent
a night there on his. 'yay to Bath i':l 1836.

Soon after this the stately pile that had fallen from a castle
to an inn was in part restered to its former dignity by the God­
dess of Learning, whom they-eall 1I1inerva. For in 1843 it was
taken over by Royal Charter;. 31)4 .ever 'since has been the Old
House at Marlborough Collegej .6.1l~ of the greatest schools in
England. There are many t111d:ever increasing alterations. but
the old inn still stands, and the stables now form class-rooms and
gymnasiums. On moonlight nights the phantom-coach may
still be seen to halt before the inn by boys who have been vic­
tims of the birch. But one inn did not suffice this crowded halt­
ing-place. Inn after inn there was. Bordering on the River
Kennet, close to the castle, stands a rope-walk. which in coach­
ing-days provided stabling for two hundred horses.

'Vith the end of coaching came the end of inns; but, still
their sites remain, together with their signs and names. And
their names are full of interest, being quaint and picturesque.
One old iun, at Marlborough too, .. The Fh'e All" has five old
portraits for its sign. On a large board over the doorway are
these pictures, side by side; a fat man, a lean man, a lawyer, a
clergyman, and the best man stands jovial with both hands in·
his pockets. Beneath the legend rUllS: "I eat for all. I drink
for all. I plead for all. I pray for all. I pay for all!" Other
names show the curious custom of uneducated people who
change an unfamiliar phrase to words they understand. Thus
do we find that the ,. Goat and Compasses" is merely a corrup­
tion of •• God emcoll1passeth us," just as the" Elephant and
Castle." a great starting-point for London busses. obtained its
name from the visit to London of the •• Infanta of Castile, II and
the "Bob-tail Singer" is really "The Baptist Minister."

But inns owed their lives to coaching and unhappily for
antiquarians, such a mode of progression was not to last. Ex­
cept for pleasure-jaunts, coaches have given place to trains and
snorting traction-engines; and our subject, the noble hostelries,
with all their boasted hospitality are things of yesterday. They
are now but lonely taverns enlightened only by the faces
of the village farmers who meet at sunset to gossip, and, over
their mugs of ale and lazy pipes, discuss the topics of the day.

OUR HOCHEY SEASON.

E have this year to record a triumph which will long
be remembered in the College annals. We have at
last won the Hockey Shield, and won it to keep.
This is the first trophy that has become perman-

ently ours. For the last two years we have had a powerful
hockey team, and we have WOll and retained the Shield without
very much difficulty; but the great combination disappeared
before its work was quite complete. and this year we had to
fight bard against great odds, and with what at first looked like
poor material, to keep their two years' success from going for
nothing. Credit for this is principally due to our Captain, Jim
Simms, who was indefatigable, and also to various gentlemen
who generously hired the rink for our practices on several occa­
sions. The team also worked hard; let us not withhold from
them any credit which is their due. As finally made up, the
team seemed somewhat liRht, but it proved heavy enough for
the purpose. The first line-up took place on Feb. 6th against
81. Bonaventure's. The teams seemed fairly even, the advant­
age, if any, being with them; but ill spite of this we beat them
eight to none. The next match, against the Methodist College.
was looked forward to with some nervousness, as they had a
much heavier team, and had some redoubtable mighty men.
However, after a hard and slightly rough match, it turned out
equal, three to three. There then arose some dispute as to the
rules concerning draws, and finally the game was continued, on
the understanding that if draws were provided for in the C.A.L.
rules, the game was to count as a draw, but if not, the odd goal
was to win. They got the deciding goal in about five minutes;
but as it afterwards turned out that draws were provided for,
the score stood, three to three. Next match the Methodists
beat St. Bon's seven to three. In our third match disaster
threatened us; Simms had a sore finger, resulting from a blow,
which afterwards gathered. and his hand was of little use. He
went out on the icc and did what he could with the· other, but
we only managed to pull off a draw, four to four. Next came
the great decisive match against the Methodists; everybody
was wildly excited, and the General Hospital began to make
preparations. The teams turned out, and the game was fast
and furious, all over the rink; it was one of the best Inter-Col-
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legiate matches we have had. The result was a glorious vic­
tory; our team got the lead, and kept it up. and the game
ended four to one. The Shield w~s DOW ours to kt:ep for ever,
and everybody went off saying so at the top of their voices.
The Methodists afterwards beat St. Bon's nine to eight. It
may be remarked that St. Bon's improved considerably during
the season, and had their form at the beginning of the season
been equal to their form at the end, the results in their case
might perhaps have been different.

