THE PrESENT NUMBER.—Owing to the fact of our being
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Master of the Manchester Grammar School, for the Parents
National Educational Union and printed in the Monthly
Magazine of the Union, known as Parents, for August, 1904.
It appears to us so excellent an article, so suggestive of good
points to parents and teachers and all concerned with the bring-
ing up of children as to be worth the reading, and with apologies
to the proprietors of Parents we reproduce it in extenso. Some
éighteen months ago in our annual report of the College we
made special reference to the Parents National Educational
TUnion and we hope that circumstances will permit us to establish
a branch in our midst during the next school year. For the
past two years we have not had time to devote to this as to
many other matters.

A MaAsTER OF METHOD.—Owing to a special allocation
made by the legislature in the Education Act of this year, it has
become possible for the Superintendent of Education to fulfil his
desire in the matter of the training of teachers. A Master of
Method is to be attached to the College staff who will devote
about one-third of his time to the professional training of the
teachers-in-training ; the rest of his time will be devoted to work
in the lower forms of the College. As the man to be appointed
will be one who has been thoroughly well trained himself and
who will have proved his excellence in the school of experience,
a two-fold blessing is likely to follow his appointment. In due
course every school in the diocese will benefit through the im-
proved means of training to be found in the appointment while
it will be an immense advantage to the lower forms of the Col-
lege to have such a man in charge of them. We congratulate
our superintendent and all who have assisted him in bringing
this matter to a successful issue, and we congratulate the
Government and Legislature for having adopted the recom-
mendation made to them in this connection and for having made
the step possible by voting the money for the purpose.

And right here let us go a step further and congratulatc the
Government upon the generous addition which they have made
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to the Education Grants generally. It is to our mind a step in
the right direction and under all the peculiar circumstances of
this particular year we feel that a special word of praise is due to
our legislators in that they have made so large an increase ini the
grants for education—-an increase which we believe is greater by
far than any increase made at any one time in the history of the
Colony. We rejoice that our legislators are becoming more
conscious of the importance of education to the welfare of every
community and we trust that the example which has now been
set will be followed by succeeding Governments. We could
write much on this question but must refrain and conclude the
paragraph by reminding those on whom the responsibility of
Government rests that ke child is father of the man and that con-
sequently if we want good men to-morrow, we must make the
children as good as it is possible to make them to-day.

TrE HEADMASTER Visrts ENGLAND.—For the purpose of g
making the appointment referred to above, the Board of Directors 3
have instructed the Headmaster to proceed to England and we
leave on the s.s. Siberian. Mr. Wright, who has been helping
us out during the past scholastic year by attending for the morn-
ing sessions, owing to the large increase in the number of pri-
vate pupils in music, cannot continue thus to help us. Itistrue
that the Master of Method will fill his place and will be able to
devote to the ordinary class work of the College about the same
time that Mr. Wright has been devoting, but further assistance
on the staff would be a very real help to all of us and a great ad-
vantage to every boy in the College. Much of the work that is
now accomplished is done under a great strain and when strain
becomes excessive something has to break. Seeing that we are
about to visit England, we have issued an appeal to parents and
others to put us in a position financially to add a.University man
of experience and ability to the staff. The appeal has met with
a generous response which we very'much appreciate, but still
more promises of financial aid are needed. Many have probably
overlooked the matter ; very many are more than satisfied with
what is at present done for their boy—not knowing at what a
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strain the work is accomplished; others, we know, owing to
large and young families and other causes, are not able to do
more than they are doing in this way at present—yef we earnestly
invite those who can help to do so. Owing to a very generous
though anonymous donation of fwo ‘undred and fifty dollars
($250.00), and to the assistance of Canon Pilot and others—not,
of course, forgetting those who have so kindly replied to our ap-
peal—we are able to make the appointment for a year at least;
we hope that by the time September comes further replies will
have come in to such an extent as to make the appointment pos-
sible for three years. 7hke staff next year will be very strong.

