HEAD MASTER..

EAR PAREN'1'S,-You have ere now received the annual

.. reports of the work, conduct, attendance and punc­
tuality of your sons for the year ended July 4. The
preparation of these reports imposes upon the staff a

good deal of labour and I trust that you all notice them care­
fully _ A parent myself, I know full well that most reports will,
in some particular or other, seem to fall short of the wishes of
parents who are anxious that their boys should excel all along
the line, but it gives me pleasure to think that nearly all the
reports are on the whole quite satisfactory. I can only repeat a
statement that I have often made before, that is, that I shall
always be pleased to meet any of you who desir~ to confer with
me concerning" your boys.

The principal object of the reports is to give you the fullest
information possible about your boys so that home and college
may work together and assist one another in the education of
the boys. I still feel that there is not enough of concerted
action, and that parent and teacher can work together stillmore
than has so far bten the case.

The year that has gone has been a very satisfactory one in
the history of the College and I ask for the continued help and
sympathy of all friends of the institution for the work of the
future. You are aware that the staff of the College was in­
creased and strengthened during the past year and that I did
myself undertake to raise a portion of the increased cost of the
same. I started a Staff Augmentation Fund and sought the
assistance of all parents and friends who were able and disposed
to give help. I do most s£1lcerely tflank tflOse who responded to
my praJ1er. Thanks in particular to one or two large subscrip­
tions, I have been able to get through the first year very well,
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but the help will have to be more general to enable me to meet
my undertaking during the year that we are about to enter. I
am sure that nearly all can give me a little help and it is just
this that I seek-a little help from pretty well all. Cannot every
pm'ent dm lng tlte next school )/ear give me one dollar a qu.arter?
Some can and will· do more., but let all do tltis muclt, if at all
possible.

It is a commercial community that we serve, and, frankly,
I am -not yet satisfied with our commercial department. It is
my intention to give this department my particular care and
personal attention during the coming year and I hope at the end
of it to be able to report a satisfactory state of things.

A change in the maternal care of the hoste!' bas become
necessary. For fifteen ye<!rs Mrs. Blackall" has been the
" mother" of the hostel but she finds that, in addition to the
care of her OW11 family, that of the hostel is too great, and that
the condition of her health renders it impossible for her to con·
tinue the charge of the hostel. Consequently Mrs. Blackall and
family will in future reside at Llewelyn Place. I shall myself,
however, continue to live at the hostel and to exercise the same
supervision as I have during the past fifteen years. Our friends
6f the outports will be pleased to learn that Mrs. Haynes,
widow of the recently deceased clergyman, has consented to be
Matron of the hostel in Mrs. BlackaU's place.

Our watchwords are" Forward" and" Onward." Let us
all work together that we may go forward and onward, and
that, for the good of our sons and for the welfare of our pos­
terity, the College may be made as efficient as possible.

THE JOHNSON SHIELD.

In 1904 the Hon. Mr. Justice Johnson presented-a shield to
be competed for by the boys under 12 of the four St. John's
Colleges. The shield was won by Bp. Feild College in '904
and again in 1905 and under the terms of the competition be­
came the permanent property of the College. The Judge, who
is an Old Feildian and a true sportsman, bas presented a second
shield to be competed for on the same terms as the former ODe
and we are very pleased to be able to report that Feild College
has won it for the first year likewise. Mr. Johnson not only
presents the shield, but most generously gives a Victor Lu­
dorum medal of gold and a gold medal for the winner of th~ 100
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yds., as well as prizes of smaller value for the other events that
go to make up the competition.

The branches of athletics in the competition are: Cricket,
football, 100 yards race, hurdle race, half-mile relay race and
throwing the cricket ball.

The several events were very keenly contested this year
anu it is on this account all the more to the credit of the young·
sters of the College to have won trophy. \Ve congratulate
them, and we thank Mr. Jeffery most heartily for the interest
he took in the competition and for the manner in which he
trained the lads.

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GRIM DEATH REMOVES ANOTHER OF OUR LITTLE ONES.
-In our last issue we had to record the death of little Oke at
the festive season of Christmas. Easter Sunday was the OCCq-

• sian of an accident that ended in the death of another of the
/ most promising of our youngest boys. On the afternoon of
that day Arthur Rendell and his brother Clifford together with
Tom Rohinsoll and Eric Holden were walking along' the border
of the ice that still covered Long Pond. All four were young
'boys and failed to appreciate the fact that the ice at that time of
the year is very rotten and unsafe. They had not gone far
when the ice gave way and the four lads found themselves sub­
merged in the ice-cold waters of the lake. Fortunately the
water was not more than four feet deep at the place of the acci­
dent and, owing chiefly to the presence of mind and heroic con­
duct of young Robinson, ,three of the four again reached the
ice, but ere the helping hand could be given to· Arthur Rendell,
his little heart had ceased to beat and his form lay stiff in death
on the bottom. The heart-felt sympathy of the: whole com­
munity went out tg the sorrowing parents-Dr. and Mrs. Ren·
dell and a gloom fell over the College. Although it was vaca­
tion, most of the boys assembled on the morning of the funeral
and followed the body of their erstwhile companion to the
grave. Arthur Rendell was intellectual beyond the ordinary,
bright. happy and vivacious, and has left behind him, in the
home that cherished and loved him, a very sad blank. He will
always be remembered by his masters and fellows of the College
with feelings of the warmest affection and regard.

the Head Master gave them the usual patriotic Empire Day
lecture.

ANNUAL REPORT OF PRESIDENT AND SECRETARY.

