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King Edward the Seventh.

N Friday, May 6th, the whole world was filled with grief
to learn of the death of our beloved sovereign King Ed-
ward the Seventh. Its very unexpectedness made the

news overwhelmingly terrible. Constitutional quarrels between
Lords and Commons suddenly became insignificant before the
calamity that had befallen England and the Empire. That we
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should lose so wise, so strong, so experienced a king would be of
itself a calamity. That his death should have occurred at a time
when wisdom, firmness and experience in its ruler are of such vita:
necessity to the Mother Country may well give us cause to look
into the future with anxious eyes.

Of the dead King it is difficult to write with adequate appreci-
ation of all his splendid qualities as a ruler and as a man. FHis
sense of the great responsibility of his office, his courageous fac-
ing of the dangers to the State with which his short reign has
been filled, his remarkable statemanship which has done so much
to secure the peace of the Furope and of the world, have won the
admiration and respect of all thinking men. In addition to this he
has long held the loyal affection of the many millions of his sub-
jects. Well may we mourn him! Well may we feel that in him
we have lost a King who could safely pilot the ship of state
through the many rocks that lay in its path! Dying with the
word “duty” on his lips he has left us the watch-word that alone
can inspire us to great work—the word that has given us that
grand heritage of Empire of which we are called upon to show
ourselves worthy—not confining our patriotism to mere words but
rather proving by our deeds, as did he whom we now mourn, that
we are capable of self-sacrifice for and devotion to the com-
mon good.

King George the Fifth.

O His Majesty King George the Fifth the Empire turns with
T loyal sympathy and confidence, knowing that his heavy
burden of responsibility will be borne with manly courage
with the earnest desire to secure the welfare of his vast realm
and with that energy and devotion to duty that have been so re-
markable in his predecessors. King George is probably the most
travelled of all the sovereigns of the world. He has seen for him-
self the vastness of the Empire and he knows what a mighty
power is gradually growing up as the Empire develops. Should
he succeed in welding together the widely divergent forces of his
scattered Dominions his name will go down to History as the
Monarch during whose reign the grandest and greatest of Em-
pires was firmly united by ties not only of personal loyalty to the
common sovereign but of commercial and political partnership;
for partnership will bring about a development and progress
within the Empire such as has, as yet, been undreamed of.
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Editorial and Varous.
O UR WORK.—Since the last issue of THE FEILDIAN very

little out of the ordinary has occurred in connection with

the work of the College. A somewhat larger number
than usual have taken Typewriting, and in the case of boys who
wish to obtain business appointments there is much wisdom in such
a course. Last autumn the College was asked on several occasions
to recommend boys who could do Shorthand and Typewriting,
and because it was the beginning of the school year and those
who last year were proficient in these subjects had already ob-
tained positions during the summer, we aere unable to send can-
didates for some of the vacancies of which we were notified. By
the end of the school year a number of our boys should be quali-
fied to do what is usually required in business offices in connec-
tion with Shorthand and Typewriting.

Busingss TraiNiNG 1N 1HE CorLrcis.—There are many dif-
ficulties in connection with the training of boys for business
while they are yet at school. In the first place the various offices
vary in their requirements. In many of them a female steno-
grapher is kept. In others the position of stenographer does not
lead to anything higher, but as soon as the holder of the post is
worth a higher salary he is dismissed and a new stenographer
taken on at the original small salary. In such cases it might
prove almost a misfortune for a boy to have devoted himself to
Shorthand and Typewriting. For there is no doubt of this fact,
that if the ordinary boy of 14 or 15 is to be really proficient in
these two subjects and in the other qualifications required in
business life he can only be so at the expense of his general edu-
cation. His knowledge of History, Geography, Languages, and
Literature will be so deficient as to stamp him as an uneducated
man whenever he comes in contact with those who have been
educated. He can have little or no knowledge of politics (in
the best sense of the word), of the outside world, of the thoughts
of great writers, of the laws of health or of anything but the daily
round of his work which must end, for very lack of variety,
by making him little better than a well regulated machine. Both
his intelligence and his happiness must suffer, and for all the
good that he will be to the community he might just as well never
have existed. No College in this country dares, we are glad to say,
to debase itself to such an extent as to prepare boys merely for a
life of this sort. So far as is possible the needs of the business
part of the community are met by the Colleges and by the Council
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of Higher Education. Shorthand, Typewriting, Arithmetic,
FEnglish Composition Book-keeping and Penmanship are all sub-
jects that boys can take who pass through the Colleges. Those
who find fault with our system probably have never considered
the amount of time that is consumed in teaching boys to write a
correct piece of English such as would pass muster in an ordin-
ary business letter. They forget or not aware of the fact that
to write correct English a boy requires quite an extensive know-
ledge of English Grammar and a wide course of reading; for it
is a matter of common knowledge to teachers that boys who do
not read a good deal, even in addition to what is done in school,
are seldom capable of writing good English. It is evident, then,
that the Colleges do prepare boys for business although they may
not turn out many boys of 14 years-of-age capable of performing
all the duties that may be required of them in the various business
offices. It must be remembered that a boy of that age has gone
through about one-half of the College course and that we do not
consider he has received more than about half.his education.
Those who have gone right through the College will, we venture
to assert, prove themselves capable of rising to the top in what-
ever profession or business they may be engaged; and it is such
boys as these who obtain positions in the best offices.

