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Editorial and Various
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FRONI Easter to July is probably the period of greatest pres­
sure and hardest work in the College. Both masters and
boys are, as a rule, about exhausted when the Trinity Term

ends. This is as it should be so long as we do not over-do it, for
this is the age of "the strenuous life," when those who cannot
exert themselves are liable to go to the wal!. There is no satis­
faction to equal that of feeling that one has worked really hard.
It is a great pleasure to us to be able to say that throughout the
College there has been done a very large amount of honest hard
II ark; and although we have our lazy and indifferent boys-and
II hat school is without them-yet they form a very small minor­
ity and public opinion in the College regards them with pity not
unmingled \I·ith scorn. Our finest fellows are workers, and
amongst the boys themselves the "slacker" is looked upon with
disfavour. So long as this spirit prevails so long will B. F. C.
flourish.

The Summer Term, ending with the C.H.E. Examinations, is
also particularly busy as regards the out-door part of our life.
The Steeplechase, Cricket, the College Company, and the Athletic
Sports, have all claimed a great deal of our attention. In all of
these more interest than ever has been taken, proving that there
is a steadily increasing recognition of the fact that the body as
I', ell as the mind requires intelligent development.

THE STEEPLE CHASE, usually held in the Autumn, was post­
poned on account of the weather until the Spring. In the First
and Second Divisions the contest was very keen and a number
of the competitors trained hare!' It was this training, of course,
tklt did so much good. fOl' it came at a time when, owing to the
I' cather, it was difficult to get sufficient out-door exercise. The
result was a 1\ in for the Hostel by 12 points to 9.

CR1CKET.-:-\fter many years of striving B. F. C. has at last
II'on the Inter-Collegiate Cricket Championship. vVe had almost
come to the coi1Clnsion that no matter what we did it was useless
to hope for victory in this particular competition. Year after
I'ear, however, we had practised hard and at last the reward has
come. It is particularly gratifying that the School should have
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\\-on the Cricket in R. H. Tait's last year; for he had so often led
the College Team to victory in other games that it must have
been most trying to him to feel that in Cricket the B.F.C. teams
had to be content with second or third place.

THE COLLEGE CO:\IP,\NY.-Throughout the year the work of
the College Company had been most satisfactory. In June the
Inter-Half-Company Competition took place for the Stabb Me­
morial Cup, and of all the Half-Companies in the Avalon Bat­
talion our Right (Boarders) Half-Company came first while our
Left (Day Boys) Half-Company was second. A more
satisfactory result from our point of view could not have been
hoped for. \i\fe heartily congt-atulate C. Company, both officers
and lads, on the splendid work done.

THE SPORTS.-The Athletic Sports held on June 15th were
once again most successful, many of the events producing very
fine struggles. There was little time for special preparation, owing
to cricket and the near approach of the Examinations; but most
of the competitors were in good training and required little special
preparation. A Refreshment Tent, managed by the girls of
Spencer College under the leadership of Mr. Blackall, was much
appreciated especially by the small fry, and quite a substantial
profit was handed over to the Feild-Spencer Association.

It is evident from the above that from the point of view of
athletics the Trinity Term of 1910 has probably been the most
successful term the College has ever had. \i\fe congratulate the
teams and their Captain, R. H. Tait. liVe feel that although the
school games must not come before work yet they are of very
great importance and that they do much to strengthen and train
our boys for the battle of life in which physical strength and en­
durance are almost as necessary as mental and moral develop­
ment.

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Boys' Quarter

Cricket, 191 O.
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"EVERYTHING comes to him who waits" may aptly be
applied to the efforts of B.F.C. cricket teams in refer­
ence to their many, though unsuccessful, attempts to

win the Cricket Championship. At last the spell has been broken,
and B.F.C. no\\· congratulates herself on having reached that goal
of her desire for the first time in her history. The College has
heen singulady successful this school year, champions both in
cricket and in hockey, and a very good second in football-all at­
tained by sheer hard work and perseverance.

At the beginning of the cricket season our hopes were fairly
~trong for a successful result, and in this we have not been dis­
~!ppo;nted. There still remained to us five of last year's team­
R. H. Tait, J. Anderson, C. Martin, A. Edwards, and F. Rendell
--and we did not have great difficulty in finding six other men.

The first match was played on Saturday, ::\1ay 28th, between
B. F. C. and ::\1. C. M. C. went to bat first and ran up a score
l)f 46, of \\·hich Hay\\·ard made 16 and Fenwick 9. Our team
then batted, and \ye were dismissed for 32, Taifs score of 12 be­
ing the best, and so M. C. had 14 runs to cany. In the
seconcl innings ::\iJ.c. made 53, Hayward 26, and this added to
their 14 runs, left us with 67 runs to make in little over an hour.
Our chances looked very slim indeed; still we determined to do
our best. The game grew very exciting as our score crept up
and up until at last we passed the 67 runs, when Feildian en­
thusiasm could not be restrained, and the game \\"as ours. And­
erson and Seeley with 20 runs each undoubtably saved the game.

Our second game was with the St. Bon·s, but owing to the
state of the weather the game had to be abandoned when the first
innings was half over. B.F.C. team in thei!- first innings made
59 runs, Tait making 19 and Joyce 8. St_ Bon·s then followed
with 4 men out for 30 runs. and here the game had to be aband­
oned. On Saturda\- play \\-as resumed and the remainder of the
St. Bon·s were dismissed for 10 runs, thus giving them a total
of 40 n1t1S for their first innings_ Our team in its second innings
made 40 runs. Anderson and Edwards making 9 each. St. Bon's
were then left with 59 to make. They succeeded in making 34
only. thus leaving B.F.C. victorious by 25 runs. In their match,
the St. Bon·s beat ::\1.C. by about 14 runs.

B.F.C. and ::\LC. met for the second time on June 9th, and
here we received our only defeat for the season, and that by the
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ven' narrow margin of 6 runs. ilr.C. went to bat first and made
53. Fenwick's 28 being the most notable feature of the innings.
B.F.C. retaliated with but 47, F. Rendell making 13. Play II'as
to stop at 6.30. and if the game did not end then. the match was
to be decided by the first innings. 'vVe succeeded in dismissing
the first six men for 7 runs. and things looked very hopeful for
us, but Xell·hook and Janes. by careful and steady playing, saved
the day for the l\1eths. : and at 6.30 had not been put out, so on
the strength of the first innings :\J.C. II·on.

However, it only remained for us to beat St. Bon's to make
the championship ours. The tll'O teams met on Saturday, June
TI tho and B.F.C. II'inning the toss sent St. Bon's to bat first, and
quickly dismissed them for 10 runs. B.F.C. followed with 37.
J. Anderson making 14. St. Bon's second innings II'as scarcely
more fortunate than the first. only 19 being made, thus leaving
B.F.C. victorious by an innings and 8 n111S, and Champions for
1910.

The last match of the round between i\r.c. and S.B.C. was
II'on by the latter in a tight finish by 3 nms. As to our team,
the bowling was probably the best of the three Colleges on the
II hole. Edwards especially distinguishing himself in one match
by taking 6 wickets for 1 run. The fielding this year was far
better than has been usually the case, and the batting, though
strong in some respects, showed that weakness which can onlv
be overcome by plenty of practice. On the whole the work of
the team has been very creditable. Every man was keen and re­
liable, turning up to all practices. and obeying his officers with­
out demur, and when this disposition is shown on every occasion
it is needless to sal' that it is a great pleasure to captain such a
team.
