S we anticipated from the nature of the work done in the
College during the past year ending last June, the ex-
amination results have proved most satisfactory. It is
difficult under the circumstances to avoid the appearance of un-
due boasting, but this Magazine is intended for circulation among
the friends of Bishop Feild College, and it is right and proper
that our friends should know the details of our successes just as
they are sure to know of our failures. All schools are liable to
occasional periods of apparent lack of good results. The forcing
system, just as it produces in plants abnormal growth coupled
with weakness and lack of fibre, may turn out boys capable of
winning scholarships and prizes; but these are very often with-
out real strength either of brain or of body or character. Just as
the body of each individual has a limit beyond which it cannot
be taxed without danger of lasting harm, so each boy’s brain in
order to reach perfect development requires careful and well-
balanced cultivation. It very often happens that the winners of
scholarships and prizes turn out good for nothing else but the
absorption of the contents of books. A school has no cause to
congratulate itself upon the production of this sort of thing. A
scholarship winner, who has really digested what he has learnt,
and who has developed in character and in body as well as ment-
ally, is on the other hand one of whom a school may well be
proud. The average boy who has done moderately well in con-
nection with his studies and who is trustworthy, and manly, must
always be more deserving of our admiration than he who while
brilliantly successful in examinations is morally or physically
weak. Moreover even from the point of view of mere worldly
success it is the “all-round” boy who has the advantage.

With the aim before us of producing boys whose development
is sound, mentally, morally and physically, the winning of scholar-
ships in Bishop Feild College is not the result of mere cramming.
Hard work has to be done and is done both by boys and masters;
but every effort is made to induce our boys to see that education
does not mean mere book-knowledge, that the qualities of
straightforwardness, unselfishness and manliness are of even
greater importance, and that a weak and nerveless body is a mis-
fortune that will handicap a man to the end of his life.
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C.H.E. Passgs, 1910.—In our opinion it is by the number of
passes obtained that Examination Results give us the best test of
the general excellence of the work done in a school. At the best,
Examination Results are a very deceptive test, but it is by the
average boy that one must judge, not by the exceptionally clever
nor by the hopelessly dull. The total number of passes obtained
this year by B.F.C. was 66—a larger number than in any previ-
ous year. A.A, 4; Inter., 25; Prelim., 21; Primary, 16.

ScrHoLARsHIPS, Prizes, &c.—Of these B.F.C. candidates ob-
tained a goodly number, securing the A. A. Prize for
Mechanics; the first place and scholarship amongst the
boys of the Island in the Intermediate Grade, to-
gether with the first place in French, Geography, and Shorthand
(equal to prize winner but older), the second place in English,
History, Geography and Geometry, and in all 37 distinctions;
and in the Preliminary Grade, 3 scholarships and 31 distinctions.

THuE A.A. GrRaDE.—In this grade we had only 4 candidates,
all of whoni passed. Of these only one had been in the College
before September, 1909, so that the other three all had to take a
number of subjects such as Mechanics and Geometry which they
had had no previous opportunity of studying. Under the circum-
stances the results obtained were most satisfactory and the work
done by the Form throughout the year was in every way most
creditable,

Tur INTERMEDIATE GRADE.—Qur best results were obtained
by the Form taking this Examination—the Lower Sixth Form.
In addition to the excellent work done by J. Trebble, who was the
first boy in the Island in this grade, and only 5 marks behind the
first girl, nearly every member of the Form did well. The section
consisting of the Teachers in Training is deserving of a special
word of praise particularly as many of its members through no
fault of their own were very backward when they came to us a
year ago, especially in Geometry. We would advise all those who
hope to come to-the College to prepare for Teaching to study
Geometry up to the standard of the Preliminary Grade at least,
since this is one of the subjects that have to be taken in our In-
termediate Class. We would urge all Outport Teachers who
have pupils who intend to become Teachers to give them some
opportunity and encouragement to study this valuable and neces-
sary subject

Tar PrRELIMINARY GraDE.—Three scholarships were won by
B.F.C. boys and 21 obtained diplomas. On the whole the result
was fairly satisfactory; but the French, which we make a com-
pulsory subject in this Grade, was a great stumbling block to the
faint-hearted, and requires more determination and energy. If
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boys are allowed to go through the College without taking such
subjects they might almost as well go to a school where primary
and not secondary education is aimed at. There are many schools
outside the Colleges where Reading, Writing, Arithmetic and
English are taught just as well as we can teach them and where
the fees are very much smaller than at Bishop Feild College.
These subjects however can scarcely be called secondary edu-
cation without the addition of others; and it is on this account
that we insist upon certain other subjects which, though they
may appear to have no direct commercial value, are indispensable
to a boy who wishes to be considered “educated” and whose in-
telligence is to be properly developed. That we do not neglect
the “practically useful” subjects is evident from the fact that good
results were obtained in such subjects as Shorthand, Book-keep-
ing and Arithmetic.

