THl-: fourth and last issue for the school year ending in July,
19091 As we look back at what has been accomplished.
in spite of our dissatisfaction with many i1l1perfe~tions

and shortcomings we feel that the College has cause for
self-congratulation. It would be a bad sign if we were perfectly
contented with OUf progress. On the other hand we should be
foolish not to recognise that an enormous amount of good work
has been done, that on the whole we have reason to be pleased with
ourselves, that \VC have made steady and most satisfactory pro­
gress. Jn work as in games the College has more than held its
own. Its members, both Masters and Boys, have striven right
manfully, and the result of steady effort has been not only suc­
cess but the satisfaction of feeling that we have done our best:
Our friends will rejoice with us in our victories, and those with
whom we have competed cannot but feel that we have fought our
Il<~rdest and "played the game." They will respect us as we re­
spect them. and the friendly rivalry that exists need do no hann
while it will ~pur us all on to more strenuous efforts in the future.

EXAMINATlON RESULTS. 1909. LoNDON UNIVERSITY MA­
TRICULATION EX,\MINATloN.-In this very searching Examina­
tion A. R. Martin passed in the Second Division. Martin has
always been a vcry hard working and steady-going student. \Ve
regrct that he is leaving the College to go into business. R. H.
Tait, who has been Captain of the School during the past two
years and who passed the London Matric. last year, has this year
satisfied the Examincrs in the Supplementary paper in Latin Prose
Composition, and is thus qualified to present himself before thc
Rhodes Scholarship Selection Committee next January as a can­
didate for a Rhodes Scholarship. \Ve have the highest possible
opinion of Tail's character. A more manly and straightforward
lad it would be difficult to find. His ability is of the highest or­
der. and if he is given an opportunity we feel certain that he will
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do great things. H is prowess in athletics of all kinds is too well
known to require comment. In Football, in Cricket, in Hockey,
and in connection ,,"ith the College Company he has been the
leader in the College for years; yet with all this he has remained
.so unassuming and so free from conceit as to command the
affection as well as the admiration of his fellows. We consid.er
him an ideal Rhodes Scholar and we believe that as the Colony's
representative at Oxford he would win the highest laurels both
in the lecture room and in athletics.

THE C. H. E. EXAMINATIONS, I909.-To a very large ex­
tent these Examinations are the only test by which the general
public no estimate the quality of the work done in OUf schools.
On all sides one hears the question "How have you done this
year?" and it is a great satisfaction to be able to answer "Very
\rel1 indeed" and to receive the congratulations of those who
know how we have done. On another page will be found our
!'ccol"d for 1909, and it will be seen that our boys have reason
to be proud of themselves. Sixty-two passes, two scholarships,
the top place in the Intermediate grade. the largest r.umber of
passes that we have ever had in the Associate and in the Inter­
mediate. the prize for Mechanics in the A.A. won by 1'«'0 of our
boys with equal marks, that for History in the Intennediate grade
also won by two of our boys, together with the Latin and the
Greek prize in the 5ame grade-all these facts prove that the
College has done good work throughout the year; and when it
is remembered that we do not pick our candidates but that the
Forms are entered as a whole-that all receive an equal amount
of attention, the slow and backward boys not being neglected for
those who are more likely to bring us credit in the Examinations
-the results obtained are all the more satisfactory. No doubt
we could, if we chose., get much more work out of many of our
boys. but we are content to demand only what they can accom­
plish without such effort as would do them mental or physical
harm. There have been some lazy boys amongst us but on the
whole we have had very little shirking; and we can look back
with satisfaction over a year of strenuous effort and feel that we
have fully earned whatever credit we have won.

THE GAMEs.-On the whole we have every reason to be
pleased with the year's athletics. \¥hile the College. has won
the Inter-Collegiate Championship in only one branch-Hockey
-yet in Football and.in Cricket we have put up a good fight
and turned out very creditable teams.
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In Cricket especially, our team though short of practice when
the first round of matches was played, improved to such an ex­
tent as to win both matches of the second round in very de­
cisive style.

In June the College held a very successful Athletic Sports
meeting an account of which will be found on another page. It
was unfortunate that the date chosen should have come in the
week during which the London MatTie. Exam. was being held,
for several of our best runners were thus prevented from com­
peting in the Sports.

