Regulations as to the taking of Trout
and Salmon.

No person shall calch, kl11, capture or take any salmon, trout,
or Inland water fishes, in any river, brook. pond, stream, lake,
or estuary in Newfoundland, by means of other than rod, holJlt
and line.

No person shall usc any appliance other than rod, hook anl1
line to catch any salmon, trout, or Inland water fishes, wlthb
fifty fathoms from either bank on the strand, sea, stream, pond,

lake, or estuary debouching into the sea.

The Department of Marine and Fisheries may place cautlon
boards at a greater distance than fifty fathoms from the point of
debouching as aforesaid, wherever. in the opinion of the depart­
ment, geographical conditions may render the same necessary.
The placing of such boards at any such points shall be deemed
to be l)I'hnll facie evidence of notice, and shall place tho burden
of proof, as to lack of notice, upon the party charged with a
breach of anything hereunder.

No person shall, by spearing, hooking, sweeping, jigging or
raking, or hauling, wilh any net or seine, take, or attempt to
take, any salmon, trout, or inland water flsh within this Colony.

The use of lime, explosives. or other deleterious compounds
for killing or catching fish at: any description, shall at all times
be prohibited In all Inland and coastal waters at: this colony.

In cvery mill-dam, rack, or framework. erected or built
across any pond. river, lake, brook or stream, where salmon and
trout haye been known to enter, there shall be placed, subject
to the approval of the Department of Marine and Fisheries, a
proper pass-way or fish-ladder not less than four feet In width,
capable of allowing salmon or trout of any size to enter above.

Any logs or timber of any description which may be placed
so as to impede the passage of salmon or trout In a pond, river,
lake, stream, estuary or water-course, shall be instantly re~

moved; and no saw-dust or mllI rubbish at: any kind shall be
cast into any pond. lake. estuary, r:ver, 'brook, stream or water­
course.

No net shall be moored or set near any part ot: the coast of
this colony or its dependencies for the purpose of taking salmon
nearer to any other salmon net previously set or moored for a
llke purpose than one hundred yards for a single net, nor three
hundred yards for a double net or fleet of nets.

No person shall catch, kill, or take any salmon or trout in
any river, broole, stream, pond or lake In Newfoundland, be­
tween the 15th day of September In any year, and the 15th day
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of JanU3r)' in the next following year; Provided that this section
shall not apply to R. A. Brehm and others who h .. \"c
been granted certain rights under the provision of SCction 19 tit

the Act passed in the 29th year of her late Majesty, entitle,l,

"The Crown Lands' Act of 1884," as lessees of Murray and But·
ler ponds, and the streams running Into and out of the same

for one mlle.
No net shall be used for taking salmon within the thrcn­

mile limit of this lsland, the makes, meshes or scales of which

shall be less than five inches.
Ko person shall buy or sell, or have in his possession, any

salmon or trout which have been laken contrary to the pru­
\'isions or these rules, and every salmon, or trout bought Or s..U.
rna)' be declared forfeited to the complainant by any Justice.

THE REV. CANON DUNFIELD. DIED MARCH 7th.

IT IS \",ith deep regret and a crushing sense of loss that we

chronicle the death of one of the best friends of Bishop Feild
College. For years Canon Dunfield has been Vice-Chairman

of our Board of Directors and by his far-seeing wisdom and cx­
perier.ce has done Illllch to guide the destinies of our College on
the road to success and healthy development. For years he has
visited the College every Monday morning to give his weekly
Divinity lesson to the Sixth Form. His unvarying cheerfulness,
his illtcrest in and love for boys have made them feel that he was
their friend. From the little boys in the Kindergarten Depat-t­
mcnt whol11 he always made a point of visiting to the older stu­
dents of our Sixth Form who are about to enter upon life in the
world as men, all welcomed him as one Wh0111 they were glad to
see because it was so evident that he was interested in them, and
that he enjoyed being with them.

. But if the loss to the College is great how much greater ;s
the loss to the Church and to the community at large. A lov~r

of books and of home he yet took a leading part in the affairs 1)£
the Church and in such public matters, consistent with his
position, as called for executive ability combined with instinctive
tactfulness. Those who knew him most intimately were aware
of his dislike for occasions when it was necessary for him to
come before the general public; yet such was his ability, so apt
and l:appy were his speeches, that we venture to say very few
suspected how great an effort it was to him to formally address
a g~neral audience. Nor is it generally realised how many im­
port:mt offices he held in connection with the various branches
of Cimrch work outside his own large parish---offices which in
many cases laid upon him the responsibility for the practical man­
agement of much necessary and useful work and which he filled
with such ability and decision as to bring to a successful conclu­
sion whatever he undertook. His loss will long be felt and by
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none more than by those connected with Education matters. His
funeral was attended by representative men of all classes and
creed!:.. The Guard of Honour from the C.L. B. consisted largely
of lads of the College Company. Canon Dunfield will long be
remembered as a man whom Newfoundland could ill spare. To
those whom he has left sorrowing we offer our sincerest sym­
pathy.

