OCKEY.—During the winter term the interest of the B.F.

C. boys has mainly centred in Hockey so far as the out-

side life of the College is concerned. It was feared that

the loss of R. H. Tait and J, Anderson who had for so many

years been the most prominent members of our team would result

in our losing the position we have so often held as Hockey Cham-

pions, and that for a year or two B.F.C. would have to be confent

with second or third place. The spirit shown by the Team was

all the more pleasing since it was rather by persistent hard work

than by marked superiority in individual play that the Champion-

ship was won this winter for the third year in succession. We

heartily congratulate the members of the team. An account of
the matches will be found on a later page.

First Am Lrcrures.—Before Christmas a course of “First
Aid” lectures was held in the College in conjunction with Queen’s
College. The value of some knowledge of the correct method of
dealing with accidents cannot fail to be of immense value to
every Newfoundlander since it is often the case that a doctor
cannot be immediately obtained, especially in some of the smaller
settlements or on ﬁshmg and shootmg expeditions. Even in St.
John’s there are occasions when immediate action is necessary
if life is to be saved: and all over a land where the bulk of the
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population lives by the sea, a knowledge of how to revive those
concerned in boating accidents is surely an essential part of a
boy’s education. We therefore welcomed the suggestion of Dr.
Macpherson, the energetic Secretary of the Newfoundland
Branch of the St. John Ambulance Association that our hoys
should be given an opportunity of learning how to act in cases of
emergency when the services of a doctor could not be obtained.
A large number, particularly of our Outport boys, attended the
very interesting lectures given by Dr. Rendell, who took such
trouble to make everything clear that no-one of average intelli-
gence could fail to understand his explanations and instructions.
Unfortunately the examination could not be held until atter
Christmas when several of those who had attended the lectures
had left us to take charge of schools in various parts of the Island.
The following satisfied the Fxaminers in the test held by Dr
Macpherson: The Headmaster, Mr. House, J. Scammell, J. Bat-
ten, A. Burgess, V. Cluett, W. Coleridge, R. Fowlow, H. Hill,
J. Hollands, R. Jackman, R. LeMessurier, W. Leseman, E. L.
Oke, A. Parsons, P. Petite, E. Reid, J. Rowsell, N. Shave, J.
Temple, E. Reid, J. Walters. Of the boys, J. Scammell did par-
ticularly well, obtaining 87 per cent. We hope that a similar
class will be held each year and that all teachers in training as
well as many others of our students will attend this most valuable
course of lectures.

Tug FEILD-SPENCER ASSOCIATION has done excellent work
during the winter and its members are deserving of the utmost
praise for the valuable assistance they are giving to the Colleges.
We would urge our readers to devote some thought to the ac-
count of its work given on a later page.

Dgsares—During February and March a series of debates
and concerts have been held in the College and have been largely
attended by the boys. Many of the speakers showed great ability
and made very excellent progre-s in the art of expressing their
views in an attractive and forcible manner. The value of this
branch of our work is at once evident if we remember how many
of our clergymen, lawyers, politicians and public men generally
were once boys at the College and that as years go by their places
must be filled by the present generation of Feildians.

Lerrers FRoM Orp FriLprans.—We have received two very
interesting communications from Old Feildians abroad for which
we thank them very sincerely. R. H. Tait at Oxford sends an
account of the tour on the Continent of the Canadian-Newfound-
land Hockey Team; while Harold Simms who is now assistant-
manager of the Art Department in the great stores of Marshall
Field and Company, Chicago, has written for TaE FEILDIAN a
very interesting survey of life in that great city, from his point
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of view. Both letters appear on another page. We hope that
many other Old Feildians will make time to write to us about
themselves, their work, and the places in which they live. We
sincerely thank Mr. Tait and Mr. Simms for their most interest-
ing letters.

The Ice-Hockey Tour of the Oxford-Canadians

HERE are, as you may know, some Canadians and New-
T foundlanders resident at Oxford as Rhodes Scholars, who
for the most part have participated in their native land in
that most exciting and invigorating of all out-door sports—ice-
hockey ; and, naturally, when winter makes its appearance in its
due course, their thoughts are immediately directed towards the
manner in which they have been accustomed to passing that sea-
son.  Now, the climatic condition in England being altogether
different from those experienced in Canada and Newfoundland,
as a consequence of which there is very little snow and ice to be
found in the British Isles during the winter months, that is com-
paratively speaking, of necessity ice-hockey is a game not enjoyed
very frequently or for any length of time. In fact, so narrow is
its field that it can be said with practical truth that in England
the game is very little understood, and in many parts entirely un-
heard of. It is true, indeed, that there are two or three artificial
rinks in existence, but in these figure-skating and fancy skating
are indulged in particularly, though ice-hockey is gradually be-
coming more familiar to the rink-goers generally.

