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The Coronation of King George V. and
Queen Mary

MID the rejoicing of the largest Empire that the world has ever
known our King and Queen were crowned at Westminster
Abbey on June 22nd, 1911. Thousands of their loyal subjects

flocked to London to catch a mere glimpse of our Sovereign and his
Royal Consort. Millions equally loyal in every part of the Empire
joined in the enthusiastic celebrations in honour of the Corona-
tion. In every village and city whose people think of the British
Isles as the Home Land was heard the fervent prayer “God save
our Gracious King!” “Long live the King!” Never before in the
world’s history has a Monarch begun his reign with so wide-spread,
so universal an expression of loyal good wishes, of sincere and
hearty good-will, of hope that his reign may be happy and glorious.
Our King stands to us as the person representing in himself the
Empire. No part of the Empire possesses an exclusive claim to
him, but to each one of us he is “Our King.” While it is conceiv-
able that the descendants of Englishmen and Scotchmen and Irish-
men and Welshmen in the Dominions Overseas,—loving liberty
and impatient of control by others as were their fathers,—may re-
sent undue exercise of the power of one part of the Empire, never
can they fail to respond with willing loyalty to the authority of our
Lord the King, in loving respect for whom all sections of the Em-
pire are bound together in one.

The celebrations in Newfoundland in honour of the Corona-
tion will long be remembered by all who took part in them as re-
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markable for the general and spontaneous expression of enthusi-
astic loyalty. In the Capital an official service attended by repres-
entatives from every class and creed was held in the Cathedral of
St. John the Baptist. Then followed the Levee at Government
House of His Majesty’s representative, Sir Ralph Champneys Wil-
liams, K.C.M.G. The laying of the corner stone of the Seamen’s
Institute by His Majesty the King, who was in direct telegraphic
communication with the mechanism controlling the stone, was the
next item of our local programme, and on this occasion the guard
of honour was composed of a detachment of men from H. M. S.
Brilliant and of C. Co., C.L.B. (Bishop Feild College Company).
Other interesting and impressive parts of our Coronation Festivities
were the great joint parade of the men from H.M.S. Brilliant and
of the town Brigades; the Patriotic Concert held in the Prince’s
Rink; the Children’s Festival in the grounds of Government
House; and the Illuminations and Fireworks at night. In the uni-
versal rejoicings no section of the community was overlooked, but
all were able to take part in some of the many means by which St.
John’s attempted to express its loyalty and devotion to their Ma-
jesties King George the Fifth and Queen Mary.
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Editorial and Various

HE Summer TErRM was as usual a very busy one for all those
T connected with the College. In addition to the ordinary
pressure of work due to the Public Examinations, the Cor-
onation Festivities compelled the Council of Higher Education to
advance the date of its annual test of literary side of our work to
June 15th, in order that the Examinations might be over by Cor-
onation Day. The two public holidays observed by all our schools,
coming as they did immediately after the Examinations, deepened
the impression that was already too deep, that with the last day of
the Examinations the school year was at an end. In consequence
more of our boys than usual were absent from the very important
College Competitions that cannot be held until the Examinations
are over; and this may have some effect upon the results of the
voting for the Knowling Scholarship, for the R. I. S. Medal, the
McCowan Medal, etc. For the absence from school of so many
boys during the last week of the Summer Term the parents alone
are responsible. The College steadily refuses to acknowledge that
the Examinations form the most important part of its life and that
when they are over we might as well close down at once. We be-
lieve that there is a better aim than proficiency in mere E i
tion work, and none of the boys following the College course with-
out such external subjects as Music should be so exhausted by the
Examinations as to be unable to continue in attendance until the
end of the term. Bishop Feild College does not despise the C.H.E.
Examinations which we consider to be a valuable literary test, nor
does it affect to think little of success in them; but we maintain
that literary work is only one branch of a boy’s education, and that
progress in this at the expense of a candidate’s health, both mental
and physical, is the great pitfall of the Examination system—a pit-
fall into which there is much temptation for schools to throw them-
selves. Our experience teaches us that a large proportion of those
who have been “‘crammed” beyond their normal capacity show the
effects of the forcing system in later years; and as a boy’s school
life is merely preparation for his life’s work, it is a very short-
sighted policy to launch him on the sea of life with a bad attack
of mental indigestion or with a body unfit to stand the buffetting of
the storms in which he must either sink or swim. We would urge
the parents of our boys to regard the Examinations in their true
light—as a useful though sometimes incomplete test of literary
progress made during the year, but certainly not as a comprehen-
sive test of all round mental, physical, and moral growth. We could
probably obtain even better Examination results than those of 1911
or of previous years if we confined ourselves solely to Examination
work; but we should prefer to give up the Examinations altogether
rather than cut out such valuable training as is obtained through
our Manual Training, our Physical Drill, our Singing lessons, Di-
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vinity lessons, etc. These occupy several hours a week and do not
count at all from the Examination point of view, yet without them
the education of our boys would be incomplete. It may be said
that we should extend our working hours so as to stand a better
chance of competing successfully with other schools. Our reply is
that already our students work from 64 to 8!/ hours a day and
that longer hours of mental strain would do them more harm than
good. Any person of average intelligence who has had an oppor-
tunity of studying the mental capacity of boys will admit the jus-
tice of this statement. The only course, then, that we can adopt is
that of continuing to work on the same lines as those that have
been customary in the College for many years past, being satisfied
with the knowledge that although we may not always obtain bril-
liant Examination results, we are working on the best possible
lines for the ultimate welfare and success of those who have been
placed in our care.

