THE NEW SCHOOL YEAR
HE first term has shown us that the College has every pros-
T pect of a prosperous and successful year. The list of new
pupils is a lengthy one, while as is only to be expected a
large number of our oldest boys have become “Old Feildians,”
who we trust will look back upon their stay at B.F.C. as one of
the most pleasant and profitable periods of their lives. Such well-
known faces as those of Chesley Martin, George Shaw, Edward
Oke, ]. Temple and others will be seen no more in our midst, ex-
cept as welcome visitors. To them all we offer our heartiest good
wishes in the confident expectation of their worthily upholding the
good name of the old school, and, in course of time making an

honourable place for themselves in the world.

NEW BOYS
To the new comers we offer a hearty welcome, and we trust
that their stay with us will be both happy and useful. We would
urge them to look upon the College not merely as a shop in which
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a certain amount of book-knowledge can be bought; but rather
as a society which they have entered—a society whose aim is the
mutual improvement of all its members for the ultimate benefit
of the community. As true and loyal members of this society
they must consider the welfare of the College, must help to add
to its good reputation, and must exert themselves to use their in-
fluence for good; for it is by this course only that they themselves
can hope to derive the full benefit of being members of the College.
We would draw the attention of the new teachers in training to
this view of their life here—a view that is probably new to m8st
of them. We would ask them to remember that being the oldest
members of our society they are called upon to set an example
to the younger boys, not only of industry (for in this respect self-
interest will urge them to make every effort), but of an earnest
desire to cultivate character and body as well as mind. We are
glad to welcome back to the College two Old Feildians, H. Gosse
and H. Simms, who after some years of teaching have been so
wise as to wish to make still further progress, and so fit them-
selves for still higher work in their profession.

FOOTBALL

On another page will be found an account of the College foot-
ball. It is one of our chief regrets that of late years this branch
of our life has been comparatively unsuccessful, if judged by the
standard of Inter-Collegiate matches. Every effort has been made
to bring our team up to the necessary standard, but apparently
without much success. One evident reason for this has been the
small numbers left of the previous year’s team. In September
only three members of the 1910 team were still with us, so that
eight new men had to be found. It is possible that next year we
shall be all the better for this; but so many boys leave school at
an early age that one cannot count upon anything. Already, E.
Hall, J. Temple and L. Croucher, all of last year’s team, have
“gone to work.” However, we are very far from giving up hope,
for there is much good material coming on. The 1911 team im-
proved very much in the course of the season, but was not strong
enough to win a match. F. Rendell at full back was equal to any
player whom we saw in the Inter-Collegiate matches, and Croucher,
Hall, Gillingham, Trebble and Snow did good work at times. The
rest of the team worked hard but were lacking in science and ex-
perience.
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THE STAFF

There have been two changes on the staff this year, Mr. Mc-
Bain resigning to return to Scotland, where he is studying for the
ministry of the Episcopal Church; while Miss Pinsent, who for
many years has done excellent work in the Kindergarten Depart-
ment, left us in June to be married to the Rev. E. L. Birchby. Mr.
and Mrs. Birchby have our heartiest good wishes for every happi-
ness and prosperity in their new life. To Mr. McBain, too, we
offer our best wishes. In the Kindergarten Department, Miss
Millicent Dunfield, daughter of the late Canon Dunfield, whom we
in the College often think of with loving regret, has taken charge
of the Junior Form, and we are confident, that in her the College
has secured a most capable and painstaking teacher, and the little
boys a patient and interested friend.

Mr. McBain’s place was taken by Mr. C. L. Hills, M.A., of Ox-
ford University, a gentleman of very high scholastic attainments
and of wide experience. Mr. Hills’ health was not, however, suffi-
ciently robust to enable him in our somewhat trying climate to do
the work required, and he has asked to be released from his en-
gagement. In his place we have been so fortunate to secure at
somewhat short notice, the services of Mr. F. Blackall, brother of
our respected Superintendent of Education. Mr. Blackall was for
some years on the staff of the St. Anne’s School, Redhill, and we
welcome him to the College with every confidence that his work
will be of the highest value, and in the hope that his stay will be
both lengthy and pleasant to himself.

