Regulations as to the taking of Trout
and Salmon.

No person shall catch, kill, capture or take any salmon, trout,
or Inland water fishes, in any river, brook, pond, stream, lak!!,
or estuary In Newfoundland, by means ot other than rod. houk

and line.

No person shaH use any appliance other than rod. hook and
line to catch any salmon, trout, or Inland water fishes, withl:l
fifty fathoms from either bank on the strand, sea, stream. pond.
lake, or estuary debouching into the sea.

The Department ot' MarIne and Fisheries may place caution
boards at a greater distance than fifty fathoms trom the poInt ot
debouching as aforesnfd, wherever, in the opinion of the depart­
ment, geographical conditions may render the same necessary.
The placing ot such boards at any such points shall be deemed
to be prima facio evidence at notice, and shall place the burden
at proof, as to lack or notice, upon the party charged with a
breach of anything hereunder.

No person shall. by spearing, hooking, sweeping. jigging or
raking, or hauling, with an}" net or seine. take, or attempt to
take, any salmon, trout, or Inland water fish within this Colony.

The use ot lime, explosives. or other deleterious compounds
tor killing or catching fish at any description, shall at all times
be prohibited in all Inland and coastal waters ot this colony"

In every mill-dam, rack, or framework, erected or bunt
across any pond, river, lake, brook or stream, where salmon and
trout have been known to enter. there shall be placed, subject
to the approval or the Department of Marine and Fisheries, a
proper pass-way or fish-ladder not less than four teet in width.
capable or allowing salmon or trout at any size to enter above.

Any log.'! or tlmber at any description which may be placed
so as to Impede the passage at salmon or trout in a pond, river,
lake, stream, estuary or water-course, shall be instantly re­
moved; and no saw-dust or mill rubbish at any kind shall be
cast into any pond. lake, estuary, r:ver, brook, stream or water­

course.

No net shall be moored or set near any part at the coast of
this colony or Its dependencies for the purpose of taking salmon
nearer to any other salmon net previously set or moored tor a
like purpose than one hundred yards tor a single net, nor three
hundred yards tor a double net or fleet at nets.

No person shall catch, kill, or take any salmon or trout In
any river, brook, stream, pond or lake in Newtoundland, be­
tween the 15th day of September In any year. and the 15th day



I ot January In the next (0110 wing year; Provided that this sectlon
shall not apply to R. A. Brehm and others who have
been granted certaIn rights under the provIsIon ot Section 19 of
the Act passed In the 29th year ot her late Majesty. entitled,
"The Crown Lands' Act ot 188'," as lessees of Murray and But·
leI' ponds, and the streams running Into and out ot the same
tor one mile.

Extracts from the Merchant Shipping Act
referring to the Naming of Ships

Uegu)aLlons made by the Board or Trade, in conjunction with
the Commissioner'S or Customs., under secUon 50 or the
!lcrchnnt Shipping Act, 1906.

Under the provisions or Section 50 or the Merchant Ship­
ping Act, 1906, the Board or 'l'rade, In conjunction with the
Commissioners or Cust~ms, hereby make the following Regula­
tions relating to ships" names. and direct that they shall come
Into force on 1st January. 1908:

I.-Any person who prOpOses to make application tor the
Registry ot a British Ship shall give notice in writing ot the pro­
posed name ot the ship to the Registrar or Shipping at the in­
tended Port of Registry at least tourteen days betore the date
On which It is contemplated to el'tcct the registry.

7.-When It Is proposed to register the ship at a port not
situated in the British Islands, the Registrar to whom the name
Is intimated may proceed with the registry of the ship Lt he sat­
isfies himself that the name does not appear In the Current :Mer­
cantile Navy List; but it the name does so appear, the Registrar
shall transmit the applications to the Registrar General of Ship­
ping and Seamen, and the case shall bo treatcd in the manner
laid down for registry In the British Islands.

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CHANGE IN THE STAFF. Owing to the resignation
of Miss Dunfield, who has been appointed to take
Charge of the Kindergarten Department in Bishop

Spencer College, Miss "VilIs has joined our staff as Assistant
to Miss Stead in the Preparatory Department. We are very
sorry indeed to lose Miss Dunfield, but we congratulate her
upon her appointment to a more important and better paid
post. Miss Dunfield's work was thoroughly satisfactory in
every way, and we regret that our finances would not allow
us to offer her sufficient inducement to stay with us. So long as
our School Fees are at the present low figure, the College can
just make both ends meet when our numbers are at their best;
and owing to the sickness that was so prevalent last winter
a large number of our boys were absent for a whole term or
more and in most cases paid no fees during their absence.
Consequently since our expenses were as heavy as ever, the
College had a bad year from a financial point of view.
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We offer our heartiest good wishes to Miss Dunfield in
her new work.

