It is difficult to judge how far 1'1;. Bayly's belief that. in the past
the College has not supplied as many men for the ministry as it
should, is based on solid fact. There can be no dQu1;lt that, of all

the professions, that of the Church stands out prc.cminently as
requiring most self-sacrifice and yet as being of the utmost im­
portance to the whole community. Js it a fact tha~ the present
generation is so lacking in this spirit of self-sacrifice as to justify
:\1r. 13ayly's statements? Has the College, in the past, failed to
foster in its sllIdcnts the desire to give themselves a:Hl all that
they are to the grca~ \\ork that we must all cO:lsidcr the noblest
that a )'ol1ng man can take up? And docs the College still fail
in this respect? \Ve arc able, at least, to answer the last question
in the negative, for, of those who have bce:l in the College since
1l;08 we know, perso:lally of fourteen who have either prepared
for the ~I ioistr} or :He now doing ~o, As to the P:IS(. the Clergy
List of the Dioces~ bears the names of a large number of Old
F~ildians, and there arc many others working for the Chu(ch in
other cOll:1tries. Yet it is '~rue that one section of the community
does :lot semi its sons into th~ great fight - I refer to 51. John's
itself. "'hether it is the fear of the supposed hardships of
Outport life, or merely the fact that ihe salaries of Clergymen ar~

small, 111e tOW~l parent, \\'e know, discourages his SOil from think­
ing of the !\Iinis:ry as his life's \\'ork, It must be admitted that
this shotlld not 1.;e so and it i!> to Le hoped th31 parent!': will be able
to look at this ma~ter from another viewpoint Iha:l that of mere
dollars a:1<1 cents. 'fhe Church needs our best men and the
Churchman who discourages hi::; son from undertaking God's
work is assuming a \"Cry serious respO:lsibility.

Rev. A. G. Bayly'S Letter
Dear 1\1r. \Vood-

Old Feildians recognize tint yon are aiming 10 raise the
CoJlege to a high state of efficiency. \Ve scrtltinize the Examina·
tion lists of the C. H. E. very keenly, and are elated when results
are satisfactory, depressed when they are otherwise. \Ve think
the good old School otlgh~ to give a good account of itself. and
we rely IIpon it to do so.

Examination results. however, are not the highest test of
efficiency. It is an open ~ccret tha: the failme of the College
to ~et1d !11nre 111('11 into the l":tllks of the :\1 inistry is disappointing.
It is I think trn(' tha'. boys who have gone there with the idea
of taking Holy Orders. have turned aside.

Is the College equal to the task of finding a remedy for this?
Is it p()s~ibk fl0m ··t!C;)(] low water" for Illcn to come in on a
full tide which shall he equal to the dcmand? How shall we
create an "c,.;prit de cmps" by which it shall be an understood
thing that the best Feildians arc expec~ed by the College to
offer themselves as Candidates for Holy Orders? By "the best",
J mean. the noblest, the most in~C'llectl1al. the fittest morally
aCid physically.
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It is quite possible that a boy, or a young lTI:l.n. may have a
low ideal of life or a lower one than he ought to have. and to
think of this life as an oppo:-tunity of getting from others
rather than of giving to others. and so to put a money value
on his life. T!lis is rank slavery. It is :-'tmlid. It j" destructive
of true service. which is perfect liberty. It may be this bad spirit
which inducts some parents to look IIpOIl the Ii fc of an Outpor'
Priest as a "struggle with :,tarvatiCY.1 and hardship," Granted that
Outpor: parsons have 110 money to spare. yet they have sufficient
for foo<l, raiment, and some books. nut they have ma:1Y oppor­
hlllities of service and in the faithful disc11argc of 1he;;;e. they
have compensations which, morc than make lip for the 10<:,s (If a
few crea'~ure comforts, a':lc1 make them rich indeed.

l-falf of our rlerygmen to-day are men \\"ho have given tip
romfortable E:lglish homes to milli:o.t-:r to their fcllow_chll!'chmC':l
in :\"cwfounc11aml. and many more than l13lf of those who have
ministered i:1 :\"ewfollndland sinre the i:lspiring ministry of
Bishop Feild beg-an, have been of En~li<:,h hirth, lOomc of thl'm
men of high calibre anrl possibili'ics who \'ame at duty's call. yet
few of our countrymen who are in a [Xlsitio:l to give their hoys
the nece!'!'01ry traillinl! do anything- to en('lluraj?e them to enter the
ministry, if ~hey do not. indeed, <1iswur01gc the de!'ire.

So we must tUr:1 to the bop (and Je::u5 Christ is. i:1 a special
way. the leader ofthe young", amI especially of boys) and try to
inspire them with ':loble though':" of what they are going to he.
and leave "the nicelY ("a1ct1lated l~s or 1110:-';'" of what the\· are
going to get, for fut;lre consideration. .

The Patro::l Saint of ~he diocese is the rugged, half-clad.
half-fed, JOh:1 the Raptist. He wa:: greater in the sight of the
l..arc! than many great kings, great sta;e!'l11C:l. and great soldie-s.
And the Christian rriest is greater than St. John. hoth in respon_
sibilities and privileges.

minister of gr:lce: he holds the keys of t!lC' r,ing-dom of Ile01\'en:
he I('ads the penitent with gentle. guiding- hand to the Cros~ of
Ghrist; he minsters the one Baptism fo:· the Hemission of sin!':
he breaks and blesses, in Christ's name a:1CI with Christ's author·
ty th<: Bread of Life, the pledge of the frc:c(\om of the City of
God. and he is potentially, and by right. the leader in every
inspiring work. It i.; ~ high and holy calling; there- is no higher
upon earth.

Surely there are some noble spirits amO:lgst the prejent
generation of Feildians \dlO ought to be able to come to the
salute before our Great Captain and to say. with all humility;­
