The incentive for every
boy to do his very best is the greatest that there can possibly be.

~ consisting as it does of the fact that his perbrmance will be

ience. \Vhile therefore those who are compelled to give up a
great deal of their time to superintend the preparation of the
Speech Day Programme may often wonder whether the good
done is worth the effort required, there can be little doubt of the
value of the experience and training to the boys who arc taking
part. A boy's "education" is a fter all the drawing out of those
gifts and qualities which will enable him to lead a happier and
more useful life. To occasionally depart from the rut of ordin­
ary school work will probably make him all the morc capable of
doing that regular work efficiently besides broadening his field
of experience.

Every match was won with something to spare and
four of the members of the team were chosen at various times
to play for Senior League Teams.

Tt was
his devotion to duty and his absolute inability to allow anything
to stand in the way of his doing what he felt he o\lg-ht t.o do t.hat
was diret"tly responsible for Mr. Pingetlt's sudden death; for on
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the evening of his death he persisted in attending a meeting of
....... the Masonic Society of which he was a leading member, and

the effort proving too much for his strength he died suddenly
in the Masonic Temple. To him the approving words of the
Great Master may well be applied-"Vlell done, thou good and
faithful servant."

Donald M. Browning. Esq., M. A., K. C., was also a mem­
ber of the College Board of Directors. Of recent years Mr.
Browning's intense interest in and self-sacrificing la·bOllfS for

<Ii'" Education have become almost proverbial on the many Commit·
tees of which he was a member. Practical and thorough in all
that he undertook he could not rest content with anything ap­
proaching a policy of "drift." In connection with the Spring­
dale Street School, Bp. F'eilrl College, the Synod :E'Alucation Com­
mittee and latterly with the Council of Higher Education, of
which he was appointed a .member only a short time before his
death, Mr. Browning's advice and work were of the highest
possible value. His death is a tremendous loss not only to edu­
cation but to the whole legal comtnlmity and to the public at large.

Speech Day. 1913

T HE College held its annual Speech Day and Prize Giving
on Monday, Decemher 22nd, in the Casino. His Ex­
cellency the Governor and Mrs. Davidson honoured us

bv their presence, Mr. Davidson very kindly undertaking to
distribute the prizes. The boys' performance was in many ways
even a greater success than usna1, the programme being some­
what more varierl than has been customary of recent years. The
Drill of the squad from the College Company was exceedin~ly

well done and was evidently enjoyed by the large audience. The
other drills-Indian Clubs. Swedisll and Dnmbell-wer'e also
most creditable, particularly the Swedish. which called forth
'hearty applause, and tl1e Dl1mbel1 Drill by the little boys of the
Kinc1ergarten whose intentness and precision proved that they
were leearning the important lesson of concentration. The Tn­
c1ian Club sqnac1l was somcwllat handicapped by the fact that
a large proportionn of its original members were on the sick
list and lmd to be replaced at the last moment by others \~11o

~ were less welt prepared, R. LeMessurier's French Recitation,
elL'Alsace," and his Pianoforte Selections wer~ excellent. The
Simdn!! consisted of three song'S, "England," "Ho! Boys" and
"Newfoundland." all of \vhich were well received, though a
little more volume in the choruses would have produced a bet­
ter effect. The Selections from Shakespeare's "King Henrv
IV." and "King Henry V.'" with which the boys' performanc·e
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concluded, were, we consider, very well done. The costumes
which had to be invented and made in the College \nre most
effective, the armQIlr, shields and weapons being quite 5triking.
C. Mifflcn as Prince Hal and King Henry V., V. Cluett as King
Henry ::'V., and O. Hawn. as falc:taff, sustained their parts
really well, and the contrast of the three scenes was brought
out splendidly. showing the Prince as a careless, thoughtless
boy, as a y01111g man brought to a sense of his responsibility at
his father's deathbed, and finally as the King at the head of an
enfeebled and discouraged army on the eve of the battle of
Agincourt, inspiring his followers with his own courage and
patriotism. The rich humour of Falstaff and his crew caused
many a laugh, and all were impressed by the valiant spirit of
the young King. The costumes added much to the effectiveness
of the three scenes. particularly of the last. \Ve congratulate
those boys who played their parts so well.

The Chair was then taken hy His Lordship the Bishop,
and the prizes were distributed by His Excellency. the Gover­
nor. The Headmaster read his report for the year ending
June :'loth. 1913. the Superintendent of Education. \V. \V.
Blackall, Esq .. reported th;t! the work of the College was being
done in a thorou,e-hly satisf<tctory manner but 111lc1cr very great Q'
difficulties, and a hearty vote of thanks was proposed to His Ex­
cellency the Governor and carried by acclamation. Tn reply His Ex­
cellency said that it g;tve him great pleasure to be present on
such occa~ions and to show his deep interest in the boys and in
their work. He applauded the aim of the College to produce
"God-fearing. manly gentlemen," and thanked those who were
present for the heartiness with which the vote of thanks had
been offered. The uSIla1 Colleg-e cheers having- been given, the
proceedings closed with the singing of the ~ational Anthem.

