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Extracts from the Merchant Shipping Act
referring to the Naming of Ships

Regulations made by the Board of Trade, in conjunction with
the Commissioners of Customs, under Section 50 of the
Merchant Shipping Act, 1906.

Under the provisions of Section 50 of the Merchant Ship-
ping Act, 1906, the Board of Trade, in conjunction with the
Commissioners of Cust>ms, hereby make the following Regula-
tions relating to ships' names, and direct that they shall come
into force on 1st January, 1908:

1.—Any person who proposes to make application for the
Registry of a British Ship shall give notice in writing of the pro-
posed name of the ship to the Registrar of Shipping at the in-
tended Port of Registry at least fourteen days before the date
on which it is contemplated to effect the registry.

7.—When it is proposed to register the ship at a port not
situated in the British Islands, the Registrar to whom the name
is intimated may proceed with the registry of the ship if he sat-
isfies himself that the name does not appear in the Current Mer-
cantile Navy List; but if the name does so appear, the Registrar
shall transmit the applications to the Registrar General of Ship-
ping and Seamen, and the case shall be treated in the manner
laid down for registry in the British Islands.

NOTICE.
FUR BUYERS AND SHIPPERS.
Regulations under Provisions of “I'he Game and Inland Fisheries
Board Aet”

1. Any person who engages in the businegs of buying or
shipping the skins of fur-bearing animals in the Colony of New-
foundland shall obtain a license from the Game «nd Inland Fish-
eries Board as a fur-buyer or shipper; such liceuse shall be
valid only until the 31st day of December in th» year of its
issue. A fee of fifty cents (50 cents) for each fur-buyer or ship-
per’s license shall be paid by the licensee to the person issuing
same.

2. Every buyer of fur shall repor to a Magistrate, Justice
of the Peace or Sub-Collector, or to the Game and Inland Fisher-
ies Board, St. John’s, on a form provided for the purpose, the
quantity and kind of all fur exported by him from the Colony.
Residents shall report on or hefore December 31st, in eyery

ear, and non-residents shall report before leaving the Colony
on or before December 31st, in very year.

NOTE.—Penalty not exceeding one hundred dollars (§100)
or, in default, to imprisonment for a term not exceed-
ing two months. See “The Game and Inland Fisher-
ies Board Act, 1910,” and Regulation made thereunder.

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THE ST. CATHERINE'S CHAPTER 1. O. D. E. PRIZES

Very generous prizes for Essays on some subject of im-
perial interest have been offered to the Colleges in New-
foundland by this Chapter of the Daughters of the Empire.
The best essay written in B. F. C. on the subject for 1914—
Our Duty to the Empire—was that of Vincent Cluett. It
will be found on a later page. Many other good essays were
written, but R. Parnell’s was judged to come next in merit
to Cluett’s. We considered the preparation for such a sub-
ject of so great value to every boy growing up to be a
citizen of the Empire that several lessons were given on the
subject. Practically every boy in the College above the
Kindergarten Department wrote an essay on this subject,
and many of them showed great promise. We feel confident
that the giving of these prizes will be productive of much
good and will greatly stimulate the study of Imperial ques-
tions in our schools. Our hearty thanks are due to Mrs. R.
W. Leonard, to whose generosity we owe the prizes which
have been offered through the Daughters of the Empire.

THE WAR.

The great upheaval in Europe that has been anticipated
for several years by thoughtful people all over the world has
at length taken place, and all Europe is in the throes of a
terrible struggle which must cost many thousands of lives.
Until recently many believed that it would be impossible
for any one of the great European Powers to act so madly
as to precipitate a contest that must bring disaster and aw-
ful loss even to the victors. Germany, however, has so
long and so persistently trained its people to believe in the
doctrine of “Blood and Iron” that we can hardly be surprised
at her taking the final plunge which must end in the de-
struction of either the German or the British Empire. For,
if the German Empire is to expand, it can only do so at the
expense of the British Empire; if Britain is to be despoiled
Germany must first deprive her of her control of the Seas;
if this control is once lost the British Empire can never
again be safe. Apart altogether from all considerations of
honour which have been the immediate cause of Britain’s
participation in this war, if France and Russia were beaten
by Germany and Austria, the enemy would then be in a
position to prepare at her leisure such a Navy as would en-
able her to take possession of any part of the British Em-
pire that she might w to have. We are convinced that
the war with France was only the first step in the Kaiser's
plan to this end—the expansion of the German Empire at

