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T I-IE FEILDIAN ROLL OF HONOR. It is with
feelings of pride and thankfulness that we place be­
fore our readers the first list of Feildians ,who have

already had the honor of being accepted as worthy to assist
their King and Country in the defence of the Empire. Be­
fore our next issue this list will have grown, perhaps to twice
its ;>resent strength. At the head of the list is the name of
that Old Feildian who has already made the supreme sacri­
fice of his life and whose claim to our admiration and respect
is therefore greater than that of any other, willing though
all may be to offer to their country that which is to every
man his dearest possession.

THE COURSE OF THE WAR. It would appear at
first sight as though our opinion, as stated in the last issue of
The Feildian. that the war might be over by the end of the
year, were utterly without foundation, but it must be rernem··
bered that up to the resent the bulk of the German fcrces
have been operating in France and Belgium. whi!e on the
Russian frontier the German troops have been insufficient.in
numbers to hold the Russian Army. It is still possible that
Germany will have to strengthen her Eastern Anr.y at the
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expense of her \\'estern forces; for one can scarcely belif'\'c
that even with her splendid organization Germany can pro­
duce as many soldiers as Russia and France combined. In
the event of the withdrawal of large numbers of German
troops from the Aisnc. France and England should be able
to make much morc rapid progress than has been possible up to
the present. \Vhen on('e the German retreat begins, the Al­
lies should be able by the flanking movements, which their
superior numlbers will render possible, to drive the enemy
back to the very heart of Germany. and finally to deprive
them of food supplies and so bring the war to a speedy close.
\IVe shall need mil1ions of men to accomplish this, but we
shall have these milhons at our disposal.

THE ORDINATION CANDIDATES' SCHOLAR­
SH IP. A short account of the founding of this Scholarship
will be found all a later page. In the past the College has
produced many who have been ordained to the Ministry and
who have worked, and are still working. in Newfoundland.
Some thirty of the clergy of the diocese are Old Feildians.
There will never, we feel sure, be any difficulty in finding in
the College a satisfactory applicant for the $80 Scholarship
which the Ordinance Candidates' Council has been enabled to
offer owing to the generosity of the Church of England In­
~titllte iT' St. John's. \Ve congratulate E. C. Caldwell, the
first holder of the Scholarship.

MR. ·JEFFERY'S LETTER, All of our readers will
enjoy the 'letter which we haye received from Mr. C. E. Jef­
frey, lately a member of Our Staff and now a Corporal in
the 1St Royal 1'\llol1treal Regiment. The calm indifference to
the discomforts of camp life in England during November
is typical of the man and of the British troops generally.

I N the Synod of 19[2 there was passed "An Act to Estab_
lish an Ordination Candidate!" Fund," section 5 of which
reads as follows: The Fund shall be applied bY' the

Council towards any of the following purposes, viz: (a) A
Scholarship of eighty dollars per annum at Bishop Feild
College, open e"ery year and tenable for two years, to assist
youths to continue their education at Bishop Feild College or
a University.

In the Synod of 19L1- the Ordination Candiclates' Council
reported thal "The Secretary has been notified by the Church
of England Institute that, in response to a personal deputa­
tion, the I nstitute pledges itself to maintain a Scholarship of
$80 per annum at Bishop Feild College."

The generosity of the C. E. I nstitute having thus placed
the necessary funds at the disposal of the Council, notice of
the fact was sent to the Headmaster and applicants for the
Scholarship were asked to communicate with the Secretary
of the Council.

The following are the conditions which applicants must
satisfy:-

(1). Every candidate in his application must produce
evidence of having passed the Intermediate Examination,
C. H. E.

(2) No candidate shall be eligible for election l1l1less
the Council is assured of his soundness of health.

(3) Any syllabus to be drawn up for study during the
tenure of the Scholarship shall include the following 5ub­
jects:-Greek, Latin, English (Literature, History, etc.), Holy
Scripture, Elocution (Reading).

(4) The continued tenure of the Scholarship during the
second year shall be conditional upon the presentation of a
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satisfactory report of the Candidate's progress and general
lbehaviour during the first year.

