NOTICE.
FUR BUYERS AND SHIPPERS.
Regulations under Provisions of “The Game and Inland Fisheries
Board Act”

1. Any person who engages in the business of buying or
shipping the skins of fur-bearing animals in the Colony of New-
foundland shall obtain a license from the Game :nd Inlang Fish-
eries Board as a fur-buyer or shipper; such liceuse shall be
valid only until the 31st day of December in th~ year of its
ssue. A fee of fifty cents (50 cents) for each fur-buyer or ship-
per's license shall be paid by the licensee to the person issuing
same.

2. Every buyer of fur shall repor to a Magistrate, Justice
of the Peace or Sub-Collector, or to the Game and Inland Fisher-
ies Board, St. John's, on a form provided for the purpose, the
quantity and kind of all fur exported by him from the Colony.
Residents shall report on or before December 31st, in every

ear, and non-residents shall report before leaving the Colony
on or before December 31st, in very year.

NOTE.—Penalty not exceeding one hundred dollars ($100)
or, in default, to imprisonment fcr a term not exceed-
ing two months. See “The Game and Inland Fisher-
ies Board Act, 1910,” an Regulation made thereunder.

Death of Rev. G. R. Godden, M. A,

S we go to press we learn with great regret of the
A death on Friday, Feby. 12th, of the Rev. G. R. God-
den, M.A., Rector of St. Thomas’s. Since Christmas

Wher-
ever they may be sent, whatever they may have to face, we are
confident that they will represent us worthily. They take
with them our prayers and best wishes, and when they come
back to us we shall always think of them as the men who
have helped to save the Empire.

THE WAR.

Everything points to the probability of a great forward
movement of the Allies about March. For such a step good
roads are essential and comparatively mild weather almost
equally so since troops are often compelled under such cir-
cumstances to sleep in the open without shelter of any sort.
It is possible that rainy weather may delay operations until
later than we expect, for both March and April,—and some-
times even May,—usually bring much wet weather in the
western scene of the war. We may be quite sure that no
premature move will be made, and that when once begun our
attack will be pushed home with irresistible force. Germany
has, of course, been strengthening her lines of defence by
every means that science and energy could suggest, and
to break through these lines will tax the resources of the Al-
lies to the utmost. If a strong force could be landed on the
isthmus connecting Germany and Denmark—and the success-
ful visit of British cruisers to the bight of Heligoland in sup-
port of the aviation raid on Cuxhaven suggests the possibil-
ity of such a step—Germany would be compelled to detach
a large number of troops from the western line in order to
protect herself from so dangerous an attack upon the Kiel
Canal. A force landed on this isthmus would be able to cut
Germany off from the supplies she is receiving through Den-
mark, to threaten the Kiel Canal and the whole German navy
sheltering there, and to deal our enemy so fatal a blow as to
bring the war to an early conclusion. But the difficulties and
dangers attending the landing of a sufficiently strong force on
this Isthmus may be insuperable. We cannot but think that
some fierce blow of this nature will be struck quite unex-
pectedly. Most of us remember Paardeburg and the unex-
pected march which altered the whole aspect of the Boer
War.

LETTERS FROM THE REGIMENT.

We have the pleasure of publishing in this issue three
letters from the Regiment, all of them full of good humor
and high spirits, and showing that our boys are enjoying their
experiences in the Old Country. It is of course inevitable
that there should be hardships to be undergone, and that the
strenuous life at the front should require strenucus training.
Yet though we know that the writers of these letters have
borne their full share—and more—of whatever work the Re-
giment has had to do, they give us the impression that they
are able to look upon their life as something like a picnic or
a camping-out experience. This is, of course, due to the fact
that the writers have accustomed themselves to the hardships
and unpleasantnesses of life in the open long before there
was any thought of war; so that they know how to make
themselves as comfortable as circumstances will permit and
to put up with any discomforts that cannot be avoided. This
has been the spirit of our whole army which has astonished
and delighted the French and the Belgians, and has done
much to infuse confidence in the whole Allied Army. With-
out this our army could never have borne the life in the
trenches as it has been during the past two months. The
Empire still possesses plenty of vitality, and Germany is
learning to her cost that we are not the decadent race that
she was so ready to believe us.
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Letters From The Regiment

