Extracts from the Merchant Shipping Act
referring to the Naming of Ships

Regulations made by the Board or Trade, in conjunction with
the Commissioners of Customs, under Section ~o or the
l\lerchant Shipping Act, 1908.

Under the provisions of Section 50 ot the Merchant Ship­
ping Act, 1906, the Board of Trade, In conjunction with the
Commissioners or Cust:ms, hereby make the following Regula­
tions relating to shipS' names, and direct that they shall come
Into force on 1st January, 1908;

I.-Any person who proposes to make application ror the
Registry of a British Ship shall give notice In writing ot' the pro­
posed name of the ship to the Registrar or Shipping at the In­
tended Port of Registry at least fourteen days before the date

. on which It Is contemplated to etrect the registry.

I 7.-When it is proposed to register the ship at a port not
" sHuated in the British Islands, the RegIstrar to whom thf' name
)' Is intimated may proceed with the registry ot the ship 1t he 8at­
.' isfi("f' himself that the name does not appear in the Current Mer­
, cantlIe Navy List; but if the name does so appear, the Regiatrar

sha!' transmit the applications to the RegIstrar General ot Ship­
pin,... and Seamen, and the case shall be treated in the manner
lahl down tor registry In the British Islands.

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Editorial and Various
THE GREAT WAR.

A s the months go by the end 'Of the War seems farther
off than ever. We are only beginning to realize the
greatness of Germany's resources and the excellence

of her organization. \"le are learning, too, that neither
France nor Russia would have been able to hope for victory
had they been fighting alone against Germany; and above all
we are being taught by hard experience that preparations for
war cannot be left until war actually breaks out. Those who
were so certain that there was no need for England or the
Empire to possess a powerful army were evidently quite
wrong. It is to be hoped that when the present war ends we
shall not allow ourselves to be deceived again in this matter.
We must always remember that a nation which wi~hes to b~
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in a position to retain its independence, must be prepared for
the worst; that expenditure for defensive purposes is only a
form of national life-insurance. In the past the British Em­
pire has not seen the need for paying the annual premiums,
and for this we arc now suffering in the unnecessary loss of -.......
tho1js:lnrl~ of our best soldiers as well as in the lowering or
national prestige. \Vhat must our Allies think of us, when
ten months after the ollthreak of hostilities we have less than
a million men at the front, and are unable to supply our
troops with sufficient ammunition! \Ve ha,"c good cause to
be thoroughly ashamed of ourselves. There is still time,
thank God, for us to set our teeth together and show that we
can retrie,'e thc mistakes of our years of indolence and stu-
pidity.

SHORTAGE OF AMMUNITION.
One of the amazing featur~s of the present stage is that

the greatest manufacturing country in the world should be
unable to supply its comparatively small forces with ammuni­
tion. ·Various explanations for this state of affairs have been
gh;en, but the truth probably is that here again preparations
should have becn made in time of peace. New factories can­
not get into working order in a day, new machinery require,
weeks or months to manufacture, and new workmen cannot
be trained in a short time. Nor can the organization for all
this be completed without some delay. Not even Lord Kit­
chener with all his organizing pnwer, can do in six months or a
year all that should have been done ,during the,past ten or
twenty years. In the nieantime we fail to win any substantial
advantage bcc\use 'Our artillery is' without an ad'equate sup­
ply of shells. For this neither the present government in
Great Britain nor the present vVar Office is any more to
blame than other preceding governments and ~Tar Offices.
but the whole British people is. to be blamed for allowing it­
self to be hoodwinked by politicians and others who di·d not
know what they were talking about when they said that
there was no need for our having- a large army; and the whole
British Emipire is to blame for failing to so organize as to be (,
an effective force at such a time as this.

