FUR BUYERS AND SHIPPERS.
Regulations under Provisions of “T'he Game and Inland Fisheries
Board Aet”

1. Any person who engages in the business of buying or
hipping the skins of fur-bearing animals in the Colony of New-
oundland shall obtain a license from the Game «nd Inland Fish-
eries Board as a fur-buyer or shipper; such liceuse shall be
valid only until the 31st day of December in th» year of its
ssue. A fee of fifty cents (60 cents) for each fur-buyer or ship-
per’s license shall be paid by the licensee to the person issuing
same.

2. Every buyer of fur shall repor to a Magistrate, Justice
of the Peace or Sub-Collector, or to the Game and Inland Fisher-
es Board, St. John’s, on a form provided for the purpose, the
quantity and kind of all fur exported by him from the Colony.
Residents shall report on or before December 3lst, in every
ear, and non-residents shall report before leaving the Colony
n or before December 31st, in very year.

NOTE.—Penalty not exceeding one hundred dol’ars ($100)
or, in default, to imprisonment fcr a term not exceed-
ing two months. See “The Game and Inland Fisher-
ies Board Act, 1910,” and Regulation made thereunder.

Extracts from the Merchant Shipping Act
referring to the Naming of Ships
Regulations made by the Board of Trade, in conjunction with

the Commissioners of Customs, under Section 50 of the

Merchant Shipping Act, 1906.

Under the provisions of Section 50 of the Merchant Ship-
ping Act, 1906, the Board of Trade, in conjunction with the
Commissioners of Customs, hereby make the following Regula-
tions relating to ships' names, and direct that they shall come I
into force on 1st January, 1908:

1.—Any person who proposes to make application tor the
Registry of a British Ship shall give notice in writing of the pro-
%

posed name of the ship to the Registrar of Shipping at the in-
tended Port of Registry at least fourteen days before the date
on which it is contemplated to effect the registry.

7.—When it is proposed to register the ship at a port not
situated in the British Islands, the Registrar to whom the name
is intimated may proceed with the registry of the ship if he sat-
isfies himself that the name does not appear in the Current Mer-
capt’le Navy List; but if the name does so appear, the Registrar
shai® transmit the applications to the Registrar General of Ship-
piny and Seamen, and the case shall be treated In the manner
laia down for registry in the British Islands.

EXAMINATION NOTES.

GENERAL.

PEAKING generally we feel that we have good reason
to be satisfied and pleased with the results obtained
this year. This is particularly the case when we re-

member that throughout the year we were ‘without the help
of two of our most efficient and experienced Masters—Cap-
tain Bernard and Captain Raley. In previous years Mr. Ber-
nard’s work has shown him to be so capable a Teacher that
we could not fail to feel his loss. Had he been with us we
should have done even better than we have done, and in this
respect the College has had to do its share in shouldering

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the burden which the Empire as a whole has shown itself
willing to share with the Mother Country. We are glad for
the sake of the candidates concerned that the work of the
College has “risen to the occasion.” To the Masters who
took up Mr. Bernard’s work a year ago and so successfully
carried it through great credit is due; and to the Staff as a
whole we offer our heartiest congratulations upon the energy
which it has shown.

The excellence of our results this year rests rather in the
general high average of work than in the individual bril-
liance of clever boys. In every grade the standard was very
high. Our total number of passes was fifty-six; and al-
though in the days when the Pass Mark was 30 per cent. we
have had a higher total than this, in no year have we had
better work done than was done in 1915. We send in our
Forms as a whole, not picking out those who are certain to
pass, and we passed nearly 70 per cent. of our candidates.
This means that 70 out of every hundred of our boys who
were eligible to sit were able to satisfy the Examiners, while
of those who failed quite a large number were unable to
pass the test in only one subject.

‘Wi should have liked more Scholarships, and it is in

this connection that we missed Mr. Bernard’s experience -

most. However, we have good reason to be satisfied.

We congratulate the other Colleges upon their success.
St. Bonaventure’s did remarkably well in the Scholarship
lists and may well be pleased with their work.

A. A. GRADE.

At first sight the results in this grade seem less satisfac-
tory than those of last year, since in 1914 our A. A, Class
won 7 prizes and the first place on the list. As a matter of
fact the work of the Class as a whole was somewhat better
this year though we were less fortunate as regarls prizes.
R. LeMessurier had bad luck in one paper or he would have
secured second place in the Grade. Eight of the 1915 Class
obtained their diplomas as against five in 1914, and this im-
provement is all the greater when we realize that in 1915 we
had fewer A. A. candidates sitting for the examination. We
congratulate the prize-winners and the successful candidates.

INTERMEDIATE GRADE.

In 1914 our 16 successful candidates (7 in the Honours
Division) obtained 43 distinctions (i.e. 70 per cent. of the

-
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possible marks on a subject). In 1915 our 13 successful can-
didates also obtained 43 distinctions, and 8 were in the
Honours Division. In this Grade, therefore, the standard of
work which was so high in 1914 was even higher in 1915.
Our Intermediate Class was slightly smaller in 1915 than
that of 1914, hence the smaller number of passes. Geometry
was the best subject of the Form, nine boys obtaining dis-
tinction in it. Of the six boys who took the Shorthand paper,
four obtained over go per cent., and a fifth 74 per cent. We
congratulate I.. C. Hayward on his Scholarship and C. Par-
sons on his prize. We must confess that we had expected
more prizes and scholarships in this Grade, but we realize
that these are almost entirely a matter of luck. C. Parsons,
for example, with a total of 754 out of 1000 did not qualify
for a scholarship though in many years scholarships have
been won on a smaller total. Stein and Ebsary’s 96 per cent.
in Shorthand were not enough to give either of them the
prize since Parsons obtained 98 per cent., yet the difference
was so small that it seems hardly fair that Parsons should
have all the honor and glory while the others get nothing.
It is on account of this sort of thing that scholarships and
prizes do as much harm as good.

PRELIMINARY GRADE.

In this Grade 21 of our candidates passed—6 in the
Honours Division—as against 12 passes in 1914. Fifty-two
distinctions were obtained this year, and E. Ewing won a
Scholarship; but although some very high marks were ob-
tained (e. g. Ewing 91 for Latin; Perlin 92 for Latin; Per
lin 94 for Arithmetic; Hiscock 94 for Arithmetic), no prizes
were won by our candidates. Perlin and Windeler must
have only just failed to secure Scholarships since Ewing
with only 15 more marks had the good fortune to win one.
We congratulate the fortunate and sympathize with the un-
lucky ones.

PRIMARY GRADE.

Fourteen of our Primary candidates passed as against
five in 1914. The work of the Class must have improved
very much. As a matter of fact the candidates this year
were much more capable than those of 1914. Our top boy in
this grade was H. Noonan, but it is only fair to G. LeMes-
surier, who was too young to sit (under the C, H. E. regula-
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
