WHAT IS A PARENT'S DUTY IN THIS MATTER?

To try to put himself or herself in the boy's place-to re­
member that shame and disgrace arc worse than death or
bodily disablement, and that at such a time as this the young
man who hangs back is shamed before the whole commun­
ity unless he has a very good reason for not going. If your
son wants to go, thank God that he has the courage to take
his place as a man, and don't try to make him a coward.
"Vhat love or respect can he have for you if you degrade
him before his fellows? If he is under age by a few months
but big and strong for his years, let him try, but see that
the authorities know the truth about his age.

the Commanding Officer of the Regiment will receive every "'1
attention. Be proud, if your son is taken, that you are the
father or the mother of a man brave enough to stand up for
his country. If your son does not want to go you can only
try to hide your shame and ask yourself whether there is
no way of helping him to overcome his ignorance or his cow-
ardice. There are no other reasons but these two-ignor-
ance or cowardice-for his not wanting to go. -....

COMPULSORY MILITARY SERVICE.

It is possible that before long this Colony will have to
face the question of Compulsory Service in whatever posi­
tion each of us can be of most use to the Empire. :\1any of
us belie,"e that e\"ery community of self-respecting people
should adopt such a measure. The present state of affairs
in Newfoundland is that those who enlist go to fight for
those who cannot fight for themselves (women, children,
etc.), for those who arc needed in the Colony (fathers of
families, employers' of labour whose business cannot go on
without them, etc.), and for the ignorant and cowardly. The ~
first two groups must stay at home.

1. Any person who engages in the business of buying or
hipping the skins of tur-bearing animals in the Colony of New­
oundland shall obtain a liceose from the Game ....od Inland FIsh­

eries Board as a fur-buyer or shipper; such lice...se shall be
valid only until the 3lat day of December in t.h~ year of Its
saue. A ted of fifty cents (50 cents) for each fur-buyer or ship­
per's licens~ shall be paid by the licensee to the person issuing
same.

2. Every buyer of fur shall repor to a Magistrate, Justice
of the Peace or Sub-Collector, or to the Game and Inland Fisher­
es Board, St. John's, on a form provided for the purpose, the
quantity and kind of all fur exported by him from the Colony.
Residents shall report on or before December 31st. in every
ear, and non-residents shall report before leaving the Colony
n or before December 31st, in very year.

NOTE.-Penalty not exceeding one hundred dollars ($100)
or, in default, to imprisonment flr a term not exceed­
ing two months. See "The Game and Inland Fisher­
ies Board Act. 1910," and Regulation made thereunder.

while we send OUf best men into danger-a danger that is
increased by the comparat;n smallness of their 1l~llllbers.

The ;'slackers" remain in safety and their sons will be like
themsch"cs-POOf stuff! Yet lots of these slackers could be­
come men if their country would take the first step for them.
Only the worst type of coward would then fail to "make
good:' Every settlement would then supply its quota of
men in proportion to the number required and to the llum-'
ber of men eligible for service in that settlement. Thus if,
by way of illustration, there were 10,000 men in the country
without families dependent on them and eligible physically,
and it waS decided that that 7,000 were required for service,
in every settlement 7 out 'Of every 10 of these eligible men
would be chosn by lot to represent the Colony in the forces
of the Empire. [f 10,000 were required then all the eligible
men would have to go. ] n time of peace all men of a cer­
tain age should be required to put in a definite amount of
military training. and not have to allow the enemy practi­
cally a free hand during the earlier stages of the struggle,
as has been the case this time.- As to the expense, we must
try to realize that the present war will cost the British Em­
pire not far short of twenty thousand million dollars. Our
share of this will be a substantial sum, which would cover
many years of preparation such as has been outlined above.

Extracts from the Merchant Shipping Act

referring to the Naming of Ships
Regulations made by the Board or Trade, in conjunction with

the Conunissioncrs or CustonlS, under Scction SOot the
Merchant ShippIng Act, 1906.

