For the seco nd year in success ion, howe ve r, the Cnl legv
had to face \"ery ha r d lu ck. For two mon th s our work was
very much up set by qu ar ant ine at Fe il d H all whe re most oi
our senio r st ud ents an d two of our juni or Form Xlastcr s were
shut up by an ou tbreak of dipht heria so m il d that most o f the
pati en ts d id no t eve n ha ve to go to be d. The winte r wa s vl'ry
se vere , a nd ne ar ly every Ma ster was absent for severa l day "
ow ing to illness-c-ch ief ly influenza. Eve ryo ne felt d iscour­
aged because of the impossib ilit y of doin g our regul ar wo rk
wit h a depl eted staff. Yet thro ugh it a ll the re was evi de nt
a grim determi nat ion " to make the best of a bad job ," a nd
e\"Cryone fel t th a t the real fri ends of the Coll ege wo uld un­
der s tand a nd make pr oper allowance fo r what was nobody's
fau lt . T he ab senc e o f anything approach in g dem oral isati on
in sp ite o f the diffic ult y o f providi ng the usual ove r-sig ht 0"
all Classes wa s a st r ik ing proof o f the goo d tone pr evai l ing'
am ongst both Master-s and Boys. Consider ing' the circum ­
sta nces a most sat isfactory st anda rd o f work was main ta in ed ,
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and in th e majority o f cases the t ime lost fa iled to se r ious lv

Fo r three
years we worked together and lin d togethe r as junior Ho use
M aste rs, and at the end of th at time there was not muc h that
w e did not kn ow abo ut onc ano the r, T ha t af the cnd o f such
int imate int er cou r se I liked and a dm ired l:iI11'evt n .mor e tha n
a t first , speaks volumes o f it self ; fo r it is not oftcn tha t J',?ung

F rom the fir st he sho we d that he possessed to a yc:ry
h igh degree those qualities that our most exact ing pr o fe ssi on
d emands if success is to be attained.

(: S5 a lat en t fo rce and fir e whic h no o ne k it parti cularly anx­
iou s to call fo r th ; and with all thi s an ab ilit y for o rgan isa­
ti on wh ic h ca use d t he wor k do ne to resul t in th e success fu l
cov er ing of th e co u rse requ ired, with a syste mat ic thorough­
ness that surpri sed and p lea sed th e st ude nt who fou nd hi m­
se lf doing mo re than he had intended o r ha d thought himself
capable of accomplishing.

\ Vh en in 19O'~ I ret urned to the College after an abse nce
o f eig ht years , I fou nd Co lonel Bernard sti ll at hi s pos t, hut
by this ti me he had made good hi s posi t ion as a Ma ster wh ose
usefu lness a n-I abi lity were bey o nd question. During the
six yea rs that fo llowed bef or e th e out break o f the war I
fo und that eve ry bit o f work that he un der took wa s done
w ith an effect ive ness tha t in some cases savo ured o f th e ma g ­
ical. Whatever the di fficulties he se eme d ab le to d iscove r
by inst inct some means or o ve rcomin g them. Any work en­
trusted to him co uld he dep ended a ll to reach a somewhat
higher degree a t success th an one had con side red possible . It
is ev ident that he must have trained him sel f very ca ref u ll y
to be able to deal wit h ever y diffi cu lt s it uat ion so eff ectually.
Ho wever acqu ir ed thi s ab i li t y of his to attain a high standard
of efficiency in whatever he undertook , an d to in spire those
un der him with energy an d industry, st ood him in good stead
whe n the wa r broke o u t an d he de cided to o ffe r hi s se rvices
in co nnection w it h {he F irs t Newf oundland Co n t ingent. For
yea rs he had been interested in m ilttary ma tt er s and ha d had
so me experie nce of ccrtni u pha se s o f m ili ta ry tr ai n ing in co n­
re cognized as par t icul a rl y his own and had bee n und e r his
uccti on with the C. L.H. The Co llege Co mpa ny -a-C. Co .- was
di rccrion pr act icall y s ince its incep t ion . He re agai n he had
cx pc rience in p rodu ci ng efficiency often fro m ve ry raw rna­
teria l. Those w ho kno w h is work recogn ized h im a s prob­
ah ly the most capable office r who " jo ined up" with th e " F ir st
Ri ve H und re d." \V ith no influen ce be h ind h im he ve ry soo n
began tt l at tract nttcntion in the Royal Nevv fou nd land R egi ­
mcut as a n offic er who hy so me means ma naged to ge t h is
me n into shape more qu ick ly and marc th oroug hly tha n was
usual in mo st cases : and when the war ended he had the ho n­
o ur o f being seco nd in co mmand of th e rst Battalion. an d in
reali ty the C. O. o f th at part of th e Regiment which
was on acti ve sen- icc at t he Fron t. In addi ti on to th is-the
hi g-hest hon ou r to wh ich a member of the Re g-iment cou ld
atta in- he was aw a rded the M ifi ta ry Cr oss a nd the Cr oix de
Gu erre.
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When the war ended he returned to the Co llege, and I
am convinced that in resuming th e work that he had la id
down in Iyq he experienced a great pl easu r e to which he had
lo ng look ed fo rwa rd . Yet other co ns ide rat io ns had to be
fa ced . The st ra in o f actin serv ice had been great, and he
had never fully recovered from th e sharp attack of illness
fro m wh ich he su ffe re d a fte r th e evacuation of Galli pcli . A
schoolmas te r's life while in te resti ng in man y resp ect s, is full
o f pet t y an no ya nces and is often tiresome, pa rticularly if o ne
is not th or ou ghl y st ro ng and wel l. T o many peopl e it seemed
r id ic u lous that he sho uld be content to "c o me down" to teac h­
ing after havi ng won suc h a po sition for him self. And last ly
he was co n te mp la t ing all owing hi mself to be made a prison er
of wa r in a con test in wh ich he was at the mercy of " the en ­
emy"-in a wo rd he wa nt ed to ge t marr ied ; so that when he
was offere d a positi on under the go vernm en t as one o f the J'

Commissi one r s fo r New fo undl and abroa d , at a sa la ry which
no mer e schoo lmaste r co u ld hope fo r , t he re was o n ly o ne
thing that he co ul d do. A ft er 23 years he decid ed with so mc
natu ra l re lu ctance to lea ve us, and ha vi ng received hi s res ig­
nat io n it becomes necessar y for us to wi sh him " Fa re well" .

II c ta kes w it h him the good w is hes of all of us, and more
tha n that , o u r affecti on and friends h ip. \V e ha ve bee n proud
of his success an d we f ccl con fid ent that in h is ne w work he
wi ll do what he al way s ha s done in the past-accompli sh far
mo re tha n eve n his fri ends wo uld ha ve th ou gh t possib le. W e
congratulate him upon h is a pproachi ng"marriag e and we wi sh
him eve r-y joy that l ife can bri ng. And wh en in years to
come he hap pens tot hi nk of the o ld schoo l we kno w th at the
memory w ill h r ing to h im ju s t a t in y pang o f regret for th e
o ld day s wh en . though th e work he did was out of a ll p ro po r­
t ion to the sa lary he rece ived . ve t there wa s a cer tai n ind e­
scr ibab le sat is fac t io n in fce ling th at year a fter year he was
helping to turn out goo d (' ~i zens for a cou ntry that ba d ly
need s th em.
