The New College Year. When the College re-opens after
the Summer Holidays there are always many new faces to
ve seen in the steadily increasing number of Feildians, while
many are missing who perhaps for years have been part of
the “Old School.” As a rule the Upper Sixth consists almost
entirely of new students while in the Lower Sixth much the
same holds good; but this year we have ten of our old boys
back in the Upper Sixth, and sixteen in the Lower Sixth, as
against six and twelve, respectively, last year. If this means
that parents are beginning to see the advantage of giving
their boys as advanced an education as their means will allow
we welcome the change with all our heart. Too many of our
boys have to go out into the world before they are properly
equipped mentally and before they are old enough to be sub-
jected to the temptations that we all have to face sooner or
later. A boy of 14 or 15 is very powerfully influenced by
those with whom he comes in contact, and every parent knows
what those going to work are liable to meet among their fel-
low employees. Often another year would make all the
difference. Between 15 and 18 the development of a boy’s
character is very marked. During that time he acquires prin-
ciple and learns to discriminate between good and bad com-
panions; while up to 15 he is liable to accept any one older
than himself as a suitable model of what a man ought to be.

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The Roll. This Term the College has eight fewer names
on the Roll than it had last Michaelmas Term, but last year
we had fifteen returned soldiers while this year there are
only two; so that as regards regular students there has been
a slight increase in numbers. There have been 54 new names
added to the register this year. The only Form not quite as
full as it ought to be is the Lower Sixth where there are only
25 boys. We rather dread the filling up of this Form as the
year advances. It is difficult to get some parents to realise
that when their boys are entered at any other time than the
beginning of the school year they have to take up the work
at the point which their Class has reached by that date. The
consequence in most cases is that these boys who come in late
have missed the foundation work of their year’s course, and
naturally anything built on an unsatisfactory foundation is
unlikely to be successful.

Staff. We welcome back to the Staff after seven years’
absence Mr. C. E. A. Jeffery who has decided to resume his
work as a Teacher at least for the time being. Since leaving
us in 1913 Mr. Jeffery has seen a good deal of the world and
we agree with the conclusion that he has evidently come to—
that there are worse places to live in than Newfoundland. It
is a great pleasure to have back with us one who is so com-
pletely identified with the College and who in the past has
proved so fully that there is nothing he is not prepared to do
for the welfare of the old school. We trust that Mr. Jeffery
will long be with us, and that the College authorities will be
able to induce both him and the rest of the Staff to remain
here; but it must be pointed out that even Schoolmasters need
to be able to live if they are to remain at their posts, and that
in the past neither Bishop Feild College nor any other
school in Newfoundland has seemed to realise this necessity.

We are still looking for the arrival of a new Master from
England—for Classics.

We offer our heartiest thanks to the Rev. E. H. Fletcher
for so ably filling a vacancy on our Staff last year. Mr.
Fletcher’s work was in many respects most successful, par-
ticularly in the Senior Forms. We thank him most sincerely
for the great assistance he gave us. If we had known in time
that he was likely to be in Newfoundland for another year
we should have endeavored to induce him to remain with us.
Mr. Fletcher only needed experience to become successful
as a “Dominie” for he had all the qualities—and they are
many—that a teacher requires to do good work, and all he
lacked was the “hard heart” that has to be cultivated in order

Inter-denominational Education. The Synod of 1920
devoted the greater part of its time and energies to the ques-
tion of combining with the other Denominations for Second-
ary Education. The College Boards though appointed by the
Governor in Council are nominated by the Synod, and it is
unlikely that any change in the present system will take
place without the consent of our Church “Parliament.”

The case for such a radical change was strongly put, but
from the outset it was evident that the feeling against it was
equally strong, particularly on the clerical side of the House.
The final vote showed a large majority on the clerical side
against any alteration of the present system, and a small ma-
jority on the lay side anxious for combination with other
denominations.

The Questions Discussed. A few of the more important
questions decided by the Synod in the course of the discus-
sions were as follows:

1.—Is it wise for such denominations as choose
to do so to make an attempt to work together in con-
nection with the Colleges?

2—Can the religious part of a child’s education
be dealt with in a satisfactory manner in a combined
College?

