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PUBLIC NOTICE I
FOREST FIRES.

Every person who

Sets out, lights or starts any fire in or near any
woods, except for the purpose of clearing land, cooking,
obtaining warmth or for some industrial purposes, be­
tween the fifteenth day of April and the first day of De·
cember, without observing the following precautions:

(a) Selecting the locality in the neighbourhood of
which there is the smallest quantity of dead
wood, branches, brushwood, dry leaves, resinous
trees, heath, turf, dry moss, or vegetable matter
of any kind;

(b) Clearing the place in which he is about to light
the fire by removing all dead wood, branches,
brushwood, dry leaves, &c., from the soil within
a distance of ten feet from the fire in every di.
rection;

(c) Exercising and observing every reasonable care
to prevent such fire from spreading and carefully
extinguishing the same before quitting the place,

shall be Liable to a penalty of not less than Fifty Dollars
or more than Four Hundred Dollars for each offence, or
imprisonment for any period not exceeding twelve
months.

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HE RHODES SCHOLARSHIP AND THE JUBILE~;

SCHOLARSHIP.-It is with very great pleasure that
THE FEILDIAN heartily congratulates C. J. Parsons
upon his election to the Rhodes Scholarship, and O.

Mews upon winning the Jubilee Scholarship. They have both
thoroughly deserved their good (ortune for they have both
worked with all their might for it. They would both be the fir:st
to admit that there are other candidates who have deserved
these honours as much as they have, but who have not hact
Quite the same good fortune. We know that both of them will
bear their honours modestly, knowing as they do that they are
still only on the threshold of the great world of knowledge in
which they will find many as capable and industrious as them­
selves-perhaps even more capable and industrious. As they
have striven and won so they will be ready to go on striving,
whether success is always with them as to-day, or whether they
~ometimes have to admit failure. Neither they nor the College
will suffer from "swelled head" because of this success, so
that both they and we shall be able, we hope, to continue doing
~s good work in the future-or even better, perhaps-as we
have done in the past. The work that the College did in 1916·7
when Cecil Parsons spent his last year with us was as thorough,
as conscientious, and as deserving of praise as it is this year;
yet in that year we received little credit for it whereas this year,
no doubt, we shall be looked upon as having distinguished our·
selves. So, too, the other Colleges have probably done as good
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work this year as ever they have done in the past when they
had the honour of winning the Rhodes and the Jubilee. All the
Colleges are grateful to those of their friends who stand by
them and have faith in them through thick and thin, in good
times or in bad times; but they cannot, when they know they
are doing the best that circumstances will permit, think much
of the opinion of their fair·weather friends. THE FEILDIAN is
more than ready to admit that the other Colleges are, in their
own way, doing just as good work as Bishop Feild College, and
while we of course prefer OUf own methods of training (or we
should not have persisted in them) we do not claim that ours is
the only way though we consider it the best. Frankly we ad·
mit that from the point of view of winning scholarships-and
this is all the public can judge us by-we do not drive hard
enough and we devote too much time to average and backward
pupils. There is a price that some scholarship winners have to
pay that is too heavy-too heavy for them, too heavy for the
College, and too heavy for the other pupils of the College.
When this is so we have always refused to pay that price. Cecil
Parsons himself is a case in point. In his last year at the Col­
lege he was third on the Jr. A.A. list-four marks behind the
top boy in that Examination. if he had taken no interest in
the work of the College Companies, if he had not learned to
carry out his many duties-sometimes troublesome and dis­
agreeable duties-as Captain of the Hostel, he might quite
easily have won top place and secured at that stage the honour
and glory of doing so. As it was, both he and the College were
considered to have failed to do anything worth while. We ven­
ture to state, however, that if he had succeeded in '917 at the
price he would have had to pay, he would not to-day be what
he is-with the whole world at his feet and with the right sort
of character to take full advantage of his chance. THE FEII..OIAN
has waited long to be able to say these things so that they
would have the fullest weight. Of recent years some of our
friends have felt that while it was all very well for us to talk
about the value of the training which the College gives, a little
less character training and a little more scholarship cramming
would be more to the point. Now that it has been shown that
the College training does not prevent a pupil who is fit for it
from winning the scholarships that really matter, our methods
may come in for a greater amount of approval than they have
met with in the past..
THE OTHER CANDIDATES FOR THE RHODES.-A fact

