FOREST FIRES.

Every person who

Sets out, lights or starts any fire in or near any
woods, except for the purpose of clearing land, cooking,
obtaining warmth or for some industrial purposes, be-
tween the fifteenth day of April and the first day of De-
cember, without observing the following precautions:

(a) Selecting the locality in the neighbourhood of
which there is the smallest quantity of dead
wood, branches, brushwood, dry leaves, resinous
trees, heath, turf, dry moss, or vegetable matter
of any kind;

Clearing the place in which he is about to light
the fire by removing all dead wood, branches,
brushwood, dry leaves, &c., from the soil within
a distance of ten feet from the fire in every di-
rection;

(c

Exercising and observing every reasonable care
to prevent such fire from spreading and carefully
extinguishing the same before quitting the place,

shall be liable to a penalty of not less than Fifty Dollars
or more than Four Hundred Dollars for each offence, or
imprisonment for any period not exceeding twelve
months.

H.E. SCHOLARSHIPS.—The Council of Higher Education

i has found that its expenses are steadily increasing owing
to the steady increase in the numbers of candidates for ex-
amination. As the Examination Fee is smaller than the charge
made by the examiners for each candidate it has become neces-
sary for the Council to reduce its expenses by cutting out the
Scholarships, and to increase its income by raising the Ex-
amination fees as follows: Primary, $1.00; Preliminary, $2.00;
Intermediate, $3.00; Jun. A.A., $5.00. Last year there were a
thousand candidates more than in 1920. There can be no ques-
tion as to the value of the Council’s work. We believe that the
abolition of Scholarships is a step in the right direction.: We
have never been able to see the reasonableness of giving a can-
didate with say 850 marks a scholarship, while another with 849
is considered to be a comparative failure. Whatever harm the
Examinations do is largely connected with the Scholarships
that have been offered for competition. Parents, pupils, and
teachers all know that there have been many examples of over-
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work and overstrain in the past and that the hope of winning a
scholarship has nearly always been at the bottom of it. It is
true of course, that parents and teachers ought to be sensible
enough to prevent overwork. It is equally true that many
parents and many teachers have failed to do their duty in this
connection. We hope that so far as the junior grades are con-
cerned the scholarships have disappeared for ever. When
scholarships are offered in a school the frantic efforts to win
them are not likely to be made and all competitors are working
on equal terms. The school is no longer tempted to become a
slave to the examination system and some attention can be
paid to what is for the welfare of the child rather than to what
will pay from an examination point of view. The temptation
to abandon the slowest pupils in order that the most capable
may do extremely well, is much reduced; and the sickening dis-
appointment of the capable hard-working pupil who just fails
to reach the standard of the select few is no longer likely to
occur. In the past the scholarship system has done more harm
than good, largely because the standard was a movable one,
and also because candidates were taught by them to look upon
education as a fight against others, a struggle in which he or
she had to strain every nerve, and all for twenty or twenty-five
dollars! And so at the end of a school year the ordinary can-
didate feels—and probably says—"“I never want to open an-
cther book!”

3l1st, 1920; also to the following amended Regulations:—

FOX FARM LICENSES.

“No person shall operate a Fox Farm without a License
therefor from the Game and Inland Fisheries Board. Such
Licenses shall expire on the Thirtieth day of June in each year.”

FUR BUYERS AND SHIPPERS.

—“No person shall engage in the business of buying or
shlppmg the skins of fur-bearing animals without a License
therefor from the Game and Inland Fisheries Board. Such
Licenses shall expire on the Thirtieth day of June in each year.
A fee of fifty cents for each License shall be paid by the Licensee
to the person issuing same.”

2.—“Twice in every year, on or before June 30th and Decem-
ber 31st, every buyer or shipper of fur shall report to the Game
and Inland Fisheries Board, St. John’s, on a form or forms pro-
vided for the purpose, whether or not he has exported any fur,
and the quantity and kind of al] furs exported by him during the
previous half year. N t buyers or leaving the
Colony be!ore either of the above mentioned dates, shall report
before leaving.”

Game and Inland Fisheries Board.
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Speech Day, 1921

PEECH DAY, 1921, was held in the Casino on December
20th, and was a very successful and enjoyable affair in
spite of the fact that the Boys’ Programme consisted
almost entirely of samples of regular school work—

singing, drill and recitations in Latin, French and English.

