PUBLIC NOTICE I
FOREST FIRES.

Every person who

Sets out, lights or starts any fire in or near any
woods, except for the purpose of clearing land, cooking,
obtaining warmth or for some industrial purposes, be­
tween the fifteenth day of April and the first day of De­
cember, without observing the following precautions:

(a) Selecting the locality in the neighbourhood of
which there is the smallest quantity of dead
wood, branches, brushwood, dry leaves, resinous
trees, heath, turf, dry moss, or vegetable matter
of any kind;

(b) Clearing the place in which he is about to light
the fire by removing all dead wood, branches,
brushwood, dry leaves, &c., from the soil within
a distance of ten feet from the fire in every di­
recti on;

(c) Exercising and observing every reasonable care
to preven t such fire from spreading and carefully
extinguishing the same before quitting the place,

shall be liable to a penalty of not less than Fifty Dollars
or more than Four Hundred Dollars for each offence, or
imprisonment for any period not exceeding twelve
months.

We offer a hearty
welcome to those who have recently joined our ranks, and we
promise them every possible help provided that they will do
what they can to help themselves. May the new year bring suc­
cess to the Old School and to every deserving member of it!

IMPROVEMENT IN COLLEGE BUILDINGS AND EQUIP­
MENT. During the summer holidays the College buildings

have been thoroughly overhauled and a strong effort has been
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made to render them weather proof. For years there have been
leaks which it seemed impossible to stop permanently, particu­
larly on the south front, and on the west side. A great deal of
expensive work has been done and we owe a great debt of grati­
tude to Mr. Wm. Churchill for overseeing these repairs. In past
years the interior decorations have been ruined again
and again owing to the fact that there were several places
through which rain water entered and ran down the walls. We
sincerely hope that it will now be possible to keep the walls and
ceilings more presentable in appearance, but time alone will
show whether the present roof can be made watertight and kept
so. The interior decorations will be done during the Christmas
holidays if it is found that the leaks have been stopped. It is
the intention of the Board of Directors to put the College
buildings into first rate condition if this can possibly be done.

Our Chemistry Laboratory is now an accomplished fact
thanks to the generosity of the Spencer Club who presented the
College wi th a cheque for $1,000 and to the energy 0 f Mr.
Samson who devoted the greater part of the summer holidays
to planning and overseeing the work and to doing a
great deal of it himself. A certain amount of painting, etc.,
has had to be postponed to the Christmas holidays; and Jlfter
these finishing touches have been given and the laboratory is
absolutely complete in every detail, we hope to invite the mem­
bers of the Spencer Club to a little "A t Home" when they will,
we are sure, feel proud of "the best. laboratory in Newfound­
land" and of the great part they have had in enabling us to fit
it up. The total cost will be in the neighbourhood of $1,500­
a much lower figure than would have been possible but for the
work and thought that Mr. Samson has devoted to it. Prac­
tically the whole staff has helped him both with the wood work
and the decorating. We owe our heartiest thanks, too, to D. J.
Davies, Esq., for his expert advice in connection both with or­
dering the necessary equipmen t and chemicals and with the
planning of the room. Dr. Blackall has also been most kind in
giving us the benefit of his long experience and in the keen in­
terest he has shown in helping us to make the laboratory per­
fect.

ANEW MEMBER OF THE STAFF. Owing to the resignation
of Mr. Hopkins during the spring term the College has

secured the services of Mr. W. F. Canning for Mathematics,
Chemistr.y and Geology. Mr. Canning is an Old Feildian of the
same date as the Headmaster, and the long experience he has
had in connection with the A.N.D. Company, his training at
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McGill University and his early experience as a teacher, fit him
to a peculiar degree for the work that he has now undertaken.
We feel that the College is to be congratulated upon his
appointment and we rejoice that we have been able to add to
our Staff an Old Feildian who is not only fully qualified for the
work we require but also is prepared for such self-sacrificing
efforts as'alone can enable him to take a full share in the work
of the Staff of B. F. C. We are convinced that we have at last
a staff of which every member is prepared to go to any length
for the welfare of the College. We hope that many years will
elapse before there will be any break in our ranks.

