PUBLIC NOTICE!
FOREST FIRES.

Every person who

Sets out, lights or starts any fire in or near any
woods, except for the purpose of clearing land, cooking,
obtaining warmth or for some industrial purposes, be­
tween the fifteen th day of April and the first day of De­
cember, without observing the following precautions:

(a) Selecting the locality in the neighbourhood of
which there is the smallest quantity of dead
wood, branches, brushwood, dry leaves, resinous
trees, heath, turf, dry moss, or vegetable matter
of any kind;

(b) Clearing the place in which he is about to light
the fire by removing all dead wood, branches,
brushwood, dry leaves, &c., from the soil within
a distance of ten feet from the fire in every di­
recti on;

(c) Exercising and observing every reasonable care
to prevent such fire from spreading and carefully
extinguishing the same before quittin"g the place,

shall be liable to a penalty of not less than Fifty Dollars
or more than Four Hundred Dollars for each offence, or
imprisonment for any period not exceeding twelve
months.

_ PEECH DAY, 1922, was a great success. Bishop Spen­

cer College and Bishop Feild College combined forces
for the occasion, an excellen t programme was prepared
without interfering unduly with the regular work of

either school, and the result was a most interesting programme
which was thoroughly enjoyed by the large audience of parents.
Only one fault could be found-that the proceedings required
three hours. This can easily be remedied on future occasions.
When the parents of the pupils at Spencer College are so often
iden tical with those 0 f boys at Feild College, separate Speech
Days on successive nights are likely to be rather a trial. We
believ.e that the joining of forces was a popular move, and we
know that it was a great relief to the Staffs of both institutions
since at the end of the term when Examinations have to be
marked and Reports prepared the strain of Speech Day has
been very heavy in past years.

FOOTBALL. The College Team this year was in many re­
spects above the average and at one period we had hopes of

winning the Inter-Collegiate Championship. At the end of the
first round of the competition B.F.C. was equal with S.B.C. for
first place. Untortunately in the first match of the second
round we lost, quite unnecessarily to M.C.; and two days later
our goal-keeper had a "day-off" and let through several easy
ones, giving S.B.C. a win by a greater margin than the run of
the play justified. All three College teams were rather above
the average, and the standard of play was rightly described by
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a lover of the game who had just come from England as "de­
cidedly above that of the average English school of the same
type." For the first time for many years B.F.C. had a forward
line capable of seriously troubling a strong defence; but as the
season went on we found that both our "inside" men were
lacking in weight and dash, and as our center forward was suf­
fering from a sort of influenza during the greater number of
the matches we failed to score sufficiently often. Again and
again we threw away delightful chances when everyone but the
opposing goal-keeper had been beaten, and our hopes which
had been so high were once more doomed to disappointment.
We' were particularly pleased with the good work of a number
of younger players. E. Eales, C. Morris, F. Rendell, and D.
Long particularly distinguished themselves and should be th~

nucleus of a strong team next autumn. If we can, in addition,
retain two or three others of this year's team, our 1923 team

. should be able to give an excellent account of itself; for out­
side of the two or three new boys who may be expected to be
useful there will be some good material coming on from the
Second Division which this year was stronger' than usual. We
notice that all those named above are boys who play a good
deal of football during the summer holidays. We would bring
this fact to the notice of those who have ainbitions in the di­
rection of Football. So long as B.F .C. with its 200 boys has to
compete with a College of 400 to 500 we can only hope to make
a good showing in athletics by a keenness that is above the or­
dinary. We are satisfied that we have made good progress of
late years and we hope before long to win the championship in
spite of the smallness of our numbers. If only the Old Feildians
would get on a bit faster with the new field!!

Olive Mews playing
Hockey for the ladies of Toronto University was described by
the Montreal papers as having been the best player on the ice
in the game versus the ladies of McGill.

GOD SAVE THE KING.

College Cheers.

