Sets out, lights or starts any fire in or near any
woods, except for the purpose of clearing land, cooking,
obtaining warmth or for some industrial purposes, be-
tween the fifteenth day of April and the first day of De-
cember, without observing the following precautions:

(a) Selecting the locality in the neighbourhood of
which there is the smallest quantity of dead
wood, branches, brushwood, dry leaves, resinous
trees, heath, turf, dry moss, or vegetable matter
of any kind;

(b) Clearing the place in which he is about to light
the fire by removing all dead wood, branches,
brushwood, dry leaves, &c., from the soil within
a distance of ten feet from the fire in every di-
rection;

(c) Exercising and observing every reasonable care
to prevent such fire from spreading and carefully
extinguishing the same before quitting the place,

shall be liable to a penalty of not less than Fifty Dollars
or more than Four Hundred Dollars for each offence, or
imprisonment for any period not exceeding twelve
months.

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Letter from the Headmaster to
‘ Parents

MY DEAR PARENTS,

m ] HAVE recently had a good many complaints about slack-
@'5'33 ness in connection with Home Lessons, and I feel that
V= if your boy is one of those concerned I must tell you
frankly that you are making a great mistake and that
you are very much to blame. Do you realise that if you are
allowing your boy to neglect his Home Work you are en-
couraging him to flat disobedience of the rules of the College
and of the orders of his Teachers? If you do this you may
just as well remove him from the College and keep him at
home altogether for he cannot do the work of his Form if the
Home Work is not prepared.

The fact of the matter is that a good many of you parents
are being hoodwinked by your boys, and are led to suppose
that the poor fellows are being overworked and that they need
more fresh air and exercise than our regular working hours
allow. This is all a dodge that they are working, and you are
being soft enough to be taken in by it. On a full working day
a B. F. C. boy may be in the open air for at least 4 hours—half
an hour before 9.15, 1 hour between 12.45 and 2.15 (for no boy
spends more than half an hour at a meal), and 2/, hours be-
tween 4 p.m. and 6.30 p.m. In addition every boy has Wednes-
day afternoon and Saturday afternoon free, and in most Forms
115 hours a week are given to drill in the open air, while all
except the Sixth Form are doing Manual Training for 114
hours a week. All this comes in the “working” week and is
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exclusive of Sunday. If your boy uses these opportunities for
open-air exercise he gets more than he actually needs to keep
him absolutely fit and well.

When you allow your boy to go out after tea you are mak-
ing it impossible for him to do his Home Work as well as he is
able to do it, and no standard lower than this is good enough.
The responsibility is yours, not your boy’s. If he says he has
no Home Lessons he is not telling the truth. Form III has two
Home Lessons every night except Friday or Saturday and Form
IV has three. -Form V has four of about 20 minutes each, and
Form VI has four of about half an hour each. In the Upper
Sixth where most of our students are young men, even more
time is necessary.

I must insist upon one other thing. Your boys get no
good out of doors after tea. Half the time you can hardly
know where they are or what they are doing. It is your busi-
ness to see that the Home Lessons are done, and while I am
prepared to back you up as far as I can and make it unpleasant
for the boy who neglects what he knows is his duty, I object
very strongly to any general slackness in this connection since
its effect is to create troubles that cause boys to hate the School
and the Masters who want to help them.

To do away with Home Lessons will be to reduce your boy
at say sixteen years of age to the level of an ordinary boy of
fourteen. You cannot afford to do this. Your boy will have
to make his way in a more strenuous world than that in which
you have lived; and if you neglect his equipment he will not do
as well in comparison with other young men as you have done
in your time.

Your boy is not overworked in B. F. C. There has never
been a genuine case of compulsory overwork in this College,
and so long as I can prevent it there never will be. When boys
have broken down it has always been due to some cause be-
yond my control, such as being allowed to stay out till 8 or 9
o’clock and then trying to do their Home Work when they
ought to be in bed.

It is the business of the Staff of a school to know all about
children. We come into the closest control with them both in
school and in the playing field, and not only with two or three
but with hundreds. Just as you pride yourselves quite rightly
upon knowing your own businesses thoroughly, so we do upon
knowing all about boys. Are you wise enough to trust us with
your boy’s guidance, just as you would trust a lawyer with a
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matter of law; or are you determined to experiment upon your
boy and apply to him theories which we tell you flatly are bound
to hurt him? The responsibility is yours.

Your sincere friend—even if you disagree with him.

Letter from the Headmaster to all
Present Feildians

MY DEAR BOYS,

'HAVE had a number of complaints recently about the
way in which some of you are doing—or not doing—
your Home Work.

