up entirely new buildings on our present site. It is for the
Directors of the College to make the next move.

N Athletic Field. The question of an Athletic Ground is in
hands of a joint committee from the Board of Directors
and the Old Feildian Club. Before spending money on any
field it is necessary to buy it outright. Considerable expendi-
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ture will have to be made, and to spend large sums on property
that might pass out of our hands would be most unwise. Every
Old Feildian, every one of our friends who remembers his own
boyhood, every person who cares for the physical welfare of
our boys will agree that a suitably equipped school field is an
absolute necessity, and will be willing to help those who are
responsible for this part of our year’s programme. We have
every confidence in the ability of the joint committee to carry
out the work that has been entrusted to them.
* * & #* *

RECORD Year’s Work. This depends upon our Boys them-

selves, upon the co-operation of their Parents, and upon
the wisdom and energy of the Staff. In every Form there is a
considerable amount of good material—probably more than in
the average year. But it is upon the ordinary member of each
Form rather than upon the more brilliant ones that the success
or failure of our year’s work depends. Every idler, every easy-
going or indifferent member of a Form ha$ it in his power to
keep back the work of his Class to some extent. On the other
hand, every conscientious hard-working fellow who does his
best will help to make this year’s work what it can be—the best
that we have ever done. It is not so much a question of making
a great effort for a short time as of doing one’s work regularly
and methodically, of recognizing that each boy’s “job” is to
allow nothing to interfere with each day’s and each night’s
work. It is this type of man that is the backbone of every com-
munity; and this is the sort of boy that does credit to his
school, to his people, and to himself. A fellow who cannot
work in working hours is wanted by nobody and good for
nothing. Every Feildian has ample time for amusement and
relaxation; and those who do not work are the useless drones
who are content to remain ignorant and idle when the whole
world is going ahead. It is upon these that the Staff must ex-
pend most of its efforts. Anyone can teach clever and hard-
working boys; but the idle and indifferent are a challenge to
every teacher worthy of the name. We have every confidence
in the way in which our present Staff will reply to such a chal-
lenge; for though in past years we have had experienced and
conscientious teachers in the College, never have we had a more
capable Staff than at the present time. It is because of this
fact and because we know that most of our boys are of the
right type and that most of our Pareats mean to do their share
in encouraging regular and conscientious work, that we hope
t¢ make this year the most successful we have ever had.
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OING to Work. The boy who leaves school to “go to work”
very soon finds that “work” is very much the same thing
whether it is done in a class-room at B. F. C. or in an office on
Water Street. If he had formed good habits while at school,
he finds them equally useful in business. A short time ago
two of our boys who had “gone to work” and who had been
known merely as steady decent fellows who could be relied
upon to do their best, were the subject of letters of congratu-
lation to the Headmaster from their employers. A director of
Messrs. Harvey & Co. writes: “So long as B. F. C. turns out
clean, sensible, honest boys like young C———, she has no
cause to worry. . . . [ think you and the School are to be
congratulated on turning out that type of boy.” From Im-
perial Oil, Limited, the following has been received: “He is
everything that you say and I am very pleased indeed with
him.” One of the hardships of a Schoolmaster’s life is that
just when his boys are beginning to respond to the work and
thought that is given to them for years, he has to lose them;
but the knowledge that they are keeping up the good name of
the old School does much to turn the pain of saying good-bye
into joy that a man of the right type has been put into the
world. Several of those who have been with us for years are
now making their first big venture into life and we have to
accustom ourselves to their absence. A. Lloyd having succeed-
ed in his tussle with the London Matriculation examination is
reading Law in the office of Messrs. Blackwood, Emerson &
Winter. W. Titford is preparing for a post with the Reid New-
foundland Co. E. White has entered Dale & Co’s office. R. Mer-
cer is taking up University work. One of the best sets of “Teach-
ers in Training” that we have ever had—M. Blackmore, C. Car-
ter, G. C. Greenland, R. Hepditch, E. Lear, G. Martin, J. B.
Richards, W. M. Yetman_G. H. Haynes, G. Bryant, L. Coombs,
C. Coffin and R. Petten—have gone on to the Normal School for
professional training or have resumed teaching. The Principal
of the Normal School says that those who are with him are
splendid fellows who will make their influence felt wherever
they go. Bayly, A., and Bayly, G., Smith, H.—how should we
distinguish them from one another but for the initial which is
so useful—Press, C., Jack Baird, Howard and Calver are all
busy carving out a place for themselves.

PASSPORTS.

Residents of this Colony, intending to travel out of New-
foundland, are hereby notified that they may be required to pro-
duce Passports at various points on their journey.

Passports are issued at the Department of the Colonial Sec-
retary, in accordance with Rules and Regulations approved by
the Governor in Council, to persons domiciled in Newfoundland,
who are—

1.—Natural-born British subjects;
2.—The wives and widows of such persons, or

3.—Persons naturalized in the United Kingdom, in the Brit-
ish Colonies, or in India.

A Passport cannot be issued on behalf of a person already
abroad, such person should apply for one to the nearest British
Mission or Consulate. Passports must not be sent out of New-
foundland by post.

Applicants are requested to have their Forms of Application
(which can be obtained at this Department), properly filled in,
according to marginal instructions thereon, and forwarded to the
Department in sufficient time to permit of any necessary al-
terations being made in the same before the date upon which
the Passport would be required.

The charge for a Passport is $2.50, which covers a period of
two years, after which it may be renewed for four further periods
of two years each, at a charge of $1.00 for each renewal.

Copies of Rules and Regulations, Forms of Application, or
any desired information may be obtained upon request.

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place in the Island in Jr. A.A., by 3 marks if we remember
rightly, and what hurt him most was that the other fellow
secured the $20 offered by the C.H.E. as a prize.
