definite number of Poppies, and altogether raised Twenty Dol-
lars for that purpose. A letter of thanks was received from
the Organising Secretary of the Fund. There is perhaps, some
danger of our forgetting how very much we have to be thank-
ful for when we think of the Great War and of what we com-
memorate on November 11th. The tremendous sense of relief
from the horror and dread that had hung over the whole world
for four terrible years—how can we ever forget it! We have
been “paying the bill” ever since that first Armistice Day, and
paying bills is always an unpleasant task; but if we will only
think for a minute or two we cannot fail to realise that black
as the outlook may sometimes look, it is immeasurably better

than it was at any time during those dreadful war days.

A Message from His Excellency
the Governor at Speech Day,
December 18th, 1923.

LTHOUGH this is the season of Goodwill arid Rejoicing it is

also an occasion when one ought to do a little thinking,
more especially in view of the fact that we are about to com-
mence a New Year, and, as you know, it is the practice with
many at the New Year to make good resolutions. Now, let us
think.

First. When you boys grow to manhood, each cne of you
will have to live with the man that you make of yourself. It
follows, therefore, that you should so live that you may be as
good company for yourselves as possible.

Second. Remember, we are all hero-worshippers at heart,
and every man who has achieved real success and done big
things in the world, is undoubtedly a “‘runner up” or pace
maker to every boy or young man who has in his heart an
ambition to succeed.

When watching football matches in Australia I used to be
interested during the intervals to notice that hundreds of small
boys broke through the ring and rushed towards that particular
player whom they admired most. Quite a number touched his
football jersey, some—although lost in admiration—did not
even dare do that, a few sucked the lemon he had used and

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thrown away, while others stroked him affectionately and ad-
miringly. All felt that he was their hero.

Third. 1 think it would be well if every boy on leaving
school or college realized that the world owes him nothing ex-
cept what he earns, in other words that the only true estimate
of a man is based on the use he is.

Fourth. 1 read lately in the Scout Leader which is the
Scout Magazine of Canada, that the hour of failure in a young
man’s life was 7 p.m.: That was regarded as the spring-board
hour from which men leaped to success or fell off to failure.
But may it not also be lookéd upon as the parting of the ways,
the one way leading to character, and the other to the lack of
it? This momentous hour, 7 p.m., according to this Magazine,
made or marred the young man. Should he turn unduly to
the pleasure frivolities, and be not thrifty of his time, he stood
a big chance of losing, but if he turned to self improvement he
was pretty certain to win. Look out then for 7 p.m.

Fifth. When I was 17 years of age and first entered the
Civil Service I asked myself “Where are you going, and what
is your goal?” The answer was, “I intend to be a Governor.”
As 1 was the Junior Clerk it certainly seemed to be a remote
goal, but I persistently kept it in view from 1879 to 1902 when
I first became His Majesty’s Representative. That meant
twenty-three years pegging away at the one idea. [ venture to
think that hard and faithful work alone are not sufficient.
Both are excellent in their way and very important, but some-
thing else is needed. For instance, take the well-fed horse on
the farm in the threshing season. He works both hard and
faithfully, but he goes round and round and gets nowhere.
There are thousands of men who work that way and it is due
to the fact that they have not decided on an object to attain.

Sixth. My advice, therefore, to all you senior boys who
are here to-night is to commence with the New Year and pick
out a definite goal and start travelling towards it. I feel con-
fident that if you work hard and faithfully and keep that goal
in sight you will eventually get there.

Speech Day, 1923.

UR annual Speech Day and Prize-Giving was held in the
Casino on December 18th. His Excellency the Governor
distributed the prizes, and his short address which appears in
full on another page, is evidence of his interest in and under-
standing of boys and their difficulties. The Superintendent of
Education, Dr. Blackall, gave a detailed account of his last
inspection of the work of the College, and spoke very highly of
the work of the Staff and of the general efficiency of the train-
ing given. In mentioning one or two minor deficiencies he
might have been misunderstood as criticising unfavourably
some of the College work; but Dr. Blackall made it quite clear
that in almost every particular he could find no fault, and those
members of the audience who had any knowledge of school
work could not fail to understand that his criticisms were con-
cerned with matters of detail. It was, perhaps, unfortunate
that these criticisms were addressed to an audience which could
hardly profess to understand the relative importance of the
matters mentioned, and that they were not made, rather, to
the managers of the College. The Superintendent of Educa-
tion expressed the opinion that it would be better if the Col-
lege entered candidates for only the highest grades, and gave
some reasons for his opinion. He regretted that a large num-
ber of town boys failed to follow the College Course to its
highest point, but left school at too early an age, and at a stage
of mental development very much below that to which they
might attain.

