We feel sure that every parent will be interested
in this matter and will be glad to help forward the work of the
Committee. We consider that a well-equipped field is certain
to stimulate interest in the College and its work and to prevent
Old Feildians from losing touch with the Old School.

The College Games Field

FOR SOME YEARS it has been evident that something would
have to be done to provide a field for the College Games.

Many Old Feildians remember the football ground at Llewellyn
Place which we left about 1911 or [912, and to many, no doubt,
it seems as though we made a mistake in giving it up. As a
matter of fact there were several good reasons for our migrat­
ing to the Tannery Field. Llewellyn Ground provided only
one Football Ground on which there was a very considerable
slope and which was gradually losing its turf owing to the
hard and constant usage which it received. The ground, too,
was of the minimum dimensions, and teams practising on it
found themselves at a loss when playing on St. George's Field
or any 'other full-sized ground. Only one team could play there
at a time so that all but the First Division were confined to a
small strip on which it was impossible to learn football..

I

The Tannery Field on the other hand provided ample space
and it was intended to do a certain amount of work on it each
year and so, gradually, to get it into "good shape. In the first
year a considerable amount of work was done; but it was

. found. on removing the turf, that the field had at one time
been the bottom of a lake or river, and that there was nothing
there but a bed of shingle. It was evident from this that the
only feasible plan was to fill in and grow new turf, for the
present turf merely covers a bed of stones. The fact that the
lower end' was very wet and marshy added emphasis to the de­
cision that filling in was the only plan; but it was clear that if
this were done the whole field instead of the one-third that we

. had been using, could be made fit for athletics.

Since· coming to the Tannery Field the College has paid
the owner an annual rental of One Hundred. Dollars. It was
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evident that no large sum could be spent on the field until we
had bought it outright, and some preliminary steps 'in this di­
rection were being taken when: the War broke out. Until 1919
and for some years after that time it was useless to think of
raising the necessary money; but about a year ago the Old
Feildian Club at the suggestion of the Headmaster, decided to
secure for the College a suitable field for Games. A few hun­
dred dollars were gradually got together, chiefly from Dances,
but towards the end of this winter it was decided to ask for
direct donations. Other grounds had been considered but those
that were suitable were beyond our means, and finally it was
decided to buy the Tannery Feld. Within a few weeks the
necessary amount was raised, and before this appears there
will be sufficient in hand, it is hoped, to carry out the necessary
alterations, put up fences, and build at least a. small Pavilian.

It is in tended to make this ground suitable not merely for
Football but for Tennis and other Athletics. It is hoped that
not only the boys of Feild College but the girls of Spencer
College and Old Feildians and Old Spencerians generally will

. be able to use the ground, on which there is ample space for
two full-sized football grounds,one smaller football ground
and, if necessary, a dozen tennis-courts. From what has al­
ready been done by a small number of generous friends it is
evident that we only need to pull together and lend a hand as
far as we are able to acquire the finest Athletic Ground that
the keenest sportsman could desire.

In addition to the above the Old Feildian Club has in the
neighbourhood of $800 to add to the fund. When all donations
are in we shall thus have enough to buy the field; but there
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remain the fences, the Pavilion and labour and cartage in con­
nection with laying out the ground. It is believed that the
last item will be comparatively small; but the fencing will be
an expensive item and so will the pavilion. We propose, how­
ever, to ask for free labour in connection with the pavilion,
and we feel confident that the College itself will be able to do
most of the work provided that the material is supplied.

Debates~ 1924
AVERY interesting series of debates was held on the Satur­

11 day nights preceding Easter and many of those who took
part in them gave evidence of considerable power of expres­
sion. The motion "That the future of Newfoundland depends
upon its new industries rather than upon its fisheries" produced
a large number of strong arg1,lments for and against, and made
it clear that Newfoundland ought to have a prosperous future
if both the fisheries and the new industries are properly
handled. Kent, Wills, Spurrell, French and Withers all spoke
effectively and many others suggested points that had not been
fully dealt with in the longer speeches.

Another subject that proved very interesting was "That
Moving Picture Shows have a bad influence." For the motion
it was stated that the Picture Shows became a craze with many
people and that whole families come to feel that they must at­
tend every change of programme; that the Pictures show the
luxuries of life which people long for but cannot hope to ob­
tain; that those attending the shows would often be much bet­
ter off if they were out in the open instead of in a stuffy hall
straining their eyes; that many of the pictures represent the
crooked side of life and often the frankly immoral. On the
other side it was stated that it was not the fault of the Pictures
if people used them wrongly pr excessively, that in bad weather
they were a very valuable source of pleasure and instruction,
that many of the Pictures are most educative, and that when
the crooked side of life was shown it was made repulsive
rather than attractive. Fitzgerald made a very able speech to
the effect that most people carefully keep away from the edu­
cative pictures, that the "movie" habit prevents people from
forming the habit of reading and that the very existence of
censors shows the tendency for the pictures to become inde-·
cent. The debate was most interesting. The voting was
against the motion.
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A third subject debated was whether when Easter comes
very late the Easter Holidays should be held before Easter
week with a view to preventing the Winter Term from being
excessively long. The general opinion was that the holidays
should be deferred to Easter week no matter how late that
might come. At this debate we were glad to welcome our old
friend E. Wood who, in the absence of a proposer for the
motion, made a very able speech in which he brought forward
many arguments in favour of not allowing the Winter Term
to continue to an undue length. The only attempt at an argu­
ment to the contrary effect was that there were several parties
in Easter week which many boys wanted to attend. We were
somewhat surprised to find so many "ladies' men" among those
present. .

Before each Debate a short concert was given at which a
number of boys performed very creditably-Percival and Phil­
lips at the piano, Withers and Spurrell in songs, and the mem­
bers of the Jazz Band at their various "musical" instruments.

PUB LIC NOTICEI

POLL TAX.

The attention of the public is called to the following
sections of the St. John's Municipal Act:

Section 249.-"Every male person of the age of 21
years or upwards who has resided in the City for the
period of twelve months immediately preceding the first
day of October in any year, and who is not liable
as owner or indirectly as tenant to the payment of the
City Tax on any property rated in the appraisement book
of the Council of an annual rental value of forty dollars
or upwards, shall pay to the City a Poll Tax of Five
Dollars per annum."

Section 250.-"The said Poll Tax shall be due and
payable without demand or notice by or from the Council
between the Fifteenth day of October and the Fifteenth
day of November in -every year, at the office of the City
Clerk."

Section 251.-"Any person who fails to comply with
the provisions of the foregoing section shall, in addition
to the payment of the tax, be liable to a penalty not ex­
ceeding five dollars, or in default of payment to imprison­
ment not exceeding ten days."
