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Editorial and Various

iHE NEW SCHOOL YEAR. Everything points to pros-
#50l perity and success in the New Year that has just
o) opened. In spite of the fact that many have thought
~— the College Fees high, particularly in our Junior Forms
where the charge made is exactly the same as in our highest
classes, there has been a very considerable increase in our num-
bers. After allowing for all who have left the College, most of
them from the Upper Sixth Form, we have at the time of writ-
ing twenty more names on the roll than we had this time last
year, so that the old difficulty about desks and class-room space
is beginning to recur. Fortunately the Third and Fourth Forms
have filled up more than any others for it was there that we
had most room. The Jr. A.A. Form too has increased in size
and has practically reached the limits of our accommodation.
For the first time, probably, in the history of the College, the
great majority of our Jr. A.A. boys have come up from our
own Intermediate Class so that we know what they can do and
that their foundation has been sound. We are justified, there-
tore, in looking forward to the best Jr. A.A. result next June
that we have ever had. This group of boys has kept together
from the Third Form to the Upper Sixth. A few have dropped
off by the way, but the main body is still there—G. Stirling. J.
Grieve, J. T. Smith, C. Goldstone, H. White, R. Miller, J. Can-
ning, T. Hibbs, G. Gruchy. F. Hayward joined them last year
and is as good as the best of them. In addition we have from
last year H. Milley, T. Ricketts, V.C., G. Hynes, N. Rusted, W.
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Templeman and H. Downton—most of whom are both capable
and industrious, and all of whom should do extremely well.
The newcomers to the Class seem to be a capable and hard-
working group, too, so that we shall be surprised and disap-
pointed if any member of the Form fails to at least get through.

Of the group who have come up this year after going
through the lower Forms of the College we are tempted to
prophesy great things. They are our own product from the
Kindergarten up. They have differed from other classes in
that their people have decided to let them take the whole course
provided by the College, or at least up to Jr. A.A. standing.
Several of them might have been sent to schools in England or
in Canada, but instead they have remained at B. F. C,, and B.
F. C. is content to be judged by what they do and what they
become. Several of them might have left school at the age of
15 or 16 as so many town boys do. We venture to predict that
in the course of a few years these boys will find themselves in
better positions than those attained by boys who left school at
15 or 16—positions of greater importance, of greater value to
the community, and even bringing in better pay. They will go
out with better brains, better judgment, and with characters
much more formed than is possible in the case of younger boys.
They will be better fellows, than if they had gone to Canadian
or English schools. All this, no doubt, seems somewhat boast-
ful and extravagant, but nevertheless it is our opinion, and we
are prepared to stake our good name upon what these boys will
do during the next few years. The College does not claim all
the credit but gladly attributes much of their success to the
fact that the parents of these boys have consistently supported
the College in all that it has tried to do for the benefit of these
boys. The boys themselves have been ambitious and hard work-
ing. Their parents have been interested in their progress and
have shown their interest. In most cases the parents have
been their boys’ friends and as often as possible, their com-
panions. At the same time they have retained their influence
with the boys so that the semi-rebellious spirit that many boys
of 15 or 16 show—a spirit that induces many parents to get rid
of their responsibility as parents by sending the boys away to
school—has been almost entirely absent in their case. In plain
English the parents have retained control, not because these
boys are lacking in spirit for most of them are our keenest
athletes and our most energetic, intelligent, and forceful pupils.
They are the backbone of most of our activities. They are not
ambitious to be men of the world before cutting their wisdom
teeth or to dress in the height of fashion, or to acquire the man-
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ly (?) habits of smoking or drinking or swearing. They thor-
ocughly enjoy a bit of fun, a stiff bit of work or a hard game.
They are just clean-minded, healthy, manly fellows who have
the sense not to try to “show off” or to be men before their
time. And we are glad to be able to say that nearly every other
member of the Jr. A.A. class is of the same type. It is no won-
der that the Collese is proud of them and confident of their
future. We hope that they will keep together till every one of
them polishes off the Sr. A.A. work and that they will all be able
to go on to a University and there be trained for the highest
kind of work—the work which this country of ours so badly
needs from its own sons. Hewers of wood and drawers of water
we Newfoundlanders have been and still are, and all because
we have not fitted ourselves for anything better. The boy who
completes the College course can always find a way nowadays
to go on to a University if his intelligence, his energy and his
ambition are great enough. We would urge every parent who
can possibly manage it to give his boy a chance. At fifteen a
boy has not the faintest idea of what he is really capable of be-
coming. At seventeen or eighteen he knows a little better
what he wants to be, and has got over the first foolishness of
youth which urges him to be a man of the world before his
upper lip has begun to grow darker and before he is capable
of judging what a real man is. How foolish, then, to allow a
boy of fifteen to decide to leave school if his parents can pos-
sibly manage to let him go on another year or two.

