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The Educational Campaign, /926

DURING the early part of 1926 the Directors of the Church of
England College decided that the Bishop Feild College

buildings were no longer fit for use and that definite steps must
be taken without further delay to replace them by a new and
up-to-date construction. Moreover their experience with the
present building which, after only thirty years of use was so
worn out that both woodwork and plaster would have to be
completely replaced even if the exterior were in perfect condi­
tion, compelled the Board to come to the conclusion that it
would be the truest economy to put up a building of substantial
construction and of the best and most lasting material.

PLANS
For some months Mr. Eustace G. Bird, a well known archi­

tect of Toronto, had been preparing plans in accordance with
the requirements of the College and on the lines of a good
modern secondary school; and during the summer these plans
were finally accepted after they had been considered in the full­
est detail by a committee of the Board and by the Board itself,
and after many valuable suggestions by the Superintendent of
Education and by his Assistar. t had been adopted.

CONTRACTORS
The plans were submitted to various contractors, and the

contract for the first stage of the construction was awarded to
Messrs. Anglin and Norcross, a firm well known in Canada and
which had successfully carried out their contract for such
buildings as the Chateau Fron tenac, Quebec, and the Arts
Building of McGill University. The total cost of our new build­
ing was estimated to be in the neighborhood of $250,000.

CAMPAIGN FUND, 1919
Of the campaign fund, 1919, there remained a balance in

hand of roughly $81,000, and of this the sum of $21,000 was re­
quired for new Elementary Schools and was voted during the
summer for that purpose, on the understanding that those
chiefly in terested· in Elementary Education would support the
campaign for funds to build a new B. F. C.

PROSPECTS FOR 1926 CAMPAIGN
The 1926 campaign opened, then, with $60,000 in hand and

$190,000 had to be raised to pay for the proposed new building.
It was generally recognized that so large a sum as this could
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scarcely be found at a time when business was far from good
and when so many other demands had been made or were be­
ing made upon the community. The Cathedral Organ Fund, the
Queen's College Extension Fund and the Y. M. C. A. campaign
had all received considerable support; but in spite of this it
was felt that the College could not wait any longer and that a
beginning, at least, must be made to raise what was required.
Estimates of what the campaign would produce varied from
$50,000 to $100,000. That the latter figure was exceeded by a
very considerable amount was due to the hard work of a large
number 0 f devoted friends of the College and to the generous
giving of our people.

ried through the 1926 campaign. Moreover, there are to be
,ound on the lists of subscribers the names of many of our
friends of other denominations-names which will stand as the
strongest possible reproach to the few who ought to have their
names on the list but for some reason failed to put them there.

THE COURSE OF THE CAMPAIGN
Starting with a splendid list of initial gifts coming from

the wealthier members of the community, the campaign went
on from strength to strength. The nightly meetings to report
progress were well attended, and the rivalry between the vari­
ous divisions ar,d teams was well main tained. As it became
increasingly difficult to find new "prospects" the enterprise of
various teams and individuals began to sill!!d out. The fact
that every team was able to report substantial progress each
night speaks volumes for the persistence and enthusiasm of the
members. The value of the meetings in reviving the energy of
those who had a disappointing day can hardly be exaggerated.
One was curious to know what other people had done, even if
one's own success had been small; and again and again a pleas"
ant surprise resulted from some last effort to make up for one's
previous failures. For every collector who would have done
just as well without the meetings there was a score who were
helped by them enormously; and many who could hardly have
brought themselves to continue the work after some disappoint­
ment or rebuff, were encouraged by the meetings to take what
looked like desperate chances in order to have something to re­
port on the following nigh t.

