EW COLLEGE BUILDINGS. During the winter two
sets of plans for Ollf new buildings have been very
carefully considered by the Committee appoin ted for
this purpose by the Directors of the College and at

last it was possible for the Committee to recommend the ac­
ceptance of the architect's suggestions and the Board adopted
the revised and corrected plans. These were then returned to
the architect in Toronto with instructions to prepare them as
soon as possible for the contractors.

To many of our friends it may seem that the progress made
has been very slow. As a matter of fact, however, a large
number of meetings have been held and the work done has
been so carefully and thoroughly considered that the likelihood
of mistakes has been reduced to a minimum. We have suffered
so severely in the past as the result of insufficient care before
we began building that the Committee and the Board of Direc­
tors were determined to take no risks. When the new build·
ings are completed we shall have a College handsome in ap­
pearance, suitable for our requirements, fitted with every mod­
ern educational aid, capable of expansion, and able to with­
stand the peculiarities of -our climate. We feel confident that
the work of the Committee will then be approved by the whole
community.
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It is hoped to begin work during the present summer. As
soon as the finished plans are ready they will be submitted to
the contractors and building operations will begin with the
least possible delay.

'THE SITE. A numb~r of possible sites have been considered
but for various reasons it has been decided to build on the

present one. in spite of the fact that we are not in as central a
position as we should like to be. Such sites as St. George's
Field would make it difficult for our younger pupils to attend
regularly during the winter months, and to go anywhere out­
side the town limits is open, to the same objection. Any avail­
able site on "the higher levels" would be equally trying to large
numbers of B.F.C. boys, since on wet days it would be almost
impossible for many of them to reach school without getting
wet through, and as every parent knows this would mean end­
less cases of sickness. The street car passes within half a
minute of the present site and it may be years before there IS
an extension of the lines to the higher levels. On wet or bitter­
ly cold days boys can take the cars and reach school perfectly
dry. The present site provides ample space for the new build­
ings and with very little expenditure can be made all that a
school property should be. Moreover the present site will cost
nothing, whereas a new site would cost from $20,000 to $50,000
if it were large enough for the purpose. We shall do well if
we can pay for the buildings within a reasonable time, and to
add even $20,000 to their cost unnecessarily would require a
great deal of justification ..
DESCRIPTION OF NEW BUILDINGS. The plan which has

been adopted is for a T shaped building, the top stroke of
the T facing south and the tail of the T running from south to
north. The section that faces south will have the main entrance
in the middle and will contain 4 Class Rooms each capable of
accommodating from 30 to 40 boys, a Manual Training Room
and Stock Room, the Headmaster's Office, a ""asters' Common
Room, and a Room for School Supplies, Books, etc. On the
same floor is the Auditorium which runs North and South and
which with its gallery will seat from 400 to 500 persons. The
Stage at the north end will have on either side an Ante Room
16 f1. by 22 ft. The floor of the Auditorium will be several feet
above the level of the Class Rooms On the same storey. This
is to give sufficient height and light for the Cloak Room, Lava­
tories and Gymnasium, all of which are below the Auditorium.
The Gymnasium will be a splendid room about 37 ft. by 57
with a height of 16 feet. The whole of the semi-basement will
be well lighted and will be entered from the outside on the east
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and west. Except for the Gymnasium there wilt be very little
excavation, the ground floor being several feet above the level
of the ground. At the north end of the Basement will be the
Boiler House.

On the top floor will be five fine Class Rooms, aU but one
facing south, a Library, and a magnificent Science Room, be­
sides Toilet and Utility Rooms and the Gallery of the Audi­
torium. Over the Ante Rooms on each side of the Stage will
be two Green Rooms properly fitted.

The top of the T which faces south and funs east and west
will be 176 feet long, while the greatest length of the building
from north to south will be 175 feet.

* • •• •
THE CLASS ROOMS. To many people the Class Rooms will

at first seem rather small, but they have been designed for
Classes of between 30 and 40 boys. One of the differences be­
tween Elemen tary and Secondary Schools is that in the former
classes are usually much larger than in the latter, as many as
from 50 to 60 pupils having to work in the same room and un·
der one Teacher; but a great effort is being made to reduce the
size of classes in Elementary Schools since it is evident that
Teachers can give little or no individual attention to their pupils
when they have from 50 to 60 to look after. Under such a sys­
tem the weaker pupils cannot possibly receive the help and per·
sonal supervision they need-as every Teacher knows. The
policy of the College is to provide the advantages of a good
Secondary School and to enable its Teachers to avoid me­
chanical and superficial methods such as are necessary when
classes are too large.

