B. F. C. S;holarships

\NE OF THE REPROACHES made against Bp. Feild College
is that its fees are higher than in either of the other Col-
leges and that it does not consider the man who is not well off
or help him to give his boy the advantages of Secondary edu-
cation. That this is very far from being true is proved by the
fact that at the present time there are twenty boys in the Col-
lege who pay no Tuition Fee at all and three who receive more
than half the amount of the Fees in the form of Scholarships.
Two Job Scholarships of $75 a year offered to Outport boys
have as yet not been taken up. Thus twenty-five boys are of-
fered practically free places.

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is not merely the son of the wealthy man or of the man of mod-
erate means who is capable of benefiting from Secondary (or
what we call College) education. To have helped a boy to be-
come a well-educated and valuable member of the community
would be a tremendous satisfaction to any man whose eyes are
open to the great need of our country. There is no danger
of too much education in any community or of too many edu-
cated men, provided we give to “education” its true meaning.
The educated man does not become “too big” to do any useful
work, though he may become as valuable at his own particular
work as to make it a waste of good material for him to do
work that anybody can do. For Mr. Gladstone to have spent
the whole of his time cutting down trees, or for Mr. Paton to
spend the whole of his time digging holes in which to plant
trees, would be a waste of good material; yet neither was the
former “too big” for the job nor is the latter. The educated
man is able to do work that the untrained man cannot do; but
he is also able, if necessity arises, to do what the untrained
man can do—in other words in making himself capable of do-
ing work that only a few are able to do he has made himself
more valuable to his community. Whether his value will be
recognized or not is another matter. That must depend upon
the ability of the community to recognize worth when they see
it.

POLL TAX.

The attention of the public is called to the following
sections of the St. John’s Municipal Act:

Section 249.—“Every male person of the age of 21
years or upwards who has resided in the City for the
period of twelve months immediately preceding the first
day of October in any year, and who is not liable
as owner or indirectly as tenant to the payment of the
City Tax on any property rated in the appraisement book
of the Council of an annual rental value of forty dollars
or upwards, shall pay to the City a Poll Tax of Five
Dollars per annum.”

Section 250.—“The said Poll Tax shall be due and
payable without demand or notice by or from the Council
between the Fifteenth day of October and the Fifteenth
day of November in every year, at the office of the City
Clerk.”

PASSPORTS.

Residents of this Colony, intending to travel out of New-
foundland, are hereby notified that they may be required to pro-
duce Passports at various points on their journey.

Passports are issued at the Department of the Colonial Sec-
retary, in accordance with Rules and Regulations approved by
the Governor in Council, to persons domiciled in Newfoundland,
who are—

1.—Natural-born British subjects;
2—The wives and widows of such persons, or

3.—Persons naturalized in the United Kingdom, in the Brit-
ish Colonies, or in India."

A Passport cannot be issued on behalf of a person already
abroad, such person should apply for one to the nearest British
Mission or Consulate. Passports must not be sent out of New-
foundland by post.

Applicants are requested to have their Forms of Application
(which can be obtained at this Department), properly filled in,
according to marginal instructions thereon, and forwarded to the
Department in sufficient time to permit of any necessary al-
terations being made in the same before the date upon which
the Passport would be required.

The charge for a Passport is $2.50, which covers a period of
five years, after which it may be renewed for a further period
of five years, at a charge of $1.00 for each renewal.
