THE NEW BUILDING

Durability.-During the spring and summer splendid pro­
gress was made by the contractors, the whole of the exterior
being practically complete by September. It is interesting to
note at this stage that there is an absolute absence of wood­
work of any kind. Not only the outside walls, but the stairs,
floors, and roof consist entirely of non-inflammable material,­
brick, stone, or reinforced concrete. It is utterly impossible
that the building should ever be destroyed or even seriously
damaged by fir. The plaster will be attached to steel lattice
and to the hollow tile of which the partitions will consist. The
only woodwork will be the window-frames, doors, and in the
Class Rooms, the hardwood floors and furniture. There is no
reason why the main structure should not be as solid in a hun­
dred years' time as it is to-day.

Appearance.-It is already obvious that the architect is to
be congratulated upon having given us a building that presents
an extremely handsome appearance. This has ben effected by
the use of a dark brown brick set off by light pointing and by
facings of Indiana limestone, which is famous all over the
North American continent for its climate-resistil)g qualities;
but perhaps the chief means by which the fron t has been made
beautiful is the insertion of a Main Entrance, all of Indiana
limestone, which is handsomely carved and is carried up to
the top of the building. This, together with the three short

flights of steps which form the approach from Bond Street,
produces a most striking and attractive effect which will be
greatly increased when the various sheds, fences and piles of
building material are removed that at present stand in the
way.

Plan.-A matter of more importance than the appearance
of the building is the plan of the interior; yet we would not
underestimate the value of beauty in an educational building
since in a young and struggling community like ours there is
a tendency to be purely material and to neglect the cultivation
of the power to appreciate what is noble and lovely. It is, how­
ever, of vital importance that a building such as this should

be suitable for the work that is to be done in it, that the Class
Rooms should be well lighted, well ventilated, well heated, and
thoroughly comfortable and attractive, that pupils should be
able to move about with the minimum of noise <l"r waste of
time, and that there should be ample provision for other
necessary activities as well as for those of the class-room.
Moreover, in view of our past difficulties we should keep in
view the fact that what is ample accommodation for to-day
may not be sufficien t in a few years' time. Each of these fea­
tures has been kept in mind and provided for. We could add
six additional Class Rooms at the minimum of cost and with­
out any injury to the present plan. The Class Rooms are apart
from the Recreation Rooms and Cloak Rooms, yet are easy
of access, while both the latter can be extended to twice their

present size with very little expense. Such parts of the build­
ing as are adapted for other as well as for school purposes­
the Hall, the Main Entrance, the Stage and the Auxiliary
Rooms-can be in actual use without interfering with or in­
terference from the College itself. As years go by only the
woodwork, of which there is very little, will have to be kept
in repair, and for many years to come the cost of upkeep should
amount to little or nothing. Of the Assembly Hall there is
little to be said beyond the fact that it is entered at the south
end just facing the main entrance on Bond Street, while at
the north end there are two exits, one on either side of the
stage leading down to the Cloak Rooms which will be gener­
ally used by the College in its every-day work.

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Interior Decoration.-A detailed description of the appear­
ance of the interior will be left till later since the plans have
not yet been carried out but exist only on paper.. One or two
features may be mentioned. The main entrance leads into the
corridor on the main floor, lighted at either end, and in the
middle by two magnificent windows which run up two storeys
and make the staircases from the basement and up to the first
floor as light as could be desired. The pillars supporting the
first floor, as well as those in the Assembly Hall are octagonal
in shape and add considerably to the general effect. One is
struck by the spaciousness, airiness and brightness of the
whole interior. For the rest, when the architect's plans have
been carried out we believe that the general effed of the in­
terior will be even more pleasing than that of the exterior, and
if this is so we shall have good reason to feel that the build­
ing is well worth the money, time and trouble that are being
expended upon it.

Campaign Fund CoIIeetions.-During the summer holidays
most of the boys who had been collecting pledges of Five
Dollars or less, were out of town, and although some who hap­
pened to be staying in St. John's did a lot of valuable work it
was impossible to call upon all who had promised to make pay­
ments or to call frequently enough. In consequence some of
our friends who were ready and willing to pay fell into arrears,
and in some cases were annoyed at not having been called up­
on. We apologise for what really could not be helped. At
the best of times collecting is a disagreeable business, and
there are always a few people who make it unnecessarily un­
pleasant. Some collectors, daunted by a gruff reception, hesi­
tate to continue their work, which is just what the unwilling
subscriber wants; but others with more determination realise
that it is fatal to allow subscriptions to fall into arrears, and
do their work with great efficiency. A great effort is being made
to bring the collections up to date. Probably no subscriber
would like to be known as a person who has decided to break
his promise. The Directors of the College have assumed that
each pledge has been given by a man or woman to whom a
broken promise is a shameful thing. It is "up to us" to show
that in assuming this they do us no more than justice. Nothing
can justify a broken promise except sheer inability to carry
it out-all honest men are agreed upon this point; and except
in the case of an unexpected financial misfortune, the person
who makes a promise which he cannot perform is-well" lack­
ing in judgment! Most of our boys have done their collecting
well. A few of them have been rather a hindrance than a help.

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Ru'gby Football, 1927 /
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At the beginning of the Rugby season it looked as though
our chances of having a good team were distinctly promising.
Several members of the 1926 team which had won the Cham­
pionship in two straight games were still with us; but as the
season progressed it became evident that we were going to
miss such forwards as Calver, Thomas and Rusted, and that the
material at our disposal did not contain players of such out­
standing quality as in pre\·ious years.

All the matches were played on the Ayre Athletic Grou~d,
our own field being scarcely fit owing to the fact that the turf
was badly worn at both ends.

In the first match we found that the opposing forwards
were heavy and fast, and that the three-quarters ran hard and
tackled well. From the outset our fifteen was forced to play
a defensive game, and in the scrum we got the ball far less
often than the M C. forwards. Our defensive work was sound,
and again and again dangerous attacks were fended off by
good tackling. Drover, for M. C, ran strongly and was very
elusi\'e, and on many occasions was pulled down only just in
time. Our own threes were too much inclined to leave the at­
tacking to Elworthy, but the latter stuck to the ball too much
and was well marked. All four of the three-quarters must be
full of aggression if the line is to accomplish anything, and it
was here that the 1927 team failed since it was without that
combining power which alone can hope to make much ground
or score tries against a strong defence. This weakness was the
result of inexperience ar!d lack of practice. Good three-quar­
ters cannot be made in two or three months; but with another
year's growth and another season's practice our three-quar­
ter line of 1927 will be hard to stop.

The forwards played a hard game but did not have quite
er,ough weight to establish any sort of superiority or quite
enough pace to do a large part of the work of the three-quar­
ters as had been the case the year before. Duder followed up
well but was too light to be able to deal effectively with an
opponent whom he collared with the ball in his possession,
nor was it as difficult to stop him as it would have been if he
had weighed twen ty pounds more or had been a year or two
older, and a bit more "set". Carnell worked very hard but
every year's growth with add to his effectiveness. By next
year he will be a hard man to hold' and the year after he should
be one 0 f the best forwards we have had.
