Fees are due monthly in advance by the fifth day of the month.

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The Educational Campaign

DRIVE C, 1929.

DHIVE C has come and gone and thanks to the efforts of a

splendid band of workers and to the generosity of our
people a substantial part of the debt on the new College has
been wiped off. Up to the time of writing only St. John’s
has been systematically canvassed, and though several sub-
seriptions have come in from the Outports without solicita-
tion a considerable field there will remain untouched until
the autumn, since in June Outport people are either away
from home or on the point of leaving for their summer’s
work. It is reasonable to believe that from this source
there will come as generous response as from St. John’s, for
from one-fifth to one-quarter of the pupils of the College
are the sons of Outport men, and at the present time there
is greater prosperity in the Outports than in St. John’s.

When the Directors of the College asked Dr. Blackall,
our Superintendent of Education, to be General Chairman
of the Drive it was felt that energy and enthusiasm would
permeate every section of the organising of this important
and necessary business of paying for the splendid advant-
ages that have been given to our boys; but Dr. Blackall’s
work far exceeded anythmg that his gr eatest admirers could
have hoped for. No means has been neglected of bringing
before the whole population of Newfoundland the greatness
of what has been already done and the need for a generous
response. The radio, the press, circulars, meetings and
entertainments of various kinds have all been used; and the
generous response that has been made from St. John’s at a
time when there has been a certain depression in business
circles and when money has been far from plentiful, is the
direct outcome of the General Chairman’s unceasing labours
and of his inspiring enthusiasm.

The Campaign opened with the issuing of a general
Circular explaining what had been accomplished and what
the College required to wipe out the debt. This read as
follows :—

THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND EDUCATION CAMPAIGN.
DRIVE C.
“We love thee, dear old College,
We love thee, B. F. C.
We love thee for thy founder’s sake,
Aye true to thee, we'll be.”
(College Song).
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As with passing years knowledge unfolds herself more
and more to mankind it becomes plainer and plainer to us
all that the great duty of each generation is to furnish to
the young an ample education, so that they may be fitted to
face the problems of their own day.

This is clearly a patriotic duty; how can we face the
grave unless we have done our part not only for the children
of our own family but likewise for the children of our com-
munity, our country, our Empire, the Kingdom of Christ,
the World?

As we march through the ages, and on account of grow-
ing knowledge, life becomes more and more complex, so that
ithe education necessary to fit the young for their day
oroweth likewise. The education that sufficed for a child a
century ago will not suffice to-day.

It was because the church authorities were conscious
of all this that just ten years ago they organized an Educa-
tional Campaign, for they felt that the educational equip-
ment of the church in St. John’s had served its day and was
altogether inadequate.

The first drive for funds was there and then organized.
The sum aimed at was $350,000.00. There was great en-
thusiasm. The pledges exceeded the sum sought. Un-
happily, however, very lean years followed and the actual
cash paid by 1926 was only, in round numbers, $138,000.00.
This was Drive A.

The sum realized was quite insufficient to enable the
authorities to undertake any comprehensive building plan.
The terrible congestion in Bishop Feild College was relieved
somewhat by the purchase and fitting of Feild Hall for the
boy-boarders; the British Hall property was bought and re-
constructed for the purposes of the girls’ College ; some pro-
perties adjacent to Bishop Feild College were secured for the
improvement of the site; some very necessary repairs were
made in the existing buildings and $21,000.00 was handed
over to the St. John’s Church of England Board of Educa-
tion for the building of additional elementary schools in the
city. All this swallowed up some $76,000.00, represented
for the most part, however, by valuable real estate and
leaving a little over $60,000.00 available for new buildings
and equipment.

By 1926 the buildings of the boys’ College (Bishop
Feild College) had reached such a deplorable state that the
Directors felt that something must be done without further
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delay, and the second Drive was staged. It, too, was carried
through with splendid spirit and a further sum of nearly
$116,000.00 was raised, partly in cash and partly in pledges.
The pledges to date have been well met, and there is still due
from this source rather more than $23,000.00. This was
Drive B.

