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EXAMINATION NOTES.

Speaking generally one may say that the Examination
results for 1929 were most satisfactory. In Junior Matricu-
lation 21 candidates were successful,—a greater number
than the College has ever before had on the Pass List. The
oreat majority of these were first year candidates with, in
many cases, a weakIntermediate behind them. Perhaps the
most satisfactory feature was the immense improvement in
the Latin of this grade. For years this subject has been
giving us much trouble in the lower grades, for there can
be little doubt as to its being by far the most difficult sub-
ject of the C.H.E. syllabus. Of all our candidates taking
Latin in this grade and there were 24 of them—16 were
successful and 5 obtained distinction. Every Jr. Matrien.
candidate has to take Mathematics, and here only 4 failed
while 7 obtained distinction. This was probably the best
subject of the 1929 class. In History there were no failures
but there were no distinctions. In French there was only
1 failure but only 2 distinctions. In English, 5 failures but
only 1 distinction. Our weakest subjects were Physics and
Chemistry. Of these most of our candidates had had no
previous experience, coming in to us as many did from Out-
port Schools in which no Science is taught in Intermediate
Grade. Both the Physics and the Chemistry are difficult
courses for one year’s work without previous knowledge.
The 1929 Jr. Matriculation Class has the honour of creating
a new record in B.F.C. for this grade.

In Intermediate Grade 14 candidates were successful,
2 of whom obtained the honours diploma. This was hardly
a satisfactory result. The English, History and Geography
were good, Algebra, Geometry and Latin were satisfactory,
but the Arithmetic, French, and particularly the Physics
were poor. In this grade, again, it is satisfactory to note
that there was a very substantial improvement in the Latin,
though it most be remembered that one group of the Class
took only the Preliminary Latin paper. The Intermediate
Latin and French syllabus is a two year course and can be
covered in one year only by most capable and hard working
students. First year candidates do extremely well if they
succeed in scraping through in Latin or French.

The weak result in Arithmetic was general all over the
country. The examiner failed to set any question on two-
thirds of the Intermediate syllabus, such sections as Stocks
and Shares, Compound Interest, Percentages, and Contract-
ed Methods not being tested at all in his paper. As most
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of the work done during the latter half of the school year
would naturally be on these sections, it is no exaggeration
to say that most candidates would necessarily find them-
selves unable to make a good showing. Moreover, of the
questions set, several were of a type that is to-day out-of-
date—long and complicated fractions, etc. In French, too,
the composition was tested in an unusual and unexpected
manner.  The Council of Higher Education has itself
criticised both these papers very adversely and has asked
the examiners in England to avoid similar mistakes in the
future. The large number of compulsory subjects in Inter-
mediate Grade has made it very difficult for ordinary can-
didates to get through on one year’s work. The conditions
for a pass are harder than in corresponding examinations
in England, but if the candidates are to be prepared so as
to be able, later on, to do well in Jr. Matriculation, it is dif-
ficult to sce how the amount of work called for can be
reduced.

In Preliminary Grade 23 B.F.C. candidates were suc-
cessful, 10 in the Honours Division (Grade VIIT) and 13 in
the Pass Division (Grade VII). Latin was the worst sub-
ject but there was considerable improvement over the re-
sults of the previous year in this subject, so that progress
is being made. The French was weaker than usual, the
Algebra was very much better, the Geometry of the Lower
Fifth not as good as it might be, but the English, History,
Geography, and Book-keeping were unusually good, and
though the Drawing marks were low there was only one
failure. In Book-keeping every candidate but two obtained
70 per cent. or more. The Arithmetic was good except in
the kcase of a few candidates whose Mathematics were all
weak.

In Primary Grade all our candidates except two were
successful, five obtaining marks equal to Honours. The two
who failed each did so in only one compulsory subject.

