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Editorial and Various

LAST YEAR was in many ways the most successful in the

history of the College as will be seen from the various
reports contained in fuller detail on later pages of this
issue. In the first place there was a considerable increase
(roughly 10 per cent.) in the numbers of boys in atten-
dance, and this to some extent made it possible to make a
better showing in both work and games, though where com-
parison with other Colleges is possible we are still very
much at a disadvantage as regards numbers of pupils. No
comparison however can be more searching than to com-
pare an institution with its own past; and there can be no
doubt of the fact that in every branch of school activities
the College not merely worked and played as strenuously as
ever before but that it reached standards never before at-
tained. If we were to attempt to account for this we could
only say that a greater proportion of the boys of the Col-
lege took part in the various activities and with a greater
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enthusiasm and energy. It is the maintenance of this spirit
that makes all the difference, and upon its maintenance
must depend whether still further progress is to be made.
We are glad to say that the Feildians of 1931 are doing
rather more than living up to the fine spirit of 1930; and
though it is impossible to speak with certainty until the
vear is over we hope and believe that after next June we
shall be able to say as we can of last year: “The best year
in the history of the College!”

C.H.E. EXAMINATIONS. The figures speak for them-
selves. In 1929 we had 69 successful candidates, in 1930
we had 94—a most substantial and gratifying increase—
the largest number the College has ever had. These figures
would have been better still but for the fact that many of
our Jr. Matrien. candidates lost much time through being
in quarantine for Scarlet Fever, which after working
through the town at last reached us in spite of every pre-
caution. Our best candidate who we had hoped would win
the Junior Scholarship was first in quarantine for a con-
siderable time and then, later in the year, was in hospital
himself losing two months out of the working year. Many
border-line candidates just failed to qualify for similar
reasons. However the fact remains that a new record was
created.

THE RHODES SCHOLARSHIP. The appointment of
J. B. Watson last December as the Newfoundland Rhodes
Scholar for 1931 was a source of great rejoicing to his old
school. Watson had always while at the College been well
in advance of pupils of his own age in every branch of his
work, and he was confidently expected to distinguish him-
self in later years. He was particularly strong in
Mathematics. We remember being told years ago by one of
our staff thal he was a most annoying member of the
Mathematies class, because when the class was being led
step by step to the conclusion of a process of reasoning,
Watson always jumped several steps of reasoning at one
stride and reached the conclusion long before the rest of the
class could get to it. Yet at that time he was a boy of 14
in a class where the average age was 17 or more. At the
Memorial University College at one time, during the illness
of one of the Professors, Watson was put on to give some
of the Mathematical lectures and showed that he was quite
capable of doing so. He was then 18. “The Feildian”
heartily congratulates him upon his appointment as a
Rhodes Scholar. He has won Honours and been award-
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ed a scholarship at MeGill University, and we feel confident
that he will distinguish himself at Oxford.

ATHLETICS. In Hockey and Football last year the
College Teams won second place giving the winners of the
Championships a hard game and making them go “all out”
to win. In Rugby Football we had the best team we have
ever had, and won our Inter-Collegiate games without hav-
ing a point scored against us. We also had the rather un-
expected honour of defeating the Memorial University Col-
lege XV. The Old Feildians, however, were a shade too
good for us, their knowledge of the game and of its finer
points enabling them to out-manoeuvre us. However we
intend to have another go at them this year. In this con-
nection we very much regret that the United Church Col-
lege has decided not to play Rugby Football this year. We
hope that they will change their minds, for it would be a
pity to allow a game that the Colleges have now been play-
ing for 20 years, to die out. B.F.C. intends to keep it alive
and looks to the Old Boys and the Memorial College to help
us to do so. Last June we revived the College Sports Day,
and being blessed with ideal weather, we had a most suc-
cessful and enjoyable meeting. One of our difficulties in
this connection is the providing of prizes. We had many
generous gifts for this purpose last year, but one hesitates
to expect our friends to be willing to do this every year.
The expenses are always heavy, and a wet day means finan-
cial difficulties as a “reward” for all the work that has to
be done if the Sports are to be enjoyable.

