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Editorial and Various

HARD TIMES. In common with the rest of the world

Newfoundland has been passing through a time of de-
pression. Just as the farmer in Canada, or the manufac-
turer in England has had to sell his output at a price that
does not give him a reasonable profit, so the fishermen in
Newfoundland has been compelled to accept a figure for his
fish that does not give him enough to live on. Since so
large a proportion of our people are directly dependent upon
the fisheries for their living, the country itself and prac-
tically every individual in it have been hard pressed to keep
going. Many have had to be helped in order to get the
barest necessaries.

At such times those who have any money are naturally
inclined to take no risks, so that those who want to borrow
enough to tide them over the hard times find it impossible
to do so. Those in particular who are known to be ex-
travagant and wasteful are unlikely to be looked upon as
“good risks.” The governments of Newfoundland have un-
fortunately earned this reputation. They have borrowed
freely, but apparently have never even dreamed of paying
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off any part of what they owed. As a country we have
formed the habit of living beyond our means. The world
depression has merely hastened the day when investors
could no longer feel it safe to lend Es the*ir money.

* * £

REDUCTIONS. Newfoundland has been compelled,
then, to reduce its public expenditure. Every Government
Department has its grant cut. Though the Education De-
partment has only suffered in common with the others, the
cut has fallen upon both Teachers and Schools with more
severity than upon those employed in other branches of
public service, for practically the whole of the Education
Grant goes in paying salaries. So a 25 per cent. cut in the
Dept. of Public Works, for example, can be and is met by a
large saving in materials used, in repairs, etc., and a small
saving of 10 or 15 per cent. at the most in the salaries. In
most Government Departments, too, many of the employees
could be dismissed without serious damage to the public
service. In the Education Dept., however, teachers could
not be dismissed without closing schools and depriving
many children of all education; nor can anything worth
while be saved on materials because hardly anything has
ever been spent from the Grant on materials. All the cut
has therefore had to fall upon the Teachers most of whom
have suffered a reduction of from 25 to 30 per cent. on
salaries already ridiculously small.

EFFECT OF CUT ON THE COLLEGE. So far as the
College is concerned the expenditure on materials has been
almost entirely for coal and as everyone knows the reduc-
tion in the price of coal has been 20 cents a ton. Why the
price of coal should keep up when the cost of every other
commodity has fallen is a connundrum that takes a lot of
explaining. Tt is, of course, most unjust that there should
not be a considerable reduction in the price of coal.

The whole reduction in the College Grant, together with
the reduction of 30 per cent. in the Augmentation has thus
had to fall upon the College Teachers. Some alleviation has
been possible by a reduction of the numbers of our staff,
but it would be idle to attempt to argue that this can be
good for the work of the College. Tt has put upon a staff
already overburdened a still greater burden. Since, how-
ever, it is necessary that the members of the Staff be given
a living wage, we must only carry on as well as we can and
hope for conditions that will at least enable us to return to
the smallest number of Teachers required by the work the
College has to do.
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EMPLOYMENT. When so many employers have found
it necessary to reduce the number of their employees, it is
evident that boys leaving' school are unlikely to be able to
get anything to do. So far as one can judge it will be some
years ‘before the business community can absorb the con-
siderable number now waiting for employment. Our boys
cannot now go to Canada or the United States as hereto-
fore. It is difficult to see how the Fisheries can find work
for a greater number than are already striving to make a
living out of them. There may be some chance for a limited
number in connection with Farming. The incoming Gov-
ernment’s most urgent task must be to find some sort of
work for our people. If some such proposition as the Gan-
der scheme can be arranged it may save the situation pro-
vided that provision is made for the exclusive employment
of Newfoundlanders in any part of the work that they are
qualified to do. Some land-development scheme might be
organised by a Government commission that would give at
least the necessaries of life to a large number of young
men. Country roads opening up Crown Lands suitable for
farming could be built. Inducements might be offered to
concerns like St. George’s Coal Fields to supply the local
market at prices no heavier than those we now pay and
thus to provide employment for a large number of New-
foundlanders.

Failing some such action by the Government there
seems to be no future before our boys. The times call for
intelligent initiative in this direction, and the need is too
great to be dealt with by private enterprise. Labour camps
similar to those of the lumbering industry could be formed
and while the wages paid would necessarily be small, they
would at least provide some return from those who will have
to be helped in any case.

