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Editorial and Various

EDUCATIONAL CHANGES. The Commission of Govern-

ment is most anxious to give to the children of New-
foundland the best possible training to fit them for their
work in life, and great efforts are being made to improve
our educational system with this end in view. Everyone
who has the welfare of our country at heart will do his
utmost to assist this work. Newfoundland is one of the
most difficult countries in the world to educate at reasonable
cost. We have a very large number of small settlements in
which a comparatively small number of children of school
age are to be found. Communication between settlements
during the winter months is often very difficult and often
quite impossible. In many places there are no roads con-
necting one settlement with another, and their communi-
cation can be only by water. From December to about the
end of April communication by water is both dangerous and
difficult. Even the steamers cannot run, except on the
South Coast, after December, and they serve only the
largest settlements.
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Thus there can be no question of school children being
able to go from a small to a larger settlement to school un-
less they remain in the latter throughout the winter.
Even Inspectors or Supervisors of Education cannot get to
small settlements during four or five months of the school
year, except in Conception Bay or in such places as can be
reached by rail—and these are comparatively few in num-
ber.

Here, then, are difficulties that obtain in few countries.
Even in Canada there are usually roads by which one can
travel from place to place, while in the Scottish islands com-
munication by sea is fairly’regular since there is no ice to
interfere with it.

A really satisfactory system of education for New-
foundland must always be both difficult and expensive.
Hitherto our education authorities have been compelled to
carry out their work with a far lower amount of money per
child taught than in any other British community in the
world. To give our children anything like the same op-
portunities as Canada or the United States give to theirs
we shall have to be prepared to spend not only as much on
each child but even more.

We are given to understand that the necessary funds
will be forthcoming, and it will be a great thing for New-
foundland if this is so; for upon this depends whether the
educational changes which are being made can be success-
ful.

During the past year a slight improvement has been
made in that some portion of the Education Grant has been
restored, and our Teachers throughout the Island have been
advanced from the scandalous starvation wage to which
they were reduced to one of only semi-starvation. It is un-
derstood that very shortly a further step forward is to be
made which will just about restore the extremely frugal
payments to Teachers that obtained before the “Depression”
set in. It must not be forgotten that since the War there
has been little increase in the Education Grant, while during
that time a large number of additional schools have been
opened and additional Teachers engaged. The same Grant
has had to be spread over a far larger number of Teachers,
and this could only be done by a general reduction of
salaries ever since 1920. Since that date, too, the scholastic
standing of our Teachers has risen very substantially, so
that the country has been getting better Teachers at re-
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duced salaries. In no other profession were salaries so
greatly reduced, so that when the “Depression” set in the
enormous reduction in Teachers’ salaries was felt more
severely by the victims than were the reductions in other
professions . In some places the local Boards of Education
have done their utmost to make life possible for their em-
ployees; but in the great majority of places nothing could
be done because the people were so badly off that no funds
could be raised.

It must be evident that a successful system of educa-
tion must have capable and enthusiastic Teachers. The
success of the changes foreshadowed at the present time
will depend upon the Teachers, their ability, and their ef-
forts. The profession must be made to offer at least a liv-
ing wage so that capable young men and women, even from
St. John’s, will not be kept out of it, as they have in the
past, by dread of abject poverty.

A new Curriculum is being prepared mainly by Teach-
ers from various schools, and much hard work is being done
in this connection by a body of men and women who have
little spare time but who are giving most of it for this work
for the general good. Some parts of this new Curriculum
will be ready for use next year—perhaps all of it will be
ready—but it is understood that the authorities have very
wisely decided to make the necessary changes gradually and
to give Teachers the opportunity to study and understand
the scheme and methods of work before requiring them to
put the Curriculum into operation in its entirety.

We all hope and trust that a new and better day is
dawning for our children, and we wish Professor Shaw, the
newly appointed Secretary for Education, every possible
success in the important and difficult task that lies before
him. He will have the support and good-will of every
Teacher who wishes well to Newfoundland.

have no difficulty in recommending very capable employees
who have received most useful training in various branches
of commercial work.

