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WITHIN a few short days the Summer Term wiII be over
and we shall all have scattered to our various summer

holiday haunts. It is perhaps fitting to review the happen­
ings of the past year to see what progress has been made
in our school life. A school, like any living organism, must
grow to sUI'vive, the amount of growth and its direction de­
cides its position in the locality where it is situated.

We can we feel record definite signs of a development
of a close corporate spirit, we have learnt to live together,
and by giving our all in the service of our House and School
we are receiving gifts of courage, perseverance and hope
which wiII carry us in good stead throughout our life.

The keenness shown in classroom, on the athletic field
and in the Easter collection are all signs of a healthy life
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giving ferment which will enrich all QUI' activities in the
future.

Of course, the main event in the School year has been
the Coronation of His Majesty, King George VI, we have
lived through that wonderful week, in wonderful weather,
and each and everyone has been stirred by feelings of de­
votion and Loyalty to their Majesties, our Empire and our
own Native Land. By one of the marvels of science we
were able to picture the whole scene in Westminster Abbey,
along the crowded streets, at the Albert Hall during the
rally of Empire youth.

Let us remember that Loyalty demands active service
and in our home life and in our school let us practice this
service to the very fullest, by so doing we shall grow to
become real worthwhile cItizens and the world will indeed
be a better place for our having lived in it, what better
aspirations could a young man or a boy have! J

This afternoon we have been present at the funeral of
one who in his early days in Newfoundland was a Master
at Bishop Feild, here he worked for thirteen years, became
Vice-Principal of the College, and later entering political
life he rose to become Prime Minister and Registrar of the
Supreme Court of Newfoundland. Sir William Lloyd's life
was indeed a life of service to his fellow men, we must fol­
low the example he has set.

Speech Day, /936

SPEECH DAY was held on December 22nd in the School
• I-Iall. There were present His Excellency the Governor
and Lady Walwyn, His Lordship the Bishop and Mrs. White,
Commissioners for Education and Natural Resources, and
a large gathering of directors, parents and friends of the
School.

Headmaster's Report.
On behalf of the College and Staff I have great pleasure

in welcoming you all to our Speech Day. May I at once
take this opportunity of thanking all those who have shown
such gt'eat kindness to my wife and myself since our ar­
rival in St. John's. We have every reason to appreciate and
remember our very warm welcome to Newfoundland.

My report must be divided into two parts, and I have
to thank Mr. Wood for his notes which he has sent me on
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the activities of the school since last Speech Day up to the
end of the Summer Term.

The College had to face last year's work without the
help of three of its most successful and experienced teach­
ers. The resulting staff changes and rearrangements of
staff might well have produced some lowering of the
standard of results in the C.H.E. Examinations, but in
actual fact, 80% of the candidates gained Grade XI certi­
ficates as compared with 66% in 1935. Of the 29 who
passed in 1936, 12 gained Honours Certificates.

The 1936 results were the best the College has ever
had, and the Upper Sixth are to be heartily congratulated
on the results so obtained.

Special mention should be made of the success of D.
Tucker who though he had been absent from school for
several years owing to serious illness, obtained distinction
in every subject and a higher total than any other Feildian
has secured for many years.

C. Seymour came second, R. Hann third, H. Clark
fourth, these are also to be congratulated.

H. Learning, G. Hutchings, A. Evans, L. Matthews, N.
Pritchett, M. Cook who were first year candidates deserve
special mention for having reached the Honours division.

The Grade IX results were also satisfactory, 68% were
successful, G. Andrews obtained first place.

In Grade X a low percentage of the form were success­
ful, many of the failures being quite inexplicable. C. God­
frey was first, O. Wheeler second, G. Brown third.

In Grade VIII the results were disappointing, English
Grammar and Composition being responsible for most of
the failures.

EveT since my arrival in August I have had the
staunchest backing from my staff and I wish to thank them
for all the hard work thel' have put in on the College's be­
half.

