The news of the passing on Wednesday, May 12th, at Annapolis Royal,
Nova Scotia, of Dr. William Walker Blackall brought to the old Feildians
who were pupils when he was Principal, and to his many friends through­
out the Island, a very real sense of personal loss. Many Englishmen have
come to this country and made an unforgettable contribution to our life
and thought, but none of them ever gave more to Newfoundland than Dr.
Blackall. As Principal of Bishop Feild College, from the year of his
appointment in 1891 to the year of his retirement in 1908, he not only en­
larged thc scope of the work of the College but impressed its every activity
with the 8bmp of his own fine personality. He was a many-sided man of
remarkable energy, high intellectual attainments and great nobility of
character.

In liCiT phase of school life---spirit, academics and theatricals-he
enter€c; w:;ole-heartedly and enthusiastically and he develOiPed commercial
studies Just as zealously as the classical and literary studies he so deeply
loved.

He was a passionate lover of music and the songs that he composed
for the College have become' a part of its spirit and will live as long as the
College itself endures. He had the happy gift of creating singable tunes and
his songs were always sure of immediate popularity with his pupils.

Perhaps his most remarkable memorial is his Report on the Public
Schools of Newfoundland under Church of E'ngland Boards. Although this
was written thirty-five years ago, it anticipates in quite an extraordinary
way the lines upon which education has since developed. Feildians must see
that this memorial is not forgotten, not only for the sake of his memory
but in the interests of our country. This document was written after a life­
time of experience in teaching and' a close study of Newfoundland life, and
it shows an insight into our educational problems possessed by few. It can
truthfully be said that no one possessed a clearer vision of practical objec­
tives and a finer sense of our educational trends than he. No one appreci­
ated the difficulties and possibilities of our educational problems with great­
er nicety of judgment.

As a teacher he was a strict disciplinarian and an enthusiast. In
his pupils he felt an affectionate personal interest and nothing gave him
more pleasure and pride than their success in after years. Although he was
born in England and died in Nova Scotia, he was at heart a Newfoundland­
er. The welfare of Newfoundland and especially that of Feild College and
its sons lay always close to his heart.

Born at Middlesborough, Yorkshire, on January 18th, 1864, the son of
the late Rev. Thomas Blackall and Elizabeth Hepburn (Walker) Blackall, h(
was educated at Hartford Grammar School, Schorne College and London
University where he obtained his Bachelor of Arts Degree. From 1880 to
1891 he taught in various schools in England and in the latter year he re­
ceived his appointment to Bishop Feild College, to which institution he gave
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most excellent service. A teacher of outstanding ability, zealous and ener­
getic, the College prospered under his direction and won and held a high
place in scholastic attainments. He was one of the first members of the
Council of Higher Education and took a prominent part in the organization
of the Teachers' Association.

For years he was a member of the Synod Executive. Throughout the
war years he was a member of the Patriotic Committee and the Recruiting
Committee, and in the latter capacity he gave splendid service throughout
the Island. In 1918 he was appointed Vocational Officer of the Soldiers' Re­
establishment Committee and instituted the Re-establishment School. Other
organizations with which he was associated were the Scouts, the Girl
Guides, the Nomenclature Committee, and he was a Trustee of the Memorial
College. Through his efforts with other educationists, he established the
Adult Education movement. In 1917 he received the Honorary Degree of
D.C.L. from King's University and in 1918 the Order of the British Empire
was conferred upon him.

Prior to Dr. Blackall coming to Newfoundland in 1891 he married Miss
Heale, daughter of the late Dr. N. F. Heale, who predeceased him some
years ago. He leaves to mourn one son, John, an engineer at Montreal,
and one daughter, Gladys, wife of Rev. de Woolfe White, Chaplain in the
Canadian Forces.

As we go to print we heal' of the death of Bishop White.
Bishop White was for many years a constant friend and ad­
viser to the School. His presence was always sought for at Old
Feildian functions. His kindly humour and sterling sense of
duty were admired by all who knew him.

The sympathy of the School is extended to his wife and
family.

William Charles White was born at Trinity on August
31st, 1865, the son of Doctor Robert and Caroline White. He
was educated at the Church school at Trinity; and later at the
old Church of England Academy at St. John's. He entered St.
Augustine's College, Canterbury, in 1885, for his Theological
training; and after a brilliant course gained a First Class in
the old Cambridge Preliminary Examination.

He was ordained deacon in 1888, and priest in 1890 by the
Right Rev. Llewellyn Jones, Bishop of Newfoundland. After
serving at Bonavista as curate to the Rev. E. C. Bayly, he was
appointEd missionary to Fogo, where he served from 1890 to
1900.

