first the pressure of work at the Pl'inlers. nnd secondly the decision to

issue II larger edition than usual in celebration of Bishop Feild College
Centenary, and the Golden Jubilee of the "Feildian,"

The growth of the College is reltected in the present \"olume, for here
"C have the practlCi\lly unaided work of the school pupils. Grade XII,
though few in number, put its utmost into the magazine. A special word
of praise is due to Grade IX. This Grade, under the enthusiastic guidance
of i\lr. C. Strong-planned to write a history of the College-but expense
of publication forced abandonment of the project, yet the result of much of
their labour and research uppear in lIistorical Section.

Since re-opening of the Colle~e-the new Bowling Alleys have been
opened, and these provide a splendid opportunit,}" for Old Feildians to get
together. Already there are signs of their increasing interest in their
Alma "lIater.

'fhe College enters the second century of its work with a complete
staff of :\ewfoundIHnders, under a Newfoundland Headmaster, l\fr. E.
llouse, B.Sc., and most of the members arc Old Feildians.

The enrollment is the hiJ(hest in the annals of the College. The first
century of life has been one of proj,fre!';s and the record of such pr0Jn*ess is
evidenced not alone by the many Old Feildians who have climbed high in
their respective vocations, but chiefly in the average Feildian's sane out­
look on life's problems.

There are positive signs today of increasing intere<;t in College ac­
tivities, and College expansion. We need even more of it. One big re­
quirement for winter activity is an ice-rinl" there are others perhaps more
urgent. Thus while we may feel justly pl"Oud of our p....lst, that past remains
as both a guide and an incentive for the present and the future.

MR. R. Eo TANNEn, A.H.C.Sc.. B.Se.

WE are indeed sorry to loom that our Headmaster, )Ir. H. E. Tanner,
A.R.C.SC., B.Sc., is leaving us at the end of the school term.

Mr. Tanner was appointed Headmaster of B.F.C., on April 7th, 1936,
and took up his duties about the middle of August of that year. Previous
to coming to Newfoundland he was senior Chemistry Master and House
Master at Sevenooks School in England.

Mr. Tanner has done a great deal for Feild College and was an ardent
advocate of outdoor sport and a great believer in physical fitness.
He never tired in his efforts of demonstrating the importance of sunshine
and fresh air as an aid to better health and keener study. As a science teach­
er he was outstanding, having the ability of imparting his knowledge of
thIS subject to his pupils, so as it could be easily grasped and readily re­
tained. He was always ready to lend an ear to our various problems, and
was .ollly too pleased to help us with our most difficult ones.

Discipline was his strong point, but it was alw:lJo'S tempered with fair­
nt'!ss to all and favour to none. He could always see the humourous side
of our most serious problems, which gave us quite a different slant on our
ideas of things.

Bishop Feild College has derived a lot of benefits since !\II'. Tanner
took charge, and in his eight years as Headmaster, he has introduced many
new methods and ideas for the bettelment of the College in general. I am
su..e you will all join with me in wishing 1\11". Tanner many years of con­
tir,ued success, and we extend to him and his family our sincere wish for
many years of health and happiness.

~ While he led the life of any normal schoolboy his industry and progress
soun marked him out among his fellows as one who would make his own
Wb.y in the future.

At the conclusion of his scholastic career at Feild he held an enviable
l"Ct;ord, and proof of this is afforded when one recalls that, amongst other
a\\-a1'ds, he }'eceived the R.l.S., ".\IcCo\\en, and Berteau Essay Medals, the
Knowling Scholarship, and the Company medal for the best N.C.O.

lIe was an outstanding athlete, taking part in all branches of College
sport and being a prominent memwr and officer of many inter-collegiate
teams. He was a member of "K" and "C" Companies where he won !'apid,
well-earned promotion.

Leaving Feild he proceeded to l\1.U.C. and after a successful course
cOlltinued to Dalhousie University, Halifax, N.S. He received the degree
of Bachelor of Science in 1933.

On September, 1933, he joined the staff of the College as Science
Muster, and remained, except for one year's leave of absence, until 1941.

He held an excellent reputation as a teacher and exhibited his usual
energy and enthusiasm in all extra-curricular activities. He did outstand­
ing work as coach of various teams and was a very valuable officer of the
Coilege company.

