The Headmaster's Report

Your Excellency, Lady Walwyn, Canon Bolt, Ladies and Geotlemen,-

In June 1944 I delivered my annual report 00 the work of Buch­
ans Public School for the ye-ar 1943-44. Now, nearly a year later, 1 find
myseU faced with the task of reporting on the same period for Bishop
Feild College; 1 am to tell you about events ,that happened as far back
as September 1943, at a distance of more than three hundred miles by
rail from Buchans. Since iMr. Tanner left me no guiding notes, I trust
that you will forgive -any errors or omissions.

Some people have enquired "Why the delay in Feild's Speech
DayT The answer is given in two words-"'Ladies First". We share
this H1I.1 with our sister College and it is almost impossible for both of
us to hold rehearsals during the same season, especially when the same
hard-working music mistresses do the work of both schook I am hop­
ing that, under a possible new :trrangement to commence in Septem­
ber, we shall be able to return to the traditional Christmas-time Speech
Night. For this reason I shall extend this report to include events up
to Christmas, 1944. I don't know whether His Excellency will be glad
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or sony to hear about this return to the ChriSbnas prize-giving. I
have often wondered why four doses of Speech Night, within the one
week, have not proved fatal to His Excellency or some former Gover­
nor of this colony. It speaks volumes for the healthy life and hardihood
of the officers\in the Royal Navy.

When school opened in September, 1943, registration of new boys
was brisk and before the year had advanced very far, total numbers in
the school, for the first time, exceeded 300.

In these days when educational aims 'and objectives are so varied
and complex, it is a relief to be able to see that the fundamental struc­
ture which underlies our system at Feild is still the same as it was when
the school was founded by Bishop Feild more than one hundred years
ago. We have five sound pillars of education based on the English
tradition: Culture, Religion, Athletics, Social Service and DisCipline.
In presenting this report I shall use these pillars as paragraph headings.

For the first of these-Culture-I can report that for last year the
usual broad curriculum was followed and that approximately one-tenth
of the school W<lS studying, in addition to the ordinary academic sub·
jects, some sort of musical instrument. Mr. Murdoch taught Art in
Grade XI and I am glad to be able to report to you that this year, we·
are managing. with the aid of Mr. ~·Iurdoch. Miss Jean Murray and the
two mistresses on our own staff, to pay some attention to this sadly
neglected subject throughout the school. We received further encour·
agement in this direction last fall when Mr. James Ewing donated a
generous sum of money to provide 3rt prizes in all the grades.

In the C.H.E. examinations of last June, our results, as had been
anticipated, were poor. Of the 23 sitting, 14 were successful, 10 of these
being in the Honours division.

In our intra-mural f<.Xams a high standard was maintained, but the
problem of grading in the senior school, when boys come to us with no
I.:nowledge of foreign languages, no science and no mathematics other
than arithmetic, is a most difficult one.

RELIGION

We were particularly fortunate in having the religiOUS instruction



throughout the grades in the hands of Old Feildians, Rev. J. Brinton,
Rev. W. D. Mercer and Rev. T. E. Smith. Mr. Brinton has now been
teaching divinity at Feild since 1907-thirty-eight years without a
break. To him and his colleagues we offer OUT sincere thanks. 1 was
very much .relieved and happy, when I approached them last summer,
to find that they could continue to rome to us again this year.

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ATHLETICS

The lIsu:l.1 games of football, backethall and hockey were played,
mainly under the guidance of i\lr. Lloyd French and Mr. C. Strong of
the staff. Our thanks are due to these, and to .Mr. V. L. Oke of the
Y.~·f.C.A. War Services, who devoted many hours to the coaching of
Ollf college basketball teams. r..'!r. Oke still continues to act as senior
coach this year. We a.re also indebted to Mr. Hardy of the Canadian
Navy, who held a class in boxing three times a week wl~en twelve sen·
ior boys received instruction.

Last fall, as one or two of you may have heard, l\lr. French's coach­
ing of football over a period of several years was rewarded by the
winning of both the Junior and Senior Inter-Collegiate Championships.
This double triumph was all the more acceptable because the decisive
games were played during Centenary Week. Congrarulatory messages
and good wishes were sent to us from our opponents in the field, and
from Old Feildians from points as far apart as Italy and British Ca.
lumbia.

C. L. B.

C Company of the GL.B. has been suffering, like other companies,
from a severe shortage of uniforms but Capt. Al1del'~on, who now has
22 years of C.L.B. service to his credit, with Mr. Lloyd French as Pay.
master and Mr. Strong as P. T. Instructor, has done his best under the
circumstances. 'Ve are happy to hear that bundles from Britain con­
taining materials for uniforms are due to arrive soon. The general dis­
cipline of the school has always benefitted from the training which the
C.L.B. affords. It is this which has helped such large numbers of Old
Feildians to become efficient and high ranking officers in our regiments
at home and overseas. A good share of honours and awards has come
to these and one Military Cross, three Distinguished Service Grosses,
three Distinguished Flying :\ledals and aile Distinguished Service Or.
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der are wom by our ex-pupils; still another holds a "Certificate for
Gallantry" and two wer.e "'mentioned in despatches."

