Although we failed to carry away any laurels in the various inter­

collegiate sports, yet this year saw more Feildiansengaged in game~

than in previous years and this augers well for the future. In scholastiL
fields an appreciable improveme~t" is evident.

A special word is due to the newly formed junior Feildian Club
comprised of the members of Grades 9, 10 and 11. This Club has been
most active in all undE'rtakings, sponsoring sports, restoring the School
Library, holding social events, dE'bates and many other activities.

With the defeat of Japan in August last, the second World War
carne to a close. For this we rejoice not only because it means the end
of hloodshed and misery, but also because it means the return of hun­
drE'ds of Old Feildians who served in the various forces. To these and
to those who will never come back we tender our undying gratitude.

The life into which we are about to go is a vastly different Olt"

from that which our fathers entered. More than ever, the hope of the
future lies with us. We enter a world restored to peace by the blood
of our older brothers, a world which holds great-er opportunities for de­
struction it is true but which also holds out unparallel opportunities
for freedom, peace and happiness.

On page 103 of this volume is recorded the names of those Feild­
ians who paid the supreme price for freedom.

If there are "any' errors or omissions in this list we shall be very
pleased if notification is sent to the Headmaster of Bishop Feild College
so that our records may be correct and complete.

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Your Excellency, Canon Bolt, Ladies and Gentlemen:

I bid you. on behalf of the College, a most hearty welcome to our
annnal Speech Night in this year of peace and season of goodwill, 1945.
Since our last Speech night took place in April, my task this evening is
a comparatively easy one; I am reporting, then, on the work and play
of the six school months that have intervened-the closing months of
the last school year and the four month~ of the present term. I present
my report" to you under the same headings as before: Culture, Athletics,
Religion, Discipline and Social Service, these being the five pillars of
the sound education which Feild has been building up for more than a
century.

CULTURE

Under the heading of Culture, I shall mention the general aca­
demic work of the school, its Music, Art and Literature. It seems to be
customary to star,t reports of this nature by s'tating the C.H.E. result"
of the previous June. In her very excellent report delivered two weeks
ago, . Miss Cherrington almost regretted ,that her girls had done so
well because of the difficulty of maintaining such a high standard. I
cannot claim that I have any worries of that nature. I trust that the
future will prove me correct when I say that Feild hit bottom in the
1945 C.H.E. exams. There is some comfort even in this, for it is easier
to strike out for ,the heights when you've touched bottom than when
you are somewhere in between. In actual figures, seven of our Grade
XI class gained Honours and there were twelve Passes; in Grade·. X
there were ten Honours and seven Passes. Several of the Grade XI who
failed have taken, or will be taking, supplementary papers and· I fe~l
that the results of these will give us a percentage of Passes somewhat
above the average.

In our own intra-mural examinations we have t,ried to maintain a
high standard and any boy who moved to a higher grade in September
really earned his promotion certificate. I hope that parents will co-op­
erate with me in cutting out promotions without merit. They can only
result in extra problems for the teacher and in unhappiness and' future
failure for ·the pupils. .
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Like other schools, we have noted a falling off in the standard of
homework during the war years, particularly in the upper grades. This
was to be expected, but I trust that we shall now see an improvement.
In this connection, may I ask two things of you. See that your boy
spends approximately ,the time on each night's work that is required;
and secondly, do not do too much for him. When I was teaching at
Buchans, I had one parent who delighted in doing his son's homework.
In the end I stopped it by threatening to call him out before all the
audienoe on Speech night and present him with a prize for the best
done homework among the parents.

I think you will be glad to know that we have this year, for the
first time in our history, a full-time teacher for music and singing in
the person of Mr. Leighton Hutchings, a Newfoundlander whom we
welcome back from ·the staff of Mount A. Boys' Academy. It in,ay sur­
prise you to know that we have forty boys studying violin, piano or
some other musical instrument. Mr. Hutchings cares for fiftpen of
these in piano tuition and the remainder study under various private
teachers. We have recently added a full rhythm band outfit for the
lowpr grades and the electrical pick-up which helped to provide the
incidental music earlier in the evening. Art is now taught in every
grade of the College, the top three being supervised by Mr. James
Murdoch. Mr. James Ewing further encouraged us when he donated a
genprous sum to provide Art prizes throughout the s·choo1. A miniature
Art Gallery has been started in ·the top corridor and later in the year
you will be invited to our first exhibition of art.

Under Literature, I must mention tha't under the supervlSlon of
Mr. Hefferton, the .boys are taking an increased interest in the produc­
tion of the "Feildian", the first m:lgazine of its kind in this country,
introduced by that famous Headmaster Dr. Blackal1.

This reminds me that, at long last, our Library, having served as
Civil Defence Headquarters during the war, has been returned to us
and is in partial use following a thorough renovating. I have had the
permission of the Board of Directors to turn it into a Blackall Memorial
Library, which will perpetuate the name of the man who, perhaps more
tban any other, built up the Feildian ,tradition. The Feildhin Club has
promised a substantial cheque to start a fund for this purpose and Mr.
C. E. Hunt has consented to call together a number of Dr. Blackall's
