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FROM Socrates to the present day man has been groping with a new

concept—that ‘man is the important element as compared to the
State. Education exists only because we believe in man as a personal-
ity who can be helped through education to have opporﬁmity on a
basis which allows him to be equal to others. This is education’s task
and at Bishop Feild this task has been carried forward, over the past
century, to a point where healthy pride of place is firmly established
in the minds and hearts of all Feildians, past and present.

Last year again it was demonstrated that those who have passed
out from Bishop Feild have indeed received an education which not
only allows them to be equal to others, but definitely fits them'to take
their places in the van. Anthony Dunfield and James Wood were elect-
ed as Rhodes Scholars. Robert Hunt was the winner of the Senior
Jubilee Scholarship and James Tremills of the Doyle Scholarship in
engineering. Those honours come not only to the recipients but to
their Alma Mater, and all Feildians are justifiably proud.

Bishop Feild, who founded the College over a hundred years ago,
set forth as the five pillars of educati Religion, culture, athletics,
discipline and social service, but I feel that there is today & need for
the sixth pillar—education for citizenship.

Education for citizenship should be designed to give those attend-
ing school:

(1) The ability to appreciate the point of view of others; the pow-
er to estimate sectional interests at their true value; and the readiness
to co-operate with others for the common good.

(2) Some knowledge of the political, industrial and economic
structure of the modern world.

(3) The power to decide according to reason and argument, and
not to be unduly swayed by emotional appeal or by press propaganda.
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(4) An outlook neither blindly acquiescent with things as they
are, nor ignorantly critical of the established institutions.

These sentiments, as expressed by H. H. White, formerly Head-
master of St.” Michael and All Angels School, London, are the funda-
mentals to ensure good citizenship, for youth must be made to feel
that not only do they inherit the fruits of the labours of their forefath-
ers but that that the future is in their own hands and that they are
partners in the work of making a fuller and richer life possible for all
members of the community.

In the field of sports we have
much of which to be proud. On Labour Day our Junior Track Team
succeeded in capturing the Canning Trophy, and we offer -our con-
gratulations to the Coach, Mr. Chesley Parsons, and his fine team

We welcome to the Staff this year, Miss Catherine Yetman, who is
teaching our new Grade I class in their splendid new room; also, Mr.
Bruce Feather who is teaching our newly formed Elocution Class. We
would like to thank His Lordship who so readily took over Rev. Mr.
Brinton’s Divinity class. We are glad to know that Mr. Brinton has
recovered, and we wish him continued good health.

A special word of praise is due to our energetic Business Commit-
tee whose members have put in so much time getting advertisements
for the Feildian, and we are very grateful to our advertisers through
whose generosity we are able to publish this magazine.

Your Excellency, My Lord, Ladies and Gentlemen:

1 wish to assure His Excellency that the scenes just witnessed were
not intended to remind this audience that Sir Gordon Macdonald arriv-
ed in Newfoundland eighteen months ago. Nobody present needs to
be reminded of that fact. During the past year and a half His Excel-
lency has visited hundreds of our towns and outports and all have
been the richer as a result of his words, both publicly and privately
spoken. During this same period, Lady Macdonald has been seriously
ill, has convalesced and won the hearts of all of us. I am happy in-
deed on behalf of the College, to welcome His Excellency to his second
Feild prize giving, and Lady Macdonald to her first.

For several years I have been reporting to you under the headings
of Religion, Culture, Athletics. Discipline and Social Service, these
peing the five pillars of education on which Bishop Edward Feild
founded this school one hundred and three years ago. To prevent my
annual report from becoming too stereotyped I am using different
headings this year, but I feel certain that you will seé that the same
sound structure is still apparent. Because of its length, I shall tonight
omit, or summarize, parts of this report, but it will appear in full in the
daily papers.

THE ST. JAMES' TEXTS

This year, for the first time, a suitably graded series of modern re-
ligious text and work books, as recommended by the recent Synod, has
been adopted by our teachers in the lower grades and by Rev. T. E.
Smith, Rev. W. D. Mercer and Rev. Canon Howitt in the middle and
upper school. Until illness Breveuted it, Rev. Mr. Brinton continued
to instruct Grade XI on Wednesday mornings. We are indeed grate-
ful to all these clergymen for their instruction and guidance and trust
that Mr. Brinton will soon be with us again; he is greatly missed at this
assembly tonight. During Mr. Brinton’s absence, His Lordship some-
how finds time to take his place and we are very grateful,
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1 am happy also to report that through the wisdom of Rev. Canon
Meaden, the old link that existed between Feild and Queen’s College
has been somewhat restored by having all the first year students at
Queen’s attend Feild for special instruction in English, Latin and Elo-
cution. I take this opportunity of congratulating Canon Meaden up-
on his appointment and I am sure that he feels, as I do, that mutual
benefits will result from our closer association.

