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Principal’s Report

Your Honour and Lady Outerbridge, Honourable Members of the
Cabinet, my Lord, Ladies and Gentlemen:

IT IS my honour to present tonight my Sixth Annual Report at

this, the fifty-fifth Speech Night held by Bishop Feild College.
At one of the earliest Speech Nights, held in 1899, a prominent
prize winner was a Third Form pupil who received prizes for Eng-
lish Composition and general merit in all subjects. To-night, fifty
years later, he returns to the platform as His Honour, Sir Leonard
Outerbridge, C.B.E., D.S.0., and Feild College is honoured for the
first time by having one of her ex-pupils return as His Majesty’s
representative to assist in the Speech Night ceremonies. To Sir
Leonard, I extend, on behalf of Bishop Feild College, our heartiest
congratulations, and to him and to Lady Outerbridge a most sin-
cere welcome to this Hall to-night.

Our congratulations and cordial welcome are also extended to
the several Cabinet Ministers present, many of whom are Old
Feildians. The old school wishes them a maximum of success and
a minimum of failures in the great task which is theirs.

T am happy to welcome also Mr. R. L. Andrews and other mem-
bers of the Department of Education and, of course, the large num-
ber of parents and friends. The interest shown by all of you is
most gratifying.

Most Annual Reports seem to be couched in very superlative
terms and listeners and readers must sometimes wonder if things
were always as rosy as pictured. In this present Report I shall use
dozens of superlatives and make no apology for any of them. We
have had a most excellent year.

On a previous Speech Night I said, that I considered that Bishop
Feild had founded this College in 1844 on five sound pillars of edu-
cation, Religion, Culture, Athletics, Discipline and Social Service,
and 1 shall again use these headings in reporting to you to-night.

RELIGION

Our day always begins with a short religious service, and each
class has its weekly period of religious instruction. Last year, to
help us in this work, we had His Lordship the Bishop, Dean Rayson,
Canon Howitt, Rev. Noel and Rev. Leyte. With the serious short-
ages of Clergy, this happy situation could not continue but we are
still fortunate in having regular weekly visits as Dean Rayson.
Canon Howitt, and Rev. Noel continue to instruct most of the senior
grades. We are most grateful to His Lordship and the Clergy for
the sacrifices which they must make in order to come to us.
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At this point I wish to pay a most sincere tribute to the late
Rev. Jacob Brinton, who gave instruction to our Grade XI Class on
Wednesday mornings for about forty years. Mr. Brinton was one
of the few adults of my acquaintance who never looked down at
youth but always looked up, and while the whole community is poor-
er as a result of his passing, the greatest loss will be felt by the
Anglican youth of this town, and by hundreds of our younger teach-
ers. The full extent of his personal counselling will never be known,
but thousands now living are happier because, at some crucial time
i’n their lives, they had the benefit of the sound advice of this saint-
y man.

SOCIAL SERVICE

The practical side of our Religion is never lost sight of and our
duty towards our neighbour is remembered in the following ways:

More than 10,000 magazines and pocket novels were collected
during the year for distribution by the Harbour and Wharf Mission
of the C.M.B.C. The usual work for the T.B. Association, Child
Welfale Division and Red Cross, has been carried out, partwularl)
by our Junior Red Cross Branches.

CULTURE

Under this heading C.H.E. results usually come first. LQ.
tests, given some time previous to these exams, showed our three
senior classes (IX, X, and XI) to be above average and we were
fairly well satisfied when, out of 83 candidates sitting, 67 were suc-
cessful. This works out at 809 of passes.

In Grade X top boy was George Cobb with 78.3% average.
In Grade IX top boy was Reg Bishop with 90.1% average.

Last year I reported that the Senior Jubilee Scholarship had
been won by Old Feildian David Morgan. This year I am happy to
add that David has gained further honour by being awarded the
Rhodes Scholarship for 1949, He is now in the middle of his final
year in Science at King’s University in Halifax and I have sent him,
on behalf of the College, our warmest congratulations and best
wishes for still further successes.

Other Old Feildians continue to bring honour to their old school.
For instance, at McGill and Nova Scotia Technical College last May
five Old Feildians graduated as engineers. Three of these, includ-
ing Bob Hunt, Sr., Jubilee Scholar of 1947, have now returned to
use their talents and training in their own country.