'\Vith regard to our team: On Captain Simms no remark
need be made; the risks he ran when his hand was disabled
speak for themselves. We are informed that but for his not
being all right he would probably have been chosen for the
team which played Windsor later in the season. J. A. Winter,
Secretary of the Club, played an excellent game in goal; his
play was mentioned at the hockey dinner as being specially
worthy of notice. Pinsent turned ont excellent, rushing well,
and always getting forward onto his man when the puck got
ahead. Our old friend Stein turned out very hard and bony to
rUIl against, as many of the enemy found to their cost. He
must have found it quite monotonous to have them continually
sitting on the ice gazing at him reproachfully-except when he
was sitting on it himself. All the other members of the team
were also first-rate. A short time afterwards the team were all
presented by Mr. Blackall with colours; he stated in this con­
nection that though in other circumstances he might not have
given them to all, in view of their achievement he would make
no distinctions. The usual finish came when a friend of the
College provided a very pleasant dinner at Woods Restaurant,
at which the usual toa!:)ts were proposed and speeches made.
The College again congratulates the team of 1905 upon their
victory.

THE SPECTATOR. SPEAKS.

T HIS is, perhaps, the season of the year in which it is
most difficult to find amusement. Hockey is no longer
available, and the condition of the ground renders
most outdoor exercise impossible. It is therefore a

common complaint among the boys that time hangs heavily up­
on their hands, and that they have nothing to do in the after­
noons. This need not be so; and the remedy lies with the
boys themselves. If outdoor exercise cannot be got, the same
does not apply to indoor recreation. Our library, for instance,
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might have much more attention bestowed upon it. Hitherto it
has not prospered too well. This has been owing partly, of
course, to the management of those in charge of it. but mainly
to a lack of enthusiasm and interest 011 the part of the boys of
the College. This year, we aTe sorry to say, the subscription
list has so far been very small; but there is no reason why this
should continue so. We have many really good books, amply
sufficient to meet the demands of any reader in the College.
Every boy can easily become a member of the library and it is
surprising what an amount of pleasure may be derived from it.
Let every boy, then, who has a taste for reading (and what boy
has not?) join right away. Don't hesitate. \Ve wallt to see it
proved that our library is not half large enough for the College.
"'e don't want to have to dust the books every week.

II But," someone may object, .. where are we to read?
Unless we take the books home, we have nowhere to go."
This is true; and a library which is only a circulating one is
never very popular. Besides, books often get lost or damaged
when they so often change hands. To overcome these difficul~

ties, a general reading room has been proposed, in connection
with the library. Here all the magazines could be kept, boys
could go there and read or play games, and altogether spend
the time very profitably. Such an institution would be a boon,
indeed; and we hope that the proposal will be put into effect.
VI/e feel sure that it would succeed.

Another department that many boys might with advantage
pay more attention to is the ~ymuasium. It seems a pity that a
good, well-fitted gYlUuasium should be wasted through hck of
appreciation on the part of the boys. Mr. Jeffery, wit3 his class
of boarders, has done much to keep the spirit of gymnastics
alive tbis year; but the other boys, to all intents and purposes,
have evinced 110 very strong desire to follow their example.
This seems a pity, and it ought to be remedied. There is no
real need of an instructor. 'Vhy should not tIle boys band
themselves together and teach one another? Let the seniors,
then, set the example; the others will not be slow to follow.

Again, three or four weeks ago cricket practice was started
in the Brigade Barracks, but was suddenly dropped. The rea­
son of this may possibly have been the accidental breaking of
the globe of a gas-light, 'with consequent fears of similar occur­
rences in the event of further practices. (There was more than
one gas-light in the hall.) Such trifles as these, however,
should not be allowed to damp one's enthusiasm. Cricket can­
not be begun too early. Perseverance and enthusiasm brought
us off victorious in the hockey, and we have to win the cricket
this year. Let the practices be begun at once then.
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The above are the most important points (but there are
others) in regard to which the boys of the College might bestir
themselves a little. What is wanted in the school is, not good
boys (we have plenty). but more enterprise, more zeal, more
enthusiasm. If every boy in the College were to look about
him, and to have the good of the institution always at heart. he
would find it in his power to improve himself and the tone of the
school very much.