THE JOHNSON SHIELD COMPETITION. 4
s all enthusiastic supporters of the different colleges in
town are aware, the Shield commonly known as the
‘‘ Johnson Shield”’ it having been offered by the
Hon. Mr. Justice Johnston —was won last year by Bp.
Feild College. This year the College repeated their performance
of last year, and, as the Shield was to become the property of
the college which won it for two successive years, Bp. Feild is »
now the proud owner of it.

Details of the scheme of the competition have appeared in a
previous number of the FEILDIAN!

The highest percentage of points is 18, for cricket. In this
event (!) our boys proved easy victors. In the first round they
defeated the Presbyterian College by over 150 runs, while the
Methodist lads inflicted a still greater defeat on the St. Bom.
boys. Inthe final round our lads were again successful, thus
winning 18 per cent. of the total points.
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Those deserving of special mention are Max Johnson, Eric
Coen and Clift Rendell for their batting performances, which in
all three cases realized an average of over 10. The bowling of
Eric Coen and Fred Rendell was indeed excellent, the former
taking 24 wickets for the remarkably low total of 49 runs, and
the latter 15 wickets for 55 runs. We cannot leave the cricket
without saying a word in praise of Nick Hunt who kept wicket
in a manner really brilliant in one so young.

In football our lads were less successful. In the first round
the Methodist boys defeated the Presbyterians, who put up an
exceedingly good game. ‘The game between the Feildiaus and
the St. Bou’s proved most exciting, the St. Bon. boys eventually
winning after 55 minutes play. In the final the St. Bon's were
again victorious and so gained 16 per cent. of the points.

Of our team Fred Rendell and Eric Coen at full back, and
Chesley Martin at forward are specially deserving of mention,
their play being often brilliant.

The next event as regards value in points is the 100 yards
flat race. ‘The favourite for this race was Max Johnson, son of
the kind doner, and last year’s winner, who again won ‘‘ hands
down” in the surprisingly quick time of 14 seconds. This
victory gave Feild College another 16 per cent. of the points.

The hundred yards hurdles proved a more exciting race.
Chesley Martin took the lead and kept it throughout the race,
taking the hurdles beautifully. This gave the Feildians a big
lead over the others, they being 49 per cent. and St. Bon’s
second with 16 per cent.

The % mile relay race proved an easy victory for the Feild
boys. In the 1st lap the Feildians gained a distinct lead, which
every successive runner kept on increasing, till at the end of the
last lap the Feildians had a lead of nearly 50 yards. The five
runners were Chesley Martin, J. Clift, E. Coen, F. Rendell, M.
Johnson, all of whom are to be congratulated.

In the 100 yards to be run off by two chosen representatives
from each college in the relay race, Max Johnson had another
easy victory, and seemed to outstrip the other competitors with
the greatest ease. He has a splendid stride and ought to make
a name for himself as a runner in the future.

Throwing the cricket ball was won by a St. Bon. lad with
Fred Rendell a good second.

This finished the competition for the Shield, Feild College
being first with a grand total of 74 points out of a possible 100,
the St. Bon’s getting the remaining 26 points.
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It is a rather peculiar fact that the gold medal for the 100
yards has been won both years by Max Johnson, and this year
his name will be engraved on the Shield as Victor Ludorum.

Our best thanks are due to Mr. Jeffery who so successfully
coached the lads in cricket, running, etc., and to Mr. Wright
for the keen interest he took in the lads’ football.

We all feel grateful to Judge Johnson for the interest he has
taken in the athletics of our younger school-fellows, and hope
that his efforts will bring about a keener and more manifest in-
terest in the sports of the young school folk.

AN AMERICAN SCHOOL.

from that of England. The American public schools

do not correspond to the English public schools at all.

The American public schools are the free schools, but
unlike the ‘‘board’ schools they are attended by all classes
rich and poor, the education given in them being remarkably
good. The school that corresponds to the English public school
is the ‘‘preparatory’’ school but it is very different. By ‘‘ pre-
paratory ' school is meant preparatory for the university, for
now-a-days every American with any means whatsoever, attends
a university, or "‘college’’ as they are more popularly called
(though not with the English significance), for some years, be-
fore completing his education. Of universities there are many,
Harvard and Yale being the two principal.