To THE ME:MBERS OF THE FEILDIAN CLUB,

GENTLEl'tIEN,-

I N preparing this 1 the first Annual Report of the Feildian
, Club, we wish to say at the outset that the result of the

operations of the Club has been quite satisfactory. We do
not mean that any miracles have been wrought or that the

Club has reached the status that we ,,,ish to see it attain, nor do
we mean to say that more could not have been done than has
been done. nor yet that the organization is by any means com­
plete. In fact we mean 110 more than this, that taking into con­
sideration the difficulties of putting the new machinery to work
all has been accomplished that any reasonable person could
expect for the first year.

Our experience has shown us tbat the Constitution has
been carefully drawn up; that it is 1110st suitable for the pur~

poses of the Club, and calculated to prove a source of strength
to it when it is worked out in its details.

It is gratifying to be able to report that we have a member­
ship of 39. This far exceeds the roll of any year in the history
of the Club under the old organization of the O.F.A.A. and
shows that the old boys are beginning to appreciate the advant­
ages of association, and to recognize their personal and individ­
ual obligation to the Club. It shows too, we venture to think,
a spirit of loyalty to the object which the Club has in view.

We desire to impress upon the members, however. the ne­
cessity of paying th~ annual subscription previous to the 1st
September in each year, in order that the Club may be able to
avoid assuming any financial obligations that it is unable to dis­
charge in cash immediately. "Cash payment" must be the
rule, we humbly submit. of the Feildian Club, and credit must
be eschewed. It comes to the same thing to the members in the
course of a year whether the subscription is paid early or late
but it means a wonderful difference to the running of the Club.
Therefore the earlier the members pay their subscriptions the
better will the officers of the Club be able to carry out its func­
tions. We therefore invite members to send in their 1906-]
subscriptions at as early a date as is convenient for them so to
do.
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Feildians living outside the city limits can assist the Club
by becoming members. It is true that they will not receive any
great individual compensation but they wIll certainly have the
satisfaction of feeling that they are helping their organization to
do its part.

The cultivation amongst Old Feildialls 'of wbat is known in
such games as football and hockey as the "team spirit" to­
wards the Club is, we consider, desirable. After all-when the
Feildian Blues are playing a football or a hockey match is not a
member on the benches getting good return for his subscription
when be sees the team that represents his club playing a good
game. and is not it a pleasure that is worth something to every
Feildian to know that the FeiJdian Club is growing stronger and
stronger each year? And so, we trust, that as the years go on
all Feildians in good standing will rally round the Club and
belp to make it an organization that every Feildiall can be
proud of and every citizen regard with admiration.

The several athletic branches have throu;gh their respective
secretaries put in reports of their doings {or the year so that any
lengthy remarks upon them are not necessary, We think it de­
sirable however to briefly state what has been done in each de­
partment of the Club.

The Cricket Secretary reports that the Feildiau Blues en­
tered the Newfoundland Cricket League and played four
matches, two of which were won and two lost. He regrets that
a more active interest was not taken in the game and that the
opportunities of practice were seldom availed of.

The Football Secretary reports that the Blues formed one
of the teams of the Newfoundland Football League atld took
third place in the Championship Cup Competition. He, too,
regrets (I I the lack of practice in the team, and (2) the diffi­
culty of playing the same team throughout the competition.

The Hockey Secretary reports a most successful season.
The team appears to have practised well, to have gone into
training some weeks before the competition and to have entered
the Hockey League with the determination to win the Boyle
Cup. That their ambition was satisfied is a matter of very sin­
cere congratulation and we are sure that the Club will take
some steps to show that they are proud of the team which did so
well in the Hockey Season of 1905-6.

We are pleased to be able to say that the College Gymna­
sium was availed of during the months of October, November
and December of last year by a fair number of the members.
We hope that the number will be added to during the fall of
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tbis year and that in the early spring it will be possible to hold
a Gymnastic and Ath!etic Exhibition.

In regard to the Lyceum Society we may .say that nothing
has been effected. The Secretary, Mr. Herbert Goodridge, was
extremely anxious to have an opera prepared and generously
undertook to assume the financial responsibility thereof, but un­
fortunately an opera which was considered suitable could not be
obtained in time to enable the Society to prepare it and present
it previous to the opening of the spring trade, after which it was
considered undesirable to present it. He hopes however to have
an opera in hand and ready for presentation next January or
February. Nothing was done towards the organizing of de­
bates for which the President assumes the responsibility. He
recognizes, however, that a series of debates would prove both
entertaining and instructive to many of the members, and it is
his hope and intention to have a series organized for the coming'
winter.

The first Feildian Dinner held under the auspices of the
Club took place on the 7th June, Bp. Feild's birthday, and was
presided over by the Hon. E. R. Bowring, Patron of the Club.
His Lordship the Bishop and the Rev. Canon Pilot, Superin­
tendent of Education, graciously attended as guests of the
Club. In all thirty-eight Old Feildians attended the dinner,
amongst whom were: Sir J. S. Winter, K.C.M.G., Hon. Mr.
Justice Johnson, Rev. G. H. Bolt, Hon. John Harvey, J. R.
Bennett, Esq., Deputy Mayor of the City, M. G. Winter, Esq.,
and C. S. Pinsent, Esq., HOD. Secretary of the Board of Direc­
tors. The gathering was an enthusiastic one and it is the hope
of the officers of the Club that the number will be doubled this
year. The officers of the Club are very anxious that the mem­
ory of Bishop Feild, after who111 the Club is named, shall be
kept green.

It is proposed on Feild Day of this year that the College
Athletic Sports shall be held during the afternoon, and the Club
is invited to take au active part in these sports both in the man­
agement and in the competitions, and the members will be
asked this evening to appoint a committee to take this in hand.
It is in a thing like this particularly that the Old Boys can be
a very real service to the College. And here let us remark that
it is OUT hope that the time is not far distant when the Feildian
Club will assume the entire responsibility of the playfield, if not
of the Gymnasium likewise.