NEcEssITy ForR ExXTENDED EpucarioN.—A number of boys
are removed from the College when they are fourteen or only just
fifteen years of age. In some cases this is because parents can-
not afford to keep them at school any longer, and when this is so
one can only be sorry and say no more about it. But there are
parents who consider that as soon as a boy is fifteen he is old
enough to go out to work and that further education would only
be a waste of money. To those who hold this view we would
point out that the most progressive and prosperous countries in
the world,—Germany, the United States and Great Britain—
are those which carry education to a point that was not dreamed
of twenty years ago. Germany which has made such gigantic
strides of late years owes her rapid advance entirely to the ex-
cellence of her educational system whereby every child is com-
pelled to go through a very comprehensive course of study, and
the greatest possible inducements are offered to all to attain a cer-
tain standard before leaving school. The schools are amply pro-
vided with whatever they may need and the teachers are suf-
ficiently well paid to make the profession attractive to those who
possess the necessary ability and qualifications. We in New-
foundland are rapidly awakening to the importance of education
of as thorough and extended a nature as we can obtain. It is no
longer a question, with us, of how little will do but rather of
how much we can possibly afford. It is found that those boys
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who have received the best education are almost invariably the
most successful, not only in the learned professions but also in
business or in whatever they undertake: There are still however
some parents who take their boys from school at too early an
age when they could afford to give them another year or two be-
fore sending them out into the world. We would urge all who
can possibly afford to do so to allow their boys to remain at
school until they have at least had a year in the Lower Sixth
Form, and if possible until they have been through the whole of
our course. At present it is unusual for us to have more than
half a dozen boys in our highest Form (Upper VI.) who have
been right through the College—that is, not 3 per cent. of our
boys complete the course which the College provides. This is
partly accounted for by the fact that a number of those most like-
lv to remain with us until the age of 17 or 18 years are sent to
England to school; but there are many others who would well
repay the expense of giving them an extra year at the College
if their people realised that this would just have the effect of
raising th ma step or two above their fellows.

Hockry, 1910.—Once again Bishop Feild College has had
the honour of winning the Inter-Collegiate Hockey Champion-
ship. Of last year's team R. H. Tait, J. Anderson and C. Martin
remained, the new members being G. Shaw, J. Temple, J. Treb-
ble and T. Winter. A. Edwards also represented the College in
one match. While Tait and Anderson played magnificently and
vere the back-bone of the team we were most pleased with the
very remarkable improvement during the season of the five other
players. C. Martin has improved out of all recognition and now
displays a speed and vigour which when combined with the shoot-
ing powers that he has always had, make him a most dangerous
forward. Temple in goal displayed a coolness and judgment that
were remarkable in a player who has had so little experience.
Shazv at point was a model of safe and sturdy defence. 7'rebble
though handicapped by his short-sight never failed to do some-
thing useful with the puck when it came his way and the pluck
and determination with which he stuck to his man were a source of
delight to those of us who know that although he does not look
big he is full of grit. [J7inter in his usual quiet cool way was
always dangerous, always ready for a pass, and always working
hard. Of Tait and Anderson it is almost unnecessary to speak.
In the earlier matches they gave confidence to the whole team
and without them we should have had merely a good ordinary
team. 'The Methodist College team was far better than the aver-
age Championship winners and in addition to excellent combina-
tion possessed a number of individual players of a very high or-
order. But for Tait and Anderson we could hardly have hoped
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for victory against them. Anderson played a much better game
than last vear, although out of his usual place on the right wing,
and was able to keep going hard from start to finish. He and
Tait took it in turns to attack and to defend, and their tactics
were thoroughly successful. Of Tait's play it is difficult to write
any description. It should be seen to be fully appreciated. When
we say that it made the defence of the opposing teams seem easy
to outwit we are stating what is literally true, and yet this de-
fence was in reality very strong indeed. Tait’s stick-handling,
skating, and shooting were altogether above the ordinary. It
will be many a long day before we produce a more brilliant Hoc-
kev player. We are glad to be able to congratulate the team upon
the absence of that old weakness of ours—nervousness and hesi-
tation at the beginning of the game. FEvervone played hard from
the very start, and in almost every match a goal was scored dur-
ing the first two minutes. Iet us hope that we have seen the
last of this traditional fault.