In tHE PrIMARY GRADE 16 candidates from B. F. C. pass-
ed. In this grade no prizes or scholarships are awarded by the
C.H.E., but a number of subjects are made compulsory. We
consider this the best possible arrangement in Examinations and
we should be glad to see the competitive system dropped in the
other grades since there can be no doubt that to this alone is due
whatever “cramming” is done in our schools in Newfoundland.

On another page will be found a detailed account of the re-
sults obtained by each of our successful candidates.

The College Chronicle also contains a list in order of merit of
those who attended the College during the past school-year, to-
gether with their actual marks for ordinary work and for school
examinations, and the attendance and punctuality totals. It is a
good sign that so many should have obtained full marks for at-
tendance.

We welcome to the staff Mr. Reginald Rowsell, an Old
Feildian who was once Captain of the Hostel and who since he
left B.F.C. has distinguished himself as a Teacher. Mr. Row-
sell’s work has received the highest possible praise from the
Superintendent of Education.

Mr. Raley has also joined our staff and we trust that he, too,
will thoroughly enjoy his stay with us. Mr. Raley comes from
Bedford, England, and is an old boy of the well-known Modern
School there. He is one of the keenest athletes that we have ever
known and thcse who are interested in games will find in him an
enthusiast who is willing to go to any amount of trouble in this
connection.

Bovys wao HAVE LEFT THE COLLEGE.—As is usual at the end
of each school year a large number of our boys have left the Col-
lege. For the vast majority of them we predict a very large
measure of success. R. H. Tait who has been with us since 1898
has gone to Trinity College, Oxford, as the Rhodes Scholar from
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Newfoundland. We have written before of Tait’s great influence
for good. His manliness and modesty, his steadiness and indus-
try, his character, his work and his athletics have all won the ad-
miration of every member of the College. We wish him every
possible success in his new life, and we are confident that he will
bring credit not only upon himself and his people but upon his
old school and his native land.

J. W. Anderson is another “old standard” who has said good-
bye to B.F.C. He came to the College in 1902 and for years was
one of our best athletes winning his_ colours in Cricket, Football
and Hockey and being one of the few to rise to the rank of Cor-
poral in the College Company. We shall all miss Jack very mch
and we wish him every possible success at Glasgow where he has
gone to study medicine.

Other Feildians who have joined the ranks of the Old Boys
are H. Payne who is now in charge of the High School in Chan-
nel and who distinguished himself while here by taking the A.A.
Latin in one year; 7. Eustace now teaching at Bonne Bay; H.
Stmms at Garnish; J. IV. Pittman at Rose Blanche; S. Brett at
Norman'’s Cove, T.B.; C. Brown at Hunt’s Is., Burgeo; IW. Tav-
lor at Harbor Buffett; C. Chislett at Seldom ; while J. Marks, R.
A. Parsons, O. Bown, F. Winsor, R. Skanes, [,. Payne and B.
Way are completing their training course under Mr. Barnes and
at the Central Training School. L. Bishop is teaching and J.
Joyce is continuing his studies elsewhere. N. Hunt obtained a
position at Goodridge’s during the year; Alan Edwards and E.
Ewing at Bowring’s; G. Bishop at Steer’s; F. Wills at Harvey &
Co’s.; H. Moulton with his uncle at Burgeo; IW. Squires with
his father at Norris’ Pt., Bonne Bay ; and a number of others have
obtained various positions in the town. W. Mackay and M.
Secley have entered Queen’s College to prepare for the Church,
and F. Emerson and C. Rendell have entered Framlingham and
Bradfield schools respectively. The College has reason to be
proud of the material it has turned out during the past year and
will have more reason to feel so as the vears go by and as those
mentioned above begin to take more important positions. To all
of them we wish every happiness and success. As they were
loyal Feildians so they will be loyal Old Feildians, ever remem-
bering the College with affection as we who remain will remem-
ber them.