In the JoJwSOI/ Shield Competitio" for boys under 12 years
of age, the College failed to repeat its victories of prviOll5 years.
One of our boys, H. Goldstone, was Victor Ludorum, winning
a number of events. but the team work was hardly up to the
usual standard. and it was almost an impossibility to make up
for the points lost in connection with the Football and Cricket.

Probably the most satisfactory branch of our ahletic work has
been the College Company. In the Sports held by the C. L. B.
in the Armoury, C. Co. won a large number of the chief events.
The Rendell Shooting Shield was also won by the College Com­
pany. and this i~ a competition in which we are particularly
anxious for our l)()\'s to intercst themselves. Best of all the
Right (Boarders') Half of C. Co. has won the Stabb Memorial
Cup which is competed for in June by all the half-companies of
the C. L. 8. in St. John's. \Vhen it is remembered that the
Boarders' Half Company consisted of boys \\'ho ,,,ere more than
half of them raw recruits last November. the credit due .to them
is all the greater. To Capt. Bernard, Lieut. Winter and Lieut.
Jeffery we offer our heartiest congratulations upon the high
standard of efficicncy which the Company has reached.

HHUn;IIUL"T the year the College Hostel has flourished as

ntver before. Everything points lO the fact that more
Church of England people outside 51. John's afe deter­
mined to give their sons the benefit of a more advanced

education than can be obtained in Outport Schools. Since the
Colony as a whole is paying large sums annually to the Colleges
it is only wise that Outport Parents should do their utmost to
obtain some share in the advantages which only the Colleges
possess. Some thirty-three boys were in residence throughout the
"ear in the Hostel. and the accommodation available was fullv
~ccupie(1. Several alterations will be made which will provide
"pace for twO or three additional boarders. but the day is at hand
when further expansion on a larger scale will be necessary.

The Hellith of boys in the Hostel has been remarkably good.
There was an epidemic of measles. about Easter. but it was of a
mild type. The small pox scare in the town made it necessary
for a large number of the boarders to be vaccinated. Two boys
were ill for longer periods. but on the whole the vear was a
healthy one. .

The work of Hostel students was most successful. There
wcre a few failures, due generally to the taking up of a large
number of new subjects, and in three cases, to ill health. Many
boarders accomplished in one year the work that usually takes
two years, and this in spite of the fact that the hours for study
were strictly limited to what is considered to be within a boy's
physical and mental powers. Early hours, plenty of plain and
nourishing food. regular exercise and regular hours for study
under the direction of Doe of the House Masters-all these pro­
duced their natural result of steady progress both mental dod
physical. That all returned home in July healthy and well, in
spite of the strenuous year's work is sufficient proof of the care
taken of the boys placed in the \'Varden's charge.

In games as in work the Hostel more than hold its own in
competition with ihe boys living in St. John's. By winning the '"
Steeplechase, the College Company Competition and the Athletic
Sports the Hostel holds the House Championship for the ye.:lr.
The Football and Cricket were won by the Town boys. The
Boarders' Half of the College Company had the honour of prov-
ing itself the best half company in the C. L. B. in St. John's and
thus won for the College the Stabb Memorial Cup.

\Vhile it is true that boys coming from the Outports are to
some extent handicapped in their work when in competition with
boys living in St. John's, in that they usually wish to take up new
subjects such as Geometry, French, Latin, etc., yet on the other
hand they have special advantages. They do their evening work
under the supervision of a master who is ready to give them any
explanations that their work may require and who takes care
that a boy's work is done regularly and without any interruptions.
They are prevented from over-working and from thus spoiling
their chances of doing well. They are compelled to live a regu- -.,:"'"
lar and healthy life, to be punctual and tidy, and every effort is
made to train them to. be manly, straight-forward and unselfish,
-worthy members of their Church and humble followers of their
great Master. \,Ve do not pretend to make every boy perfect that
is sent to us, but we claim to do everything that lies in our power
to bring before them what they ought to be and to induce them
to form good habits. Many of our boarders come to us for one
year only, and it is difficult to do all that one would wish in so
short a timec. But we feel confident that even in such cases
much good is derived from re!'idence in the Hostel and we would v
urge all those in the Outports who can afford the very reason-
able charges that are made. to give their boys the advantage of
education in the College.