Editorial and Various

ON entering upon its nineteenth year THE FElLDIAN ex­
presses the hope that it will prove even more interesting
to its readers than in past years. The Editor would be

glad to receive contributions from Old Feildians or from the
boy.; of the College. A school magazine must of course deal
mainly with the affairs of the school, but there is no reason why
it should not also contain matters of general interest and par­
ticularly from the pens of the Old Boys. Any conimunications
likely to interest our readers will be thankfully received.

THE COLLEGE NUMm:Rs.-Since the beginning of the new
school year there has been a substantial increase in the number
of boys attending the College. There have been 230 names on
the roll since September and on October 7th there were over two
hundred boys actually present, for the first time in the history of
the College. The event was celebrated by a half-holiday.

THE HOSTEL.-The greatest growth, proportionately. has oc­
curred in the Hostel. the number of boarders having risen to 48.
Throughout the latter part of the Summer Holidays the Warden
was in a most difficult position. Several applications were made
for the few vacancies in the Hostel, and in the case of some of
last year·s boarders there was some uncertainty as to whether
they would return in September. In future years it will be neces­
sary for Outport parents to send word to the Warden by the end
of July if they wish to have places kept for their boys. In or­
der to make room every available bed in the Hostel except those
kept for the Sanitorium. was requisitioned. Had there been suit­
able accommodation a number of older Teachers in Training
would probably have entered the Hostel; but under present con­
ditions these are compelled to board elsewhere. It is possible that
by next September additional accommodation will be provided
thank, to the efforts of the Feild-Spencer Association. The sug~

gestion is to acquire a house bordering on the College property;
but there are many objections to making merely temporary ad­
ditioIis to the Hostel and many difficulties to be overcome in con­
nection with the economical management of a separate house.
Owing to the hct that the boarding fees are so Iowa house con­
taining less than a dozen could not be run without loss. More­
over a merely temporary arrangement is liable to postpone the
only really satisfactory solution of the difficulty-the extension of
the College Buildings.

THE ENGLISH HOUSE SVSTF,M mentioned in the Report of
the Superintendent of Education would entail the payment of
rent, of a l\rIaster to be responsible for the House and of an ad­
ditional Matron. These expenses for a House of from 10 to IS
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boys would far exceed the profit on so small a number. It is
doubtful, too, whether a house could be obtained at a reasonable
rental capable of proYiding satisfactory accommodation even for
ten boys. The English "House System" is as follows: Certain
members of the Staff arc given permission to have boarding
houses for boys attending the school. They obtain their board­
ers as best they can and arc absolutely responsible for the e.x­
pense5 connected with their house. \Vhere the fees amount to
.from $400 to $500 a year per boy a I-Iollse Ma:iter may hope to
clear expenses and make some profit for his extra work and re­
sponsibility; but if one of OUf Masters were asked to start a
Boarding House \vith the fees as they arc at present in Dishop
Feild College, he would consider the proposition absurd. vVith
'rent to pay and the many other expenses connected with a satis­
factory Boarding House, not to mention the initial cost of pr9­
_viding furniture, beds, etc., he would lose heavily even if his
hous~ were full of boys all the time; and there is always the da!1­
ger, a~ many a House ~Iaster in England has found to his cost,
of an insufficient supply of boarders.

TnE FEJ';s charged for Board and Lodging in the College
amount at present to $150.00 a year, exclusive of various items
.such as Laundry, Pocket Money, Subscriptions to games, etc.
~Manv parents consider this excessive, entirely forgetting that in
add!tion to the Boys' actual food Masters have to be paid to look
:after them, buildings have to be kept up. furniture has to be pro­
'vidcd and renewed, servants are required, and heat and light are
·neccs~ary. As a matter of fact there is no doubt whatever that
the parents of Boarders are receiving excellent value for their
:money and that if they sent their boys to schools abroad they
~\~'ol1lci have to pay twice as much at least for just what their boys
receive with us. It is ol1ly possible to make the Hostel a paying
concern by keeping it under one roof so as to avoid additional
expense in connection with heat and light and the payment of
:rent.

TIlE OUl'PORTS 1\NO THE COI..LEGES.-!n past years there has
been ~ certain amount of feeling in the Outports against the Col­
leges owing to the belief that the latter receive too large a share
{)f the Educational Grant, and that the Outports derive no benefit
from them. From what has been written above it is evident that
'Outport boys attending Bishop Feild College have nothing to
complain of as regards valuc received for the fees paid; but the
question arises HDo the Outports takc advantage of the oppor,.
tunities for Secondary Education in the Colleges?" At the pre­
sent t:me the answer to this question is a very decided affirmative.
Over sb..--ty of our boys hail from the Outports, that is, fully one­
thid of the College Proper. J\ny aid given to the College..
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\vhether by the Government or by private individuals, is there­
fore fully shared by the Outports. This being the case, the Col­
lege blS a right to expect a full measure of interest and support
from the Outports. A number of our friends in St. John's have
formcd the FI~ILD-SPI~NCI;:R ASSOCI!\'fJON for the purpose of aid­
ing Ollf Colleges to make such extensions and improvements as
have become necessary owing to the increase in the number of
OUf pupils and to the general progress of Education in the Col­
ony. Very few of our Outport friends have joined the Associa­
tion; but this is due to the difficulty of getting into c011ll11unica­
,tion with them rather than to any expressed unwillingness 011