Thereupon, those at Oxford who felt most desirous, and the
necessity almost, of keeping in toach with the game, determined
in some way to spend their Xmas vacation, which at Oxford con-
sists of six weeks, in the pursuit of ice-hockey, and their eyes
were naturally directed towards the Continent, Switzerland in
particular.

Enquiries were made and it was found that the game was
gaining considerable ground amongst the winter sports in many
of the countries on the Continent; so the Canadians at Oxford
decided to form a hockey team from amongst their members of
the University and make a tour in as many places on the Con-
tinent as time and circumstances would permit.

Accordingly, a team was chosen from amongst the Cana-
dians and Newfoundlanders, and became known as the Oxford
Canadians, as the former were mainly responsible for the or-
ganisation and were in the majority. Of the members of the
team two were Newfoundlanders, ]. Higgins and myself.
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Arrangements had been finalised with different Continental
Clubs before starting, so that we had a settled programme to
follow. As it happened, three International Ice Hockey Tourna-
ments had been scheduled to take place in Belgium, Switzerland,
and France, and as they fitted in with our plans, we entered our-
selves for them as representing Canada.

The tour started on Wednesday, Dec. 28th, and our first
destination was Brussels, where the First Tournament was be-
ing held. The following countries were represented—Canada,
Belgium, Germany (Berlin) and Prussia. Higgins and myself
had gone to Brussels over a week previous to the arrival of the
rest of the team to see something of the town before the regular
matches there took place, and we had a fine opporunity of seeing
all that was of interest.

In the Tournament the Oxford Canadians came first easily,
and won the handsome silver Challenge Cup, the trophy for the
Tournament, and each member of the team received a small
replica as a souvenir. The result of our matches were as follows:

Leaving Brussels on New Year’s Day, we arrived at Berlin
next morning, and here we remained five davs., as Nenophon
says. We had thoroughly enjoyed our stay in Brussels and been
treated with the greatest courtesy there, and at Berlin our re-
ception was a repetition of the same show of hospitality, our
welcome being even warmer than at Brussels. The Germans
proved themselves fine sportsmen, and did all in their power to
make our stay amongst them as pleasant as possible. We played
three matches in Berlin—against the Berlin team, against a team
trom Dresden, and against a team from the two combined; and
again we came out victorious by the following scores:—r11-2,
15-2, 7-2 respectively.

They, too, presented us with a handsome silver cup each as
a souvenir of our visit there. We managed to see most of the
principal sights of Berlin, and were very much impressed by the
extreme cleanliness of the city and the large number of soldiers
to be seen in the streets; almost every second man that we met
was in uniform.

The rink, or ice-palace as it is called in Berlin, is a huge
building, and its surface area, I should think, is over twice that
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of the Prince’s Rink in St. John’s. The ice was artificial, but
splendidly prepared, and one could well imagine that it was
natural.

The rink was very wide, almost too wide for good hockey,
as we could not get the full benefit of playing off the sides. Both
in Brussels and in Berlin the rink was crowded with spectators
every match we played, and they seemed to take the greatest
interest in the games. This was the first time that any Canadian
team had ever visited there, so that they were much astonished
at our stickhandling and skating; and I must confess that our
team was very much superior in those respects to any team that
we met during our tour. They had no idea of combination
amongst the forwards, etc.; and thinking that the little we did
was something marvellous, immediately set to work to imitate
our play as much as possible.

We left Berlin on Jan. 6th and reached Prague, in Bohemia,
at 3.15 p.m., having lunched at Dresden on the way. Here we
were to have our first game on real natural, home-like ice in the
open air; and, as the match was set down to commence at 3.30,
we had to change into our hockey clothes in the train, and on
our arrival at the station to hurry off in motor cars to the rink.
We remained three days at Prague and played three matches,
two of hockey and one of bandy; and, needless to say, we won
all three easily by 12-0, 9-2, and 40. (Bandy is played by nine
players. A stick something like a field hockey stick and a small
india-rubber ball are used. The game is much akin to field
hockey on ice).