Our C.H.E. REsuLTs FOrR 1911. From the foregoing we may
be expected to proceed to confess that our Examination results for
1911 have been poor. On the contrary we consider that they have
been remarkably good. Sixty-five of our candidates have obtained
diplomas—a number that was only exceeded last year when sixty-
six were successful. If we omit the Primary Grade for which we
enter candidates chiefly to accustom them to the sensation so thai
in the higher grades they may be less subject to ‘stage fright, we
obtained 53 Associate, Intermediate, and Preliminary diplomas
as against 50 last year, 43 in 1909 and 37 in 1908. There
has thus been steady progress in the three higher grades.

Our A.A. Cuass though larger than usual consisted entirely
of students who had not attempted this examination before. In
spite of this, 5 candidates passed, one of them (J. Trebble) ob-
tained the prize for French and for History and another (J. Cull)
the prize for Mechanics. This examination was particularly severe
this year, nearly 60 per cent. of the candidates throughout the
Island failing to satisfy the examiners.

OuRr INTERMEDIATE CLAss obtained a brilliant result, 24 of our

did. securing dipl S. R. Steele and L. Croucher were
only a few marks below those who obtained Scholarships. J. Row-
sell secured the Prize for English, T. Winter was equal with the
prize winner in Latin but a few days older, L. Croucher won the
Mechanics prize and J. Rowsell and S. R. Steele obtained second
place in the same subject.

In the PRELIMINARY GRADE however we obtained our best re-
sults. Twenty-four of our boys passed the Examinations; R. Parnell
won a Scholarship and R. LeMessurier had sufficient marks to
give him third place in the Scholarship list but unfortunately omit-
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ted to take Geography which is a compulsory subject. P. Petite
obtained 100 per cent. in Arithmetic but was older than the prize-
winner. S. Bennett had 95 per cent. in the same subject. In
Shorthand S. Bennett, L. Field and R. LeMessurier were all equal
to the prizewinner but older, while E. Ellis, R. Parnell and C. Fitz-
gerald were only one point behind in the same subject. In Algebra
R. Parnell obtained 95 per cent.

Ralph LeMessurier was particularly unfortunate. For some
time previous to the Examination he had been sick in bed, and up
to the last moment it was uncertain whether he would be able to
sit for Music which was outside the College course. In the end he
did sit and it was therefore necessary for him to drop one of the
regular College subjects in order to bring his possible total down
to the regulation figure,—1,000. At the last moment he asked what
subject he should drop, and after a good deal of difficulty it was
decided that he had no really weak subject but that Geography was
a more uncertain paper than any of the others. He was therefore
told not to sit for the Geography paper, the Headmaster overlook-
ing the fact that Geography was a compulsory subject.