THE HOSTEL. 1911

AST year the growth in the number of boys boarding in the
College was so great that it was with the utmost difficulty
that accomodation could be found for all who applied for

admission; and this was in spite of the fact that accomodation for
the Headmaster’s family was provided subside, in order that the
Hostel might be enabled to make use of the Headmaster’s house
in the College. As still further demands upon the accomodation
of the Hostel might reasonably be expected this year, an additional
house was taken in September. Here a number of the older teach-
ers in training, young men of from 20 to 30 years of age, who have
been teachers for a year or more, and who have returned to the
College to make further progress with their studies, have been
provided with quarters in which it was possible to allow them cer-
tain privileges that would be unsuitable in the case of ordinary
boarders. By this means we have been enabled to prevent over-
crowding in the Hostel, and to make thoroughly satisfactory pro-
vision for any outbreak of infectious illness that might occur. It is
still necessary to use one of the College class rooms as a sitting
room for the boarders, an arrangement that must be altered at the
earliest opportunity, since in the case of an infectious outbreak in
the Hostel it would entail closing the College for so long as the
Hostel might be in quarantine.
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Miss Wilcox, the new Matron, has already won the regard and
goodwill of all members of the Hostel, by her efforts to add to their

comfort.

HEADMASTER'S REPORT
Speech Day, 1911

Your Excellency,
Mr. Chairman,
Gentlemen of the Directorate,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

It gives me very great pleasure to be able to report that during
the year ending June 30th, 1911, the College has enjoyed great pros-
perity and has made very satisfactory progress in every branch of
its work. Between September and June 244 attended the College,
while in our Boarding Department we had 60 boys from the Out-
ports, although not more than 45 were living in the College at
any one time. These figures show most clearly under what difficult
circumstances we have had to work since the College has Class Rooms
for only 150 pupils, and boarding accomodation for about 30. I shall
return to this subject later and explain the temporary means by
which we have been able to overcome these difficulties.

The work of the College, in spite of these drawbacks has been most
successful, not only from a literary point of view as partly tested by
the examinations of the C.H.E, but in a wider and more important
sense—that of the proper training of our boys to be good citizens, and
capable and successful men. We have always steadfastly refused
to restrict the traning of our boys to such work only as can be tested
by the Council’s Examipations, and in consequence we have doubtless
suffered in comparison with other schools so far as those people are
concerned who judge by examination results only.

There has been much controversy of late as to the usefulness of
the Council’s work, and there is in my opinion some reason for the
general dissatisfaction that has been felt. Those who have expressed
their views have, however, entirely failed to explain either what is
lacking or where the fault lies. As a member of the Council of Higher
Education, and as President of the Newfoundland Teachers’ Associa-
tion, I am in a position to know what is wrong and whose the fault is.

The Council of Higher Education by its Charter has the power to
hold examinations—and nothing more. What it cannot examine it
cannot interfere with in any way. It has no authority over the man-
agers of any school, or over any teacher. Its whole work under its
present Constitution is to examine such subjects as can be examined
in writing. This work—this necessary and useful and important work
—it has carried out effectively and at an absurdly small cost to the
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Colony. To its members the thanks and gratitude of the whole Colony
are due. Whatever may be wrong with our education it is not the
fault of the members of the Council of Higher Education. The Coun-
cil has awakened the whole country to a realization of the impor-
tance of Education. It has changed most of our schools from homes
of ineffective idleness into scenes of tremendous industry and effort.
There is not a school in the country that has not improved enormously
since the incentive of the Examinations has been introduced. The
man who would be so bold as to state that the Council has not done
good, simply does not know what he is talking about.

But there is the other side of the question. It has been asserted
that the Examination system has done harm, and there is some truth
in this.

1 have stated above that the Council's whole work under its pre-
sent Constitution is to examine such subjects as can be examined in
writing. Now it is evident that several very important parts of a
boy’s training cannot be examined in writing, as for example, Reading,
the ability to speak freely and correctly, Manual Training, Spelling,
(to some extent), Physical Development, Moral Training, etc., ete.