In securing Miss Isabel Wills to take Miss Dunfield's
place the College has obtained the services of a most pains­
taking and efficient teacher, who wilt leave nothing undone
to train the little boys of the First Form in the best possible
manner. We are confident that Miss Wills' work will meet
with the success that it deserves, and we trust that her stay
with us will be thoroughly enjoyable to herself as it will be
profitable to her Form.

NEW BOYS. Once again there has been an influx of New
Boys after Christmas. It was a pity that they could
not have entered the College at the beginning of the new
school year in September, since by Christmas the College has
covered nearly half the year's course; but we hope that all
New Boys will make a special effort to make up for what they
have missed, by extra hard work and by taking every oppor­
tunity given during revision lessons to rise to the level of the
various Forms in which they have been placed.

THE SUPERINTENDENT OF EDUCATION. Mr.
Blackall. visited the scene of his former labours, just
before Christmas. It was like "old times" to see him in
the College again. and \ve were all delighted to have him with
us. Mr. Blackall knows better than anyone outside the pres­
ent staff, the difficulties under which we labour. His Report
shows that he fully appreciates the fact that we have far too
little room to do our work as it might be done. A few extracts
from his Report will be of interest to the' readers of the
·'Feildian." He says "The buildings are insufficient in sev­
eral particulars. There is no study or sitting-room for the::
Boarders apart from the regular class-rooms of the College;
two classes have to make use of the Hall for Class Rooms.
The Hall was never constructed with this in view ;
there is lacking a proper supply of small class-rooms for
special small classes ; there is no covered play-shed
or gymnasium, so that the boys have to use the Entrance Hall
Passages and Stairways in the intervals during inclement
weather with the result that the premises suffer unduly from
oreakages and damage: the lavatories are in a most satisfact­
ory condition; I visited the Hostel and found everything
clean. tidy, and generally satisfactory. with few exceptions;
the discipljn~ seemed to me to be satisfactory .
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'(. Throughout the Institution I found the tcaching of a high
order; the lessons were given by the teachers in a most intelli
gent way and received by the classes likewise intelligently
........ ; the written exercise books are for the most part
kept with care and neatness, while the pupils' mark books. are
astonishingly well kept. . .... ; the arrangements fOf Phy­
sical Culture arc goon except perhaps in Form III. There is
a most efficient Cadet Corps-attached for battalion purposes
to the Church Lads' Brigade, Avalon Battalion-and the boys
take part in most of the well-known manly games." Mr.
BlackaWs Report on the Manual Training Department and
the org-anization of the College generally was equally gratify­
ing. There are, of course, faults to be found, particularly in
connection with our lack of accomodation. The difficulties
of working under cramped conditions are very great indeed,
and we cannot hope to have everything thoroughly satisfact­
ory until we are able to obtain the Class Room space that we
need.

The eight has made splendid progress, o\\'ing partly to
their own keenness, but chieRy to the enthusiastic work of their
Coach, Mr. Raley. The excellent standard attained .was the re
suit of hard work done in bitterly cold weather when 1110st pea
pie were hugging the fire in a vain endeavour to keep warm.
\Ve understand the C.L.B. ha.s decided to hold an Inter-Com
pany Shooting Competition in which every member of each
Company will be required to join, his score counting for or
against his Company according as it is good or bad. It seems
to us impossible to speak too highly of this plan. It must
have the effect of improving the markmanship all round, but the
most indifferent and useless members of the Brigade; and
the fact that bad shooting on the part of any member of a
Company will lower the average of that Company should
make every lad anxious to get as much practise as ~ossible.

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Speech Day, 1912.

POR the second year in succession our annual Speech Day
and Prize-giving was held in the Total Abstinence
Hall-now the Casino. A large and appreciative

audience, consisting chiefly of parents of our boys filled the .-
Hall.