Headmaster's Report
Year ending June 30th, 1913.

Your hxcellency,
My Lord Bishop,

Gentlemen of the Directorate,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

BEFORE presenting to you mv fifth annual report of otlr
,york and proe-ress. T should like on behalf of the Staff
and of the boys of the College to say how heartily we

welcome His Excellency the GovernClr and Mrs. Davidson to
this our first Speech Day since their arrival in Newfoundland.
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We trust that we shall have many further opportunities of do­
ing honour to the representatives of their Majesties the King
and Queen, and of expressing that loyalty to the Crown which
we all feel and which is, we trust, characteristic of this New~

foundland of ours.

It gives us very great pleasure, too, to have His Lordship
the Bishop with us to-night. vVe all knowJ and very much ap­
preciate, the deep interest which he takes in the College and
its work.

The work of the College falls under three heads-the for­
mation of character, the development of intelligence and the
physical development of our boys. I have placed the formation
of character first because it is by far the most important part of
the training of our sons. The College does not wish to pro­
duce clever rascals nor can we be satisfied if our boys are sent
out into the world with nothing but the ability to play games.
On the other hand every father will object-and rightly so-to
having a son who is a milksop, however virtuous a milksop he
may be. 1i he College has striven, then, during the past year
as in previous years, to pay due attention to every side of the
education of its boys,-to make them God-fearing, manly gen­
tlefen as well as capable and intelligent. While we do not
claim to be completely successful with every boy who is placed
under our care, we do say that we are working on the right
lines and that we have helped the great majority of our pupils
to develop in the right direction. I would ask all parents to
help us in the work that we are trying to do for their sons and
to remember that what is done in the College is done by men
who 'have had years of experience in the training of boys, and
wtho can havtf no other object but the welfare of the boys
placed in their charge. To discuss a Master before one of his
boys is to weaken his authority and make it almost impossible
for him to do much good> for that boy; and no sensible parent
who cares for ollis son's welfare will be guilty of so foolish an
action. If a Master has been in the wrong-and none of us
claims to be incapable of making mistakes-the matter should
be discussed with the Headmaster, not with the boy. I am glad
to be able to thank parents as a whole for their hearty support
and co-operation. The formation of good and the elimination
of bad habits in boys is bound sometimes to be unpleasant for
the patient; ,but the good ultimately achieved makes it worth
while even though the sympathy of a tender hearted parent for
his erring son can be kept out of sight only with the greatest diffi·
culty. The present generation of Feildians are not all angels
nor has any previous generation of them been absolutely per·



On this, when we reach it, we find two games of cricket in
progress, but it also accommodates the tennis courts of three
colleges. Our four is made up, our court engaged, and we have
three or four rattling good sets. Tea (for we are very thirsty)
in the cricket pavilion, then back to college again in time to see
the last and most important division of the races.

For this is Eights Week, and it would be criminal not'to pay
a visit to the river. Leaving our bikes in the quad, we saunter
alpng Merton Street. through the lesser quadrangles of Christ
Church and into the famous Tom Quad., where we shall see the
confluence of a dozen different streams of people bound on the
:same errand as ourselves. We mingle with tbe butterfly throng
of white flannels and pretty hocks, which winds past the mag­
nificent ~'all, down through the cool cloisters (a monument of
the great Wolsey-strange but not incongruous blending of an­
cient and.moderlJ I), and along the Broad Walk to the river. We
soon find the Univ. barge, conspicuous by the simplicity of its
heraldic device, and endeavour to gain a point of vantage on its
crowued roof. It is a few minutes past five, 50 we may pre­
sume the race is under way. A moment more a distant mur­
mur, swelling into a roar, confirms the presumption, and round
the bend of the river sweeps the Christ Ohurch eight, in pride
of place as head of the river, and pulling a grand stroke easily
leads Magdalen. New College are on the heels (forgive the
metaphor) of Magdalen, we are after New College, and Balliol
are after us. As the boat·s shoot into full view of the barges
the excitement becomes intense. Pandemonium keeps pace with
them on the tow-path. Yells, rattles, horns, pistol-shots and
profane coaches make up an indescribable medley. Urged by
Balliol to a last grand effort, we glance into the stern of New
College, ,her cox. acknowledges the bump, and both boats move
aside to let Balliol race on despairingly after Magdalen. Our
happiness is complete and we are hoarse. We have made a bump
(we generally performed in the passive voice in my time), and
tomorrow we move up a place. By the end of the week, with
more than our s'hare of luck, we may even have deposed and
humbled the House.

r -have not space to lead you through the rest of the day in
detail: it passes quietly enough. An energetic friend punts us
up the Cher to the Parks, where we disembark. Back to Collegt:
again, and supper in Hall-an attractive collation very different
from the dinner of other terms. As we emerge into the quad.,
Brown links his arm affectionately in ours and 'hales us off to
his room to have coffee and a cigarette. F-or a long time we
sit at the open windows, enjoying the cool air and watching the
twilight deepen into night. At five after nine Great Tom tolls
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Throughout the year the Physical Training of OUT boys
has received due attention. The work of the College Company
has been as efficient as ever. More attention has 'been paid to
Shooting than in previous years, and the College Company
Shooting Team had the honour of winning the Musgrave Shield
as the best Team in Avalon Battalion or the C. L. B.