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the expense of the British Empire. The European Powers
would not allow Germany to retain any great quantity of
territory that she might conquer in Europe, but their own
position would not be endangered if they were to allow her to
take possession of territory outside of Europe, and the best
of this territory is at present part of the British Empire. The
Germans are a great and a capable people and in desiring
room for expansion they want only what Great Britain
wanted when the British Empire was being formed. A
struggle between Germany and the British Empire was there-
fore inevitable since only the British Empire possesses
what Germany wants. The British Empire is fortunate in
having as allies in its resistance to German agression, two
such powerful nations as France and Russia.

These we consider are the facts of the situation stripped
of all sentiment. We have to fight for what we posses or be
deprived of it by a braver and more virile Empire than our
own. We are fighting with every advantage on our side. If
we lose it will be because we deserve to lose, because we
have degenerated, because our Empire is unfit to continue to
hold the proud position that it has held in the past. Tt is
unthinkable that this should be the case. We have our
weaknesses—the  selfishness of the individual  which
smothers and destroys true patriotism, the sickly sentiment-
ality which urges us to let the bully have his own way
rather than resist him, the ignorance which causes men to
ask what Newfoundland has to do with England’s quarrel
and why we should concern ourselves to fight England’s
battles; but though there may be some Newfoundlanders
with such thoughts as these the vast majority of our people
have not sunk tc such depths and the spirit which animated
the Belleoram boy who last Spring wrote the Essay on “Our
Duty to the Empire” which appears on a later page of this
issue, is to be found not only in Belleoram and in Bp. Feild
College, but in every little settlement and in every school
in Newfoundland.

LOYAL OLD FEILDIANS.

The College is proud of its sons and has had good reason
for pride in them since the war broke out. Already one of
them, Lieutenant Bernard Harvey of H. M. S. Crc<<y has
given his life for his King and the En1|nre Many others
have hastened to enrol themselves in the forces that are
being raised in Canada and in Newfoundland for the purpose
ing our Allies in this struggle against German
m. We hope to be able to give a complete list in our
issue of all those Old Feildians who have offered them-
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selves for service. Such a list at present cannot but be in-
complete. It would include the names of C. E. A. Jeffery,
lately a member of our staff, his brother E. Jeffery, Gordon
Boone, John Hollands, George Hunt who with several other
Newioundlanders have enlisted in Canadian Regiments; of
A. E. Bernard and A. Raley who have only leit the staff
temporarily to join the 1st Newfoundland Regiment and who
have had the honour conferred upon them of being appointed
Captain and Lieutenant respectively; of Walter Rendell,
Adjutant, of R. Rowsell, lately of our Staff, R. H. Tait and H.
Goodridge, all three appointed Probationary Lieutenants;
of O. Steele, C. Strong, C. Clift and H. Blackall who have
been made Non-Commissioned Officers; and of J. Clift, J.
Temple, R. Simms, H. Hutchins, A. Butler, R. Voisey, S.
Winsor, H. Oke,—to name only a few of the many who have
enlisted. It has been impossible as yet to obtain a complete
list, but we understand that some forty or fifty of our 1st
Newfoundland Regiment are Old Feildians. WE SHALL

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The War

RACTICALLY the whole of Europe is in a state of war.
P and the terrible struggle that “alarmists” have foreseen
2 for several years and for which they have urged the
British Government to prepare, has at last burst upon the
world. The match that set a light to this awful blaze by
which hundreds of thousands of men will be killed or dis-
abled was the murder of an Austrian Archduke and his wife
by Servians. The Austrian Government held Servia respon-
sible and made such demands as no free country could sub-
mit to. These demands having been rejected Austria de-
clared war against Servia.