(5) Any holder of the Scholarship who, of his own wish
or choice, decides not to continue his preparation for the Min­
istry shall pay, or cause to be paid, to the Council whatsoever
sum is considered by the Council to be a fair compensation
for the loss sustained.

(6) Sec. 7 of the Act :-"10 all cases, every candidate who
receives assistance from the Council shall pledge himself to
work in the Diocese of Newfoundland for seven years from
the time of his Ordination to the Diaconate; or, if of his own
wish or choice he previou~ly leave the Diocese, he shall pay
or cause ro be paid, to the Council whatsoever sum is con­
sidered by the Council to be a fair compensation for the loss
sustained by his premature removal."

In September, 1914, Edward C. Caldwell, Son of the
Rev. E. K. H. Caldwell, was appointed the first O. C. Scholar
for the year ending June 30th, 1915.

A. A. GRADE.

T HE results obtained in this Grade were remarkably
good except for the fact tha.t five of our candidates
were so unfortunate as to fail-in most cases by 10

marks or less-in one subject. Those who passed, h-owever,
reached a very high standard. F. Hollands obtained first
place in the Grade, winning the First Aggregate Prize to­
gether with the prizes f"r History and Mathematics. The
second of these had to be passed on to another candi­
date. it having been won by Hollands last year. V. Cluett
won the prizes for English. English Literature. Geography
and Navigation. R. LeMessurier obtained first place and
prize for Mechanics. It.has not often happened that we have
secured so many prizes in anyone Grade. The successful
candidates have our hearty congratulations.

INTERMEDIATE GRADE.

The work done by the Lower Sixth Form was thoroughly
satisfactory. Only two of our candidates had taken the Col­
lege course for this Grade before s'o that Scholarships could
not be expected. These come after two years' work for a
Grade. Seven of our candidates passed in the Honours Di­
vision. L. C. Hayward being the highest B. F. C. boy on the
list. Hayward. Steele and Blackmore only just missed
reaching Scholarship rank. The fact that the 16 successfu~

candidates obtained 43 distinctions (70 per cent. or more) for
subjects is proof of the high standard of work reached by this
Form. ~lackmore won .the prizes for Arithmetic and Alge­
bra; Habburton those for Geography and Physiography.
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PRELIMINARY GRADE.

The results obtained in this Grade were disappointing.
~ Ai least two of our candidates should have secured Scholar­

. ships but failed to do themselves justice. The marks ob­
tained in History were very poor, and for Typewriting and
Office Routine, disgraceful. The Arithmetic and Book-keep­
ing were also most unsatisfactory. The prize for Geometry
was won by W. Anderson.

PRIMARY GRADE.
We had very few candidates for this Grade, the Fourth

Form of last year being much smaller than usual. Even so
the result obtained was poor. The Upper Fourth was a par­
ticularly weak Form last year. Several of the Lower Fourth
boys would have passed without dificulty but were too young
to come within the C. H. E: age limit.

SINCE the formation of the College Company, the feeling
has gradually grown ~h~t its di~cipline was certain to
benefit every lad who ]olllcd, untt! of recent years it has

been unusual for any member of the College to hold aloof. It
probably occurred to very few of us that the day would come
when old members of C. Co. would be called upon to offer
themselves for service in defence of the Empire and of their
homes. Yet for years we have been living on the verge of
war, and at last the can has come-the call to which a very
large number of ex-members of the Company have responded
with a readiness and enthusiasm beyond all praise. And first
of all we must mention Captain Bernard to whom the Com_
pany owes so much. From the inception of the Company.
Captain Bernard has borne the brunt of rhe work that has
produced scores of young men able and willing to uphold the
honour of The Oldest Colony. \'Vhoever came, whoever
went, Catain Bernard always remained ready each year to
undertake afresh the training of a fresh batch of raw recruits
and t'o bring the Company up to the high state of efficiency,
which it invariably reached before the coming of the summer
htjIidays. It would be difficult to overestimate the value of
this branch of Captain Bernard's work. \JVithollt him the
Company can hardly hope to be what it has becn in the past;
yet the thought of their Captain, their pride in the fact that he
has been appointed to a position of great responsibility in the
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1St. ewfoundland Regiment. the knowledge that on hi5
return he will hope to find the Company as efficient as ever,
cannot fail to stimulate every member of the Company to ..;;.-
greater efforts than ever in order to maintain the high
standard that he always insisted upon, and to show them 4