Salisbury Plain,
Nov. 29th, 1914.
Dear Mr. Wood:
T' seems to me that in the dim past when we were
grumbling at the Nfld. weather, you warned us that it
wasn’t all sunshine even in this blessed country, and
we have had ample proof of your assertion. For four solid
weeks after our arrival we had nothig but rain and high
winds, and of course our camping grounds soon became an
awful quagmire. Sentries had to go their rounds on ammun-
tion boxes, and long rubber boots became essential. It is
wonderful, though, how soon one grows accustomed to such
trifles; we have become so callous about things that we turn
out at five o’clock in rain or sleet without even an ordinary
growl. The last fortnight or so has been better; we have
had two or three beautiful frosty mornings with a keenness
about them that made us long for hard marches, and put new
zest into us.

Do you know the Plains? They are a series of valleys
and low hills with here and there a tuft of woods, and of
course countless tents. The farms are few and scattered and
the only animals are sheep and rabbits. It is a magnificent
country for field work and manoeuvres and we delight in
long marches over the rolling plains.

A week or so ago we were turned out of Pond Farm
Camp and are now at Bustard, from which we hope to es-
cape before Christmas to turn into huts that are now build-
ing. Our tents are fairly comfortable, though, of course,
more often than not, boots are our pillows and great coats
form the larger part of our blankets.

Until today the two R.s have bunked with me, but this
evening Ra., who has been appointed Transport Officer, goes
into a tent of his own, and feels most important about it. Ro.
continues to snore gaily, and takes it quite kindly when a
boot is shied at his head. As might be expected the three of
us got leave together, and spent three very happy days, most-
ly as a trio. The first day we showed Ro. the sights of Lon-
don, introduced him to the ‘Pop’, walked him from St. Paul’s
to Buckingham Palace, and saw him on his way to Canter-
bury. Off I went to see V., spent a glorious day with her,
and then travelled to Bedford where we saw the Ra. family.
Same evening on to Leicester to see my sister (her astonish-
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ment was worth seeing) and back to London the next day.
One more jolly evening, the return of Ro. in time for early
breakfast, and alas! back to the rain and sleet and mud.
Still, a very fine break.

We have as you know an officers’ mess of which, for
some reason or other, I have been appointed President. Har-
rod’s are the contractors and do us fairly well at a cost of
six shillings and sixpence per day—five and sixpence being
paid by the Government. As soon as we move into huts we
are to ‘do’ for ourselves, and I believe it will be more satis-
factory. So much for our daily life apart from drill. The
boys, generally speaking, are well, though a few colds and
an occasional ‘burst’ seem inevitable. On the whole we
have a capable and willing lot, and without exaggeration
miles ahead of any Canadians I have yet seen. I am told by
some of their officers that most battalions consist of pretty
hard citizens.

12.30—Off to lunch.

2.00 p.m.—I am now full of soup, mutton and pudding,
and that must be my excuse for any errors in style or other-
wise. There is some talk of our going (Ra. and 1.) to even-
ing service in Salisbury Cathedral. It is only twelve miles
from here, and we hope to hear an English clergyman whose
voice will be some sort of antidote to the Canadian we had
this a.m. in camp. We are the proud possessors of two cars,
one of which is run by G. H. mostly for his own sweet ends
but sometimes for the good of the officers.

Many thanks for your letter and accounts of the old
place. You can understand how interested we are in the
doings of the school, and how welcome your letters will al-
ways be. On the gth the three of us were in Bedford and
we intended to send you a telegram, but we found that our
ready cash was getting limited so we had to content our-
selves with thinking and talking about the Company and
speculate as to whether you would have the Outing on Mon-
day or wait for a more suitable occasion. None of us had
much hope of carrying off the Footer Cup, understanding as
we did what a light line of forwards you would have, and the
disappointment was not as great as it might have been. Will
you kindly tell the Company that my interest in them is as
great as ever, and that I am proud to see so many faces here
that have passed through the ranks of ‘C.” Their early train-
ing has been invaluable to them—and almost daily we see in-
stances of their good influence on their fellows. Not one of
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them has as yet been brought before the C. O. either for a
minor or other offence. Loong may the Company flourish.