AFTER THE WAR.
When at last we have muddled through-and probably we

shall muddle through in the end after loosing about twice as
many men as we should, and after spending four or five times
as much money as would have been necessary if we had ITot
been too wise to listen to l,ord Roberts-we shall be told that
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there will not be another war for a hundred years, and we
shall be invited by politicians and other ignorant, though per­
haps well-meaning persons, to reduce OUf army to the van­
ishing point and tv go to sleep again. If we consent we shall
once more be inviting aU hungry and ambitious nations to
prepare once more to attack us, But if we have learnt the
bitter lesson that England is learning today, we shall refuse
to allow ourselves to be put to sleep again. The whole Em­
pire will or~al1ize itself so that the duty of providing for its
Own safety IS properly performed and fairly distributed. The
citizen who is not trained to be able to do his part in the de­
fence of the state is only half a man. He is like a big boy
who is tied to his mother's apron strings and is unable to
stand up fur himself. There is no reason in tne world why
e\'ery state in the Empire should not bear its just proportion
of the burden of Imperial defence; and though the Overse<ts
Domini'Ons have done better than anyone expected, it is really
rather insulting that their action should create so much sur­
prise. Even now we have not done anything like our fair
share. If England can send one man to the army for every
fifteen of her population, Newfoundland can do better than
one man for every eighty of hers. When the war is over all
this must be put on a proper basis, and the Empire must learn
to look upon itself as one great nation for purposes of defence.

THE FEILDIAN ROLL OF HONOUR.
Each week new names are added to the list of those Old

Feildians who have chosen to answer the call which is being
made to every brave man throughout the Empire. Since our
last issue we have heard with great regret of the death of
John Hollands and Cordon Boone, both of whom were killed
in action while serving with the Canadian Contingent. For
many years Gordon Boone was a student of the College and
one of our leading athletes. He left in I90S and went to
Mount Allison, and later to the Halifax Technical College,
where he graduated in Engineering. Almost immediately
;Lftcr completing his Engineering course the war broke out and
he enlisted. Jack Hollands was more recently one of our stu­
dents (1909-12). After leaving the College, where he took an
active part in athetics, he became a Teacher. He had only
been in Canada a short time when the call for men came, and
he was one of the first to answer.

To the parents and relations of these two men who have
laid down their lives for their Country, "The Feildian" 'Offers
its sincerest sympathy. They will long be remembered by all
of us. We are proud to be able to speak of them as Old Feild­
ians.

From Edinburgh Castle.
'fhe Castle,

Edinburgh,
April 6th, 'IS.

My Dear Mr. Wood:-

T HANKS ever so much for your interesting letter. \IVe
all look forward to some word from the school. I
must say that the boys are awfully good in writing to

me. Never a mail passes without some letter from B. F. C. or
St. John'S, and that is the only mail that counts with us now­
adays.

Since we've been in Edinburgh three officers have left us,
so that I get a chance to go on parade when I'm not busy .........
elsewhere. This, of course, makes life more cheerful. I go
out with "A" Company and No. r Platoon which has the
picked mcn of the Regiment in it, such men as Bob Grieve,
F. Mellor, Ralph Herder, M. Churchill, etc. The last two are
certainly a credit to the Methodist College; still it hardly
seems fair to single out men because as a whole they are a
remarkably fine crowd. I could fill my letter with references
to O.F's if I wished. It seems strange even now when I pass
a sentry 'Or picquet to hear the stamp of his coming to atten-
tion and look up to find Bartlett or some other man that only
a few months ago I was trying to get lines fT'om for kicking
up a row in the famous middle dormitory. Bartlett is a good
soldier now. Only this morning as we were marching to
PortobelIo, with the signallers in front, T saw two huge feet
spraying across the road (and they were in step, too--one of
the many cases where the impossible has been accomplished) .""-
and Butler was on top of them.