Under the provisions of Section 50 ot the Merchant Ship­
ping Act, 1906, the Board ot Trade, In conjunction with the
Commissioners of Cust:ms, hereby make the following Regula­
tions relating to ships' names, and direct that they shall come
into force on 1st 'Janu2lry. 1908:

I.-Any person who proposes to make application tor the
Registry of a British Ship shall give notice in writing' of the pro­
posed name of the ship to the Registrar or Shipping at the In·
tended Port of Registry at least fourteen days before the date
on which it is contemplated to errect the registry.

7.-'Vhen It Is proposed to register the ship at a port not
situated in the British Islands, the Registrar to whom th{'! name
is intimated may proceed with the registry of the ship If he sat­
Isfif'f' himself that the name does not appear in the Current Mer·
cantne Navy List: but if the name does so appear, the Regtiltrar
sha)' transmIt the applIcations to the Registrar General of Ship·
pln¥ and Seamen. and the case shall be treated In the manner
laid down for registry In the British Islands.

It is true that our success
showed itself in the general high average of the work done
rather than in the individual brilliance of clever bo)'s; but a
moment's consideration will convince you that it rcquire:-;
more work for a master to raise his Form as a whole to a
high state of efficienc)' d1an to bring two or three of his more
capable pupils up to the standard necessary for winning
scholarships. At the samc rime though the general standard
of our work was high we did not fail to obtain scholarships
and prizes too; so that from \\;hatever point of view r con­
sider our work of last year I am justified in stating that it
was thoroughly satisfactory. To pro\'e the truth of this
statcment T give you the following brief facts: In the
Associate Grade, 8 of our candidates were successful, while
of the three \\110 failed one had only been preparing with us
for part of the year, and yet, except in one subject, obtained
a very high percentage of marks. Our best A.A. candidate
was third on the whole list. Olle of ou'r candidates obtained
first place in Mechanics. a second the first pla'Ce and prize
for English Literature, and a third the prize for Geography.

In the Intermediate Grade, 16 of our candidates were
successful. while of nhe 7 who failed. 5 had come to the Col­
lege at the beginning of the school year so weak in their
grounding that it was impossible for us strengthen them
sufficiently in the short time that they were with us. Of the
other two who failed one had been absent a great deal

~ through illness, In this Grade one of our candidates (L. C.
1rayward) obtained a scholarship, w:hile another was only a
fcw marks short of scholarship rank. C. L. Parsons won
the Shorthand prize. Trhere are numcrous instances of boys
of ours who obtained 90 per edit. or morc of the possiblc
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marks in ,-arious subjects; and thus tlhough we obtained only
the Shorthand prize, it was merely a matter of only a mark
or two that prevented Ollr having several other prizes. In
Shopthand, for example, our second and thir{1 candidates ob­
tained 96 marks out of 100, but Ibecause our first candidate
obtained 9870 he won the prize from til'em, though the dif­
ference between their work and his must have been insigni­
ficant. 1 use this fact as an illustration of my contention
that neither prizes nor scholarships really possess the impor­
tance that is apt to be given them; and in my opinion there
is a good deal of injustice in laying too much stress 011 either
since by such a system the unsuccesful~and they must al­
ways be many-are as much discouraged by their failure as
the one successful candidate is encouraged.

That the standard of work of our Intermediate Class was
high is proved by the fact that it obtained ..J.3 distinctions in
various subjects, i.e. 70 per cent., or more, of the possible
marks .in these subjects.

In the Preliminary Grade, 21 of our candidates obtained ~

diplomas, and onc of these, E. Ewing, won a Scholarship.
\Ve won none of the subject prizes though such high marks
were obtained as 9-1- per cent. f'or Arithmetic (A. Perlin and
P. Hiscock), 92 per cent. for Latin (A. Perlin), 91 per cent.
for Latin (E. Ewing), 90 per cent. for English (A. Perlin),
etc. rn this Grade our candidates secured 52 distinctions, so
that the standard of the work of tlhis Form must have been
very high.

In the Primary Grade 14 of our candidates passed and 6
failed. Our best candidate, G. LeMessurier, was too young,
under the C.H.E. regulations, to be allowed to sit for the
examination.