3—Is a denomination likely to suffer from its
children working in close contact with the children
of another denomination?

4—Will a combined College be able to give a
better secular education than is possible under the
present system?

The Effect of the Synod’s Decision on our Colleges.
‘Whatever one’s opinion may be as to the correct answers to
these questions there can be little doubt but that the Colleges
are likely to suffer. When the educational drive was
launched last year there was a general understanding that
subscriptions were being asked for the Colleges. The circu-
lar that was issued to possible subscribers is proof positive
of the fact that when it was drawn up the Colleges were in
the minds of the committee, and it is equally certain that the
Colleges were also in the minds of the vast majority of the



NOTICE TO HERRING PACKERS
AND SHIPPERS

(Addition to Herring Fishery Rules, Passed
and Gazetted, 1918)

DIRECTLY upon the arrival of Herrings at
St. John’s for transhipment, the owners or their
agents shall immediately take charge of same, see
that they are properly stored upon the belges, and
otherwise protected from the effects of the wea-
ther, re-coopered and repickled if so instructed by
an Inspector, otherwise the Board may cause ship-
ment of same to be deferred until such time as said
instructions have been complied with, and if at
any time an Inspector may have reason to believe
that Herrings through delay in transhipping or
otherwise, may have deteriorated in quality
through loss of pickle, exposure, or from any
other cause, he shall have power to cause them to
be opened and examined in his presence and, if
necessary (although previously inspected and
branded), may cause the Crown Brand to be re-
moved therefrom. Any person or persons failing
or refusing to carry out the instructions of an In-
spector in this respect, will be deemed guilty of a
violation of the Rules and Regulations.

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subscribers. Since the issue of that circular the inter-denom-
inational idea has forced its way to the front; and as it now
seems unlikely that this idea can be applied to the Colleges
in the immediate future, those who are keenly interested in
the proposed combination of denominations are assuming
that if the idea can be applied to elementary education in St.
John’s it will be proper to apply any part of the money that
is in hand to elementary school purposes. This must mean
that the Colleges will have to wait indefinitely for the im-
provements which our people promised them a year or more
ago.

It will also mean that while the present uncertainty lasts
as to what is to be done with the funds, annual subscribers
will hesitate to pay what they promised.

It is unfortunate that so splendid an effort as was made
should be spoiled by any differences of opinion. It behoves
us to see to it that some decision is come to as soon as poss-
ible, or it will be found that our people will become unwilling
to help a cause which cannot make up its mind as to what is
really wanted. The prospect of allowing the Colleges to re-
main as they are for another generation is one to which all
who are interested in them will object most strongly.

Bp. Spencer College. A number of important changes
have occurred in connection with the Girls’ Side of the
Church of England Colleges. After years of most devoted
and successful work Miss Stirling—shall we ever be able to
think of her by any other name—resigned her position as
Principal and has become Mrs. Fraser. One wonders whether
anyone vacating so important and responsible position has
taken with her a greater measure of affectionate respect and
admiration than we all offer Mrs. Fraser, and particularly
those of us who know what a heavy task she undertook and
brought to a successful issue when she became Principal of
Spencer College. The only fault we have ever heard laid to
her charge was that she did too much. Nothing that was for
the benefit of the College was too difficult for her to under-
take, and what she undertook she accomplished, often at the
expense of her own health. The Feildian offers Mrs. Fraser
its tribute of respect and of good wishes for every possible
happiness.

Miss Richards, a graduate of London University, has
been appointed Principal of Spencer College, and we wel-