which strengthens our argument is that there are two other
Old Feildians who are eligible for the Rhodes this year and who
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in some respects have even better qualifications for it than
Cecil Parsons. One of them entered and the other withdrew
his application in favour of this one. We confess quite frankly
that we did not feel able to decide which of these three should
be elected. Each in his own way was superior to the other two.
In our opinion each was eminently fitted to hold the scholar·
ship and to make a good use of it. All these three who are so
equal-and we venture to state that the Rhodes Committee had
great difficulty in deciding between the two who entered, and
that the third if he had not withdrawn would have had as good
a chance as either of the others, or perhaps even a better chance
-all these three are the product of what might be called the
"lean" years through which the College has passed. We very
much doubt whether any previous Rhodes Scholar from New­
foundland has been a better man, taking him "all round," at
the time of his election, than anyone of these three. The Col­
lege is proud of having produced three such fine fellows. We
only wish that all three of them could have had the great op­
portunity which the Rhodes offers; but we recognize that no
one of the three is dependent upon the Rhodes or upon any
other external thing for the ability to make a real success of
their life's work.

THE VALUE OF THE RHODES SCHOLARSHIP.-We some·
times hear remarks made to the effect that the Rhodes

Scholarship is not worth having. We believe that such a view
is profoundly mistaken. Oxford and Cambridge do not merely
produce great statesmen in England. They supply the British
Empire with the finest minds which it possesses,-the business
world, the manufacturing world, the Churches, Law, Medicine,
Science. To attempt to deny this is equivalent to saying that
the brains of Englishmen are of an in ferior type-a view that
was gaining ground to some extent before the War proved con­
clusively that such was not the case. The difference between
the trained mind and the untrained is that while the latter may
learn by experience to deal with some particular problem, the
former is able with comparatively little loss of time to solve
any problem that can be solved, and to overcome any difficulty
that it considers worth overcoming. To any community such
a mind cannot but be valuable. It may not see eye to eye with
the ordinary mind as to what things in life are worth striving
for, but its value to the community is probably all the greater
on that account, since it is notorious that many communities
devote themselves to things that are grossly material. All the
finest things of life came, after all, from the minds that have
ideas outside the scope of the ordinary man. To despise the

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highest training that the whole educational world can give is
to put oneself in the position of the man who does not send his
son to school because he himself got along well enough with­
out any education. We have almost all of us got beyond that
~tage, yet we argue that a still higher training is useless. The
truth, of course, is that no training that we can possibly secure
for our children is too good for them.

If an Oxford training does not benefit a stadent, the reason
must be that the person was unfit to receive it, or allowed him­
self to utterly miss what Oxford CQuid have given him. The
man who denies his son such a training when it is within his
power to give it, may be cheating his son and the world of a
power for good that would have cleared up some of the prob­
lems from which we are all suffering. Every branch of society
needs to-day the best trained and most highly developed minds
that can be produced. Newfoundland herself is suffering for
lack of leadership, and if those who might have become fitted
for leadership in politics, in law, in religion, in medicine, and in
every occupation are prevented from receiving the best train­
ing that the Empire can give, how are we to expect any im­
provement in what we all confess to be a poor state of affairs.
Of course if a man's sole thought is the making of money, the
quickest way is to give his son a course in judicious burglary.. . . . .
THE JUBlLEE SCHOLARSHIP has now become a prize that

. is confined to students who spend at least two years-some
candidates spend three-in preparation for the Sr. A.A. Or­
dinarily speaking no first year candidate has a chance. There
is a steadily increasing number of parents to whom this amount
of time seems worth while, since the scholarship will pay the
greater part of a student's expenses at a Canadian University
for three years. The result is that Newfoundland students go­
ing to Canadian Universities find the work there comparatively
easy, and there is much to be said for a system which accom·
pUshes this. We have read with great pleasure many compli­
mentary remarks made by Professors of McGill University
about the work of Newfoundland students, and the standing of
.McGiII is very high.

CHANG&'> MADE BY THE COLLEGE DIRECI'ORS.--ow;ng
to the heavy expenses that have to be met in connection with

heating and repairing the College. the Directors have found it
necessary to cut down the cost of keeping the accounts, and
have asked the Staff to be responsible for the collection of
Fees. As the Staff already has its hands full, this can only be
done if all unnecessary complications connected with keeping
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accounts is eliminated. The result has been a system of month·
ly payments in advance, the cutting out of all arrears, and a
uniform charge throughout the College. Bills cannot be re·
pealed again and again. A boy whose bill is not paid by a fixed
date simply ceases to be a member of a c1ass.until such time as
the account is paid. This will not injure anyone but the man
who cannot pay his bill; and the annoyance of being asked for
payment each month instead 'of quarterly is met by the possi­
bility of paying for three or fOUf months in advance at one
time, or even for the whole year.