Among the audience which consisted particularly of parents

and other adult friends of the College were His Excellency the

Governor, The Lord Bishop of Newfoundland, The Chief Jus-

tice, and the Mayor of St. John’s, all of whom are Old Feildians.

Upon the arrival of His Excellency the Governor, for whom a

guard of honour from the College Companies under Lieut.

Colley, C.L.B., was drawn up in the entrance to the “Casino,”

the programme opened with the Headmaster’s Report. (This

will be found in detail on another page.) The Boys' Pro-
gramme came next, as follows:

Practically every item was well presented, the singing be-
ing particularly good and the drill well up to the high standard
of the College Companies. The programme was without the
humorous character that it has had of recent years when the
chief feature has been an operetta, but the older members of
the audience were the more pleased with it on that account
since it conformed more nearly than usual with the ordinary
Speech Day programme of a serious nature. Each performer
had good reason to be proud of his success.

At the end of the Boys’ programme the Chair was taken
by the Lord Bishop, and His Excellency the Governor proceed-
ed to distribute the prizes. The Bishop in a short speech in
which he expressed his satisfaction at the good work which the
College was doing, pointed out that from the ranks of Old
Feildians had been drawn the Governor of the Colony, the
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Bishop, the Chief Justice, the Mayor of St. John’s, and many
other leading men of the community.

The Superintendent of Education, Dr. Blackall, expressed
his satisfaction and pleasure at the success of the College dur-
ing the past year, not only in the high standard of work done
in connection with the C.H.E. examinations but particularly as
regards the winning of the Jubilee Scholarship and the election
of two successive Old Feildians as Rhodes Scholars.

His Excellency the Governor, in responding to the vote of
thanks which was enthusiastically offered him, thanked the
previous speakers for their expressions of regret at the fact
that his term of office was about to expire. He spoke of the
growing importance of the work of the College and emphasised
the necessity for making the education of our boys as broad
as possible rather than confining it to mere “bread and butter”
subjects which fail to give that wide outlook and vision that
every community and every section of a community needs to-
day. Upon every man and woman rests a greater responsibility
than that of earning his living, and to those who are capable
of bearing that greater responsibility the task of providing the
material things of life will be much easier and less uncertain
than to those whose outlook is narrow and who have but one
interest in life.

The programme ended with the singing of the National
Anthem, after which the usual College Cheers were given with
a vigour that gave proof of the pleasure which Speech Day,
1921, had afforded.

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Headmaster’s Report, 1920-21

Your EXCELLENCY,
My Lorb,

GENTLEMEN OF THE DIRECTORATE,

LApIES AND GENTLEMEN :

IT is with very great pleasure that I welcome you to our
Annual Speech Day and Prize-giving. The report that
I have to give of the College and its work during the
past year is in many respects the most satisfactory
one that we have ever had.

In spite of the fact that at the beginning of the year un-
der review (1920-1) it was found necessary to substantially in-
crease the Tuition Fees, the number of pupils enrolled during
the year amounted to 252—a number that was only surpassed
in the previous year. Thus the increase in fees brought a sub-
stantial increase in the income of the College; yet owing to
large outlay in connection with repairs that were long overdue,
and owing to the heavy cost of such necessaries as coal, it was
found at the end of the year that there was a deficit. The
Directors found it necessary, therefore, to make certain
changes in the College fees this year, with a view to still fur-
ther adding to the income of the College, and these changes
have fallen somewhat heavily on the parents of boys in our
lowest Form—Form iii. The reason for these changes has al-
ready been explained very fully in a circular to parents issued
in August and September. I am glad to be able to say that the
effect of the changes has been less severe than might have
been expected; and I believe that if conditions in the town and
in the country generally had been normal our numbers would
have remained as large as ever. As it is we have had only
eight boys less in the College this past term than we had in the
corresponding classes this time last year, and I consider that
this has been equivalent to what I might term a vote of con-
fidence in the College on the part of the parents of our boys.
! sincerely thank you all for the loyalty that you have shown
to the College, and | promise you that as far as the work and
efforts of the Staff are concerned you will have no reason to
regret the loyal backing that you have given to your school.