We regret the resignation of Mr. Hopkins and Mr. Gard­
ner, the latter of whom has entered Wycliffe College, Toronto,
to prepare for the Ministry. Mr. Gardner was a most capable
and conscientious teacher who would have made his mark in a
profession for which he was eminently fitted; but the call to the
Ministry was one that he felt he must answer, and we are con­
fident that he will do most effective work as a clergyman. Our
best wishes go with him. Mr. Hopkins' interests were chiefly
geological. A large part of the work we needed was mathe­
matical, and after a year's experience he decided that he could
do better in another field. We wish him every possible success.

THE RHODES SCHOLAR APPOINTED IN 1922. We heartily
congratulate Mr. C. J. Parsons upon his appointment last

August as the Rhodes Scholar. It will be remembered that Mr.
Parsons was appointed Rhodes Scholar in 1921 but that he
found that at Oxford his work at McGill would count for noth­
ing unless he had completed his Medical course. For this an­
other year at McGill was necessary. Mr. Parsons therefore re­
signed the Scholarship with the intention of applying again this
year; and Mr. R. H. LeMessurier was appointed in his place.
We believe that Mr. Parsons followed exactly the right course,
and we are delighted to be able to congratulate him upon the
fulfilment of his hopes. He will now be able to take up more
advanced work at Oxford and to devote himself to some special
branch of Medical study. It is by such men that progress is
made ; and though he modestly says he is not likely to come
upon anything new in his researches, yet we feel proud that an
Old Feildian should be fitting himself to stand' among those to
whom the world must look for advance in medical science. C.
J. Parsons has for years been trying to do the right thing to
the best of his ability and we in common with all who really
know him are convinced that the honours that he has already

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.1 PUBLIC NOTICE!
PASSPORTS.

Residents of this Colony, intending to travel out of New­
foundland, are hereby notified that they may be required to pro­
duce Passports at various points on their journey.

Passports are issued at the Department of the Colonial Sec­
~etary, in accordance with Rules and Regulations approved by
the Governor in Council, to persons domiciled in Newfoundland,
who are-

I.-Natural-born British subjects;

2.-The wives and widows of such persons, or

3.-Persons naturalized in the United Kingdom, in the Brit­
ish Colonies, or in India.

A Passport cannot be issued on behalf of a person already
abroad, such person should apply for one to the nearest British
Mission or Consulate. Passports must not be sent out of New­
foundland by post.

Applicants are requested to have their Forms of Application
(which can be obtained at this Department), properly filled in,
according to marginal instructions thereon, and forwarded to the
Department in sufficient time to permit of any necessary al­
terations being made in the same before the date upon which
the Passport would be required.

The charge for a Passport is $2.50, which covers a period of
two years, after which it may be renewed for four further periods
of two years each, at a charge of $1.00 for each renewal.

Copies of Rules and Regulations, Forms of Application, or
any desired information may be obtained upon request.

PUB LIC NOTICEI

POLL TAX.

The attention of the public is called to the following
sections of the St. John's Municipal Act:

Section 24!2.-"Every male person of the age of 21
years or upwards who has resided in the City for the
period of twelve months immediately preceding the first
day of October in any year, and who is not liable
as owner or indirectly as tenant to the payment of the
City Tax on any property rated in the appraisement book
of the Council of an annual rental value of forty dollars
or upwards, shall pay to the City a Poll Tax of Five
Dollars per annum."

Section 250.-"The said Poll Tax shall be due and
payable without demand or notice by or from the Council
between the Fifteenth day of October and the Fifteenth
day of November in every year, at the office of the City
Clerk."

Section 251.-"Any person who fails to comply with
the provisions of the foregoing section shall, in addition
to the payment of the tax, be liable to a penalty not ex­
ceeding five dollars, or in default of paymen t to imprison­
ment not exceeding ten days."