T was decided that for 1922 the two branches of the
Church of England College would combine forces as
regards their annual Speech Day and Prize Giving.
There were many good reasons for this departure,

chief of which perhaps was the fact that the expense of hold­
ing separate celebrations seemed to be an unnecessary waste
of money since the "Casino" was the only public hall suitable
for the purpose and the proprietors found it necessary to
charge a substantial fee in order to make the building pay
its way. It was uncertain up to wi.thin a few days of Speech
Day whether this hall would be available for even one night,
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but fortunately it was found possible to secure it for December
the 19th.

From' every point of view but one the experiment was a
great success. The various items succeeded one another prompt­
ly and the large audience was saved the tiresome in tervals
which in previous years must have tried their patience. If this
year B.F .C. had to be con ten t to play "second fiddle" to some
extent, no doubt it was good for us; but one great gain was
that for the first time the Church of England was enabled to
see all the members of its College and its Staff together, and
to know that the whole institution is on a larger scale than any
of us had quite realised. The Gallery was filled by the girls of
Spencer College, the Pit by the boys of Feild College, and the
stage by the Directors and the Staff. The body of the Hall was
crowded by the parents, the only vacant seats being those re­
served by paren ts who at the last momen t were preven ted from
coming.

Immediately after the arrival of His Excellency the Gov­
ernor and Lady Allardyce the performance began with an ex­
hibition of drill by two squads from the College Companies un­
der Captain Jeffery and Captain Pike. Both groups of boys
acquitted themselves well, the seniors (C Co.) maintaining the
high standard which it has held ever since its inception in 1901;
and the juniors (I( Co.) going through the Gymnastic March­
ing with great precision.

The curtain then went down so that the stage might be
prepared for the Operetta, and while this was going on R.
Withers sang "Forty Years On," the boys in the Pit "Following
Up" with great vigour. Though Withers was a bit nervous at
first his voice which was round and full sounded well; and the
old song brought back to many their old school days when
"Forty Years On" seemed incredibly dis tan t.

Then came the most important item of the programme, the
Operetta "The Enchanted Glen" in which Nora (Audrey Chafe)
from being the half starved ill-treated drudge-though plump
and good-looking in spite of it all-of the hard-hearted Dame
Grumpus (Muriel Earle), after a series of adventures among
the fairies found herself. one of the chief attendants (still
plump and handsome) at the court of Queen Mab (Shirley
Green) where there was no more water to get or scrubbing to
do. Old Dame Grumpus experiences a change of heart after
being well frightened by the splendours of the Court and the
grandeur of the Queen and her attendants; but the old lady
stood up for herself quite well up to a certain point and came
within an ace of showing that the tongue is mightier than the
sceptre.
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Dame Grumpus played her part really well' and kept the
house in fits of laughter at her shrewd but somewhat acid re­
marks. Nora and Queen Mab scored a great success, Nora's
singing being particularly good. All the songs and choruses
were very well done, and one would have to go far to find a
more attractive and well-staged little affair than the Spencer
girls put on. The costumes were excellent and the dancing was
particularly good. The little tots were delightful and evidently
enjoyed their parts as much as the audience enjoyed seeing
them.

During one of the intervals the Headmaster read the B.F.
C. re'port (which will be found in full on another page); and
during another, Miss Cherrington made her first speech as
Headmistress of Spencer College to the parents and impressed
all who were present by the capable manner in which she point­
ed out some of the improvements that she hoped to make in
course o'f time.

At the close of the Operetta, His Lordship the Bishop,
Chairman of the Board of Directors, took the Chair, and His
Excellency the Governor, Lady Allardyce, the Directors, and
the staff of the two Colleges, took their place on the stage.

The Bishop welcomed His Excellency and Lady Allardyce
to their first Speech Day in Newfoundland and asked them to
be good enough to distribute the prizes, first to the girls and
then to the boys.

Dr. Blackall, tpe Superintendent of Education, was then
asked to make his report which he did as briefly as possible in
the short time at his disposal.