When a fellow comes to Bishop Feild College he
owes it to the College, as well as to himself and to his people,
not to be a slacker, but to do his work and play his games with
all his might. How can the College get anything but harm
from a Feildian who neglects either of these—who is not man
enough to tackle his job with energy and determination?

Whole generations of Old Feildians have worked just as
hard as you are expected to work. If they had “fallen down”
on their jobs at school they would not be where they are now.

In a few weeks the summer holidays will be here when you
can put your books away and be out of doors all day long for
two whole months. You are now on the last lap of the year’s
race, and anyone who slacks off now is proving himself to be
a poor sportsman.

In none of the leading countries of the world are the hours
of work in the schools shorter than ours. In many of them
they are longer. Do you want to be “out of it” when you come
to earn your living among other fellows of your own age?
There can only be one answer to that question. Well, then, if
you think you can do as well as other people without doing as
much work you must have a fine conceit of yourselves!

To the fellows who do their work as well as they are able
to do it—and they are the great majority—I have this to say,
that no-one has ever heard a man regret that he worked hard
during his school-days, but that many and many a man who
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found his way blocked for want of knowledge has said that he
wished he had worked harder when he was young.

As your Headmaster I see a good deal of the slackers,
and I must say that I have never known one of them to bear
malice; but all the same it would be very much pleasanter to
me to be able to pat a fellow on the back instead of where I
have to pat him. Those who don’t do their work know that
they are not playing the game, and that laziness or neglect of
duty is the same sort of self-indulgence as is shown by the
grown-up loafer who is not man enough to earn his own living
or to support those dependent on him. Such a man deserves
the scorn of every decent person. None of you fellows want
to quahfy for that sort of character, yet “the boy is father to
the man,” and as you are at school so will you be when you are
grown up.

I heartily congratulate all those who are sticking to their
work like men right up to the “bitter end”; but I am sorry and
afraid for those who are not. Your working hours are from
9.15 to 12.45, from 2.15 to 4 (except on the two weekly half-
holidays), and after tea till your Home Lessons are done to the
very best of your ability. When you break into these hours
for games or for anything but your work, you are “falling
down on your job,” and you then deserve the scorn and pity
of all. If you cannot do your work well now when every bit of
effort is to your own advantage, how can you ever be trusted
by any employer to do your best for him? And if no employer
can trust you to work, who is going to want to employ you?

I ask you all to make a greater effort, for your own sake
as well as for the honour of your people and of the College.

What is Wrong with the World ?

COMPLETE answer to the above question would fill
many books, but we can deal in this short article only
with the chief cause of the world’s failure to make the
best possible recovery from that horrible period of

madness which we speak of as The Great War.

For four years civilization did its utmost to commit suicide,
and nearly succeeded. Austria and Germany, partly out of lust
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for power and partly from fear that their neighbours were
slowly but surely encircling them with a grip that would ulti-
mately crush them, seized what they considered a most favour-
able opportunity for their attack upon the rest of Europe.
That attack failed, but victors and vanquished alike will bear
marks of the struggle for many a long day. Russia unfor-
tunately went mad in the course of the fight, and one is almost
forced to the conclusion that France, and Belgium too have
not yet quite recovered from that savage temper which war
often breeds. Be this as it may a large proportion of the
world’s population has failed to get back to work. Russia is
as it were a madman who is letting his children starve. Ger-
many is a debtor who says he can’t pay but who can probably
pay more than he is willing to admit. Austria is a bankrupt.
France is a creditor who has been spending somewhat too free-
ly in the expectation of payments which may or may not be
made, and who has decided that it is necessary to put on the
screw and force Germany to pay up. The other countries of
Europe, exhausted by the struggle find themselves called upon
to exert themselves as never before if they are to continue to
do business at all. England has used up her reserve funds and
contracted heavy debts; but though she could meet her liabil-
ities well enough if she could find full employment, she finds
it a terribly heavy task with so large a part of her family out
of work and having to be fed by those on whom the burden is
already almost unbearable. Her customers cannot do business
with her because they are still in a very disturbed state or be-
cause they find the struggle to live as much as they can attend
to.

If every country were “attending to business” there might
be some hope of getting things into some sort of order so that
one could look forward to the time when one would be able to
“see daylight”; and the first step that must be taken is to end
the present hopeless condition of confusion and disorder. If
individuals were concerned the forces of law and order would
compel them to behave properly and to cease interfering with
those who want to do their work. Among nations, however, it
is not quite so simple. Yet only the influence of the nations
that are in a sound financial position can put an end to the
wild courses of those who are plunging deeper and deeper into
disaster and ruination. The United States of America is the
only nation that has been strengthened financially since 1914,
and there is no question as to her ability to put things straight
if she would take her proper position and realise that her own
future prosperity depends largely upon the condition of the
rest of the world.
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England though much embarrassed herself, realises that
only quiet and hard work can put Europe on its feet again and
is prepared to do what she can to help. America, however, re-
fuses to have anything to do with the nations that are in diffi-
culties, except by way of doling out a certain amount of private
charity; and we have the strange spectacle of the richest and
one of the most influential nations in the world standing aloof
at a time when civilization is trembling in the balance.