The Headmaster’s Report showed that the College had
done a vigorous year’s work. It will be found in full on an-
other page.

The Boys’ part of the programme was very well done, the
drill and the last carol being particularly effective. Two new
features were a Demonstration in Physics by the Upper Sixth
Form (Sr. A. A.), and a Unison Song “The King’s Highway,”
by about a dozen doys in which sweetness of tone rather than
volume of sound was aimed at. R. Percival gave a pianoforte
rendering of “The Harmonious Blacksmith” and surprised most
of us by the effectiveness with which he played so difficult a
piece. W. Kent and R. Phillips recited an extract from “King
Henry the Fifth” and did it well.

be able to record not only that the College has maintained its
position but also that some growth has taken place. During
the past year we have been able to continue the good work of
previous years, and in addition to make progress in new di-
rections.

First, as to our regular work—the College has had a most
successful year. The greatest of all the Prizes—the Rhodes
Scholarship—has for the third successive year been awarded to
an Old Feildian—Mr. Gerald White, the son of our beloved
Bishop. Next year there will be three Old Feildians at Oxford
University, Messrs. Ralph LeMessurier, Cecil Parsons and
Gerald White, all of them Rhodes Scholars. This is an honour
of which few schools have been able to boast—and none I think
in this Dominion.

In the local examinations held last year, three of our can-
didates satisfied the examiners in the Sr. A.A.—one,—Dorothy
Fraser,—in the Honours Division. We had hoped that Miss
Fraser would have won the Jubilee Scholarship, but her year’s
work was very much upset by the very sad and unexpected
death of her mother last winter.

In Jr. ALA., 10 B. F. C. candidates were successful, three in
Honours Division. R. Mercer was our best candidate. R.
Phillips, the first of our candidates who were under the age
limit, and who satisfied the conditions laid down by our Di-
rectorate, was the fortunate winner of the Job Scholarship—
the interest on $5,000 left by the late T. R. Job, Esq.

In Intermediate Grade, 18 of our boys passed—3 in the
Heonours Division. Special mention ought to be made here of
the splendid work done by H. Milley, who in the previous year
won the Bowring Medal for top place in Preliminary Grade—
and did it in one year instead of the usual two,—and who last
year was our first boy in Intermediate Grade, again winning
the Bowring Medal.

In Preliminary Grade 23 of our boys were successful, two
in Honours.

In Primary Grade 16 boys passed, five obtaining marks
equal to Honours.

Mention should be made too of the fact that A. Lloyd suc-
ceeded in passing London Matriculation. This examination
comes somewhere between Jr. A.A. and Sr. A.A.

Altogether 71 of our boys succeeded in reaching their ob-

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jective last year. Our previous best total was 91 in 1921 when
our Primary and Preliminary classes were much larger in num-
bers; but as regards the top 3 grades, which are of course the
most important, our result last year was even better than in
1921 in spite of the fact that most of our Jr. A.A. candidates
are now compelled to begin a foreign language and in one year
to reach at least the Intermediate standard. This is usually
considered to be at least two years’ work. (I refer, of course,
to boys coming into our Jr. A.A. class from Outport schools).

In Athletics the College, as usual, was able to produce good
teams, in Hockey, Rugby Football and Association Football.
In Hockey we defeated the Champions in one match, but failed
to do as well in the last two games. In Rugby Football as well
as in Association, our teams made a very creditable showing,
and in the last match we managed to make a draw with the
team that won the championship. We were unfortunate ‘in
lesing several of our best players this autumn—one through
an accident and two others who obtained positions in the town.
We hope to improve our games very considerably when we get
the new field that the Old Feildians are now working for.
Perhaps by this time next year they will have succeeded in their
efforts. Certainly some step of this sort has been very neces-
sary for some time.

The work of the College Companies has also gone on ener-
getically and successfully throughout the year. In this connec-
tion I should like to bear witness to the splendid work that has
been done by Mr. [Jeffery, who to our great regret resigned his
position in the College last June to take up the important work
of editing The Evening Telegram. We all, I am sure, wish him
every success in his new sphere.

I am glad to be able to report that during the past year the
general tone of the College has been very satisfactory. We
have endeavoured to find the happy medium between lack of
control and over-repression—to teach our boys to take responsi-
bility while recognising that they are themselves under control.
We all need to be able to assume responsibility when we oucht
to assume it, to be independent human beings who can make
their own way; and yet we must all, as good citizens and as
Christians, recognise that we are under the law which is for
the benefit of all of us. There are many occasions when in-
dividuals cannot see why they should be subject to certain laws
—just as there are schoolboys who do not understand the
necessity for certain rules, or for what is usually spoken of as
“discipline.” There is a tendency in these days for the in-
dividual to care nothing about the general good—to make him-