We have had as fine fellows in our Jr. A.A. before as we
have this year, but never as many—never enough to dominate
the Form and to influence the whole School to the same degree.
Generally the majority of the Form have been new-comers to
the College who have come in for one year from the Outports.
Very often these have been great workers, very intelligent, and
thoroughly straight and manlv. But they have not known the
ways of the College—its traditions or its spirit. They came to
get something out of it for themselves, and they generally went
away before it ever occurred to them to give anything to it or
do anything for it. They have quite naturally taken whatever
was done for them as a matter of course. Perhaps they have
wondered. from time to time, why Masters gave so much of
their time to supervising games or to Brigade work, or to other
things that did not seem to matter much. Later on, no doubt,
many of them have understood that all these extra activities
were due to an affection for the old school which made people
anxious to do more than they were actually required or ex-
pected to do, and that this sacrifice of energy and spare time

was a free gift offered to the College and to all those who were
part of it. Every now and again one is almost startled to dis-
cover that some of those who seemed to take everything as a
matter of course had realised later that much more was done
for them than the “letter of the bond” called for; and that
there had grown up that affection for the College that leads
the University man to think and spsak of his University as his
“Alma Mater.”

We hope that the years to come will often give us a Jr.
A.A. Form like that of this year—that the Junior Forms will
develop on the same lines and show the same spirit as did the
Fourth Form of 1919-20 which has now become the [r. A.A.
Form of 1924-25. It is necessary to begin early, for character
—the right sort of character—does not develop in a day but is
the result of long years of patient effort and of right training
not only in school but also at home.

In every other Form there are good groups too. In some
of them these groups are strong enough to leaven the whole
Form. In others the question is still in doubt. In the Sr. A.A.
we know that we have a good set of boys though there are only
four of them. In the Lower Sixth (Second Year) we have a
nucleus of the right sort, but we also have a few who are still
wavering in the balance between ‘“sense” and ‘“foolishness.”
The First Year section of the Lower Sixth contains several
very capable and hard-working boys, but there is quite a strong
contingent of careless, silly, erratic fellows who will, we hope,
learn to leave some of their childish ways behind them as the
year goes on. The Upper Fifth has in it the making of a group
as intelligent, as industrious and as reliable as the present Jr.
A.A. Cne hopes that the finer element will gradually affect the
few who are still “very young for their age.” We have great
hopes, too, of the present Lower Fifth. It contains a lot of fine
boys who seem, as a class, to be likely to develop in the right
direction. The Fourth Form contains a strong group of boys
who need very firm and careful handling—full of life and
energy but inclined to be without interest in anything but what
they call “fun” i.e. playing the fool when they ought to be
working and not very keen on games of the best sort. There
are great potentialities in this group. They may become either
something very fine or else a general nuisance to their people,
to the school and to everyone with whom they come in contact.
Several of them have begun to work and to be ambitious to do
well. If these are able to keep going in the right direction the
Form as a whole will turn out well. A great deal depends upon
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what we can make of one particular boy who is the moving
spirit of this group. If he can be led to join the ranks of the
workers the others can be guided in the right direction. The
Third Form consists of very young boys who seem to be in-
dustrious and interested in their work. It is difficult as yet to
gauge their character as a group, but we know that the class
contains a number of fine little boys and we have every hope
that the great majority will turn out well.

C. Godden into Harvey’s, and Eldred White into Dale & Co’s.
D. Stuart has gone to the Collegiate School, Windsor, Nova
Scotia.

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ST. JOHN’S MUNICIPAL COUNCIL.
PUBLIC NOTICE!

POLL TAX.

The attention of the public is called to the following
sections of the St. John’s Municipal Act:

Section 249.—“Every male person of the age of 21
years or upwards who has resided in the City for the
period of twelve months immediately preceding the first
day of October in any year, and who is not liable
as owner or indirectly as tenant to the payment of the
City Tax on any property rated in the appraisement book
of the Council of an annual rental value of forty dollars
or upwards, shall pay to the City a Poll Tax of Five
Dollars per annum.”

Section 250.—“The said Poll Tax shall be due and
payable without demand or notice by or from the Council
between the Fifteenth day of October and the Fifteenth
day of November in every year, at the office of the City
Clerk.”

Section 251.—“Any person who fails to comply with
the provisions of the foregoing section shall, in addition
to the payment of the tax, be liable to a penalty not ex-
ceeding five dollars, or in default of payment to imprison-
ment not exceeding ten days.”