RESULTS OF THE CAMPAIGN
On the final night it was announced that over one hundred

and sixteen thousand dollars had been raised by the campaign,
of which more than $40,000 was in cash! The more we consider
the circumstances under which this figure was reached the
more magnificent it is seen to be. Any comparison with the
figures of the 1919 campaign is, of course, unreasonable, for in
1919 we were all in a very different position financially, and a
dollar today is worth twice as much as in 1919. Moreover in
1919 the whole community was full of a joyous confidence in
the future, and the average man then felt no hesitation in
pledging himself for years ahead. Today, on the other hand,
very large numbers of people are unwilling to make any prom­
ise for the future, and it became a commonplace to hear, dur­
ing the campaign "I'll give you what I can now but I can't sign
a pledge. Come again next year and I'll see what I can do."
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There can be little doubt that when we do go again next Octob­
er or November there wiII be a generous response, especially
if the prospects are better than they were last November. They
can hardly be anything but better!

HOW THE FUND STANDS
Of the $250,000 required there were $60,000 in hand be"

fore the campaign started and we raised $118,000 last Novem­
ber-several subscriptions came in after the drive was over­
leaving $72,000 still to be raised before we can feel that the
new B. F. C. building has been provided for.

WHAT ARE WE TO DO ABOUT IT?
Only one course can be followed if we are to "make a clean

job of it." We must hold a modified drive each year until we
are able to justify our having taken the work in hand at all, and
we must relax our efforts only when PAID has been written
across the whole account. The Directors of the College have
signed a contract for the second stage of the new building­
the whole of the exterior work-and this will probably be fin­
ished in the autumn or earlier. If there is to be no delay in
undertaking the third and final stage a second, and, if neces­
sary, a third campaign must be undertaken. It must not be
forgotten that much of the fund as it now stands is in the form
of pledges and that ready money is necessary as the work pro­
gresses and has to be paid for. To borrow $70,000 in addition
to what has to be borrowed on the pledges would be very diffi­
cult, if not impossible. The burden of in terest would be crush­
ing. Only if we can show that we intend to carry our work
through to its logical conclusion-that of wiping off practically
the whole 0 f the obligation within the next three or four years
-would it be reasonable to complete the new College without
any pause after the second stage is finished. If we could raise
even $20,000 next autumn we should have given proof of our
determination to see this business through; and the work could
go on without any delay. If the workers of the 1926 campaign
decide to do this there is little doubt of their ability to accom­
plish it!

Headmaster's Report
Your Excellency,

My Lord,
Gentlemen of the Directorate,

Ladies and GerHlemen,

During the past year the College has done its best under
difficult conditions and has had a large measure of success in
the annual tests as follows: 8 passes Jr. Matricn., 2 in Honours;
23 passes Inter., 4 in Honours; 19 passes Prelim., 3 in Honours;
11 passes Primary, 4 in Honours. Total 61.

This is not as large a total as in some previous years. The
examinations were made considerably harder last year-one
member of our staff was very unwell for the greater part of
the winter-we had few second year candidates of the type to
do well iu examinations-and the language difficulty again af­
fected us badly in Junior Matriculation and Intermediate. Boys
coming in to us for Junior Matriculation with little or no Latin
found, with only one exceptioll, that they had undertaken more
than they could accomplish. For several years I have insisted
upon this ·truth, that to pass in Junior Matriculation an aver-'
age candidate must have passed Inter. Latin. Our people are
beginning at last to understand this, and this year we have
practically no candidates attempting to do the impossible.

We had a number of cases of candidates who did extreme­
ly well last June. R. Andrews, who came to us from Harbor
Grace in September, 1925, and who was sitting for Junior
Matriculation for the first time, won~ distinction in everyone
of his six subjects-English, History, l\1athematics, Latin,
Physics and Chemistry-and obtained a high place in the Hon­
ours Division. W. Thomas, who two years ago knew nothing
about Latin or Frertch, obtained Distinction in both these sub­
jects in Junior Matriculation last June.

R. Duder, A. Wright and G. Rosenberg, three first year
Intermediate candidates, did better than any of our second year
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Intermediates, and were in the Honours Division. This reflects
great credit upon these three, and shows that they worked ex­
tremely hard and were above the average in ability. Only E.
Cook, of our second year candidates, did himself justice.

H. Miller, in Preliminary Grade, won distinction in seven
subjects and was in a class by himself, but W. Redstone and E.
A. House also did extremely well. Our Primary class, was be­
low the usual standard, but H. House, J. Grant, A. Samson and
B. Murphy were as good a quartet as we have ever had at the
head 0 f the class.