MATERIALS. The building will be fireproof throughout, the
passages of composition, stairs of iron and composition,

floors of rooms of hard wood over concrete (on the same plan
as the new Hotel) and all fittings throughout of the best
quality .

. It is of course most difficult to give an adequate descrip·
tion in writing of any building, but it will be evident from the
above that our new buildings are to be thoroughly substantial
and well adap"ted to the needs of a good Secondary iSchool.
Great care is being taken to provide really satisfactory heating
and ventilation, and to make the College capable" of giving its
pupils every advantage that an attractive, dura~le and well
equipped school can supply. Should it become necessary, con­
siderable extensions can be made at both the east and west ends
of the block that faces south. It is hoped to make at least one
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of OUf educational inst-itutions thoroughly satisfactory in every
respect; and we feel confident that having done so our people
will not be satisfied until all our Church of England Schools
have been raised to a similarly high standard as regards accom·
modation.

COST. The question "How much is it going to cost" cannot
be answered until tenders have been received from the avail­

able contractors. Outside the construction work there will be
considerable expense in connection with fitting up the various
rooms with furniture, the equipment of the Laboratory, and the
plumbing and heating systems. The grounds will have to be
put in order and a respectable fence erected. The question of
what is to be done with the old building will have to be de­
cided too.

Probably something like $200,000 will be required to pay
for everything. It must not be forgotten that as a people we
have done little or nothing for our sch.ools for several genera­
tions. From 1894 to about 1920 Bishop Feild College had to
hand over more than $1,000 a year of its income for interest
and sinking fund to clear off the debt incurred when the present
buildings were put up. It will thus be evident that the present
building was paid for largely by the College itself. It would
be a most serious blunder to repeat such an arrangemen t, for
to do so would mean that the whole work of the College would
be handicapped for another generation. The right course, and
the only one that can succeed, will be to deal with our educa­
tional difficulties one at a time in a thorough and adequate
manner. There is nothing so discouraging to any body of peo­
ple as to have half a dozen unfinished undertakings on hand,
all of them incomplete and all, therefore, unsatisfactory. If we
all work together for one object at a time we shall reach our
objective much more easily and with much more satisfaction to
all of us; and we shall have the encouraging experience of see­
ing our institutions improve one after the other instead of
knowing, as we do now, that not one of them is in a really sat­
isfactory condition. It is a question of whether we shall all
pull in the same direction or whether we mean to dissipate our
energies and our enthusiasms by pulling in different directions
and attempting to attend to half a dozen different schemes at
the same time.

THE CAMPAIGN FUND. For some reason it has come to be
considered a delicate matter to discuss this question. Exact­

ly why this should be one can hardly say, nor does it matter
now. The time has come when the Fund must be discussed and
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revived since upon it must depend, to a large extent, the pos­
sibility of our making our schools what we know they ought to
be and what we also know we can make them.

Speaking from memory and in round numbers I believe
that $350,000 were promised at the time of the "drive." It is
difficult to discover exactly how much of this was paid in. The
organisers had to be paid their percentage of the total amount
promised, and some amounts had to be used to wipe out the
indebtedness incurred by the acquisition of the British Hall for
Spencer College and the Orphanage property for Feild Hall.

At the present time the Fund has about $73,000 in hand.
The unredeemed pledges must amount to about $200,000, of
which the greater part is collectable; for to suppose otherwise
would be to offer the greatest possible insult to a people who,
whatever their faults may be, do not lightly break their
promises. Some of those who pledged themselves for large
amounts are dead, and others owing to unfavourable business
conditions may not be able to redeem their pledges. In neither
case does blame attach to anyone. It is a pity that the money
was not actually collected while the public was still enthusiastic
and while conditions were favourable from a business point of
view. That it was not collected was not the fault of the Cam­
paign Committee but of all of us, since instead of sticking to
our original scheme we allowed ourselves to be turned aside
from it by various ideas which have been placed before us and
which have since been found impracticable at the present junc­
ture. To have attempted collection while we were divided
would have been useless.

Making allowance for all amounts no longer available it
ought still to be possible to collect over $150,000 on the pledges
given during the "Campaign." But in addition to those who
will feel morally bound to reedem their pledges, there are hun·
dreds of our people who are now in a very much better position
to subscribe than they were seven years ago-young men who
cannot but be anxious about their children's education, and
older men who have prospered and are able to afford a greater
measure of financial help than they could give in 1919. If these
two groups measure up to the generosity of those who pledged
themselves in that year an additional $50,000 should be avail·
able.