Further moneys were raised by the College Directors
by first and second mortgages, the latter of which was sup-
ported by a government guarantee, and two further steps
were taken towards completing the plans contemplated at
the beginning of the campaign in 1919, namely, a suitable
home was purchased on Rennie’s Mill Road for the Bishop
Spencer College boarders and a new building has been
erected for the purpose of the boys’ College (Bishop Feild
College).

A great piece of work has been accomplished; the effort
of the Building Committee has been crowned with complete
success! No longer need Church people feel ashamed of
their College building; rather can they enjoy the satisfac-
tion of knowing that they have done a christian duty to the
young of their generation—that is if they respond to this
Drive C of the great Educational Campaign begun in 1919.

Yes, our pride can hardly have full rein until we have
paid our bills.

This beautiful building has cost some $305,000.00, in-
cluding furniture and equipment, and the indebtedness to-
day is $190,000.00.

Against this debt there are assets that will by degrees
reduce it. There is cash in hand from Drive B to the
amount of nearly $8,000.000 and there are outstanding
pledges exceeding $23,000.00 (see previous paragraph) . It
is difficult to state the exact value of these, but the pledges
of Drive B have been so well met that it is expected to reap
at least 21 or 22 thousand dollars from the balance. So that
the actual indebtedness may be regarded as some $160,000.-
00 plus interest charges until it is paid off.

This is a debt of honour. It must be reduced as rapid-
ly as possible, unless we wish to throw precious moneys
away on interest charges, which during the past two years
have been a not inconsiderable charge on the funds.

All our friends—and they are wider than the Church—
will come to our help. This is our faith. We ask for $100,-
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000.00 for Drive C. Let us all do our part! Let us help
with all our might! Let us give—not until it hurts, for
giving never hurts—but rather until we feel the happiness
of having done our utmost! Let us all pull together! Then
let us all rejoice and sing TE DEUM.

Drive C will begin on Monday, June 10.

In view of a malicious report that was circulating, the
following was sent out with the Circular:—

A MISUNDERSTANDING PUT RIGHT

“It seems that there are people who will persist in say-
ing that the College has received money from the Govern-
ment towards the new building. This is altogether a mis-
taken idea.

The Government has not paid nor lent any cash or
moneys whatsoever, nor has it been asked to do so.

What really did happen was this: In the beginning it
was planned to build the College in sections, spreading the
work over a number of years. It soon became clear, how-
ever, that a great saving would be made if the building could
be completed right away, and so it was decided to strain
every effort to do this.

The properties of the Board—and they are considerable
—were therefore mortgaged to the Eastern Trust Company
for $125,000.00. This was a first mortgage, not guaranteed
by anyone, which we and we alone are liable for.

After a time it became necessary to raise a further
$80,000.00 and the Trust Company was unwilling to grant a
second Mortgage unless the Government guaranteed this
second amount.

This guarantee was sought and wisely granted. In the
guarantee it is provided that if at any time the College shall
fail to meet its obligations, the College grant shall be with-
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held, but it is unthinkable that Church people shall fail. It
is an honourable undertaking and so far as Church people
are concerned it will be honourably observed.”

It will be noticed that altogether $205,000 had to be
borrowed. This does not mean that we now owe that
amount. At the time when payments had to be made to the
contractors on the completion of various stages of their
work, many of the pledges given in the campaign of 1926
had not fallen due; but these have since been paid so that
when Drive C began the indebtedness not provided for was,
as is stated in the Circular, reduced to $160,000.

2. A Concert broadcasted from Bp. Feild College Audi-
torium, and accompanied by addresses by Dr. Curtis,
Superintendent of Education for United Church
Schools, and Mr. R. R. Wood, Headmaster of Bp.
Feild College.

3. The formal handing over of the College by the
Chairman of the Building Committee, Mr. E. A.
Bowring. The dedication of the New Building by
the Lord Bishop. Addresses by The Lord Bishop,
the Rev. Canon Bolt, Dr. Blackall and Mr. E. A.
Bowring.