In every Grade except Junior Matriculation those can-
didates were discouraged from sitting who, in the opinion
of the Staff, had no chance of passing. In a few instances
where parents of very weak candidates were extremely
anxious that their sons should sit, they were allowed to do
so; but in every such case the candidate failed in several
subjects. The College is quite willing that every candidate
who has any chance of passing should be allowed to take
the examination, but there is nothing to be gained by
putting in candidates who are certain failures. Irregular

attendance or a low standard of work is sufficient to make
it impossible for a boy to get through; and first year can-
didates in any grade, unless unusually capable, are liable to
fail in the foreign language papers.

The total number of passes in 1929 was 69, as compared
with 66 in the previous year; but the fact that the number
of passes in the most important grade, Jr. Matriculation,
was nearly doubled makes the 1929 results very much
more valuable than those of 1928 or indeed of any previous
Vear.

Association F(;otball, 1929 /

THOUGH several members of the 1928 team were no longer

with us and such players as Edgar House, E. Press, F.
Knight and G. Edwards were naturally a great loss to our
Foothall, yet the 1929 Team managed to give a very good
account of itself. Mr. Escott undertook the coaching and
was assisted by Mr. Lovett-Janison, and everything possible
was done to improve the standard of play and to make the
most of the material at our disposal.

The team was stronger in defence than in attack. L.
Coates in goal was new to the position but improved very
considerably and saved well. The backs Bemister and R.
Godden though somewhat uncertain when hard pressed,
oenerally managed to deal effectively with any attacks
made upon them.  Probably our Half-Backs (Edwin House,
A. Caul, and E. Francis) were our best line, their defensive
work being particularly good; but their understanding with
and feeding of the forwards left something to be desired.
All three halves played a strong, sound, game, Caul’s kick-
ing being the best. Our Forwards were N. Wood, S. God-
frey, R. Wood (Capt.), H. Anderson and H. Smith. R.
Wood at center, distributed the ball well and played a good
game in mid-field; but in front of goal, the three inside for-
wards failed to shoot with the power and instant decision
that is necessary if goals are to be scored. In front of goal
S. Godfrey was the best of the three. N. Wood at outside
left ran and centered well but did not quite reach the
standard of play of which he is capable at his best. H.
Smith at outside right was slow in getting away, but other-
wise played well. D. Smith was tried at inside right but
did not hold his position.

In the matches, the B.F.C, Team defeated U.C.C. twice
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and drew with them once; but we took no points from S.
B.C. though the margin of goals in their favour was small.

In the second Division the usual Inter-Club matches
were played and after a hard-fought series of games the
Hearts (C. Gardner, Capt.) won the championship and be-
came the holders of the Hayward Cup for 1929.

“THE MERCHANT OF VENICE!”

The Trial Scene.

ARGUMENT.

Bassanio asks his merchant friend Antonio to lend him
a sum of money that he may be able to further his court-
ship of Portia. Antonio’s ships are all at sea and he is with-
out funds until their arrival in port. He therefore decides
to borrow from Shylock who in his hatred of Antonio re-
fuses to lend unless the merchant will sign a bond by which
he undertakes to forfeit a pound of flesh to be cut from any
part of his body in the event of his being unable to repay
the loan by the date fixed. Confident in the arrival of his
ships with rich cargoes long before the time named, Antonio
signs the bond.

Bassanio’s suit prospers and he marries Portia; but a
letter from Antonio informs him that the time of the bond
has expired, that his ships have not arrived, and that Shy-
lock insists upon the pound of flesh. Reproaching himself
for having forgotten the danger in which his friend stood,
Bassanio with Portia’s full consent, leaves his bride and
hastens to Venice.
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Portia determines that she will help and is able to ar-
range that she shall take the place of the judge summoned
by the Duke. She disguises herself as a Doctor of Law and
arrives in time for the trial.