A NEW BRANCH OF ATHLETICS. Basket Ball has
been adopted as one of the InterCollegiate competitions and
looks as if it had come to stay. Two divisions have been
arranged—the Senior for those who have passed their 16th
birthday, and the Junior for those under 16. Each year
two rounds are played just before Christmas, and two
rounds between the Hockey season and Easter. The game
is very fast, gives splendid exercise in a comparatively short
time, and is a most valuable stop-gap during the seasons
when out-door exercise is impossible. The only thing that
can be said against it is that it is difficult to referee, and
that under a weak referee the whole spirit of the game is
changed and a team that is playing the correct game is
bound to lose. The basic rule appears to be that players on
opposing sides must not come in contact with one another.
Not only is charging or pushing forbidden, but one player
must not even touch another. A player running with the
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ball must not run into an opposing player but must pass.
The defending player is not required to get out of the way
of an attacking player. It is the man with the ball who is
responsible if any contact takes place, and the penalty is one
or two “free shots” at the offender’s Basket. A careful
referee thus has ample power to control the game, but with
any slackness on his part the game immediately deteriorates
into a scrapping match. The future of the game depends
then upon the efficiency of the refereeing.

In the first season of Inter-Collegiate Basket Ball the
College Senior Team has won the Championship, winning 3
out of its 4 matches vs. S.B.C., and all its 4 matches vs. U.
C.C. Our Junior Team was not so successful and won only
1 match; but its play improved very considerably through-
out the season. Mr. Cohen’s able coaching had much to do
with the good play of the Senior Team. We thank him
very sincerely.

THE LIBRARY. During the past year, in addition to
the many works of fiction presented by the boys and mem-
bers of the Staff, the Library has received a number of
valuable gifts. Dr. Mosdell has presented a large number
of most useful works chiefly on History and Science. Mr.
Paton has given us a set of the Cambridge University
edition of the books of the Bible. Mr. and Mrs. Colbourne
and their family have presented their boy’s “Book of Know-
ledge,” and through Dr. Hunter the Memorial University
College has been so good as to let us have a spare set of the
Encyclopaedia Britannica. Dr. Blackall has very kindly
sent us a set of the works of Poe and several other books.
We are most grateful to all these kind friends and we thank
them very sincerely. The Library shelves are gradually
filling up and many of our boys have used it throughout the
winter. The Library Committee with W. Canning as lead-
ing spirit has done excellent work and are always grateful
for any additions to the fine collection that is gradually
being made.

OBITUARY. M. Bemister was a member of our Lower
Sixth Form and was prominent as a very capable member
of the College Football team. Last spring he fell ill and
menengitis developed. After many months of sickness he
passed away in January. His funeral was attended by a
squad from the College Company of which he had been a
member. We offer our sincere sympathy to his parents
and relations.
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C. Colbourne was a little boy in the Fifth Form who as
he worked his way up in the College made a name for him-
self as one of our most conscientious and capable workers
who was making splendid progress and who was likely to
become a fine type of man. It was found that he was suf-
fering from appendicitis, and in a few hours his school-days
were over. His death was so sudden and unexpected as to
come as a great shock to all of us. He was the only son of
his mother to whom, and to his father and brother, our
sympathy goes out in their bereavement.

Headmaster’s Report
Speech Day, 1930

Your Excellency,
My Lord,

B Gentlemen of the Directorate,
5

Ladies and Gentlemen.

It is with the greatest pleasure and satisfaction that I
offer you a very hearty welcome this evening, and make my
report upon the work of the College during the past year,
for never have we had greater reason to be pleased with
what has been accomplished than on this occasion. This is
a meeting of the friends of the College and you will forgive
me, I am sure if I mention some of the things which the
school is to be congratulated.