R. Godden and W. Canning have all gone on to various oc-
cupations. To all of them the College wishes every success.
Many of them will be greatly missed, and all of them will,
we hope, long remember the good old days at school and
strive to uphold the good name of the College and to be
worthy Old Feildians. We trust that we shall hear from
them occassionally. For the first year after leaving school
all Feildians are honorary members of the Old Feildian
Club, the President and Secretary of which will always be
glad to keep in touch with them.

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NOTES.

In Junior Matriculation the College had twelve less
candidates in 1931 than in the previous year, and in Grade
VI (Primary) 8 less. This accounts for the fact that the
total number of successes in 1931 is 5 less than in 1930
when a new record for the College was made.

The standard of work in 1931 was very high as the fol-
lowing facts prove:—In Jr. Matriculation our candidates
wrote 129 papers out of which only 12 failed to satisfy the
Examiners—or in other words 91 per cent. of all papers
written were successful. In Grades VII and VIII, 90 per
cent. of all papers written were successful. In Grade VI,
92 per cent. of all papers written were successful. In
Grades IX and X the percentage of successful papers was
less satisfactory, but there was very considerable improve-
ment over the previous year’s results in these grades—29
passes in 1931 as compared with 21 in 1930. There is still
ample room for improvement in these two Grades. The
Languages and 1st year Physics are the weakest subjects.
In English there was only one failure—by 2 marks.

Some of the subject results were remarkably good. In
Jr. Matriculation, Mathematics, Chemistry and French
there were no failures and 16 candidates obtained Distine-
tion (70% or over) in Mathematics. In Physics there was
only one failure—by 4 marks. In Latin, usually a deadly
subject for weak candidates, only three failed. In the other
Grades there were some equally good results. In Grades
VII and VIII where every member of Form V was entered,
all but one passed in Eng. Literature, all but two in Draw-
ing and Book-keeping, all but four in Arithmetic and Geo-
graphy, two candidates obtained Distinction in every sub-
ject and they and all the class took an extra subject which
was not allowed to count in their total.

On the whole a most satisfactory result, second only to
the record year, 1930, and in many respects even better.
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Steeplechase, 1931

(From The Daily News)

N Saturday the Bishop Feild College boys ran the various
steeplechase courses arranged for those of different
ages. The weather was good but the ground was wet and
heavy from the rain of Friday. There were more entries
than in any previous year.

In division 1 (boys of 15 or over) first place was won
by W. LeDrew in the fine time of 29 minutes, 12 seconds.
This was an unexpected result, LeDrew being unknown in
the College as a runner. It was a fine performance, the
time being within 12 seconds of the record (29 minutes) set
up by C. Elworthy in 1928. The House competition in this
division resulted as follows:—1st, West House:—1, W. Le-
Drew; 3, Barnes; 5, C. Parsons; 7, E. Snow; 9, A. Roil; 11,
R. Godden. Total 1st six men, 36. 2nd, East House:—2,
N. Wood; 4, K. Wiseman; 8, R. Hayward; 15, A. Wakeley;
16, J. Carnell; 17, A. Samson. Total 62. 3rd, Feild Hall:
6, 1. Mercer; 10, L. Coates; 13, G. Martin; 18, F. Simms;
11, R. Wareham; 21, H. Wareham. The House cup thus
goes to West House whose members obtained what is
probably the best total ever made in the steeplechase house
competition. To have six of their men among the first
eleven who completed the course was a victory to be proud
of. East House also did well and but for LeDrew’s unex-
pected victory might just have won.

In Division II (12 to 15 years)—C. LeMessurier ob-
tained first place—time 25 minutes; course, around Quidi
Vidi Lake. The record is 23 minutes, 30 seconds, by D.
Smith, in 1928. Saturday™s time was a good one consider-
ing the condition of the roads. The club competition result-
ed as follows:—1st, Boars, 37; 2nd, Butterflies, 81; 3rd,
Springboks, 83; 4th, Hearts, 101. The Boars have thus re-
peated their victory of last year, with a greatly improved
total. The total is obtained by adding together the positions
of the first six men of each club, so that the lower the total
is, the better.

In Division III (under 12)—First place was won by
Norman Winter, (11 minutes). The next five were:—2, C.
Seymour; 3, R. Falk; 4, G. Lewis; 5, G. Hodder; 6, A. Feder,
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In the Preparatory Division D. Clark was first, followed
by 2, E. LeMessurier; 3, R. LeMessurier; 4, N. Crane; 5,
R. McLellan; 6, D. Young.