The Jubilee of His Majesty
King George the Fifth

ON May 6th the British Empire celebrated the twenty-

fifth year of the reign of our beloved Sovereign, King
George the Fifth. From all quarters of the globe there has
come a mighty chorus of congratulations to one who has
endeared himself to the millions of his subjects scattered
throughout the world, by his unceasing desire to help, to
sympathize with and to serve his people. King George has
made us all feel that he knows and enters into our joys, our
successes and our difficulties as no previous sovereign has
been able to do. With us he has gone through the horrors
of the most terrible war the world has ever known, and
through the uncertainties and strain from which we are not
vet free; and throughout he has shown a spirit that we can-
not but admire and respect, a calm courage, a judgment, a
confidence in ultimate victory and success, that are the
marks of true leadership and kingship.

The distracted world, wildly trying to find a way out of
the morass of fears and troubles, vainly seeking some pew
way to make life bearable, experimenting in various systems
of government, changing monarchy to communism, de-
mocracy to dictatorship, freedom to tyranny, must be
amazed and impressed by the solidarity and sureness with
which the Empire pursues its course, rejecting quack
remedies, facing and shouldering its burdens and responsi-
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bilities, and slowly but surely raising itself out of the sea of
troubles into which it with the rest of mankind had fallen.
Our King has been the embodiment of all the qualities that
are helping us through. He has been the ideal Briton, the
sort of man that each of us would like to be if we could.
And so our affection is mingled with admiration and respect,
and our joy in celebrating his Jubilee has been very genuine
and real. He is a good king and a great king. We, his
people, congratulate ourselves as well as our King upon his
completion of twenty-five years of sovreignty, and we hope
and pray that he may long be spared to guide and encourage
and help us all both by his example and by his kindly and
kingly words.

The Jubilee Celebrations in Newfoundland were as in-
dicative of our feelings of loyalty and affection as in all
parts of the Empire. In St. John’s a committee of citizens
made the day one that we shall all remember. In accordance
with His Majesty’s wishes great efforts were made to give
the children a memory that will remain with them all their
lives. A children’s parade was held which after saluting
His Excellency the Governor, the King’s representative, pro-
ceeded to Bannerman Road where an Ode in honour of the
occasion was sung by the thousands of young people who
were present, and where trees were planted to be a per-
manent reminder of each school”’s participation in the cele- .
bration. Speeches were made by His Excellency, by the
Minister of Home Affairs and by the Mayor of St. John’s,
and all joined with fervour in the National Anthem. The
children were then given a commemorative box of sweets,
bearing the portraits of King George and Queen Mary. The
next day free admission to one of the Picture Houses was
given to each child. In the evening there was a fine display
of fireworks, and many of the public and private buildings
were beautifully illuminated, the House of Assembly in par-
ticular looking most attractive and handsome. The memory
of King George’s Jubilee will long remain in the minds of
the young people of 1935.
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ROM every point of view Speech Day, 1934, was a great
success and was evidently much appreciated by the large
audience of parents and friends of the College. His Excel-
lency the Governor and Lady Anderson were received by a
Guard of Honour from the College Company and the pro-
gramme began promptly with a Song and Carol by the Col-
lege Choir under Mr. H. W. Stirling’s direction. Then fol-
lowed some Physical Exercises by the Preparatory Depart-
ment under Miss Steed, the Headmaster’s Report (which
will be found in full on another page, and lastly scenes from
Macbeth presented by the College Players trained by Mrs.
Lovett-Janison.

The principal item was the Shakespearian scenes. In
previous years so high a standard has been reached in the
effort to bring out some of the fascination and greatness of
the greatest of all dramatists that it is far from easy to
avoid some falling off in the quality of the performance; but
it may be said without flattery that the 1934 players as a
group created a new record. W. Black as Macbeth, D. Har-
ris as Lady Macbeth, K. Lewis as Banquo, L. Crane as Mac-
duff, H. Clark and J. Winler as King Duncan’s
sons, John Wood and J. Watson as Scottish noble-
men, L. Banikhin as an Old man, W. Banikhin as
the Doctor, A. Feder as Lady Macbheth’s attendant, D. Sim-
monds as the Porter, A. Lewis as Seyton, the Witches (D.
Pinsent, F. Carter, and J. Clouston), the Soldiers (H.
Barnes, H. Learning and T. Harris, and the Murderers (J.
Pike and R. Lush), all played their parts with a power that
was amazing in a group of boys who had had little or no
previous experience, and which could only have been due to
the inspiration gained from the talented lady who by her
skilful training enabled them to live the parts they were
playing. The clever stage management and the make-up
and costumes all helped to make the scenes presented most
realistic. We shall long remember the Witches, the Banquet
scene with the terrible ghost of Banquo and the whole
atmosphere of horror and strain so vividly portrayed by W.
Black as Macbeth. The Apparitions scene, too, and the
sleep-walking scene were most impressive and effective.
The general effect was to bring out as Shakespeare must
have intended, the evil results of an evil deed and the de-
structive force upon the criminals themselves of a cold-
blooded and horrible crime.
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A great tragedy has a tremendous fascination even
while it fills us with horror. It has a great educative force,
too, in that it brings home to us the fact that even a fine
character may be ruined and lives spoilt by what at the be-
ginning is a small thing—merely a thought. How happy
and successful Macbeth and Lady Macbeth might have been,
and how tragic and miserable was their end.