I have very happy memories of the time when I was an
assistant master at Sevenoaks School, and I know how valu­
able to a school is the close co-operation between parent,
Headmaster and Staff. Any Educational System should be
planned to give the maximum amount of encouragement to
boys whatever their position in the school may be. For
this reason we have developed the House System to include
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the whole school except the two Junior Forms and now we
have three Houses, each with two House Masters, prefects
and monitors. This house system will provide a means of
encouraging steady l<:eenness among boys of all ages by
competitions in all forms of athletic activities which are
possible for us here in St. John's. Each House will provide
a ladder up which each boy will travel, and at all stages
there will be opportunities for him to offer his talents for
the good of his house, and, by so doing his character will be
steadily developed and enriched. The constant forgetting
of self in the service of his I-louse and School is one of the
most beneficial experiences a boy can pass through.

The development of all systems is a slow process but I
am well pleased with the keenness shown, especially among
the Juniors in the House matches in Football which took
place earlier in the term.

The organization of House activities and the develop­
ment of keennest calls for capable leaders among the older
boys and already in the Senior forms there are boys who
are showing marked abilities in leadership with all the
essential qualities of tact, forethought and self-sacrifice
which are so urgently needed in the world today.

I have briefly described to you a system which I know
will bring forth good fruit in years to come. In the near
future I hope that we shall again have our School Uniform.

I have also developed physical training classes which
will assist in building up the health of our boys, making
them better equipped to face the mental and physical strain
which modern high speed complex conditions of life impose
on all of us. Is it too much to hope that Old Feildians in
years to come will, through the country, be acting as in­
structors in a scheme of Physical Education which is so
badly needed to-day?

The C.L.B. continues to flourish and with the lowering
of age of entry an increasing number of boys are receiving
the undoubted benefits which membership brings.

I am delighted to find such a well equipped Manual
Training Room, since here we have an opportunity to give
boys the chance of creating for themselves and of applying
what they have learnt in the classroom to practical ends.
However simple the model may be, there are countless oc­
casions when a false step will destroy houl's of wOl'l{, and
the realisation of this and the development of the close as­
sociation between eye, brain and hand have a very import­
ant part to play in the development of the growing mind.
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I was delighted at the keenness shown by the boys
working in their preparation for the sale last month and I
have noted with interest the number of these articles which
I have seen in many homes in St. John's where constant use
has proved that goods in Newfoundland are made to last.

I have so far dealt with out of classroom activities. I
have introduced a system whereby I receive every fortnight
a report of a boy's progress in his work, and where a boy's
work is not considered satisfactory, I have a daily report.

By this means I can keep in very close touch with a
boy's work and so gradually, I hope to be able to assist
those who for various causes are behind the standard set
by their fellows.

In your address last evening Your Excellency stressed
the importance of Imowing Newfoundland, you will be no
doubt interested to hear that two forms in the School have
been working hard on Relief Maps of the Dominion and one
joint effort consists of a large map with samples of Local
ore attached to it. One half holiday last month 60 boys of
the three Senior forms visited two local factories, where
they were shown the whole stages in the production of two
essential articles to us here in ewfoundland, Rope and
Butterine. I had not been very long in St. John's before I
heard of Your Excellency's very real knowledge of the peo­
ples and their needs-it is a very great assistance to those
in the teaching profession to be shown by one who has such
practical first hand knowledge just what we can do in our
Colleges which will prove the most worth while.

r must emphasize the importance of close co-operation
between parent, Headmaster and Staff and I must acknow­
ledge the very great assistance and encouragement I have
received from the contacts which I have already been able
to make.

The Feildian Ladies have been workng as hard as ever
and words cannot express my thanks for all the wonderful
improvements which have been made in the grounds sur­
rounding the College, and I know every boy is waiting for
the time when the 800 tulips and daffodils will be in full
bloom on the banks on each side of the main entrance steps.

One of my earliest contacts with Bishop Feild was
made when I received a telegram of welcome from Harold
Ilayward, President of the Old Boys. The keenness of Old
Boys in all things Feildian, indicates the wonderful spirit
which Mr. Wood has grafted in all his boys as they passed
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through the College. In appreciation of all he has done and
as a Memorial of his life long connection with B.F.C., the
Old Feildians have promised to present a gold medal every
year to be known as the R. R. Wood gold medal. Mr. Wood
has drawn up the rules for award of this medal, and it is to
be awarded to that boy who has shown the greatest in­
dustry in his work, has shown real athletic ability and in
all his activities has behaved as a gentleman. I feel sure
you will agree that no more fitting memorial could have
been suggested. In addition to the Gold Medal, the Old
Feildians have contributed handsomely to the Scholarship
Fund. While speaking of Scholarships, I must thank Mr.
Harold and Mr. James Alderdice for their offer of a Scholar­
ship in memory of their Father, Han. F. C. Alderdice. I
can assure these donors that they are giving boys the op­
portunity of continuing an education which will enable the
recipients to become fitted mentally and physically for the
life ahead of them.