In 1891 he married Frederica, daughter ofi the Rev. E. C.
Uayly; and in 1941 they commemorated their Golden Jubilee.

In 1900 he was appointed Rector of Heart's Content where
he laboured until 1908 when he became Rector of the Cathedral
and Canon and Sub-Dean of the Cathedral Chapter.

On the resignation of Bishop Jones he was elEcted by the
Synod to succeed him, being the first Newfoundlander to be­
come Bishop of Newfoundland.

lIe was consecrated in the Newfoundland Cathedral on
March 10, 1918, by His Grace the Archbishop of Nova Scotia,
Doctor Clare L. WOlTell, Bishop Farthing of Montreal; Bishop
vViIliams of Quebec and Bishop Roper of Ottawa assisting.

The University of King's College, Windsor, conferred on
him the degree of D.D., honoris causa; and the degree of D.C.L.
was conferred by the University of Bishop's College, Lennox­
ville.

He vacated his See on May 31st, last year, after an Epis­
copate of twenty-four years.

THE past year has been as usual a busy one, both inside the school and on
the playing fields. Our associated societies have been unusually busy

and their hard work has been crowned by success which few would have
dared to dream possible some two or three years ago. The F.A.G.A., a copy
of whose report is included in this number, now has a sufficient sum of
money in hand for the immediate erection of the long needed pavilion, as
soon as building materials are once more available.

We have heard news of our Old Boys on active service, they are to be
found in all corners of the world" wherever fighting men of the United
Nations have taken up positions. The ranks of recruits to the forces are
steadily increasing as our more recent Old Boys reach enlisting age.

The price of victory will be high, already our Roll of Honour numbers
19, our sympathy is extended to the parents and friends of those who have
so nobly volunteered and sacrificed their all for us and we share their
pride in having known such fine young men.

The Roll of Honour at present is kept in the main entrance hall of
the school where all may read. We must see ot it that a more fitting mem­
orial is erected after hostilities cease. Shortly before going to print we
heard of the death of Dr. Blackall, countless former pupils of his and
many friends honour his memory, many of the worthwhile mov,llments in
Newfoundland have been enriched in the past by Dr. Blackall's enthusiastic
interest and support.
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Headmaster's Report

Lady Walwyn, My Lord Bishop, Ladies and Gentlemen:

We are very sorry that His Excellency has not found it possible to be
with us this afternoon. Every year for the past seven he has found time
in his very busy programme to spare us an evening and to inspire and cheer
us by his addresses. We hope his cold will soon be better.

Our Speech Day has had to be held on a later date than usual this
year, thanks to the Blackout, but although good wishes for a Happy Christ­
mas are rather too late, I do sincerely wish you all a very happy 1943.

Once again we have to record a year of hard work well done, of much
progress in individual development of our boys and further encouraging
news of our Old Boys' successes in the wider fields of activity in which
they have entered.

Our heartiest congratulations go to Arthur Samson, his father and
mother who are with us to-night, on his recent award of the Distinguished
Flying Cross.

As far as our Grade XI results are concerned 86% of our candidates
were successful in the June and December Examinations; in History,
Science, Geography, Economics and Art, there was only one failure in each
subject. .

'These bald figures are a very inadequate method of expressing on
paper the real efforts of boys and staff during the past year. We have
maintained this high standard for some years now. I do not think it is
generally realised that most of our candidates have had to compress a course
intended to take seven years into six. 'This fact alone shows how conscien­
iiously the staff and school as a whole have been working. We must none
of us be satisfied with the results obtained so far, but must be constantly
on the lookout to see in what ways we can improve our work. Educational
planning to prepare our young people for the future requires just as much
care, energy and self sacrifice on the part of the community as a whole as
has been required for the conversion of whole industrial plants to produce
the machinery of war. In this connection I feel that I must repeat again
how urgent is the need for a true ladder whereby, boys who show that
they have the ability to profit by the courses made available in a college
like this, may be discovered and brought into the School at the age of 12
years at most.

We are constantly finding each year, boys entering higher up the
School, who, having had no preliminary training in Science, Languages or
Mathematics, find the work beyond them, and as a result cause a constant
slowing up of the work of others who have already mastered the essential
elements.

It has not been my custom in the past to make special mention of
members of Grade XI, but this year I feel I must refer to one B. Nowosielski
or "Dan" as we soon came to call him.
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Dan came to us in October 1941. He had been forced to leave his
native Poland, and like so many of his compatriots, he fought his way out
of the converging lines of Russian and German armies to England. From
England he crossed to France and was among the last of the Allied troops
to be withdrawn after the collapse of France.