A very active person in Old Feildian circles he has been President of
the O. F. Club and Secretary of the F.A.G.A.

In 1934 he was selected as the most valuable pla.ver of the Newfound­
land Football League.

He was married in 1939 to Miss Margaret Butt of this city.

In September, 19,11, he became Principal of the Public School at
Buchans, which post he relinquishes in June of this year to return to his
old school as Headmaster.

YOUI' Excellency, Ladies and Gentlemen,
You will perhaps allow me on this occasion to break with tradition a

little, in order that I may speak, on behalf of the Directors. to our Principal
alJout his work here during the last eight years. There is no better occasion
fol' expressing our gmtitude and S~'Ilse of obligation for all the progressive
measures which he has taken Oil the College's behalf, than at a College prize­
giving when directors, stafT, parents and boys arc gathered: the only occa-

.. sion in the year when we all meet together. 1111'. Tanner will have had eight
J'ears here in June; eight years which started in depression and will be
ending in war; eight years of crippling debt for school-buildings which
takes away nearly three-quarters of OUI' grant for current staffing and
expenses. I can only hope that none of you will ever find yourselves in such
a C1epressing position, or that if you do so find YOUl'self, that you will man­
age to get hold of a similar spirit of devotion and steadfast courage as Mr.
Thnner has shown us. There is little room in the world today for "fair
weather" men and women; it needs the finest vision and true vocation to
stick to YOUI' work and plans when foul weather is ahead. And the extl'a­
orClinary thing to my mind is that )\1)'. Tanner lIas seen many of his plans
co,ne to [mition and is able to leave the college now in a very strong posi­
tion for his successor. Perhaps a few figures would be in place, for any who
have short memories, From 180 boys in 1936 the College has risen to 300
touay; from a percentage of 62 who passed Gl'llde XI in 1936, a steady
ri!>e in school-work has produced a percentag2 of 96 in 1943. And during
th,s period the staff has only had three additions, which fact reveals the
gleatly increased but cheelfuly bol'll burden of the teaching staff. There
arc two particular dep<'"lrtments of school-life that Mr. Tanner has made
specially his own care and they are closely linked together; I mean the
physical health of every boy and the inculcation of a self-imposed discipline.
There has been a great increase in the numbel' of boys who play games and
WI,O play the game; that is, who can be tlUsted on the school premises with­
oue a master's supervision. Tllis is a very healthy sign, for a sense of hon­
our is the only kind of discipline worth having, and is the only kind wanted
in the grown-up world into which the boys aJ'e going,

1 should not omit reference to the gEneral science that is being taught
th,ougllOut the school since 1\11', Tanner's alTival, which is another of
the gleat demands that the outside world makes upon our future citizens
in its present mechanical and scientific age.

There have been times in the teaching profession when schoolmasters
,,""'I'e accused of getting- into a rut OJ" a groove, which is practically the
same as a gnwe. 1>'ir. Tanner has shown himself not only an efficient and
pl'vgressive schoolmllster, but also a man with great interests in the life
and needs of his adopted country and has taken his full share in the life of
tht;l community of our capital. I am sure that boys are very quick to pick
up the unconscious influence of such an example; a subject that cannot be
taught in a course on Civics, and that we shall reap at least part of the re­
sults of MI'. Tanner's work, when we find his boys taking their part as much
in the peacetime life of the colony as they are in its wartime defence.
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Someone has said that Education is what remains over when you have
forgotten all you learnt at school. In commenting on the last of the Prin­
cipal's report, on the work of Bishop Feild College, Tshould like to express
the hope that his pupils will retain as the most valuable part of their edu­
catIon here, their impression of what :Mr. Tanner has taught us all to think
valuable by his actions rather than his words; team work instead of per­
sonal advancement; self-discipline rather than rule-keeping; the communit)"
rather than self. These are among life's greatest lessons in youth and I be­
lieve that they have been faithfully and generous)r taught to your younger
generation at Feild.

I am sure you would all wish me on your behalf to thank !'Ill'. Tanner
for all his reports of these eight years, and for the umecorded achievements
of nis regime, and to assure him that we will not let them be wasted in the
yertrstocome.