SOCIAL SERVICE

I often feel that we do not stress the importance of this pillar suf­
6ciently in OUf schools. This is largely due to the fact that the aca­
demic curriculum makes such demands upon our time. Last year, how­
ever, several opportunitieS for service were found, the main one being
the filling of one hundred ditty bags for one of H. ~1. Destroyers; this
record was smashed last December when I had to Thig Mrs. R. G. Win­
ter to send along another forty after one hundred had been overshlf­
fed.

In addition to this the school colJects hundreds of magazines which
arc passed on to the C.i\I.B.C. Harbour and Wharf Mission which then
redistributes them to the various ships in the harbour each Sunday.
This very wort1}.while piece of work. is heing continued without let-up
this year.

The sales of War Savings Stamps during 1943-44 were steady, but
not in any W:l.Y outstanding. apart from one or two grades. Last fall,
however, when the sohool opened the system of selling was changed
and a keen interest resulted so that between September and Christmas
we sold a total of $756.60 worth of stamps. 1 hope th.at parents will
still continue to show an interest in this government savings scheme
even though it is no longer a war effort. I know of cases where boys
bave saved sufficient money through saving stamps to see them
through a year at Memorial College.

This brings me up to the end of the last school year, at which time
the College suffered 'the loss of Mr. Tanner, after eight years of hard
and faithful work as Headmaster. At the last Speech Day His Lord­
ship paid a tribute to Mr. Tanner's work, and anything that I might
say would be mere repetition. Mr. Tanner accepted a post as Science
?-tlaster at Leathel'ilead and recent news tells us that he has bt:en ap­
pointed Senior Science Mas!er at Bedford. I have sent him our~con·

gratulations and best wishes.

'Ve also said goodbye to Mrs. Knowles who left to rejoin her hus­
band when h~ returned from overseas service; to Miss Wigh who went
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~ to England to do war work; to ~1iss Thistle and Miss Bishop who were
married; to Mr. Strong who obtained a YPaT'S leave of absence to com­
plete his degree at Acadia University. 1 am glad to be able to tell you
that Mr. Strong is returning to the ~taff in September.

To the Board of Directors I want to express my thanks for the
honour which they did me when I was selected by them to succeed
Mr. Tanner. I would also like to thank all the Old Feildians and other
friends who wired or wrote me at the time of the appoinbnent. My
constant prayer is that your confidence has not been misplaced. Miss
Gwen Woodley, Mrs. Davis and Mr. L. Clark were also appointed to
take up duties la~i September. These, with the other members of the
staff, all of whom are Old Feildians, have co-operated at all times dur­
ing the year and I want to express my personal thanks for all the little
important things that they have done above and beyond the line of
duty.

cheon, two of the outstanding events of Centenary Week. I hope Mrs.
Andrew Carnell will forgive me if I tell this assembly of parents and
friends that this year completes her 20th as President of this Associa­
tion. I feel certain that this must he an all~time record for ladies' aux­
iliaries throughout the world. We offer our best wishes and assure the
FeUdian Ladies of our heartiest co-operation at all times.

I referred, earlier in my report, to the difficulty of grading in the
upper school because boys come to us with no knowledge of foreign
languages, no science and no mathematics except arithmetic. At pres­
ent I see no remedy for this situation other than a large number of
scholarships which will bring boys to us at Grade VII rather than Grade
IX. It affords me great pleasure to announce that we now have, in ad·
clition to the one donated last yenr by the Han. J. A. Winter, three
others, as follows: A $50 scholarship donated by Mr. Ralph Mercer, in
memory of his brother, Philip, who was the first. Old Feildian to lose
his life in the present war; $100 donated by 'Mr. G. B. Hefferton; and
$100 presented by Mr. Gcorge Shaw. The details concerning these
will be ma~e known in the near future. To the donors, the College is
extremely grateful; we trust that their lead will be followed by many.

Books and
charts on vocational guidance are available and our experience is that
once a boy knows his objective, his work shows improvenlent. Other­
wise it tends to be just a case of "'we don't know where we're going, but
we're on the way."

My final thanks are to Miss Cherrington for her assistance in time­
tabling and for her help and advice on many occasions during the
year; to Miss Jennings, Miss Lovering, .\1iss Kinsman and the severnl
members of Feild staff who are responsible for tonight's programme.
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