ACADEMIC WORK

The Council of Higher Education comes in for a great deal of
criticism these da)'s but we still believe, at Feild, that there is a great
deal of value in the examinations which this body has been conduct-
ing since the “gay nineties”.

In our C.H.E. Grades IX, X and XI, I am happy to report that
the high percentage of passes reached in 1946 was slightly bettered
this year when sixty-nine of our seventy-six pupils were successful, or
87%.

In Grade XI there were 10 Honours, 14 Passes and 4 Failures. The
top boy, William Adams, has entered the Faculty of Law at Dal-
housie. Second was Fie Kung, our first Chinese boy to graduate; he is
now attending a Polytechnical Institute in Chicago; the third boy,
Robin Pearce, was awarded one of the King George V Memorial Schol-
arships for entrance to the Memorial University College.

Of the four failures mentioned, all are eligible for supplementary
papers and will undoubtedly make the grade in the very near future.
One of them has been preparing for this exam in the quietude of South-
ampton Island in the North West Territory. He is one of several Old
Feildians who entered the employ of the Hudson Bay Company dur-
ing the past summer. I imagine that this is the farthest distance that
a C.HE. paper has yet travelled.

In Grade X, twenty-two out of twenty-seven were successful, and
in Grade IX there were no failures.

That our lower grade work is of high standard is borne out by the
faot that two of our Grade VII boys who went to Toronto this fall were
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moved into Grade IX in excellent schools and have been able to tackle
the work satisfactorily.

Several of our recent graduates have brought honours to them-
selves and to their old school by their work at the Memorial College,
and our congratulations go to the following:

To Bob Hunt, who led the Engineering Graduates and won the
Senior Jubilee Scholarship; to Jim Tremills who earned one of the
Doyle Scholarships in Engineering; and to David Morgan who was sec-
ond among the first year students.

Since the typing of this report we have heard even greater hon-
ours. Old Feildians Tony Dunfield and Jim Wood have been elected as
Rhodes Scholars for Newfoundland for 1947 and their old school offers
most hearty congratulations.

STAFF ADDITIONS \

Examination results such as those just referred to do not come
without good tutoring by an experienced staff which this year, has seen
no changes but had two important additions.

When Grade I boys were moved to Feild in the hope of giving
more living room at Spencer a new class-room was outfitted and we
were fortunate in obtaining the services of Miss Catherine Yetman to
care for this important preparatory grade. May her stay with us be
long and pleasant.

For many years it has been my dream that we should have Elocu-
tion Classes at Feild. Several weeks ago this hope was realized when
we persuaded Mr. Bruce Feather to help out in this respect. He now
has thirty pupils and must be making a real and lasting impression on
the boys for I have heard of several parents and older brothers whose
pronunciation and enunciation have been severely checked at the din-
ner table. We welcome Mr. Feather to this platform tonight and hope
that he will be taking up permanent residence with us.

Miss Shirley Thompson of the Memorial College staff continues,
for the second year, to care for our Art work in, the Senior grades and
we welcome her also to her first Speech Day at Feild,
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ELEMENTARY SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIPS

Miss Cherrington told you two weeks ago of the working of these
scholarships and of their probable cessation after this year. I am un-
able, due to lack of records previous to 1944, to go into detail, as Miss
Cherrington did, but I think it safe to say that about seventy-five boys
have passed through the senior grades at Feild with the aid of these
Scholarships, and almost without exception have done well. Not enough
of our Anglican boys, however, are going on to higher education and 1
fear that the cutting out of these scholarships will not improve the
situation.

1 look forward to the time when all of our C. of E. education in
St. John's will come under the control of one Board, so that every boy
and girl with ability, who so wishes, may be enabled to reach the top,
regardless of their financial position. This may mean a considerable re-
arrangement of fees, and possibly of school, but, if it brings greater
equality of opportunity, it will be worth many sacrifices.

P.T. AND GAMES

Last year a full-time P.T. and Games Instructor, Mr. Chesley Par-
sons, was appointed and I consider that the fruits of his work are al-
ready apparent, even though we have no championships to show. Un-
der his supervision the athletic programme of the school now includes,
in addition to the usual inter-Collegiate games, skating, volley-ball,
badminton, bowling, table tennis, track and field events. During the
summer holidays, Mr. Parsons attended a valuable course in Physical
Education at the Maritime Summer School. I add at this point that
four other members of the staff spent most of their past summer vaca-
tion in taking courses to improve their professional and academic
standing, and Mr. Hutchings is at present working hard towards a
degree in music.