I am glad to report that we have been able once more to include
Art instruction in the school. Mr. Reginald Shepherd comes to us
every Tuesday at 4.15 and instructs interested boys from Grades
IX, X, and XI. Tt is very interesting to note that Mr. Shepherd’s
father taught M. T. at Feild some years ago.
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Miss Jennings continued voluntarily to devote her Tuesday
evenings of last school year to the Mixed Choir made up of senior
pupils of Spencer and Feild. This year, due to the evenings re-
quired by the Army and Air Force Cadets, this has had to cease.
1 regret this very much and hope that it may soon be revived. I
wish to take this opportunity of thanking Miss Cherrington and
Miss Jennings for the valuable training which they gave to this
choir.

For the third year in succession, we are indebted to Mr. H. D.
Macgillivray for making it possible for twenty-one of our senior
boys to attend Community Concerts.

ATHLETICS

The addition three years ago, of Mr. Ches Parsons as full-time
Games Instructor, has allowed us to enlarge our programme some-
what and there are now ten active branches of athletics in which
boys can take part as they advance through the school. Intra-
mural competition is carried on between our three Houses and we
have just concluded a most keenly contested series of volley ball,
one of the best indoor games.

In our outside competitions we have had two outstanding suc-
cesses. During the summer vacation oar Track Team obtained its
third win on the Canning Trophy in the local sports meet and at
Bell Island set up two new Newfoundland records. The Relay Team
consisting of W. Vail, W. Titford, and Grant Chalker covered the
course in 1:194 sec. to beat the record made by the Feildians in
1948. Fred Bradbrook showed his heels to all competitors in the
Mile Race to create a new record of 5.03% secs.

This Fall, after one of the most keenly contested senior soccer
series in Inter-Collegiate history, our senior team won out in the
final play-off game with St. Bon’s so that this shield on my left once
more adorns our walls. The surprise of coming back again within
5 years must have been too much for the shield for one day after
its return, it simply disintegrated and it took just about all the
King’s horses and all the King’s men to reassemble it. The shock,
due to change of environment, is not surprising when I tell you that,
since 1915, St. Bon’s have recorded thirty soccer championships,
Prince of Wales two and Feild, two. In 1938 there was a three-
corned tie which due to inclement weather, was allowed to remain.
St. Bonaventure’s has indeed a most enviable record in Inter-Col-
legiate soccer.

DISCIPLINE

The ordinary discipline of the school, maintained by teachers and
prefects working together, is assisted greatly by the sense of duty
and responsibility which is being inculcated in the various Cadet
units which are now part and parcel of our school life. Approxi-
mately one hundred and fifty of our senior boys are now affiliated
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with either C.L.B. Army Cadets, the C.L.B. Junior Training Corps
or the Feildian Air Cadet Squadron. Following the spade work done
by a keen sponsoring committee, the Air Cadets were officially
gazetted this Fall and, under the active leadership of C.0. Gerald
Bastow, D.F.C., Adjutant Douglas Hunt and Equipment Officer
James Harvey, these eighty boys are quickly developing into a crack
unit.

1 had the pleasure during August last of seeing at first hand,
the type of work being done by these cadet groups in Nova Scotia
and I am certain that Canon Howitt, the chairman of the Feild Com-
mittee, will agree with me that they are doing a grand job in helping
to produce worthwhile citizens, alert in mind and body.

SCHOOL HEALTH

We are indebted to the Department of Public Health and Wel-
fare for conducting, in addition to their usual routine examinations,
a complete patch test and x-ray survey of the whole school. As a
result, one boy was advised to rest for a few months. Through this
Department also Cod Liver Oil is being issued regularly and hot
chocolate is available at lunch time for those boys who live at long
distances. A very high health standard has been maintained so
that despite the fact that many Fort Pepperrell boys arrive late in
the school year, or leave early, our average attendance was 87¢.

MABEL CARNELL MEMORIAL KINDERGARTEN

Due to overcrowding at our sister College it was found neces-
sary two years ago to move Grade I boys to Feild. Numbers at
Spencer still increased and, toward the end of last school year it
became obvious that the boys of Kindergarten age would also have
to seek accommodation at Feild College in September. The idea of
having this new Kindergarten Department as a memorial to Mrs.
Andrew Carnell met with widespread approval and, as a result of
generous subscriptions we were able to have the official opening in
October, when Miss Ann Chatwood arrived. Miss Chatwood had
just completed a two year course in London, specializing in the
work of the nursery school and kindergarten and we feel very happy
at having secured her services. While awaiting Miss Chatwood’s
arrival we were most fortunate in having the vigor and experience of
Miss Muriel Purchase, M.B.E., to start our boys along the first diffi-
cult weeks at school. I honestly believe that she was as sorry to
leave us as we were to see her go. Our Kindergarten is indeed a
pleasant room and any who have not yet seen it are invited to visit
it after to-night’s performance.