THE COLLEGE CADETS.

T HE College Cadet Corps was organized in 1901 and owing
to too many fellows wanting to join, which would have
made too many recruits, the number was limited to
thirty-two. When these were well acquainted with the

'drill, others were taken on. The corps at first had two officers,
an instructor and three n'on-commissioned officers. At the pre­
sent time it is some forty-five strong, including a chaplain, a
captain, a lieutenant, a sergeant, a corporal and three lance­
corporals.

In September, 1904, an attempt was made to organize a re­
serve of the company, to consist of those who had been in the
company, but who had left college. Unfortunately the venture
has not been a success and just why I cannot say.

It would be.much more beneficial to the corps if the flag
system of signalling was adopted instead of the use of the bugle.
The latter cannot be heard half the distance that the fonner can
be seen, which at times is very awkward. Throughout England
the flag is replacing the bugle, and why should not we adopt the
system here in Newfoundland, and keep up \vith the times? The
late South African war shows how superior flag signalling is to
bugle signalling. How many reverses did the British suffer
owing to the Boer buglers blowing- the British retreat, when it
should have been the charge, or the charge when it was sheer
madness for one to expose himself, and when it would have been
far wiser to retreat? Many a different code can be applied to
the flag which would be impossible for the enemy to unravel or
imitate, but not so with the<bugle.

~ The corps band now consists of six bU,glers and two drum­
mers. The progress at the beginning of the school year was
difficult owing to most of the lads being new to the instruments,
but rapid strides have now been made under their instructor,
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Mr. BIackali. They do much to keep up the spirits of the com­
pany on some of its long marches.

The nOD-corns. of the corps have been presented with a
small room, situated between the gymnasium and the Manual
training room to serve as a kind of club room for them and in
which many a pleasant afternoon can be spent. It is supplied
with a table, chairs and book-case, the latter made by the boys
themselves, who have canvassed the floor. and painted several
parts of the interior of the room, much to the improvement of its
general appearance. In it there is a large grate with a generous
supply of coal, kindly given by the chaplain. The room is
lighted witb electricity and the walts are decorated with pictures.

On Tuesday. April 4th, at 8 o'clock p.m., the C.L.B. held
their annual sports at the barracks. The College Corps played
a prominent part in them. The corps showed that it could send
in competitors who could compete with the best in the battalion.
There were two divisions, namely those five feet and under and
those over five feet in height. All the leading events but one
fell to the lot of the College Corps, including, the hurdle race,
obstacle race and high-jump. Each company including the
band sent in a tug·of-war team, and the corps was not behind.
They (the corps) had to pull the band whom they pulled to per­
fection. but owing to some dissatisfaction, the two squads had to
pull off again. This time the corps was defeated, owing to the
disgust of having to pull over again and having lost all interest
in the affair. When all the events had taken place Lieut.
Colonel Rendell addressed the competitors and spectators, thank­
ing them for their presence.

The prizes were then bestowed upon those who were lucky
enough to have won them.

The band closed the programme with the National Anthem
and the spectators and competitors dispersed, all feeling that
they had enjoyed a very pleasant evening.

CRICKET APPOINTMENTS.

T HE cricket season i~ DOW approaching and if anything is
to be done this year, practice must begin early. There­

. fore, on Thursday, April 13, after morning prayers in
the hall, the officers were appointed for the various

He was supported by
Mon. H. A. \Vinter and by S. H. Morine, both leading repre­
sentatives of the Classical side, and was opposed by Prefects
Simms and J. A. \Vinter and Monitors Stein and Jeffrey. All
the speeches showed consiaerable ability, but unfortunately in a
debate of this kind it is practically impossible to prevent boys,
especially young boys, from voting on their own side, regardless
of the arguments presented to them. The division showed a
small majority in favour of the Commercials, and was followed
by a short entertainment.
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