THE American system of education is entirely different

‘
It is, however, a day at one of the preparatory schools that
I propose giving a brief account of :

The usual bell goes off at seven-twenty a.m. and at seven-
forty the American youth comes down stairs, like his English

_cousin, completing his dressing operations while descending.

Breakfast is the first item on the programme of the day (no early
school nor ‘‘ chapel’’) and consists, as do all the other meals, of
good though plain food appetizingly served.

At nine o’clock morning school begins being preceeded by
a ten minutes service, and continues till one o’clock. The
American school curriculm is without doubt a very practical
one—reading, ’riting and ’rithmetic are given quite as much at-
tention as Greek or Latin, though a student may (with the ap-
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proval of the head-master) arrange his study ‘schedule’’ so as
to devote the principal, part of his time to preferred subjects.

At one-ten lunch is served and at two-ten is an hours
school. At three-thirty there are two hours compulsory exer-
cise, and perhaps here I had better mention some of the forms
indulged in: football (a form of ‘‘rugby’’) in the autumn, and
base-ball in the spring and summer, are, of course, the most
popular, and there is great enthusiasm shown in connection with
matches in these games between rival schools. Besides these,
tennis, golf, squash-tennis and basket-ball are enjoyed. Cricket
is not played nor is fives. ‘There is a rifle-corps connected with
nearly every school which in some cases it is compulsory to join.

At six o’clock supper is served, immediately afterwards a
short service is held, preparation from seven to nine, and then
bed. At American schools the boys do not sleep in a dormitory,
but every two boys have a room to themselves, and at some
schools every boy. Thisis possible as there are few schools
whose boarding list exceeds eighty or one hundred.

The buildings of an American school, though usually very
fine, are of course modern. There is none of that beautiful old
architecture which so many English schools rejoice in.

There is one thing in particular about an American school
of which I thoroughly approve and that is: if a student mea-
sures about six feet tall, or thereabouts, and happens to be in
one of the lower forms (say possibly the upper-third) he is not
required by his companions to wear a turn-down Eton collar,
because his predecessors of some five hundred years back did
not blossom into a ‘‘choaker’’ till they had reached the lower-
fifth. Monitors, prefects, ‘‘gods,”” and fagging are unknown
in the American school, on the principle of the country that all
men are equal. Corporal punishment is also an unknown thing.
Spare the rod, etc.—certainly it wouldn’t hurt some of the
American youths to have a little of the bumptiousness taken out
of them ! g

The American’s attitude towards the Englishman is, on the
whole, one of sneaking regard. Of course you will now and
again meet anti-Englishites who feel very bitter on the subject,
but the average feeling may be expressed in the following :
‘“ Waal, of course the United Statesisa long ways ahead of
England, but England is better than Germany and better than
France, so lets be friends—What’s yours ?”’

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ESSAY—THE BRITISH EMPIRE.

(Awarded 2nd place in competition for * British Empire” prize, 1904.)

OME was not built in a day,”” neither was that im-
measurably greater structure which we call the
British Empire. Since to thoroughly understand
a structure we must go back to the time of its
building, let us take ourselves back to the summer of 1583 in
which year our own Newfoundland, which we proudly call the
““ Oldest Colony ” was first taken possession of in the name of
Queen Elizabeth, to form the foundation stone of the present
magnificent structure. Soon after Newfoundland the present
United States were colonized, but as they have since broken off
from the Empire, we have no more to do with them. Next
India was approached by the Fast India Company, which ob-
tained a footing by permission of the native princes, and grew
until the native princes practically held their places by its per-
mission. The Company held India until the Mutiny, when it
became a government possession, and has so prospered since as
now to be one of the most valuable territories under the British
flag. Next came the great war with France in which Canada
was wrested from her, and she finally lost her place in the New
World. With the exception possibly of Australia, Canada has,
I think, a greater future before her than any other British pos-
session. With her enormous agricultural territory, splendid
timber and mines, and with places ready and waiting for fifteen
times the population she at present has, it is impossible that it
should be otherwise, and since the United States have grown to
a great nation with eighty millions of people, why should not
she. Then came Africa, taken from the Dutch, our predecessors
in several places. It has received much attention lately during
the rather violent final settlement of our difficulty with the
Dutch, which no doubt will do a good deal to assist its already
swift development. And last comes Australia, which from a
convict settlement has grown to one of the brightest jewels in
England’s crown, and is in importance second to none. In ad-
dition to these greater ‘‘ Britains beyond the seas’’ there are
innumerable smaller but important ones, of which it is impossible
here to treat separately by reason of their very number.