Drpares, 1910.—A very interesting series of debates was held
during the winter months and many excellent speeches were made.
We v ere very pleased with the unusual interest taken in this most
useful branch of the College training and we congratulate the
speakers upon the ability which they displayed. The attendance
was very large on every occasion, showing that the College as a
whole took a great interest in the debates.
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Headmaster’s Report.
Speech Day, 1909.

Your EXCELLENCY,
My Lorp,
GENTLEMEN OF THE DIRECTORATE,
Laptes AND GENTLEMEN,

It is with feelings of very great thankfulness that I make my
First Annual Report as Headmaster of Bishop Feild College.
When T accepted this position a little more than a year ago I
knew that I was undertaking work that would tax the powers of
any ordinary man. [ am thankful that the College has come
through the past year with so large a measure of success. I de-
sire first of all to thank those who have so heartily co-operated
with me in doing all that was possible for the welfare of the Col-
lege—the Directors, the Superintendent of Education, Mr. Black-
all, the parents, the Staff and the boys of the College.

But for the good will that has been displayed on all sides my
task as Headmaster would have been quite impossible. A school-
master’s life is a very trying one as those of you know who have
even two or three energetic boys to look after. In addition to
our work in school we have to devote much extra time to our
profession, and I may say that our day’s work is really never
finished.

I have spoken of the success of our work during the past
vear. Here are some of the facts put as briefly as possible. In
connection with our studies:

1 of our students has passed the London Matriculation Ex-
amination.

1 of our students has passed the Supplementary Latin Prose
Paper.

7 of our students have passed A4.4. in the C.H.E. Examina-
tions. 2 of our boys being equal for the Mechanics Prize.

19 of our students have passed the Intermediate Fxamina-
tions—1 obtaining the 1st Scholarship in the Island with the
Prizes for Latin, Greek and History. Another of our boys was
equal with him in History. Yet another obtained full marks for
Mensuration.

17 of our students have passed the Preliminary C.H.E.—1
obtaining a Scholarship.
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19 of our students have passed in the Primary C.H.E.

In the C.H.E. Exams. 62 of our boys have obtained diplomas.
This is the largest number on record for the College in any one
vear.

[ have kept the best of all for the last. OQur School Captain
—R. H. Tait—has won the Rhodes Scholarship for this year.
What pleases us even more than the mere fact of his having won
the highest honour that can be attained by a schoolboy in the
Colony, is that he is worthy of the honour. In him the College
has produced a most able student, one of the best all round ath-
letes that Newfoundland has ever had, and above all, a manly
good fellow in every sense of the word—who has remained un-
spoiled in spite of his popularity and his success. Most of you
know his record as well as I do. He has been in the College since
he was 5 vears of age. That the result of his training has been
so completely satisfactory is the highest possible recommendation
for that training. Without in any way depreciating the credit that
is due to Tait himself and to his home training there can be no
doubt that the College merits the highest praise in that it has
produced so ideal a Rhodes Scholar. I congratulate Tait him-
self, his parents, his masters and the College that has produced
him. Until 15 months ago Mr. Blackall was his Headmaster
and to him especially 1 offer my heartiest congratulations. Tait
has been a leader amongst the boyvs of the College for so many
vears that it is difficult to realise that after next June he will no
longer be with us. We know that he will ever remember his old
school with pride and affection just as we who remain behind
will remember him. We believe that he has a great future be-
fore him, for he is sufficiently level headed to make the most of
this great opportunity that has been given him.

Only a short time ago we heard of a very remarkable per-
formance by an Old Feildian who left the College some. two
vears ago. [ refer to the fact that Brian Dunfield has graduated
as Bachelor of Arts in the University of London with honours
in Philosophy. This is a scholastic honour which, T believe, has
never yet been approached by any other native of this Colony.
Only one other candidate was placed in the same division as
Dunfield, the two names being bracketed together as equal.