their part to join in the work that is being clone in TO\vn. Quite
a 1lt1lTiber of the parents of our Boarders have sent subscriptions
to the College Aid Fund, and it matters very little whether as­
sistar.ce is given in this way or through the Feild-Spencer As­
sociation. But there arc hundreds of Old Feildians in the Ont­
ports who have lost touch with the College and who would be
glad, we are snre, to become members of the Feild-Spencer As­
sociation and to assist in making the College a Coionial rather
than ;, Tmon institution, to an even greater degree than it is at
present. The Secretary of the 1".-S.A. is TvIr. C. E. Hunt, St.
John'::. who will be glad to give any information that may be re­
quir'.::<.l. The annual l\'Icmbership Fee is 50 cents.

THE BATTLE OF SMITHVILLE

P RO_1PTLY at 2 p.m. on Kovember 11th, the Company was
drawn lip in the College Grounds to receive Mrs. R. R.
\oVood who arrived a few minutes later accompanied by

the Headmaster, Captain Goodridge, Mrs. A. C. F. \¥ood and a
few others. Without any delay, 1\1rs. R. R. Wood gracefully
prescllted stripes to successful candidates and then the real busi­
ness of the day began.

Lieutenant Jeffery, with Sergeant-Major Dicks (B. Co.) and
the Left-Half, undertook to defend Smithville; while Lieutenant
vVintei· with Adjutant Rendell and the Right-Half were to at­
tack, and if possible, capture the fort. Sappers, scouts, bridges
and batteries accompanied each force: great enthusiasm prevailed

~ among the lads-Yea! among the commanders too. At a dis­
tance of half a mile from Rennie's River, the attacking party took
up its position and waited anxiously for the Bugler's "Pepper
'em, pepper 'em, pepper 'em boys." At last it came, and soon
after began a bombardment such as had not been heard about
Smithville for centuries: :Vren fell fast on both sides; officets
ran here and there whispering orders; several enterprising
youth~, eager to distinguish themselves, tried to rush the river,
but were heard of no more-until tea-time. Sad to relate, among
those who fell, bravely facing the enemy, were Sergeant-Major
Dicks, who for years had been doing yeoman service in the
Church Lads' Brigade, and the light-weight of the Company,
Priv<l.te Bown-All honour to them!

At 5 p.m., the "Cease-Fi re" sounded; the wounded, the dead
and t.he living gathered round festive tables and did justice to an
excellent tea provided by the Messrs. Furlong. During the even­
ing, the following telegram fr0111 Mr. Blackall was read and en­
thusiastically cheered: "Good luck to the College Cadets j long
live the memory of King Edward!" And here, may we thank
Mr. Blackall, not only for his kind message, but for the love
which we k~ow, lies deep down in his heart for the College Com­
pany of which he was formerly the Chaplain.

After the usual speeches and a few songs, the Company re­
turneo::: to town, "fagged out" indeed, but feeling satisfied that a
good afternoon's work had been done.

The Company's thanks are due to the Headmaster, without
wh03c generosity the day's enjoyment would have been impos­
sible; the Han. Edgar R. Bowring for so kindly providing the
tea; Captain Goodridge, Lieutenant McBain (N. H.) and Mr.
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Ralev who did their duty so well and so cheerfully as judges; to
our old friends Adjutant Rendell and Sergeant-Major Dicks for
helping us once more in OUf yearly outing; and lastly to Mrs. R.
R. Wood for presenting the stripes.

The official report of the engagement is given below.-"C."

The Judges beg to report as follows:-

A. That the Batteries (X for the defending, Y for the .t­
tacking party) were out of range of each other: that Y
commanded several points on the river where a crossing

. might be effected with comparative safety: that X cov­
ered fewer such points, although its position rendered
impossible any attack on the open part of the river: that
X and Y negatived each other.

E. That the South side of the river was well patrolled, but
upon no point was any concentration attempted.

C. That, on the contrary, the attacking party appeared to be
divided into three distinct bodies, between two of which
only, was communication established (the two nearest
Long Pond Bridge).

D. That the attack near Long Pond Bridge consisted for the
most part of desultory firing resulting merely in a few
casualties.

E. That ,the objective-Smithville-was left unoccupied
during the whole of the engagement.

F. That at the point where the actual crossing was success­
fully attempted, the defending patrols were overwhelmed
by the attack.

G. That the retiring patrols, instead of falling back upon
the objective point, took up a line of retreat parallel to
the river, leaving the attack an open road to Smithville.

H. That the left wing of the attacking forces immediately
took possession of Smithville, which, as already state1,
was left unoccupied, and successfully held it against a
more or less disorganized fire.

J. That the "laurels" must remain with the "invaders."