Leaving I'rague, we went on to Munich, where we stayed
a little while and had lunch, and then turned our faces towards
Switzerland, the sportsman’s winter paradise. We arrived at
Chur on Monday, and remained there f r the night. From the
time we left 'rague until we reached Chur, we changed trains
seven times; and “Wwhen one is over-burdened with heavy valises,
etc., and has to make enquiries all over the place in a forei
tongue as to which train to catch, this is always a delightful ex-
perience apt to teach a little self-conrol.

Our next port of call was Samaden, in the I‘nqadmc and
there we spent three days or so skating, etc., and enjoying life
generally. Proceeding, we travelled as far as St. Moritz which
is situated away up in the mountains 6,000 feet above sea-level.

It is simply impossible for me to describe the scenery as we
wended our way up through the mountain-passes, twisting and
turning in zig-zag course over and around deep ravines and
gorges. One little village at the bottom of a cliff we passed six
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times as we mounted higher and higher on our tortuous path.
As for the sunsets and sunrises amongst these mountains covered
with snow and ice, it is useless for me to attempt to put into
words the thoughts such scenes impress upon the mind. The
sight of the huge mountains with majestic peaks reaching in their
grandeur almost to the very skies, as it were, seems to fill one
with a keen sense of awe and admiration mingled with wonder
and astonishment as they reflect the last rays of the setting sun
or bespeak the advent of a new dav. There is a great sense of
peacefulness about it all that cannot fail to make its impression
upon one.

We left Samaden and proceeded to Zurich where we lunched,
and from there we journeyed to Montreux by the side of Lake
Geneva, stopping for a short time at Lausanne on the way.

The second International Tournament was to take place at
Les Avants, a little higher up in the mountains, and as it was
very near Montreux, we took up our quarters in the latter place,
taking the electric train to Les Avants whenever it was neces-
sary. In this Tournament five countries were represented—Can-
ada, England, Germany, Belgium, and Switzerland; and here as
before we proved too much for the rest by the scores of 12-o,
10-1, 26-0, and 13-0 respectively. Here we won our second
Challenge Cup, and played our last two games on the same day.

From Montreux we took the train along the side of the Lake
of Geneva to the other end, where the city of Geneva itself is
situated, and remained there for the night. From hence we pro-
ceeded on to our last destination, Chamonix, in France, where
our third and last International Tournament was to be held.
Chamonix is a well-known winter resort and is situated just at
the foot of the Alps.

Here as at Les Avants five countries were represented :—
Canada, England, France, Germany, Belgium; and in this our
final tournament we were agzin successful as follows:—i1-0,
4-2, 17-0, 10-0 respectively; and for the third time won a Chal-
lenge Cup.

It was now Wednesday, Jan. 18th, and we were due back at
Oxford on Jan. 2oth, so that we had to make haste and get ready
for our homeward journey. We left Chamonix on Wednesday
and arrived in Paris, via Dijon, Thursday morning; and from
there proceeded straight to London via Boulogne and Folke-
stone, reaching Oxford on Friday morning. Home again! A
successful tour! perfect weather! perfect health! What more
could we desire!
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Thus ended our 1911 trip, and it is intended, as far as pos-
sible, to make the tour an annual one.

p.s—While I am writing about the doings of the Oxford
Canadian-Newfoundland team (properly speaking), I may men-
tion that we played two games with the Prince’s Club, London,
for the English Cup, and as a result have another cup to add to
our Continental trophies. In the last game with the latter, in
addition to the two Newfoundlanders mentioned above, J. Mit-
chell played and proved to be an excellent goalkeeper.

Chicago

HICAGO is a town of about 2%% millions people, and is
C about 25 miles long, and from three to seven miles wide.
It is situated at the foot of Lake Michigan, and owing to
the high winds which prevail, is often known as the Windy City. .
The chief things of interest here are the stockyards, where
thousands of cattle are killed every day, and which occupy a
portion of the city one mile square; the Art Institute with its very
good collection of pictures; the Observatory Tower which is 580
feet up in the air, and which gives the tourist a splendid view of
the city ; the wonderful buildings and last, but not least, the de-
partment stores. Then there are the beautiful parks scattered all
over the city, but all joined by boulevards. The cost of living is
high, $1.00 here being worth about as much as 60 cents in New-
foundland.