When the results came out and LeMessurier’s name did not ap-
pear on the list of passes we felt certain that some mistake had
been made by the Examiners. Our vexation and regret may be
imagined when we discovered that the mistake was ours. So far
as possible we have endeavoured to make up for this unfortunate
error. The C.H.E. published a supplementary list explaining Le-
Messurier’s position and so far as the actual money-value of the
Scholarship is concerned the College will make good what the boy
has lost. Under the circumstances the College is probably an even
greater sufferer by the mistake than LeMessurier. We can only
say in explanation of the error that through the Examination week
the Headmaster has so many matters to think of that he is in con-
stant fear of overlooking some important point until too late—as
was the case on this occasion.

Our PrimArY Crass was not a brilliant one. Only twelve
candidates passed. Our object in sending in candidates
for this Grade is to accustom them to the Examination “‘atmos-
phere” so that when they come to the higher grades they may be
free from nervousness and be better able to do justice to their
knowledge of the work required. At the same time the Primary
Grade Form was somewhat unsatisfactory throughout the whole
year even when due allowance is made for their age and natural
restlessness.

CoLLEGE CRICKET, 1911. Our Cricket Team this year con-
tained a large number of new members owing to the loss since last
year of R. H. Tait, J. Anderson, A. Edwards, 1. Joyce, M. Seeley,
and C. Rendell. During the early part of spring the weather was
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most unsuitable for cricket and the ground was absolutely unfit for
practice until a few days before the Inter-Collegiate matches began.
The consequence was that it was impossible to have our team ready
to meet the other Colleges, one of which, at least, had the good for-
tune to possess a large number of its last year’s players. The ear-
lier matches were thus as could only be expected, disastrous to any
hopes that we might have had of retaining the Championship. As
the season advanced, however, our team improved wonderfully, and
we succeeded in winning the last match by a substantial margin.
We congratulate the members of the team upon the spirit that they
showed and upon the excellent progress made in the face of over-
whelming and unavoidable difficulties.

THE Sports. We were compelled to give up the Annual
Sports this year owing to the fact that the Examinations began ear-
lier than usual on account of the Coronation Festivities. There
was not one day available before the Examinations when the par-
ents could have been present since the weekly half-holidays in the
Town began later than usual; and as our Sports are entirely self-
supporting—as they should be—it was impossible to present prizes
without a sufficiently large attendance to meet the necessary ex-
penses. Moreover there was no time for training or practice, and
without proper preparation Sports do more harm than good. We
hope next year to hold a more successful Sports Day than ever be-
fore.

Cricket, 1911

HE Cricket Season was in many ways a disappointing one.
T In the first place we had lost all our reliable colours of 1910
and again the weather, during the early part of the term,
prevented any practice games being organized. We had thus very
little chance of watching our “colts.”

Apart from this, however, the batting on the whole was poor.
With only a moderate total against them the side showed no con-
fidence in themselves but merely scratched together their two’s and
three’s and retired. This, to a certain extent, was excusable with
the non-colours but in the members of last year's cup-winning
eleven it was disappointing to say the least of it.

The bowling was by no means weak. There was quite the
average variety for a school eleven although we were without a
really fast bowler. The fact that the bowling was not managed at
all well will account for its apparent weakness.

The fielding was like the batting, half-hearted. Time after
time the importance of this branch of the game has been pointed
out to the team and yet the same indifference prevailed in the field
throughout the season. The weakness in fielding was almost en-
tirely due to slackness. As long as the fielders in the “country”
feel it necessary to lean against the railings or a goal post and men
in close to miss catches with one hand which they could easily have
taken with two hands, the fielding will be poor. The team should
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try to realise that every catch missed is equivalent to another bats-
men to the opponents.

There is no doubt the season ought to have been a better one,
as the team had the making of a very fair eleven, but it can only
be described as disappointing. With several of the eleven still
young we shall hope for better things next season.