The temptation to schools that lay too much stress on the C.H.E.
results is to neglect these either entirely or to a very large extent.
Yet no teacher who knows his business can deny that all these are
of the first importance. What actually happens is that the work for
the C.H.E. Examinations, which should form only part of the school
course is allowed to form the whole of it. The cure for this evil is to
give the Council of Higher Education—or some similar body—the
power to compel every school to make its course include such train-
ing as is really necessary for our boys, and to prevent thcse schools
which are not in a position to prepare candidates for any one of the
examinations from neglecting those pupils who cannot hope to pass
or who are too young to enter. This looks as though most of the
blame attaches to the teachers. Some of it certainy dces; but prae-
tically all the responsibility lies with the general publie, who will
persist in judging schools and teachers by the Examination results
obtained. A teacher’s reputation and promotion depend very largely
indeed upon the examination successes he has obtained in his school.
Most of our teachers in Newfoundland are very young and inex-
perienced, and hardly any of them have received any training worthy
of the name. They are in most cases miserably paid, and most of
them are compelled to leave the profession by the age of 30, if they
are to hope ever to obtain enough to live on and bring up a family.
And as I say, it is not they but the general public who are to blame.
The only hope of immediate improvement is to greatly extend the
powers of the Council of Higher Education, to make a real Counecil
of Education—and to enable this body to see that not only the work
that can be examined in writing is properly done, but that the other
training necessary in schools is also given. This last will require
an increase of the number of Inspectors of Education, so that all
schools may be visited more regularly and frequently than is at pre-
sent possible.

As regards the accusation that the examinations impose an un-
healthy strain, I admit that this is to a certain extent true. The cure
is to abolsh Prizes and Scholarships, and to forbid schools which are
not in a position to prepare candidates to allow their teacher or teach-
ers to devote to one or two candidates the time that of right belong
to the whole school.

1 speak of this here because so far as St. John's is concerned, you
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to a large extent form the general public of the Church of England
denomination, and you will remember perhaps that I said the great-
est blame for whatever is unsatisfactory in our present system rests
with the general public. Bishop Feild College is proud to be able
to state that it has not allowel Examination work to form the whole
of its curriculum; that it has not neglected that necessary part of
a boy's training that is not covered by the examination tests; that on
every Speech Day for twenty years past, the Headmaster of the Col-
lege has repeated—perhaps to the amusement of some of his audience
—that schools should not be judged merely by their examination re-
sults; and I am proud and grateful to be able to say that on the whole
you have supported the College loyally; that very few of you have
been so short-sighted as to think it necessary to send your boys to
other schools because our training was not as good for them as that
which they could receive elsewhere; that the College has grown and
prospered, and that it has given to your boys something more than
mere ability to answer examination questions. I do not believe that
any of the evils of the Examination System have been felt in the
College, for the simple reason that we have refused to be dominated
by a system which must be incomplete; and 1 am convinced that what-
ever improvement takes place will be largely due to the stand that
your College has taken, and that you have so loyally supported.

1 may be expected from what I have stated above, to go on to
confess that our results in the Council’s Examinations last year were
very poor. I am glad to be able to say that they were extremely good,
and that although we do not confine ourselves to examination work
we have shown that we are doing this branch of our training with
efficiency and success. Sixty-five B.F.C. boys passed the Examinations
—only one less than our previous best—b5 in the A.A. Grade. 24 in the
Intermediate, 24 in the Preliminary and 12 in the Primary Grade.
Excluding the Primary Grade, which we take merely to ac-
custom our boys to the Examination atmosphere, our results
in the three higher grades were better than in any previous
year. Our A.A. Class consisted entirely of Candidates who had
never taken this examination before, yet J. Trebble obtained
the prizes for French and for History, and J. Cull the prize for Me-
chanics. In the Intermediate Grade S. R. Steele and L .Croucher only
just failed to secure Scholarships, J. Rowsell secured the prize for
English, L. Croucher the prize for Mechanics (Rowsell and Steele
obtaining second place in the same subject), while T. Winter was
equal to the prize-winner in Latin, but a few days older. In the Pre-
liminary Grade R. Parnell won a Scholarship and R. LeMessurier had
third place on the whole list, but unfortunately owing to a mistake
of mine, omitted to take a compulsory subject, although he had been
preparing it all the year. P. Petite obtained full marks in Arithmetic,
but was older than the prize-winner, and S. Bennett had 95 per cent.
in the same subject; in Shorthand S. Bennett, L. Field and R. Le-
Messurier. were equal to the prize-winner, but older, and E. Ellis, R.
Parnell and C. Fitzgerald were only one point behind in the same sub-
ject. In Algebra R. Parnell obtained 95 per cent. I think it is fairly
evident from the above that our examination work was well prepared,
While dealing with this subject, I should like to congratulate St.
Bonaventure’s College upon its splendid Examination results.

In Athleties B.F.C. has had a fairly satisfactory year, winning the
Inter-Collegiate Hockey Championship for the third year in succes-
sion, and the Stabb Memorial Cup from the other half companies of
the Avalon Battalion of the C.L.B.—also for the third year in suc-
cession. Many of our older boys left at the end of the previous year
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to enter business or one of the Universities, so that our cricket team,
for example, was without six of its best players of the previous year.