The proceedings opened with Drill by a squad from the
College Company, and the various exercises-Manual and
Bayonet were performed in such a manner as to reflect the
greatest credit upon all those concerned. The Club Drill by
a Junior squad was also very well done, as was the Dumbell
Drill by boys from the Preparatory Department. The Operetta
"Inspector for an Hour" went well, 1the leading roles being
well maintained by C. Cluett, J. Rowsell, T. Winter and R.
Parnell. Then followed the Headmaster's Report and the
Report of the Superintendent of Education. After the dis­
tribution of Prizes His Excellency the Governor addressed
the boys urging them to make full use of the opportunities
which .they possessed and to strive to become loyal members
not only of the State but also of their Church. After the
annual vote of thanks to his Excellency, the evening closed
with the College cheers and the National Anthem.

Headmaster's Report. Speech Day, 1912.
Your Excellency, Mr. Chairman, Gentlemen of the Direct­

orate, Ladies and Gentlemen-I beg to present my Annual
Report of the College for the year ending June 30th, '9'2.

SPEAKING generally, better work was done during the
past year than in any previous year since my connect­
ion with the College as its Headmaster. This is true,

not only of the studies of our pupils, but also of the moral and
physical training given in Ithe College, without which it is im­
possible to develop in boys the qualities that make a good
inan and a useful citizen.

During the year under review we have had serious diffi­
culties to contend with. The epidemic of Scarlet Fever in
the town last Spring interfered with the attendance of a large
number of our pupils and consequently with our income from
fees. Our expenses on the other hand could not be cut down
for we are unable at any time to indulge in unnecessary ex­
pendilure. A~ lhe College rarely has a credit balance of even
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Fifty Dollars at the end of the school year, a shrink­
age in fees is a serious matter for us; and the deficit with
which the Directors were faced at the end of June last was
due largely to this accident for which the College was not in
any way to blame.

After remaining free from Scarlet Fever for several
months, during which the town was full of the disease the HOSitel
or Boarding Department became infected immediately after
Easter. Only four boarders out of our large family caught
it, but even one case was enough to place the College in
quarantine. This is one of the serious drawbacks of our pres­
ent building, since it is impossible to keep boarders from
using certain parts of the building which have also to be used
by day boys. Fortunately we were able to continue most of
our classes in the Canon Wood Hall, which was kindly placed
at our disposal oy the Rector and people of St. Thomas's
Parish; but our Preparatory Department and the lowest Form
of the College proper, had to be closed for nearly a month,
and with some members of a class in Canon Wood Hall and
others amongst the boarders in the College there was natural­
ly a certain amount of time lost and effort wa.sted.

In addition to a shortage in Tuition Fees last year the
College also suffered financially by the failure of the Hostel
or Boarding Department to continue its expansion of previous
years after an additional house had been secured. The cost of
this house wiped out the profits that the Boarding Depart­
ment has been able in previous years to hand over to the Col­
lege. I say "profits" though there have never been any real
profits, for the credit balance of the Hostel has always been
swallowed up by the cost of repairs to the building of which
a large part is occupied by the boarders.

I have spoken frankly of our troubles during the past
year because I wish to emphasize the fact that the College
has no surplus revenue and that even small misfortunes are
sufficient to run us into debt. We spend every cent that we
can raise and even then are compelled to do without many
things the are really necessary. Some of you who have been
able to send your boys to schools in England or Canada know
that what parents are called upon to pay the Colleges in St.
John's is an absurdly small amount if they compare what we
give with what the English and Canadian schools give. The
fact that your colleges are, at the best, always on the border
line between solvency and insolvency is a conditional damper
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upon any plans for improvement; and the consequence is that
while we know of many improvements by which your child­
ren would benefit, \VC arc unable to carry them out owing to
lack of funds.

The work of the College as tested by the examinations
of the Council of Higher Education last J1I1lC produced most
satisfactory results.

In the A. A. Grade 9 of our candidates passed, James
Trebble secured first place in the whole Grade and was equal
to the Prize winner in English, History, French and Latin.
H.is average for the whole examination was 88 per cent., the

highest average ever obtained by any A. A. candidate. 'vV.
Pullins won the Prize for Navigation and was equal to the
Prize winner in English Literature. This is, on the whole the
best A.A. result that the College has ever obtained.

In the Intermediate Grade, 13 of our 15 candidates passed
These were almost without exception sitting for the first time and
in. competition with 2nd. and 3rd year candidates could hardly be
expected to secure either scholarships or prizes.