Perhaps more boys than ever before joined in the School
Games last year, but our teams though they were, I think, quite
up to rile average, were not good' enough to win champion­
ships. Most of our bigger boys come from the Outport5 w'here
as a rule they have no opportunity of playing games. Boys be­
longing to St. John's generally 'leave us at 15 or 16 so that our
teams have been too light and too inexp.erienced to win matches.
'!"here seems, however, to be a tendency now for boys to remain
rather later than they did, for this year there are 'actually seven
boys in our Upper Sixth Form--the highest-who have been

#> with us for more than one year. In the past the average has
been two or one. I sincerely hope that this number will in­
crease as years go by, and that Church of England parents will
begin to value education for their sons to the same extent as
paTents of other denominations do. There is no reason whv
t·he Professional men--doctors, lawyers, eoc.-of the next gen·
eration should' all be Methodists or Roman Catholics. Boys
who leave school at 15 or 16 cannot hope to enter any of these

. professions; and even those who intend to go into business
cannot expect to be sufficiently educated at so early an age. It
is much to be desired that all parents shouJd see the. necessity
for enabling their sons to complete t,he course which the Col­
lege affords at'so cheap a rate. Those who have spent at least
a year in our Upper Sixth Form whi'le they will have a tre­
mendous advantage over those who have left from lower Forms,
will never find that they have learnt more than they need.

It was with much regret that the College said "Good Bye"
to Mr. Jeffery and Mr. Rowsell last June. Both these members
of the Staff have Ieft the Teaching Profession-for the simple
reason that with less effort they could (l~' much better in other
walks of life. In losing them the College has lost two valuablt
and efficient Masters who cannot but be much missed, and to
whose efforts we owe much. We wish them every success and
happiness in their new life.

The College is stili overcrowded but not so much so as
two years ago. vVe have 175 on the register and our buildings
are supposed to provide accommodation for 150. In the Hostel
the lack of accommodation is more keenly felt. Some IS boys
who wished to board in the Hostel have had to find lodgings
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in the town, while since September I have had to refuse 9 ap-
plications from Outport parents for the admission of their .-
sons. At the present moment, then, we need boarding accom­
modation for 23 boys over and above the 31 now in residence.

The Feild Spencer Association has continued its good
work, but the $19.000 which it has secured are insufficient for
t!he need's of the two Colleges. Until the total amount raised
reaches $30,000, the proportion that will belong to Bishop Feild ~

College will be too small to provide the additional accommo-
dation which we need. .

Qwing to the fact that our expenses exceeded our income
the Directors of the College after making a collection to settle
past indebtedness have found it necessary to make a charge for
books and stationery. The Colleges of other Denominations
can be run less expensively than our Colleges either because,
as in the case of one of. them, boys and girls work in the same .:t'..
building and in some cases in me same class-room j or because,
as in the case of St. Bonaventure's College, the staff is less
costly. I am glad to say that the increase in our fees has met
with no objection from theparents of our boys and I heartily
thank them for the loyalty to the old school which they have
shown in this connection.

In conclusion, it only remains for meto thank all those who
during the past year have helped to forward the interests of the
College by joining in the work of the Feild-Spencer Associa­
tion j Canon Whitt:, Mr. Hewitt and Mr. Brinton for taking
weekly classes in Divinity; those Old Feildians who have so
kindly helped with the ushering to-night; Mr. Kiely, the pro­
prietor of this hall for giving us the use of it free of charge;
all the members of the Staff for their untiring efforts; and
lastly the donors of the prizes whose names will be found at the
end of the printed Prize List and who have so generouslY and
so willingly offered encouragement to t·he boys who have most
distinguished themselves by industry and intelligence.

On hehalf of the College I wish you all, Ladies and l,<n­
t1emen, a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.

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Oxford in the Summer Term
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P
ERHAPS I should have made my title "Impressions of Ox­

ford," since that is what I have been asked to write about;
but the one I have chosen, besides its seasonal appro­

priateness, means very muoh the same thing. Most of those who
know it well form their most lasting, perhaps because most
pleasant, impressions of Oxford from the summers they have
spent there. Besides Oxford is an English institution, and it is
more ~istinctively English now than at other times of the year.
If you want to see England at its best, see it at Oxford, and in
the summertime. (Perh~p5 I had better deprecate the editorial
wrath and permit you to have a look at Cambridge as well: it is
not a bad spot. But then-).