But though this murder and Austria’s unreasonable at-
titude were the immediate cause of the outbreak of hostilities,
the true cause was the ill-will that has existed for years be-
tween these two countries. Servia believing that Austria in-
tended sooner or later to extend her boundaries further into
the Balkan Peninsula, has long viewed her great neighbor
with suspicion and dislike. Of Austria’s desire to absorb the
small states on her southern frontier we have had evidence
on more than one occasion. But any movement of this sort
was jealously watched by Russia who had made it clear that
she would allow no interference with the Balkan States; and
shortly after Austria’s declaration of war against Servia,
Russia announced her determination to throw in her lot with
the latter. Almost immediately Germany decided to support
Austria, and France to assist Russia. Germany’s determina-
tion to invade France through Belgium and to violate her
undertaking to respect the neutrality of this little state caused
England to join France and Russia. Japan, too, though not
at England’s request, has declared war against Germany but
will confine her attention to Chinese waters.

Thus Germany and Austria find themselves opposed by
England, France, Russia, Belgium, Servia and Japan, and
there can be no doubt about the fact that the German Emperor
has before him a task that he can scarcely hope to accomplish.
As a military power Austria is hardly a satisfactory ally, and
Germany must be prepared to face practically the whole of
Europe.

It is evident that the Kaiser has made a great mistake.
He probably calculated upon Russia’s unpreparedness for a
great war so soon after her defeat by Japan. He must have
argued, too, that if Russia dared to fight and France assisted
her, Italy would join Germany and Austria. But Italy can
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have no sympathy with Austria’s desire for the absorption
of the Balkan States, and in spite of the Triple Alliance,
Germany will be fortunate if Italy does not join England and
France.

The German Emperor is no doubt wondering why so
many nations have combined together against him. The
reason is not far to seek. For years the whole civilized
world has been groaning under the increasing burden of mili-
tary and naval expenditure. While most countries would
have been glad to reduce their armaments, Germany
has always scornfully rejected any proposals of this nature,
and has compelled the whole world to recognize her intention
of extending her territories by force of arms. Many iadivi-
duals have been slow to admit this to be true, but during
the last few years even the Liberal Government in power in
“England has been forced to open its eyes and to besin making
such preparations as were possible. As this Government had
assured the English people that all fears of war with Germany
were absurd, it found itself in a somewhat uncomfortable
position. It is to its credit that it did not shrink from ad-
mitting its mistake; but it was of course impossible to make
up the precious time that had been lost, and Germany was en-
couraged to believe that war with England was not altogether
the hopeless enterprise that it would have been had it
broken out before the slackening in the British ship-building
programme. However, by the concentration of practically the
whole British Navy in the North Sea, the Admiralty has been
able to make Germany hesitate before taking the fatal
plunge, even though the Navy has not been strong enough to
prevent the German Emperor from taking the plunge at all. It
was to make war with Germany impossible that the “alar-
mists” advocated an immensely larger ship-building pro-
gramme. Had the British Government foreseen the danger in
time and been less anxious to  save money the present
war would have been postponed indefinitely—probably for
ever. As it is the British Navy is strong enough to keep
the German Navy in port but is unable to do much more to
assist our allies. Tt is hardly likely that the German Navy
will come out to fight, for to do so would probably mean its
complete destruction. As far as active assistance to our
allies goes, Great Britain hardly counts at all. Unless France
is strong enough to hold her own against the furious German
attacks that will be made, England can be little more than a
spectator of the struggle. TFor there is only one plan of
campaign by which the Germans can hope for success—that
of crushing France hefore Russia has time to make much