selves worthy of his good opinion when at the end of the war -r
he returns to sec how his Company has worked during his
absence. Much as we must miss Captain Bernard, we know
that our loss is the gain of 'Our 1St. Newfoundland Regiment,
and that onc company at least of that Hegimcnt wil1 be
thoroughly efficient by the time it is called to the front; and
this thought must compensate us since our country is so
much in need of such capablc 'Officers as OUf late Captain.

Other officers of C. Co. were equally ready to join in
the great work. Lieutenant Raley has been given a com·
mission in the Regiment as have also Lieutenant Rowsell
and Lieutenant Tail. Bdore long we shall probably hear
of Mr. Jeffery's promotion in the Canadian Regiment which
he joined in Montreal. The Adjutant of the 1St. Newfound­
land Regiment, Mr. Rcndell, rcceived his first military train­
ing as a lad in C. Co. Many of the N. C. O's in the Regiment
are old members of C. Co., and altogether some 40 to 45 ,,/
ex-members of the Co. ha\'e enlisted, either in St. John's or
in Canada. A group of some 30 of these appears in this issue,
but some others were at the riAe range when the photograph
was being taken, and some were in Canada or elsewhere.

To all of them the Company looks with every confidence
that they will worthily uphold the credit of C. Co., of Terra
Nova, and of the Empire.

"APPOINTMENTS.
The following appointments have been made in C. Co.:
To be Honorary Captain R. R. \'Vood.
To be Second Lieutenants .. A. \Vhite and V. Cluett.
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SINCE the inception of the Company, the Hotl. E. R.
Bowring has each year ,'ery generously supplied the
funds for an "Outing" which has .lIsually been held at

Donovans. As this place with which C. Co. associates so many
pleasant memories has been closed, the '914 Outing was
held at Smithville on November 9th., the birthday of our late
King, Edward VI r. The Right Half left the College at
2.45 under Lieutenant \'Vinter, who is now Adjutant of
Avalon Battalion and who was for many years one of our
officers. Twenty minutes later the Left Half followed, under
Captain ''''ood. The strength of the Company was exactly 83·

At 3.35 -the Right Half began their attack on Smith­
ville from the north side of the river. Foiled in their attempt
to seize the bridges. the attacking party detached a force for
the purpose of finding a practicable ford. This was accom­
plished without any resistance from the defending force,
but after reaching the southern bank without casualties the
attacking force was soon discovered and hesitated to push
forward with sufficient speed. In the meantime the attacking
force which had been left to create a diversion at the western
bridge, having exhausted its ammunition was captured to a
man by a section under CorJXlral Jerrett and was immediate­
ly marched ito camp by the victorious troops. Heavy firing
occurring in the centre of the line of defence, Corporal
Jerretl's men lined the trenches immediately in front of their
main position, their prisoners being placed under a strong
guard. The Jjgllt was rapidly fading, and in the gloom these
unfortunate prisoners werc fired upon by the advancing line
of the attacking f'OTee, and before they could take shelter
many casualties occurred. Unable to see what had happened.
Captain ''''inter advanced under a flag- of truce to demand
the unconditional surrender of the defenders. but the latter
were unfortunately not aware that he wa~ carrying a white
flag and the gallant officer fell riddled with bullets. Shortly
after his men also came in, wet and hungry, and were receiv­
ed with every mark of respect that could be shown 1'0 gallant
but unfortunate enemies.