It is not to be expected that we should forget school life
all at once, and so our thoughts frequently revert to the desk
and the class-room and the Tannery Ground; and many a
pleasant chat we have together over a pipe about old times
before we turn in. May you have a very successful and
happy year.

some talk of our being attached to some regiment of the line.
At any rate an English Major now has charge of us, and yes-
terday all the Canadian troops paraded on the plain without
us. While their method of drill has been changed once
again, ours remains as it was.

1 have not yet realized that | am away from you all,
but 1 suppose it will come in time. Any news particularly
about the school and yourself will be most welcome.

My Dear Chief:—
EXPECT you wonder why I haven’t written you be-
I fore, and if you knew what a slack time I had up to
now you'd die of shock. The trouble is I've so little
to do that I've got into the habit of sitting in my room by a
roaring fire smoking anything and thinking of you all. I
often get most hopelessly home sick for the old place. Well,
you know how hard T always worked, never a moment to
myself, so you can guess what this inaction is like. At times
at B. F. C.'1 used to think I wasn’t fit but now my muscles
hang about me like wet sea-weed on a rock, and I am quickly
assuming the proportions of Falstaff just before his last
illness.
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Of course, you know I'm transport officer, that is, I'm
responsible for the moving of all regimental goods, men's
kits and officer’s kits, and a lot of stuff that doesn’t come
under these headings. It's rather a pity I joined the regi-
ment “to do what I was told to the best of my ability” be-
cause but for that 1'd have made such a hash of everything
that 1'd have at once been given charge of a platoon. As it
was, however, in the two moves we've made (or I've made)
the only things missing, as far as I know, are one pair of
boots belonging to the transport officer, and Beatrice, also
belonging to the transport officer. (Beatrice, of course, was
an oil stove, not “my cousin.”)

‘We had one hour’s work once while we were at Bustard,
but I had to wait in camp for something during that hour, so
another officer did the work. The work was to go to Nether-
avon and draw five officers’” mounts. You should have seen
these officers’ chargers when they came in. The Colonel’s
horse has a body the shape of a dirigible, and this coupled
with the fact that it spent most of its time in the air at once
gave it the name of Zeppelin. It a nice, friendly moke, the
sort that looks round at you and rolls its eyes until only the
white shows; then leans up against the wall—and you—as a
rule. The next to appear was a smart young filly of not less
than twenty-five summers, and a back which makes a beau-
tiful hammock at night though you may bump on the flcor
unless you lie still. I'm saving up to buy her a set of false
teeth. She’s one of the few Elizabethan relics still left in
England, and we call her Grace. After this little surprise was
over Lance Copl. H. Blackall arrived on a lame plug fresh
from the plough. Blackall is never exactly a picturesque
figure (i.e. on a horse) but to see him on ’Erbert, as the
horse is fondly named after the man who brought him to us,
sent the whole camp into shrieks of laughter. He had not
got his legs crossed under the horse, but T wouldn’t say that
he couldn’t. I think he must have been putting on side. To
give 'Erbert his due he has, with careful treatment, turned
out to be a good, steady walker, never stumbling more than
three times in fifty yards. Of the other two not much can
be said. The one I hope to get is rather a decent one, but un-
fortunately the Colonel thinks so too, and that's where the
trouble lies. The last of the five we call Gaby des Lys.

There is one other horse in the stable that is universally
loved and that is my own little mare. She was not supplied
by the Government, and being my private property T use her
pretty well as T like. She’s by far the best bred horse we
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have and can go anywhere. She follows me round like a dog
though she never gives up trying to get me off her back.