The officers have lectures and Qut-door "school" e\'ery
d·ay with Major ';Yard, S. W. B., who has returned from the
front. They are most interesting and instructive. YOll may
think that with such opportunities we learn a lot, but after
each lecture we (or at any rate most of us) come away feeling
we know far less than we thought wc did, ;tlthough long ago
we found out w~ knew nothing whatcver,
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You can have no idea how sick we were at having to
lea vc Fort G.corge. We shall always look back to Fort George
and lll\"erness as the places where we \vere best off during
this campaign. Edinburgh is rather unsatisfactory. There
is no place for miles where field training can be done, and for
riding it's even worse. Every horse in the stables has been
down on the cobbles but not one injured in any way thank
goodness. I'm afraid to let anyone go out 'On m)' chestnut be­
cause she is so very wild, and I expect her to do damage
every time she's out. I've had an open box built for her be­
cause she used to keep the men up all night looking after her.
During the last ten days she has broken five chains and six
headropes not t'o mention leather straps. Blackall took her
out yesterday morning, but unfortunately 1 didn't see the
fun. He thought he was getting on beautifully when sud­
denly the motor fire brigade shot round the corner, and from
Blackall's account it wasn'1 the only thing that shot round.
E. remarked he didn't know whether to get off or not, which
amused everyone very much, because that is the one thing
the chestnut always decides for you.

Edinburgh is a very cold place and the Castle, at its
mildest, is very like the bridge of a steamer when going
against a good head wind. We had one little snowfall
about a fortnight ago, and it lasted much longer than usual
for this country.

There is a most excellent hairdressing department at a
large store here. This is quite remarkable for England. Capt.
E. has his hair cut 'On the average about twice a week. Of
course now they have given up the idea of trying to cut any
more off, but I imagine A. E. B. thinks he's getting accus­
tomed to cold steel.

Ro. is not in the best of humours today as he is down in
orders to escort a German naval prisoner to Derby. This
escort work is always a bother because you just have to
hand over your charge and take the next train back. Ro.
hasn't changed a bit except that he can argue against his own
point of view c\'en better than of 'Old.

If we could always get our nIgger team together we
should have a really good side, but as we have only fifteen
men that can play it is exceedingly hard to get the full side
out. vVe had a strong side against the Cameron Highlanders
and beat them 2J-O, but our match against the Royal Scots
we lost by about the same. \¥e only had eight nIgger men
playing and six soccer, so it was hardly a test.

T al11 writing this in my room by the window. I have a
lovely view. Just below is Prince's Street, further back just
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beyond the city is Fettes College, and close by Inverleith. the
Scottish International Tugger ground ,: then of course the
inevitable gas works. I can see quite a lot of the Firth of
Forth and just see the Forth Bridge. On my right is the
Roscbery Hotel and the red tea rooms.

In some ways it's rather a good thing that a lot of our
men don't know allY history, for being on sentry go in the
Crown square would be altogether too uncanny. In one cor­
ncr of the square is the old banqueting hall, filled with armour
of all kinds of bygone days. In this hall the two Argyles had
their last banquet and were then led out into the square and
beheaded. Just behind the sentry is Queen Mary's bedroom.
In this room James VI of Scotland and T'Of England was born.
Soon after his birth he was lowered out of the window in a
basket over a sheer cliff and taken to Stirling to be baptized a
Roman Catholic. Adjourning this room is the crown jewel
room where all the old regalia of Scotland is kept, but I don't
think that it is these main facts that impress themselves up­
on one so much as the idea of what it used to be, compared
with what it is now. Just imagine the fights that must have
been fought in that square, with ladies watching from the
windows j and the banquets in the old hall. ''''hat a gay place
it must have been when the kings held their court there, what
costumes and dresses, what merriment. And now--oh, parade
ground for "C" Oompany! But I'm not at all sure that some
of the sentries don't feel "queer," for this place, if any, must
be full of ghosts. The night before last at 12.30 a. m. the
transport men heard the stable doors slide open and a horse
walk out.

All this time there was no
sign of a sentry and 'Erbert made good his escape from the
court yard. As Bl. was going out he glanced in the sentry
box and here was the sentry shivering in the corner of his
box. Neither spoke to the other. In the meantime 'Erbert
had disappeared and soon BI. gave up the search and re­
turned to the stable. Here he found 'Erbert having a peace­
ful rest on his straw bed, th'Ough no one had heard him return.