The total number of our successful candidates in all
Grades was 59--0ver 70 per cent. 'Of the number who sat for
nhe examinations. This is the highest number of successful
candidates that we have had since the pass mark was raised
from 30 per cent. to ..J.o per cent. in each subject. \Vhen it is
remembered that we enter our Forms as a whole, not merely .~
picking out our best boys, it will be 'evident that the general
standard of our work last year was vcry higlh, and that both
the Masters and Boys must have worked hard and with in-
telligence.
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VALUE OF C.H.E.

There is no doubt in my mind as to the value of these
Examinations, for they pro,-ide an incentive to work steadily
and energetically; and unless the Teacher is to blame and is
ignorant of t!he principles 'Of his own profession, there is lit­
tle or 110 danger of a boy overworking himself. There arc
some boys, of course, who would work equally well without
this incenti,-c; but for the great majority some definite goal
is necessary if they are to persevere in the good intentions
with which they begin the year.

ATHLETICS.

In Athletics t.he College had a "cry successful year, win­
ning the liller-Collegiate Championship in Rugby Football,
and entering energetically into the Association Football and
Hockey competitions. As far as possible the games have
been kept going throughout the whole school, but the Sec­
ond Division has missed Mr. Raley, who used to devote
mueh of .his energy and spare time to that section of our
boys.

THE COLLEGE COMPANY.

The College Oompany did excellent work throughout
the year and provided military drill for a large number of
our boys. It is somewhat amazing that :.:.t a time like this
there should be even one parent who would not insist upoa
his son recei\"ing nhe excellent training which the Company
pro\·ides. As the cost is only 20 cents per month it is diffi­
cult to belie\"e that this can be the objection. 1 am rather
inclined to suspect that in some cases it is the boy who
guides the parent; for I notice that t110se of our boys who
are not members of the Company are the lads \\"ho most
need.-and 1l1'0st object to,-the discipline. T wouid urg~

eyery parent whose son is old enough and physically fit, to
insist upon his becoming a member of the College Company.
Our drills are so arranged as Hot to take a boy out at night
and not to interfere in ally way witlh his work.

COMPULSORY SERVICE.

I believe that in a loyal Colony such as ours the day
will soon come w'hen every schoolboy will be compelled by
law to learn the elements of military drill, and thus fit him­
self for one of his responsibilities as a good citizen. I am
glad to say that at the present time there are only about
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Ihalf a dozen boys in the whole College physically capable
of '<ioing the work required, who are not members of our
Oompany. 1 wish 1 could say that there is not one.

OLD FEILDIANS IN H. M. FORCES.

• At the present time there are serving wit'h His l\lajesty's
Forces some ISO Old Feildians, nearly all of whom are cx­
members of Ollf Company. Of dhcse there afC 5+ that I
know of who afC either Commissioned or Non-Commissioned
Officers. There are probably others who have risen Ollt of
the ranks of whom 1 have not heard.

REASONS OF PROMOTIONS OF OLD FEILDIANS.

The reason why so many of our Old Boys ha\'c been
promoted is perfectly easy to see. "When they enlisted they
knew morc about the drill than those \\~ho, when at school,
had not had any military training. They did not need to be
better men than others but only as good, in order to keep
the advantage that they began with when thc war broke out.
:\lany of them had becn )J .C.O:s in our Company and had
learned to take dharge of a squad of lads and handle them ei­
ficiently. There has been a lot of foolish talk about favour­
itism in our Regiment. That this was foolish is proved by
the fact that outside the Newfoundland Regiment altogether,
there are at least 21 Old Feildians either Officers .)r
~ .C.O.'s in His Majesty's Forces; and nhere are probably
several others of whom I have not heard. Almost e\'ery day
one hears of Old Feildians who ha\'e received promotion.
For example when a few days ago we heard that Lance Cor­
pored T. Eustace had given his life for his country, it was
the first intimation that I had' received of his having been a
N.C.O. Last week I learnt that Sergeant G. Berteau, son of
F. C. Berteau, Esq., OUr Auditor General, had been given a
Commission in the Royal Canadian Dragoons. .:\ little while
ago I was informed that J01m Clift and :\1acness Johnson had
obtained commissions in the Cameron Highlanders-the for­
mer from the ranks of our Rcgiment; and that Harris Oke
had becn gi,ven a commission in the Royal Scots from the
ranks of our Regiment, It is thus fairly evident that it is
not merely in the Newfoundland Regiment that Old Feildians
are promoted. I cannot. I think, be justly accused of mak­
ing an incorrect statement when I say that they recei\'cd
promotion because they possessed qualities \\"hich fitted them
for positions of responsibility. and because they knew their
work as soldiers at least as well as, if not better than, tlhose
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who han not been promoted. Vvl1at better reasons for pro­
motion there could be, one cannot imagine. The College is
proud of every Old Fcildian who at this time is proying him­
self to be possessed of that senSe of manly oitizcnship which
it has always been our aim to instil into our students.
\Yhether they <life Officers, N.C.O.'s, or Proivates they are
doing what they can at a time when every man is needed;
and for c\'cry olle of them we arc filled witlh admiration and
respect, and-speaking for those who ha\'c not yet been able
to go, 1 am sure I may say-with envy.