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what forbidding appearance will soon be forgotten in the ap-
preciation of the fact that as a people we are filled with the
desire to make her stay here pleasant and interesting. Miss
Richards has already shown that she is prepared to make great
efforts for the best interests of the girls at Spencer College,
and steps are being taken to introduce many improvements,
particularly in connection with their physical welfare and
comfort. Signs are not wanting that, as every true teacher
must, Miss Richards regrets and objects to the degree to
which our schools are the slaves of the Examination system.
The fact that in the eyes of the public the schools are pitted
against one another in a competition for scholarships is so
evidently contrary to all modern educational ideals that it is
easy to sympathise with anyone who condemns our system.
“The sweating system” is condemned in every civilized com-
munity, yet it is towards this that the public is steadily push-
ing the schools, and the reason is not that examinations are
of necessity harmful but that the abuse of them is. Exam-
inations are abused when schools are tempted to drive their
pupils too hard, and it is exactly this that public opinion is
trying to compel us to do. The remedy lies of course in the
hands of the Teachers, but unfortunately we have many
teachers who are either unable to see that they are doing
harm or are too weak to stand out against the opinion of
people who know nothing of the circumstances and who de-
mand scholarships at any price. The desire to come out on
top is strong in all of us, and if Teachers give way to it what
can be expected of the people. We believe that if all schol-
arships, except in the highest grades, were cut out, and if
each school were left to do its own advertising, the annual
test would be free from all objectionable features and would
be taken as what it really is—a test of one part of the work
that is done by a well-organized and truly educational insti-
tution.
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PUBLIC NOTICE

PASSPORTS

Residents of this Colony, intending to travel out of Newfound-
land, are hereby notified that they may be required to produce
Passports at various points on their journey.

Pasgports are issued at the Department of the Colonial
Secretary, in accordance with Rules and Regulations approved
by the Governor in Council, to persons domiciled in Newfound-
land, who are—

1.—Natural-born British subjects;
2.—The wives and widows of such persons, or

3.—Persons naturalized in the United Kingdom, in the Brit-
ish Colonies, or in India.

A Passport cannot be issued on behalf of a person already
abroad; such person should apply for one to the nearest British
Mission or Consulate. Passports must not be sent out of New-
foundland by post.

Applicants are requested to have their Forms of Application
(which can be obtained at this Department), properly filled in,
according to marginal instructions thereon, and forwarded to the
Department in sufficient time to permit of any necessary al-
terations being made in the same before the date upon which
the Passport would be required.

The charge for a Passport is $2.50, which covers a period
of two pears, after which it may be renewed for four further
periods of two years each, at a charge of $1.00 for each renewal.

Examination Notes, 1920.

General—When first the C.H.E. results for 1920 were
published it appeared as though the College had done badly
because none of the Scholarships (which are all connected
with the Intermediate and Preliminary Grades) had fallen
our way. Our best candidate in the Intermediate Grade se-
cured 740 marks, and in the Preliminary, 80o3—both out of a
possible total of 1,000. Neither of these was high enough for
a Scholarship this year, though in other years such totals have
been sufficient to obtain the coveted distinction. At the risk
of having the retort “sour grapes” aimed at us we would say
quite frankly that to expect a higher standard of work than
8o per cent of the possible total from pupils of the age of
these candidates in so wide and general a test as either the
Intermediate or Preliminary Examination is to carry the
thing to a ridiculous extreme. Almost invariably it would
mean an dreary repetition of mechanical practice such as,
with the time entailed by such methods, would sicken the
keenest of students, and we are confident that more harm than
good would be done by them. It is because examinations when
carried to such extremes do so much injury to the candidates
themselves that any system which encourages or even per-

Extracts from the Merchant Shipping Act

referring to the Naming of Ships

Regulations made by the Board of Trade, in conjunction with
the Commissioners of Customs, under Section 50 of the
Merchant Shipping Act, 1906.

Under the provisions of Section 50 of the Merchant Shipping
Act, 1906, the Board of Trade, in conjunction with the Commis-
sioners of Customs, hereby make the following Regulations rela-
ting to ships’ names, and direct that they shall come into force
on 1st January, 1908.

1.—Any person who proposes to make application for the
Registry of a British Ship shall give notice in writing of the pro
posed name of the ship to the Registrar of Shipping at the in
tended Port of Registry at least fourteen days before the date on
which it is contemplated to effect the registry.

7—When it is proposed to register the ship at a port not
situated in the British Islands, the Registrar to whom the name
is intimated may proceed with the registry of the ship if he sat
isfies himself that the name does not appear in the Current Mer-
cantile Navy List; but if the name do so appear, the Registrar
shall transmit the applications to the Registrar General of
Shipping and Seamen, and the case shall be treated in the man-
ner laid down for registry in the British Islands.