The whole system was carefully explained in a circular
issued by the College Directors to all parents. A copy of this
will gladly be sent by the Headmaster to any parent who de­
sires it.

By this system the College is saved a considerable sum of
money which can better be spent on coal and equipment. The
College will also be saved the disgrace of being "dunned" for
money that cannot be paid because of the arrears in Fees. The
system is being applied gradually in connection with the first
month's fees as the College did not reopen at the beginning of
that month, and some slight degree of consideration has been
necessary in consequence, that will not be possible in future
months. Neither the Headmaster nor the Assistant Masters
are given the power to discriminate between one parent and
another, but all will be treated alike, as of course is only fair.
We have to thank the vast majority of parents for the willing­
ness with which they have fallen in with the new regulation..;.
We feel confident that in a very short time we shall all be won­
dering why we did not try this method long ago.. . . . .
CHANGE IN FEES.-Up to the present the College Tuition

. Fee has steadily increased as a boy advanced from Form to
Form, and all Forms have shared about equally in the College
Grant from the Government, whether he was doing elementary
work or work of the standard that might be called secondary
or collegiate. This has meant the starving and discouragement
of collegiate work for the benefit of those who are at the eJe­
mentary stage. The Board of Directors have decided that those
using the College for elementary school work must pay the
whole cost of their education, and that the College Grant must
be reserved for those Forms where strictly College work is be­
ing done. A uniform Tuition Fee of $40.00 per year is there­
fore to be charged. If three or more children from the same
family are attending either branch of the C. of E. College
(Feild and Spencer), a reduction of 10 per cent on the Tuition
Fee is made for all of them. If five or more children from the
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same family are in attendance, the youngest is to receive free
Tuition, and all the others are given a reduction of ten per cent.
In this way as much consideration as possible is given to the
heads of large families. A charge of 10 cents per month is
made for Stationery (Pencil, Pen, Ink, Blotting Paper), for the
Games Fund, for Manual Training and for THE FEILDIAN-all
of which are compulsory for all pupils. Only one member of a
family is required to take THE FEILDtAN, and Forms above Form
V do not take Manual Training. The net result of the change
is that the accounts have been much simplified, there can be no
arrears because boys whose bills are not paid in advance no
longer belong to the College after a fixed date, and in the up­
per forms there has been a reduction of the Tuition Fee. In
the lower forms there has been an increase, of course, due as
we have explained above, to the claim that the College Grant
has never been inte~ded ;0 be.used.r0r e2ementary education.

• tails of the Examination Results. We are sorry that Kent

and Percival in Intermediate were four marks and six marks
respectively short of scholarship rank, and Phillips in Prelimin­
ary was almbst as near this coveted position, for all three of
them did a most creditable year's work and were sufficiently
capable to warrant our hopes for them. However we shall hear
from all three of them in the future in connection with more
important work than they have reached so far.

On the whole the results were most satisfactory. A new
record was made in the number of passes-ninety-one, as
against eighty-five l~st ye;r wh~ch w.as ou: previous best.

Regulations made by the Board of Trade, in conjunction with the
Commissioners of Customs. under Set:tion 50 of the Mer­
chant Shipping Ad, 1906.
Under the provisions of Section 50 of the Merchant Shipping

Act, 1900, the Board of Trade, in conjunction with the Commis­
sioners of Customs, hereby make the following Regulations re·
lating to ships' names, and direct that they shall come into force
on 1st January, 1908.

I.-Any person who proposes to make application for the
Registry of a British Ship shall give notice in writing of the pro­
posed name of the ship to the Registrar of Shipping at the in­
tended Port of Registry at least fourteen days before the date on
which it is contemplated to elfect the registry.

Residents of this Colony. intending to travel out of New·
found land, aTe hereby notified that they may be required to pro­
duce Passports at various points on their journey.