The work of the College during the past year was extreme-
ly satisfactory; and even more satisfactory was the fact that

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quite recently we have reaped a part of the harvest that came
from seed sown some years ago. I am referring, of course, to
the fact that two Old Feildians, Mr. Cecil Parsons and Mr.
Ralph LeMessurier, have during the autumn been elected
Rhodes’ Scholars. This I think is a unique distinction for any
school in this country to win. It is a fact, too, that there is a
third Old Feildian, Mr. Arthur Johnson who, if he had not with-
drawn his candidture for personal reasons that do him the
greatest credit, would have had a rather better chance of elec-
tion than either of the two who were chosen; for last year Mr.
Johnson missed election by only a narrow margin. These
three were the outcome of some of the lean years of the Col-
lege when we were supposed to have done very little; yet these
lean years produced these men and others like them, and helped
to cause a University of such standing as McGill to say through
one of its professors that they have learnt to expect a very
high standard of work and character from Newfoundland
students. This statement actually occurs in one of the letters
of recommendation written for one of the candidates at the
recent election for the Rhodes’ Scholarship; and we must all
be proud to know that Old Feildians have helped to build up
that reputation which our Newfoundland students have evident-
ly won for themselves in McGill.

It may interest you to know why Mr. Parsons has resigned
the Rhodes Scholarship. After his election he made enquiries
as to how far the medical work he has done at McGill would
qualify him for more advanced work at Oxford. He found that
until he had taken his degree no allowance could be made, but
that he would have to begin again at the beginning of the
medical course. He considered that this would cause him to
waste a lot of valuable time, and he decided to remain at Mc-
Gill for the additional year that would give him his degree and
then to apply again for the Rhodes Scholarship. There can be
no doubt that he has decided wisely though an ordinary man
would have hesitated, perhaps, to run the risk of not being
clected next year. One cannot but admire his courage and .
wish him the success that he deserves. [ may add that he did
not resign the scholarship on account of his health. He has
never been in better health than he is at present, and the only
physical disability from which he has ever suffered was that in
a game of football while at school he put his knee out and had
some bother with it afterwards. Of the Rhodes Scholar elect,
Mr. Ralph LeMessurier, in hearty congratulations to whom I
am sure you all join with me, I will only say that his record at
McGill has been a most brilliant one, that he has won several
scholarships and prizes there in competition with the other

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students of his year and taking the Arts course, and that we
who know his work and ability and character are convinced
that he will distinguish himself wherever he goes and will
bring credit both to himself and to Newfoundland.

The next success that the College has had, and one that is
more closely connected with last year’s work, is the winning
of the Jubilee Scholarship by Olive Mews. Miss Mews was the
first girl to attend Bishop Feild College for all her subjects,
and though personally I have always been and still am opposed
to mixed classes of boys and girls, I confess that her influence
in the small group with which she worked was an inspiration.
We have never had a harder worker, a more thorough and con-
scientious student than Miss Mews. To all of us it was a
pleasure to help a pupil who insisted upon getting to the heart
of every difficulty, who was prepared to do even more work
than was set, and who, while enjoying an easy time as much
as the best—or worst—of us, was yet full of determination to
use her opportunities, and allowed nothing to interfere with
the course that she had decided to follow. I have always known
that women were just as capable, mentally, as men provided
that they educated themselves, but there has never been a
clearer proof of this fact than the Jubilee Scholar of 1921.
We congratulate her very heartily and wish her every success
at Toronto University.

In the Senior A.A. Examination of the Council of Higher
Education both our candidates passed in the Honours Division,
obtaining 7 distinctions in subjects (70 per cent or more).

In the Junior A.A. twelve of our candidates passed, seven
of them in the Honours Division, with 15 distinctions.

In the Intermediate Grade fifteen of our candidates passed,
the class obtaining 57 distinctions—five of these candidates
were in the Honours Division. Two of them obtained over 80
per cent of the total possible marks, but the highest of them
was 4 marks short of a scholarship, and the second 6 marks
short.

In the Preliminary Grade thirty-seven of our candidates
were successful, six of them in the Honours Division. The
class obtained 88 distinctions in subjects. The top boy had 85
per cent of the possible total but was 8 marks short of a
scholarship. In this grade T. Ricketts, V.C,, who could neither
read nor write when the War ended, secured a diploma, and
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passed the first milestone in his advance towards fitting him-
self for a profession. I am sure you all wish him every pos-
sible success.