A vote of Thanks to His Excellency and Lady Allardyce
was proposed and seconded and carried by acclamation, and
His Excellency in replying said that it gave him very great
pleasure to be present and expressed his appreciatiun of the
warm welcome that he had received.

The evening closed with the National Anthem and the Col­
lege Cheers, and Speech Day, 1922, was over.

There was only one drawback in a very 'enjoyable evening
-that it did not end till ofter 11 o'clock. Whether in future
years it will be possible to shorten the Operetta, or whether we
shall be compelled to give up the idea of a joint Speech Day,
we cannot tell as yet; but there can be no doubt about the fact
that Speech Day of 1922, was one of the most enjoyable and
most successful that we have had. The Feildian sincerely hopes
that it will be possible to have many similar successes of this
sort.

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Headmaster's Report
College Year Ending June 30th, 1922

YOUR EXCELLENCY,
MY LORD,

GENTLEMEN OF THE DIRECTORATE,
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN:

T gives me very great pleasure to welcome you here this
evening on behalf of the Staff and of the Boys of

I Bishop Feild College. To His Excellency the Governor
and Lady Allardyce we would offer a particularly

hearty welcome on this first occasion on which the College has
been honoured py their presence. Bishop Feild College was
very proud of the fact that the late Governor was an Old
Feildian; and we hope that the kindness and interest that Sir
Alexander Harris displayed towards the school will be con··
tinued by his successor whom we are so glad to have with us
to-night.

The year upon which I have the honour to report ended on
June 30th last. As is usually the case we have had fair weather
and foul. From the scholastic poin t of view a good year's work
was done, but the examination results were not as satisfactory
as we had hoped they would be,-partly because there was
rather a scarcity of good material in our senior forms, partly
because the new examiners engaged by the Council of Higher
Education unduly increased the severity of the test and gave
an unpleasan t surprise to every College and School taking the
examinations, and partly because we were unable to make real­
ly satisfactory arrangements for the teaching of Mathematics
in our higher, Forms. A teacher coming out to Newfoundland
from England finds the conditions very difficult in our Colleges.
A large number of pupils of from 16 to 20 years of age come in
from the various Outport schools and almost invariably these
are very much behindhand in one or more subjects. We in the
Newfoundland Colleges are accustomed to this state of affairs,
but no good school in the Old Country would dream of accept­
ing such conditions, and the teachers there have little or no
experience of having in some subject to do two or three years'
work in one year. Under proper conditions no pupil is put into
a Form unless in every subject he is capable of doing the work
of that Form with a reasonable amount of effort on the part of
the pupil and of the teacher. So teachers coming here from
England find themselves working under unusual conditions.
For the first year at least they find the strain too much for
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them, and only occasionally do they succeed in adapting them­
selves to a state of affairs requiring special skill and great ef­
fort. The teacher who has been brought up under these con­
ditions, is, then, far more likely to be able to do what we re­
quire, provided he has had the opportunity to bring his own
education to a sufficiently advanced point. The ordinary New­
foundland teacher does not have much in the way of oppor­
tunity-early training in an Outport school up to 16 or 17, one
year at Bishop Feild College or one of the other Colleges, and
four or five months in the Normal School-the last, except in
the case of Church of England teachers, being a new feature of
only little more than a year's standing. As regards languages,
and mathematics (except perhaps Arithmetic) our Church of
England Outport schools have found it difficult to do much for
their pupils, so that the latter when they come in to the College
have a very heavy burden to bear and lay a correspondingly
heavy burden upon our Staff. We are not much grumbling
about this as hoping that our friends will understand our diffi­
culty in preparing for example an A.A. Candidate for Mathe­
matics when he comes to us for one year and knows no Geome­
try or no Algebra.

It is necessary, I think, that this explanation should be
made. It should enable anyone to understand why candidates
for Jr. A.A. sometimes fail. Our Jr. A.A. and Intermediate
Forms contain a large number of such candidates, and the
marvel is that so many of them get through.