America seems to be saying “When you people have quite
recovered from your madness, let me know and I shall be glad
to do business with you; but until then I don’t intend to have
any dealings with you.”

There can be little doubt that America and England work-
ing together, could do much to end the quarrel between France
and Germany. England working alone cannot do this, and in
her effort to do it has caused France to look upon her as almost
an enemy.

Either Germany can pay or she cannot. It is not impos-
sible for a business-like country like America to discover the
truth; and the whole world would accept America’s finding on
this question and act accordingly.

The League of Nations, too, is deprived of much of its in-
fluence and authority because one of the greatest of the nations
persists in standing aloof from its deliberations instead of
helping to put the world right.

If Englishmen and Americans knew one another better and
trusted one another, the chances of combined action on their
part would be greatly increased. Already many thoughtful
Americans have reached the conclusion that their country is
shirking her responsibilities; but it will be necessary for this
belief to spread over the whole of the United States before the
government of that country will feel that it has a mandate from
the people to take part in that reconstruction of civilization
without which the world cannot hope to recover. It is for all
men of good will, of whatever nationality to help forward the
coming of the day when the two great English-speaking nations
will work side by side for the rescue of humanity from the
state of suspicion and bitterness that the war has left; and to
that end the relations between the United States and the British
Empire must become far more cordial and friendly than they
are at present. We of the British Empire must be able to clear
ourselves of the charge that we are not really concerned about
the welfare of Europe but that we want America’s help for our
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own personal gain. Americans must learn that it is possible
for the British Empire to be truly altruistic; and the question
as to which of these two great nations is the greater may well
be allowed to fall into the background since in any case it is of
no importance. What is important is that the world shall re-
cover its sanity before the hopelessness of its position makes
sanity impossible.

Newfoundland with practically all her customers in such a
state of poverty as to prevent their doing any business with us
except on terms that will not enable our people to live, has good
cause to realise the economic dependence of country upon coun-
try. So long as Portugal, Spain, Italy, Greece and Brazil are
poor, so long shall we be poor and unable to do business with
America. As a nation of business men if for no higher reason,
America will find it to her advantage for her customers to be
prosperous; but how much easier it is to do business with peo-
ple who are friendly and of ones own sort, who have much the
same outlook on life, and whose aims and beliefs are like ones
own. The more we know of other nations the more we shall
realise that the British Empire and the United States of
America are related by blood and in ideals; and the more we
realise this the easier and more natural it will be for the Eng-
lish speaking nations to work together for the welfare of
humanity in general and for the removal of all that keeps the
world in such a temper as to make real peace impossible.

HOCKEY, 1923

F the Hockey season of 1923 was not so successful as
our hopes had led us almost to anticipate, it at least
aroused among the younger players a tremendous en-
thusiasm, and developed a wealth of new material.

Too much attention cannot be given—unfortunately too
little time can be spared from the crowded hours of the school
time table—to the junior divisions if the standard of the senior
team is to be maintained and improved, and if a continuous
supply of reinforcements is to be forthcoming. This winter
the juniors had better opportunities for practice than ever be-
fore for two reasons. The Management of the Prince’s Rink
was sympathetic and allowed them to use the ice on every pos-
sible occasion. St. Bonaventure’s College decided last autumn
to build a rink, and with that wonderful spirit of determination
of theirs, to determine was to do. The material was ordered,
and in less than a fortnight after it had arrived, the rink was
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a reality. They are indeed to be congratulated upon their
initiative and enterprise. Nor were they the only ones to bene-
fit thereby. They very kindly offered the other Colleges the
use of it, and needless to say their generosity was highly ap-
preciated, particularly by the junior division.

The first game of the series was played on Tuesday, Feb.
6th, by Methodist College and the Feildians, resulting in a win
for the latter by 5 goals to 1.

St. Bonaventure’s, four days later, notched up 10 goals
against the Methodist College, who scored twice.

On Tuesday, Feb. 13th, before a very enthusiastic crowd
of spectators, Feildians and St. Bon’s met, and, as was expect-
ed, a spirited game resulted. From the first it was evident that
‘the teams were well matched. The defence of both was be-
yond criticism. The forwards also played a hard aggressive
game, but while at times attempts were made to combine, there
was too much of the individual effort. The result was 2 to 1
in favour of the Feildians. In a measure, the victory was due
to the effective manner in which the forwards checked back.
G. Bayly’s play in this respect was particularly noticeable. R.
Anderson’s shooting had but one fault—he did not shoot often
enough.