We might mention here that a number of Old Feildians,
who had been with us the previous year, did extremely well last
June at the Memorial College. R. Dawe, who was at the head
of the whole Junior Matriculation grade tn 1925, repeated this
fine performance in 1926 by coming out at the top of Senior
Nlatriculation, and if he had not beer, over age would have won
the Jubilee Scholarship. J. C. Grieve, Frank R. Hayward, N. F.
S. Rusted, J. T. Smith and L. Walters all passed Senior Matricu­
lation.

In Athletics while our Hockey and Association Football
teams played a good game they were not good enough to win
championships; but the Football team was unfortunate in los­
ing its centre forward early in the season as the result of an
accident. Our Rugby Football XV., however, distinguished it­
self by winning all its matches, and on its opponer,t's grounds,
too.

In other respects the athletics of the College have shown
themselves in be in a healthy condition. We have found it
difficult to arrange games for all those who wan ted to play.
The 1926 Steeplechase was the best, in every Division, that we
have had. In this connection we have noted with great satis­
faction the steady improvement in the running of the two
Stone brothers, both of whom ran as youngsters in our Steeple·
chase; and we have been glad, too, to hear of the victory, for
the second year in succession, of R. Phillips in the King's Col­
lege road race in Halifax.

We hope to see a great improvemen t take place in our
games as soon as we can use the new Athletic Ground which
the Old Feildiap.s have been making and which ought to be
ready by the end of another summer.

The work of the College Companies has grown and flour­
ished since last Speech Day, and particularly in recent months.
A large number of our older boys have joined up and are help­
ing to make the companies as beneficial as they have ever been.

Before leaving the subject of Athletics we would heartily
congratulate the Old Feildian Hockey Team on its fine record
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last winter. We wish them that complete success this year that
they have come so near to on many occasions.

And now, Ladies and Gentlemen, 1 come to the subject
that has been so much in the minds of all of us-the new Col­
lege, and the splendid response that was made in the campaign
to the Directors' decision to begin our new buildings.

To all who understand business conditions at the present
time the success of last month's campaign was a source of tre­
mendous satisfaction. In a week over $40,000 in cash was rais­
ed, al!d the total outcome of the drive was over $116,000. As
Captain of one of the Te,ams, which, though it worked hard and
happened to be the most successful of all the teams, yet work­
ed no harder than many others of that splendid band of men
and women, 1 know that we can find the mone,y needed to com­
plete our buildings. The effect upon the community of suoh
enthusiasm and determination is irresistible. We have only to
keep our telams together and we shall be able to point with
pride to the fiuest building of its type in Newfoundland and to
say: "Not only is it uIJ but it is paid for."

A glance at the foundations now approaching completion
impresses one more than ever with the fact that we have. been
working in terribly cramped quarters. Never have we had even
reasonable space for our work. An architect from Canada
plans for us a building such as in other countries would be con­
sidered adequate for our work and numbers, and immediately
we are apt to feel that it is much larger than we need. The
new building is plal1l!ed for between 270 and 300 pupils, and
we shall go into it with well over 200 on our roll. In addition
we have to provide accommodation for from 60 to 80 boys
from our Elementary schools in the Manual Training Depart­
ment, al!d for a numbcr of girls in the Science Laboratory. For
the first time in our history we shall have sufficient cloak room
and lavatory accommodation, play rooms for wet or stormy
days, a gynasium worthy of the name, and an assembly room
in which functions like that of tonight can be held al!d whelre
I hope we shall all find ourselves in twelve months time. The
various associations belonging to the College which have al­
ready done such splendid work, will then be able to work in
com fort and with much greater effect. The College can be
made a centre of activity which will be of enormous advantage
to the whole community, to our own people, and to the College
itself.

At the present time it is not very comfortable to work on
the College premises. There is hardly a square yard of ground
that is not piled high with building material. It is to be hoped
that every effort will be 1Jlade to. carry the work through with
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