Assuming that to the $73,000 in hand the Committee can
collect $150,000 on pledges already given, and $50.000 on new
pledges, the total that can be coun ted upon would be $273,000.
A large part of this could be collected immediately and the

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Headmaster's Report
Speech Day, 1925

MY LORD BISHOP,
GENTLEMEN OF THE DIRECTORATE,

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN,

I ·HAVE much pleasure in presenting to you my eighteenth
Annual Report as Headmaster of Bishop Feild College.

It is a matter for regret to all of us that His Excellency
the Governor is unable to be with us to-night owing to the fact
that Official Mourning for Her Late Majesty the Queen
Dowager prevents his attendance at public functions.

The past year has been an eventful one in the history of
the College. In the first place a considerable increase in the
number of pupils resulted in a larger income from fees and
this has produced a small surplus of income over expenditure.

The work of the College resulted in an increase of four
successes in the C.H.E. examinations over and above the num·
ber of passes in 1924, and in only one previous year, 1921, was
a greater number of B.F.C. boys successful than in 1925.
Seventy-eight of our candidates passed-2 in Senior Associate
(I Hons.), 10 in Junior A.A. (2 Hons.), 19 in Intermediate (4·
Hons.), 27 in Preliminary (5 Hons.) and 20 in Primary (3 equal
to Hons.) The fact that most of those who come in to us from
Outport Schools have little or no previous knowledge of a
Foreign Language still handicaps many of our Jr. A.A. and In­
termediate candidates, and this must continue to be the case
until teachers in our Outport Schools take up either Latin or
French with their Preliminary and Intermediate candidates, or
are replaced by other teachers who are qualified to teach these
subjects. Two of our boys did particularly well last year, R. Dawe
obtaining first place in Jr. A.A. Grade, and J. Watson, a 1st
year Inter. candidate coming out at the head of our Inter. can­
didates. R. Duder also distinguished himself in Prelim. being
the best of our candidates. Apart from Examination results
the work of the College during: the year was good, but there is
still room for improvement. I should say that the chief weak­
ness is in the preparation of Home Work due to the failure of
some homes to recognise Fhat certain fixed hours should be set
aside for this work. With many boys no amount of persuasion
or pressure at school will be as effective as the formation of
regular habits at home. We do not want parents to help their
boys do their Home Work but merely to see that they settle
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down to do them at &. fixed hour each night. The only possible
alternative to this would be an extension of school hours, and
this would be harmful to the pupils since the 5 hOUfS a day that
boys now give to school work is as long a stretch as they can
stand without a considerable break. But after a rest or three
hours (from 4 to 7) the average boy of 14 years or over is able
to work for two hours without any undue strain, especially if
he has taken proper exercise between 4 and 6 p.m. Dropping
Home Work altogether would mean doing from 1!12 to 2 hours
less per day than is done in schools. all over the world and
would result inevitably in OUf standard falling below that of
the rest of the civilized world. To sum up, I wish to say quite
frankly that the boy who neglects his Home Work will in the
course of a few weeks drop behind the rest of his Class, will
become incapable of understanding new work as it is presented
to him in the regular course, and not only will he fail to make
any progress himself but he will act as a drag and will be a
nuisance to the rest of his Class throughout the balance of the
year. I need hardly point out that this is a serious position for
a boy to get into, and I urge every parent who has any interest
in his boy's progress and welfare to realise that the responsi­
bility for the devotion of regular time to Home Work belon,g:s
to the parent. So far as B.F.C. is concerned it is merely foolish
to talk about the hours of study being too long. The amount
of Home Work set is strictly limited to the ability of the most
ordinary boy. I have not known one case of a boy of average
physique who has broken down through overwork. and my
experience in B.F.C. goes back 18 years and more. During
the coming term there will be the temptation of the Hockey
Matches to take boys out at night. Every paren t who chooses
to do so can see eac.h day from his boy's Mark Book whether
his work is being neglected or not. If it is, the parent who
cares for his boy has no choice but to forbid his going out
anywhere at night.

During the past year the College games have been in a
very healthy state. We had the honour of winning the Inter­
Collegiate Rugby Championiship last June and in both Associa­
tion Football and Hockey our Teams played a good game
though they were not so fortunate as to win the Championship
in either. It must be remembered that our numbers are not
half those of S.B.C. and are considerably lower than those of
M.C. so that in choosing II players from any department of
the school our chances of reaching a certain standard are in
the same proportion as our numbers. But the winning of
Championships is not the main object in school games, but
rather the provision of opportunities for boys to get suitable
exercise and to develop the qualities that organized games do
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so ~much to foster. We have had from 70 to 100 boys playing
with reasonable frequency, and when our new "field is ready for
use we shall be able to do much more in this direction.