4. Addresses to the Campaign Workers by Dr. Black-
all, Mrs. Alan Fraser (a former Principal of Bp.

Spencer College), Mr. C. E. Hunt, and Mr. R. R.
Wood.

o

. A competition in connection with the identification
of performers in the first broadecasting concert.

6. A Limerick competition in connection with the
second broadcasting concert. Three Limericks with
the last line missing were read out, and listeners-in
were invited to supply the missing line.

7. A series of addresses given in the city churches on
Sunday, June 9th, by Dr. Blackall (2), Mr. C. E.
Hunt, and Mr. L J. Samson.
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8. A space was reserved in the advertisement columns
of the daily papers in which various criticisms of
the Campaign and its object were frankly stated
and conclusively answered.

9. A whirlwind Earn and Give Campaign among the
girls and boys of the two Church of England Col-
leges, Bp. Spencer College and Bishop Feild College.
Each pupil was asked to earn as much as he or she
could in a fortnight, and give it to-the Campaign
Fund. The objective set was $500 from each Col-
lege, and each more than reached its objective. An
Earn and Give badge was offered to each pupil giv-
ing $5 or more—the money to be worked for and
not begged.

10. Articles in the press by various writers interested
in the Campaign and calculated to recall the old
days in B.F.C., to show how great and how satisfac-
tory is the progress that the College has made in a
generation, and to emphasise the value to the whole
community of an educational building so beautiful,
so substantial, and so splendidly adapted to and
equipped for its work as the new College is.

* * #k * *

It is fairly evident that everything possible was done
by the General Chairman and the Organizing Committee to
arouse interest in the Campaign and to make the situation
clear to all who wished to understand it.

As soon as the Campaign started it could be seen that
the workers had a difficult task before them. Business had
not been very good, much money had been spent during the
winter and early spring, the summer holidays were near,
and many found it difficult to be as generous as perhaps
they would have wished to be.

The large initial gifts of the preceding campaign were
lacking as an incentive and encouragement to workers and
subscribers, for some of these initial gifts were still in
course of payment, most of them being spread ovar several
vears from 1926. Yet there were many encouraging inci-
dents, subscriptions from those who could ill afford them,
and which were often most generous, and the fact that while
most people did not wish to pledge themselves for future
years the collectors were very often told that if they came
again next year and in years after that, all being well the
same or a larger subscription would be forthcoming. The
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upshot was that a very large proportion of the amount
raised was in cash, and the prospect for a considerable sum
during the next few years is excellent, provided there can
be organised some system of collecting that will not fall too
heavily on a small number of workers.

The total amount raised at the time of writing is $21,-
000 of which $15,000 is in cash. An “Extern” Committee
is working in connection with Old Feildians and others in
Canada and the States, and there will be an Outport Cam-
paign in the autumn. But even if the total already reached
should not be greatly increased—a very unlikely contin-
gency—a very fine bit of work has been done, and the work-
¢rs and subscribers are to be most heartily congratulated
and most sincerely thanked for this splendid response.

Fhe New .Buildings

THE COLLEGE went into the new buildings last Septem-

ber although the doors were not hung, the Hall was not
finished, and various parts of the decorating had not been
completed. Though the workmen were with us right up to
Christmas, the inconvenience was nothing as compared with
that of working in the old building. For four months we
had no Science Room, for the new “Lab.” was being fitted
up and much of the equipment of the old one was moved to
the new-work-benches, fittings of various sorts, and
apparatus.

For a time the spaciousness of the new buildings was
almost disconcerting. We felt that there was almost a dan-
ger of losing our way in the long wide corridors and on the
wide stairs. To be able to get about without colliding with
someone going in the opposite direction was a new sensa-
tion. The quiet of the class-rooms was almost oppressive.
Soon it became apparent that boys moving about the build-
ing must do so in a more disciplined way than had been
possible in the congestion to which we had so long been
accustomed.