SPEECH DAY, 1929

“THE FEILDIAN” heartily congratulate all the perform-

ers on Speech Day, 1929. The singing by the boys of
Forms II, 111, and IV was tuneful and mellow and the two
soleists in Good King Wenceslas, S. LeMessurier and C.
‘Godfrey fully deserved the hearty applause which they re-
ceived. The driil of the Junior members of C. Co. was good
and would have been better still if it had been done to the
accompaniment of music; but the Manual and Physical
Exercises (with rifles) done by the Seniors were excellent
and brought back the days when Colonel Bernard—then
Captain Bernard of the C.L.B.—used to insist upon the high
standard of work in C. Co. that later enabled him to help
make the Royal Newfoundland Regiment the efficient force
that it became. We congratulate Captain Pike on the ex-
cellence of his squad. The display was all the more
creditable since neither the Manual nor the Physical Ex-
ercises with rifles had formed part of the work of C. Co.
during recent months, so that they had to be prepared dur-
ing the weeks immediately before Speech Da}{r/

But it must be confessed that the most sttiking part of
the programme was the Trial Scene from the Merchant of
Venice. Thanks to the untiring efforts of Mr. Escott and
Mr. Lovett-Janison, the progress made between the first
rehearsal and Speech Day was almost incredible. The
dominating character of the play is, of course, that of Shy-
Jock—an unpleasant role to fill but a very powerful and
striking one. Douglas Smith to whom this important part
was given had been doing fairly well in rehearsals, but on
the night of the performance he gave a really fine presen-
tation of Shylock. To begin with, he was made up splendid-
ly and looked the part to perfection. For this we owe our
heartiest thanks to a member of the Arlie Marks Co., who,
in response to a modest request for enough make-up putty
to build up a nose suitable for the part, was so good as to
undertake the complete “make-up” of the -character.
Whether he was inspired by this to do better than ever be-
fore, or whether he really had been doing well all along but
had not looked the part, Smith certainly excelled himself on
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Speech Day and brought out Shylock’s unpleasant charac-
terisics in a way that would have been creditable to an actor
of much wider experience. The vicious spitefulness of one
who had always been an “under dog,” the horrid glee with
which he greeted the decision in his favour admitting his
right to take his pound of flesh from Antonio, his conster-
nation when the “Daniel come to judgment” disclosed the
legal flaw in Shylock’s case—all were brought out with a
force and completeness that made the audience feel the
power of the play.

S. Godfrey as Portia disguised as a doctor of the law,
was also most effective. The decision with which he “laid
down the law,” his appeal for mercy, his determination that
Shylock should have the justice he had demanded, were all
admirably done; and he was enabled to make his part the
more successful thanks to his good voice and clear
enunciation.

The other characters also did extremely well. L.
Chaffey as the Duke, R. Wood as Bassanio, H. Rosenberg
as Antonio, N. Wood as Gratiano, B. Carnell as Nerissa and
A. Samson as the usher of the court, were all excellent,
while the eight councillors looked the “grave and reverend
signors” that they were supposed to represent.

We were particularly pleased with the clear enuncia-
tion of each of the actors. In every part of the hall every
word could be heard. The pronunciation too was most
creditable. Our Newfoundland dialect, compounded as it is
of TIrish and Devonshire, is not easily converted into “the
King’s English”; but in spite of an occasional “Surr!” for
Sir, the accent of the performers was quite good.

The costumes which were either “home-made” or bor-
rowed, looked extremely well. We heartily thank those
parents who took the trouble to help in this matter.

We very heartily congratulate the performers and their
coaches upon the best presentation of a piece of Shakespeare
that we have had for many years, and we venture to say
that very few of those present in the audience have seen
the Trial Scene better done. Years ago the writer happened
to see the famous Benson Company in this play, and quite
frankly they were not in anything like the same class so far
as the Trial Scene is concerned. It must be confessed that
the Benson Company was not up to its usual high standard
on that particular occasion.
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The whole of the Speech Day performance went well.
The various items followed one another without the delays
that are so trying, and by 10.15 the performance was at an
end and the audience went away feeling that they had had
2 good show and not too much of it.