Most important, perhaps, of all is the fact that the Col-
lege has shown that a very high standard of work has been
reached throughout the school. We rejoice to see in-
dividuals distinguish themselves but it is a matter of greater
moment to those who have boys in the College to know that
Classes as a whole are doing well. We have had outstand-
ing boys during the past year, but we have also had a high
standard of work throughout the various Forms. This is
shown by the fact that last year a greater number of boys
than in any previous year reached the objective with which
they began their year’s studies. In 1929, we had 69 suc-
cessful candidates, and we knew that good work had been
done to reach that number; but in 1930, 94 of our boys
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passed the test, an increase over the previous year of 36 per
cent.! This is a new Examination record for the College.

In every Form except the Upper Sixth there was a very
considerable advance. The Upper Sixth total was only 1
less than in 1929, but we had hoped for an even greater
growth there than in the other Forms. When the Scarlet
Fever epidemic occurred in the autumn of 1929 we were
practically untouched by it; but it spread throughout the
town, and at last it reached us too; and during the winter
a large number of our Upper Sixth boys were affected, and
the work of the class suffered tremendously. We had in-
tended to get the Jr. Jubilee Scholarship, but our candidate
was first of all quarantined because there was Scarlet Fever
in his house, and later in the year he caught it himself and
lost several weeks of valuable time. However the next best
thing happened and Miss Miller of our sister College won
the distinction. We heartily congratulate her and her
school.

A few days ago we were tremendously pleased to learn
that the Rhodes Scholarship had been awarded to an ‘Old
Feildian, John Watson. We feel sure that he will make full
use of the splendid opportunity that he has won. While in
B.F.C. he was always about two years ahead of boys of his
own age, and in Mathematical subjects in particlar, he
showed very unusual ability. We congratulate him and his
parents upon his election as a Rhodes Scholar. His old
school is proud of him.

We have heard of the success of various other Old
Feildians during the past year—Frank Hayward at Toronto
University obtained 1st Class Honours in his year’s work
as a student of Forestry and was the only member of his
class to obtain a first. R. Duder has been doing excellent
work at McGill University, Montreal, H. Milley at Oxford,
S. Wood at Toronto, T. Smith at Dalhousie, and others, are
representing the College worthily and well; while, in other
departments of life our Old Boys are showing that they can
hold their own with the best. Two Old Feildians, Mr. Gor-
don Stirling and Mr. Roy Mercer, have quite recently been
admitted to the bar after heading the list in their final
examinations. It is a great pleasure to be able to speak of
such successes as these on an occasion of this sort.

Athletics. While the work of the College has been so
good, this has not been accomplished at the expense of other
valuable activities. The athletic side of our school life has
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shown as much vigour as the scholastic. Our Rugby Foot-
ball XV had the honour of winning the Outerbridge Shield
for the second year in succession, and that without having
a point scored against them. It also had the honour of de-
feating the Memorial College XV. During the past month
our Basket Ball team has won all its matches in the first
two rounds of the Inter-Collegiate series. Our Association
Football and Hockey Teams played a fine game and obtained
second place; and when we remember that B.F.C. has about
half—or less than half—the number of boys to choose
teams from that the other Colleges have, it will be realised
that the school games must be in a very healthy state to
accomplish so much.

A part from the Inter-Collegiate competitions, we have
had a busy year athletically. The College Company has
continued its fine work of previous years and has worthily
maintained the good name of C. Co. of Avalon Battalion of
the C.L.B. Parents who, in an age like this when lack of
discipline and self-control is so marked an evil, allow their
boys to grow up without the training that the College Com-
pany gives, are making a sad mistake.

Another athletic feature of the past year was the
Steeplechase which was run in the spring. More than half
the College ran in this. Later in the year we held a most
successful and enjoyable Sports Day on the new Athletic
Ground. All those who were present were delighted with
what they saw. More than half the boys of the College en-
ic{ered for one or more events and the competition was very

een.