In every division there was very close competition. In
all, 107 boys completed the course.

Rugby Football, 1931 )

AT the beginning of the season immediately after Easter

which fell at an unusually late date it was evident that
with such old ‘colours’ as J. Carnell, L. Coates, N. Wood and
G. Carnell we had the nucleus of a strong team which with
the very promising new material available would be able to
develop, with practice, into a XV well above the average.
Under J. Carnell’s capable and enthusiastic leadership the
Forwards very quickly became a powerful and fast group
well able to give the backs the opportunities that mean so
much even to average players; and when the Three-quar-
ters led by N. Wood, and splendidly served by the Stand-off
Half, L. Coates, began to develop an unusually good under-
standing with one another, and to tackle with an effective-
ness that gave the opposing Threes little or no chance of
breaking through, we realised that we had the strongest
team in the history of the College.

It was disappointing that in this, of all years, the
United College should have decided to drop Rughy Football,
so that the Inter-Collegiale competition for the Outerbridge
Rugby Shield had to fall through. However matches were
played with the Memorial College, the Old Feildians, and the
Wanderers. All of these except the Wanderers were beaten,
and this match was really played‘against a combined City
team, most of the scoring against the College being the
ﬁesl{lt of the fast and clever work of an Old Feildian, L.
Carle.

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Athletic Sports, 1931

PORTS DAY, 1931, was held on June 17th in perfect

weather, and was most enjoyable and successful. The

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Speech Day, 1931

ONCE again “The Feildian” has the pleasure of being able

to record a very interesting and successful Speech Day.
The Hall was filled by a most appreciative audience among
whom were His Excellency the Governor, The Lord Bishop,
a large number of the city Clergy and other Directors of
the College, together with many Parents, Old Feildians and
other friends of B.F.C.

The programme began promptly with an exhibition of
Drill which was done smartly and efficiently by a squad from
C. Company, C.L.B., under the direction of (Rev.) Capt. H.
L. Pike. Then the College Choir, trained by Mr. H. W.
Stirling, L.L.C.M., sang the famous old school song, “Forty
Years On,” and Gounod’s setting of the well-known Carol
“Cradled All Lowly.” All those present enjoyed the vigour
of the first and the sweetness of the second of these musical
items.

While the stage was being set for the piece de resis-
tance, the conspiracy and death scenes from Shakespeare’s
“Julius Caesar,” the Headmaster read his annual Report
(to be found elsewhere in this issue).

It is hardly possible to speak too highly of the quality
of the representation given by the boys selected and trained
by Mr. Lovett-Janison of these very dramatic scenes from
Shakespeare’s great play. Not only were the enunciation,
the action, the costumes and the sitting as near perfectior
as possible but the whole atmosphere of conspiracy, of the
difficulty Brutus had to decide between what he felt to be
his duty and what he owed to Caesar, and of the horror of
the sudden climax was reproduced with a completeness
that was extraordinary in so youthful and inexperienced a
company of players. While particularly congratulating M.
Lane on his fine representation of Cassius we would heartily
praise the work of L. Frampton (Caesar) and G. Cook
(Brutus), and indeed that of every member of the caste.
One feels that the great work of our greatest dramatist has
been revealed to us by these Speech Day performances with
something of the power that they really possess and that
can so rarely be fully felt except through the acting of the
plays—as was, of course, their author’s intention. We owe
Mr. and Mrs. Lovett-Janison a hearty vote of thanks for
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their splendid work in preparing very raw material with
such thoroughness as to produce so finished a performance.

His Lordship the Bishop then took the Chair and His
Excellency the Governor presented the C.H.E. diplomas and
the Prize Certificates.

Sir John Middleton congratulated the College on the
excellence of its work during the past year as shown by the
Headmaster’s report, and on the fact that for the second
year in succession an Old Feildian, R. Duder, had been
elected Rhodes Scholar for Newfoundland. He impressed
upon those who were members of the College the importance
of preparing themselves for the duties of life and of good
citizenship at a time when efficiency and intelligence and
fine character are so needed.

A hearty vote of thanks to His Excellency was proposed
and carried, the National Anthem was sung and the College
Cheers given; and so concluded one of the most enjoyable
Speech Days that the College has ever had.