At the conclusion of the programme His Excellency
the Governor addressed the audience and spoke most kindly
of the work of the College and of the performance that had
been given. We reproduce His Excellency’s speech in full
on another page of this issue.

The Prizes were then distributed and a hearty vote of
thanks to His Excellency was proposed by the Rev. W. E.
Godfrey, seconded by Mr. B. E. S. Dunfield and carried with
acclamation.

Address by His Exc.ellency the Governor
(Speech Day, 1934)

EXPRESSING the pleasure which it gave him and Lady
Anderson to be present, and his appreciation of the pro-
gramme, His Excellency said,

We have listened to the very interesting report just
read by the Headmaster and I must heartily congratulate
the teachers and the students on the results of the work.
It is very satisfactory to know that Bishop Feild College
now has a grealer number of students than ever before.
The results in school work, which we have heard, speak for
themselves so there is no need for me to enlarge upon them.
In athletics you have had a very successful year and I must
congratulate the directors on their decision to make the
playing of games compulsory on all. This is the English
Public School System which has very well stood the test of
time and has made the “school spirit” one of those things
which is the admiration of all foreign nations. I am very
glad to hear that the College Company of the Church Lads’
Brigade has kept up to ils high standard; T am convinced
that the discipline which is learnt in the C.L.B. is of very
great lefllue, not only to the college, but to each of you later
on in life.
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OPPORTUNITIES FOR LEADERSHIP

Last year at this time we were all wondering what
would happen when the Commission of Government took
office. I told you at the time that we could not expect
things to become prosperous all at once, and T am not going
to talk to you about the Commission, neither am I going to
talk about co-operation although that is needed as much as
ever, but I want to try and get you to think about that much
needed quality of leadership. I am always hearing it said
that with leadership the Newfoundlander can and will do
anything. I have no fault to find with that statement, but
what I do find fault with is the lack of leadership shewn by
those who are qualified to give it. Young men and women
all over this island could do so much more. It is perhaps
thought that Leadership is a quality which can only be ex-
ercised by people in big positions and by the men command-
ing armies or fleets; they of course do exercise leadership,
but T want a simpler form. The boy, or girl, who leads a
hockey or a football side is a leader; those who are head of
the class are leaders who by their example induce others to
follow them. We do not require an emergency to show this
quality; it can be usefully displayed in very ordinary ways
and you who live in outports can especially help—help on
every project which is discussed to improve conditions in
your town. We have recently had examples of what can be
done by leadership. I refer to the agricultural fairs which
have been organized at Heart’s Content, Conception Har-
bour, Brigus and Lamaline. It was only by leaderghip of a
certain number of men and women that these shows were
made possible.

A GREAT LEADER HERE IN NEWFOUNDLAND

T will tell you of an example of leadership—when Cap-
tain Scott, the great Arctic explorer, was down at the South
Pole, a small party of three officers and three men were sent
away on a trip which was estimated to take them away
from the base for a period of about one year. Owing to
various causes they were away for two years; their food
naturally ran very short; they lived for six months in a
cave excavated from the ice under conditions which it is
impossible to imagine, unable to move out of their small
cave, suffering tortures of cold and hunger and with small
hopes of ever getting back to the base, but they were com-
manded by a real leader, a man who, by his example, the
discipline he maintained, and the high standard he set them,
brought them back to the base, to the astonishment of
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everyone, for it was thought they had long ago perished,
which, but for their leader, they undoubtedly would have
done. That is to my mind an example of leadership in its
highest form. That leader now spends his summers in
Newfoundland. I will not mention his name, but I may say
he is now taking a great interest in farming and in the
Newfoundland conditions and is very much interested in
all that goes on in the country.

Opportunities for leadership may come to you when you
least expect it, but the boy who is keeping himself phys-
ically fit and joining in every activity of the college, will be
one who will naturally in an emergency come out as a leader.