I am very grateful to the small committee of Old
Feildians who have helped me in the production of the Col­
lege Magazine. I hope this magazine wiII be read by all in­
terested in the College, and that future numbers will con­
tain an increased amount of College and Old Boys' news.
May I draw special attention to the article in the Feildian
on a College War Memorial. We should have such a
Memorial, and, as my eyes roam round this magnificent hall,
I note the absence of Honours Boards. I hope that help
will be forthcoming to enable us to erect both a War
Memorial and an Honours Board, so that those attending
the College shall be daily reminded of those who have
brought honour to our College.

In my capacity as one of the producers of tonight's
entertainment, I feel I must refer to the great keenness
shown by all the boys who are taking part, abont one third
of the school have some job of work to do and the willing­
ness and spirit shown have been a great encouragement to
us all.

Our thanks are due to Mr. Brinton, Canon Howitt and
Mr. Rhodes for their help with the Divinitv lessons of the
College. Mr.· Rhodes has greatly assisted us by coming
three mornings a week to play our hymns at prayers.

Shortly after term began we were privileged to have
His Grace the Archbishop of Toronto with us fol' morning
prayers and to receive a message of greeting from the High
Schools of Canada. In his address His Grace emphasized
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the need in these troublesome times that we should l'e­
capture the spirit of the early pioneers as they sailed forth
in their strivings to found new colonies in the New World
across the seas. May I end this report with this idea in
our minds that we shall endeavour to the very utmost of
our ability to live our lives in the spirit of these early
pioneers and in so doing make our contribution to the de­
v~lopment of this the oldest colony in the British Empire.

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The Plays

TI-IE one indispensable quality of an entertainment is that
it should be entertaining: of this quality the Speech Day

entertainment given by Feild College had plenty.

The old mummers' play, St. George and the Dragon,
made more of a hit than it promised to do in the first five
minutes. One wonders whether the slenderness of its plot
-if that is not too big a word-does not make it more suit­
able for a small circle, in domestic intimacy, than for a
stage play; that is, unless pantomine and ballet come in to
eke out the exiguity of dialogue and plot. Even so, from
the moment the dragon entered, the success of the per­
formance was never in doubt. All the actors put admir­
able "go" into their parts and yet went on seeming to take
the whole business seriously, so preventing the show from
degenerating into mere fooling. The doctor displayed quite
unprofessional alacrity in getting to his cases and accept­
ing a reduced fee, and I am still wondering how he made
his last entry.

Perhaps it is the natural gift we have for playing the
fool that makes people think that a farce is easy to per­
form; but farce readily becomes ludicrous and grotesque.
This was the danger besetting HThe Crimson Cocoanut"
and it shewed its face here aud there. The vorac'ty of the
anarchists was overdone and there was at times a lack of
restraint in some other parts; but this is pointing out
blemishes in a very jolly performance that everybody en­
joyed very much. It is always invidious to mention in­
dividuals but we must congratulate the waiter on his quiet,
restrained and-for a youngster-accomplished acting.
The girl was a most attractive and feminine-lookng (from
where I was, I could not see her feet) little girl and her
father "got mad" amusingly. He took cover with a pep
usually reserved for attack. But all acted with sincerity
and energy and entertained the audience with success.

Would it be an unfriendly act to suggest that there is
a real weakness in speech? There were times in the per­
formance of both plays when lines were audible but indis­
tinguishable even five rows from the stage. It is partly a
matter of speed, partly of articulation, partly of stressing,
all of which can be easily dealt with if the actor makes an
honest attempt.

Though there appeared to be momentary danger of
apoplexy in the front row of singing the shanties went off
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very well under the leadership of Mr. Stuart Godfrey. The
choir obviously enjoyed themselves, an enjoyment shared
to the full by the large audience.

It was a jolly good evening's entertainment, testifying
to the right spirit in the boys and the right atmosphere in
the school and that counts much more than the most ex­
quisite platform accomplishment.