Dan joined us, still under 18 years of age, recovering from a severe
operation, but thanks to a determination on his part and to sympathetic
coaching by those members of the staff who taught him and with the
help of Miss Cherrington, he was able to pass his Grade XI last Christmas,
although he had to master a new language and an entirely fresh syllabus.
I know we all admired Dan for the way in which he overcame the com­
plexities of English, but we admired him more for his reticence. We could
lIot get him to say a word about his experiences. Last December Dan was
gazetted to the Polish Air Force, and we trust it will not be long before he
will be back at home.

For some considerable time now I have felt very strongly that our
boys are leaving us at too early an age. Those who do go to Memorial
College, it is true, develop their academic knowledge, but I think they lose
considerably. from lack of opportunities of learning those lessons of tact,
judgment and leadership which a boy of 17 or 18 develops, when, as a pre­
fect he begins to take a real share in the running of the School.

I would welcome any new move which would ensure that a boy could
put in a further year at school after he has his Grade XI without his suf­
fering any academic loss.

Our life at Feild is a full one and a varied one. There are many oppor­
tunities for the development of a boy's abilities, and the progress made
by our Music pupils, such as Gordon Macpherson who has lately been
playing with great success at the Conservatory of Music in Hamilton,
Ontario, is an encouragement to those who are still on the lower rungs of
attainment, and to Miss Tibbs and Miss Taylor, who put in so much time
so cheerfully to develop the Music of the school.

Miss Taylor has asked me to say that the Musical Programme you
have just heard has, with one exception, been specially chosen to show the
foundation which is being laid in the Junior School so that in future years
the boys should have a wider knowledge and a greater understanding of
this cultural subject. With regard to the last item-it was an illustration
of the lighter side of music, showing that it is quite possible to sing Com­
munity Songs well and musically without spoiling the enjoyment of either
performers or listeners. The Senior Choir is entirely voluntary and meets
after school hours for a short period each week.

Mr. Press in the Manual Training Room, has been going ahead steadily.
The articles made for the Feildian Ladies' Sale were all sold in record time,
and the repairs to school desks, the coat hangers and other equipment
which have been made during the year, speak well for the ability of the
boys to do many ()£ thooe repairs which are needed in any home.

We have always made it our aim to enable the largest numbers of boys
to take part in games. As a result you will find the Gymnasium in occupa­
tion every evening up to 5.30 p.m. and on Saturday mornings up to 12.30.
Following this regular exercise, our health record has been consistently
good.
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The C.L.B. has well over 100 "enrolled, and Mr. Anderson and his N.C.O's

have a busy time training their different squads. The early training obtain­
ed in the C.L.B. must have been of the greatest help to many in theil' early
days as recruits in the armed forces.

The Feildian Ladies, our fairy godmothers, have been working steadily
on our behalf. We congratulate them heartily on the $1,000.00 or more they
made in their Sale, just as we congratulate the Feildian Athletic Grounds
Association on the continued success of their entertainments, which have
been of such value in these days when the blackout cramps wider social
movements.

Both these organizations work steadily for the good of the College,
they make regular substantial grants to the general funds of the College,
and each body has set itself an additional objective. The Feildian Ladies
are saving funds to pay for the levelling of the playground and the pro­
vision of an asphalt surface. The Feildian Athletic Grounds Association
plan this summer to erect a permanent Pavilion on the grounds to replace
the old shed which had long out-lasted its period of usefulness.

The active membership of both these bodies is small and the amount
they have done for the College has already been very great.

One cannot resist the temptation to calculate how much more could be
done if every parent, mother and father, and every Old Feildian were
more keenly aware of the work being done, and would volunteer to help. I
am sure Mrs. Carnell, for the Feildian Ladies, and Mr. Gordon Stirling, for
the Athletic Grounds Association, would be able to suggest jobs for every
volunteer.

We all of us hope for a better world order after this war. We shall
only achieve it if each one of us is prepared to work actively for those
conditions in which a worth-while new order may best grow.

We have had few changes in Staff this year. Rev. Fred Buffett, M.A.,
our Chaplain for the past three years, has left us to go to England. News
has reached us that he is attached as Chaplain to a training Regiment in
Scotland. We wish Mr. and Mrs. Buffett all happiness in their new life
together. Rev. Harris Batten has joined the staff, and has taken over the
Divinity lessons which were formerly taken by Mr. Buffett.