Headmaster's Report"-J

Your Excellency, Lady Walwyn, my Lord Bishop, Ladies and Gentlemen.

A Speech Dar in February, to some, may seem somewhat of an anti­
climax, but as this hall has to be used b)" Spencer and as every bit of pre­
parotion for our Speech Day has to be done by members of staff who have
n very full time table, it is almost impossible to alTange a full programme
betore Christmas. J take this opportunity of thanking Miss Wigh, Miss
Thistle and Miss Lovering for the long hours of rehearsal they have put into
the preparation of the programme you are witnessing tonight.

As a college we have had another good rear. Our numbers reached 300
last month and J can say with cerblinty we are a very alive group of people
who, I am glad to sa}', with little publicity, get. on with the job of living our
community life with real profit to all.

Our work in the classroom has been crowned with greater success than
in any previous year. We sent in 30 candidates for the Grade XI Examin­
ations. 26 pnssed in June and 3 more gained passes in one supplementary
paper each, last December, making a total of 97'1.

We have had a few staff changes. Rev. H. Batten, our Chaplain and
foml master of Grade vn left us last June to tnk~ charge of the Mission
of Random Sound. His place was filled by Rev. W. D. Mercer, who with Rev..
Brmton has taken over all the Divinity teaching in the school. We thank
th~se gentlemen most gratefully for their extremely valullble work. Miss E.
ThIstle joined the staff with ~Ir. C. Strong last. Septembel·. They have
thrown all their energies into their work and have llll'cady made great
st.ndes with the Art and Carnes of the school. In December, Mrs. E. 'Murray,
B.A., heard that her husband had been posted to a naval shore post in
Canada, so as the habit of wives, she left us at shOJi notice to join him. We
miss Mrs. Murray very much, hel' 1~ years here were filled with success.
We welcome :Mrs. E. Knowles, a teacher of experience from New Brunswick,
in ner place. We were verr sorry, indeed, when we heard that Miss Taylor
had decided to return to England and Miss Tibbs to Canada. The improve­
ment in the music of the school during the past seven years has been
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must marked and was reflectl>d in the number of members of the school who
joined the choirs and orchestra group which Miss Taylor and ~Iiss 'I'ibbs
were always ready to arrange, often at times most inconvenient to them­
selves. We welcome Miss Lovering, who has taken over most of the musk
Laken by these.

:Miss i\largaret And,-ews left us last June for wider experience in Brit­
ish Columbia. Her place has been taken by Miss Wigh, who has had 4 years
valuable experience at Grand Falls.

OUI' games have been can-ied on in school time and after school so that
thotre have been few boys who have not improved in physique and good
spul'tsmanship during the year. I am delighted to be able to tell you once
again that it has been possible to arrange fol' basket ball for our senior

'"... forms at every available moment even on Saturday morning. During the
past 8 years, our games have not been easy to organize, we share 2 pitches
with Spencer, a total of some 700 young people. "I have had at times to' re­
strict the special coaching of school teams in order that the school as a

teams were playing in a competition of which the age limit was 21; as we
seldom had any boy over 17 in the school, the handicap was severe. We
have been able to reduce the age limit l'L"Centl,Y to 17, and 1 feel sure we
shall see more even scores in the near future, but I trust no craze for win­
ning championships will in any WF,y lessen the time available for Junior
members of the school. Our rapid growth from 180 to 300 in 8 years has
brought in many boys in all forms of tlw school who have never played
team games before. The duties of those coaching have never been easy. Once
again T have to voice a special word of thanks to Mr. Oke who comes to
coach our Senior and JuniaI' basketball teams. 'rhe keeness of these boys
will I hope continue long after their time for attending school is past.

The Peildian Athletic Grounds Association has continued to hold its
vcry popular weekly dances. As one who has been present at almost all
theIr committee meetings, I can bear witness to the extreme care and
thoroughness they give to all their plans.

The manual training classes have continued to make good progress.
The toys and furniture made for the Feildian Ladies' Sale were all sold out
in a short time, and made a fair contribution towllI'ds the grand total of over
$1,000.00 collected by this hard worldng band of helpers. I still feel that
the levelling and resurfacing of the playground is the most worthwhile
thing the Feildian ladies can do fol' us.