As an encouragement to the boys in one branch of sport, Mrs. Her-
bert Raines has just donated, in memory of her husband, a trophy for
Inter-House Bowling (under 16). Mr. Raines was not an Old Feild-
ian but we are proud to accept this trophy in memory of one of the
finest gentlemen and sportsmen that I have been privileged to meet.

The
shortage of uniforms still hampers the work, but more goods seem to
be coming along from the Old Country now, and we hope to be 100
per cent “kitted” for the first spring parade.

SERVICE FOR OTHERS

Nothing new has been added to our usual efforts under this head-
ing. The boys have folded T.B. Seals, collected several hundred toys,
etc., for children in foster homes, brought clothes for the Boys' Ox-
phanage, sold T.B. tags and increased their main effort which is the
provision of books and magazines for the C.M.B.C. Harbour and Wharf
Mission. More than 12,000 were passed over by the school and these are
now scattered in all parts of the island and in many parts of the world.

MUSIC

Our appreciation periods have become very popular and it is a
good sight on Friday mornings to see a large group of boys using their
recess to listen to the recorded music of the world’s best artists.

‘We continue to be very grateful to Miss Jennings of Spencer staff
for her interest and work in building and rebuilding, the mixed choir.
The regularity and punctuality with which the members attend this
extra-curricular activity is positive proof of the high esteem and affec-
tion in which Miss Jennings is held. I tender her, here and now, and
to the girls who helped us tonight, our sincere appreciation and thanks.

VISUAL EDUCATION

Believing fully in the old adage that “one picture is worth ten thou-
sand words”, we are making splendid use of our movie projector and
film strip projector for classroom lessons. The Nfld. Film Board is
building up an excellent library and for an example of courtesy, co-
operation and energy I refer anybody to the personnel of this Depart-
ment. We make constant demands and cause them no end of troublc,
but they are always ready to help in any way possible.

OUR ORGANIZATIONS

Of the various organizations which exist for the benefit of the Col-
lege I speak first of the Board of Directors, the personnel of which
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changed somewhat at the recent Synod. The death of that grand Old
Feildian, Rev. Canon Bolt, the retirement of M. George House through
illness and the new appointment of Rev. Canon Meaden, Rev. Canon
Higham, and Messrs. Gerald Laing, Paul Winter necessitated replace-
ments. These directors served the College faithfully for periods ramg-
ing from one year to nearly fifty years, this last being the glorious
record of the late Canon Bolt. The College is most grateful for their
unselfish service and welcomes in their place the following: Dean R. S.
Rayson, Ven. Archdeacon Gosse, Messrs. R, C. Harvey, W. R. Can-
ning and A, White,

THE FEILDIAN CLUB

Under the dynamic leadership of its President, Mr. W. R. Canning,
the Old Feildian Club is probably stronger, at this moment, than at
any time in its long history and provides through its club rooms, gym
periods and bowling series, the type of healthy recreation that is so
much needed in our city today. I feel sure the Commissioners of Pub-
lice Health and of Education will both agree with me that a vigorous nat-
ional programme of physical education will do more than anything else
to cut down juvenile delinquency in our towns and truly re-create our
boys and girls in many outports where organized games are still al-
most unknown.

THE F.AG.A.

The Feildian Grounds Association, fortunate in retaining Mr. Gor-
don Stirling as its President, has completed the new eastern field and
its use by Spencer for hockey, has meant that our boys have had full
use of the two football fields. Plans for 1948 include the building of
three tennis courts, a practice diamond for baseball, the planting of a
couple of hundred trees, the erection of a new rustic fence and the
purchase of a new motor mowing machine. One can scarcely say that
this organization is showing signs of stagnation.

THE FEILDIAN LADIES’ ASSOCIATION

Our youngest association, the Feildian Ladies’ Association, I leave
like the best wine till the last. Just as their fall meetings were about
to begin, Mrs. Andrew Carnell, through ill health, was forced to dis-
continue active work. Nothing daunted, the ladies redoubled their ef-
forts and held last month one of their most successful sales. May I just
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mention some of the things which this association has done for the
welfare of the College during the last six months. They have com-
pletely furnished the new Grade I room, have bought a new set of
desks for Grade XI, donated $500 to the educational campaign; this
new radio phonograph combination and a set of hockey uniforms are
their most recent gifts. These and other gifts have cost more than
$2,000. So you will readily see that, if the Feildian ladies rest on their
oars, then Feild College will indeed be on the rocks.

To Mrs. Andrew Car-
nell, who has very fittingly been elected Honorary President, we say
thank you for twenty-three years of inspired leadership and express
best wishes for a rapid return to full health.