STAFF CHANGES

The resignation of Mr. Hefferton last March, after nearly eight
vears of faithful and valuable work, left a terrific gap in the Staff
at a most awkward time of the year. Good fortune, however, was
again with us, and Mrs. Herbert Cramm came to our rescue to take
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over Mr. Hefferton’s entire teaching load. The results obtained in
English and Economics in the C.H.E. examinations testify to the
excellent tuition of both teachers and are deserving of hearty con-
gratulations.

In September Mr. C. M. Smith was added to the Staff to replace
Mr. Hefferton and a considerable increase in numbers allowed us to
split Grades I1 and I1I for the first time in many years. Miss Louise
Coaker, an experienced and capable teacher, was engaged for Grade
I1, while Miss Woodley moved to Grade III. I trust that both new
members of our Staff will be happy in their work.

Our total numbers this year have increased by approximately
one hundred and some classrooms are overcrowded. The whole
Staff, however, has responded to the extra challenge and I am grate-
ful for their loyalty and co-operation.

OUR ORGANIZATIONS

Outstanding among the Feildian Club activities have been the
championship won by the B section soccer team and the well-de-
served success of the second Feildian Boys’ Camp at Mackinson’s.
This Camp was bigger and better in every way than the first. One
hundred and twenty boys representing twelve different schools at-
tended and, after twelve days, there wasn’t a happier or healthier
group on the N.A. continent. Plans are already being made for the
coming summer with Mr. Gordon Pike as Camp Director for the
third time. I was very delighted recently to hear that, due to the
efforts of the Hon. S. J. Hefferton, there is every hope that, in the
not too distant future, Newfoundland may participate in the
National Physical Fitness Programme. If and when that happens,
1 shall be heard shouting “Hurrah” from the house-tops, because I
firmly believe that, next to full employment with just rewards,
nothing is as necessary to the happiness of the people of Newfound-
land as the type of work carried on by the N.P.F. Council in spon-
soring Recreational pursuits for young and old.

The Feildian Athletic Assn. can this year boast of twenty-five
vears of progress. The work of this chartered organization can
best be assessed by comparing the present beautiful property with
the Old Tannery Field of 1924. Never did the grounds look better
than when, this summer, the Governor-General of Canada reviewed
the various units during August.

Not only does this year mark a quarter of a century of progress
for the F.A.G.A. but Mr. Gordon Stirling completes his twentieth
vear as President—a most praiseworthy record.

The Feildian Ladies’ Association has had one of its most suc-
cessful years. With a considerably increased membership, under
the Presidency of Mrs. J. P. Steinhauer, they have, in addition to
their usual activities, catered to a large wedding and even under-
took to feed the Lions. As a result of their activities, new desks
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were purchased for Grade X and XI and nearly half the expense of
the new Carnell Memorial Kindergarten was cared for by these
ladies. Besides this, they make an annual contribution to the Di-
rectors, to the F.A.G.A. and donate an annual scholarship to the
College. We are most grateful for their invaluable assistance and
I was delighted when I heard two weeks ago that all officers were
re-elected for the coming year.

The Feildian Home and School Association, with Mr. H. D.
Macgillivray as President had, a most interesting and active first
year in which six meetings were held. At all of these, time was
allotted for the discussion of common problems concerning parents
and teachers and much was done to improve relationship. These
Parent Teacher organizations have become a potent influence in all
the mainland provinces and in the U.S.A. For instance, the present
bill to cut out crime and sex comics, about which we have been hear-
ing so much lately, was brought about largely by pressure from
various Home and School Associations. Let us hope that more and
more Newfoundland schools will form these groups.

OTHER BENEFACTORS

Time does not permit me to thank all other benefactors of this
past year but I feel that I must single out for special thanks all
those who contribute advertisements to our “Feildian” magazine
and so make possible its production; also all those who donate so
regularly and generously to our Scholarship and Prize Fund. Adults
feel frustration if they do not receive recognition for their efforts,
so it is only right and natural that children should have their good
work rewarded each year.

My final thanks go to the Board of Directors to whom this re-
port, primarily, is directed. Especially may I mention the work
of the Secretary-Treasurer, Mr. Arthur White, who, despite his ill-
ness, spent many hours of his own time in trying to solve the knotty
problem of making both ends meet.