So much for the growth of the Empire ; now for its present
condition. It has become so enormous that our statesmen are
now beginning to turn their attention from expansion to the
compacting of what we already have. The connections must
be strengthened between the parts, lest any should full off. This
is perhaps the cause of the growth of what we call Imperialism,
national celebrations, such as Empire Day and so on. Formerly
England was the great center, and the colonies were but off-
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shoots, dependent upon the Mother Country for their existence ;
but now some of them are growing into trees themselves, becom-
ing nations, and some other bond of union must be substituted
for the old one. The Boer war has done a great deal towards
this; Canada, Australia, India, have participated in it, and
thereby made to feel more strongly their union both with Eng-
land and among themselves. Another thing which must help
largely in the same direction is Mr. Chamberlains new fiscal
policy. Formerly the colonies were on the same terms commer-
cially with England as foreign countries. This new scheme will
draw them together and put the foreigners, so to speak, further
off , it will give them the preference and advantage ; and make
them feel that they receive their benefits more from England and
from each other than from outsiders. Mr. Chamberlain has been
the first to see the necessity for this, and for our own sakes and
for the Empire's sake, let us hope he will succeed.

Thus far the Past and Present; there yet remains the Fu-
ture. What it will bring we can only gess and hope. There are
still great territories to be parcelled out ; in fact this operation is
in progress in some places; China for example. In these of
course England must have her share, and a large share. It is
for the good of the world that it should be so, for we can show
with pride the best-governed possessions, governed only with a
view to the good of their people, in the world. Nowhere do we
see a state of affairs such as exists in Russia, for example; al-
ways a rumbling and growling in the lower strata of society,
like a volcano, with occasional outbursts into furious activity of
destruction. The people are not governed for the good of Eng-
land either; they are governed for their own. Not only does
England not live on her colonies, taking their money into her-
self, but she gives money out to them to help them along their
road of progress, she protects them, (for the navy and army are
almost entirely paid for by England) she acts as an arbitrator
between them and foreign states, she obtains treaties and favours
for them at her own cost, not theirs, as we in Newfoundland
have recently seen in connection with the French Shore Treaty,
which did not cost us a cent. And then; some of her Con-
tinental neighbours accuse her of selfishness and of seizing ter-
ritories for her own profit. Should not all these things be the
more reason for us to be loyal to England, or rather, more loyal
than at present, instead of continually thinking of how to get
more advantages for our own little colonies at her expense, or
at the expense of other colonies. I always think each colony
thinks too much of its own private good, rather than the good
of the Empire in general. In future let us hope they will rather
give attention and support to whatever will be for the general
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good, and help the Empire on to what many think and all hope
will be its final destiny—the domination of the world.

The REVIEW OF CADETS.
Hyde Park, London, July 5th, 1905.

E ARE favoured with the final arrangements which
have been made for the Review of Cadets in Hyde
Park, to-day, Saturdy, July 1st, 1095. This event
which has been looked forward to for some considerable time by
the boys is one of considerable importance, as being one of the
largest, if not the largest,that has taken place in the metropolis,
the number on the grounds being somewhere about 5,000.
They will commence to assemble somewhere about 3.30. The
whole will be in position about 4.