In commercial life, the people are generally classified in two
sets, “The Trusts or greater interests, and the common people.”
These large Trusts crowd out and crush all smaller opposition,
and control practically all the trade. There is a Meat Trust, an
Ice Trust, and so on.

Graft has entered so largely into business and politics that
both are dominated by it. Might takes the place of right and
honour is generally a secondary consideration.

But enough of trusts and graft. Let us talk of the every
day man that you and I know.

I have found that the person who gets along best is the ac-
curate hustler. A person does not need a finished College course
to become a factor in business. All he needs is a thorough know-
ledge of the three R’s, and a large share of grit and ambition.
That person must go ahead. Nothing can keep him back. The
minute you start work you become a factor or, better still, a cog
in some great machine, and the firms here take a great interest
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in their employees. If it is found that you have the push, you are
promoted right along, until you find yourself in a fair way to
make a name for yourself.

Your work gives you a better education than a school ever
can—that is, in a business way. At present I work at Field’s
Art Galleries, one of the best in the West, and I find that in learn-
ing pictures you learn history and other necessary things, and
also that the class of people visiting this vast department
store, are greatly helpful to a good personality. The general
working hours are from 8 to 5.30, with an hour for luncheon.
As a diversion from work, the great national game of baseball is
the chief attraction, and a game is often watched by about 30.000
howling maniacs, who just take this opportunity to work off sur-
plus energy. Wages vary; people who are members of the dif-
ferent unions having a standard scale of wages. Boys who run
errands are generally started at three dollars a week. In the de-
partment stores the average person gets about nine dollars per
week to start on, and his salary is increased according to his
value Chiefly noticeable as reasons for promotion are the abil-
ity to act at the psychological moment, and strict attention to
the rules

“Don’t watch the clock”
and
“Remember that the best part of your salary
does not lie in your pay envelope.”
HaroLp Simus.

[Although Mr. Simms states that a College Education is not
necessary for success in business but that a thorough knowledge
of the three R’s is sufficient, he emphasizes the need for the abil-
ity to act at the psychological moment. By this he means, I take
it, that one must be prepared to act promptly and wisely when
ones opportunity does come—in other words that one must have
developed ones intelligence and brain power to the highest pos-
sible pitch, and be able to come to a correct decision with the
least possible delay. May we point out that this is, or should be,
the whole aim of the highest education. The tendency amongst
business-men of a certain type to consider studies outside of the
three R’s as mere waste of time, only goes to prove that they
want not intelligent employees but mere writing or adding
machines ; or, if this is not so that these business-men do not un-
derstand the value of many subjects for the purpose of develop-
ing intelligence. The most progressive nations of to-day—Great
Britain, America, Germany—have all come to the conclusion that
“knowledge is power”—in business as well as in all other occu-
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pations. The educated man who started life with the same
natural gifts as the uneducated man, will leave the latter far in
the rear in the struggle for promotion—not sometimes but cvery
time.—FEd.]

College Debates

URING the past winter the very interesting series of De-

D bates and Concerts was well attended and a large num-

ber took part in the arguments for or against the sub-

jects under discussion. On each occasion the short Concert held

was very successful. Our thanks are particularly due to Mr.

Stirling who was so kind as to accompany the various singers,
and to Mr. Miller whose songs were so thoroughly enjoyed.

FIRST DEBATE

Military service should be made compulsory throughout the
British Empire—This motion was proposed by R. Crane who
pointed out that England’s great European rival possessed so
powerful an army that if once a landing in the British Isles were
effected England would be at the mercy of Germany. J. Burden
leading for the opposition showed that England’s position was
entirely different from that of Germany or any other continental
country, and that so long as her navy is sufficiently powerful she
has no need to keep a large standing army. Even if she possessed
a large army it would be quite useless in the event of her navy
being overwhelmed since she would then be starved into submis-
sion in a few weeks. Taxation in England has already reached
so high a point as to be almost unbearable. J. T'rebble spoke in
favour of compulsory service on the ground that the trained
soldier is superior to the ordinary citizen in health, and that he
learns the very valuable lesson of obedience and benefits by see-
ing something of foreign lands when on service abroad.

Reid, Shaw, Scammell, Newman, Cull and Knee also spoke,
and the motion was thoroughly well discussed from every point
of view. The motion was adopted by a small majority.