The Second Division were very unfortunate owing to the late
arrival of their goods but, in spite of this, we were glad to see how
regularly they did turn out. They will be all the better for it as
some of them will discover when they see their names down to play
for the st XI. next year.

A few words to the Johnson Shield Division. With you rests
the future of B.F.C. cricket. You are all still young and now is the
time to break bad habits; now or never, one might almost say. If
you wish to become cricketers you must start at once and remem-
ber you cannot become a cricketer of any standing if you forget all
about it through the long months of autumn, winter and spring.
You must read all you can about the game, practice your bowling
and the various strokes you have been shown, and above all take
every opportunity of watching good players and copy their actions
as far as you can.

Three of the greatest cricketers that ever lived were once no
better cricketers than some of you are now. And yet they had no
nice field to play in, no long holidays, nobody but a few old village
men to coach them; but their success was due to one thing—keen-
ness. Every morning they were up at 6 and played until it was
time to go to the mill to work. They had one hour off for dinner
but they never got any because they spent that hour at the foot of
an old quarry playing cricket. You, one and all, can become
cricketers in every sense of the word if you wish, but first of all you
must be keen.

C. MarTIN (CapPt.) One of our best bats with quite a good shot
to square leg. A fairly safe catch but slow in the field. As a Cap-
tain, was not a success, not changing the bowling anything like
enough; worried his field-and was constantly changing the batting
order.

T. WinTER (HoN. Sec.) A fair bat but did not come up to ex-
pectations. A useful wicket-keeper. Should be very good next
year.

F. RENDELL. A hard hitting bat who made runs occasionally.
A good field at long-on but lazy. As a bowler, generally lost his
length early, otherwise useful.

J. TEMPLE. A good steady bat who could hit hard when set. A
very poor field. A good medium pace bowler and on his day very
hard to get away.

$112.00 collected in annual donations but not yet handed to the
Treasurer, making a Grand Total for the year of $1,036.49.

Regulations as to the taking of Trout
and Salmon.

No person shall catch, kill, capture or take any salmon, trout,
or inland water fishes, in any river, brook, pond, stream, lake,
or estuary in Newfoundland, by means of other than rod, hock
and line.

No person shall use any appliance other than rod, hook and
line to catch any salmon, trout, or inland water fishes, within
fifty fathoms from either bank on the strand, sea, stream, pond,
lake, or estuary debouching into the sea.

The Department of Marine and Fisheries may place caution
boards at a greater distance than fifty fathoms from the point of
debouching as aforesaid, wherever, in the opinion of the depart-
ment, geographical conditions may render the same necessary.
The placing of such boards at any such points shall be deemed
to be prima facie evidence of notice, and shall place the burden
of proof, as to lack of notice, upon the party charged with a
breach of anything hereunder.

No person shall, by spearing, hooking, sweeping, jigging or
raking, or hauling, with any net or seine, take, or attempt to
take, any salmon, trout, or inland water fish within this Colony.

The use of lime, explosives, or other deleterious compounds
for killing or catching fish of any description, shall at all times
be prohibited in all inland and coastal waters of this colony.

In every mill-dam, rack, or framework, erected or built
across any pond, river, lake, brook or stream, where salmon and
trout have been known to enter, there shall be placed, subject
to the approval of the Department of Marine and Fisheries, a
proper pass-way or fish-ladder not less than four feet in width,
capable of allowing salmon or trout of any size to enter above.

Any logs or timber of any description which may be placed
s0 as to impede the passage of salmon or trout in a pond, river,
lake, stream, estuary or water-course, shall be instantly re-
moved; and no saw-dust or mill rubbish of any kind shall be
cast into any pond, lake, estuary, river, brook, stream or water-
course.

No net shall be moored or set near any part of the coast of
this colony or its dependencies for the purpose of taking salmon
nearer to any other salmon net previously set or moored for a
like purpose than one hundred yards for a single net, nor three
hundred yards for a double net or fleet of nets.

No person shall catch, kill, or take any salmon or trout in
any river, brook, stream, pond or lake in Newfoundland, be-
tween the 15th day of September in any year, and the 15th day