In considering the Athletics and the work of our Senior forms,
it is striking to note how few St. John’s boys remain in the College
long enough to complete our course. At the present time while our
Upper Sixth Form contains 16 pupils, only two belong to St. John's.
It is a great pity that parents should be unable or unwilling to allow
their boys to profit by the opportunities that are given them of ob-
taining a really good education at so in ive a rate, ially
as in the other denominations a much larger number remain until
they have received all that their College courses can provide.

Since our last Speech Day the College has lost by death two of its
greatest supporters and friends. The Rev. Canon Dunfield had been
for years Vice-Chairman of our Board of Directors, and in him the
College loses a friend whose great ability, whose wise judgment,
whose cheery sympathy it can ill afford to do without. Sir James
Winter, also a member for many years of our Board of Directors,
was an Old Feildian since the days when the College had its home
in Avalon House on Forest Road. The honors that he has won,
the true greatness of the man as an ordinary citizen, as a lawyer, as
Judge of the Supreme Court, as Premier of the Colony, as the Colony's
representative abroad, are well known to you all. We may well hope
that from the College may come others worthy to follow in their
footsteps and to leave behind them work and memories as full of
true usefulness to the community.

Lastly it is necessary for me to speak as shortly as possible of
the future of the College. We have Class Rooms capable of contain-
ing about 150 boys, and there are over 200 boys in attendance. We
have boarding accomodation for about 30 boys and there are nearly
twice as many in residence. We are compelled to use as Class Rooms
places that were not designed for that purpose and that are very
unsuitable in many respects. The College has had to hire two houses
in connection with our boarding establishment; and in both the above
respects the present arrangements are very unsatisfactory and can
onIy be of a temporary nature. During the past year the Feild Spen-

iation has done id work and has for the second year
m successlon raised over a thousand dollars. It has presented to
Bishop Feild College a site which will enable a suitable extension of
our buildngs to be made, and all that we now need is sufficient money
to warrant the Directors to begin building. The Association has issued
an appeal to the outports to which a fairly satisfactory response is
being given, and a similar appeal is about to be issued in St. John’s.
May I ask that as far as your means will allow you will make a gen-
erous response, and that you will not wait for collectors to call since
it is impossible for me to neglect my work in the College, in order
to see everyone and since the members of the Association also have
their everyday work to attend to, and cannot be expected to devote
very much of the day to calling upon people for subscriptions. We are
asking for annual subseriptions from those who prefer this method and
for larger single donations from others. We hope to pay for the ad-
ditions needed by both our Colleges within 10 years. We have re-
ceived two generous large subscriptions already—$100 a year from
J. Outerbridge, Esq., and $500 a year for two years from the Hon. E.
R. Bowring. We have also received smaller but equally generous
annual subscriptions from a number of other friends, and we hope
by next spring to be able to satisfy the Directors of the Colleges that
our people mean to make their Colleges inferior to no others in the
Colony.
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In conclusion I wish to thank the donors of the prizes (amongst
whom you will notice the name of the Premier, who very kindly
offered two prizes), for their generosity in providing so handsome a
collection of books and medals for the fortunate winners. I would
also thank the members of the Staff for their loyal support and work
during the year, those Old Feildians who have so kindly acted as
ushers to-night, and the members of the T. A. Society for lending us
their Hall at a nominal charge, a kindness which has enabled the
College to save nearly a fortnight's work, that we should otherwise
have had to spend in building a stage and in other decorations.

FOOTBALL, 1911

HE 1911 Football season was not a great success if we judge
T only by the Inter-Collegiate matches, for not a single
match was won. On the other hand more boys took part
in the practice-games than ever before, and as time goes on this
is bound to have a good effect upon the first team. The following
represented the College in some or all of the Inter-Collegiate
matches: F. Rendell (Captain), J. Trebble (Vice-Captain), E. Hall
(Secretary), H. Martin, Gillingham, Ludlow, Temple, L. Croucher,
E. Wellman, F. Snow, Ryall, F. Snow (Form V.), Burgess and R.
Tessier. Of these only two were regular members of the 1910
team, so that it was only natural to find a lack of steadiness and
method and judgment in the work done. If only it were possible
to keep five or six members of this team for the next football sea-
son, it would make all the difference.