In the Preliminary Grade, 19 of our candidates passed,
R. LeMessurier won a Scholarship and the prizes for Algebra
and Latin, and R. Bennett, G. H. Bishop and L. C. Hayward
were .all equal to the Prize winner in Shorthand, while V. S.
Steele was equal to the Prize--winner in Book-keeping. By
equal to the Prize-winner J mean that he secured the same
number of marks but was older-in some cases only by a few
days.

In the Primary Grade, q. of our candidates passed.

Our total number of passes was 55-a smaller number
than last year. This shortage was due to the fact that out of
30 boys who were in the Intermediate Class for some part of
the year, only 16 remained in June-the rest having obtained
positions in town or elsewhere.

In the London University Matriculation Examination
James Trebble secured a pass in the First Di\-ision, together
with a pass in the Extra Latin Prose paper.

The large exodus from our lntermediate Class last year
brings me to a matter of which 1 spoke in my Annual Rport
12 months ago. \Vhile it is very gratifying to find B. F. C.
boys in such demand, one cannot help pitying a boy who has
to leave school at the ag~ of 14 or IS. He can only be half
educated and it is not likely that he will be able during the
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rest of his life to make ttp what he should have acquired if he
had completed Ithe College course. It is a mistake to sup­
pose that a boy who goes into business does not need a good
education. and it is a great pity that when the fees of the Col­
leges are so small, parents should fail to insist upon their
boys obtaining all the training that the Colleges can give,

'yVe rejoice to note that the Council of Higher Education
has begun to recognize the fact that "education" does, not COI1­

;:;ist merely of book-knowledge. The Council has made a slep
in the right direction by insisting upon a certa.in amount oi
Physical and Practical Training in our schools. The new
regulations have made no serious alteration in our scheme of
work, since Bishop Feild College has for years given its boys
all that the Council requires and morc. There will be com­
plaints from some teachers who have 11ith ~rto not concerned
themselves with anything but "book" education, and it is
quite possible that the School Boards will be compelled to
provide Assistant Teachers in some schools. This matter will
in all probability, compel the Go\'ernment to increase the
·Education Grant.

The tone of the College during the past year has, I think
been very satisfactory. There has been an absence of serious
offences, but among certain boys there is a tendency to rough­
ness and lack of consideration for others, which however nat­
ural to boys, is none the less objectionable, There is no
reason why boys should not work off their superfluous vit­
ality by taking part in the \'arious forms of athletics provided
by the College Games, and learn to behave themselves with
~eJf-control not merely in school but also at home and on the
public streets,

The College Games have flourished exceedingly during
the past year though our First Teams have not been
strong enough to win championships. Football, Hockey,
Cricket, the Sports, the Steeplechase, and last, but not least,
the College Company, have all provided ample opportunities
for physical development. The College Company has never
been in a bet.'~er condition than it is now, owing to the keen­
ness of both officers and lads.

As you all know the College has out-grown its accommoda­
tion, and for three years the Feild Spencer A~sociation has
been working hard to raise funds for the extensIOn of our two
Colleges. By its entertainments and subscriptions it now has
between 18 and 19 thousand dollars. part of which consists of
annual donations extending over a number of years. As there

are at present only I I I names on our subscription list it is
evident that there should be no difficulty in providing the
$35,000 which we estimate as immediately necessary for the
two Colleges. We hope to add largely to our list during the
winter.

The Modern Daily Newspaper.

THERE is an expression that "The Pen is Mightier than the
Sword" and certainly in these days, the Press has a great

deal of influence. This power is the result of a slow but
steady growth. The first regular English newspaper was published
in 1622, and from that time to the present day, the newspapers
have increased both in quality and in numbers. One cause of the
increase in the number of papers was the lapse of the Licensing
Act in J6~J5. By this Act, all papers had to be approved of by
a Government Official, before they could be published. The pro­
gress of the Press was impeded for a while by the placing of a
stamp-tax on newspapers in 1712; but now no checks are exercis­
ed on it in England except by the law of lihel and the law regulat­
ing public morals. Numerous inventions in connection with print
ing, the cheap manufacture of paper and the perfecting of short-
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hand, the increased facilities of communicart:ion and the spread
of education, have helped the Press in its growth.