Yes, there are no qualifications about the summer term at
Oxford-it is altogether delightful. If you are sceptical, spend
a day with me there as a fellow undergraduate, and be con­
vinced. You can have the room next to mine, from which we
shall evict its present tenant; like myself, you are in your second
year, have athletic tastes, and are not too keen on your work­
these are very necessary premises. All this being arranged, you
can go to bed, in the confident ex:pectation that tomorrow will
be the day of your life.

You begin the day of your life by being turned out on
the floor at 7 a· m. You needn't expect me to do this every
day: your scout is very well able to look after you ordinarily,
at a later hour, but to-<lay we lhave to get in all we can. In a
few minutes, attired in the minimum of clothing consistent
with decency, we stroll down the stairs and out into the first
quad., in the brilliant June suns'hine. I select a good-looking
bicycle from the stand, dnd you, being new to the business, con­
scientiously look for your own. You'll be ve'ry lucky to find it.
The "pedantic distinctions of meum and tuum" are lightly re­
garded at Oxford, so take the nearest one and don't waste time.
In another five minutes we have crossed the High (we belong
to Univ., of course: I am giying you the best of everyfhing),
threaded our way behind Queen's and New College and pedalled
along to "Parson's Pleasure," a delightful corner of the Parks,
where a bend of the river has formed a natural swimming-pool.
A dive into a cool fifteen feet of the Cher., a vigorous splash
about, a scramble out and, a brisk towelling under the grateful
warmth of the sun, then on to our bikes again and back to Col­
lege with appetites ready for business.

But there is one preliminary. It is eight o'clock and the
bell is ringing for chapel: we must do a roller. A. and B., wear-
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iog the very latest things in dressing-go\vns l have just done
theirs, so we borrow the ridiculous black gowns w'hich rhey
'have disposed around their necks, and wrap them 'around our
own. 'Thus techniccdly "dressed" we march up the dining-hall
and sign our names in the roll book. In a day or two, we shall
have done the prescribed twenty-four rollers, and have got them
off our minds flor the rest of term.

Jones, who has just got up, joins us ·at breakfast. He is
soon deep in the cricket column of the Daily 'Mail (the inferior
English one) and not disposed to conversation, so as we are
hungry ourselves we shall 'hurry through the meal. Mind you,
an Oxford breakfast is n.Dt always to be thus lightly treated,
being more justly celebrated and a much more admirable thing
than an Oxford degree. The after-hreakfast pipe can be en­
joyed at leisure, for we -have no lekkers (Anglice, lectnres) un­
til ten. The second year man makes the most of his summer.
His life is a golden mean between prelims and finals, 'and work
worries him not at all. Howeve.r, we mustn't let you slack too
muoh, S'O we'll give you a lectu.re at ten and your weekly hour
with your tutor at eleven (mind you have that essay ready). If
you're ready, we'll take our gowns and stroll out into the quad
again.

Did you notice that man hurrying past just now, wearing
a white bow tie and a worried look? That is Smith: he's sitting
far his finals, poor chap. SC'haols are on now, and we shall
find other members of t·he tribe all over the place. Well, we
separate here-see you at lunch in your room.

Having dosed through old X-'s lecture on Juvenal at
Lincoln, practised mashie shots in the second quad. (a pastime
strict·ly forbidden and rherefore assiduously practised), and
wasted my time in various oeher ways, I join you for lunch.
This is a very light affair-hreadi and cheese and beer, or some­
thing of the sort: of course, if you have your best girl and her
aunt to lunch, the kitc,hen can do better for you than that.
A fter lunch another pipe for a few miimtes, then into ou'r flan­
nels and off on our bikes to the tennis courts, a mile out of the
Cowley road. En route, we pause a minute or two on Mag­
dalen Bridge to survey the animated scene on the river below
us. Everybody has his people up ot see him this week, and t!:e
proper thing to do is to bring them at least once up the Cher in
a punt. The stream is covered with a flotilla of these craft,
jostling one another in a clumsy but good-natured way. In his
efforts to negotiate a sharp bend, a spectacled yDuth has put his
punt across the river at its na'rrowest point, holding up the gay
traffic for a hundred yards. We must leave him to extricate
himself from the mess, and push on to the cricket field.
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On this, when we reach it, we find two games of cricket in
progress, but it also accommodates the tennis courts of three
colleges. Our four is made Up. our court engaged, 'and we have
three or four rattling good sets. Tea (for we are very thirsty)
in the cricket pavilion, then back to colIege again in time to see
the last and most important division of the races.