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progress in her invasion of Eastern Germany. We believe
that France will prove herself equal to the térrible task that
is hers; yet if England had been able to put 500,000 men in
the field immediately after the declaration of war, we as
Englishmen would have had much more reason to feel that
we were “doing our share” than we have now. It is true, of
course, that troops are being raised in England and in the
Colonies as quickly as possible; but before these are fit to
meet trained soldiers like those of the German Army our
allies will have had more than one bitter day to mourn over
when another one hundred thousand men would have made
all the difference. We must be prepared for more than one
German victory. Germany is a great country and we should
be foolish to underestimate her strength and intelligence. If
by any means the allies are able to check the German ad-
vance into France, the ultimate defeat of the greatest mili-
tary power of modern times is only a matter of time. While
we are confident that the French army is very different from
that of 1870 we do not know whether France possesses a
General great enough to defeat Germany; and of course an
army without a General does not count for much. In the
event of the defeat of France, Germany will then be in a posi-
tion to turn her attention to Russia. Should such a stage be
reached England will need to put from 500,000 to 1,000,000
men in the field, and the war will then be a struggle for exist-
ence which will be won by the side which has the greatest
power of endurance. The invasion of Germany by an Eng-
lish army seems quite out of the question, but either England
or Germany must be brought to its knees during this war—
and it's not going to be-England.

If on the contrary things go well with France and she
shows that she has not only the men but the officers too,
Germany will very soon find herself in a most awkward
position—between France and Russia. When the German
armies have been forced back over their own frontier the
German Emperor may decide to make peace before his coun-
try suffers the agonies of invasion. He cannot hope for
lenient terms, but they will be more lenient then than
after a long series of battles fought on German territory
when the losses on both sides cannot fail to be too awful for
contemplation. Though his action in precipitating the
present war seems scarcely that of a sane man, he may real-
ize the position of his country and the hopelessness of his
ultimate victory; and if his pride will allow him to be wise,
he may decide to submit to the inevitable before his country
is quite exhausted. One thing at least seems certain, that
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the defeat of Germany must come sooner or later, and that
the sooner it comes the better, not only for England and her
allies, but even for Germany herself. When peace is made
(-ermay s dreams of conquest will be for ever ended, for she
will not only be impoverished as the result of the expenses
of war and of the indemnity she will have to pay, but in all
probability England and her allies will insist upon a large
reduction of the German army and navy, that Europe may no
longer be menaced by “the mailed fist.” If arbitration is
ever to take the place of war for the settlement of disputes
between nations, the close of the present contest will be the
time for international legislation with this aim in view.

Asiother probable effect of the war will be the consoli-
dation and organization of the British Empire. Up to the
present no British colony has borne anything approaching
its due proportion of the cost of defending the Empire. There
is no reason, now, why this should be so, and the Empire
will be immensely strengthened by the proper representation
of the various parts of the Empire in an Imperial Parliament
and by the assumption by the Colonies of the duties as well
as of the privileges of citizenship.

In the meantime every citizen of the Empire must be
prepared to do his part to bring the war to a successful
close. While it is not likely that Newfoundlanders will meet
the Germans in the field since the war will in all probability
be over before our men are fit to go to the front; yet we
must be prepared for the worst, and this will mean the send-
ing not merely of one thousand but possibly of ten times that
number before “the mailed fist” finds itself in a grip more
powerful even than its own. That France may prove capable
of defeating the plans of her ancient enemy must be our
hope and prayer, for if she does not the war may last for
years and will cause untold suffering not only to the coun-
tries actively engaged but to the whole world.  Should
France however be successful the war should be at an end
before Christmas. -

Prize Essay
ST. CATHERINE'S CHAPTER. 1. 0. D. E,

‘LL the Colleges were informed during the spring that
R. W. Leonard, Esq., St. Catherine’s, Ont., was offer-
ing through the local branch of the Daughters of the
Empire, two prizes of $3O and $20 respectively to each. of
the Colleges. These prizes were offered on condition that at
least five essays of sufficient merit were handed in from each
school. The essays were to be written without help but the
subject might be prepared beforehand. Candidates were to
be under the age of twenty years. The essay winning first
prize in each school was to be pubilshed in the school maga-
zine or the public press.