At 6 o'clock, the Company sat down to an excellent tea,
Lieutenant Coloner Rendell, Lieut. F. Rendell and the
Masters of the College were our guests. ror the first time
in the history of the Company, Captain Bernard was absent.
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Frequent references ..vere made to him and to the other
officers absent with the 1St. Newfoundland Regiment and
elsewhere. Colonel Rendell spoke in the highest terms of the
w-ork of the Company, and of its Officers in the past. He
said that if he had not been able to see as mu-eh 'Of C. Co. as
he would have wished, it \-vas because the other companies
needed him mOTe and because C. Co. had always been able to
rea'eh a very high standard of efficiency under its Company
officers.

Between the speeches a number of excellent songs were

sung by Messrs. H. Stirling, F. Blackall, G. House, Pte.
LeMessurier giving a pianoforte solo. The proceedings
dosed with the "Marseillaise" and "God Save The King."

At 9.15 the Company marched back to town after one
of the most successful and enjoyable Outings that it has
had.
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E VERY sportsman throughout the British Empire has
been brought up to look upon "Playing the Game" as
one of the rules the breaking of which must bring shame

and disgrace upon the individual conccrned,and upon the Team
of which he is a member. One of the grandest features of
athletics is the fact that in every contest the competitors
agree to abide by certain rules, and learn to keep their
agreement. The individual who is unable to so control him­
self as to keep his part of the agreement, very soon finds
himself ousted from the game altogether. Even his own side
must be against such a person. If this spirit of fair play
were the only good t'o be attained by those who take part in
games, it would be sufficient of itself to justify the British in
attaching so much importance to athletics. "We might go so
far as to say that, just as no other nation devotes so much
time and energy to playing games, so no other nation has
the sense of fair play so highly developed or possesses so high
a standard of honesty and just dealing. Honesty and justice are
after all nothing but other names for "playing the game." To
the ordinary individual, the temptation to obtain an unfair
advantage is almost certain to prove too strong unless he has
been strictly trained to be instinctively fair and just; and
this training the ordinary boy gets in connection with well
regulated games marc than from any amount of thcoretical
teaching or preaching.

The Germans are not a nation of sportsmen. They have
nothing corresponding to our games of cricket. football or
hockey. Their training has therefore been entirely lacking in
means for inculcating the sense of fair play. To take every
possible advantage, however mean or brutal, to break every
promise the keeping 'Of which might interfere with their
winning,-this is exactly what might have been expected
from them. In the terrible game of war they have broken
every rule by which they had agreed to abide. Their excuse
for this is that they want to win !--exactly the excuse of a
person who does not know how to "play the game." In
f{)()tball for example, a "dirty" player who can only stop the
man with the ball from scoring by tripping him or charging
him in the back, or by some other foul trick forbidden by the
rules, does not hesitate to do what he thinks will hdp him to
win. His motto is "win at any price!" Every true sports­
man condemns such a player, and his own side is ashamed of
him. But retribution soon follows, f'Or the referee gives a
penalty kick against him and an almost certain goal follows.
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Moreover, a referee who knows his work does not allow a
repetition of such play without sending the player off the
field. It is such training as this that has made Britons "play
the game." \Vithout this training we should have taken the
barbarities of the German troops as a matter of course. As it
is we have been horrified and disgusted to a much greater
extent than any other nation would have been. for other
nations would have expected from their enemies just ,such
conduct as our foes have shown.