As to the other people, they do do some work and have
to attend parades. 1 often watch them march out as it gives
me a chance to salute, so that I can say I've done some drill
during the day.

Captain Bernard is mess president, and a pretty good
one, too, only, of course, I never would dream of telling him
s0.

Inverness is rather a nice town and is only twelve miles
away. I goin many more days than not, but there isn’t very
much more for me to do there than in Barracks.

I'm afraid I can’t give you much information about O.F's.
as I'm never among the men. [ have Blackall, of course, but
even he managed to get into hospital for Xmas. I see a good
deal of the Adjutant (W. F. R.) and, whenever the O. C. isn't
about, I do all in my power to annoy him, but he’s just like
a sphinx.

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themselves well and doing credit to the name of B. F. C., and
the great value of the training received in C. Company is
showing itself on all sides; and the marked progress of the
Regiment is in no small way due to the material provided for
it by the various Brigade organizations of St. John's.

Though we are all very busy training for what lies be-
fore us, yet we often turn our thoughts to the Old College
and its assciations, and it needs no words of mine to tell you
with what kindly feelings we look back and remember. Some
of us spent the greater part of our boyhood and youth with-
in the walls of B.F.C., and we are all proud of the privilege
of being able 1o take up arms at the call of King and Empire
and of trying to follow out and live up to the precepts and
principles which it behoves every Old Feilian to aim at, if he
tries to understand what being an Old Feildian really means.

Tt is impossible to state when we shall be ordered to the
front; all that we can do is to be prepared thoroughly when
that time comes and to be determined to give a good account
of ourselves.

We hope to be able to arrange for a similar course each
winter. At such a time as this the value of even an elemen-
tary knowledge of “First Aid” is obvious.

Lessons From The War.

HILE War with its attendant brutality and suffering
is actually upon us; while daily we see or read of
hospitals full to overflowing of men injured more or

less seriously, and of battlefields strewn with the dead bodies
of our friends as well as of our enemies, we may well ask
onrselves whether by any means we can prevent this terrible
calamity from coming again,—whether there are any lessons
to be learnt from this War.

The history of the past few years effectually disposes of
the assumption that the world has become too civilized for
War,—that nations are becoming more inclined to settle
their differences by arbitration or other peaceful means. Tle
past quarter century has probably been the bloodiest in the
history of the world. In them we have had the Spanish-
American War, the Boer War, the Russo-Japanese War, the
Balkan War, and now the greatest war that the world has
ever known. This last is between the nations that are sup-
posed to be—and that really are—the most advanced in
civilization ; and the best educated of all the nations engaged
in this mortal struggle is Germany—the cause of all the
trouble. The following deduction, then, may be made with-
out much fear of contradiction by persons of ordinary com-
mon-sense: I. THE NATION WHICH ASSUMES THAT
WAR IS IMPOSSIBLE, AND THAT ACTS UPON THIS
ASSUMPTION, IS LIKELY TO PAY DEARLY FOR
ITS MISTAKE. To some extent this is what the British
Empire is doing at the present time; but if the opinions of
some extremists in England had been followed
both  our Army and Navy would have been
very much weaker than they are, and our position
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at the present moment would have been such as we hardly
care to contemplat.e When we remember that the Liberal
party in England which has been in power since shortly
after the Boer War, has, as a whole, persistently denied the
possibility of war with Germany until quite recently, and
that for five or six years dangerous economies were made 1
our Army and Navy, while men like Lord Roberts were
treated as fanatics, we can realize how much we owe to such
men as Mr. Winston Churchill and Earl Grey who refused
to shut their eyes to the dangers that threatened. We can
understand, too, how easy it is for a nation desiring peace to
assume that there is no danger of war, and how a country
acting on this assumption delivers itself up, an easy prey, to
the first ambitious power that chooses to attack her.

We must assume, then, that it is part of the nature of
nations from time to time to desire war. General disarma-
ment has been suggested as a remedy. The futility of this
idea can be shown by asking one question: Are you willing
for the British Empire to set a good example by laying up
half her ships? Nine out of every ten Britons will answer
that this would be too dangerous. May T point out that
every nation holds exactly this opinion as regards its own
disarming.