My Dear Mr. Wood:-

M ANY thanks for sending me the Xmas. No. of the
"Feildian." I ha\'c just received the latest number
also, through the kindness of Gerald Lewis, who can

thus avoid his bete nair, letter-writting.
There is just olle point I should like to bring to your no­

tice, if you do not mind. It is this: The one great thing I am
proud of is that I was the first ewfoundland volunteer for
this war (so I believe), I take no special credit for it as I was
on the spot and had the QPportunity, but I tried to make cer­
tain of being the first by volunteering, in casc of war, two
days before the declaration of hostilities. Perhaps I am the
first Colonial to volunteer. In C. Co., too, I was No. I. I
was the first recruit and Jeffery the second. The members of
the Navy should come before those of the Army since the
former is the senior service.

I have just read the interesting letters of A. E. B., A. R.,
and R.H.T. in the uFeildian.'J A.R. does not say how he
came by that little mare he is so proud of. Of course he is
an awful prevaricator. He says S'O himself, so this is no libel.
If what I have heard is true, the military authorities would
like a little more information about that mare.

They write in a yery happy strain, don't they?
After six months exciting experiences in two battleships

I have been transferred to the newest arm 'Of warfare-still
naval, of course-armouroo motor-cars-a wing of the Air
Service. The transfer took place on February 1St, but no
squadron was ready to come to France till last month. I
arrived on March 13th. Fortunately T haye a car to myself,
with a driver who acts also as orderly, cook, or in any other
capacity that circumstances may demand.

Monday. Had to stop. Now orders have come for a car
to proceed to the Front. It has already gone, and I follow
shortly. Consequently I am very busy, so please excuse sud­
den ending and haste.

T hope this war and the splendid response of C. Co. 3nd
a.F's will be the means of making all the present Feildians

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take a keener interest in the Company and in the College and
in themselves-their better selves.

Best wishes to you all, especially to the Second Divis­
ion.

\'ictory, where squadrons, battalions, and batteries would be
of no avaiL

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G:eat Britain has three ~uch weapons-weapons of de­
va~t.at~on; they are her bankmg account, the extraordinary
SPlfl~ In the breast of each one of our private soldiers, and the
publ,IC-school system. Wate~loo, it is said, was won on the
play111g fields of Eton; OUf victory in this war will have been
won in great part in the "houses" and on the playing fields
of 'Our public schools.

OFFICERS FROM PUBLIC SCHOOLS,
For a long while we have heard generals say. "We look

to the public schools to send us officers." This has been for
years the burden of every speech addressed by inspecting of­
ficers to Officers' Training Corps. They knew the system­
they were public-school men them!"clves-and they knew also
that it produced young men with the qualities of leaders and
with the qualities of fighters too. The public-school system
produces good men in many walks of life, but above all it
produces good soldiers. The heart, the secret of that system
is welt~nigh impossible to put into words-that is probably
why other nations have never been able to copy it; but the
way of life into which the public-school boy is moulded, the
things he is taught to value, beleve in, and to practise, from
love of a bath upwards, are the means by which are produced
the race of men, as distinct a type iri the world as Chinamen
0r 1] indus, who are leading our tl'OOPS in the field today.
\Vlnt they are really doing is putting into execution on the
'x,ttlefield the lessons of the football field, the cricket field,
the gymnasium, and the "house."

FOOTBALL AND WAR.
If yOlt come to think 'Of it, a battlefield is much like a

foot hall fielei: ~() is the one the best training for the..... other.
The man -·vho coolly goes down to the ball under the feet of
a ru."hing crowd of forwards, who tackles a galumphing giant
twice his size, has learned, till it has become second nature,
the calm courage he will require when it comes to facing hail­
soorms of bullets. The power of instant decision-"Shall I
pass or go on?" <iBlind side or open?"-he will have learned
that too; it is all in football, and he will never hesitate what to
do in a tight place. And then, what man worth his salt ever
stopped doing all he knew till the whistle went, no matter
what the score against him? The only difference is that in
this game there will be no whistle till the game is won!