INCE 'OUf last issue the Newfoundland Regiment ha:;

had! more than a taste of the horrors of war, has ap­
parently borne an important part in the evacuation of

the Gallipoli positions, and after recuperating in Egypt has
been sent to the \'Vestern front which we must all feel is
bound to be the scene of the most important operations of
the war. The sufferings experienced by our men in Callipoli
were undoubtedly very great as is evi;dent from the large
number who broke down and had to go into hospitaL \Ve
have cause to believe, however, that in other regiments
there were far more deaths from exposure during the floods
and cold than occurred in aOurs ," Evidently our Officers
and N.C.O.'s dealt with the unexpected emergency in an ef­
Ficiet manner, for otherwise 'our death roll would have been
a long one. The health and physique of our men must have
been above the average to have en<tbled them to stand the
terrible strain as they ·did.

From the latest acc'Ounts that we have received Captain
Bernard after a breakd'Own from exposure has quite recovered
and is again on active service. C. Company of the Regiment
will be glad to have back with them the man who has been
their O.c. since the Rcg;iment left Scotland and. who has done
so much to raise the Company to so high a standard of effi­
ciency. There have been rumours that Captain Bernard
was recommended for the Military Cross, but there has been
11'0 official confirmation of this.

\Ve understand that Captain Raley is still Adjutant
(acting)----one of tJhe most responsible offices in any regi­
ment. Unless an officer f,rom the English army is appointed
to this position it is probably that Captain Haley will con­
tinue his good \-vork in this onerous post.

\Ve have heaT'd from various sources of the splendid
work done by Captain Rowsell, and of his energy and care
for his men. \Ve have worked with Lhese three as members
of our Staff, and Officers of our College Company. We have
no hesitation in stating that they are likely to be excelled
by none in their de\rotion to duty and in the efficiency of
their regular work. 'l'he opportunity to distinguish oneself
does not 'come to all; but should it come to these we know
that it will not go begging. Of many other Old Feildians
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whom we Ihave known personally and who are with the Regi­
ment either as Officers, N.C.O.'s, or Privates, we are proud
to be able to say the same. The College is doing its utmost
to "keep t,rack" 'Of them all and will be grateful for any in­
formation about any of them or for any news, direct or in­
direct.

Most of the 'communicati'Otls we have received have
been in the form of post-cards and' have necessarily been
short. Some of them will be found below:

"NallS voila a quelques heures des Turques. Au revoir,
mon vieux ct mille remerciments de tes lettres et bons
voeux. Tn sais que je ne change pas quoique mes lettres ne
saient pas nombreuses.

"}lave been out here (Valetta, Malta) for some ten or
twelve days with gastro-enteric and general break-down. A
frightful rainstorm with succeed-jng snow and frost rather
llpset us all~up to one's middle in water for three days and
no chance to change. Seven hundred 'cases of frozen feet here
alone. '\flas kicked out of trenches three days before evacua­
tion, so don't know where Regiment is. Ra. gone to Sicily
to recuperate. Expect I shall be sent to Florence or Rome
and then Salonika~but that is only conjecture. Mending
quickly though still very weak. Love to all and compliments
of season."