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mits this kind of slavery to the competitive idea is con-
demned by educationists in every country. The Council of
Higher Education has to a very large extent reduced the
placing of a fictitious value upon 5 or 10 marks out of a poss-
ible total of 1,000. At one time we used to have a competition
in every subject of every Grade. This ended when Subject
Prizes were eliminated after it was found necessary to make
enquiries as to the very day on which candidates were born
in order to decide who had won the prizes. In time, no doubt,
what is left of the competitive system in these junior exam-
inations will be abolished; but in the meantime it is difficuit
not to judge schools as efficient or inefficient according to the
number of scholarships won. Even those who know some-
thing of education—or might be considered as doing so—are
liable to be affected by the “win at any cost” spirit, especially
during the month of September when the scholarship lists are
published. The whole business reminds one of one’s youthful
days when in order to win half a dozen marbles one willingly
gave up the whole of the dinner hour—only to be taught by a
paternal spanking that “the game was not worth the candle.”

The College Results in the 1920 Examinations were in
many respects the best we have ever had. In all Grades 35
of our candidates were successful, our previous best year giv-
ing only 66. In one Grade (Intermediate), 21 out of 24 can-
didates passed the test, and in another 30 out of 34. AIl mem-
bers of all the Forms concerned were entered if eligible.

‘When it is remembered that this was done in spite of the
loss of much of the school year owing to our Boarding De-
partment being in quarantine, that one member of the Staff
was unable to do any teaching in the afternoons, and that
nearly every member of the staff was absent through illness
for several days, we have good reason to be pleased with the
good quality of the work done and with the high standard of
our Results. A proper amount of time, too, was devoted to
non-examination work such as Divinity, Drill, Manual Train-
ing and Singing, thus avoiding the “lop-sided” type of edu-
cation that is produced by sticking too closely to mere exam-
ination subjects.

Senior A.A.—Two of our three candidates were success-
ful, one in the Honours Division. The third secured 76 per
cent in English, 71 per cent in Latin, 56 per cent in French
and 81 per cent in History, but went down in Mathematics, a
subject which he has always found his greatest difficulty. His
was a case of an unmathematical mind which nothing could
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have made mathematical; but we feel that if a great enough
effort had been made durmg the past two years he might have
scraped through and done himself great credit. That he
worked well in most subjects is proved by the marks he ob-
tained—marks such as only a really capable and hard-working
student could have earned. We look to him to show that even
if he is not brilliant as a mathematician he can do unusually
good work in other directions, particularly in literary sub-
jects.

Junior A.A.—Six of our candidates were successful, all
in the Honours Division. So far as this goes the result was
most satisfactory, but unfortunately there were several fail-
ures, Mathematics and Physics being the weak subjects. The
reason for this is easy to explain. In these two subjects the
time lost while Feild Hall was in quarantine made it imposs-
ible for candidates to cover the course of work prescribed. In
neither subject could much progress be made by private
study. In other subjects the industrious student could do
something on his own account, and the results obtained in
History, Geography and English prove that little time was
actually wasted. Moreover in the middle ofathe year the
Mathematics had to be transferred to a new master who could
not be expected to appreciate in an instant the new conditions
and the new type of student with whom he found himself.
Yet the change was necessary since the masters who had pre-
viously taken the classes would otherwise have had to neglect
other work which was just as important.

In this grade the History and Geography results were
unusually good.

The candidate in this grade who takes at least one for-
eign language and who obtains the highest aggregate total,
wins the Job Scholarship for the year. We congratulate T. J.
Quinton upon his good fortune in this connection. The Job
Scholarship is of the value of approximately $300, and it as-
sists the holder to prepare for the Senior A.A. and thus gives
him a chance to win the Jubilee Scholarship and then to go on
to a University.

Intermediate Grade—The work of this Grade was most
satisfactory. A little group of really keen workers came into
the Form from the Fifth and set the pace; and as they were
the youngest boys in the Form the rest had to exert them-
selves not to be left behind altogether by those much junior
to themselves. One of these juniors actually secured top

place in the examinations. Several of these juniors will be
sitting for the same examination next year being too young
to go on to Junior A.A., and we feel confident that they will
do extremely well. The Arithmetic, Drawing, General El-
ementary Science and Geography were the best subjects, and
the English Grammar and Composition were unusually good
if judged by the results, not one candidate failing to satisfy
the examiners.