Passports are issued at the Department of the Colonial Se.:­
retary, in accordance with Rules and Regulations approved by
the Governor in Council, 10 persons domiciled in Newfoundland,
who are-

1.-Natural·born British subjects;

2.-The wives and widows of such persons, or

3.-Persons naturalized in the United Kingdom, in the Brit­
ish Colonies, or in India.

A Passport cannot be issued on behalf of a person already
abroad, such person should apply for one to the nearest British
Mission or Consulate. Passports must nol be sent out of New·
foundland by post.

Applicants are requested to have their Forms of Application
(which can be obtained at this Department), properly filled in,
according to marginal instructions thereon, and forwarded to the
Department in sufficient time to permit of any necessary al­
terations being made in the same before the date upon which
the Passport would be required.

The charge for a Passport is $2.50, which covers a period of
two years, after which it may be renewed for four further periods
of two years each, at a charge of 51.00 for each renewal.

MAJOR RALEY and Mr. Thornley have both severed their
connection with the College as members of ·the Staff, but

we feel confident that both of them will remember the old
School all their lives with affection and regret as the College
will remember them. Major Raley came to us many years ago,
in 1909, and throughout the intervening years, except during
the waf when he served with such distinction as to become
second in command of the Royal Newfoundland Regiment, he
has served the College with a devotion and enthusiasm that
very few people have quite realised. A somewhat dour York­
shireman who would hate to "slobber" and "talk," those who
knew what his work was often wondered where he got the
energy and keenness to accomplish all that he did. To slackers
and idlers he was always a terror-probably this is the ex­
planation of the fact that in the Regiment he was looked upon
as a hard-hearted martinet incapable of mercy or compassion
-; but to those who tried to do their duty he was always more
than willing to give all the help and sympathy that could be
given. He simply could not understand a man or a boy taking
on a job and then not trying to carry it out properly. When
he took part in anything his whole being was given up to mak­
ing it a success. In the College his work was always well done,
his discipline was always perfect, and his innuence was always
in the direction of turning idle indifferent slackers into keen,
efficient, manly workers. He did not often use "kid-glove"
methods, but nowadays when our community in common with
many others is overrun with ill-conditioned "hooligans" who
have no respect for law and order, it would perhaps be better
if training such as Major Raley believed in were a little com­
moner than it is. Many excellent teachers consider that they
have done well to put in energetic work during school hours;
but ever since coming to the College Major Raley has given up
practically every afternoon from 4 to 6 to the school games;
and many of the best athletes in Newfoundland owe to him the
keenness that has made them what they are. Such well-known
players as Duke Winter, E. Ewing, J. Paterson, R. Chafe, H.
Rendell and many others will bear witness to the fact that it
was Major Raley who first taught them how a game ought to
be played. In connection with the C.L.R. and particularly with
the College Companies Major Raley gave hours of his spare
time every week. To say that we shall miss him is to fail en­
tirely to express the great loss the College has sustained by his
leaving us. It is a great pity that an institution such as ours
should not be able to offer such a man a sufficient salary to en-

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able him to continue the work that he loved and for which he
had so many of the necessary Qualifications. As it is his friends
could only advise him to accept the commission in the British
Army secured for him by the kindness of His Excellency the
Governor, a post depending upon his passing the necessary
medical tests which are now unusually severe. We can only
wish him every possible happiness and success in his new work
whatever it may be, and assure him that we in Bishop Feild
College will long remember his self-sacrificing devotion to
whatever was for the welfare of the College-a devotion which
proved far more than any self-advertisement on his part could
have done that he loved the old school and showed his love in
the right sort of way.

MR. THORNLEY was with us for a year and a half. Coming
from Manchester University where most of his teaching was

done, he at first found the conditions in Newfoundland very
trying. He had to learn how to take a class of boys who in
some cases were quite willing to waste as much time as they
would be allowed to waste-a class in which there were many
various standards of knowledge, and in which much of the pre­
requisite knowledge was conspicuous by its absence and where
the rate of work varied as the number of the pupils. Coming
in the middle of the College year, to a climate which happened
when he landed to be showing how nearly it could approach
polar conditions, it would have been surprising if Mr. Thorn­
ley had not been somewhat disconcerted at first. By June how­
ever he had adapted himself to the new conditions. On the reo
opening of the College last September advantage was taken of
the fact that Geology was one of Mr. Thornley's pet subjects
(as a matter of fact he came out to Newfoundland chieAy be·
cause he was interested in its rocks), and classes in this subject
were arranged in the Intermediate, Junior A.A., and Senior
A.A. grades. So interesting and practical was his method of
teaching that a large number of students made collections of
their own; and at an exhibition of collections held at Feild
Hall it was evident that a large body of most effective and
practical work had been done throughout the year. In a country
like ours where the mineral resources are almost unknown,
such work as this may be of enormous value to the community;
and it is hoped that we shall be able to secure a man capable
of continuing the splendid start made under Mr. Thornley's
guidance.