In the Primary Grade twenty-five of our boys were suc-
cessful, eight of them being in what is equivalent to the
Honours Division; and fifty-three distinctions were won.

Altogether 97 of our candidates passed in the various
grades. In the previous year 85 passed. Before then our best
record was 66. From the point of view, then, of general
efficiency last year was the best we have ever had. Owing to
various circumstances it is doubtful whether this record will
be surpassed for some time, but one always hopes that it may
be possible to overcome circumstances and to accomplish what
at one time seemed impossible.

From the point of view of athletics the College was ap-
parently not very successful, but we had a good Hockey Team,
a very fair Rugby Team and an Association Football Team that
was only beaten in the final game by the odd goal. Though
our numbers are small as compared with the other Colleges so
that we have a smaller amount of material to draw from, and
though under such circumstances it is hardly reasonable to ex-
pect us to produce winning teams, yet year after year the
games go on as vigorously as ever, and B.F.C. continues to
have the reputation of putting up a clean, hard, game. We
understand that the Old Feildians have determined to supply
the school with a Football Field which will make good football
possible. This is the right sort of move if progress is to be
made, and we wish the Old Boys every possible success in their
undertaking. We hope that by this time next year sufficient
funds will have been raised to make a beginning.

The College Companies have continued during the past
year to do a great work in connection with the development
both of the physique and of the character of our boys. I ven-
ture to state that there is no part of the work of the College
of more importance than this; and I trust that both Companies
will long continue to develop the self control of our boys,
their sense of responsibility, and their bodily powers.

1 am glad to be able to say that the tone of the College
has continued to be good, and, in some respects, to improve.
It is easy to lose sight of the fact that every year a large num-
ber of new boys enter the College, particularly in our senior
Forms; and it is sometimes difficult to prevent the new material
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Under the provisions of Section 50 of the Merchant Shipping
Act, 1906, the Board of Trade, in conjunction with the Commis-
sioners of Customs, hereby make the following Regulations re-
lating to ships’ names, and direct that they shall come into force
on Ist January, 1908.

hen it is proposed to register the ship at a port not
snusted in the British Islands, the Registrar to whom the name
is intimated may proceed with ‘the registry of the ship if he satis-
fies himself that the name does not appear in the Current Mer-
cantile Navy List; but if the nam: do so appear, the Registrar
shall the to General of Ship-
ping and Seamen, and the case shall be treated in the manner
laid down for registry in the British Islands.

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from having too much influence on the old. Each year this
struggle goes on, and each year its outcome depends largely
upon the character of those older boys who have gone through
the College. A greater load of responsibility lies upon these
boys than they sometimes quite realise and calls for more
leadership and strength and self-denial than they feel prepared
to display. I would remind them that men like those elected
this year to the Rhodes Scholars were made what they are by
the very same responsibilities as now rest upon the senior boys
of the College, and that strength can come only from striving.

Since last Christmas the College has lost the services of
three very energetic and capable Masters—Major Raley, Mr.
Thornley and Mr. Smith. It will take us some time to get over
this loss even though the vacancies have been filled by most
capable teachers. All three of them devoted themselves to the
utmost of their ability to the welfare of the College, and their
experience enabled them to do most effective work. We wish
them every possible happiness and success in their new work,
and we shall long remember them for their energy and for

- their devotion to what made for the well being of the old
school.

The Preparatory School or Kindergarten Dept. has been
housed since September in Spencer College, where combined
classes make it possible to provide more effective training. We
miss the little boys and their teachers, but we hope and believe
that more will be able to be done under the new conditions
than the funds or the conditions of Bishop Feild College would
allow.

We heartily welcome Miss Joyner, Mr. Hopkins, Mr.
Gardner and Mr. Murdock to the Staff. We trust that their
connection with the College will be a long one and full of hap-
piness and success.

The College owes a hearty vote of thanks to the ladies of
the Spencer Club who have decided to devote their work this
year to the needs of B.F.C. Already they have informed me
that they are prepared to pay $1,000,—the proceeds of a sale
held in October,—towards the fitting up of a Chemical Labor-
atory in the College. It is very necessary that the College
develop this branch of its work since we are unable at present
to give our students the training in Chemistry that is needed
tefore they take up a Medical course at the University.