Our Examination Results of last year were as follows:
Sr. A.A.-one honours candidate, who missed the Jubilee Schol­
arship offered by the Government to the highest Sr. A.A. can­
didate by only 4 marks. Jr. A.A.-one honours; three pass can­
didates. Intermediate:-Two honours, six passes. Prelim. 7
honours, 25 passes. Primary. 5 equal to honours; 10 passes.
London University Matriculation I pass.

I am glad to be able to record that for the second year in
succession an Old Feildian, Mr. C. J. Parsons, has been ap­
pointed Rhodes Scholar.

The total number of successful candidates was 60. In the
previous year 91 candidates were successful, this being the
highest number we have ever had.

The value of these examinations is that they provide some
sort of test of the scholastic side of our school life. They
should not be, and they are not the sole aim of our training.
If properly used they enable us to judge how far the standard
of our literary work is being maintained or improved. Taking
into consideration the facts that I have noted above, I am quite
satisfied that we maintained last year as high a standard of
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work throughout the College as ever before. '! believe that
these examinations in the various Forms enable us, as nothing
else can, to see that every year a boy's tra{ning is kept up to the
standard necessary to enable him to be properly prepared for
the next year's work. In every school there are two dangers
that must be kept in view-that of dissipating its pupils' en­
ergies on a mere smattering of a large number of subjects; and
that of narrowing down his education to so few subjects that
he finds himself, later on, without a knowledge of those things
that the average citizen of a civilized country needs. As I read
of the educational progress of such countries as Great Britain
and America I find that we in this little Colony of ours have
succeeded, somehow or other, in making our work wide enough
without making it too wide. When our pupils go elsewhere
they almost invariably take a high place in the schools to which
they go; and when it is remembered how Education is starved
financially in Newfoundland, we have every reason to be sur­
prised that so much is accomplished.

From the Physical point of view the work of the College
has been very satisfactory indeed. We had the honour of win­
ning the Inter-Collegiate Rugby Championship last year, and
our Hockey and Association Football Teams were above the
average though they had to be content with second place. The
College Companies have continued their good work of previous
years and have not only helped the physical development of our
boys but have inculcated a respect for law and order without
which no man can be a good citizen. It is the fashion nowadays
to speak of such training as "militarism" and to sneer at it as
something to be discouraged; but you might just as well sneer
at the man who obeys the laws of his country and has decent
self control, and accuse him of being a tyrant and a bully be­
cause he has learn t to restrain himself and to make himself
respected.

I am glad to say that the tone of the College has been good
during the year under review. I do not mean to state that
when a boy enters Bishop Feild College he at once becomes a
model of perfection; but there is in the school a certain strong
influence for good that causes straightfordwardness, kindness
and industry to be looked upon with respect. There is one
weakness from which only too many of the boys of this town
suffer. Too many parents allow their boys to be out at night.
If you will just consider that when wealthy people send their
sons to the greatest Public Schools where everything that
money can provide is done for them, not one of them is on any
account allowed to be out at night, you will realise perhaps
that the freedom given to many of our boys is, to say the least,
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dangerous. A school boy's working hours include a certain
amount of preparation at night. His time for exercise and
recreation is on half holidays, and from 4 to 6 on ordinary days.
If we could eliminate this evil of having boys roaming the
streets at night we should do the whole community a great deal
of good, 'and the number of those who would make satisfactory
progress at their studies would be much increased.

The College very heartily thanks our many kind friends
who have subscribed to our Prize Fund. They have enabled us
to express appreciation of good work done in the College. I
have endeavoured to encourage every boy who has really exert­
ed himself to do well, and I am delighted that so many have
come into this category.

We thank most heartily the clergy who have taken Divinity
Classes-Rev. J. Brinton, Rev. H. L. Pike and Rev. G. O. Light­
bourn.