In the second round the Feildians defeated Methodist Col-
lege by 5 goals to 1, St. Bon’s defeated Methodist College by
7 goals to 1, and then came the clash which Feildian support-
ers hoped would result in the return of that old cup to its first
home after a long absence.

The game had not long been in progress before it was ap-
parent that that fighting spirit which had thrilled their sup-
porters in the first game with St. Bon’s, was not showing to
the same extent in the Feildian team as a whole. Again and
again their defence was penetrated, and but for the remark-
ably good goal keeping on the part of Tilley, they would have
suffered an ignominious defeat. This was a state of affairs
quite unexpected, quite unaccountable, and altogether impos-
sible to remedy. A. Bayly did not spare himself for a moment,
but apparently it was Fraser’s day off. Such does happen un-
fortunately to the best of players, but on this occasion it spelt
disaster. We missed his wonderful bursts of speed, and the
united defence which had been a feature of the former games.
Down, down we went to defeat by a score of 5 goals to 1.

The points now stood: Feildians 6, St. Bon’s 6, Methodist
College 0.
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The play off for the championship took place on Tuesday,
Feb. 27th, and resulted in a victory for St. Bon’s by a score of
6 goals to one.

We congratulate St. Bonavemture’s College heartily on
their success. They showed an indomitable spirit in the face
of defeat, and it carried them through. The old members of
our team—Anderson, Lloyd (Captain), G. Bayly, A. Bayly, and
Tilley are players of whom any College may well feel proud,
and C. Press, F. Rendell, Chalker and Fraser—first year men—
rendered valuable assistance.

THE LIBRARY

r(g.,,‘ I N the old days, as Old Feildians will recollect, it was the

: custom under this heading to give an account of any
Debates, Concerts, or Lectures held on Saturday
- nights, and many of us remember these evenings as
some of the most interesting and pleasant that we have ever
had. It is a matter for regret that during the past winter we
have been unable to do very much in this direction, owing
chiefly to the fact that between the Hockey Matches (which
take up a great deal of school time) and Easter only a very
short time intervened this year, and during that short time
there was something like an epidemic of influenza.

On March 25th Dr. Facey and Mr. Donaldson, the Principal
and Vice-Principal of Queen’s College, gave us a most interest-
ing and enjoyable lecture, illustrated by lantern slides, and
dealing with historical church buildings in England and with
missionary work in Western Canada. Both lecturers captured
the attention of their audience at the beginning and held it to
the end, and we were all sorry when owing to the lateness of
the hour it was necessary to postpone the remainder of the
lecture to a future occasion.

for the great pleasure they gave us.

We are glad to be able to say that during the past winter
great interest has been taken in the various Form Libraries and
that a great many boys have read a large number of the books
available. Membership in these Form Libraries may be secured
by any boy who presents a book to be approved by the Form
Master; and by this means each Library has obtained quite a
number of interesting books. It is most important that every
boy should learn to love reading for its own sake—not merely
to plough through an occasional standard book just because
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someone worries him until he does, but to come to look upon
books as an unfailing source of delight. Even from a reason-
ably good story-book an immense amount may be learnt about
people, places, and things. Older people have a tendency to
expect boys to read what is interesting to adults and to con-
sider lighter books a waste of time. This is, of course, very far
from being a wise view. To enjoy a book a boy must be able
to understand it, and it must be about things in which he is
interested. As he develops, his taste will develop too, but it is
unnatural for a boy of the Fourth Form to want to read the
sort of book that will appeal to a Sixth Form boy, or vice versa.

If this should happen to be read by any Old Feildian who
has any boy’s books that he no longer needs, we hope that he
will send them along for distribution among the Forms for
which they will be suitable; for though we have managed fair-
ly well this year it is not always easy for every Form to secure
a sufficiently great supply. Henty, R. L. Stevenson, Scott,
Conan Doyle, Rider Haggard, MaxPemberton,—all such authors
as these are welcome, yes even Alger books and Tom Swifts.
A reasonably strong cover is necessary if they are to have a
long enough life to make them worth while. More serious
books will be welcome too since we have older students who
are able to appreciate and enjoy them.

Our experience is that the boy who does not read some-
thing is almost certain to be rather a dunderhead—lacking in
intelligence and imagination, and inclined to become just a
“loafer” in his spare time. May the number of these, already
small, grow smaller and smaller! In books we have all the wit
and wisdom of past generations. Who will dare to say that we
can afford to cut ourselves off from such a wealth of enjoyment
as lies open to anyone who can really read.