In every school the character of its pupils should be de­
veloping on right lines. There will always be many who fail
to respond immediately to the influences brought to bear upon
them. I am glad to say that during the year under revi.ew
there has been much' growth in the College in the right direc­
tion. The great majority of our boys realise that they come
to school to be trained and developed,-not to follow their
own sweet will and to leave no better than they were when they
came to us. The mere increase of knowledge will of itself do r

no more than turn a r.ascal into a clever and dangerous rascal.
Manliness, honour, good-will towards and consideration for
others, are all marks of the good citizen and of the Christian
gentleman; and it is our business to attend to these matters.
just as vigoro.usly as to the scholastic training for which we
are responsible. We are proud of the fact that so many of our
Old Boys possess such qualities as these and it is our aim to
insist upon the importance of character training and to en­
deavour to influence every boy who is put into our charge so
as to send him out an asset rather than a danger to the well­
being of the community.

The Feildian Athletic Ground Association and the Feildian
Ladies' Association have both done splendid work ,during the
year. There is now no doubt as to the ultimate success of the
former of these two organizations; while the first Bazaar held;
by the Ladies' Association on November was so great a success
that no one can fail to feel certain of the very deep and very'
general interest in the welfare of the College and of the ability
of the Association to turn that interest to good account. A'
year ago we felt confident that steps would shortly be taken to
provide the College with improved and extended accommoda­
tion. As the result of the Methodist College fire last winter
the question of amalgamation arose again and much discussion
was necessary to convince our peopl~ that this matter must rest
with the Synod, and that as the Synod had already given its
pronouncement no body appointed by the Synod could even
discuss the question of amalgamation, much less decide it.
This being so the Directors of the College have had to consider
whether they would go on with their plan of a year ago to re­
build, or whether they would do nothing. The condition of the
'Gollege buildings is such as to make only one decision possible.
We must provide a building in which our boys can be educated.

The delay has been regrettable but the matter had to be
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thrashed out, and I think that there is now general agreement
as to the steps that must be taken, and a determination to
waste no further time in taking these steps. I feel confident
that there will be much rejoicing among all OUf people who
have boys to educate and among all those who value education,
at the fact that there is now a brighter prospect than ever be·
fore of progress in this direction. The delay was well worth
while if it has produced, as I believe it has, a greater degree of
unanimity on this subject than has existed among us for m9.ny
years. We have only to work together, each of us doing what
he can to help, and refraining from putting any hindrances in
the way, and there is no reason why by this day n~xt year we
should not be in our new building-or on the point of going
into them.

During the past year the College lost from its staff one
who for 25 years has been a most capable, most efficient and
most conscientious teacher and whom scores of our boys will
remember as one of their greatest friends and helpers in the
College. Mr. I. j. Samson was offered the position of Assistant
Superintendent of Education for the Church of England
Schools and felt that he could do useful work in this post; and
much as we regretted losing him we could only agree that it
was his duty to accept the more responsible position. He will
always have the good-will and best wishes of the College and
of all who have been connected with it.

Mr. Samson's place on the staff has been filled bv the ap·
pointment of Mr. A. Chatwood, B.Sc., of Manchester University,
who is an Honoursman in Mathematics. Already the whole
school feels that a very valuable new friend and helper has been
secured. Both in the Class Room and in our other activities
Mr. Chatwood has shown himself to be full of keenness and in­
terest, and in ·offering him a very hearty welcome we venture to
hope that he may be with us for many years to come.

The College is in the fortunate position of having to thank
a great many people for kindnesses shown during the past
year, and it is my very pleasant duty to voice its gratitude.
To the Rev. J. Brinton and the Rev. j. B. Elliott we owe a debt
of gratitude for coming to us every week to give Divinity lec­
tures. Such busy men as these are giving a good deal when
they give so freely of their time; and those of us who know
them and their many activities very much appreciate the kind·
ness which they show in coming to us week after week as they
have done. We owe a great debt of gratitude too, to the mem·
bers of our Sts'lf who devote so much of what is supposed to
be their spare. time to the welfare of their boys and of the Col·
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lege generally. A more cons.cientious, more loyal, and more
capable body of Teachers could scarcely be found, and we are
indeed fortunate in possessing a group of Assistant Teachers
whose one aim is to help and encourage and develop the boyf
whQ are entruste\i to their care.