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The building had been so constructed that the boys’
entrances were in the lower flat quite near the Cloak Room
and Lavatories. On the same flat is a large Play Room, and
the Gymnasium. The Class Rooms were in some cases
quite a long distance from this flat, so instead of going to
their Class Rooms before Prayers for roll-call, the whole
school “fell in” in the Play Room at the first Bugle and
proceeded directly to the Hall for Prayers by the stairs
leading up to either side of the Stage. After Prayers Forms
went to their Class Rooms by the same stairs and the base-
ment, thus avoiding constant use of the main entrance to
the Hall and of the marble steps; and in this way this main
entrance will always be able to be kept tidy and risk of
damage is minimised. Forms move about in single file and
are expected to do so smartly and quietly. Changes of this
sort are not popular, of course, but they are necessary if
the building is to be properly treated, and the great
majority soon got used to the change.

The comfort of the Class Rooms as compared with that
of the old building, the warmth in cold weather, the good
ventilation, the ample blackboards, the extensive windows
giving us all the sun that the weather allowed—and this
year we had many days of glorious sunshine of which if we
had been in the old building we should have seen nothing,
all helped to make our working hours very much pleasanter
than they have ever been before.

There are two small imperfections which we hope to
remove very shortly. Each Class Room needs a fairly large
cupboard in which to keep such things as geographical and
geometrical apparatus, the Form library, and other odds and
ends needed for certain lessons; and in each room is a plas-
ter rail which at the various corners tends to become loose
and to fall off, leaving a staring patch of white against the
painted back ground of the walls. Both these imperfections
can easily be removed; and no doubt this will be done be-
fore September.

For some time it was found difficult to keep the large
expanse of terazzo flooring free from dust. Within a few
hours of sweeping they were as bad as ever. This difficulty
has at last been overcome by the use of small quantities of
o special oil which prevents the dust from rising and by the
use of a very wide broom and of a squeegee. Every floor in
the building is now cleaned every day so that the healthli-
Ec?s of the College must be infinitely greater than ever

efore.
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PUBLIC NOTICE
PASSPORTS.

ESIDENTS OF THIS COLONY, intending to travel out of
Newfoundland, are hereby notified that they may be re-
quired to produce Passports at various points on their journey.

Passports are issued at the Department of the Colonial
Secretary, in accordance with Rules and Regulations approved
by the Governor in Council, to persons domiciled in Newfound-
land, who are—

1.—Natural-born British subjects;
2.—The wives and widows of such persons, or

3.—Persons naturalized in the United Kingdom, in the
British Colonies, or in India.

A Passport cannot be issued on behalf of a person already
abroad, such person should apply for one to the nearest British
Mission or Consulate. Passports must not be sent out of New-
foundland by post.

Applicants are requested to have their Forms of Applica-
tion (which can be obtained at this Department), properly
filled in, according to marginal instructions thereon, and for-
warded to the Department in sufficient time to permit of any
necessary alterations being made in the same before the date
upon which the Passport would be required.

The charge for a Passport is $2.50, which covers a period
of five years, after which it may be renewed for a further
period of five years, at a charge of $1.00 for each renewal.

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For a time the Cloak Room fixtures so generously pre-
sented to the College by the Western Union Telegraph Com-
pany provided insufficient space for all our boys; but a num-
ber of additional fixtures were made, and were stained by
our own boys, and these have relieved the congestion and
meet the case admirably.

The duty of seeing that order is maintained in the
building has been entrusted each day to a Master and two
Prefects, and on the whole this duty has been admirably
cared for.