His Excellency the Governor spoke most kindly about
the good work the College had done during the school year.
He urged all its boys to take an active part in the many out-
of-school activities such as the work of the College Com-
pany, the school games, the debates, ete., and he particular-
ly called upon all those coming from the Outports to fit
{hemselves by these means to go back to their various com-
munities able to help and inspire those who had to live some-
what narrow and isolated lives. His Excellency mentioned
the fact that the College had for several years had the un-
usual experience of numbering among its students one who
before coming to the College had been awarded the Vietoria
Cross. Many boys of the College no doubt remembered
Sergeant Ricketts, V.C., who had been a Feildian for several
vears and who had quite recently returned from the gather-
ing in London of those holding the reward "For Valour”

Mr. C. E. A. Jeffery in proposing a vote of thanks to
His Excellency and Lady Middleton spoke of the splendid
work that was being done for the College by the Feildian
Ladies’ Association and urged the Old Feildians to take a
more active part in the building up of the Old School. The
Rev. A. B. Stirling seconded this vote of thanks, and the
proceedings closed with the National Anthem and the Col-
lege Cheers.

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HEADMASTER'S REPORT, 1929

YOUR EXCELLENCY,
MY LORD,
GENTLEMEN OF THE DIRECTORATE,
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN.

In the name of the College 1 offer you a very hearty
welcome this evening to our annual Speech Day and Prize-
Giving.

Speaking generally the past year upon which I have to
report has been a most successful one. It has been our first
year in the splendid new building that you have given us,
and it has been a very happy and pleasant experience to all
of us, both masters and boys. I am confident that the bet-
ter conditions in which we have been working have had an
excellent effect. In every direction there has been progress
and improvement, and that in spite of the fact that during
the first term with workmen still in the building there were
naturally some interruptions which will not occur in or-
dinary years; and that such excitement as was felt during
the Campaign just before our examinations is not conducive
to the concentration necessary for really good results. Our
boys were very properly asked to take part in the Cam-
paign and earned and gave nearly six hundred dollars. I
think you will all agree that this was a fine effort on their
part.

In the annual examinations held at the end of June our
Junior Matriculation Form obtained the best result that the
College has ever had in this Grade, 21 of our candidates
passing, three of them in the Honours Division. Our Inter-
mediate result was not so good the class on the whole being
below the average. In Preliminary Grade, however, the
result was good and in Primary Grade all our candidates but
two were successful.

We were all the more pleased with our Jun. Matrien.
result because many of our candidates were very young, and
also because this is the highest work done in Colleges or
High Schools here. All our work therefore leads up to Jun.
Matrien. which may be said to be our Leaving Examination,
and a good result in this grade means that the foundation
work has been good.
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We hope that the present year will show still further
progress. There has been an increase of over 10 per cent.
in our numbers this year but I am looking forward to a
greater increase than this in our results next year.

On the atheletic side, too, the College has had a most
satisfactory year. We have secured second place in the
Inter-Collegiate Hockey and Association Football and first
place in Rugby Football. Considering that our numbers
are smaller than those of the other colleges this is a very
creditable record ; but of course we are far from being satis-
fied with it and hope to do better still this year. The Col-
lege Company has been as active as ever and Major House
and his Officers and N.C.O’s are to be congratulated upon
their year’s work. A new game has been instituted—or
new, at least, to B.F.C.,—for our fine gymnasium has en-
abled us to take up Basket Ball, and scores of our boys were
able to get a great deal of pleasure and much valuable
exercise by this means throughout the winter and early
spring. We hope for further development in this direction
after Christmas; for it is impossible to overestimate the
importance of exercise of this energetic type to growing
hoys. 1 believe that our comparative immunity from the
epidemic that has troubled the community during recent
weeks has been largely due to the fact that a very large
number were playing games and preparing for the steeple-
chase throughout the autumn.