During the winter every Form in the College was able
to get a game of Basket Ball once or twice a week in the
gymnasium. It is impossible to over emphasise the im-
portance to students of keeping “fit.” It is unnatural for
boys to be confined indoors for so many hours a day as mod-
ern conditions require, and the only way in which those liv-
ing the sedentary life of the Class Room can keep healthy,
is by taking vigorous exercise regularly for comparatively
short periods. It is just this that school games give, and
boys who do not take part in them can hardly expect to keep
well or to develop physically. A feeble and wizened body is
al tre;n]elfndous handicap to those who have to fight the bat-
tle of life.

Last year the number on the College roll showed an in-
crease of 10 per cent. over the previous year. This year
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that increase has been maintained, but while there has been
an increase in the number of our town boys, the bad times
have caused a considerable reduction in the number of our
Outport boys. But for this fact I should have been able to
report another increase this year. Before the school year
ends there may be a further addition to our numbers, but
boys coming in after Christmas, having missed the intro-
ductory part of the year’s work, find it difficult to fit in and
are seriously handicapped.

I have quoted facts to show that the College has been
full of energy during the past year and that Masters and
Boys have appreciated what has been done to make our
working conditions as favourable as possible. Much of our
success has been the direct result of our having a building
in which we can work in comfort and with everything to
help us. We have proved that given good conditions, good
work and a good spirit could reasonably be expected. It is
important that we should all realise that the new building
has really been worth while, and that all who have helped
andkare helping to pay for it are doing a fine and valuable
work.

I am glad to be able to say that just as our work and
our games have been good, so the tone of the school—its
character, if you like—has been good. B.F.C. boys are not
angels—they are only learning to “play the game” and to
treat other people as they themselves would like to be treat-
ed. T see them often on occasions when the excitement of
the contest would perhaps excuse a certain amount of rowdi-
ness, but I very seldom have reason to feel ashamed of any
one of them. I think you all realise that this is so, and that
you appreciate the value of this spirit. My experience is
that a boy who works hard, plays a hard game, and treats
the other fellow decently is developing on right lines and
will have little difficulty in making his way in life.

And now I come to a very pleasant part of my report.
There are so many people that I have to thank for their
kindness to the College that I hardly know where to begin.
First I feel that our thanks for all that we are and all that
we may have done are due to all those who have given us
this splendid building. Then I realise that we owe our
hearty thanks to the Directors of the College for the efforts
they have made and are making to give our boys every op-
portunity to become something worth while. 1 very sin-
cerely thank the members of my Staff for their splendid
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work and loyal support during the past year. They are
called upon for all sorts of work outside school hours, and
the call is never made in vain.

The College owes a debt of gratitude to the Clergy who,
week after week, in spite of the many calls upon their time,
come to us to give Divinity lessons—Canon Peile, Mr.
Howitt, Mr. Brinton, Mr. Godfrey and Mr. Pike.

Every week throughout the geater part of the year the
members of the Feildian Ladies’ Association meet to work
for the College, and from time to time they hold Bazaars,
Card Parties, Dances and other entertainments. They are
working now to raise funds for the improvement of the Col-
lege Grounds, and it is hoped that in the spring they will
be in a position to have this work begun. The least we can
do is to give them our heartiest support in all their under-
takings. The College thanks them most heartily and wishes
them the success that we know they are going to have un-
der Mrs. Carnell’s able leadership. Every mother of a
Feildian will, I am sure, feel that she ought to be a member
of this Association.

The Old Feildians who have been making the new
Athletic Ground their special care, have been able to make
considerable progress this year. We owe them a great deal.
Already there has been a great improvement in the school
games, and during the past summer the Old Feildian Foot-
ball Team (whom the College heartily congratulates) had
the honour of winning the League Championship. The Field
Committee will be calling upon us from time to time for
funds, and every sportsman will back them up in their en-
deavour to make the Grounds better and better.

And now, ladies and gentlemen, it only remains for me
to wish you all a very Joyous Christmas and a Happy New
Year.

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The record number of successful candidates previous to
1930 was 89, so that in 1930 the College has had a greater
number of successful candidates than ever before.

Slightly more than 70 per cent. of all candidates en-
tered by the College were successful.