Now, I will wish you all a Happy Christmas and a suc-
ces;ful New Year, both to yourselves and Bishop Feild
College.

Headmaster’s Report
(Year Ending June 30th, 1934)

Your Excellency, My Lord, Gentlemen of the Directorate,
Ladies and Gentlemen:

On behalf of the College T beg to offer you a very
hearty welcome to our annual Speech Day and prize-giving.
We are proud and glad to have so many distinguished
guests with us whose interest in the welfare of the College
brings them here to-night; for we recognize that it is not
easy for a boys’ school to prepare such a programme as
would of itself attract a large audience. Boys’ voices break
at an early age and for some years afterwards, much as we
may like them we don’t want to hear them sing. We
hesitate, too, to attempt anything in the nature of a beauty
show such as might be attractive if we were a girls’ school,
so that it must be because you wish to know what the Col-
lege has been doing during the past year that most of you
have honoured us with your presence. As briefly as pos-
sible, then, T shall make a survey of our chief activities
since last Speech Day.

T presume that all will agree that our scholastic work
should come first so far as our boys are concerned, always
remembering that we are also largely though not entirely
responsible for the building up of the right type of charac-
ter in those placed in our charge. If the College were main-
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ly a boarding school we should have to bear a greater bur-
den of responsibility for the character of our boys than can
under existing circumstances justly be placed upon us.

I shall deal first, then, with the scholastic side of our
work during the past year. The scheme of studies followed
is designed first to teach the mechanical processes which
provide a pupil with the necessary tools by which to make
further progress. Reading, writing, and the elementary
processes of arithmetic are of course essential because they
open up the way to mental development and to useful in-
formation of many kinds; but these mechanical aids to edu-
cation do not in themselves mean mental development or
the ability to think or reason. The country whose people
cannot think or reason cannot even judge whether it is be-
ing wisely governed or not, and is as likely as not to reject
good government for bad. It is on this account, too, that
we hear people sometimes objecting to any study that is not
of direct pecuniary advantage to the pupil. Real education
only begins after the pupil has been provided with the neces-
sary tools. To be satisfied with the three R’s for our
children would be to condemn the great majority of them to
unfitness all their lives to manage either their own private
affairs or the affairs of their country.

It is the aim then, of our scholastic course to develop
reason and judgment and intelligence as well as to give use-
ful information, for the young man who starts life with
these qualities or powers can easily acquire the necessary
information on any subject.

The scholastic work of the College is tested each year
by the examinations of the Council of Higher Education,
and by these tests both parents and pupils are able to judge
whether the progress made has been good, moderate, or bad.
In the examinations held last June the College had 79 suc-
cessful pupils.- This was not as great a number as in the
previous year, and we were more or less prepared for some
falling off since we had lost the services of three very ex-
perienced and capable members of our staff. I do not think
there was any falling off in the work of the College; but in
any examinalion by an outside body—I mean by persons
not actually teaching the pupils who are being examined—
the pupils and teachers must expect questions on lines not
quite the same as those on which the class has worked.
This does not affect the stronger candidates very much but
it does affect the less able candidates in their weakest sub-
jects. It is in cases such as this that a few in each Grade
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just failed instead of just scraping through, I am confident
that by next June we shall be able to correct this. The
great majority of our candidates did extremely well. There
was one case that I think you would be interested to hear
about—that of W. Percival, a boy who was 14 last April
and who in June did so well in the Grade XI examination
that he obtained a higher place on the list than any other
of our boys, with distinction (over 70%) in Algebra,
Geometry, Trigonometry, Latin and French and with a very
satisfactory mark in English, History, and Physies. I can
truthfully say that no pressure was put upon him by the
College, and so far as one could judge he found no difficulty
in understanding his work from the general explanations
given to the whole Form. Usually Grade XI candidates are
16 or 17 years of age, especially those who do so brilliantly.
If he goes on at this rate we shall hear of him again.

One Form—Lr. VI A—doing the Grade X work made
an extremely good showing, 86 per cent. being successful.
This was a result almost unhealthily high. Our Upper
sixth Form (Grade XI) contained nearly 50 per cent. of
boys new to the College, coming to us with some one or
more subjects in a very unsatisfactory state. It is, of
course, almost impossible for a boy of average ability to do
the Grade X work in a subject in addition to the Grade XI
work, for the latter is a year’s work in itself. There were
9 of our Grade XI candidates who just failed to obtain the
necessary number of marks in one subject. Of course, it
was quite right that they should fail for they did not know
their work sufficiently well, but it was unfortunate for them-
selves that they began the year under so heavy a handicap.