The College Literar)) Society

THE activities of the newly formed. Literary Society were
so curtailed by the numerous calls on our time after

school that we have only two items to report, the chal­
lenge debate between the society and the commercial class
and a small study group which discussed Co.-operation with
reference to the weeldy programmes sponsored by the De­
partment of Rural Reconstruction.

The debate on the motion that Modern Civilization is
a Failure is noteworthy for a number of reasons, the ex­
cellent example it afforded of collaboration between our
sister institution and ourselves, (may we see more thereof),
the large attendance of members of both colleges, their im­
partiality, the standard of the speeches and finally the
amusing result, the judges giving the palm unanimously to
the opposers, the house reversing the decision by a large
majority.

An explanation of this last fact proves the best criticism
of the debate. The judges, gentlemen of mature under­
standing and incapable of being swayed by rhetorical arti­
fice (we refer to Rev. Brinton, Mr. French and Mr. Baxter)
listened with more erreet to the imposing array of facts col­
lected by Misses Ross and Noseworthy and their carefully
elaborated arguments, though both ladies were inclined to
be wordy, than to the conglomeration of facts, partly cor­
rect, partly erroneous and partly irrelevant slung together
in no coherent manner by Brown. Brown undoubtedly
shows great promise but he must remember that with gen­
tlemen of mature understanding, mere orat01;al b'icks and
quips which have no relevance, count for nothing, while
cogency of argument alone conv:nces. Lever, Brown's
seconder, in some respects made the best speech. He de­
veloped one point fully, that modern civilization had robbed
the world of leisure and turned down man, a creature of
liberty, into a wage earning slave. Brown on the other
hand ranged over a whole universe of topics, from Ancient
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Babylon and Egypt, to modern war, radio, the gangster evil
and lynching without telling us what these subjects had to
do with modern civilization. One thing is certain, he in­
fluenced the audience, which is very important. In politics
and in business the essential point in many cases is not that
one should by light but able to persuade others that one is
right. But in spite of this admission, there are some people
of understanding who must be won over by sheer force of
argument. This must not be forgotten.

The study group did not meet as often as was hoped.
Many members were quite content to sit while others did
all the discussing either from nervousness or from lack of
ideas. The former must be overcome, the latter remedied.
People must be able to form judgments for themeslves. For
this no better training can be found than that of the study
group.

LITERARY SECTION

Rowing in England

FOR those whose favorite sport is rowing, the year is
marked out as clearly as for the followers of football,

cricket or horse racing. The two great events of the year
are the University Boat Race and Henley Royal Regatta.
Both of these events are connected with the river Thames
which flows through almost every kind of English scene
and whose banks form a pageant of English history and life.
The Thames valley is the most important centre of rowing.
The rivers Severn, Mersey, Ouse and Dee as well as many
smaller ones have crews practising on their waters on
Saturday afternoons in winter and through the long even­
ings of summer. Each of these rivers has an annual pro­
gramme of its own but as their programmes are modelled
on that of the Thames and culminate in Henley, I will not
discuss them in detail.

If one happened to live by the side of the Thames at
Putney in the winter one would see slight racing eights or
fours braving the swell of the tide or the wash of the tugs
and lighters which ply along the river. As spring ap­
proaches and the daylight lasts longer, club members rush
from their offices or businesses in the city and have a spin
before going home. Rowing costs them much both in time
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and money. To train an eight to work in perfect harmony
requires constant practice, the equipment is very expensive
and the rent of the boat houses on the banks of the World's
busiest river extremely high. At the end of March or the
beginning of April those who have toiled hard all through
the winter, have an opportunity of testing their prowess in
a race known as the Head of the River. Crews from every
part of the country come down to London to take part in
this race which is rowed over the University course only in
the opposite dil'ection, downstream. In many ways this
race is more exciting for the spectators who line the banks
in their thousands, than the race between Oxford and
Cambridge. In the latter event, when one crew manages to
push its boat in front, it stays there and the race becomes
a procession. In the Head of the River about 120 boat,
compete, starting at ten second intervals so that the crowd
has something to watch for a long time. The only awards
are pennants which the successful crews fly from their boat­
house flag-pole. It has now become the custom despite the
heavy expense of transporting boats, for clubs to compete
in several Head of River Races. For example some London
clubs will take part in the Head of the Dee race, returning
the visit of Deeside clubs to the Thames.