Mr. Aaron Poole, having put in four years of very valuable work with
us, left in the summer to go to a School in Canada. We were very fortuate
to be able to engage Mrs. E. Murray, B.A., at short notice, to take charge
of Grades II and III.

During the summer holidays, Mr. Lloyd French, following Mr. Buffett's
example, took unto himself a wife. We wish Mr. and Mrs. French a very
happy life together.

Our Old Boys continue to go in a steady stream to Universities in
Canada and to training camps for the armed services. We congratulate
Austin Parsons on the winning of the Carswell Prize at Dalhousie Univer­
sity. This prize is awarded for competition among students intending to
study Law in their Final Degree. We congratulate Dr. Pritchard on the
successful completion of his long training in the Medical School at Dalhousie
University.
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We were .greatly shocked to hear of the loss of four of our Old Boys
on the S. S. Caribou. Pilot Officer L. E. Legge, Seaman J. W. H. Windsor,
returning for his first home leave after 21/2 years at sea. Gerald Hammond,
and Edgar Martin, who at the early age of 19, had just graduated from
McGill University in Chemistry.

During the year we have received notice of the deaths on active ser­
vice, or of reports of missing, of further young men who have given their
all that we may live in a freer and saner world.

The record of the School, and of its Old Boys, is one we can be well
proud of, and if there is one stamp I would wish to see impressed on the
mind and character of every boy who spends enough of his School Life here
for us to begin to make a real impression, it is that of Service to his fellow
men, a service which is whole hearted, because at the back of it all there is a
realization that only by real, and complete self sacrifice can lasting progress
come in our personal and national life.

We would be foolish in the extreme if we thought that the Axis Nations
had the monopoly of greed and selfishness. The experiences of the restless
years 1918 to 1939, reveal in high perspective, the fact that in the narrow­
minded selfish motives of individuals, classes and nations lie the seeds of
future more terrible wars to come.

It is in the home and the School working in the closest harmony that
we shall develop that atmosphere and sympathy, which will enable our
young people to develop strong, straight characters, deeply roooted in the
eternal truths, which have for so long been ready for those who have the
will to discover.

No Christian civilized people can allow the disgraceful waste of young
lives which we see around us any day of the week, as we watch those boys
and girls who, lacking parental control, and denied the planned life in a
School, develop bad habits, which if allowed to grow unchecked, will lead to
the ruin of many lives and the actual loss of thousands of dollars to the
community which has to maintain them.

The past five years and more, have seen the massing of enormous ma­
terial resources for destruction. When peace does come we must see
to it that an adequate fraction of our national and family resources is
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made available for the constructive tasks of education, which in the end
wiII bear a greater interest than any money spent in Material Investments.

The future of our country, our Empire, and the world, depends on our
young people.

I thank all those friends of the College for their help to us in the
past, and I ask for their continued help in the future.

Address of Chairman of Board of Directors

Lady Walwyn, Ladies and Gentlemen:

I am sure you will regret with me the absence of His Excellency the
Governor at our annual Prizegiving, and wiII miss as I do his tonic presence
and remarks. It has fallen to me to speak to you in his stead and I cannot
even plead that I was asked to do so, since as the Chairman of Directors, I
had to order myself.

It would be easy for any citizen, after seeing the entertainment pro­
vided by the College this afternoon, and hearing the Headmaster's report
on the year's work, to congratulate him and his teaching-staff and the boys,
prize-winners and all others, on their record. But I cannot speak merely
asa citizen, or even as a parent of past or present members of the College:
such congratulations must come from me as representing the Board of
Directors, whos\) business it is, presumably, to direct the work of our two
colleges.

Responsibility of the Directors

That work of direction is obviously different to the work of the teacher
or the parent or the boy. You will have noticed in the Headmaster's Report
his continued care and research into the ultimate objects of the College,
although his main work must necessarily be concerned with its immediate
objects and the day to day education that he must supervise. Though we
must all and always welcome his concern over the ultimate objects of such
a College, the Directors cannot escape the main responsibility for this-­
the general direction of all the College's activities: and it is about this, the
direction in which the College is leading or meant to lead, that I want to
speak. Of one thing I am quite sure, that we cannot assume that we are
all agreed about the object of Education; as if it were a standard product,
which merely had to be organised to produce a sufficient quantity. Edu­
cation can cover a multitude of entirely different conceptions: from the
idea of this College being somewhat like the Tobacco Factory next door,
except that it manufactures a different article; a clerk, or a teacher or a
civil servant or an engineer. I distrust the vocational training when applied
to a college such as ours, for I am quite sure that is not an ultimate object:
as one of our young clergy wrote recently to me "the chief object of the
school is to prepare boys and girls from the earliest age to earn their liveli­
hood," vocational training can be overdone.