At the request of the Rev. J. Brint.on, our Grades IX and X have been
making wooden crosses for the graves of. those merchant seamen who have
died in hospital here in St. John's, 24 of these already have been completed.

1 noticed in the list of those recently graduate~ from the American
Base i\Iechanics' School, the names of three of our last year's Grade XI. I
all! extremely glad to see that the concent.rat.ed work these three had been
domg wiih us on text book subjects did not spoil them for the mechanical
skills requiring hand and eye. 1 am sure they will find that a thol'ough
general grounding will make them all the better craftsmen.

Grades VIII and IX have continued to collect magazines fol' the Cathe­
drall\Jen's Bible Class. An enormous quantity of litemture has been distri­
buted to warships and merchant ships in harbour.
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Last July a naval officer, captain of a destroyer, whom r had nol mel
for 9 years called on me. In Novembel' I asked the school if they would like
to Jill ditty bags for his ship. They ag:reed and as a result 120 bags were
lilled. and delivered with 12 Christmas trees. We received many letters of
most grateful appreciation from the crew and last month were asked to
send 50 boys on board for tea. Those of us who were lucks enough to be
drawn. e.xperienced a real navy welcome and after a huge tea, were shown
over the ship. We were tht;lIed at all the many gadgets we saw. I only
hope that after our departure the crew did not ha\'e too many fatigue
parades to dear up the damage. I am sure no one left the ship without
realising how much discomfort has been faced by Our gallant men in blue.

Our old boys continue to enlist in a steady stream and we hear 'with
great pride of the rapid promotion of Bill Black to l\Jajor. A school with as
mugnificent a war service record as ours cannot expect to avoid war casual­

During the year we have lost many friends of the College, among these
Bishop White who was spared such a short time to enjoy his well earned
re~lrement. In the 7 years I knew him, although he was often in great pain,
I am'ays found him ready to advise me on any problems I took to him. Mr.
I. J. Samson, a fanner Old Boy and member of the Staff, was always
anxious to help us whenever he was called upon. lIis sudden death was a
severe shock to us all.

It is a number of )'ears since Sir Edgar Bowring returned to England,
but his work for the country and the college continued generously in the
extreme. During the past 6 or 7 years his promise of $1,000 every year
~as a great stimulus to the annual collections. By his death the College has
lost an outstanding Old Feildian. Dr. Blackall, Headmaster for 16 years, has
left his mark on Education in Newfoundland for many years to come. It
has been my good fortune to have had many of his Old Boys as parents of
my own pupils. As a result, my task has been made much lighter as J have
had m.'\ny parents who have learnt from their OWII experience what kind
of life is possible in a school which aims at development of all the latent
pO:isibilities in the pupils.

We have read with great interest the report of the !lousing Commis­
sion under the chairmanship of Mr. Justice Dunfield, an Old F'eildian. I am
sure the new subul'lJs, this committee plans. with ils gardens. its shade trees
ana spaces between houses, will provide that basis for a home life from
whIch children will come to school with a happier, {reel' attitude than that
produced in so many of the small over crowded houses we have around us
t008Y. I trust parents will do all in their power to develop habits of thrift
in their sons, SO that in time to come they may own some of these fine
houses.
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As many of you have heard, I expect to leave for England sometime
this summer. 'The past 8 years have been ones of great interest. I have
se~n St. John's ehange from a city in the depths of depression to its present
condition of fast flowing money and I fear rising costs. I think in some
m~asure I understand some of the problems St. Johns' has to face. I shall
take what opportunities J can to explain some of them to people at home.