SECOND DEBATE

The system of Public E. inations in Newfoundland is
harmful —This subject aroused the greatest interest especially
amongst Teachers in Training. J. Cull in proposing the motion
stated that examinations were especially harmful in the Outports;
that subjects were chosen not because they would be of value to
a boy but because they paid well from the point of view of marks;
that owing to the examinations the Junior Classes are often neg-
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lected in order that the teacher may give more time to Examina-
tion Candidates; that candidates are often compelled to trust en-
tirely to text books which are faulty and deficient in explanations
and that this results in their sometimes having no real knowledge
of the work they are supposed to have done. J. Trebble speak-
ing against the motion said that there was a very wide choice of
subjects and that it was the fault of the teacher if unsuitable sub-
jects were chosen; that the Examinations have waked up the
schools of the whole country and taught both teacher and pupils
what work means; that teachers who neglect the Junior Classes
are deserving of the severest censure and that the blame for such
neglect is not the fault of the examination system but of the
teachers themselves. Many others, amongst whom were Shaw,
Burden, Coleridge, Newman, Scammell, Torraville, Laing and
A. R. Parsons, took part in the debate. The proposer in his final
speech said that while he believed the Examinations were useful
in certain schools, yet in others they did much harm. The motion
was carried by 40 to 3.

THIRD DEBATE

Trades Unions are of benefit to the country at large—This
motion was debated with great energy, very strong views being
expressed on either side. J. Scammell who opened the debate
pointed out that labour was at the mercy of capital unless work-
ingmen combined ; that again and again Unions had obtained for
their members advantages of various kinds which otherwise could
never have been secured. Against the motion E. Reid said that
while Unions might obtain advantages for members of a certain
trade, they raised the cost of living, and so brought harm to the
community as a whole. Speeches were also made by Mr. Mc-
Bain, Mr. Samson, Crane, Torraville, and Burden, and it was
pointed out that it was for the good of the whole community that
all classes should be able to live in comfort and should share in
the general prosperity. On the other hand it was shown that
Unionists are apt to use their power to demand more than their
share and that such countries as Australia have suffered from the
fact that legislation favoured the “working man” at the expense
of the community as a whole. The motion was finally carried by
26 votes to 20. The Headmaster then pointed out that labour
and capital need one another and cannot succeed without one an-
other; and that for the purpose of coming to an agreement both
sides must have knowledge and must show moderation.

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Feild-Spencer Association

URING the winter the Association continued its energetic
D work of the previous year. On January 18 a very en-
joyable and successful Ball was held in the British Hall.
On February 8th the pupils of Bishop Feild College reproduced
their Speech Day Operetta, Robinson Crusoe, and again both
the Soloists and the Chorus gave a most creditable performance
under the able management of Mr. Stirling. Oh Shrove Tues-
day the girls of Bishop Spencer College held a Sale and Enter-
tainment and in two short hours added a handsome sum to the
funds of the Association besides providing a most enjoyable
afternoon for those who were present. On April 24th the annual
Concert in honour of St. George's Day was held in Bishop Feild
College Hall where in spite of the many difficulties connected
with the preparation of the Hall which unfortunately is in daily
use as Class Rooms, a large audience thoroughly appreciated the
various items of the programme and particularly those of the
Pierrots. His Excellency the Governor, in his Patriotic Address
on this occasion, deprecated the “provincialism™ which is liable
to be prevalent in a Colony such as ours, and urged upon his
hearers the necessity for a larger “imperial” spirit of patriotism
as shown by deeds rather than by words. His speech made a
deep impression upon all who were present.

The Association has had a most successful year as will be
seen from the report of the second Annual Meeting. Its various
entertainments have been well attended and there has been no
diminution in the vigour of its workers. The Colleges owe their
heartiest thanks to those far-sighted members of the community
who have devoted so much of their time and energy and money
to further the object of the Association. The improvement and
extension of the Colleges is a debt that we owe to the generations
to come. That our children should be provided with a thorough-
ly good education, given to them in suitable and healthy build-
ings by the best teachers that can be obtained, is a necessity that
no reasonable and thoughtful citizen can for one moment deny.
That our generation can as well afford to provide such an edu-
cation as our forefathers could for us, is a truth that only selfish-
ness of the worst kind will endeavour to avoid. The Association
provides the means by which the assistance that is so urgent can
be given. During the coming year an attempt will be made to
interest the Church of England more generally in its Colleges.
None who can help the Association can afford to neglect the op-
portunity that will thus be given to them to assist the Colleges
if they have at heart the welfare of the Church and of our Island
Home; for without education our sons and daughters cannot but
fall behind those of other parts of the Empire and of other Coun-
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tries which are all providing far higher and more expensive
courses of study than are available in Newfoundland, and pro-
viding them not merely for those who are well-to-do but for all
who have the ability to profit by them.