Both the forwards and the half-backs were very weak and were
lacking in combination and in control over the ball. The halves
defended fairly well, but were unable to make openings for the
forwards or to pass to them. When the forwards did obtain posses-
sion of the ball they passed wildly and inaccurately, and were very
seldom dangerous. Both lines worked hard but were lacking in
experience. L. Croucher was the best of the forward line and
made several good runs on the left wing, but the inside men were
uncertain and nervous. Fred Rendell at full-back was in a class
by himself. He had a tremendous amount of work to do and he
did it well. Gillingham also played a good game on several occa-
sions. Temple in goal kept out many difficult shots, but was not
always safe. Considering how much he had to do we consider that
he played well. All the others worked hard and did occasional
good things. Trebble had more to do than he could manage and
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was run off his legs, though he played a hard game. Hall, at
centre-forward, had very few chances given him, and was unable
to make them for himself. In a stronger forward line he would
probably have shown to more advantage; but as centre-forward
he was not steady enough, nor had the whole forward line sufficient
science to make up for its lack of weight. Yet in spite of all this
the team played a plucky game, fighting hard to the end against
odds and showing that they had endurance and courage. We con-
gratulate the Methodist College upon winning the championship,
and we hope next year to make a stronger bid for the cup ourselves.

THE FEILD-SPENCER ASSOCIATION

HE regular work of the Association has been continued and
T has met with the usual gratifying success. During the
summer a number of ladies held bridge-parties in their
own houses in aid of the Association, and were able to hand over
substantial sums as the result of their efforts. The Hallowe’en
Entertainment at the end of October was a greater success than
ever before. The Dance usually held in January, was replaced
this year by an At Home, which though not as largely attended as
it might have been, was in every way thoroughly enjoyable and
will in future years meet with a great measure of public support.
On Shrove Tuesday the girls of Spencer College held their annual
Sale and Entertainment in the Synod Hall, and had the satis-
faction of being in a position to add substantially to the
funds. Too much praise cannot be given to the disinterested efforts
of all those who have taken so much trouble to help the Colleges
to make the improvements and extensions that are so greatly
needed.

A new feature of the work of the Association has been to ob-
tain direct donations towards the extension fund. This branch of
our work has met with so generous a response as to astonish all
those who were inclined to doubt the popularity of our aims; but
to those of us who have been most intimately connected with the
Association and with the Colleges, the fact that within a few months
we have secured donations which amount to nearly Fifteen Thou-
sand Dollars, has not been unexpected; and we venture to say that
within a few weeks this will have risen to from Twenty to Twenty
Five Thousand Dollars, since up to the present only a small num-
ber of our people have been approached. This statement is not
the result of mere optimism, but is a very moderate calculation of
what can be done, based upon a knowledge of the character of our
people and of their willingness and ability to help their Colleges
to make the improvements required.

The Council has decided that any person making annual dona-
tions to the F.S.A,, or giving a larger single subscription, shall, by
so doing become a member of the Association. This removes the
possibility of asking people first to become members by paying the
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annual membership fee of 50 cents, and secondly to make another
donation to the F.S.A. funds for the extension of the Colleges.
Many who would be willing to pay the membership fee would also
like to subscribe further to the funds, but there is an objection to
asking for two separate donations, and the Association would be
foolish to allow the membership fee to interfere with the possi-
bility of large gifts. At the same time an annual donation of 50
cents still entitles anyone to b a ber of the A iation,
and it is hoped that all past members will continue to pay at least
this amount. We are anxious to interest all Churchmen and Church-
women in our Colleges and in the Association, for we fully realise
that the welfare of B.F.C and of B.S.C. depends upon the moral
support of all our people, even more than upon the money that can
be raised. Good b and are y, but will
be of little value unless the Colleges possess the confidence and
good-will of those for whom they exist.

OBITUARY

SIR JAMES SPEARMAN WINTER, K.C.M.G.

N October 6th, 1911, there passed away an Old Feildian,
O whose honourable record as a citizen, as a lawyer, and as
a statesman, is a source of pride to all with whom he was

d. Born in L line in 1845, Sir James S. Winter re-

ceived part of his education at Bishop Feild College in the days
when it was known as the Church of England Academy. In 1867
he was called to the bar, and before long he became known as one
of the most successful lawyers. in Newfoundland. Entering politics
in 1874, he b Speaker in 1877, a ber of the Executive
Council in 1879, Sollcnor-General in 1882, Attorney-General in
1885 and Premier in 1897. From 1893-96 he was a Judge of the
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