This great power has its good qualities and its defects.
All interests and all shades of thought are provided for by the
various Journals. E~ch political party 'has its organs and. such
papers at the "Times", "Standard" and the IIFamily Herald"
contain many excellent ,a'Tticles on questions of social reform
science, painting, music, and literature. A high standard of
Englis·h is maintained in the better class of papers; the headings
are short and clear and the articles are often models of correct
and vigorous prose. .

Political theories are spread by means of the Press, and the
people become familiar with the arguments on both sides of the
subject. New artists, musicians, and w6ters become known
thru the critical columns of the newspapers, and a wide-spread
interest is aroused in recent inventions. The Press is also a
valuable aid to public charities, for subscriptions are often opened
in relief of disasters and for objects worthy of support.

Nowadays, there is a rapid dissemination of news Which,
though not always correct, is, however, more so, than if we relied
on rumour alone. Detection of crime is now made easier and
there is less unbearable anxiety in war time or after storms and
other disasters.

On the other hand, a political cause may be misrepresented;
for partisan papers report only wha,t suits them, and often excite
ill-feeling. In the criticism of art also, Itoo much encouragement
is sometimes given to cheap, popular works, while works of real
genius remain unappreciated. Much slovenly and ungrammatical
writing is very often found in second-rate papers. An even more
serious evil is the tendency Ito sensationalism. The details of
divorce and murder trials are printed:. Encouragement is given
to betting by the publication of Hracing tips" and in many cases
too much space is given up Ito sport. There is an urgent need of
regulations for the prevention of the above-mentioned evils and
of the harm done by reckless reporters both in private life and
in matters where secrecy is nece'ssary.

However, the good' qualities of the Press outweigh its
defects. The majority of the papers feel their responsibility and
try to avoid inaccuracy., unfairness, and the insertion of harmful
matter. Such being the case, we may hope and believ.e tthat the
present high standard of excellence of the modertl: dally news­
paper will be maintained in the future, and even raIsed.

Play
with your cover point, and try to discover the spot which
each forward makes for in order to shoot.

E. JERRETT has weight which he might put to greater use, and
~peed which could be made to tell more effectively if he
developed a quicker recovery. -

R. PARNELL played a very plucky and skillful game and when
he has learnt to trust less to individual effort and move to
combination - when, oh when, shall we learn that in Hockey
combination is everything - 'he will, without doubt be a
useful man on any team.

G. I-I. BISHOP, A. PARSONS, I-I. WILLIAMS and F. SNOW
were each tried in the forward line. vVhile they showed
plenty of pluck they were unable to put their good inten­
tions into effective work owing to ignorance of the rules.
Kever mind you have been in the fight, you have, you surely
have learnt what "off-side" means, and next season you will
Itake care not to be found in front of your fellow forwards
while the referee fumes and your forwards frown. Success
to you, beginners in the grandest of all games. Go in next
year, wily from past exeprience, discouraged not in the
slightest by past defeats or adverse criticism, and with the
traditions of the old School behind you, determined to
·restore to its walls the much-coveted trophy.



A Short Trip to Spain.

IN my last two articles to the "Feildian", I tried to give a
tours of the Oxford-Canadian-Newfoundland ice-hockey
short and, as far as I was able, interesting account of the

team during the two Xmas vacations to various parts of the
Continent - especially in Belgium, Germany and Switzerland.
This time I propose to lead you a little further South, and will
endeavour to give you a few details of a short Football tOUT to
the North of Spain. The ice-hockey team made its annual trip
to .the Continent, this year as usual; but, for various reasons, I
was unable to accompany them again, and found myself playing
Football down in Spain instead.