For this is Eights Week, and it would be criminal not to pay
a visit to the river. Leaving our bikes in the quad., we saunter
alpng Merton Street, through the lesser quadrangles of Christ
Church and into the famous Tom Quad., where we shall see the
confluence of a dozen different streams of people bound on the
:5ame errand as ourselves. We mingle with tbe butterfly throng
of white flannels and pretty hocks, which winds past the mag­
nificent hall, down through the cool cloisters (a monument of
the great Wolsey-strange but not incongruous blending of an­
cient and modern !), and along the Broad Walk to the river. We
soon find the Univ. barge, conspicuous by the simplicity of its
heraldic device, and endeavour to gain a point of vantage on its
crowded roof. It is a few minutes past five, so we may pre­
sume the race is under way. A moment more a distant mur­
mur, swelling into a roar, confirms the presumption, and round
the bend of the river sweeps the Christ· Church eight, in pride
of place as head of the river, and pulling a grand strroke 'easily
leads Magdalen. New College are on the heels (forgive the
metaphor) of lVlagdalen, we are after New College, and Balliol
are after us. As the boats shoot into full view of the barges
the excitement becomes intense. Pandemonium keeps pace with
them on the tow-path. Yells, rattles, homs, pistol-shots and
profane coaches make up an indescribable medley. Urged by
Balliol to a last grand effort, we glance into the stern of New
College, her cox. acknowledges the bump, and both boats move
aside to let Balliol race on despairingly after Magdalen. Our
happiness is complete and we are hoarse. We have made a bump
(we generally performed in the passive voice in my time), and
tomorrow we move up a place. By the end of the week, with
more than our share of luck, we may even have deposed and
humbled the House.

I have not space to lead you through the rest of the day in
detail: it passes quietly enough. An energetic friend punts us
up the Cher to the Parks, where we disembark. Back to College:
again, and supper in Hall-an attractive collation very different
from the dinner of other terms. As we emerge into the quad.,
Brown links his ann affectionately in ours and 'hales us off to
his room to have coffee and a cigarette. For a long time we
sit at the open windows, enjoying the cool air and watching the
twilight deepen into night. At five after nine Great Tom tolls
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out his one hundred and one strokes, as he has done for two cen­
turies and a hal f; we come back to earth with a shock and re­
member we have "'ork to do. The party disperses to its several
rooms, the last stragglers come in from the river, and soon all
is silence, broken only by bursts of hilarity from the Eight, who
are celebrating their victoryy, and the bells of St. Mary's and
Magdalen as they chime out the h~ur.

Inter·-Collegiat6 Hockey. 1914
j

FOR some reason success in Inter-Collegiate Hockey has
followed B. F. C. fairly consistently for many years just
as the winning of the Football Championship has been

associated chiefly with the M. C. Team, and that of the Cricket
Championship with St. Bon's. 'lNe know of no particular reason
for this except that the number of our pupils is smaller than
that of the other Colleges and in consequence it is less di fficult
for us to find a good "Seven" for Hockey than a good "Eleven"
for Cricket or Football. Weight and confidence certainly count
for much in all the Inter-Collegiate competitions, as was
clearly seen in the Football :Matches of last autumn; and the
feeling that a certain College always wins a certain Competition
cannot fail to affect the play of all the teams concerned. In B.
F. C., Hockey traditions go back to the days when the game
was introduced into Newfoundland. They recall such names as
those of Hal Hutchings, C. E. A. Jeffery, J. Brinton, Guy Hutch­
ings, Jim Simms, Gordon Boone, Bert Tait and many others,
several of \\rhom after leaving the College added to their repu­
tations as members of the Senior League, and all of whom can
remember many a glorious victory in Inter-Collegiate Hockey.
The 1914 B. F. C. Team has contained a greater number of play­
ers considered worthy of a place on Senior League Teams than
any other B. F. C. Team. T. \IVinter, the Captain, was centre­
forward for the Old Feildians as well as for the City. R. Par­
nell played for the Old Feildians in most of their matches, and
J. Trebble also played for the Old Boys and played well. C.
Hunt was the regular goal.keep for the "Victorias." In some
respects it was a handicap to the College Team to have so many
of its men playing in Senior League Hockey. Parnell, for ex­
ample, would have played a much better game for the school if
he had not played for the Old Boys. We cannot help feeling
that it was rather inconsiderate of the Old Feildians to offer
him a place on their team and we would ask them to do their ut­
most, in future, to make use of their available material among
the Old Boys before calling upon members of the College Team.
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It is common knowledge that the Old Boys Team could have
managed without at least one of our boy players. The College
ought to come first with the Old Feildians and with Feildians.

As it happened, however, no harm was done, and once
l£"ain the cup has returned to what we naturally look upon as it"
proper home. By a happy blending of individualism and com­
bination-in the matches there was less of the latter than we
had hoped to see-the Team won its matches with something to
spare.. thongh it was fairly evident in the final match that the
strain of playing in two series of games was too much for more
than one of Ollr best men. The following accounts of the
matches were written shortly after the games were played and
contain the immediate impressions .of the writer.