In Bishop Feild College every pupil above the Kinder-
garten Department wrote an essay on the subject given for
1914 — “Newfoundland’s Duty to the Empire.” The first
prize was won by Vincent Cluett and the second by R. Par-
nell. Cluett’s essay was one of the two written in Newfound-
land schools to be “highly commended,” and when it is re-
membered that a large number of schools in Canada as well
as in other parts of the Empire were represented in the
contest it is evident that both P. J. Kennedy, of St. Bona-
venture’s College, and V. Cluett, of Bishop Feild College,
are to be congratulated upon having written an excellent
essay. We reproduce Cluett’s essay below.

NEWFOUNDLAND'S DUTY TO THE EMPIRE.
By Vincent Cluett.

Our Empire of to-day its great success—How
Newfoundland came into the Empire—Benefits which
Newfoundland has derived by belonging to the
Empire—What she manifestly owes to
the Empire.

HAT visions of might, of liberty, and of justice, do
these few words, “The British Empire” call to our
minds. What glorious pages of history may be
written of the deeds wrought by our forefathers in the forma-
tion of that Empire. A small European people, numbering
hardly five millions of souls at the time it entered on its car-
eer of conquest and colonization in the sixteenth century, has
gradually extended its dominions, until they embrace about
one-fifth of the habitable land of the globe, and nearly four
hundred millions of human beings. Some idea of the enor-
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mous extent of territory included in the Empire, is gained, by
taking British India, itself as large as the whole of Western
Europe, with the exception of Russia, as a unit of measure-
ment. It is found that British India is somewhat smaller
than West Australia, which is only one of the five vast col-
onies which make up the continent of Australia. Then the
whole of Australia if set down upon His Majesty’s dominions
in North America, would stand in them as a cup does in its

.saucer. Then putting Canada and Australia on one side, we

still have some forty colonies, ranging from mere specks to
vast colonies like New Zealand, or still vaster ones like South
Africa. Britons of to-day have every reason to be proud of
their Empire. Even the blindest fool is ceasing to talk of its
decay and degeneration, for Great Britain and her Domin-
ions stand more securely at the head of the world than ever
before. Its trade is at its acme. Its influence in the councils
of Europe has once more risen to its height. It has its
problems and difficulties, of course, and it would be on the
road to national death if it had none; but after every problem
and obstacle is allowed for, the fact remains that the Em-
pire leads the world in territory, in commerce, in shipping, in
money power and in men. Just as of old it still breeds
leaders of thought and action.

Yet this great supremacy of the British race has not
come from any accidental opportunities or chance gains. It
has come because the mixture of peoples from whom its
lounders are sprung has, for many generations, bred a race
of men who seek for opportunity, who love adventure and
risks, who resist oppression, who fight tyranny, who woric
and who rule. It was so when Spain threatened our now
Motherland ; it was so when the shadow of Napoleon - fell
over the world, and it will be found so again if ever fresh
issues arise to test the strength of the nation, and prove its
virility. The system of Imperial government adopted by
Britain, animated by the imperal genius of our forefathers.
has contributed in an immense measure to the success of this
great Colonial Empire. From the point of view of political
theorists, the system may be termed absurd, but what glor-
ious success has attended it, and what advantages has New-
foundland derived from it. Other European nations, who have
been trying to rule their colonies logically, are discovering
that Britain is not so devoid of sense as she seems. Where,
now, are the great empires built up by Spain and Portugal
after the discovery of America and the sea route to India?
They have practically faded into oblivion, simply because of
the systems of government adopted towards them by their
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rulers. Our great Empire has succeeded because its founders
were able to 1ealize that there are often greater things in the
world than logic.

Newfoundland became a possession of Britain by right
of discovery. Many and fierce, however, are the struggles
which she has had with the French, who early recognized the
strategical importance of its position, to retain her right to
the Island. Victory, however, was hers in the end, and our
people to-day are the descendants, practically wholly so, of
hardy English, Irish and Scotch settlers.