In a game one is tempted to repay foul play by foul
play, but just. as the true sportsman is too proud to descend
to the low tactics from which he may suffer, so in the
present ,case we shalJ find the British army unable to come
down to the despicable conduct of its German foe. After he
has crossed the German frontier on his way to Berlin,
Tommy Atkins wi,I1 show his usual good-humoured, if
rough, chivalry towards those who are at his mercy, and any
individuals in our army who fail in this respect-there are of
course, black sheep in every flock-will be sternly taught
how to behave themselves by their offic'ers and by the men
of their 'Own regiment. Yet the Germans will pay for their
breach of the International rules of war. "Vhen signals of
surrender are made for the purpose of leading the Al1ie~ to
expose themselv'es to treacherous volleys, such signals are
soon disregarded even when 11'0 treachery is contemplated,
and thousands are slaughtered whose lives might have been
spared. The brutalities from which Belgium has suffered
have made every man, woman and child of that hapless
country an active enemy to all Germans. \,Vhen the German
retreat through Belgium begins many a German will have
cause to regret their lack of self-control and ordinary con­
sideration for the unfortunate in the early stages of the war.
And above all, neither France nor Russia nor Britain will
have mercy on those \vho showed no mercy. As a Great
Power, Germany's days are numbered. vVhether it takes a
month or a year 'Or ten years, the Allies will grant peace
only when our enemies are beaten to their knees and surren­
der unconditionally. Europe must be free from any further
dang-er of suffering- from the cruel and unnecessary brutality
of this nation which pins its faith to "blood and iron," and
which is cynically amused at the simplicity of those who
believe in "playing the game." For every man of the
Allied Armies killed through one of the foul tricks for which
the Germans are becoming famous----or infamous-a dozen
Germans will pay with their lives. The Great Umpire ha~ an
eye for every treacherous act and every bl'oken promise, and
sees that the full penalty is paid.

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Letter fronn Salhilbury Plain.

England.

Dear Mr. vVood,-

S ITTING '011 a rubber sheet in a muddy tent. Between
my wet and very muddy boots IS hunks of cheese that
1 have been trying during the last half hour to divide

among the 120 men in the Company. This is one of the chief
duties of the Co. Orderly Corporal-the distribution of
rations----<:heese, bread and jam. There is no need to expect
expressions of gratitude from those who are supplied ·with
food. His wisest plan is to drop the supplies inside the door
of each tent, make himself scarce, and turn a deaf ear to the
various and varied comments that C'ome from within. Dur­
ing my first week 'Of this duty I went in fear and trembling
occasionally remonstrating with the ungrateful crowd. The
second week I worried somewhat but said nothing. Further
experience has shown me that the plan above described is
the best to follow.

. We have been here nearly three weeks. Where "here"
is I have not as yet settled to my own satisfaction. I be­
lieve the place is called Salisbury Plain. Now Salisbury
Plain I always thought was in England. Every place in Eng­
land is said to be within 'easy reach of every other part; yet
the district in which we have camped is a plain, as far as one
can judge, as boundless as the Canadian prairie, and miles
from everywhere. Since OU'f arrival I will not say that there
has been no fine weather. There have been four fine days
and occasionally there has .been a certain amount of sunshine
between the showers. Five days ago, taking advantage of a
Ulet up" in the downpour, I washed my shirts. They are
still hanging up outside drying, but as it has rained e,ver
since the process is slow.

When we first marched in and saw our tents pitched on
a beautiful grassy slope and thought of the wet and mud of
Va1cartier, we felt certain that our troubles were all over
and that we were in for a comfortable time. But who could
imagine that such a transformation would take place in so
short a time! There is no longer any grass in the lines!
Everywhere is mud-black, sticky, mud-through which we
slip and splash as cheerfully as if it were solid pavement.

;
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Nobody seems to care what the weather is like, or what in­
conveniences have to be put up with. As the rain comes
down while we are on the march, someone shouts: "Are we
downhearted?" and from one end of the column to the other
comes the reply in one great yell, "NO!" "Are we wet?"
"No!"

\Vhencycr it is possible we go for route marches. This
is the part of our work which we like best. Here and there
in the hollows are tiny villages snuggled away, and as we
pass through them the women-there are no men left with
the exception of the old and decrepit-come out to the doors
and wave us a welcome or bring out water and apples for
the troops.

Last Sunday I walked O\'er to Pond Farm where the
Newfoundlanclers are quartered. I saw Bernard, Rowsell,
Raley. Tait. B. Goodridge, H. 8lackall and a number of oth­
ers. I t was a noyel situation for me. for when we were last
together we were brother officers. Now your humble ser_
vant is No. 26036, Corporal in the R. "M. R. However. with­
out in any way infringing upon the Army regulations I spent
a very pleasant two hours with them.