If then we are compelled to take it for granted that War
is always a possibility, we must proceed to enquire what
steps should be taken by the British Empire to make our
position as safe as we can.

When this War broke out our Army was in an unusually
good condition and was capable of being sent into the fight in
the course of a few days; but its size made it comparatively
insignificant. 'The part of the line which the British Army is
holding at the present time is very small indeed as compared
with that which the French are holding. In other words
France is providing more than her share of the men engaged
in this war, and England will benefit by this fact. This is a
very unpleasant position for the British Empire to occupy.
If we are not ashamed of it we ought to be. It is true that
during the year 1915 we hope to be better represented at the
front, but we must not forget that this would have been too
late but for the unexpected and heroic resistance of the Bel-
gians. How then is the Empire to be prepared for future
wars? If we have learnt our lesson—a lesson which might
have been attended by terrible disaster but for unexpected
good fortune—we shall recognize that modern warfare needs
far more men than the British Army under its present sys-
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tem can ever hope to have at the outbreak of war. To get
this farge number, some form of Conscription is necessary.
If the British Empire is to be safe, every man in the Empire
must be trained to do his share of the fighting, so long as
he is physically fit. There is no reason why one man should
serve his country while another should be allowed to stay
at home at his ease. Here, then, I take it, we come to our
second lesson from this war: 2. EVERY MAN IN THE
BRITISH EMPIRE MUST BE TRAINED TO DO HIS
SHARE IN DEFENCE OF THE EMPIRE.

good, and the course in better condition than has often been
the case.

We also congratulate E. Jerrett upon obtaining first
place. He was not pushed or his time (53 minutes) would
have been better.

In Division III. there were only 6 competitors, who
record (45 minutes) was set up by the winner, C. Fowlow.

Speecﬁ Day, 1914.

PEECH DAY, 1914, was held on December 21st in the
Casino, which was once again very kindly placed at
our disposal by the proprietor, Mr. Kiely. The Boys’

The whole performance was of a patriotic nature. The
singing was bright and spirited and reflected great credit
upon the members of the College Choir and their instructor,
Mr. Stirling. The Drill of boys from various parts of the
College was intended to show that due attention is given to
physical culture. Only a limited number of those who re-
ceive this training could appear on the stage, but the whole
school receives regular instruction of this sort. The display
given by a squad of the College Company under Sergeant
Jerrett was extremely good. Both the squad and its in-
structor deserve the greatest praise, for the special prepara-
tion for Speech Day was left in the hands of the lads them-
selves. Captain Bernard, who has been responsible in past
years for this part of the programme, would have been
pleased to see how well they did their work. The other
drills were equally well done, and we were particularly
pleased to note this, because in the absence of Captain Ber-
nard and Lieut. Raley, it was hardly to be expected that the
high standard of previous Speech Days would be reached.
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The Indian Clubs were better than last year; the Swedish
Drill of Form 1V. was very creditable; and the Kindergarten
boys, with one or two exceptions, went through their exer-
cises like veterans.

At the conclusion of this part of the programme, the
Vice-President, Canon Bolt, took the chair, His Lordship
the Bishop being absent in Bermuda. Canon Bolt wel-
comed His Excellency the Governor and Lady Davidson.
He regretted the absence of the Lord Bishop of the Diocese
who had always taken so deep an interest in the work of the
College. He spoke of the excellent work that was being done
by B. F. C, and of the support which ought to be given and
which was being given to the institution by the parents of the
pupils.

The prizes were then distributed by His Excellency the
Governor, after which the Headmaster read his Report,
(which appears in extenso on a later page).

His Excellency the Governor expressed the great pleas-
ure which it always gave him to be present on such occasions.
He felt confident that Bishop Feild College was training its
boys not only to be capable men but also to be loyal and
patriotic citizens. The response made by Old Feildians to
the call for volunteers to serve their country at such a time
as this when the war made it necessary for true patriots to
come forward, was a proof of this. Bishop Feild College
Company was well known for the excellence of its work, the
value of which was now so evident when officers and trained
men were so much needed. He congratulated those respon-
sible for the work of the College for the excellent condition
of the institution. There could be no doubt of the fact that
the whole community owed a great debt of gratitude to the
College.