To continue the analogy: To "funk" is the soldier's
greatest crime; it is the public-school boy's also. The scorn
hurled at the man who shows the white feather before the
enemy is no greater than that heaped ·on Smith minor who
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runked a "hot" catch. The power of "hanging on," too. the
future subaltern learned it at school; he never gave up in that
last agonizing furlong of the mile race--oh! awful ordeal of
failing legs and bursting lungs I-and at Aldershot when a
hefty persoll, half a stone heavier, put him down in the first
round and stars came out in dozens, he learned to get up and
go into it again "bald-headed." So when the Germans dealt
him such blows in the first days of that terrible retreat he did
not stay down; the IOstinet gained at school rose up within
him; ubald-headed" was the word, and down went the other
fellow in his turn.

THE ART OF LEADERSHIP.
As captain 'Of cricket, as prefect, as head of the house, he

learned how to lead men, and also how not to lead them; he
learned firmness, authority, justice, courage-qualities which
at the front are enabling him to lead his men to victory, to
stick to his men under temporary reverse, to rally the men
under him who rely on his example when borne back, just as
he did when the school line was being raided and things
looked black.

And what of that sovereign quality of the British Army
"esprit de corps"? Where was it fostered Where did he
learn it but at school? For the good of the house, the school;
for the good of the regiment, the Service-it's the same thing;
the suppression, even the sacrifice, of himself for the good of
a great and glorious institution of which he was a member.
He learned to play for his house or his school, to ~Jcrificc

personal glory to the glory of that \-V'Onderful whole of which
he had the honour of being a humble part, and now he gives
up personal well-being and perhaps chances of fame to sac­
rifice t1iis time, his life, as well as his ambition, for the glory
of his country and the triumph of his King.

Inter-Collegiate Hockey, 1915.

A FTER two good years during which the College en­
joyed the honour and glory of holding the Inter-C<:>I­
legiate Hockey Trophy, we have been compelled to

put up with a lean year during the 1915 Hockey seaS'on. Of
last year's team E. Jerrett and- C. Hunt were the only two
regular members still in the College. V/e could not but feel
the 1'055 of such players as T. Winter, J. Trebble and R. Par­
nell, and as opportunities for practice are few and .far be-
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tween, it is difficult i'o keep up a constant supply of good men
to take the place of those who have left the College since the
previous hockey season. The matches, too, have made us come
to the conc:Jsion that many members of the team failed to
get sufficient practice, or that the practice they did get was
of the wrong kind. Throughout the series of matches the
play of the team steadily improved, and if we could have
started th'c season with the team that played and won our last
match, we might have had a very different tale to tell. Last
year R. Parnell was particularly active in getting the material
we had at our disposal into the pink of condition. This year
several of our players failed to show their true form until we
hact lost the hope of retaining the championship; and it was
not until the final match that the Selection Committee was
able to drisoover our best team.

In one match R
J'Ohnston was tried on the left -",ing but was lacking in weight
and dash.

Throughout the season E. Jerrett, who captained the
team, was our most effective player. He has improved im­
mensely this year, and was always dangerous; but while fast
and a good shot, he needs poom in which to manoeuvre, and
often failed to score at the end of a fine run through inability
to d,raw the defence and make an easy opening for himself.
M'oreover, the burden of defence pested upon him throughollt
every game, and as it sometimes happened that he had had a
har,d game the night before with the Old Fdldian team, it is
hardly surprising that in most of the matches he found it dif­
ficult to accomplish all the work that fell to his lot. He and
C. Hunt, who kept goal in his usual cool and effective man­
ner were, of course, in a class to themselves so far as the
B. F. C. team was concer"ned; but we are glad to be able to
say that by the final match, R. LeMessurier, R. White ann
W. Clouston wer'e worthy supporters of these two, while C.
Williams and G. Jerrett were also much improved. The
team of our final match was, we consider, quite up to the
average standard; but this could not be said with truth of our
teams in the earlier matches.