In the Preliminary Grade a fairly satisfactory class re-
sult was obtained but there were too many failures in Arith-
metic—an essential subject. On the other hand there were
more distinctions in Arithmetic than in any other subject.
History and Geography were the two worst subjects. In En-
glish Grammar and English Literature a general good stand-
ard was maintained, there being very few failures in either.
In Hygiene and Drawing excellent work was done. If it had
been possible to divide the Form in two for Arithmetic as
was done for most subjects, there would probably have been
six or seven additional passes.

In Primary Grade the results were as good as the most
sanguine could have hoped, thirty candidates out of thirty-
four being successful, and fifteen of these reaching the Hon-
ours standard.

In all Grades there was a certain amount of unevenness
about the various subjects. Speaking generally we would say
that the English results were almost too good to be true—in
other words that the standard of marking was too low. The
Geometry, on the other hand, was very severely tested. In
the Preliminary Geom. very few candidates obtained any-
thing like satisfactory marks, and practically all schools have
had the same experience. If we are to have confidence in the
ability of examiners to really test our pupils this sort of thing
must not happen.
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V  Inter-Collegiate Football, 1920

The College First Eleven, by the time the practices were
over, shaped very well, and it was confidently expected that
they would give a good account of themselves.

From the result shown in the table given below it would
appear that our confidence was misplaced and that the team
was outclassed. Such, however, was not the case. In most
of the games the team showed themselves capable of stubborn
resistance, and up to a certain point their attack was strong.
The weakness lay in failing to press the attack early in the
game, to take advantage of opportunities immediately, and,
possibly in showing too much respect for their opponents.

The tendency of the backs was to remain too far behind
the play, leaving between themselves and the halves a wide
space in which their opponents, having eluded the halves,
were able to re-organize their attack—an opening that they
took advantage of again and again. This lack of co-opera-
tion resulted in too great a strain being placed upon the
backs, and consequently towards the end of the game their
efforts were less effective. Practically all the games were
lost during the last few minutes of play.

The lack of cohesion noticeable between the backs and
halves was also evident between the halves and forwards.
The half back line is expected to do everything—at times to
defend, at times to attack—but before everything, to see that
their forwards are fed. Skill and judgment are necessary to
decide which forward is in the best position to receive the
ball, and when he can most conveniently receive it. Therein
lay perhaps the chief weakness of the halves. Their play was
vigorous and in defence they did well, but head work was
lacking.

The winning of a match depends to a great extent upon
the forward line. First there is the matter of defeating the
opposing half backs, then the shooting for goal. There were
many excellent attempts at combination but one little weak-
ness was apparent on the part of certain players, a weakness
that again and again broke the combination, and on several
occasions lost the team a chance of scoring. To what was this
hesitation due? At first one felt inclined to attribute it to
one thing—funk. That word, which covers such a multitude
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of sins, did not seem, however, to cover this case, particular-
ly when it was noticed that the man who had hung back one
moment was seen a moment later tackling with all the energy
he possessed a far more formidable opponent.

It seemed to show rather a lack of decision, an uncer-
tainty as to what the opposing player was gomg to do. Re-
member, in future, that your aim and object is to get the ball,
and afterwards to decide what to do with it. Forget your
opponent excepting in so far as getting the ball befare him
is concerned. If your Ietti?g/up just a moment too soon is
due to your anxiety not to hurt anyone, forget that too. He
is quite as capable of looking after himself as you are.

St. Bonaventure’s College is to be congratulated upon
winning the championship. They won not so much because
they had a stronger team, as because they had the determina-
tion to win.

The position which the College team secured was disap-
pointing, but the improvement noticeable in the football as
the season advanced was gratifying and it is safe to predict
that with those who are left to form the nucleus of next year's
eleven we should have a successful season in 1921.

Several of the players showed marked ability and one in
particular deserves special mention. H. Smith, the goal-
keeper, proved himself a stone wall, and it was a rare event
to see an easy one slip by him.