In many other respects Mr. Thornley proved himself to be
the type of man that every school needs. Nothing that he could
do to help any student was too much trouble for him to do.

c. H. E. Results, 1921

THE C.H,E. Examinations for 1921 have given every friend of
B.F.C. good cause for the deepest satisfaction.

candidates did not obtain everything that they had hoped for,
but the greatest honour of all-the jubilee Scholarship-which
is awarded by the Newfoundland Government to that student
who. taking the necessary subjects, secures the highest total in
the Sr. A.A. has fallen to the lot of a B.F.C. student, Olive
Mews.

Lellers from Creal Brilain, Ihe Dominion of Canada, Ihe

United States of America, and to all British Colonies, are for­
warded to d"stination for two cents per ounce or fraction thereof,
plus one cent war tax on each letter. Valuable letters may be
registered for delivery in Newfoundland for three cents, but to
other places the registration fee is five cents, excepl to the United
Kingdom, where the charge is Two Pence-four cents.

One cent is now needed on all letters. local and foreign,­
where it was two cents it is now three, where it was five cenls
it is now six cents.

Postcards, newspapers and parcel post Tales are the same
as before-no increase. A one-cent card is good for all o\'er
Newfoundland.

From May to December Parcels of merchandjs~ are delivered
to destination in Newfoundland at the rate of one cent for the
first two ounces, and so on up to one pound, which is forwarded
for eight cents, the second pound three cents additional, or II
cents, and three cents for each additional pound, or fraction
thereof, up to 10 and II pounds, which is the limit at 35 cents.
Between December and May delivery is subject to delays, and
the service to partial discontinuance.

The name and address of the senders of parcels should al­
ways be written on the parcel clearly and distinctly, preferably
at the left hand top corner, before posting.

A.A., setting for the former a paper that
was in some respects more difficult than that set for the latter.
A number of similar stupidities occurred in the C.H.E. papers
this year, and brought discredit upon the work of the Council;
but it is unlikely that careless and stupid errors of this kind
will be allowed to occur again or that those guilty of them will
be permitted to inflict themselves upon us another year.

There had been some possibility, too, of a scholarship for
us in the Preliminary Grade, and R. Phillips came within 30
marks of one-a shortage which is not very considerable in a
possible total of 1,000 marks. His English Literature marks
(50) were the cause of this shortage. Apart from these mir­
fortunes we have done better than ever before. Ninety·one
of our candidates have been successful. the highest previous
number being eighty·five who passed last ye~r. Distinction
was won in 220 papers, that is 70 per cent or more of the pos­
sible marks were secured in these subjects. This is clear proof
of the general high standard of the work of all grades. For
purposes of comparison we give the figures for this year and
last year:

Before last year the highest number of successful candidates
we had had was sixty·six.

In the Sr. A.A. both our candidates did remarkably well, O.
Mews winning the Jubilee Scholarship with a total of 854 (dis­
tinction in every subject), and T. J. Quintin who was sitting for
the first time in this grade being in the Honours Division.

In the Jr. A.A. seven of our candidates were in the Hon­
ours Division and five in the Pass Division. History was the
subject that produced most distinctions.

In the Intermediate Grade five of our candidates secured
Honours and ten a Pass. Science, English Grammar, Arith­
metic and Drawing were the subjects producing most Distinc­
tions while in Latin 4 candidates out of the 6 taking the sub­
ject scored over 70 per cent, and in French 4 out of 9.

In the Preliminary Grade 4 of our candidates were in the
Honours Division and 33 in the Pass Division. There was only
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a small number of second year candidates, but next year's re­
sults in this grade ought to be unusually good since the first
year candidates have done so well this year.

In the Primary Grade the result was probably not quite as
good as that of last year, 4 being in the Honours Division and
21 in the Pass Division. Last year's Primary Class was un­
usually good and were the same boys who did so well this year
as first year candidates in Preliminary. They will be heard
from again next year as second year Prelim. candidates, and
later on right through their course.