I desire to very heartily thank those ladies and gentlemen
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who have so generously supplied the prizes which will be dis-
tributed this evening. The cost of books and other prizes has
been so great of late years that one has sometimes been anxious
as to whether the prize funds would be sufficient to meet the
expenses; but I am glad to say that our friends have always
been most generous, and never more so than this year.

When, last year, the College found itself unable to add to
its staff as its work required, we were most kindly helped out
of our difficulty by Mrs. Stirling Fraser who made herself re-
sponsible for the work of two of our French classes and, I
need not tell you, did most effective and successful work with
them throughout the whole year. We are most grateful to
Mrs. Fraser for her very great kindness in this connection.

To the Rev. Canon Field and the Rev. J. Brinton we also
offer our heartiest thanks for their regular lessons in Divinity
whiroughout the year.

Finally, I desire to express my sincere thanks to every
member of the Staff for their loyal co-operation and unceasing
efforts to make the College efficient in every detail of its work.
So long as the whole Staff works together as it has done in the
past with one aim in view—the welfare of the College—so long
must our work be really effective even though immediate suc-
cess do not always attend our efforts.

To His Excellency the Governor I beg, on behalf of the
Staff and of the Boys of the College, to offer our hearty good
wishes that every happiness may follow him when he leaves
Newfoundland, as, we regret to hear, he proposes to do short-
ly. The College has always been very proud of the fact that
His Excellency is an Old Feildian; and we are most grateful
for the interest and good will that he has shown us from the
day when he landed here four years ago.

To you all, Ladies and Gentlemen, I wish, on behalf of the
College, a Merry Christmas and a very Happy New Year.

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The Rhodes Scholarship

[A/]HEN in the last issue of THE FEILDIAN we recorded the
5 election of C. J. Parsons and expressed our delight in
the success of an Old Feildian who had been so popu-
lar and successful when at school, we could not help
regretting the fact that another Old Feildian, R. H. LeMes-
surier, had failed to be elected. Immediately after his election
Parsons wrote to Oxford to find out whether, in consideration
of his having completed all but the last year of the McGill
Medical Course it would be possible for him to take up more
advanced work at Oxford. He was informed that unless he
completed the McGill Course and obtained his degree, he would
have to begin at the beginning of the Oxford Medical Course.
He thereupon decided to resign the Rhodes Scholarship, com-
plete his course at McGill and then apply again for the
Rhodes. He quite properly felt that it would be a great pity if
he could not use the Rhodes Scholarship to secure more ad-
vanced training than that of the ordinary Medical Course.

It then became necessary to hold a second election for the
Rhodes Scholarship, and R. H. LeMessurier was chosen. Le-
Messurier’s career has been a most creditable one at McGill
where he went after being demobilised, and where at the end
of his first year he was fourth in the First Class in the Arts
Course, and last year was bracketed equal with the first man in
the First Class. In each year he won a scholarship, and he has
thus given undoubted proof of that unusual ability and indus-
try which the College knew he possessed. The College heartily
congratulates him, and is confident that at Oxford he will do
such work as will bring great credit both to himself and to
Newfoundland.

PASSPORTS.

Residents of this Colony, intending to travel out of New-
foundland, are hereby notified that they may be required to pro-
duce Passports at various points on their journey.

~ Passports are issued at the Department of the Colonial Sec-
retary, in accordance with Rules and Regulations approved by
the Governor in Council, to persons domiciled in Newfoundland,
who are—

1.—Natural-born British subjects;
2.—The wives and widows of such persons, or

3.—Persons naturalized in the United Kingdom, in the Brit-
ish Colonies, or in India.

A Passport cannot be issued on behalf of a person already
abroad, such person should apply for one to the nearest British
Mission or Consulate. Passports must not be sent out of New-
foundland by post.

Applicants are requested to have their Forms of Application
(which can be obtained at this Department), properly filled in,
according to marginal instructions thereon, and forwarded to the
Department in sufficient time to permit of any necessary al-
terations being made in the same before the date upon which
the Passport would be required.