We owe a very hearty vote of thanks to the ladies of the
Spencer Club who by presenting us with $1000 have enabled us
to equip a very fine Chemistry laboratory during the past sum­
mer. We were able to do so much with this money on account
of the fact that a member of our staff, Mr. Samson, gave up
practically the whole of the summer holidays to overseeing the
work. We hope as soon as the decorating of the laboratory has
been completed to invite our friends to inspect it. I believe it
is the best of its kind in Newfoundland.

I desire, too, to thank my staff for the capable and ener­
getic work that it has done. We have just added another Old
Feildian, Mr. W. F. Canning, to it, and we hope and believe that
he will prove to be exactly the sort of man we need. We wel­
come him very heartily to our brotherhood.

Finally on behalf of the boys and the staff, I wish you all,
ladies and Genelemen, a Merry Christmas and every Happiness
during the New Year.

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HEN our eleven lined up on St. George's Field on Mon­
day, October 16th, to play the first game of the season
against Methodist College, we felt, not without reason,
that our chances of success were better than they had

been for many years. The team was a well balanced one, it
consisted for the greater part of experienced players, and those
who were playing for the first time, were fully deserving of
their promotion to the Senior Division.

The field was not in the best condition. The ground was
slippery, and the high wind that was blowing did not tend to
improve matters. It was to some extent, perhaps, because of
this that the play was not up to expectations.

With the wind in their favour in the first half, they ap­
peared to be trying to find out wherein lay their opponents'
strength, instead of by vigorous attack, ascertaining their
weakness and benefiting thereby. A full twenty minutes was
wasted in these futile tactics before Long sent in a snappy shot
which found the net. In the second half with the wind against
them, the team played with more confidence and pressed mat­
ters, and in a short time Long again scored. A few minutes
before the final whistle sounded, Methodist College, combining
beautifully, ran through our defence, and sent a shot to Fitz­
gerald such as he had never expected to be asked to save.

heartily to be congratulated upon their success, not so much
because of their superior playas because of their aggressive­
ness, their wiser tactics, and their better staying power.

The comments which follow may be considered severe, and
py some of the team, undeserved. Those players who con­
sistently put out all that was in them, who honestly feel that
they in every way played the game for all it was worth, have
no reason to take the criticism to heart. These remarks do not
apply to them.

First of all, every individual of a team must remember that
his own inclinations, if they tend to embarrass or weaken the
team as a whole must be sacrificed. If he finds that eating or
drinking certain things makes him disinclined to exert himself
then he must leave those dainties alone. That, in a boy, is in­
dulgence in the same way as drunkeness is indulgence in a
man. Some fellows, upon reaching a certain age believe that
they .have attained to man's estate, and must as the
outward and visible sign possess themselves of pipe or
cigarette. Further once having indulged, they delude
themselves with the idea that they are unable to give up
the "habit." That is the sheerest nonsense. Any man who is
really deserving of the name has the power, if he wishes to
exercise it, to give up any such a habit at any time. In the
case of a boy it is easier because it has not had time to become
a habit; it is just 'swank.' Anyhow he has to decide one way
or the other: either to put aside these desires and make of
himself what he was intended to be-clear eyed, clean limbed,
alert in mind and body; or allow those desires to become the
master of him to his own shame, and to be treated with con­
tempt by his fellows. Sacrifice? Yes, and lots of it, but attain­
men t brings its reward.

The next thing for every player to remember is that team
work differs from athletic events such as a hundred yards race.
In the former, he is part of a unit, in the latter he is working
for individual distinction. The success of the team depends
upon goal getting, and the secret of goal getting is com­
bination. Again and again during the season 'instances oc­
curred where goals might have been scored if the player in
possession of the ball had passed to a forward in a better posi­
tion, instead of deciding to cover himself with glory by taking
the shot himself on the off chance of scoring.

A weakness which has been referred to before, but which
will bear repetition, is altogether too often seen. Two opponents
are approaching the ball. One of them hesitates, either be­
cause of uncertainty, or because of fear. The one does not
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