As Headmaster I wish, too, to thank the parents of our
boys for the very general desire they have shown to co-operate
with the College for the welfare of its pupils. I have been in

_ the fortunate position of not knowing what it means to have a
serious quarrel with any parent. If an occasional difference of
opinion has arisen I have always found that an explanation of
the circumstances was sufficient to bring about an amicable
understanding once more. We do not profess to be in fallible
in B.F.C. but we have a reason for whatever we may do, and
that reason is always the ultimate welfare of the boy. I think
our "parents" understand that this is so, and hence come the
very pleasant relations that almost invariably exist. But I
know that reasons for dissatisfaction are to be expected from
time to time in every school, and I can only hope that any
parent who has cause for complaint, or thinks he has, will come
and talk the matter over with me in a friendly way, as has been
the custom during the past year.

A glance at the list of the Donors of Prizes will show that
we have reason to be grateful to many friends for their will­
ingness to hl"lo us to offer some recognition to our boys for
good work. Their generosity enables us to encourage many to
whom a little encouragement means a good deal. As Head­
master I see a great deal of those boys who from timp to time
need correction or bracing up, and I cannot tell you how very
much more pleasant an occasion of this sort is when I am able
to give a pat on the back to the boys who have done well dur­
ing the year. The cleverest boys in the Colle~e receive ample
recognition of their ability. We do not confine the prizes to
these. Life will be full of rewards for them. But the average
boy who does well for hi~ even though he may have done no
mor~ than just p.:et through his annual test, also deserves a pat
on the back and gets it. Sometimes he deserves it much more
than the very clever boy who does extremely well. It is not the
value of the prize that counts, but the fact that there is distinct
reco~nition of a ~ood year's work. It always gives m~ great
satisfaction, too, to give any boy a book. I always hope that
even one book may become the nucleus of a library of each
boy's own, for I find that if only a b'oy becomes a reader there
is no limit to the intellectual progress that he may ultimately
make. .
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During the year a new series of scholarships has been
instituted; offered for competition among the C. of E. Ele·
mentary Schools in St. John's and tenable at Bishop Feild Col­
lege. Two very capable boys from Springdale St. School were
chosen on the result of the 1925 Examinations, and I hope to
be able each year to add two more scholarships to this series.
These Scholarships have been provided by Old Feildians and it
has been decided to nam~ them "The Feildian Memorial Scholar·
ships." Their purpose is to give to the most capable Elementary
School boys an opportunity to advance to a Secondary School
course, and thus to fit themselves for the best work of which
they are capable.

My Lord, Gentlemen of the Directorate, Ladies and Gentle­
men, on behalf of the College I wish you all a Very Happy
Christmas, and as Prosperous and Happy a New Year as I hop'e
and believe the College has before it.

Football, 1925 J

THE first match took place on .Sept. 12th on St. George's Field,
between Bishop Feild College and the Methodist College.

Mr. E. Phalen refereed and kept the game well in hand from
beginning to end.

The Collegians won the toss and decided to play against
wind and sun, the consequence being that they were not able
to take advantage of wind and slope in the second half. The
game was quite interesting right through although the ball was
generally at' the feet of the half, and full backs. Both teams
kicked wildly, and as a result after about ten minutes' playa
corner was awarded to the Feildians, and being nicely placed
by Moore, our right half, was put by a Collegian full back
through his own goal.

About ten minutes later Elworthy from a scrimmage in
front of goal scored a second goal for the Feildians. From
then to the end of the period both teams about equally shared
the ball and the half time whistle sounded while the score was
still 2-0 in favour of our team.

The teams then changed over, and the Collegians had
affairs more or less their own way. Our halves and full·backs
defended well, but the halves when they got the ball failed to

Towards the end our team began to pick up, and once or
twice OUf forwards went well into Collegian territory.

The second match of the series took place on the following
Saturday, between St. Bonaventure's and ourselves. Mr. E.
Phalen called out the teams at 4.15 sharp, and B.F.C. winning
the toss decided to play with the wind and grade in our favour.

Our team played quite well but found it rather difficult to
control the ball. The forwards pressed hard, but for some time
were prevented from scoring by the fine work of S.B.C. full·
backs. At last W. Tucker was able to direct the ball throu~h

the goal on a pass from the right wing. Immediately after St.
Bonaventure's centre scored by heading the ball through our
goal. The half ended with the score 1 all. The teams changed
over, and before our men could settle down S.B.C. had scored
twice more.