While so many improvements have been made inside
the building much remains to be done outside. The boys of
the College have taken down most of the delapidated fence
round the College property, and as soon as funds are avail-
able a suitable fence, preferably of iron, will be put up. As
yet the terraces are in a rough condition and many tons of
earth will have to be brought before grass or trees or shrubs
will grow on them. All this will take time and money. In
the meantime we must keep in mind the fact that these are
jmperfections that must be removed before the building can
look its best. An enormous advance has been made in that
we can now do our work under helpful and comfortable con-
ditions—more than that, under inspiring conditions. It is
for the College to show that it appreciates and is profiting
by the splendid work of our people. To some extent this
has already been demonstrated. There is a more buoyant
and hopeful atmosphere, a greater keenness, a cheeriness
and confidence that are steadily growing and that are produc-
ing their effect on our games, our work, and our character.
The hockey was more promising than for many years, the
Rugby Football team was far above the average, and in
connection with the Drive the Earn and give plan has pro-
duced $579 from 200 boys in about three weeks. When we
all of us realise that giving is a finer thing than taking, that
every one of us is able to do something to help, that when
we belong to any institution the good we can get from it
depends chiefly upon what we put into it, we shall then be-
gin really to love the old school and to become more worthy
of her.

Junior Matriculation. T. Barnes who was top B. F. C.
boy was a first year candidate, so that his result was a par-
ticularly fine one. The best subject of our candidates was
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Mathematies, while Latin and Physics were the worst. The
class contained a number of weak first year candidates with
enly a weak Intermediate pass behind them. For such can-
didates two years are necessary for Jr. Matriculation.

Intermediate. Now that a pass is required in English
(Grammar and Literature), Arithmetic, a Foreign Lan-
guage, History or a second Foreign Language, Geometry
and Algebra, it is easy for a candidate to go down as the
result of one weak subject. First year candidates unless
they are above the average, find it particularly difficult to
pass in a Foreign Language, the syllabus for both Latin and
French having been designed for a two-year course. Unless
their Preliminary Latin and French were extremely good,
first year candidates can hope for little more than a scrape
through, at the best, and it takes very little to deprive them
even of this. This is why the Intermediate pass list is a
short one. Many boys choose Latin rather than French be-
cause they need it for the profession towards which they
are working. In their case a very great effort, combined
with considerable ability, is necessary to get through in one
year. In many cases it is wiser for weaker candidates not
to take the examination at the end of their first year in
this Grade.

Preliminary. 1. J. Barnes who was top B. F. C. boy in
this grade took an extra subject, obtained distinction in
every one of them, his lowest mark being 79 per cent., and
had a higher total than any other Preliminary candidate in
the country. He holds one of the Feildian Memorial Scholar-
ships and holds it with distinction. D. Tucker, another
Feildian Memorial Scholar, was a first year Prelim. candi-
date, and obtained Honours with distinction in five subjects
—a most creditable performance. The work of the Pre-
liminary Grade Forms (Upper V and Lower V) was most
creditable. The weak subjects were Latin—easily the worst
—Algebra, and, in the Lower Fifth, Geometry. Arithmetic,
History and Geography, Drawing and English were ex-
tremely good.

Primary. BEvery boy in Form IV except one who was
absent for a great part of the year, sat for the examina-
tion, all but one passed, and this unfortunate failed only in
one subject which happened to be a compulsory subject.
This is a record year’s work for a Form of small boys and
reflects great credit upon them and upon their Form Master.

On the whole the 1928 results were good. The total
number of passes was 66.

THE 1928 TEAM gave promise of being strong in every

department of the game, but when the matches were
rlayed that promise was not fulfilled as regards scoring
goals.

Hockey, 1929

THE 1929 SEASON was the most encouraging the College

has had for many years and most satisfactory progress
was made in the standard of play of every member of the
team. We owed this to the splendid coaching of Mr. Erie
Jerrett who was able to infuse not only keenness but confi-
dence and effectiveness in every player. Unfortunately we
were able to get only five practice games before the matches
began, and rapid as the improvement had been it was not
rapid enough to enable us to meet on equal terms other
teams, one of which had had five times as many practice
games as ourselves.