During the past year the boys of the College have as a
whole shown that they were possessed of the right sort of
spirit. Apart from the regular games and the fact that the
Feildian tradition of “Playing the Game” has been well
maintained, there was the great effort made by our boys in
connection with the Drive. In addition there has been a
general spirit of helpfulness. The Preparatory Dept. under
Miss Steed held a very successful entertainment and raised
more than a hundred dollars for furniture required in their
room. The temporary pavilion in the new Athletic
Grounds was built, covered in, painted and paid for by our
boys. A great deal of work was done by the boys on the
new field and on the College premises. For the annual
Bazaar one stall was completely stocked with useful and
well-made articles from our Manual Training Dept.; and in
connection with a number of entertainments held in our hall
the boys have again and again been called upon to give
some of their time to the various necessary preparations,
such as building and decorating the stalls for the Bazaar.
All this is of course as it should be, but it must be remem-
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bered that all boys are not always willing to be helpful; and
it is only right that credit should be given to those who are.

If T have any complaint to make it is that there are
still some boys who tend to stand aloof from our out-of-
school activities. T hope that this year a greater number
than ever before will realise that every one of these
activities is the result of considered planning for the fuller
development of our boys—the games, the work of the Col-
lege Company, the debates, etc., are all of tremendous
value; and there is not the slightest need that they should
interfere with any boy’s work. On the contrary they should
and do enable boys to study with energy, and freedom from
illness. The boy who does not play games cannot be ex-
pected to realise what it means to go into anything with
all his might; and the worker who cannot do this is not
likely to rise above the level of the average man.

It is not. my business to give you a report of the Cam-
paign of last spring, but I cannot refrain from saying that
Dr. Blackall has added tremendously to the mighty pile of
debt that Bishop Feild College owes him. All his Old Boys
and myself among them, were delighted to see him manage
the Campaign with all his old-time energy and enthusiasm.
The success of the Campaign was largely due to the tre-
mendous keenness that he showed and to his extraordinary
organizing ability. That this little town was able to raise
cver $14,000 in cash and well over $20,000 altogether for
the College at a time when there was considerable financial
depression here, speaks very highly indeed for the splen-
did work of the Chairman of the Organising Committee and
his assistants, as well as for the generosity of our people.

Since last Speech Day we have been deprived of the
services of two members of our Staff, Mr. Chatwood and
Mr. Sykes. Our best wishes go with them in their new
field of work. In their place we offer a very hearty wel-
come to Mr. Lovett-Janison, B.Sc., of Sheffield University,
and Mr. Escott, B.A., of the Umvelslty of South Wales.
Both these orent]emen have already shown their determina-
tion to take an active part in all our school activities and to
identify themselves with those undertaking anything that
is for the welfare of our boys. We wish them many happy
and successful years in Bishop Feild College, and we feel
convinced that their coming to us has been a fortunate cir-
cumstance for the College.

We are planning this winter to develop our College
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Library more fully than was possible last year when there
were so many other matters requiring our time and atten-
tion. The boy or man who does not read cannot hope to
develop on broad lines but must be narrow and one-sided.
In addition he misses one of the greatest joys of life. If
any of our friends can spare a copy of any of our classics
they will be doing us a great service for which we shall be
profoundly grateful.

Once again it gives me very great pleasure to thank
all my colleagues for their untiring efforts during the past
vear. It has become a matter of course that members of
our staff shall give freely of their own spare time to the
College over and above the full day’s work that they are
called upon to do. I very much appreciate their loyal sup-
port and I am convinced that it would be difficult to find a
staff so ready and willing to give the best that is in them.

To the Clergy who come to us each week to give
Divinity lessons the College owes a deep debt of gratitude.
Mr. Brinton has been helping us in this connection for very
many years and Mr. Howitt and Mr. Pike have also done
much for us. I thank all these gentlemen most sincerely.

The Feildian Ladies’ Association has continued its un-
tiring efforts on behalf of the College and has made valuable
contributions to its funds. We thank them most heartily.