Satisfactory as this is, a still greater number would
have satisfied the examiners but for the fact that a Scarlet
Fever epidemic caused some of our boys to lose as much as
two months of the school year, and a large number of boys
suffered to a lesser degree from the same handicap.

This was particularly true of the Junior Matriculation
Class which contained many students who had entered the
College at the beginning of the school-year and who were
backward in one or more subjects when they entered.
These would have had a difficult task under the most favour-
able circumstances and could not afford any loss of time.
The result was that instead of improving upon the record
of 21 passes obtained in 1929, the Jr. Matriculation Class
had only 20 successful candidates in 1930.

§ In every other Grade there was a considerable increase
in the number of passes.

The Fifth Form, Upper and Lower, obtained the best
results of all our Classes in 1931.

Our best Jr. Matriculation candidate, H. Rosenberg,
who was expected to make a bold bid for the Jr. Jubilee
Scholarship, was twice in quarantine for Scarlet Fever and
on the second occasion was himself in hospital. His coming
out at the head of the B.F.C. candidates was, in the circum-
stances, a very creditable performance.

Speech D‘ay, 1930

PEECH DAY, 1929, had been so successful that a certain
amount of anxiety was felt lest in 1930 it should be
found impossible to stage as attractive a performance. The
fine acting of D. Smith, S. Godfrey, and others in “The
Merchant of Venice” had set so high a standard that it was
feared that there was little likelihood of finding as capable
a caste for “As You Like It.”

performance the general opinion was that there was little
hope of a real success; but during the performance itself
every player seemed to be inspired to do better than ever
before, and if anything the standard of 1929 was excelled.
H. Godfrey as Rosalind, R. Wood as Orlando, C. M. Lane as
Jaques, N. Wood as Amiens,—in fact each and every player
was quite above any previous form he had shown. The
acting was good, the enunciation so clear that every word
could be heard, and the whole performance was natural and
went with a swing.

The other items,—the Singing and the Drill—went
equally well, and the whole performance was not only
creditable to those who took part and to those who were
responsible for the training, but was also most attractive
and interesting to the audience. The various items followed
one gggther briskly, and long and tiresome intervals were
avoided.

His Excellency the Governor was so good as to dis-
tribute the prizes and heartily congratulated the College
upon its good work during the year. A hearty vote of
thanks was given to His Excellency. The proceedings closed
shortly after 10 with the National Anthem and the College
Cheers after one of the most enjoyable Speech Days that
the College has ever had.

Association Football, 1930 /

LTHOUGH the 1930 Team failed to win any of its three
games vs. S.B.C,, it failed by only a narrow margin and
was defeated only after a hard struggle. Had our front
line been a shade stronger, we should have “done the trick,”
but both our inside forwards were light and neither of our
outside men was dangerous enough to give N. Wood, at
center, much assistance. All our matches against U.C.C.
were won fairly comfortably though not by large scores, but
we lost our first match vs. S.B.C. by 8—0, our second by
2—1, and our third by 3—2. L. Coates and H. Smith who
had just recovered from measles, were unable to play in
several matches, and of course were not in their best form
when they were able to take their places. This was sheer
bad luck that could not have been provided against, and one
is justified in thinking that but for this our last two games
vs. S.B.C. might have been won instead of just being lost.

In connection with our second game vs. S.B.C. a curious
incident occurred. One of their forwards shot at goal and
one of our defence men handled the ball as it passed into
the goal. The referee gave a Penalty Kick. This failed.
The game continued, and when the final whistle blew the
score was 1—1. After everyone had left the field except
the players and a few others the Referee stated that he
should have allowed a goal, and declared that the final score
was: S.B.C., 2 goals; B.F.C., 1 goal.

A meeting of the Inter-Collegiate League was held, our
claim being that the Referee could not award a goal after
the game was over. The Legue however, disallowed this
claim, so that it now stands as a ruling of the Inter-Col-
legiate League that the Referee can award a goal after the
final whistle. Obviously this is an absurd ruling, and
equally obviously the League ought to have passed a motion
to the effect that while the Refree was wrong in giving a
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