On the whole the College was fortunate to do as well
as it did, and I hope and believe that next year I shall be
able to tell you of a scholastic record better than any we
have yet had.

Turning now to the College Games, and the other
branches of physical training, I am glad to be able to report
that very considerable improvement has taken place. The
great majority of our boys have been playing football, and
basketball, as many as could get an opportunity have played
ice hockey, a larger number than ever before—over 100 of
the 180 or thereabouts in attendance in any one term—took
part in the steeplechase, and a similarly large proportion
competed in the very successful Sports held last June. In
addition the College Company has continued its vigorous
work of previous years, and those not members of the Com-
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pany have had drill and physical exercise twice a week. In
the Preparatory Department the Wolf Cubs have been full
of energy and have thoroughly enjoyed themselves as I
think was evident from their little display of physical ex-
ercises to-night. One of the College teams (the Junior
Basketball team) won the Inter-Collegiate Championship,
the Senior Basketball team lost by only one game played
just after two of our best players were out of practice
owing to unavoidable absence from school—and incidentally
this team in the following week defeated the Championship
team, and our football team of the autumn just ended was
the best we have had for many years and was a very close
second in the Inter-Collegiate games. In the in-door sports
held recently the various entrants from C Company obtain-
ed several wins, secured first place in the Inter-Company
Relay Race, and lost the Inter-Collegiate Relay Race only
by bad “jockeying” on the part of one of our runners who
tried to pass on the inside of another competitor and was
promptly “blanketed,” and disqualified for touching the man
he was trying to pass. There is every sign of great keen-
ness this year in connection with the school games gen-
erally.

In this connection the Directors of the College have de-
cided that the school games shall become part of the train-
ing of every boy attending the College except in cases where
a parent expresses in writing his wish that his son shall be
debarred from playing any school games. This ruling comes
into effect immediately after the Christmas holidays. I do
not think that there will be any parents who will deprive
their sons of the many advantages to be derived from par-
ticipation in regularly organized games. Apart from the
gains in a boy’s health and vigour, the games are by far the
best way to develop a large number of most valuable
qualities. First among these is what is so often spoken of
as “playing the game”—learning to abide by the recognised
rules or laws and to respect the recognised authority—the
referee. Fair play is so vitally important in life that one
cannot afford to neglect anything that will help to develop,
so necessary a habit—and after all our characters are large-
ly the habits that we have formed. Then, too, in school
games, a boy learns to be modest in victory and to take de-
feat without rancour or undue depression. He learns to
work together with his fellows for the general good of the
team—the co-operation that is so valuable in any com-
munity—to be courageous even though things may seem to
be going against him, to exert himself even though he may
be tired, to keep himself fit and well, to keep his temper,

and to take an occasional knock without spitefulness. Sure-
ly we dare not let our boys grow up without the opportunity
to develop these fine qualities.

For the time being the present staff will do its utmost
to arrange games at regular intervals for all our boys, and
it will greatly facilitate its work to know that attendance
at games will in future be necessary in just the same way
as attendance at classes is. In course of time a Games
Master may be possible, for tiie proper organisation of the
school games requires a great deal of time and work, and
our large classes already make a heavy demand upon the
time of the staff. To correct the essays or any written
work of a Form of 50 boys is obviously a task of greater
difficulty than when a Form contains only 30, and almost
every day work of this sort has to be done in a Master’s
“spare” time.

Since the summer holidays there has been an increase
of nearly 15% in the number of boys attending the College.
Our Upper Sixth Form now contains 51 students, by far
the largest we have ever had. The Lower Sixth and Fifth
Forms are equally large and unless vacancies occur we shall
not be able to admit any new pupils in these Forms which
cover from Grade VII up to Grade XI. These large Forms
are subdivided for some subjects, but with our present num-
ber of masters further subdivision is impossible. The
Fourth Form (Grade VI) is not quite full and in the two
Forms below this there is room for several additional boys.
This is a very gratifying slate of affairs in times such as
this, but it makes the work of the Staff increasingly diffi-
cult and if it continues an additional teacher will become
necessary. Last year the College had a substantial balance
over and above its current expenditure but of course every
dollar was required to help in connection with the Building
Debt. This year there should be a still greater balance
which will be as urgently needed for the same purpose.