After Easter, what are known as the up-river regattas
begin. Each club situated above Teddington Lock, where
the tide stops, organises a regatta. Care is taken that no two
"eg-attas fall on the same Saturday. These meetings are
extremely beautiful, especially if favoured with sunshine.
The crowd, gaily dressed in summer clothes, settles itself
along the towpath under the welcome shade of elms or wil­
lows or in punts and skiffs moored along the banks. The
heats are rowed off throughout the day and the finals take
place when the sun has lost its power. At night when the
racing is all over and the prizes distributed. most people
~muse themselves on the roundabouts or sideshows of a
travellin~ fair which visits each regatta in turn. Finally
comes Henley Royal Regatta, Royal because under royal
patronage, although the King- is rarelv able to be present
owing to his many other functions. When he does come, he
r;des in a state barge. Henley is the queen of all regattas.
Crews which have raced against one another the whole
summer strain every nerve to beat their rivals and win one
of the coveted Henley trophies. Here also crews from
Europe. America and even distant Japan compete. Last
.veal' a Swiss club won the single sculls, the sen;or fours and
the senior eights and an American eight won the junior
event. The regatta lasts four days and takes place early in



July when the English country side is in all its glory. The
meadows are redolent of new mown hay, the pastures are
golden with buttercups, the huge trees are wearing their
freshest green and all the beautiful gardens washed by
Father Thames are blooming with roses. Henley is a fitting
conclusion to the oarsman's year. Only a few carry off cups
but all take away glorious memories.

Practically all rivers have a programme like that of the
Thames. The clubs of the Oxford and Cambridge Colleges
however have a different kind of race, bumping races which
occur twice a year. There are various divisions of boats
which start at a given distance behind one another. If a
boat succeeds in bumping the one in front of it, the two re­
tire and on the next day the successful boat starts one place
higher. The races last four days. If a crew succeeds in
making a bump each night, it receives its oars elaborately
emblazoned with its record, as a memento. The cox l'e­
ceives a rudder, the coach a shield bearing a prow, both
similarly adorned. The college which finishes head of the
first division usually burns a boat in its grounds and offers
hospitality to all who care to accept it.

MACBETH-a great successful general, a murderer, and,
as it would seem to the casual reader, a criminal. These

are the two pictures painted for us in word by Shakespeare,
at the beginning and end of his play. Macbeth was an in­
nocent man at the beginning of the play and the story un­
folds to show the corruption and downfall of his soul. In
Macbeth there was evil, but there was good. He was a
brave and loving husband and a thoughful man.

But before passing judgment on him, let us "try" him
before a jury.

The Scene: A Modern Court-room.
Case: Macbeth vs. State.
Charge: "Wilful murder of Duncan and planned mur­

der of Banquo."

The witness for the State have been examined and now
the Counsel is about to address the jury of eleven honest
men and true.

Counsel for the Defence now addresses the JUl'Y:

"Gentlemen of the Jury, you have listened with rapt at­
tention to the evidence, and now I hope to give a brief sum­
mary of the case for the Defence.

Macbeth now stands before you an accused mao, a man
whose life rests with you. This man was driven to murder
by, not the lust for blood, but by the instigation of his wife,
by prophetic warnings and by the golden opportunities.

In Exhibit
B; a letter he' wrote her, you read his advice to her after
the unfortunate incident; "Be innocent of the knowledge,
dearest chuck, Till thou applaud the deed ... ." And when
he was told of her death, what a feeling he expressed, whoat
simple sorrow. You have heard Leyton tell the simple
words he spoke, which expressed his emotion: "She should
have died hereafter." And yet this man, who loved his wife
so deeply and dearly was really driven to murder by his
wife's silky soft persuasion. Gentlemen will you condemn
a man so innocent. This man before you now is not a mur­
derer. He is the victim, Human Nature involves not only
the conscious, but also the unconscious self. "The ravelJed
sleeve of care must be knit up." Nature orders a death
of each day's life. Consequences are inevitable. Macbeth
jumped the life to come, indeed his story gentlemen, is that
of the damnation of a soul. I ask for an honourable acquit­
tal."

Whatever the verdict may be, we can only judge Mac­
beth by the evidence presented by Shakespeare. But we
are spared his execution, for Shakespeare also assured this.