Another favourite theme is that of character-building: the idea that
a College exists to turn out boys- of fine character. I do not believe this
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highly moral end is the real aim or purpose of a school, any more than the
production of good machinists or teachers or lawyers. Still less is the
acquirement of knowledge an end in itself-or the passing of examinations
or victory in the fields. I am sure that the direction of a College must look
beyond the class-room and the playing-field and must include both as means
to an end outside each of them.

Perhaps the simplest and most direct way of regarding a Gollege is to
look at it as a Community in which a younger generation are trained
(and train each other) in the complete "life-in-community."

I believe that is the direction in which our College is pointed and is
developing, and it is a complete end, in which many different means are
used.

So far from urging on the individual to develop himself at the expense
of his companions, it should be trying (and I think is succeeding) to make
him subordinate himself to the College's good, to learn team-work and
class-work and group-work.

I am also quite sure that the grown-up product of a College where the
Community sense is strong, is the kind of man which the world needs,
whatever his profession or business later.

The chief difficulty about such a direction for a College is that it can
hardly be spoken of. It does not come from frequent lectures on "Esprit
de Corps" or from constant urging to "play for the team." It is like
patriotism in that respect. Do you remember your "Stalky & Co."? when
a certain gentleman invited himself to talk to the school on "Patriotism":
a school which prided itself on training Empire-builders and soldiers, but
did not talk about the Empire. The Headmaster was not very keen on the
idea of the lecture, and as the lecturer uncovered holy things with an irrev­
erent paw, and heavily embroidered things that the school took for granted,
he made all the boys go hot with shame. At last he committed the unpar­
donable sin of whipping out a large Union Jack and expected the boys to
cheer. Stalky's remark to his neighbour was pithy, biblical and to the
point: "This," sajd Stalky, "this is the Gadarene Swine!"

"I Was at Feild"

That comment I shall deserve myself if I talk any more about the
College being a Community. I can only leave the idea with you to recognize
its truth, and indicate how each of you here today is helping or could help
towards this end. The teaching-staff who spend so many hours both in and
out of schoo'l, promoting so many activities are doing permanent benefit
by rounding out the life of the College and making it more complete and
satisfying to the boys. For the bare-bones of a syllabus do need rounding
out. I hope their reward comes home to them, when they hear one of their
ex-pupils remark, "Oh yes, I was at Feild too." Not, Not, mark you, "I
learnt Latin from old So and So" but plainly, "I was at Feild"; meaning, "I
was a member of that community." For Education is most truly "that
which remain over, after all you learnt has been forgotten." A good deal
of ridicule, not always kindly, is today aimed at the Old School Tie: I am
suggesting now that this apparently meaningless, and frequently ghastly,
knot of colours is very likely the most important result of school-life; it

. has no value in itself and therefore can be the symbol of all, the values
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of school-life; it is all-inclusive. That is the wholesome result of what we
are trying to do, and would indicate success in the school-life.

As well as the teaching-staff, there are the boys: I would like to con­
gratulate them particularly on the wide scope of their activities and encour­
age them to make them even wider and more active, and see that there is
a club or a society within the College to attract every type of boy and in­
terest him. Games, handicrafts and plays do not exhaust all a boy's inter­
ests, as I know to my cost at home!

A Word to the Parents

And lastly, the parents and older friends of the College who do so
much for us in matters of finance and public support. The Community-idea
of a school will depend very much on the parents. Do you remember in
"Mrs. Miniver" (the book, not the film) how Vin Miniver felt changed into
a completely different person after the holidays on his way back to school.
He was two persons-and it took a little time each holiday he arrived home
and each time he got back to school, to get into his well-loved groove again.
That was a boarding-school and he only had to make that change three
times a year. Our boys have to make it twice a day.

This throws a heavy strain on the boy, and on his home. If the school
is going to become a really complete community, satisfying the complete
boy in his religious and' bodily needs, as well as his mental interests, the
home must not be in competition with it.

Those parents who throw in their lot completely with the College are
rendering fine service to the College and not less to their boys: although it
will be necessarily at the parents' expense.

To all those who give this ungrudging aid to help the College to make
its ties with the boys complete, I offer our debt of thanks. They are per­
haps more than any of us, the true Directors of the school: they decide its
ultimate end and object.