The next ten years will be a period of reconstruction both here and in
every other portion of the world. I hope the enormous interest being paid
to Education in its widest sense in England will be transferred over here
and speaking as one who knows the needs of our young people in St. John's,
I suggest that study be given to the possibility of installing in the school,
a metal workshop and a drawing office. Here many boys could be given a
chance to develop their natural talents to the point at which they may be
ready to enter the many trades which we can see developing here in the
next few years, building. care of diesel engines, supervision of refrigeration
plants to be used in the fl'esh fish trade, to mention only three. We must
escape from the idea tllnt schools should only be equipped to teach text
book subjects. I know it is much cheaper to hand a boy a battered or even
a new text book, than to put him in eharge of an expensive lathe, but no
country can possibly eX;J:'::t to develop unless its young people have been
taught their trades,

To ensure that the College may be able to work with improved effici­
ency, we need more Scholarships to ensure that boys whose progress in
Elementary School work merits it, may begin their advanced work early
f>nough for them to have a fair chance to master the subjects essential for
entrance to Memorial College. I am able to announce to-night that we have
been promised two valuable sums, $120 a :rear by H. and J. Goldstone, and
$5v a year by Han. J. A. Winter, K.C., in memory of his son Jim, killed
in action last summel·. T feel sure more benefactors wiII come forward to
prvmise sums for further scholarships.

In conclusion, I should like to recall the suggestions made in the House
of Commons by one of the Good Will Mission in which he recommended
exchanges of personnel from the Civil Service here with those from Eng­
land and other parts of the Empire. I hope that active steps will be made
in this matter to include members of the teaching profession. I have talked
with many of our younger men and I feel sure they would welcome oppor­
tunities for a wider experience which can only be satisfactorily gained
by travel.

Thave had a full life and a busy life here. I must thank all those many
pevple who have made it an interesting one, my staff, the Board of Direc­
tors, the parents and some 800 boys who have passed through the School
siHce 1936.

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Playing til< Gamel

(Written between 1914 and 1918)

EVERY sportsman throughoot the British Empire has been brought up to
look upon "Playing the Game" as one of the mles, the breaking of

whIch must bring shame and disgrace upon the individual concerned, and
upon the Team of which he is a member. One of the grandest features
of athletics is the fact that in every contest the competitors agree to abide
lJy cerrtain rules, and learn to keep their agreement. The individual who is
unable to so control himself as to keep his part of the agreement very soon
finds himself ousted from the game altogether. Even his own side must be
against such a person. If this spirit of fair play were the only good to be
attained by those who take part in games. it would be sufficient of itself
to Justify the British in attaching so much importance to athletics. \\'e
might go SO far as to say that, just as no other nation devotes so much
time and energy to playing games, so no other nation has the sense of fair
I?lay so highly developed or possesses so high a standard of honesty and
Just dealing. Honesty and justice are after all nothing but other names
fOi" "playing the games." To the ordinary individual, the temptation to
obtain an unfair advantage is almost certain to prove too strong unless he
has been stricti)· trained to be instinctively fair and just; and this training
tht! ordinary boy gets in connection with well regulated games more than
from any amount of theoretical teaching or preaching.

The Germans are not a nations of sportsmen. They have nothing cor·
respondin2" to our games of cricket, football or hackey. Their training has
tht!refore been entirely lacking in means for inculcating the sense of fair
pia)'. To take every possible advantage, however mean or brutal, to break
eWI'y promise the keeping of which might interfere with their winning­
that is exactly what has been expected from them. In the terrible game of
war they have broken every rule by which they had agreed to abide. Their
ex~use for this is that they want to win !~xacUy the excuse of a person
\I 1'0 does not know how to "play the game." In football for example, a
"dirty" player who can only stop the man with the ball from scoring by
tnpping him or charging him in the back, or br some other foul trick fol'­
biaden by the rules. does not hesitate to do what he thinks will help him to
win. His motto is "win at any price!" Every true sportsman condemns such
a player, and his own side is ashamed of him. But retribution soon follows,
for the referee gives a penalty kick against him and an almost certain go.'ll
follows. Moreover, a referee who knows his work does not allow a repe­
tillon of such play without sending the player off the field. It is such train­
ing as this that has made Britons "play the game." Without this training
we should have taken the lJarbarities of the German troops as a matter of
course. As it is we have been hOITIfied and disgusted to a much greater
ex~ent than any other nation would have been, for other nations would
have expected from their enemies just such conduct as our foes have shown.

In a game one is tempted to repay foul play by foul play. but just. as
the true sportsman is too proud to descend to the low tactics from which he
may suITer, so in the present case we shall find the British army unable to
come down to the despicable conduct of its German foe. After he has cross­
ed the German fluntier on his way to Berlin, Tommy Atkins will show his
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