College Hockey, 1911

HE College had won the Hockey Cup in 1909 and again
T in 1910. This success was due in no small measure to
the brilliant play of R. H. Tait and the giant efforts of
Jack Anderson. For six years they had played together and
their appearance on the ice had always filled the Feildian sup-
porters with confidence and their opponents with concern. When
in September last they said good bye to the College—Tait to
enter Oxford as the winner of the Rhodes Scholarship, and An-
derson to pursue his studies at Glasgow University—we could
not but entertain some doubts as to the result of the coming
struggle for the Hockey Cup.

However where there's a will there's a way. Captained by
Shaw who possessed the required will and determination to up-
hold the honour of the colours, the team took advantage of
every opportunity to practise, and on Saturday, February 4th,
there lined up against St. Bon’s a seven (containing no such star
as Tait it is true) hardened by practise, strong collectively, and,
what is more to the point, full of fight. Temple occupied the
goal, Shaw played point, F. Jerrett cover, C. Martin rover, Treb-
ble right wing, T. Winter centre, and R. Lilly left. The match
was won by the College by 3 goals to 1. It was a victory but the
work of the team was not altogether satisfactory. Martin was
off colour, Winter was rather slow, and Trebble, who in the open

is quick and shoots accurately, in the rink was unable to follow
the game owing to the light.

On Tuesday, February 7th, the College defeated the Me-
thodist College by 6 goals to 1. The team was much strength-
ened by playing F. Rendell on the right wing. Martin was in
better form than he was in the first match, and Jerrett and Shaw
put up a very strong defence.

On the following Saturday the Methodist College defeated
St. Bonaventure’s.

In the second round the Feildians won their match against
St. Bon's by 8 goals to one.

The most interesting and by far the best contested match
of the series was the last game between the Feildians and the
Methodist College. During the whole of the first half the Feild-
ians were compelled to play a defensive game, but Temple, Shaw,
and Jerrett proved their worth and Martin the rover excelled
himself. His speed and his shooting surprised everyone. One
moment he was in the back division working tooth and nail to
repel a vigorous onslaught: the next he was taking advantage
of an opening in the opponents’ ranks to reach their goal. At
half time the score stood 1 to nothing in favour of the Feildians.
The play during the first half was decidedly in favour of the
Methodist College. In the second half however matters took a
different turn. The Feildians played a steadier game; they held
the Methodist team for a few minutes and then settled down to
win. When the whistle blew the score was 5 to 1 in favour of
the College.

The victory gave the Feildians the Cup for 1911. The team
is well deserving of its success. There were some very apparent
weaknesses in it, for instance, the wing shooting was erratic and
feeble. The centre was slow in getting away, but he showed sur-
prising quickness in receiving a pass from the wing, and his
shooting was very effective.

Our Patriotism

IS Excellency the Governor, addressing those present at
H the Concert given by the Field-Spencer Association cele-
bration of St. George’s Day urged the necessity for prov-

ing ones patriotism by deeds rather than by words. He pointed
out that in Newfoundland there is a tendency to look upon mem-
bers of other parts of the Empire as aliens and to treat them with
a certain amount of hostility. If the Empire is to be really unted
such feeliigs as these must be rooted out and we must remember
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that we are all brothers of one great family. As we expect our
sons to be well received in any part of the Empire in which they
may settle, so we must be ready to welcome those who come to
us.