In England, at the present time, the Association Football
Clubs are divided into three classes. (I sav "Association" for the
term "Football' over here is rather an ambiguous one, since it
may refer either to "Association" or to "Rugby" Football. In
Newfoundland, such a distinction is needless as Association Foot­
ball reigns alone; the adoption of Rugby, unfortunately, has not
been considered seriously, though it is one of the finest games of
its kind, and, I am sure, would become immensely popular in
Newfoundland if once taken up. The low standard of play, and
its tendency Ito become even lower, and the lack of support in the
game itself by the people generally are painful dlaracteristics
of football in ewfoundland at present; and an effort ought to
be made either to remedy t.his and create a new spirit of enthus­
iasm, or, at least, to provide an adequate substitute). After this
somewhat long digression, quite unintentioal when I began, I
tm:st return to the division of the Football Clubs. They are
roughly - first, the purely professional clubs, which have by far
the largest following; secondly, the Football Association, (the
F. A.) Clubs, which can play professional and amateur teams
alike; and, thirdly, the Amateur Football Association (the A. F.
A.) Clubs, which, purely amateur, can play amateur teams only.
In .this latter Division, the Oxford A. F. A. team belongs, whose
members are Amateur players, not necessarily confined to the
University, although a good many past and present 'Varsity
men are to be found in its ranks. This team is affiliated to the
Southern Amateur League, which, as the name implies, is com­
posed of Amateur teams in and about the South of England.

Having played with rthis team sometime beforehand, when an
invitation came from Bilbao, Spain, asking the team to visit there
for a short while, I did not hesitate a long time in accepting, when
invited to go. True, the proposed visit was to be comparatively
a short tour, but had it been otherwise I should have be.en forced
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reluctantly to decline, since in one's third year at Oxford, work
happens to be the chief consideration in a great many cases; for
June, to those who have their final examinations then, has a very
nasty habit of making itself feel very close at hand just about
Christmas time. However, we left London the day after Christ­
mas day - Boxing Day, -to give it its popular English name ­
and played a League match at Eastbourne, before setting out for
the Continent There is one thing to admire about the attitude
of the average English athlete -in reference to his games, (altho'
in some cases, this admiration is apt to wane considerably when
one--is personally concerned) and that is, no matter what the
weather conditions are, whether the rain is falling in torrents,
and the ground a perfect quagmire, in a snow-storm, or under
the broiling sun, a: scheduled game w;U nearly always take place.
The Eastbourne game brought this fact home to me rather forc­
ibly; for, with the mud inches deep, fhe continual heavy down­
pour of cold rain, and the high w'ind, all in existence before play­
ing, the natural consequences would have been, in Newfoundland
at any rate, -a postponement. But there was no such luck that day
and though we turned out with white shirts at the beginning of
the game, before it was 'half over 'the predominant colours were
a deep chocolate, fringed with patches of green, relieved here and
there by various patterns of the football, which would insist on
leaving its mark 'wherever it happened to strike.

We had to pack up all our football clothes, coated as they
were with half the soil of Eastbourne, and well wetted with the
rain that only the South of England seems able to prcxluce (any
Oxford man will bear me out ,in this), and leave almost immed­
iately after the game for Newhaven, whence we sailed for
Dieppe, across the Channel.

Ah me! That was a glorious trip across the Channel. To
begin with, the night of December 26th, was about the roughest
on record for some time, several ships being wrecked along the
coast on either side, and to form a fitting climax to the prevalent
high winds and seas, a tidal wave struck our boat on the way
over, and gave us rather a severe shaking up, tosses from bunk
to cabin floor being by no means an infrequent occurrence. How­
ever, we reached Dieppe in safety, and proceeded to Paris, where
we spent the day, to recuperate a little. On Friday evening we
continued our journey, and did not make any further delay until
we reached Bilbao, our destination.

T'he change in the climatic conditions as we travelled down
through France and over the Spanish border was most marked.
We left England fog-bound and rain-sodden; in Paris, too it wa~
raining quite heavily; we found Spain bathed in sunshine and
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comparative warmth. The route from Paris lay through Orleans
'rours, Poitiers, Bordeaux, Bayonne, and Biarritz, most of which
names are CJuite familiar historically and otherwise. At Inm, on
the Spanish BOI'dar, we changed trains, having passed through a
portion of the Lower Pyrenees, and went on direct to San Sebas­
tian, the 1110st important town in the North of Spain.