S. B. C., 7; M. C., 3.

The first of the Inter-Collegiate Hockey Matches was played
on Saturday, Jan. 24th, the opposing teams being those of St.
Bonaventure's College and the Methodist College. From the
start S. B. C. played with great dash and vigour, using their
superior weight to overwhelm their lighter opponents. We have
always understood that unnecessary roughness is forbidden in
Hockey, but this did not seem to be the opinion of the Referee,
and in consequence the M. C. Team, which is very light this
year. failed to hold its own. The fin<ll score was: S. B. C., 7
goals; M. C., 3 goals. Vlith another year's growth the M. C.
Team will be a very capable and effective force, for several of
its members played an excellent game, and the general impres­
sion created was that they were outweighted and put off their
game by the vigour and energy of the S. B. C. attack.

B. F. C.. 6 goals; S. B. C., 2 goals.
Our fir,c;t match-vs. St. Ronaventnre's College-was played

on January 31st. The ice was in perfect condition and a very
fast game was the natural result. Dtlring the first half S. B. C.
had the best of the game keeping our team penned in near our
goal for long periods at a time. From time to time, however,
the Feildians broke away, and when this happened were more
dangerous than their opponents. On several occasions the S. B.
C. goal and point saved remarkably well when our team seemed
certain to score. Winter, Parnell and E. Jerrett combined welt
in this half. while TrebbJe played a st.rolllS inrlividual game. and
Hunt in goal was beaten onlv once in spite of the fact that our
gooa] was severely bombarded. Hutchins at Doint was not quick
enough, the St. Ron's men following up with such speed and
energy as to give none of our defender,c; time to clear. The con­
dition of the ice helped to make the game more fast and furious
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than some of our team liked it to be, and over and over again
our best stick-handlers found themselves robbed of the puck be­
fore they knew what had happened. The first half ended with­
out OUT team having scored, the only goal being the one which
S. B. C. had obtained as the result of a ~eries of misses on the
part of our defence.

In the second half, however, a complete change came over
the game and it soon became evident that our team was begin­
ning to find its feet. Though OUT opponents worked as hard as
ever they were unable to break through, while again and again
Winter, Trebble and E. Jerretl came away in great style com·
bining and handling their sticks in such a way as to leave the
opposition helpless. Parnell who is usually one of our best men
appeared too utterly done up-the result of a hard game the
night before when he played for the Old Feildians-to be able'
to help his side to any appreciable extent: and in his exhaustion
and inability to do himself justice he unfortunately introduced
tactics which as a rule are foreign to a Feildian team. For this
he was quite deservedly put off the ice. His only excuse was
that he quite lost his head and did not realize what he was <Ioing.
Hockey players cannot afford to lose their heads. We trust that
there will be no repetition of conduct of this kind. We had
hoped that both Winter and Parnell would have had more con­
sideration for the School and for the other members of the
School team than to endan~er aliT chances of winning the Cham­
pionship this year by playing with the Senior League as well
as in the Inter-Collegiate League. 'Vith a hard match on Friday
night they could not be expected to play up to their best form
the next day: and while 'Vinter's play in the School match to
some extent justified his nlaying for the Old Boys, the same
certainly cannot be said of Parnell.

As the second haH went on the superiority of the B. F. C.
team became more and more evident until when the final bell
sounded the score stood 6 goals to 2 in our favollr.

Throug-hout the match the refereeing gave great dissatis­
faction. The off-side rule was broken far too often with im­
punity, and on two occasions goals which were perfectly good
were disallowed for off-side when the off-side rule was not
broken at all. We understand. too. that S. B. C. scored a goal
with which they were not credited. VVhile the referee cannot be
expected to see everything or to avoid all mistakes, there is a
limit to the amount of allowance that can be made for him. A
referee, too. who consults spectators in the middle of the game
cannot know the elements of his business as referee, and this
was actually done on one occasion during this match.

:-
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B. F. C., 4 goals; M. C., 2 goals.
Though the Methodist College Team had been beaten by