Now what are the benefits which have accrued to New-
foundland, by being a member of this mighty “Nation of
Nations,” and by being colonized by the English race? " That
these are almost innumerable is at once apparent when we
compare our conditions of government or otherwise, and our
prosperity to-day, with those of the colonies of other nations.
Newfoundland, to-day, is a miniature Britain, her people en-
joying the same freedom and privileges as those of Britain,
the home of freedom and justice. Her form of government is
modelled on that of the Motherland. In it, the people,
through their representatives, rule and have the voice far
more than even the citizens of that mighty republic, the
United States, do in theirs. Our affairs to-day are managed
not as men in Britain think right or proper, but as we our-
selves judge to be right. As a colony of no other nation
would the same condition exist in Newfoundland. In a great
many cases the seat of her government would be the Mother-
land, and her laws would there be made. Such might be very
necessary for the Motherland’s best interests, but very injur-
ious to Colonial welfare, under such different conditions.
The whole cost of our defence and protection has been paid
by Britain.| Without her unselfish guard over us, and her
sacrifices necessary to keep that guard, our rights and liber-
ties would long ago have been taken from us. Newfoundland
is in no position to defend herself. That she is a prize wortrh
having, is shown by the determined efforts of the French to
obtain possession. All British Colonies have great cause for
rejoicing, in the far seeing policy of British statesmen, in
letting them work out their own salvation. Too much help
is the curse of a young colony. Other nations have found
it so. The struggle against, and the self overcoming of ob-
stacles, that is what produces successful colonies. That has
been a great factor towards our own success. Comparison
with other countries is necessary to understand fully in what
measure the British Flag implies “Freedom from oppression,
Justice for the weak, Opportunities for all.”
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But what of the future of this great Empire? What
should be Newfoundland’'s share in determining that future?
What are the things which the men who care more for the
flag and what it symbol , than for party, should aim at?
Surely we are unnatural children, if we refuse to see what
woderfunl debts we owe to the Empire, and to do our utmost
towards paying them. Ours is a glorious heritage, handed
down to us by our forefathers, as trustees for our descendants,
and it is our duty to give it into their care inviolate and un-
broken. Newfoundland, as much as the very largest domin-
ion can, if she wishes, prove the undoing of the whole Union.
She must take her part in seeing that the aims and ideals for
wheh the Empire stands are carried out and promulgated;
that the ideals of good government, justice, kinship, and
loyalty, which have made the nation what it is, are stimulated
and kept alive. A pride for the Motherland should be fostered
in her people. We are the descendants of British races, and
whatever good qualities we possess are entirely due to them.
We know that Britain has faults, and they are made no
secret of; but, despite faults easy to see and easy to point
out, she is our mother. and justice and truth has always been
her aim.

The bonds of Empire must be strengthened, not only by
self-sacrifice for the common good, but also in all possible
material ways. Further, Imperial education of her subjects is one
great duty which Newfoundland owes in this respect. A
knowledge of our sister dominations, of Imperial responsibilities
and duties must be taught. Just as membership in this great
union brings with it its rights and privileges, it also entails
grave responsibilities.

As before stated the whole cost of Imperial Defence has
been paid by Britain. The burden of responsibility laid on
the British Navy is too heavy, and its weight is increasing
year by year. The whole world is arming as it never armed
before. Every suggestion for the arrest or limitation of
armaments has been unsuccessful. Even the smaller states
enter in the mad race. It is sport to them, it is life and death
to the Empire. It has won for itself an exceptional share of
the wealth and traffic of the world; it has got all it wants in
territory, but its claim to live in undisputed enjoyment of its
vast and splendid possessions, largely acquired by war, and
largely maintained by force, is one that seems less reasonable
to others than it does to us. Behind the British line of battle
ships lies the long low coast line of the east of England, her
very small army, and the immense peaceful population and
possessions of the whole Empire. The time has now come
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for the Colonies, with Newfoundland, to bear their part of
the battle. Whatever be the method adopted by which the
problem is solved, whatever the sacrifices required, New-
foundland should willingly and gladly perform its share. No
one who has its welfare at heart will admit that the Empire
is not confronted with a grave peril. Nothing short of our
best efforts, the utmost we are capable of, will ensure success
against the dangers which threaten to overwhelm it. “The
good of the Empire, first in everything,” should be taken as
our motto. We have seen in the past, and may see again,
what appear to be opportunities for gain, but to obtain which
our country has to pursue a policy contrary to Imperial
teachings, then our guidng point must be “Our Duty to the
Empire.” That duty is certain to demand great sacrifices in
the future. The way in which we respond to that call, will
help to determine whether the Empire is to remain a united
immense power for good, or a “house divided against itself,”
and consequently useless.