How much longer we shall remain here it is hard to say,
but under present circumstances I should not be surprised
if we were sent to the front in a very few wecks. News has
just reached us of the gallant hehaviour of the London Scot­
tish who seem to ha"e found themselves in a tight corner,
anel to clear out the cnemy they charged five times-fancy
fi"e bayonet charges in succession-before they drove them
out.

Gi"e my "ery kind regards to Y1r. 13lackall (and tell him
that Bert looked well and was enjoying life immensely), and
to all my other friends. Remember me to the boys of the
College. Few of us, either Officers or Boys, fully realized
how serious and important was the training that we were
undergoing as we "formcd fours" in the playground and be­
came accustomed to the excellent discipline that \vas always
a most noticeable feature of the work of C. Company. The
efficiency of the work has been prond again and again. The
result of the training, as shown by our lads at the front, will,
I feel safe in saying, be such as to make everyone who had
anything to do with it feel proud and gratified.

Once more, the best of good wishes for the success of
the College and yourself.

T HE 1914 team representing B. F. C. in the fnter-Colle­
giate matches was as follows: Goal, C. Parsons;
backs, E. Caldwell and A. Constable; half-backs, N.

'filley, E. Jerrett (Captain), and]. '·Vilson; forwards, R.
\\Ilhite. H. BIshop, C. Jlnnt (Vice-Capt.), C. \Villiams and
R. Lel\lessurier. 1-1. Green also played in one match. Of
these only two had been regular memhers of the '913 team,
and taking this fact into consideration the play this year was
very satisfactory. If it were possible to kecp this tcam to­
gcthcr for another year-and we belie\"e that there is a good
prospect of our being able to do so--we feel surc that our
chances of securing the Championship would be brightcr than
they ha\"c been for many seasons. The forward line led by C.
Hunt was on the whole the most satisfactory part of the team.
Hunt's play has improved immensely sincc last season. and
his command of thc ball made him dangcrous at all times.
The wings, White and LeMessurier. were fast but need the
confidence that will come with greater weight and strength.
H. Bishop shot well and needed to bc carefully watched
whenever he got within range. He often succeeded in
sending \,Vhite away with a clever pass, and he and Hunt
were our best forwards. C. Williams did well 1n several
matches, and with a little more weight will help to make up
a forward line capable of scoring senral goals against a
strong defence.

The half-back line dcriycd most of its strength from
Jerrett's excellent play. Both the wings were a bit uncertain,
but Jerrett was almost always able to cover any mistakes
made by them. He had too much to do. howeHr, to be ablc
to assist the forwards as much as he could have clone if his
wing men had been safer. Wilson worked hard and pla.'"ed
intelligently. but his tackling is a bit weak and his kicking
uncertain. Tilley. too. worked hard, but was apt to kick
wildly and to lose his head. ext year these two wing mcn
should be really good.
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The two backs, Caldwell and A. Constable, were hardly
strong enough to stand the pressure that was put on them
when playing against the wind. Hard, low drives were be­
yond their powers. To play against the wind with the ball
racing towards them, often breast high, required skill,
strength and experience as well as pluck and endurance. OUf ---;-
backs possessed these last two qualities, but their kicking was
uncertain and lacking in power. Neithe·r of them was really
fast, but in spite of this they played a plucky game and did
their best. Constable is very young-under Is-and there
is still plenty of time for him to become a really good back.
In goal, C. Parsons played really well, saving his side over
and over again when a goal seemed certain. Every goal
scored against him was well worth a point, and but for him
the team would have fared badly in every match.

The team has every reason to be pleased with its season's
work. and if it can be kept together for another year we pre­
dict for it {he victory for which B. F. C. has been waiting for
so many years.

The Chamionship for J914 was won by S. B. C., whose
team was fast and heavy, and who had a particularly strong
defence. The M. C. won second place. They had a number
of good men but did not get together early enough in the I"
season. B. F. C. secured only one point, the result of a draw
game vs. M. C. So long as our team contains so many in_ -<.~

experienced players it can hardly expect to win, for weight
and speed are valuable assets which can only be expected in
players who have reached a certain age; and those who have
had experience in Inter-Collegiate matches naturally possess
a great advantage over those players who have not.