The Superintendent of Education, W. W. Blackall, Esq.,
said how pleased he felt to know that so many of his Old
Boys were responding to the need of the Empire. He had
sometimes been considered too enthusiastic in the days when
he was Headmaster of the College, because by every means
in his power he had endeavoured to instil patriotism in the
minds of all his boys. He believed that the same training
was being given to-day in the College. He congratulated
those responsible for the boys’ performance, upon the excel-
lent and enjoyable programme they had prepared.

A vote of thanks to His Excellency the Governor was
then proposed by W. B. Grieve, Esq., and seconded by the
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Hon. Robert Watson, and Speech Day, 1914, closed with the
singing of the National Anthem and with the usual College
Cheers.

Headmaster’s Report, 1914

Your Excellency,
Mr. Chairman,
Gentlemen of the Directorate,
Ladies and Gentlemen:

T such a time as this it is easy to allow ourselves to
think that Speech Days and Prize Givings are out of
place; but this function is an important part of our

school life and one of the few links between the College and
the parents of our boys, and we have come to the conclusion
to carry on “business as usual” in spite of the War.

During the year ending June 3oth, 1914, the work of the
College was very successful. One B. F. C. boy passed the
Matriculation Examination of London University. In the
C. H. E. Examinations our results were:—

In the A. A. Grade—5 passes—first place in the grade
(F. Hollands)—7 prizes, English (V. Cluett), English Lit-
erature (V. Cluett), Mathematics (F. Hollands), History (F.
Hollands), Geography (V. Cluett), Navigation (V. Cluett),
Mechanics (R. LeMessurier). As F. Hollands won the
Mathematics Prize in 1913, the C. H. E. regulations have
compelled him to hand this prize to the next candidate.

In the Intermediate Grade—16 passes (with 43 distinc-
tions in subjects, i.e., 70 per cent. or more of marks) with the
prizes for Arithmetic (C. Blackmore), Algebra (C. Black
more), Geography (E. Haliburton), and Physiography (E
Haliburton).

In the Preliminary Grade 12 passes (with prize for
Geometry).

In the Primary Grade—;5 passes.

It has never before happened that the College
has secured so many subject prizes in the A. A.
Grade. The standard of work was evidently wun-
usually high last year. The work of the Intermediate Grade
Class, too, was extremely good. Only two of our Candidates
had sat for this examination before so that Scholarships could
not be expected. The results obtained in the Preliminary
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Grade were disappointing. In the Primary Grade several of
our best boys were under age and were not allowed to sit.
The rest of the Class was weaker than usual and the Class
was much smaller in numbers than in previous years.

In connection with these Examinations [ may mention
that although the C. H. E. regulations with regard to Phy-
sical Training have been so weakened as to be ineffective,
the College has continued to devote as much time as ever to
this important part of our boys’ Training. The work of the
College Company was thoroughly effective under Captain
Bernard and Lieutenant Raley; in the regular games the Col-
lege took its full part, and won the Inter-Collegiate Hockey
Championship. Rugby Football has been introduced and
has come to stay. Athletic Sports were held in June, and in
spite of the weather were very successful.

The importance of the work done in the past by the Col-
lege Company is now evident even to those who once failed to
appreciate it at its proper value. Thirty-six Old Feildians
enlisted in the 1st Newfoundland Regiment, and of these
seven are officers, and four are non-commissioned officers. In
addition 12 other Old Feildians are serving with His Ma-
jesty’s forces, and one (Lieutenant Commander Harvey) has
given his life in the great cause. In the second contingent
some twenty Old Feildians have already enlisted, and of these,
four were actually in attendance at the College at the time of
their enlisting. One of our difficulties at the present time is
that so many of our bigger boys want to enlist. It is an
unpleasant duty to have to throw cold water on their en-
thusiasm, but it is a fact that there should be no need for
schoolboys to go while the country contains so many fully
grown young men with nothing to keep them back but their
failure to recognize the Empire’s need.