The charge for a Passport is $2.50, which covers a period of
two years, after which it may be renewed for four further periods
of two years each, at a charge of $1.00 for each renewal.

Copies of Rules and Regulations, Forms of Application, or
any desired information may be obtained upon request.

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Association Football, 1921

S ]S the practice games went on during the early part of
‘faﬁ\\ the autumn term, it became evident that the College
Eﬁ Team was going to be stronger than usual, and that
the Halves and Full Backs would form a particularly
strong defence. Every effort was made to bring the rest of the
team up to the standard of these two lines. Hanham in goal
soon showed that he was capable of becoming a really good
custodian, so that the defence was still further strengthened.
Steward and Sheppard at Full Back, as the season advanced,
developed an understanding with one another that made it very
difficult to score against them, Stewart being the more aggres-
sive but both being very safe and very cool. In the Half line,
Withers, Lloyd and Quintin were hard workers, and broke up
all attempts at combination against them, and they gradually
began to become more and more helpful to the forwards until
at last they formed as capable a middle line as we have had.

There remained then, the Forward line, and here we were
faced with a lack of weight that made it difficult to produce
that power of penetrating the opposing defence that a scoring
team must possess. G. LeMessurier was the best man in the
line and on many occasions he showed that he was capable of
getting through when a reasonable chance offered. He varied,
however, from day to day. As time went on he began combin-
ing with Titford at outside right who had a good turn of speed,
and with Dawe at center forward who quite frequently set his
wings going in good style. On the left wing D. Long and
Anderson (outside) played well, the latter centering accurately
but requiring too much time to get going, and the former pass-
ing well and getting in an occasional good shot. The trouble
with the whole line was that the shooting was not quick enough
and there was not enough dash to seriously worry good backs,
while none of the forwards had enough weight to hold their
own against energetic attempts to clear.

The matches showed that the trouble was this inability to
score. One felt that the defence was safe enough and well able
to do its share of the work. In several of the matches we were
pressing throughout the greater part of the game, but were
not able to score at such a rate as to win any match with ease
or certainty. Neither of the outside forwards was able to do
much, and speaking generally the centering was wild and in-
accurate. The first disaster was our failure to win one of the
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matches against M.C. The fact that we drew our first two
matches against S.B.C. showed, however, that the team had an
even chance for the Championship. It was the final match that
lost us the trophy. For some reason the forwards played a
poor game on this particular day just when their best game was
most needed. The S.B.C. defence, of course, was at its best,
and the fact that the ball and the ground were heavy and
greasy made any sort of combined play almost impossible.
What we needed was a forward capable of sending in a hard
drive at fairly close quarters, with the whole line following up
and bustling the opposing defence. Not one of our forwards
could do what was wanted. In the last five minutes S.B.C. got
away and scored. It was just the day for one-man play, that is
for a forward who could get through on his own and score.
S.B.C. had several forwards able to do this while we had none.

The team was the best we have had for years, and the for-
ward lin2, too, was far better than any we have had for a long
time. No member of the team has any reason to be ashamed
of himself, for every man did his best even though his best was
not, perhaps, as good as we should have liked. Most of the for-
wards are young and can get over any weaknesses they now
possess provided they set to work systematically to cure them-
selves of their football faults. If Titford were to keep a bit
cooler his pace would be much more effective. If Anderson had
a bit more dash he would get away twice as often as he does.
If LeMessurier played as hard all the time as he does sometimes
he would be more dangerous at inside right. If Long weighed
fifty Ibs. more it would not be so easy to put him off the ball,
and his quickness and shooting would tell; and the same ap-
plies to Ches. Dawe. Stewart was easily the most finished player
that we had, being good both in defence and in attack. He
ought to make a first-class back. Sheppard, too, showed great
discretion and cleared well. The halves all need to pay atten-
tion to their kicking. Their defensive work was really good,
they used their weight well but without unnecessary rough-
ness, and if they could occasionally back up the forwards to
the extent of putting in a hot shot or two when near goal, they
would be a first rate line. All of them were a bit inclined to
“balloon” the ball, and that sort of pass is not of much use to
light forwards against vigorous backs. We congratulate the
whole team upon its good season’s work and we regret that
luck did not favour them.