In the first round we lost to S. B. C. and won agamst
U. C. C., our players putting up a vely creditable game in
both games and particularly in the second game. In the
first match of the second round (vs. U. C. C.) our center-
forward was unfortunately absent owing to influenza, and
his absence showed how greatly the effectiveness of our
team depended upon him, for both our attack and our de-
fensive work were weak, and we lost the match. In the
final game however, vs. S. B. C. the team showed what it’s
true caliber was; for from start to finish it was a fine strug-
gle in which first one side and then the other had the ad-
vantage. At the moment when the final gong went the
score was even and a shot from F. Stirling was actually in
the air and landed in the net a fraction of a second too late
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to give us the match. At the end of the first play-off the
score was still equal. In ignorance of the rule of the Inter-
Collegiate League that there must not be a second play-off,
ihe teams again lined up and S. B. C. scored. The rule
(1927) Inter-Coll. Hockey meeting) reads: “In case of a
tie at the end of the 3rd period, an additional ten minutes
shall be given.” The reading of this rule in 1926 was still -
more precise, as follows: “In the event of a draw there
shall be not more than one play-off of five minutes each
way. If the result is still indecisive each team shall count
one point.” Under this regulation our final match was
therefore a draw. The final standing of the three teams
was: S. B. C., 7 pts.; B. F. C., 3 pts.; U. C. C., 2 pts.

The team had good reason to be pleased with itself since
S. B. C. with the great advantage of a private rink of their
own as well as the use of the Prince’s Rink as often as any
other College is bound to be a most formidable opponent at
any time. It is diflicult to pick out any part of the team for
special congratulation for the forwards took it in turn to
score, and back-checked well, the backs were most difficult
to get past and baffled the strong S. B. C. attack again and
again, and the goal-keep was ready for every sort of shot
and saved goal after goal that only a really good custodian
could have kept out. If the forwards had all been as good
in back-checking as they were in attacking, and if the backs
had been able to finish their runs more effectively, the team
would have won all its matches. These are the weaknesses
that we hope to see strengthened next year when we hope
to be able to put almost the same team on the ice.

Since conditions are as they are we have determined
not to play any matches in future until we have had at least
8 practice games. To make a team with less practice than
that, and to get that team into reasonably good condition is
an impossibility. So long as we can get that number of
practice games before the matches any other team may have
48 many practice games as it chooses. We have to train
some of our players from a state of comparative ignorance
of the game to a standard of being fit to play against men
who have had years of experience in the game. It is not
merely a case of getting our men into condition, but in some
cases of teaching them the game. This being so our atti-
tude is reasonable and necessary, in justice to our players
themselves and to the school that they represent. If we
had a rink of our own we should have no cause for com-
plaint. As things are the handicap is so great that our only
chance of enabling our team to reach something like the
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standard of which it is capable is to insist upon a minimum
of practice. If this cannot be managed—and we are quite
ready to pay for the extra practices—we propose to devote
ourselves to some other form of athletics during the winter
months. We sincerely hope, however, that the reasonable-
ness of our demand will be recognised and that it will be
possible for us to continue to take part in Inter-Collegiate
Hockey.

Basketball, 1928-29

A NEW GAME has found a place among the branches of

athletics which the College provides for, and if one may
judge from our first year’s experience of it, has come to
stay and to flourish. During the months of November and
December when the afternoons are dark and the weather is
bad, and throughout the winter, we have badly needed some
indoor game that would provide interest and exercise, and
we have found it in Basket Ball. Our new Gymnasium
though somewhat on the small side, is in most respects ad-
mirably adapted to this game. So much energy and skill are
required that in twenty minutes a Basket Ball player can
get sufficient exercise for the day; and this fact enables a
large number of boys to play every day at least three times
a week. For many weeks the gym. was in constant use, any
boy who could get together two teams being able to secure
the court for a period. In this connection the showers in
our new lavatory were in constant use, and the facilities for
changing in comfort were very much appreciated by a large
number of boys, big and small.

As the weeks passed, thanks largely to the enthusiasm
and skill of L. Coates who came to us last September from
a school in the United States, certain boys began to develop
considerable skill in the various departments of the game.
Among these were Edgar House, E. Press, R. Wood, D.
Smith, Edwin House, and others. Towards the end of the
winter a series of House Matches was played when it was
soon found that one or two good players on a side could not
hold their own against a team of reasonably good men.
Ultimately the championship for the season 1928-9 was won
by East House, the team being Edgar House, R. Wood, A.
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