The College owes much, too, to the Old Feildians who
have given us the use of the new Athletic Grounds. The
beneficial effects upon the College games have been evident
and larger numbers of our boys than ever ever have been
able to take part in the games.

I cannot close without saying how very grateful we are
to those ladies and gentlemen who have so generously
given donations to our Prize Fund. The collection has not
vet been completed owing to circumstances over which I
had no control; but within a few days all those who in the
past have expressed a wish to help in this direction will be
given an opportunity to do so. The boys of the College very
deeply appreciate the kindness of the donors of the prizes.
It is a great incentive and encouragement to a boy who has
done his best to receive some little recognition of this fact.
We of the Staff have a great deal to do with stirring up
the idle and careless, and we are delighted that those who
have really tried should understand that their efforts are
not overlooked. After all good work brings its reward to
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raen, and nobody can deny that these rewards are very
pleasant and urge us on to still better work. I think the
average man can sympathize with the boy who enjoys
getting a prize; and provided there has been real effort on
the part of the boy 1 feel sure that nothing but good can
yesult from your generosity in this matter.

Ladies and Gentlemen, on behalf of the College I wish
you all a very Happy Christmas and a Prosperous New
Year.

Books W orth Reading

OOKS are one of the best means of gathering knowledge,
enlarging the vocabulary, and improving the command
of a ready flow of language. A really good book can do
more than this. It can make one feel as the author feels,
and enlarge one’s view of the author’s subjects. We speak
of a man as being “well-read”—a tribute to the value of the
books he reads; and indeed a well-read man is nearly always
an intelligent speaker, writer, and what is more, an intel-
ligent listener. His subjects are many and varied; he
knows a large amount about each, and can express his point
of view accurately and concisely. Where is the really in-
telligent man who has not all the books he can obtain—
who is not a regular patroniser of the public library—who
does not spend a good deal of his spare time and money in
gathering more and more reading matter and transferring
its wisdom to the storehouse of his brain? It would take a
lot of searching to find him. The intelligent man knows the
value of books, knows that they enable him to see clearly
things which he has never before guessed. How many of
us, when we see a book whose arguments are contrary to
our own opinions, say to ourselves: “Why, this book ex-
presses quite a new point of view! Its arguments are con-
vincing, too?” Do we not rather say: “This book is
against my opinion; it must be wrong!” Yet the author of
a good book generally knows more than the reader.

The author whose books are clever, true to life, and
pure—his are the books to read. Kingsley, Bulwer Lytton,
Kipling, Stevenson, Scott—their books are worth reading,
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being mainly true to life. Spenser stands out as the purest
writer of the Middle Ages—an age when Maids of Honour
drank beer, and a Queen could say a gross thing to a
courtier. Spencer shows nothing of this grossness. His
“Fairy Queen” is the most wholesome book of its age.

For the lovers of poetry and drama, there are the kings
of these realms—Tennyson and Shakespeare. Shakespeare’s
works are in a class by themselves, and no others can ap-
proach them. Kipling’s poetry is almost as great, but of a
different type. His stories, too, show many a touch of
genius. Scott’s books are of a similar standard, and no one
is the worse for reading his “Waverley Novels.”

The author is the soul of the book. He writes down his
ideas, his thoughts, his feelings; the book is an echo of his
personality, and the fire of his spirit is in the very letters
of the printer.

We have still to deal with the historical writer. His
books may generally be divided into two classes—interest-
ing without all the details, and dull, with each fact his-
torically correct. The virtues of each are seldom combined,
and history books are hence nearly always imperfect in
some way.

All books worth reading have in them some vital spark.
They may be in poor language, incorrect English, or badly
expressed, but we find every now and again a book that
stirs us, fires our imagination, and fills us with a glow of
well-being. We can read it over and over again and find it
interesting each time. Tt is one of those books which the
world acclaims as a “classic”—a book worth reading.