Since September the Commercial Department which
was housed in Bishop Spencer College and was attended
solely by girls has been transferred to Feild and opened also
to boys. The Department is largely attended and will be
able to fill any.suitable vacancies that may occur in the
town. We shall be glad to hear of any such vacancies.

Another forward step that has been made is the pro-
vision of a number of scholarships enabling pupils of Ele-
mentary Schools who have done Grade X work successfully
to attend the Grade XI classes in the College at the same
cost to themselves as if they were working in their original
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school. This prevents the overlapping of the two types of
school and relieves the Elementary school of a very heavy
burden. The funds for these scholarships come from a be-
quest to Bishop Feild College from the late T. R. Job, Esq.,
for scholarships to the College. Two of these scholarships
were assigned to pupils of Bishop Feild College who wished
to go on to Grade XI, and two to pupils from Outport schools
to the College; but these last have seldom been taken up
because of the heavy cost to Outport parents of board for
their sons in St. John’s. The fund has thus accumulated
and is now able to bear the cost of the scholarships from
Elementary schools in St. John’s to the College. I need not
emphasise the importance of this link between our Ele-
mentary schools and the College. It provides an oppor-
tunity for those of proved ability to continue their develop-
ment under the most helpful conditions. Our country needs
all the intelligence it can produce or develop.

During the past year the Feildian Ladies’ Association
under Mrs. Carnell’s able presidency has continued its splen-
did work and has been able to help the College very
materially. We owe them our heartiest thanks for their
untiring and successful efforts.

The Feildian Athletic Ground Association has also had
a most successful year. It has built three tennis courts on
the Ground at a cost of about $1,000, and has paid for them.
In conjunction with the Tennis Club it has been able to keep
a groundsman working on the Athletic Grounds from April
to October, and the condition of the grounds has thus been
very much improved. We thank the Committee for their
fine work and congratulate them in their success in enlisting
the support of the general public.

The Old Feildian Club while continuing to enter teams
in the various branches of athletics, has been somewhat
quiet during the past few years. At a meeting recently held
very enthusiastic support was given to a movement to ex-
tend the activities of the Club, and the newly-elected officials
will, it is hoped, take steps to add to the membership and to
the interest of Old Feildians in the Club and in the College.

We are most grateful to Canon Howitt, Rev. J. Brinton,
and Rev. W. E. Godfrey for their regular visits each week
to help the College in connection with Divinity classes. We
thank them most sincerely. To the donors of the prizes,
too, I should like to say how very much their kindness and
generosity is appreciated, by the Staff as well as by the
prize-winners themselves. We school-masters have to do so
much fault-finding that it is a great pleasure to see a boy
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who has done well get a practical pat on the back in recogni-
tion of his work.

The scenes from Shakespeare that will now be present-
ed have been prepared by our boys under the very able
training of Mrs. Lovett-Janison. She has worked them
hard, but not half as hard as she has worked herself. They
owe her a very great debt of gratitude, for what she has
done for them will be of advantage to them throughout
their lives. ‘“Macbeth” is the play that Grade XI has to
prepare this year, and those who are taking part in the
scenes now to be put before you, will have a grasp of the
play that will be of very practical advantage; but this is an
insignificant matter as compared with the fact that she has
made part of themselves one of the greatest works of the
greatest dramatist the world has known—that Shakespeare
of whom we English-speaking people are all so proud but of
whose work we know so little of. Mrs. Janison’s training in
Elocution has done a great service to those who have work-
ed under her, for we know of course that as happens in
every isolated place, Newfoundland has a definite dialect of
its own which it is difficult for us to discard. I remember
very vividly the many varieties of pronunciation that one
heard at Cambridge among men who were comparatively
well-educated ; and if this is so in Great Britain itself, how
much more likely is it to be the case in our little country
which has so many isolated settlements. Such peculiarities
of speech are of course a handicap, especially when one goes
abroad; and such help as Mrs. Janison has been so good as
to give in this connection will ba of very great advantage
to our dramatic group. We owe Mrs. Janison a great debt
of gratitude.

And finally I wish to thank the members of my staff
for their splendid work and loyal support throughout the
past year. They are all Old Feildians except Miss Dawe
and Miss Stead who are Old Spencerians, and they all are
giving of their best to the College. Nothing that is within
their power is too much to ask of them. During the past
vear one of them, Mr. Edgar House, was selected by the
Newfoundland Football League as the finest player in the
country—a compliment that was richly deserved.