While thoroughly agreeing with His Excellency we think it
is only fair to point out that most of the abuse of “aliens,” so
called, has been merely political, and that outside of some sections
of the local press there is no ill-will felt towards those who come
to us from Engand or Canada or from any other part of the Em-
pire. On the contrary Englishmen or Canadians are exceptional-
ly well received in Newfoundland provided they are worthy of a
welcome.  Objectionable persons must suffer for their faults
wherever they may go; but those who are of such a disposition
as to be well received in their own country are welcomed here
too. Of course when positions that might have been filled by
Newfoundlanders are given to people from outside the Colony
the friends of the disappointed candidate are likely to be pre-
judiced against the new-comer. This however is not a peculiar-
ity of Newfoundland, for one may observe exactly the same feel-
ing in any English town when local candidates for a position are
passed over in favour of an Englishman from another town. One
must expect human nature to peep out in such a case and it is
rather far-fetched to connect such a feeling with lack of patriot-
ism. We ought to discriminate against the foreigner in favour
of those coming to us from some part of our Empire and above
all we should take a living interest in matters that concern the
welfare of the whole Empire. At present the Colonies are leav-
ing to the Mother Country practically the whole burden of the
defense of the Empire. This is not as it should be. The more
prosperous Colonies have begun to shoulder some part of their
responsibility. FEven little Newfoundland is doing something in
this direction. But how insignficant are the efforts that we are
making! How utterly dependent we all are upon Great Britain
for protection from attack! And how easy it would be to raise
a really useful and effective force if every individual were man
enough to learn how to protect his own home in case of attack.
Our boys are trained, up to a certain point, by the various Brig-
ades, but as soon as they are old enough to play a man’s part they
are forced to give up all military training. In St. John's alone a
Corps of great strength and efficiency could be raised consisting
of young men of from twenty to thirty years of age who would
be only too proud to feel that they could strike a blow for their
homes and for the Empire in case of need. It is not the men who
are lacking. All that is required is a word from those in author-
ity, and with proper organization we should in a few months have
as fine a body of Militia or Territorials—call them what you will
—as could be found in any part of the Empire.
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That something has not been done long ago in this
direction is due to the fact that years ago there was
trouble here in connection with religious riots.  Most
of us have forgotten all about this or have been born
since they happened. If in the British Army it is
possible to have some regiments consisting almost entirelv of
Scotchmen, others of Irishmen, others of Welshmen and others
of Englishmen, why should it not be possible out here? No New-
foundland government has dared to touch this question but surely
the time has come for Newfoundland to do something to show
that we as well as Canada, Australia, New Zealand and other
Colonies possesses men capable of behaving like men if the Fim-
pire should be attacked, and that we are not old women who when
war breaks out can do nothing but stay comfortably at home and
call upon the Mother Country to defend us from those who are
more manly than ourselves. When the South African War broke
out contingents were sent to help the Mother Land from all parts
of the Empire. Half a dozen Newfoundlanders did a man’s work
and helped as best they could. The rest of us stayed at home and
found fault with the way in which the war was being conducted.
When the next war breaks out shall we be content to play a like
despicable part? And yet without training of any sort we should
be quite useless—in fact we should only be in the way. Let the
opportunity to obtain training be provided. This can only be
done through the government which must supply the necessary
funds and organise so that everything shall be done in a regalar
military way; for the-go-as-you-please-and-do-as-you-please
method would kill the whole movement in its infancy. Weekly
drills throughout the winter and annual camps lasting for a fort-
night would in a few years produce a force of which Newfound-
land could be proud; and the Colony instead of having to take
shelter behind the Mother Land could stand side by side with her,
as her eldest born should, and repel any enemy that might be
bold enough to attack a united British Empire.







Extracts from the Merchant Shipping Act
referring to the Naming of Ships

Regulations made by the Board of Trade, in conjunction with
the Commissioners of Customs, under Section 50 of the
Merchant Shipping Act, 1906.

Under the provisions of Section 50 of the Merchant Ship-
ping Act, 1906, the Board of Trade, in conjunction with the
Commissioners of Customs, hereby make the following Regula-
tions relating to ships names, and direct that they shall come
into force on 1st January, 1908:

1.—Any person who proposes to make application for the
Registry of a British Ship shall give notice in writing of the pro-
posed name of the ship to the Registrar of Shipping at the in-
tended Port of Registry at least fourteen days before the date
on which it is contemplated to effect the registry.

7—When it is proposed to register the ship at a port not
situated in the British Islands, the Registrar to whom the name
is intimated may proceed with the registry of the ship if he sat-
isfies himself that the name does not appear in the Current Mer-
cantile Navy List; but if the name does so appear, the Registrar
shall transmit the applications to the Registrar General of Ship-
ping and Seamen, and the case shall be treated in the manner
laid down for registry in the British Islands.