Bilbao was four hours railway journey from San Sebas­
tian, and the scenery all along the route was simply gloriolls, as
the whole district was mountainous in character, with quaint
little. Spanish villages dotted here and there in what looked like
the most inaccessible places, the whole forming a picturesqueness
which is. easier to imagine than to describe.

vVe reached Bilbao at noon on Saturday, and after the inevit
able wash-up at our hotel, after our long railway journey, we
had the whole afternoon to look about the town. Hilh~o is a
very enterprising and wealthy town, with a population of about
90,000, the chief source of Revenue being derived from the large
iron and copper are mines to be found in that district, and extend­
ing practically all along the North Coast of Spain. Situated in
the hills in the Basque Province, it is the centre of what remains
of the old Basque activity where many of the customs and chame
teristics of the ancient Basques, whose numbers are now greatly
depleted, still obtain and form a striking contrast to the methods
and maliners of more modern days. The Basque language is still
ill this!·J ovince the lunguage of tIle h\yer classes who still retain
the ancient dress, and use the slow-moving but characteristic
teams of yoked oxen and he'avy wooden-wheeled carts as modes
of conveyance of every kind. Al-together, it comes as a very
pleasant change fr0111 the noisy whirl and rush of the motor-driv­
en vehicles of their modern brethren.

Not one of our party was expert in the Spanish language,
ancient or modern, but we fonnd that French was very useful
where English was not understood. and, thanks to lvf r. Bernard's
care and attention to me in that direction from the age of eight
to eighteen at B. F. C., in the French conversation classes and
before his desk in the Fifth and Sixth Forms, I was able to get.
along tolerably well. and, in fact, had to act as interpreter for
the party on more than one occasion.

The football ground was about six or seven miles away from
our hotel ~ in Neglleri ~since there was no suitable gr0\1l1d
available in Bilbao itself. (Some people in my day at B. F. C. used
to think St. George's Field CJuite far enough; especially was this
evidenced by the way some teams used to turn lip to Cricket
matches; I hesitate to think what would have happened if the
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games had to be played, say. somewhere near Donovan's). We
went to Negueri by train, and found a crowd of about 5,000
people waiting at the football field to see the game. The
Spanish players were fine, strapping, big fellows, and quite gaoci
footballers, well-trained and with a sound knowledge of the
game. By dint of hard work and a good forward line we managed
to beat them by three to two. I was playing centre-half for the
Oxford team, and my opposing 'half was a man of over six feet
and weighing morc than two hundred pounds, so you can imagine
what we were up against when I say that nearly all their players
closely resembled that centre-half, their Captain, both in stature
and in weight.

For this game, our spare man was referee, and evidently the
Spanish crowd had not been used to an English referee before,
judging from the various remarks and hoots which greeted him

. when he gave a decision that was conbrary to their opinion. At
one time, I thought that the mob would rush out on the field,
w'hen he stopped the game for two glaring off-sides, which
they thought otherwise. Their second goal was scored by a man
who was 'rank' off-side, but the referee thought that discretion
was the better part of valour, and allowed.it, elsc I do not know
what would have happened to him or to us, if the goal had been
disallowed. A fter the game one of the crowd came up to me
and said in broken English "You would beat any team in de
world, if you had dat referee." 'The firm conviction in his tone
made it delightfully amusing.

VI/e played them again on vVednesday, New Year's Day, and
the result was a draw 0-0, neither of our two goals tieing given.
An explanation may be that it was a Spaniard who refereed this
time and who evidently was politic enough to win the good graces
of the proletariat, as the game was noted for the absence of any
hostile demonstration on the part of the crowd. However, I mllst
say that the players themselves were genuine sportsmen, playing
a good clean game ,and would prove a good match for our team on
any occasion.

They made our stay amongst them a very enjoyable one
indeed. They entertained us at the very best hotel in <the town.
and made us members, during our visit, of one of their most
exclusive clubs, where we could write our letters, read the
English newspapers, and play billi3lrds just as often as we wished.

On New Year's Eve, we had a fancy-dress dance at our hotel
at which many of the Oxford players showed that the spirit of
revelry 'was not at all lacking in them, and outside, a huge crowd
had gathered who repeatedly requested us to go out on .the bal-
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c~ny of the hote.! and sing English songs to them, which we did
w.lth great gusto. In passing, as an example of their hilarity that
nIght, for New Year's Eve is always a time of widespread
festivity on the Continent, I might mention that a man was shot
and killed just outside our hotel as the result of a squabble.

AYtogether we were about a week in Bilbao, stopping for a
short while in San Sebastian on the way coming and going, and
~hat week we enjoyed immensely. We left on Thursday morn­
mg, and turned homewards, reaching London, via Paris, on
Friday afternoon, in time to see the International Rugby Match
between England and the famous "Springbok' team from South
Africa, on Saturday 'afternoon.

I did not see a bull fight in Spain, as .the season starts
in May, but I visited one of the AJrenas.