S. B. C., which in its turn had been defeated by B. F. C., it was
felt that we could not afford to take it for granted that we
should have an easy victory over M. C. The game proved that
OUf team had to exert itself to the full extent of its ability in
order to win. Our style of play being quieter and less robust
than that of S. B. C., suited the ]Vlethodist College VII. much
better, and the result was a very even match in which both sides
played an excellent spoiling game but seemed unable to do much
scoring. Those whom we had expected to go through without
much difficulty found themselves robbed of the puck again and
again. Stick and his younger brother on the right wing were
particularly effective in this respect. and Churchill also played
well; while the M. C. goal-keeper saved a number of shots which
with a poorer custodian would have been certain goals. The
B. F. C. combination was somewhat disappointing though this
was partly due to the clever way in which our opponents inter­
cepted passes. However, Winter, as usual, was not to be de­
nied but went through on his own acc('\mt on several occasions.
Trebble, too, played well, and so did Hunt in goa1, but the other
members of the team hardly did themselves justice. Parnell and
\;Vinter put in two or three good runs and had hard lines in not
scoring. The refereeing on this occasion was excellent, the rules
being enforced with the utmost strictness and impartiality. The
result was the absence of any unpleasant episodes since all the
players felt that the Referee had a thorough knowledge of his
business and would stand no nonsense. \Ve thoroughly believe
in the necessity for strict refereeing in the Inter-Collegiate
Matches since if our boys are to be true sportsmen they must
learn to "play the game," and to scorn anything like a deliberate
attempt to break the rules of the game.

s. B. C.. 4 goals; M. C.. 3 goals.

A little more experience and self-..:onfidence would have
changed defeat into victory for M. Co in this match. In every
feature of the game they were, we consider, equal to their op­
ponents except in weight and energy. As it was, in spite of a
certain amount of hesitation and nervousness on the part of
several of their men, M. C. very nearly succeeded in pulling the
match out of the fire. Unfortunately one of their best men was
"off colour" and another had been ill; yet in spite of this the
final score showed how even the two teams were. The M. C.
Team next year should be a strong one for most of this year's
players are quite young and may be expected to turn out for
their College for several seasons to COnte.
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B. F. C., i goals; S. B. C., 2 goals.

Since it was possible for B. F. C. to make sure of the
Hockey Championship for '914 by winning this match, both the
Team and its friends felt the imJlortance of the occasion. Vvhile
the Team was full of confidence it realized that St. Bonaven­
ture's College would make a great effort to reverse the result
of our first victory: and previolls experience has taught us that
S. B. C. teams can be depended upon to play wen above their
true form in Inter-Collegiate matches. \Ve were prepared,
therefore, for the fiery dash and vigour with which our oppon­
ents began the game. OUf team contained one new man, R. Le­
M"essurier being given a trial instead of G. Jerrett who had not
done himself justice in the previolls matches. From the start
S. B. C. attacked with great determination, but for a long time
Hunt resisted every attack made upon his charge, while Winter,
'frebble, E. Jerrett and Parnell broke away every few minutes
to the other end of the rink only to find the S. B. C. goal occupied
by three men-the goal-keeper, point and cover-point. Shot
after shot was cleared by this trio, but at last the inevitable hap­
pened and before 'half time our team had scored twice. Up to a
certain point the S. B. C. tactics were effective, but the gap
that existed between their attacking four and their defending
three was of necessity so great as to give any member of our
team time after breaking away to steady himself and discover
where his own men were who were backing him up. Moreover,
the task assigned to the attacking four of the S. B. C. team-to
break through our defence and also to get back fast enough to
assist their own defence-was too heavy a strain on them. Be­
fore half time came a shot from the left wing' proved too much
for Hunt, though he failed to stop it probably because he was
unsighted.

Immediately after the interval T. "'inter went right through
and scored the third ,g-oal for our side. and from this moment
there could be little doubt abont our team winning the match;
for over and over again two or three of Ollr players broke away
together, and although the S. R. C. team fought valiantly to the
end their exertions were beginning to teU upon them. Again
and again Winter threaded his way througoh the opposition and
E. Jerrett and Trebble also ~ot away many times. Altogether the
team added 5 goals to its score during the second half. while
the S. B. C. succeeded in getting past Hunt for the second time.

It would be difficult to speak too highly of the play of sev­
eral members of the Team. T. \\linter's stick-handling enabled
him to go through practically whenever he chose. But for the
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excellence of the S. B. C. goal-keeping he would have scored a
j; dozen goals or more on his own account· So perfect was his

control of the puck and so thoroughly at home was he on his
skates that again and again he left the opposing side completely
bewildered. As a centre-forward he probably has 110 equal in
~he town. Trebblc. too. played a splendid game, and if his sight
NefC better he would be far above the average of an ordinary
College team. E. Jerrett on many occasions proved himself a
"lever stick handler as well as a ycry fast skater. Hunt in goat

~. won everyone's a(lmiration bv the coolness with which he kept
jut shot after shot. At one part of the fi'-st half when the S. B. C.
J.ttack was fast and furious and when none of OUf defenders
seemed ahle to clear. Hunt wa~ severely tested. hut the onlv
,:;hots that beat him were two e::lsy ones for which he was prob­
ably unsig-hted. Parnell combined well with Winter on several
occasions, especiallv in the fir~t half. but we are inclined to think
that he fails to do him~e1f justice in the Inter-Collegiate match­
es either from over-anxiety or bec::luse he finds Senior League'
Hockev too much for him. He needs a vear or two's ~rowth /
to enable him to stand the strain of two series of matches. Hut- V
chins was a bit "at r.ea" .r1.uring nortion.. of tie first half, but he
never shirked his man. and during the second half he stopped
scveral danger011s rushes in fine style. R. Le:Vres!'urier did very
\\'ell indeed considering- that this was his fin,t match. He gives
promise of both speed and cleverness a" well as of the ability to
combine. 'Ve consider that hi" appearance was a very
creditable one. 'Ve were particularly pleased with the patience
and coolness displayed b,' the team as a whole. For a time it
looked as though S. R. C. were ~oing to have thing'S all its own
wav, but in!'tead of losing their heads onr team waited for,their
chances and then made the 1110st of them in a \Va,; that proved
very clearly that they were one of tlle best teams the College has
ever had.