The great problem of “Imperial Federation” or “complete
disruption,” is sure to face the Empire in the near future.
Complications, arising from the growing national self-co-
sciousness of the great dominions, will demand that a closer
union take place with Britain, or else “total separation.” The
latter, no one who realizes what the Tmpire stands for,
who realizes what an immense good it has done, especially
for the coloured races of the earth among  which
the FEnglish have elected to take up  their  homes,
will for a moment consider. That this mighty FEmpire
has been raised up by God for its noble work no one
can doubt. In it, it is possible to have such a mutual ex-
change of every necessary article of life, an exchange cap-
able of such boundless developments by reason of the diver-
sities of climate and geological conditions, as to make the
dominions federated by an Imperial union, with proper com-
mercial agreements, no less independent of any other country
than absolutely impregnable against the rest of the world.
That great Imperialist, Cecil Rhodes, has said: “Take the
very best practical step, commercial utility, towards the clos-
er union of the Empire.” Newfoundland’s duty is to advance
such a step which is so necessary for the vital welfare of the
Empire by her trade policy, and by every means in her
power, whatever inconveniences or sacrifices are necessary.
In conclusion we should make ours the words of the late Sir
Henry Parkes when speaking in reference to Australia, in
1891. “We seek no separation, we only seek to draw closer
to the bonds of true loyalty. We claim to take our place side
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by side with England and to share in all her difficulties,
h!mours. and glory.” TJust as much to- day as in the days of
Nelson, “If every man does his duty,” then Britain rules the
waves.

Rugby Football 1914 ~

OR the first time in the history of the College Rugby
Football was this year adopted as one of the regular
school games and Cricket was dropped. Hundreds of
Old Feildians and all who love England’s national game will
hold up their hands in horror when they read the last three
words of our opening statement. What, drop Cricket, the
game that has made England what she is! the game that
teaches a boy to stand alone and face the attack of his oppo-
nents! the game that trains the eye and the body to act in
unison ! the game that inculcates patience and self-control
and self-dependence ! Impossible ! Outrageous ! Disgraceful
degeneracy !

But gentle reader and champion of the best game that the
home of athletics has ever produced, pause a moment and
exercise that patience and self-control which cricket has in-
culcated in you, and listen to the reasons why B. F. C. ‘and
the Methodist College came to the conclusion that cricket
must be dropped, and then if cricket has developed your
sense of fair play as it should have done you will admit that
the change was necessary however much you may regret it.

Cricket is essentially a summer game—a warm weather
game. The Colleges of Newfoundland if they are to play
cricket at all must play it during months of April and May
and the first half of June; for the latter half of June is occu-
pied by the examinations and the Colleges close for the sum-
mer holidays about June 27th or 28th. Now April, May
and June in Newfoundland are very far from being either
warm or summer months. For many years we have tried to
play cricket in our overcoats and waterproofs. Some of us
have tried to play it in flannels. None of us have played real
cricket at all. For during April and June the gentle iceberg
sails majestically past our shores and the North East wind
blows blusterously bringing with it fog and drizzle and a
clammy coldness such as no cricketer even in the home of
cricket would consider suitable weather for his beloved
game. The ground is in an impossible condition, the ball is
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