Writing from Salisbury Plain on Nov. 29th, Captain
Bernard says: “Will you kindly tell the Company that my
interest in them is as great as ever, and that T am proud to
see here the faces of so many who have passed through the
ranks of C. Co. Their early training has been valuable to
them—both their physical and moral training—and we see
almost daily, instances of their good influence on their fel-
lows. Not one of them has been brought before the C. O.
either for a minor or other offence. Long may the Company
flourish!”

Mr. C. E. Jeffery, who was a member of our Staff until
about 18 months ago, and who enlisted with the first Cana-
dian Contingent, has been made a Corporal in the Roya!
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Montreal Rifles. He writes: “Few of us, either Officers or
Boys, fully realized how serious and important was the train-
ing that we were receiving as we “formed fours” in the play-
ground and became accustomed to the excellent discipline
that was always a most noticeable feature of the work of C.
Co. The efficiency of the work has been proved again and
again. The result of the training as shown by our lads at
the front will, 1 feel safe in saying, be such as to make every-
one who had anything to do with it feel proud and gratified.”

We must all feel proud and gratified that this branch of
the work of the College has at this juncture proved to be
valuable. Once again we must congratulate our old friend
and Headmaster, Mr. Blackall, upon his energy and foresight
in establishing the College Company, and Captain Bernard -
and the other officers of the Company on the excellence of
their work. Though we have lost all our officers—all three of
them are with the 1st Newfoundland Regiment—the work of
the Company is going on as vigorously as ever.

The loss to the College by the absence of Captain Ber-
nard and Lieutenant Raley has been great. Those of the
staff who are left and those who have been appointed to fill
their places, have to bear a heavy responsibility if our work
is to be as good as ever. It has been very difficult since Sep-
tember to carry on our work properly, for the masters who
have left us were men of experience and ability whose places
are difficult to fill. Every member of the Staff has had to
work harder than ever before, and T take this opportunity of
thanking them very heartily for the willingness and energy
they have shown. We welcome to our ranks Mr. O. Bown
and Mr. Vincent Cluett who have joined the Staff this year,
and we wish them many years of success and happiness in
their work.

Last year the Board of Directors came to the conclusion
that it was a bad policy to continue to run the College at a
loss, and they decided to raise the fees. T am glad to be able
to say that our numbers have not suffered at all, but that
there are more boys in attendance at present than there were
a year ago. I thank the parents who are so loyally sup-
porting the College, and I assure them that time will prove
that the College is doing well by their boys, even as it has
done in the past. Tt is not so much what your boy does while
he is at school that matters, as what he becomes as the result
of his school training; and from this point of view the Col-
lege has earned the ccngratulations of all. At such a time as
this all Old Feildians cannot but feel proud of the Old School
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since so many of its sons are proving themselves to be men
indeed.

‘The work of the Feild Spencer Association has had to be
dropped since the outbreak of war, but as soon as peace
ccmes we intend to make a great effort to accomplish our
aim—the extension and improvement of the two Colleges so
that they may be enabled to carry on their work in a thor-
oughly satisfactory manner. Thanks to the Association we
have been able to have the heating system of Bishop
Feild College renovated during the past summer, and up
to the present there has been a great improvement in the
temperature of the Class Rooms.

In conclusion, we owe our heartiest thanks to the Rev.
Canon White, Rev. J. Brinton and Rev. G. Hewitt who have
been our visiting chaplains; to Miss Job who since Septem-
ber has assisted us by coming every day to help with our
French classes, and whose work has been of the greatest
value to us at a time when we were suffering from the loss
of two members of our Staff; to the donors of the prizes
whose names will be found at the end of the Prize List; to
Mr. Kiely who has very generously given us the use of this
hall free of charge; and to those gentlemen who have so
kindly acted as Ushers to-night.