We also heartily congratulate the S.B.C. team upon their
successful season and good play. Though they must have felt
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that they were “up against it” they never gave in or lost heart,
and in the final match, in particular, it was just this that gave
them the game.

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REMINISCENCES

BY AN OLD FEILDIAN

HEN at the old College, I was often told that my school-
days were the best part of my life. Like many of you,
who have been, no doubt, told the same thing, I did not
believe it at the time. Now, however, when my school

life is over, I begin to realise how true that old phrase is. Of-
ten, I look back on the happy days I spent at Bishop Feild and
wish that I was there again, and I am always glad to get an op-
portunity to talk over some of the things which happened dur-
ing my school life.

After spending three years at a preparatory school, I was
sent to Bishop Feild College and arrived there with the natural
shyness of the new boy. I was put in the second form, but on
hearing me read, my teacher thought so much of me that she
patted me on the head, told me what a clever little lad I was,
and sent me to the Head, by whom I was placed in the Third
Form, and the Upper Third, at that. The Third at that time
was situated in what is now the Lower Fifth and we had many
masters, amongst whom was Bert Tait, then Captain of the
School, and the idol of all from the Upper Sixth down. I think
I was a bad boy from the beginning. I was hardly three weeks
at the College before I entered into a competition with some
kindred spirits, in which we tried to outdo one another.in losing
Conduct Marks. I won easily. It was a happy knack I had.
A few months after I had become a member of the Third, the
Form was moved to what is now the Kindergarten and from
there we went to the present Manual Training Room. It was
here that I received my first taste of the barbarous implement
of correction which is still in use. I refer to the jam spoon.
My first whacking was for keeping an untidy mark book. The
master of the Third at that time was the possessor of an arti-
ficial leg and was known as “Corky.” Shall I ever forget the
consequences which befell a humourous class mate who inserted
a pin in the real leg, mistaking it for the artificial one. The
joke was never tried again. After a year in the Third, I was
promoted, in company with several of my “pals” to the Lower
Fourth. In the same year, the late Captain Rowsell, and Major
Raley joined the teaching staff. The Form Master was Mr.
House and a jolly good fellow he was, though we did lead him
a hard life. Our pet detestation was Algebra and to teach it
we had a Scotchman named McBain. This gentleman was
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possessed of a most irritable nature and we were all in dread
of him. Our sports ground at that time was the old Llewellyn
Ground which none of the present day Feildians can remember.
The Third Division, of which I was a member, used to practice
their games behind the goal posts at the lower end of the field
and, let me tell you, there was a great deal more keenness
shown then than there is now. One simply had to beg for a
game, owing to the number looking for a practice. The first
time I turned out for football I wore a jersey which was made
in the Methodist College colours, and | was hooted off the field.
I knew better the next time. We used to have sports in those
days and jolly good ones they were. I entered for the hundred
yards in the year in which I graced the Lower Fourth with my
presence, and my family turned up in strength to see me run.
Unfortunately, I had undertaken to turn the handle of an ice-
cream freezer and the race was run whilst [ was so occupied.
The family, needless to say, did not like it. In 1911, I was
moved up into the Upper Fourth and remained there for a year,
after which 1 was promoted to the Lower Fifth. Our Form
Master was then Mr. Frank Blackall. We used to have our
singing lessons in those days as you have now. When I was
tried for the Operetta, however, it was discovered that what-
ever else 1 might have been, I was certainly not an embryo
Caruso, and I was gently turned down. What a sad lot has
been mine, doomed to watch others participate in the Operetta
whilst 1 was but a humble spectator. We had really good
operettas at that time. One of the best was “Robinson Crusoe”
and one called, I think, “The British Lion.” There were two
blushing damsels in this, one of them Charlie Williams who
may be known to some of you. In the same operetta there was
a ferocious looking “lion” who caused great merriment by
barking like a dog during the Speech Day performance.

Only a day or so ago I came across an old mark book of
the first year in which I was in the Lower Fifth and the com-
ment of my Form Master on my neatness and conduct would,
to put it mildly, be scarcely considered an excellent recom-
mendation by an employer.

The Fifth Form, at this period, was the best in the school
and there used to be the most fearful rows between it and the
rest of the school. Often have I been dragged into the Upper
Sixth room and stretched across a desk so that a member of
that form could practise drum playing on me!