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Once again the College has had the honour of being Inter­
Collegiate Hockey Champions. In the accounts of the matches
we have already described the play of the various members of
the team so that it is scarcely necessary to write out the "Hockey
Characters" again. l\ruch of the success of the Team has been
due to the energy and enthusiasm of our Hockey Secretary. R.
Parnell, who succeeded in putting keenness into the practice
games and so prepared the way for SllCCesS in the matches. That
the team is somewhat above the ordinary is provoo' by the fact
that three of OUf players, T. Winter, J. Trebble and R. Parnell
have played during the season for the Old Feildians, who 011

many occasions played a very fine game; while a fourth, C. Hunt,
was goal-keeper for the "Vies," who seCl1~d second place this
year in the Senior League competition. T. \\linter so impressed
all those who watched him play that he was chosen to represent
the City against the Progressives from Halifax, ~.S., and he had
the honour of scoring several good goals against what was prob­
ably the strongest team that has ever visited St. John's.

Eighteen Years of the Old School
(Continued)

A FTER ten years in the College as a boy I proceeded to
Cambridge University. Three years of strenuous work
gave me my degree and I was then offEred an opport~ln'

ity to renew old ties by returning to the College as an Assiste-nt
Master. Much progress had been made \vhile I was away, the
new building erected in 18cj4 had been occupied, and Llewellyn
Ground has become the school field. The C. H. E. Examinations
had secured a firm hold on the community, and schools and col­
leges throughout the Island had begun to wake up and to work
in a manner in w'hich they had never worked before. I found
to my amazement that schools of from forty to seventy pupils
under one teacher were endeavouring to do work that might
reasonably have been expected of them if they had had three
or four teachers instead of one, and that in the Colleges the ten­
dency was to subordinate the many branches of school training
to one consideration--wbat would pay in the Examinations. The ;
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effort necessary to tune all pupils up to t'he standard required by
the Examinations was naturally very great. As year followed
year teachers became greater slaves to Examinations. The gen­
eral public W'aS able to understand the figures that reached the
Colony each September and was delighted to feel that at last
it had <liscovered an infallible test of the efficiency of the
schools. Thirty per cent. in Arithmetic meant efficiency, twenty­
nine per cent. meant inefficienc),. By the teacher the month of
June was looked forward to as a nightmare that could not by
any means be avoided-the annual test of his or her profes­
sional ability. In a word the Examination system with all its
absurdities had come to stay and some of those who were re­
sponsible for the introduction of this supposed test of a school's
efficiency must have stood aghast at the resiilt of their labours.
As a beginner in the Teaching Profession 1 was not able, nat­
ur<dly. to see what became only too evident as my experience
increased. Of the three years during w~hich I was an Assistant
~laster in the College only two were occupied with work con­
nected with the Examinations. These two, however, were quite
sufficient to impress upon me the fact that there was much to be
said for the old easy-going days when boys imbibed knowledge
in a more leisurely fashion and when a schoolmaster who was
interested in his work and his pupils was able to devote at least
some portion of his time to the training of his boys' character, and
to subjects that do not count in Examinations. Now every mo­
ment had to be devoted to Examination work, and any failure
on the part of one's pllpils to do one credit were apt to reflect
both upon the teacher and his school. Tn B. F. C. there was
far less of this slavish subordination of everything to Examina­
tion \york, but even with us there was a need and a demand
for EXamination results-a demand that was all the 1110re dif­
ficult to satisfy because many of our working hours were de­
voted to work that did not count in Examinations. The more
time we gave to work that brought no credit in the Exams., the
less time we had for the work that brought Scholarships, Prizes
and Passes-c:.nd consequently the approbation of the public.
Assistant ~Iasters felt they were responsible for obtaining good
results in the subjects that they took in each Form, and, as a
consequence they wore practically forced to demand a certain
standard of work from every boy irrespective of his abilities. The
tendency was for an Assistant who was anxious to obtain good
results, to detain after regular school hours every pupil who did
not reach the required standard in the regular school lesson.
The more incapable a boy was the more he was detained and
punished, and consequently the more stupid he became. While
this system might be effective in the case of idle boys it certainly
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
